Low Platestiliss is Made,

Tt is not very well known that nearly
all the plate-glass so common nowadays
iv mannfacturel on the other side of
the oceas and imported here, thongh the
home bnsinesa is prote cted by a duty o
150 per cent. The mannfactore of plate-
was in Europe originally eon-
trolled by the royal families and the
nrocess of its manufacture was a royal
ceeret. At tho present day the most
ilifal workmen in the factories of
Feavoe srd Delgiom earn §5,000 a year,

peeqaently have no reason for
cwigrating, As a rale the artisans that
do come here are inferior workmen.
Plate glass is manufactured too hastily
bere. The art isa fine one, and the
utmost patience and skill is needed to
prodeee the ficest article.  The largest
plato-glass ever exhibited in this
country was that seen at the Centennial
its diwensions were twenly-
two feet Ly ten feet six inches. It was
wanufactured in France, This plate
in its entirety never had any practical
nse, and was afterward cut up and
nsed., The largest plate made in this
country was nine feet in length.

The process of manufacture is very
loag and tedions. The glass is melted
in large clay pots holding about s
thousand pounds of liquid each, which
is szbjected to a very iutenso heal,
Tie most advanced manufacturers use
the *Sicmens " gas-barner, for the nse
of which in this country a very large
rosalty is charged. The preparation of
the pots is most important. They are
made of German or * Stourbridge”
¢lay, and to properly dry them from five
tosiz monthsare required. Unless thor-
ougbly made there is liability of break-

| P
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age in the fire, involving the
loss of the pot and its con-
tents—a loss of about $100. When
the “tatch” has been sufliciently

melted the farnace door is opened and
by means of acrane the pot is elevated
aod the metal cast upon a heated steel
table, Over the molten mass a heavy
roller is drawn which prodaces a level
surface. When partially cooled the
plateis pushed into a ‘‘carriage’

which bas a surface of mortar. It is
then rolled rapidly into snnealing
ovens,where it remains until it is proper-
ly tempered. The glass is now what is
commonly known as *‘rough plate-
glass,” and &0 much of it as is not sufli-
ciently good in qnality is subjected to
the further expense of grinding and
polishing and is sold for sky-lights and
vault-lights. Now the plate is fit for
grinding. The methods of doing this
differ somewhat in different factories,
although the common practice is to put
two plates of glass together and then
move them rapidly one over the other.
Very ingenious machinery is used in
England for the succeeding stages.
The glass is cast usually of athickness
of one-hall inch, but by the successive
processes of grinding is reduced to as
near one-quarter of an inch as possible.
If the surface is free from defects
and oniform when the thickness of
three eighths of an inch has been
rcached, the plate is finished, as the
thickness is not objectionable, although
one-quarter of an inch is the standard.
The final polishing is done by band,
and large numbers of girls and children
sre employed in many of the factories
for this purpose. It is not uncommon
that et this stage of the manufacture
an aocident will break into f{ragments
the finished plate. The pieces are
gathered upand meltel over again to go
through the same procss, After com-
pletion of the polishing the plate is
carried to the stock-room and there
awaits its sale.

Bt if yon
tuke a map of Siberia ove could form
some idea of its siza | y catting ont the
size of Germary, Francs, Austria and
Hungary; for thers would be suflicient
Jand etill left over to create Great
Britain and Ireland out of the single
province of Yeneseisk. But all that
enormous expanse is empty. The pop-
nlation of Yeneseisk is only 372,000, or
about half the population of Moscow.
The whole population of Siberia is less
than the population of London,

Siberians do not seem distressed at
these distances, and think nothing cf
riding 100 miles to atten1 a ball or a
banquet, but entertainments of that
gort are only held in towns, which are
very few, only seventeen having more
than 5,000 inhabitants. Ol course,
much of Biberia is not fit for coloniza-
tion; the land is evidently greatly
altered since the times of the mam-
moths and other antediluvian animals.
Bnut nevertheless there is evidently n
great want of population.

To supply that want has been the
constant thonght of Russian statesmen.
It is that which partly has led them to
establizh penal sett!ements in Siberia.
Thera is a certein appropriateness about
that which is quite undesigned. It is
perhaps not altogether unfitting that
Siberia, conquered by a half-brigand,
should become the Lkome of the con-
viet. Yet it deserves u better fate, and |

Bread from Bark.

It is well known to the botanists that
many plants beside those commonly
used for food, contsin nutritive ele-
meuts. Nearly all plants contain starch.
The barks of several sspens and pine
trees contain so much of this substance
that it can be extracted from them as
fzom potatoes by trituration with water.
It exists also in the roots and other
parts of perennial plants to such an ex-
tent asto have been emrployed in the
preparation of bread in fwnines. Inil-
lnstration of this we quote: the follow-
ing directions, given by Professor Aut-.
earieth, for preparing & pulatable and
natritions bread from the beech and
other woods destitute of tmrpentine:
“Everything soluble in watex is first
removed by frequent maceration and
boiling ; the wood is then to be re-
duced to n minute division, not mevely

into fine £bers, but actual powder; and
after being repeatedly subjected to
heat in an oven is ground in the usual
manner of corn.  Wood thus prepared,
gccording to the author, acquires the
gemell and taste of corn flour. 1t is,
however, never quite white. It agrees
with corn flour in not fermenting with-
out the addition of leaven, and in this
case some leaven of corn flouris found
to answer best. With thisit makes a
perfectly uniform and spongy bread,
and when it is thoroughly baked and
has much crust it has a much better
tasle of bread than what in time of
scarcity is prepared from the bwan and
husks of corn. Wood flour, alwo, bailed
in water, forms a thick, tremhling jally,
which is very nutritiouns.”
