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Recent Publications. 

The Legend or Jitbal and Othek Poems. 

Author’s edition. 
In this volume of poems, written during 

the years 1865-73, we find few revelations ot 

power or skill previously unrecognized iD its 
author. To«ay, as we surely may, that in 

wisdom, vigor, keen and forcible analysis of 
human thought and emotion, George Eliot 
frequently reaches here her accustomed em- 
inence—is to say very much. But, it scents 
to us, her prose is usually as poetical as her 
verse. The rapid fancy; the glad recogni- 
tion of the bodily beauty of words; the un- 

reflecting passion, made of many emotions 
welded together by their own quick flame, 
that characterize the essentially lyric poet- 
are directly opposed to the depth, complexity 
and weight of her manner of thought. Her 
use of language is entirely unaffected. She 
takes, apparently, no delight in curiosities of 
rhyme or rythm; words are with her, sub- 
dued to the expression of thought, with 
which they are charged to their utmost ca- 

pacity. The wonders of earth and air, the 
mysteries of seas and stars, she leaves un- 

sung except as they illustrate and heighten 
the play of tmman emotion and action. 
And, through this very excess or purpose m 

her poetry—the reader is left half longing for 
such verse as that of William Morris, full of 
sweet iteration and of the warm languor of a 

summer day. 
“The Legend of Jubal,” which gives the 

title to the volume, is the finest and most 

characteristic of the poems collected in it. 
HPla*. rvP oapI,, rvartn r.C 4 lw. 

most unlimited by space or time, opens an 

ample field for the poet’s vigorous and nobly 
imaginative description. The knowledge of 

death, that gave increased value and mean- 

ing to lile: the longing of these first men to 
leave some record of themselves for men to 

be; the inspiration of music that came to 
Jubal in the measured beat of the hammer, 
the songs .of birds, and lastly in the dramatic 
cadences of human speech; and his artist's 
desire for a free place where the fires of 
heaven shall meet the deep waters of the 
world—all these things are told in grand and 
harmonious verse. The close of the poem, 
where Jubal returns to his native country— 
old, voice and heart alike broken—ane, un- 

recognized by the musicians who had as- 

sembled to celebrate a festival in his honor, is 
beaten with their flutes, driven away to die 
alone—has the clear forms and rapid, vigor- 
ous action of an antique baaso-rilievo. 

“Agatha” a genre sketch of German peas- 
ant life, of which the central figure is a pious, 
simple-hearted old woman; and “Armgart” 
a study—a little inflated in style, it seems to 
us—of the nature of an ambitious, gifted ar- 

tiste; are far inferior to the “Legend of Ju- 

bal, though from the nature of their respect- 
ive subjects, comparison is of course hardly 
practicable. 

“How Lisa Loved the King,” is an exquis- 
ite poem, founded upon one of Boccaccio's 
tales and displays the entire acquaintance 
with Italian life of those times, and the skill- 
ful, unostentatious use of rich stores of leaf n 

ing that added so much charm to the au- 

thor's “Romola”—while the story is told in 
the tender, simple style that befits it. The 
Canzone of Minuccio is in the very spirit of 
the Italian verse of those days, aud possesses 
singular lyric beauty. 

“A Minor Prophet” expresses much phios- 
ophy and philanthropy through the medium 
of somewhat ponderous playfulness—but, at 
lorwO iu port wo voaturo to think—IS not pOt— 
try. 

“Brother and Sister” is exceedingly realis- 
tic—but contains graceful lines among some 

rather unpoetical ones. 

“Arion” is strong, clearly defined and im- 

pressive, and gives fresh evidence of the skill 
of the masterhand, which can easier carve a 

Colossus than a cherrystone. 
“Two Lovers,” is, if we may say so of any- 

thing of George Eliot’s—commonplace iii 
treatment. 

In “Stradivarius” and “Oh may I join the 
choir invisible” the noblest traits of the po- 
et’s genius are apparent. 

Tte volume will be eagerly read by the ad- 
mirers of George Eliot—anti who does not 
count himself among them ? As a poet, it 
seems to us, sue will hardly lake as UigU rank 

a3 in the department, really more difficult, of 
prose. The traits that make her oue of the 

gieatest of modern prose writers are not 
those that give the utmost success in verse. 
An impelling force in the one—they are aj 
times a weight upon the wings of the other.

“A modest and manly record of his most 
fruitful and earnest work,” is the opinion 
passed upon this volume by the American 
editor, an opinion which will be very gener- 
ally concurred in. Knight himself says in the 

preface to the English edition that it occurred 
to him that certain passages in his working 
life of fifty years might have an interest for a 

wider circle than that of his family and im- 
mediate friends. This remark is the key-note 
of the work. 

It is certainly very entertaiuing. It could 

scarcely be otherwise treating as it -does o^ 
literature, and men of one of the most inter- 
esting periods, literary, social and political, in 

English history. The author enjoyed, be- 
cause of his occupation, peculiar facilities for 
becoming acquainted with the noteworthy 
people of those times. A publisher and an 

author himself he formed intimate acquaint- 
ances with the men whom the wor.d has 

agreed to regard as famous in letters. If not 
one oi me uu mujures uiurseu, ue was per- 

mitted to sit at their tables. 
His working life, he tells us, began in 1812, 

when he went into journalism, at that time 
just coming into repute as an avenue to liter- 

ary circles. In 1820 he started the experi- 
ment, since so successfully carried oat in the 
“Penny Cyclopaedia” and other publications, 
of cheap miscellanies. The history of the un- 

dertaking, its initial failures and its final suc- 

cess, is, as detailed by him, of great interest. 

In 1824 he established “The Quarterly Maga- 
zine,” and thus made the acquaintance of 

Macaulay, Praed and others of the remarka- 
ble knot of Cambridge students who became 

the chief contributors to that periodical. In 

1827 he became connected with the Society 
for the Diffusion of Useful Knowledge, a con- 

nection that lasted for twenty years. It was 

a period ot wonderful progress, a complete 
political and social revolution, and to a keen 

observer like Mr. Knight, furnished abundant 
mater ial for entertaining reminiscences ot men 

and manners and events. It was during this 
period that the “Penny Magazine,” and the 
“Pictorial History of England,” publications 
so well known in connection with Mr. 

Knight’s name,weTe projected and carried on. 

After forty years of coutinuous labor he enter- 
ed upon what he called “an epoch of compar- 
ative repose.” But he confesses that he 
“had still to look for happiness in work,” and 

up almost to the very day of his death in 
1873 he occupied himself with editing and 
writing periodicals and books. Indeed, in 
many respects it was the most productive 
period of his whole life. 

The work opens in December 1800 with the 
celebration of the legal commencement ol the 
union with Ireland. Knight’s chief recollec- 
tion ot the scene was the omission from the 

proclamation of the absurd but time-conse- 
crated title of “King of France.” People ar- 

gued that the charge was omnlous of the de- 

parting glory of England. The work closes 

n December 1802 on the fiftieth marriage au- 
aivesary of the author with England stronger 
n every material resource, and holding as 
proud a position as at any period in her his- 
tory. All that is noticeable in these sixty- 
two years is touched upon, and the reader is 
made acquainted with the authors, statesmen 
and soldiers of the time. The English edi- 
tion m three volumes has been judiciously pruned, many passages of minor interest 
s ri en out, and the whole work brought within the compass of 460 pag.s, by the 
American editor. 
The Heabt of Africa. By I.r Qwwg. 

furth. In two volumes. Hew York, Harper & 
Bros. For sale by Luring, Short Si Harmon. 
This is probably the most complete work 

upon Central Africa now-extant. It is com- 

piled faom long and careful personal ob-erva- 
tionofthe writer. He confirms beyond a 
doubt the cannibalism of the interior tribes of 
Africa and also of the existence of a race of 
Pigmies so often alluded to in the writings of 
Homer, Herodotus and Aristotle. The Dr. 
describes them as consisting of large tribes 
inhabiting Central Africa between lat. 1 and 
2 deg. N., of averaging but four leet and two 
or three inches in height ai d ol bearing a 
close affinity to the Bushmen of the South. 
In his account ol his first interview with 
these dwarfs he says “several days elapsed 
after my taking up my residence by the pal- 
ace of the Moubucloo king without my having 
a chance to get a view of the dwarts, whose 
Came, had-.no.Irnimlt ewniiml mil curiosity_ 
My people, howevsr, assured me that they 
had seen them. I remonstrated with them 
for not having secured me an opportuni- 
ty of seeing for myself, ard for not 
bringing them into contact with me. 
I obtained no other reply but that the 
uwaris were too timid to come. After a fe# 
mornings iny attention was arrested by a 
shouting in the camp, and I learned that Mo- 
hammed had surprised one of the Pigmies in 
attendance upon the king, and was convey- 
ing him in spite of strenuous resistance, 
straight to my tent. I looked up, aod there 
sure enough was the strange little creature, 
perched upon Mohammed’s right shoulder, 
nervously hugging his head and casting 
glances of alarm in every direction. Moham- 
med soon deposited him in the seat of honor. 
A royal interpreter was stationed at his side. 
Thus, at last, was I able veritably to feast 
my eyes upon a living embodiment of the 
myths of some thousand years.” 

The work consists of two large volumes 
and is copiously illustrated. It is an invalua- 
ble addition to our accounts of Ceulral Afri- 
can explorations. 

Magazines for June. 
Old and New. The June number of Old 

and Neio is abreast with the current topics 
of the day. Mr. Hales opens the magazine 
with a timely and well considered article on 

the currency, deserving a careful perusal. 
Dr. Leonard Bacon has a paper on “Gov- 
ernment by Parties,” in which he thoroughly 
exposes the imperiian in imperio and delivers 
some strong thrusts at partisan abuses, Dr. 
Martineau takes up “The Protestant 
Theory ol Authority,” and contrasts it 
with the claims of the Catholic Church 
previously discussed by him.

In Memoriam. 

_______ As years nass bv. and we more and more 
realize tbe priceless blessings vouchsafed to 
us and to posterity by the toils, sacrifices, and 
blood of tens of thousands of patriots wbc 
now fill martyrs’ graves, our gratitude to and 
love (or them is correspondingly increased. 
In view of this, it was a happy thought which 
led Gen. Logan in 1868, as the head of the 
Graad Army of the Republic, to issue an or- 

der calling upon the thousand posts of this 
veteran organization throughout the land, to 

publicly recognize the services of the nation’s 
dead, by strewing their graves with the flow- 
ers of spring. Nothing could better demon- 
strate how thoroughly and heartily the peo- 
ple appreciate the devotion and heroism of 
the men who saved the Republie at the cost 
or life, than the hearty response which all 
classes gave and continue to give to this or- 

der. The observance of the day has become 
more general each year, and its seventh re- 

currence will be observed more widely than 
those that have preceded it. To-day the city 
with impressive solemnity of civic and milita- 
ry pomp, the village with its little band ol 
veterans, and its procession of school chil- 
dren, and the rural neighborhood with its 
modest tribute and unspoken eulogy, except 
that tear-suffused eyes are eloquent, unite to 
do honor and piy reverence to the memory 
of men who are at once a nation’s saviors 
and martyrs. 

Our Legislature acted wisely in making 
Memorial day a holiday; for at this time, 
when in the excitement and strife of life’s 
battle, we are likely to lose sight of the sub- 
lime achievement which made the manhood 
of our brothers illustrious,and the godlike de- 
votion that demands our admiration and 
reverence, we need a day set apart for the 
special purpose of recognizing the untold cost 
of all the privileges and favors which we as a 
nation enjoy. We need to step out of daily 
routine and, contemplating the sacrifices of 
other days, inquire what our present duty to 
the Republic is. We need, above all, to 
to have our hearts touched by the precious 
memories of the past and, by calling to mind 
the devotion of the mftn WP hnnnr liava 

souls quickened by the promptings of, 
yearllin«3 -or> a broader and truer man- 

^^^nood. 
We are aware that Gradgrind, who meas- 

-ures everything by the- &b-rsb» of 
“will it pay,” will turn away from the sim- 
ple services of this day in contempt and ask, 
“What’s the use of all this ?” Of no possible 
use to you, Gradgrind, who carry into every 
relation of life, a mercenary and selfish pur- 
pose. That religion which to most people is 
a solace and a prompter to noble aspiration, 
to the stunted and starved soul of Gradgrind 
is only a protection against the possible con- 

tingency of fire hereafter, like any other in- 
surance policy. If he recognizes any differ- 
ence in religions it is because one may be 
cheaper than the other, and he cherishes the 
too fatal idea that immunity from loss does 
not lapse with over-due premiums. 

Oh,'Gradgrind! the human heart with its 
tender sympathies is wiser that the starved 
and narrowed intellect; it hath its instincts 
which are more infallible than your prudent 
calculations. Thqje is in human souls this 
inborn feeling which hallows the very dust 
where good and hrave men sleep. 

“E'en in their ashes live their wonted fires,’* 
and to reverent, grateful faith, the very grave 
beeomes vital with the courage, the valorous 
devotion to duty and country and the noble 
manhood which no death can quench. 

The story of the devotion and sacrifice of the 
dead we honor will be told by thousands to- 
day. It is well-known to all. Braver men, 
more devoted men never lived or died to save 
a nation and add infinite cost to the 
liberties of a nation. They have done their 
duty; this broad land, with its free institu- 
tions—its vast opportuuities, is their gift to us. 

We, therefore, do well to pay them the 
highest honor; to deck their graves with the 
choicest of flowers and moisten the emerald 
turf which carpets their resting places with 
our grateful tears. Yet all this is vain mock- 
ery if we go away from the spot consecrated 
by their dust with no resolve to emulate their 
virtues and no purpose to consecrate ourselves 
to the work of making the couutry for which 
they died, the dwelling place of an intelligent, 
happy and moral people—worthy of the mar- 

tyrdom of good men. Better not have sav- 
ed a country, if afterward it is to become 
thfi arpna for vii*p ininefifto anti nr son re Dnf 

ter not to have preserved a nation il its subse- 
quent history is to be blackened with dis- 
grace and infamy. 

As we stand around the graves of the no- 
ble dead to-day and God’s pure sunshine fil- 
ters down upon their last resting places in 
mists of gold, may we so coini^nne with their 
spirits that we shall go forth to life’s duties 
more steadfast patriots and truer men.

dency to teach college presidents that it is 
not the easiest thing in the world to discipline 
grown men by the same rules which are in 
vogue in our primary schools.” 

Speaking of Memorial Day the Boston Ad- 
vertiser is of opinion that' nothing could in- 
dicate so certainly that the late rebels had 

put away the passions of the war as their pay- 
ing honor to the memory of the brave men 

who helped to conquer them; and nothing 
could prove more irrefutably tbe absence of 
vindictiveness at the North than similar hon- 
ors by former Union soldiers to the memory 
of Jhe gallant dead on the other side.

Awarding of Diplomas. 
The essays were in general of a higher grade 

than is usually found in similar exercises. This 
was undoubtedly due in part to the good taste 
which dictated brevity and forced the writers 
to condense their thoughts and expression, 
thus avoiding to a great extent the dilution 
and gush which dommonly pervade this class 
of composition.

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The diplomas were presented to the class by 
Governor Dingley, as PresJdent of tho Board 
of Trustees, in an appropriate and happily ex- 

pressed address of congratulation, accompanied 
by suggestions for future guidance, brief, forci- 
ble and practical. An elegant bouquet was 

presented by the class to Mr. G. T. Fletcher, 
the principal, who acknowledged it in an ad- 
mirable address. The music was furnished by 
teachers and'students, and was very good. A 
vocal duet by Misses Hughes and Grindle and 
an instrumental duet on violin and piano by 
Henry B. and Boaidman Hall, were specially 
worthy of approval. On Thursday evening a 

sooial gathering of students and alumni occur- 
red at Normal Hall and was undoubtedly en- 

joyed by the participants. 
On the whole the exercises may be pro- 

nounced a decided success. The school is in 
admirable condition, with a strong corps of 
instructors and a good quality of material 
among the pupils. It is supplying a valuable 
element to the teaching force of Maine. The 
graduates all propose to teach—in fact an agree- 
ment to do so is a condition of admission—and 
many of the under-graduates will teach during 
the summer vacation. Fifty-five of the latter 
have already entered upon their summer work 
at wages considerably higher, on an average, 
than are paid those who have not enjoyed the 
benefits of this special training. 

Miss Clara Bartley, who has been a valuable 
teacher in the school for some years, leaves for 
domestic reasons. Her loss is much regretted 
and her successor has not yet been chosen. 
Any notice of graduation exercises at Castiue 
would be incomplete which omitted acknow- 
ledgement to the citizens for their hearty in- 
terest and co-operation in everything connected 
with the school. Castine, venerable and his- 
toric, abounds in old, wealthy, and cultivated 
families, whose hospitality is unbounded and 
whose open doors greet the official visitors on 
these occasions with a cheerful and gratifying 
welcome. People there seem to never grow 
old. Several of the visitors will always re- 
member with affectionate admiration a delight- 
ful host and hostess who are called by the 
calendar eighty-four and seventy-one years of 
age respectively, but who really stopped grow- 
ing old fifty years ago, and who cherish a 

kindly, cordial sympathy for and interest in all 
things cheerful, bright and youthful. 

The class of this year is probably the best in 
material and promise that has ever been sent 
from the school and the prospects for next 

year are most encouraging. The school is, as 

we have said, in a thoroughly satisfactory con- 
dition and is one of the most useful' and valu- 
able of the public enterprises of the State. 

Manufactures and Railroads. 
Waterville, May 28, 1874. 

To the Editor of the Press :— 
The power on the Kennebec Kiver at this 

point is about 9,000 horse, or 400,000 spindles, 
equal to the power at Lowell. The expense of 
improvement here will be very small. The 
dam and canal at Lowell cost $1,000,000. Ours 
here cost but 860,000. Mills can be finished 
here as to their main walls at not materially 
more outlay than in some other localities has to 
be made for excavations and foundations. The 
abundance of construction material, the fertil- 
ity of the surroundiug country, the desirable- 
ness of the town for residence, are additional 
circumstances favoring the successful prosecu- 
tion of manufactures in Waterville. 

The “Lockwood Mills” will be the first in- 
dustrial construction erected upon the Ticonic 
falls, at all commensurate with the class and 
magnitude of the power, Mr. Lockwood, 
whom no citizen of Maine will need to have 
endorsed as the best cotton-mill engineer iu the 
United States, deems the site of such natural 
superiority that for the given expenditure he 
will be able to build a better mill than he has 
ever anywhere else done in eveu his great and 
successful experience. His interest and confi- 
dence in the issue of the enterprise are shown 
by his subscription of 850,000 to the stock. 
Mr. Duun, who has led off in the undertaking, 
has been fortunate in securing Mr. Lockwood’s 
services and co-operation, his judgment as a 
cotton manufacturer being not inferior to that 
as factory builder. The foudations of the mill 
will consist of the best of granite work. The 
bricks are making a few rods distant, the clay 
being of the best quality, and wood being deliv- 
ered at three dollars per cord. The building, 
72x326 feet, will be completed this season, with 
a wing additional. The maine railroad track 
passes at a few rods distance on a level with the 
mill. A branch track can he run directly to 
the yards, if desired. The mill, operating 30,- 
000 spindles, will employ about 700 hands, and 
will according to the established average, add 
two thousand to the population of the Stale, 

most of whom will be in this town and vicinity. 
There is, as specified above, power for a dozen 
more such mills. Four are to be located upon 
the portiou of the grand canal already con- 
structed. 

The effect of the improvements is already 
very marked. Real estate has doubled in 7alue. 
A lot bought some time since for 81,500 would 
now find prompt takers at $4,000. A farm of 
twenty eight acres has sold for $300 per acre; 
this before was worth but $100 pei acre. Thir- 
ty-five houses are now contracted for. This 
corresponds to the experience of Lewiston and 
other manufacturing centers. It is active cap- 
ital that gives value to everything, even to hu- 
man labor, and almost to the bounties of na- 
ture. 

In all this Portland has a deep interest. Be- 
fore tho days of tho Maine Central railroad, all 
the, Kennebec business went to Boston. Ex- 
cept, perhaps, for molasses, Portland was no 

more heard of or thought of by our business 
men than Bridgton now is. Now, some thir- 
teen hundred tons of merchandise are moved 
by the railroad betwixt the two places in fbe 
course of the year. Our merchants are learn- 
ing that goods can be bought to advantage in 
Portland, especially the staples, groceries, dry 
goods, leather products, hardware, drugs, etc. 
The business of the Kennebec and Penobscot 
valleys formerly all flowed off to the sea. The 
Maine Central has opened another and never- 
obstructed channel, which has diverted no 

small part of it to Portland. 
Now that manufacturiugoperations are bein" 

entered upon on a large scale, we are realizing3 
as never before, our dependence upon the rail- 
road. But for the Maine Central our present or 
any other large enterprise would be out of the 
question. Before the days of the railroad com- 
modities reached us bv barge, not inilrs>in^>w 
towed up the river hy yokes of oxen, or by high- 
way at the cost of twenty cents per ton per miie. Indeed, in our case the Maine Central 
has been the instrument of bringing, in consid- 
erable part, the pecuniary means to hand for 
our undertaking. Mr. I)unn had his resources 
largely embarked iu the Maine Central. Some 
of the solid men of Boston, George L. Ward, 
Esq., being prominent, who, by the way, dii 
mors than any other man in the (lays of its 
weakness to make the experiment of manufac- 
tures at Lewiston a success, purchasing heavily of the stock of the road as a good investment, 
set this capital free for use in our manufactur- 
ing enterprise. These gentlemen will now be 
interested to promote diversified industries 
along the line of the road, with a view to the 
effect upon their railway investments. The 
very last thing that the State should do is to 
lay burdens on the capital that comes in from 
the outside to improve or enlarge our media of 
transportation, especially when it is not a 
source of current profit. In a new aud good 
State like our own, every dollar invested in 
railroads soon adds five to "the value of the ter- 
ritory contiguous. Capital planted in railroads 
holds in this respect a somewhat exceptional 
position. Leaving out of the account its addi- 
tions to Portland, and leaving out also its own 
vaiue, the Maine Central Railroad has beyond 
question added rilbre to the wealth of the State 
than the entire body of property in Portland, 
or say four or five times its own cost. 

Waterville is at a considerable distance from 
market. This makes the question of freights 
one of especial importance. In reference to 
these the rates from interior Maine to Boston 
by rail are hardly ever complained of. In re- 
spect to the local rates of the Maine Central we 
are satisfied to know that last year they were 
but 4.37 cents per ton per mile, while those of 
even the Massachusetts railroads averaged 4.70 
cents, aud that, too, although the latter roads 
moved tens of millions of passengers, and mil- 
lions of tons of freight. Taking into account, 

j in connection with these reasonable freights, 1 our low cost for room aud power, low rents and 
moderate cost of living, our distance from mar- 
ket is more than made good. The Maine Central 
is of course as deeply concerned in our manufac- 
turing success asany of us,and has alreadysbown 
its favorable disposition by giving outright to 
the water-power company the fifty snares of wa- 
ter-power stock held by it. With reference to 
the future growth in this section it is important 
to have it known that the average freight rates 
of the railroad, as above noted, are low. Noth- 
ing deters manufacturing capital from a dis- 
trict like accusations of extortionate charges for 
transportation. 
It is many a year since there were such stir- 

uiurauu uui onsets as now. vegetation is coming forward with rapidity and excellent 
promise. Our annual crop of hay is about 6,300 
tons. The enlargement of manufactures here 
will make the whole country round abont yield like a garden. Ticonic. 

Washington News and Gossip. 

THE MOIETY BILE. 
The Senate moiety bill as amended, will be 

substantially a combination of the Fenton bill 
and that reported by Mr. Roberts from the 
Ways and Means Committee, and passed by 
the House a few days ago. It was thought 
best to unite these bills for two reasons. The 
Finance Committee were unanimously of the 
opinion that it would be unsafe for the Roberts 
bill repealing moieties to become a law without 
some new provision in regard to the salaries of 
customs officials. The portion of the bill that 
came from the House will be reported to the 
Senate with only one or two important amendj 
ments. An attempt has been made to restoie 
the third section as it was reported from the 
Committee on Ways and Means, authorizing the seizure of books ap.d papers whenever the 
United States attorney shall allege to the court 
whenever a suit is pending, that any business 
book, invoice or paper, belonging to the defend 
ant, will tend to prove the charges made by the 
government: and it now looks as though the 
attempt would be successful, so far as the 
committee is concerned, though they seem will- 
ing to modify its provisions so as to make the 
seizure discretionary with the judge instead of 
mandatory. If the judge is made responsible for every seizure, acts of this kind will be less 
frequent and their execution less oppressive. Still the merchants absolutely deny the neces- 
sity for any such authority, holding the custody of the goods to be sufficient security for the 
government, which has as great facilities for 
ascertaining the market value of goods as the 
merchant. The only otherimportant amendment 
to the House portion of the bill relates to the 
submission of the question of fraudulent intent 
to the jury as a separate and independent ques- tion. The effect of this amendment will be to 
allow a merchant against whom suit is brought 
not only to vindicate his character, if he is in 
nocent, but to get a decision on any other ma- 
terial point that may arise. The sections of 
the Roberts bill repealing molties were taken 
from the Fenton bill, so that of course in com- 
bining the two the corresponding sections of 
the latter are omitted. The remainder of the 
Fenton bili, as modified by its author, and in- 
troduced in the Senate a few days ago, is pre- 
served intact with some slight changes. ’The 
most important of these relate to the schedules 
of salaries of customs officers, which are slight- 
ly reduced in the bill, as it will be reported by the committee. Taken altogether, with the 
exception of the section relating: to the seizure 
of bpoks and papers, the bill will probably be 
more perfect than any on the subject ever be- 
fore Congress, and notwithstanding the known 
hostility of some of the most influential Sena- 
tors to some portions of it, it is hoped that it 
will bp. tfilrpn 11 n aiirlv novf nmolr 

THE FREEDMEN’S MONUMENT, 
The Committee on Appropriations have 

agreed to the request of Governor Stanard to 
an appropriation for the erection of a base and 
pedestal for the bronze statue of Lincoln. Up- 
on this will be placed a full length figure of 
Lincoln, and kneeling beside it the figure of a 
slave. This has been cast abroad; and will ar- 
rive in this country in a few days. The history 
of the monument is this: A colored slave, a 
woman, hearing of the death of Mr. Lincoln, in a small town in Tennessee, handed to an 
army officer the sum of five dollars, which she 
said she had been saving for some good pur- 

Kose, and desired to put it in his hands as a 
asis of a fund for building a freedmen’s mon- 

ument to Mr. Lincoln. The money was seat 
by this officer to the western sanitary commis- 
sion at St. Louis, and upon their advertising the circumstance freedmen in various parts of 
tne country made contributions until the sum 
reached $18,000, and for this a bronze statue 
was cast abroad. It will be erected upon one of 
the reservations in this city.

Friday.—This morning, at the opening of the 

Court, Mr. Libby argued against the motion for a 

new trial in the case ot State vs. Pike. Gen. Mat- 

tocks then replied. 
Judge Symonds declined to grant a new trial on 

the ground of newly discovered evidence,*for the 

reason that the evidence offered in support of the 

motion was cumulative and was substantially the 

same as that offered and rejected after the arguments 
had begun. This evidence was rejected at the trial, 
on the ground that it had been in the power ot the 

defence, in the exercise of due diligence, to produce 
it during the progress of the testimony. 

The second motion for a new trial, for errors en 

the part of the jury, was also overruled, on the 

ground that affidavits or testimony ot jurors, relating 
to what occurred in the jury room during the deliber- 

ation of the jury, could not be received to impeach 
the verdict. That on grounds of public policy, a ju- 
ror who has affirmed a verdict in open court, canno1 
bj received as a witness against the validity of the 

proceeding of the jury while deliberating as a body 
upon the verdict to be rendered in the case. 

In the afternoon General Mattocks called three or 

four witnesses to testify as to the irregularity of the 

jury in the Pike case in drawing lots. The main 

witness was one Frank H. Webster, who testified 
that between five aud six in the afternoon, just be- 

fore the jury came in, he listened at the door of the 

jury room and heard one juror propose to put eleven 

ballots marked guilty in a hat and one marked not 

guilty, and let one draw, and if the ballot drawn 

should be marked not guilty then it should be a disa- 

agreement, but if the ballot drawn should be guilt y? 
the verdict should be guilty. Whether this agree- 
ment was carried out the witness did not know. The 

Court overruled the motion for a new trial.

Examination of Robbia*. 
The examination of Charles Tilton Robbins 

yesterday before Commissioner Rand attracted 
a good deal of attention. The interest was in- 
creased when it was known that his friends 
had arrived from Deer Isle. His father, moth- 

er, brother and wife came on the Lewiston 

Thursday evening, bat did not see the prisoner 
until court time yesterday morning. 

On his arrival at the court room the prison- 
er was at once taken into the marshal s office, 
where no one was allowed to see him but his 

counsel and friends. When his friends arrived 

they were at once admitted. The mother was 

nearly frenzied with grief, and could hardly 
be induced to ieave him. His wife, who two 

months ago was a bride,put her arms about the 
neck of the unhappy man, and wept bitterly 
She is a very pretty woman, apparently not 
more than twenty years of age. At the close 
of the interview the piisoner was placed in the 
box and the friends took seats in the court 
room. As Robbins was led to the box he was 

much affected. During the whole session of 
court the mother scarcely raised her head from 
her hand. 

He was first arraigned before the Circuit 
Court for the murder of Solomon Camp on 

board the schooner “Aunie B-” A. A. Strout, 
in behalf of the British authorities, offered a 

complaint and petition to Judge Shenley, ask- 
ing him to authorize a Commissioner to hear 
the case. Judge Shepley authorized Commis- 
sioner Raud, and adjourned the court 

Commissioner Rand theu began the examin- 
ation of government witnesses. A. W. Brad- 
bury, esq., and Hon. J. H. Drummond ap- 
peared for the prisoner. 

The first witness called was Capt. Secord. 
His full name is Ambrose Secord, 29 years of 
age, resides in St Jonn, N. B. He then relat- 
ed in detail his movements while here, before 
sailing on the unpleasant voyage. The ques- 
tions were all to show that he had received a 

sum of money before he left here and that 
Robbins knew it, and went on the vessel with 
the intention of robbing him. The examina- 
tion continued up to the time of the attack, 
when the court adjourned until Monday morn- 

ing at ten o’clock. 
The Commissioner gave the officer strict ord 

ers to allow no one except counsel to see Rob- 
bins alone. His friends were not excepted.

At the close of the examination the prisoner 
was once more taken to the marshal’s office 
and again visited by his friends. The father is 
a man about 50 years of age and appears well. 
He says that a few years ago his son Charles 
fell from a carriage ard struck on his temple. 
He was “out of his head” for one or two days 
in consequence, during which time it required 
five men to keep him in bed. After he got 
better the hoy did not remember anything of 
the affair. About a week before the “Annie 
B” affair occurred Robbins wrote to_ his wife 
saying that he expected to have to give up his 
trade as his head was troubling him where he 
hurt it in falling from the wagon. The father 
says that Charles has always appeared 
strangely since he fell. When quite 
young he went away to work and worked quite 
steady, but since he fell ho has not appeared 
to care whether he worked or not. 

The prisoner’s frien-ls returned home last 
night to Deer Isle, and will procure wittUsses 
from there to show the character of the prison- 
er. They will return Monday night on the 
Lewiston.
