(From Moore's Rural New Yorker.]

Are We to Have a Famine?

It may be! It has heen predicted; but
predictions are not always fulfilled, Never-
theless, it is wise to look at chances. From
all quarters comes the information that this
country has not been, in many years, so shorn
of tarm produce—of wheat, vorn, rye, oats,
barley and vegetables. Talk of more curren-
cy! OF what use would it be to the farmer
Who has nothing to exchange for it? The
-“.'v;ulll: bas_fo purchase food, and thousands
i‘"l:{n_”j“ Mississippi valley have got to be fed
by charitable hands and furnished wherewith
to make a crop.  lowa and Mississippi have
had to teed tarmers, oceupying large areas on
their western borders, else they would have
starved the past winter. - Seed wust be fur-
nished them for the spring planting. Michi-
gan farmers have nothing to sell, and are buy-
ing hay for their stoek. Central Hlinois is
cleaned out of wheat, corn, ete., and a failure
of a erop there would compel importations,
according to reliable testimony. The reserves
of grain ave not farge, In Europe they are
smaller proporticnaily than with us. A bad
barvest in Europe and a sho:t one here will
cause sullering  In view of the large number
of non-producers, ol the diversion ol farm
labor to stock and dairy husbandry instead of
the produetion of food erops, the growing in-
clination of furmers to *“sell out” and “live
on the interest of their money,” there is some
reason of apprehension as regards future sup-
plies, and much reason why those who culti-
vale the soil should do so hopefully, so far as
prices of produets are concerned. .

It was not with the purpose of alarming
any one that we wrote the hendine to this ar-
ticle. It is rather that we may insure atten-
tion to the possibilities. Fawmine is not so
uncommon an oceuirence that even food-pro-
ducing America may not suffer from it. Al-
ready hunger has gnawed at the vitals of
some of her grain-producing population.
Hungary, Poland, and some portions of grain-
producing Russia, have suffered from want of
food, or the abilily to purchase it the past
year. India is now losing population from
bunger. England’s farm labor troubles are
going to affect, so as to diminish, ber produe-
tion the present year. This stiiking popula
tion, and that portion thereof which emi=-
grate from their homes, spend money, lose
time, but must consume food all the while,
The average power of production is thus
greatly diminished.

We cannot help thinking that the wisest
farmer for 1874 will be he who devotes the
least time to farmers’ conventions,spends the
least breath in class denunciation, and who
devotes himself most earnestly and intelli-
gently to the producing of food (and a varie-
ty of it) with which to supplv the demand
that the year issure to give bim, and reap
therefor the remuneration te which his labor
will be eotitled and which he will surely
realize. For, with the preseut low stoek of
all food material in all quarters of the globe,
we cannol imagine a change that shall be un-
favorable Lo the farmer who has food to sell
at the close of 1874,

June Fashions.
CROWNLESS BONNETS.

“The crownless bonnets are found among
the latest importations. They are simply
round coronets, great rings of chip or lace
with wreaths of %Inw‘:m laid npon them. an
are intended to lie around the towering colf-
fure which is now worn on top of the h-ad.
Some of these coronets are plain bauds, oth-
ers are double and conecave; some capricicus-
Iy lilted on one side or in front; and there
are also shirred fronts. These dressy bon-
nets are light and alry for summer wear, dis-
play the handsome coiffures thal fiil the va-
cant crown space, and serve as a foundation
for the fine flowers that wre so abundantly
used this season. The most distinguished
crownless bonnet is a coronet of black net,
bound with jet. Uodon this are two wreaths
of the blossom of Lhe rose geranium, pink,
scatlet and white, with very few leaves; no
strings, no streamers, no crown! Geranium
zatlands of these three colors have suddenly
becowe very fashjopable, though the leaves
are nol in favor, as they were so commonly
worn last year.

NEW FLORAL CLUSTERS,

Among new floral clusters, pink and deep
erimson are associated as i’ the palest blush-
roses were gralted on dark damask rose-tyees ;
and the verbenas now <o much in favor are

. ot pink and dark searlet, Small
white flowers, such a8 hawthorn, elder, and

the biossows of fruil trees, are added to these
pink and red clusters. [Lily-of-the-valley
stalks are part of the pompon elusters now
placed on the left side ; there are also quanti-
ties of violets, sometimes in long-stemmed
bunches, or else mixed with yellow or pink
dwarf roses.
ROUND HATS.

The round bats found at the best houses
have little of the eccentricity of shape seen
in bonnets, or of the hats shown at second-
rate shops, but are regular bats, with high
sloping crowns, anJ sensible brims projecting
sufficiently in front to shade the eyes; one
side or both may be turned up flatly against
the crown, as best becomes the wearer. They
are worn quite lar forward instead of bein
tilted back like bonnets, and the knot ol hair
i= concealed in the crown., The brims are
bound with velvet, but not faced, as it is an
object to display the fine straw or chip; lace
and net hats are not woip. A smooth band
of wvelvet or a carelessly folded scarl of soft
silk ls around the crown, with some high
loops on the side and knots in front, but no
hanging ends, Black chip hats are trimmed
with black velyet and two feathers, one whi te
the other Llaek, or else with Llack twilled silk
and quantities of lemon-golored roses, These
combinati ons are the choige of ladies of taste,
as they may be worn with suits of any ol the
stylish hu es and combinations.

An Important Decision.

The readers of the PrEss will bear us tes-
timony that in whatever else we may have
failed, we have constautly lilted up our voice
to warn our people against investing in west-
ern bonds. The remoteness and obscurity of
the municipality issuing many of these seeu-
rities, the probability that such bonds would
be declared illegal, the possibility that the
paper city issuing them would never grow to
the great expectations of the projecloss, and
above all, the high rates of interest and the
ruinous discount at which these securities
sold, tended 1o produce a distrust in
them in their best days. Last Iall when the
public mind was disturbed by the panic we
were deterred from publishing some import-
ant decisions of Western courts, both State
and federal, affecting these securities, simply
because any distrust ecast upon Western
bonds at that time would have removed
confidence not only in all kinds of securities,
but the holders of savings bank books
would have made a run wupon thes?
institutions which would have in-
curably driven them into suspension if not
insolvency. Now the danger of general pan-
ie is over and the people have so got control
of themselves that they will distinguish be-
tween a Western and a home security. The
day has passed when the wild cat securities
are populsr with a people who get their sur-
plus dollars by hard work.

The Supreme Court of the United States
has recently rendered a decision affecting a
class of these Western municipal securities
which is so important as to demand more
than passing notice,

The facts in the case are briefly as follows:
Watertlown, Wiscousin, is a city of 7,653 in-
habitants, having property that is assessed at
a little over a million, and a debt of $750,000
which was contracted in a fit of railroad
fever, with the understanding that the rail-
road company would pay the honds and their
interest, The corporation, as is often the
case, failed so to do, the road was foreclosed
and sold, leaving the large debt for the city
to take care of. One Rees owned a part of
this little city’s big indebtedness and after
several years delay, during which time he
had no occasion to detach the coupons from
his bonds, he brought eeveral suits against
the city in the Uniled States Court of that
State. In due course of time he got his ex
ecutions against the city. In November,
1868, he obtained from the Court a peremp-
tory writ of mandamus directing the city of
Watertown to levy and collect a tax upen the
property of the city to pay the_judgments;
but before the writ could be served, a major-
ity of the city council resigned their offices.
The marshal, learning this fact, ceased pro-
ceedings under the writ. In May, 1869, an-
other board having been elected, another at-
tempt was made to compel the authorities to
lay the tax, but a majority resigned in season
to frustrate the purpose of the officer,
Special elections were ordered but the voters
failed to respond, e xcept three in one wards
but the man elected was not patriotic enough
to accept the office, There is little or no dif-
ference in the statement of facls by either
party.

In view of the facts above set forth, the

Tug reverend and radical O, B. Frothing-
ham took oceasion last Sunday to assail sec-
tarianism from a novel standpoint. He con-
demned it because it is so costly a thing, be-
cause it is a waste of the time, energy, mund
and money that could pe devoted to the
building up of one great cburch. He looked
upon Protestantism as. a mass of hostile
camps covering every foot of the ground of
Christendom not occupied by the Roman
church. Religion under the Roman church
is not expensive. Its grand cathedrals are
the work of years, aud cost nothing now,
But each Protestant church, with its hand-
ful of members, must support all the expense
that is borne easily by one great church with
its many members, In New York city there
are a score of denowminations, each repre-
sented by a score of churches, and each
church putting its hand into every pocket it
can reach to get money to pay its debts.

No sooner did the Indiana editors leave
Washington, than the New York editorial
excursion swooped down on that wicked city
and, coming fasé upon the New Yorkers, the
Illinois editors put in an appearance. TItis
safe to say that the national ecapital will be
written up more extensively this summer
than it was ever written up before, even by
the pens of special correspondents. By the
way if the city is really so wicked, and if its
destraction a la Sodom, is required by the de-
mands of justice, it would be an excellent
idea for the owners of real estate to have the
preliminary inspectiun made during the visit
of the journalists, because the presence of so
many righteous men would indubitably save
the city.

ment of his judgments, alleging that the

corpora‘e aathorities are trustees for the ben-
fit of the creditors of the cily, aud the prop-

erty of the citizens is a trust fund for that
parpose, and that it is the duty of the court
to lay hold of the property and cause it to be
Jjustly applied by erdering the Marshal of the
Court to siéze and sell so much ol it as may

be necessary to discharge his debt.

The defense does not make much oppo-
Bition to the payment of the bonds which are
unqueslionably issued by authority of State
Jaw, except that the city never expected to
pay the bonds, relying upon the railroad to
it, and are unable to pay the whole amount,
but are willing to compromise and pay a part.
The defendants further set forth that there
is no law to eompel the aldermen to hold of-
fice to levy taxes as was attempted by the
plaintiff; that the plaintiff took his chances
of the levy being made voluntarily and that
not being so done, there is no violation of
law.

The court in making its decision admits
the fairness of the plaintifi’s case and the
bad faith of the Watertown authorities as
well as their theories respecting the debt
which it calls vicious. A majority of the
court, however, concludes that the Supreme
Court of the United States has no power to
direct a tax to be levied for the payment of
such judgements, as the power to raise
money is ““the highest attribute of sovereign-
ty and is not extended to the judiciary.” The
opinion further states that it is “‘especially
beyond the power of the federal judiciary to
assume the place of a State in the exercise of
this authority at once so delicate and im-
portant.”

This decision is very important sinee it
opens a way for small cities burdened with
railroad and other loans to repudiate such
obligations; and if honds in aid of railroads
can be so easily repudiated there is no reason
why any kind of a municipal obligation
should be honored.

The Court also calls attention to the fact
that the charter of the city of Watertown
provides that the property of any izhabitant
or corporation Lhereof ehall not be levied on
or sold by virtue of any execution issued to
satisfy any debt or contract of the city. Con-
sequently in order to obtain money to dis-
charge an execution in the city of Water-
town and other western municipalities, it is
necessary tolevy a tax on all the property,
which is declared to be a voluntary act of its
officials., In view of these facts, the term
“western city securities” will be regarded as
one of sarcasm and semething of mockery to
those who look over coupons over due,

THE BRISTOW NOMINATION.

The nomination of General Bristow as

Secretary ot the Treasury has been received

with strong expressions of favor on all ades.

While Solicitor-General he became well known

to a large number of members of the present

Congress, and secured both the respeet and

esteem of all. He does not claim unusual

knowledge of financial matters, but is a lawyer
of higb standing, and as such accustomed to

deal with all public questions. He is recog-

nized asa man of excellent executive ability,

and fully capable of reorganizing the depart-
ment to which he has been appointed, and
adwministering its affairs in a business-like
manner. He will doubtless have full authority
from the President, within proper limits, to
make all the changes which he deems neces-
sary. As a political adviser it is agreed on all
all sides that he will give strength to the
Cabinet. He was long known here as one of
the most courageons and manly officers con

nected with the administration, in his inter-
conrse with the President uever failing to tell
him plainly of what, in his opinion, was Foing
wrong, or of what, in his judgment, could be
improved. Iiis the general conviction that
the Cabinet will be greatly strengthened by his
entrance. It forms a general subject of coun-
gratulation on all sides. The members of the
Committee on Ways and Means and Senate
Finance Committee are greatly pleased with the
selection, and perfect *harmony will prevail
between these imporiant bodies and the new
Secretary. Geperal Bristow was one of the
original Union men of Kentucky. He early
entered the serviev and has an excellent mili-
tary record. At the close of the war he re-
sumed the practice of law, and was soon ap-
pointed United States District Attorney at
Lounisville. Here he rendered the most efficient
service to the government, acting in closest
accord with General Geoﬁa H. Thomas in sap-
pressing the Ku-Klux, His efficiency in the
office cansed his selection, without his seeking
it, for the office of Solicitor-General upon the
creation of the Department of Justice. At
the close of two years’ service in this position
be resumed the practice of law at Louisville, in
partnership with General John M. Harlan, and
their firm to-day is one of the most pmmfnent
in the State. He did not seek the office, and
has, in fact, taken it with very great reluc-
tance, and only after united urging on the part
of mauy friends. The President did not eon-
sult him, even indirectly, until afier it had
been decided to make the momination, There
i a geueral feeling of, relief here throughout
Republican circles at the settlement of the
matter which has been reached. -

Dominioy ELECTIoN LAw,—The new Do-
minion election law, which goes into effect cn
the first of July, is a complicated piece of ma-
chinery designed to ensure the purity of the
ballot, and to prevent bribery and corruption at
elections. The property qualification for candi-
dates is abolished and any one who is a British
subject and twenty-one years ol age, if untaint-
ed with crime, will be eligible to be a rep-
resentative. Public nominations are abolished,
instead of which a written notice must be giv-
en, accompanied with the consent of the can-
didate. The voting will be by ballot and, to
prevent intimidation, in each of the 'polling
places will be private booths whither the elec-
tor can retire and mark ou a list of candidates
furnished him a cross against the name of his
choice, put the paper into an envelope and
hand it to the degﬁzy-retnmin officer who will
deposit it in the box. The bill contains very
stringent provisioms to prevent bribery or cor-
raption in any form. vy candidate or per-
son for him who furnishes an elector with
driok or refreshment is liable to three months’
imprisonment. The sale of liquor on polling
days is absolutely prohibited. The gift of
money to _an elector by a candidate or the
promise of any emolument, or the hiring of

teams or ssyment of railway fares is strictly
prohibited. Any candidate proved guilty of
corrupt practices will be unseated elected,

and any persons other than candidates who are
found guilty of corrupt practices will be dis-
franchised for eight years. No person em-
ployed previous to an election or during it for
uny pecuniary reward or promise of personal
gain or advantage is to be allowed to_vote,

Reciprocity.

THE BOARD OF TRADE SPEAKS,

A special meeting of the Board of Trade was
held yesterday morniug to take into cousidera-
tion the matter of a reciprocity wreaty Wwith
Canada. President Woodman called the meet-
ing to order and stated the object for which
it was called.

A communication from the Oswego Boar1 of
Trade accompanied by resolutions strongly
in favor of reciprocity, was read and ordered
on file.

The President spoke of the ecorsistent action
of the Portland Board on the subject, and said
an expression of its opinion is needful to-day.
Mr. A. K. Shurtleff offered resolutions re-af-
firming the 1esolutions passed by the Board in
18tt.

A discussion ersued. It was suggested that
proper pressure by petitions should be brought
to bear upon Senator Hamlin, who is supposed,
because of representing the lumber interests of
the eastern part of the State, to be opposed to
a treaty.

Mr, T, €, Hersey scconded the motion,
warmly supporting the projected treaty, but
expressing doubts if we should be able to ob-
stain as favorable terms as were embodied in
the old treaty.

Mr. U, E. Jose suggested the omission of
certain strictures which he thought the reso-
lutions contained.

Mr. C. H. Haskell thought the objection of
Mr. Jose had weizght. He had but little faith
in the success of the movement for the re-
newal of the treaty, for our Christian states-
men are too much interested in grain and lum-
ber and wood, The treaty was overthrown be-
cause of dislike to the Southern inclinations of
Canada. That feeling of dislike is passing
away. We need Cuanadian lamber.,  Still
there will be sericus opposition to the treaty.

It will be better to drop these dead resolutions,
which smell ot the dead treaty, and adopt live
resolutions, bzing careful not to touch upon old
80res.

Mr. M. N. Rich balieved in adhering to the
record of the Board, The old treaty is what
we want, It was abrogated through spite
mainly, That feeling has passed away, and
the treaty can now be renewed. He thought
that the amendment of Mr. Jose was a good
one, but favored simply re-affirming the reso-
lutions of 1866,

Mr. J. B. Brown thonght that Canadian feel-
ing was misunderstood. The present Liberal
ministry is pledged to its renewal. So the feel-
ing of the lumber interest in this state is mis
understood. That interest will not oppose the
treaty. The trouble is that ounr people don't
uanderstand what reciprocity or free irade be-
tween the states means. If the boundary line
could be abolished it wonld be a great thing for
Portland. Before the abolition of the treaty
our trade with Canada was large, and the faces
of Canadian merchants were familiar in
our streets. The renewal of the treaty will
bring back that trade,

Mr. W, 8. Dana thought there was reason in
the amendmeot of Mr. Jose. The matter
might be left to a committee, and that com-
mittee should act at once. He had a letter
from Mr. Edward Russell of Boston, stating
that wo time was to be lost. Maine, and es
pecially Portland, is deeply interested in reci-
procity. The advantage is quite as great for
Canada, particularly for her fishing interests.
Prompt action should be wken.

Mr, Hersey moved and Mr, Haskell seconded
the motion, that the matter be referred toa
committee consisting of Messrs. Shurileff, Rich
und Jose. The gentlemen declined serving,
aud the resolutions as ameuded by Mr. Jose
were adopted. They read as follows:

Whereas, The Board of Trade of the city of
Portland has several times given its unanimous
and earnest expression in favor of an amicable
reciprocity treatv between the United States
and the British North American Provinces, and

Whereas, The subject of a treaty is now en
gafring the attention of Cougress, therefore,

esolved, That the Board does hereby reaf-
firm so much of the resolutions unanimously
adopted in 1866 asis expressed in the follow-
ing; viz.

esofved, That it is the opinion of this
Board that it utters the prevailing senti-
ments of notonly this city, but the State of
Maine generally, in declaring that a liberal
reciprocity treaty, based npon just and amica-
ble prineiples, between® the British American
Provinces and the United States, is demanded
by every consideration of wise statesmanship.

Resolved, That these resolutions be published
in the daily papers of this city, and that the
Secretary transmit copies thereof to each of
the members of Congress from this state, and
that they be earnestly requested to aid, as far
a8 possible, the establishment of renewed recip-
rocal relations between ourselves and Canada.

The Board then adjourned. The liveliest in-

terest in the subject matter was expressed by
those present, and the conviction unaunimously
expressed that the renewal of the treaty would
be of immense advantage to Portland.

THE “ANNIE B."

Examination of Charlea T. Roebbinson n
Charge of Piracy.

In the case of the *“Aunie B" yesterday fore-
noon, the cross-examination of the master elic-
cited nothing beyond what was stated in the
dirsct examination.

The cross examination of this wilness was
suspended and the defendaut called asa wit
ness Thomas Warren, who is obliged to re-
turn home to-night. Mr. Warren said he
was a trader, and resides in Deer [sle, had
known Robbins from childhood und his char-
acter was good, and disposition kind and gen-
tle. He had never secen any change in him.

On cross-examination he stated that Robbins
was a sail-maker by trade, and he had not seen
a great deal of him since he went to New York
city three years ago to learn his trade, and
where he remained a year and a half, He had
heard that Robbins was addicted to drink, but
never saw aunything of it. Witness said he
kuoew that Robbins had not been to Boston
lTately, and that he had uo brother or sister in
St. Andrews.

Conrt adjourned till this morning at half past
nine o'clock.

Report of the Boston Comminsi on the
Lounisinna Floods.

The Hon. Henry G. Crowell, who visited
Now Orleans as commissioner for the purpose
of ascertaining what use was being made of
the funds contributed by the citizens of Bos-
ton and what further assistance, if any, was
pecessary to alleviate the necessities of the
suffering, made a report to-day to the Mayor
and citizeus at & meeting in City Hall. After
describinggin high praise the systematic man-
ner relief is distributed, Mr, Crowell says of
the extent of the inundation:

The calamity, in extent and ruinous couse-
quences, is one of the greatest thay has occur-
red from fire, storm or flood on this contiuent
during the preseut century. To see for myself
the pature of the great inundation. [ went to
Brashear, eighty miles west of New Orleans,
the last twenty-three miles through® an un-
b-oken flood of waterywarying in depth from
three to six feet, which pours from the distaut
eravasses on the Mississippi and devastates an
immense region. I also went up the Mississippi
about 200 miles to Port Hudson, in order to
witness the passage of the vast volume of
water rushing through several crevasses, vary-
ing in width from 500 to 1500 feet, and in depth
from seven to twelve feet, roaring like a cata-
ract, having swept away everi obstacle to its
course until it spread itself like a vast fan over
the neighhoring country.

It is estimated by those who are famlliar
with previous floods in that State that from
four to six weeks must elapse before the water
will subside sufficiently from the larger por-
tion of the overflowed district to enable the
people to plant, and that from 90 to 120 days
must expire before they can raise produce
enough to sustain life. 1 have noticed since
my return from New Orleans that Mayor Wiliz
Las :1gaiuaE;maled to several cities and towns
in the North for forther aid. Unless this is
afforded there must of necessity be a terrible
amount of sufferirg if no starvation 1 regret
that the people of the more weslthy and pros-
perous States, cities, towus, churches and asso-
ciations of the North have not a better know-
ledge of the impoverished condition of that
portivn of the South aud the great danger and
suffering of that afflicted people, for I am con
tident if they did they would at ence send to
them abundant aid.

Asile from the great relief which the large
donation made by the citizens of Boston has
given the suiferers, their prompt and geverous
action has in my opinian_done more to con-
ciliate the ple of the South than any oue
thing which has transpired since the war. The
praises of our citizens are on every lip, not
ouly in New Orleans, but in the various cities
and towns at which I stopped on my way out
and ou my return.

printing bureau, which the burean cluimed as
preventive against counterfeiting, was nothing
more than a bath of castile soap and animal
glue, and that persons employed in the burean
had given the representatives of these compan-
ies information that the process was a humbug.
Agsistant Secretary Sawyer said that if those
employes of the government knew the secret
process was a humbog aund did not so inform
the J)mper authority, they shoull be discharged
for dereliction of daty. F. P. Stanton, counsel
for the Colambian Bank Note Company, took
issue with Hubbard, saying that it could be
cstablished beyoud a doubt that printing with
the proper kind of sizmg was not only a guard
against counterfeiting, but gave the note addi-
tional durability. Mr. Maynard, chairman of
the committee, thought as persons in the de-
partment voluntarily gave the information re-
ported by the counsel for the Bank Note com-
panies they should have no objection to appear-
ing before the committee and make their state-
ment, Hubbard, in reply to a demand by sev-
eral members of the committee for the names
of his informers, said he was not at liberty  to
give them, but the committee could summon
witnesses from the bureau to prove whether
the statements were true.

SENATE.

WasniNGgTox. June 2.

Mr. Wright gave notice that he would call up
to-morrow the bill from the judiciary declaring
to true intent and meaning of the Union Pa
cific Railroad acts.

The pension appropriation bill was reported
from the Appropriation Committee and placed
on the calendar,

The bill allowing army officers to wear em-
blems of honors conferred upon them, w.s re-
ported adversely and the biilitary Committee
was discharged from its further cousideration.
Also the same action was taken relative to put-
ting retired officers on duty.

The bill amending the customs and revenue
laws, and repealing moieties, with a number of
additional amendments, was reported and
placed on the calendar,

The morning hour having expired the Senate
resumed the consideration of the Indian sppro-
priation bill and a number of amendments of
an unimportant character submitted by the
committee were agreed to,

Mr. Buckingham submitted an amendment
appropriating$40,000 instead 0f$20,000 as recom
meoded by the committee for contingencies,
traveling- expeoses, &c., of superintendents
and agzents and the expenses of their offices.
Agreed Lo,

Other amendments were submitted by Mr.
Buckinihau.: chairman of the Commitiee on
Indian Affairs, were agreed to as follows: For
the care of Kansas Indians in [ndian Territory
and toe erection of new buildings for them,
$4,000; ap mpria.lm_g $10,000 for industrial
schools at Santee, Sioux agency in Nebraska.
and for the Otoe und Missour: tribes on the
Otoe reservation in Nebraska; appropriating
$35,000 for general educetional purposes among
the Indians; increasing the appropriation for
the settlement, support and civilization of the
Kickapoo Indians in Indian Territory from
$15,000 to $23,000, alsu striking out the "clause
providing that all examination of vouchers
and accounts shall bereafter be performed in
the city of Washington.

The additional amendment reported by the
Senate Finance Committee to the House bill
amendatory of the customs laws and repealing
the moieties are geperally merely verbal but
the following are of some importance: It is
now provided that the salaries of collectors of
customs at Chicago, Cincinpati, New Haven,
Fall River, Baffalo, Sag Harbor, Champlain,
Bangor, Baco, York, Me,, Newbury, Plymouth,
Salew, Portsmouth and Port Bristol shall re-
main unchanged together, with those of all
customs officers not specified in the amend
ments heretofore reported; also that all fees,
storage and other emolments now receivable by
officers of customs shall hereafter be paid into
the Treasury. A new amendment proposes to
appropriate $100,000 to enable the Secretary of
the Treasury to make compensation to inform-
ers, &¢., daring the next fiscal year in accor-
dance with provisious heretofore reported.

The Senate Committee on Appropriations
propose as their only amendment to the pen-
sion appropriation bill that pension agents fee
of thirty cents be reduced to tweuty-five instead
of twenty as provided by the House of Repre-
sentatives,

The request of the House of Representatives
for a committee of conference on the disagree-
ing votes of the Houses on the bankrupt bill
was granted on motion of Mr. Edmuouds and
the chairman appointed on the part of the
Senate Messre. Edmunds, Wright and Thur-
wan, The Indian appropriation bill was then
reported to the Senate.

The clause was stricken out as recommended
by dthe committee, the bill read the third time
an ;
Mr. Windom introduced a bill to aunthorize
the purchase of harbor privileges and lands for
the establishment of naval coaling stations in
the Samaon islands.  Referred to the Naval
Committee.

He also moved that the Senate proceed to the
consideration of the resolution introduced by
him in regard to cheap transportation. Agreed

Mr. Sherman said the resolution just taken
up would be the uanfinished business to-mor-
row and he therefore moved thatthe Senate
to the consideration of exective business.
