Proceedings of the Conference in
New York.

~ MEMORIAL DAY,

How it was Observed in Portland and
Viciaivy,

Ceremonies at the Cemeteries and
the Parade.

The Full Text of the Addresses at
City Hall.

Mamorial Day opened with weeping skies
but by 10 o’clock the clouds had scattered,
the sun shome forth with comforting
warmth, bringing into strong relief the fresh
green of the well cut lawna, and the tender
follage of the trees. Later in the day the
wind shifted to the west and the afternoon
was partially cloudy with a cold south-west
wind prevalling.

The God of nations had “favored the be-
ginnings” of the republic, and with His pro-
tecting nrm had led it into the broad high-
ways of national prosperity. 1t was looked
upon by expectant subjects of forelgn sov-
ereignties as a unigue and perfect model of
government, to which the nations of the
earth must vitimately conform, the central
sun of empire around which they must
revolve. The greatness of its present, the
possible grandeur of its future, was the
batural and just pride of the peo‘rln. and the
inspired theme of the poet and the orator.
But now the erisis of war and portents of
dire calamity to the nation aroused, at
length, in the hearts of noble men the love
of country which had been slumbering like
the Titan forces of nature, during many tran-
quil years, From the tields, from the work-
shops, frow the counting rooms, from all the
punuhs of peace, the loyal North uprose,
and the earth rocked beneath the tread of o
mighty army of patriots gojng forth to lm-
wortal battiefields.

The most distant spot my feet ever reach-
ed was at the grave of a Maine soldler In the
beautiful national cemetery of Chalmette.
Today, under the eypress shade where our
brother sleeps in distant Chalmetts, in al}
the national cemeteries established on the
sites of great battleflelds, Iu the burying
grounds of New England, and throughout
the land, the grave of every patriot soldier
who has fallen, has been wreathed with
memorial flowers: and many a marble slab
which only tells that a hero boy Is “missing™
a.nl.? recelved its votive offerings of immor-

les,

There is a beautiful eastern myth, that
“each flower springs from a drop of blood
that once had warmed a hero’s heart” ; and
it has been m thunfht today that from the
hills and valleys of the southland, where
the best blood of the nationjhad been shed,
they who died and there repose in undistin.
gulshed graves, are sending back to their
comrades these fair flowers as the saered
emblems of friendship that were “falthful
unto death.”

These honors are not alone for those who
attained high rank—peers ol the great sol-
dier h{ whosejeouch today the nation sor
rowfully watches—but alike for all the gal-
lant men who gave their lives that their
country “might not perish from the earth:™
nor alone for the half million martyrs who
went forth to battle “and return not back
again,” but at length for the lessening rem-
nant of that grand army of 2,555,000 “Boys
in Blue,” when

“On fame's eternal camping ground,
Thelr sllent tents are spread,

Andd glory guards with solem sound
Their bivouac of the dead.”

There are sentiments and emotions which
find their best expression in symbolie lan-
guage. Art has, from the enrliest times, con-
tributed its wasterpleces to be the publie
and perpetual expression of this silent lan-
guage. Flowers bave always performed a
similar office in the interchange of human
thought and sympathy. By their infinite
variety and varied beauty, they have an al-
most universal language. hey are twined
for great religious festivals and for seeular
holidays; they adorn the marrisge altar and
drape the funeral car. The anclent Greeks
and Romans wreathed the conqueror’s brow
with laurel. The myrtle, the olive and the
mlm alwn;'s awaken sacred associations,

Maine Republi-
cans will give a loyal support to the nominee
of the Republican eonvention whoever he
may be, notwithstanding their keen disap-
pointment because they cannot have the can-
didate who was their first choice and the
first cholee of the country.

Much has been said about the damaging ef-
fect which the prohibition of the sale of
liguor is Imagined to have upon the *‘busi-
ness interests” of the places affected. Plen-
ty of rum, as it was argued in Atlanta, meant
plenty of business. for men of course, as
well as for the devil. 1o Maine this interest-
ing financial doclrine is not extensively
preached; but there are some who hold it,
especially in reference to some of the water-
Ing places thatare springing up so plenti-
fully along our coast. The guests that are
gathered there, it s argued, need something
else besides water to make their stay de_
lightful, and if the Maine watsring places
are to be well patronized they must furnish
itif they would hold their owr with rivals
in other States, No better answer could be
made to this argument than is furnished by
the present condition of the fumous resort at
Long Branch. Only a few years ago Long
Branch was a celebrated watering place for
the better class of people. Persons of refine-
ment sought it as a pleasant retreat, where
they and their families could spend the sum-
mer months, Many large and costly im-
provements were made, and a locality al-
ready bountifully blessed by nature gave
fair promise of soon becomiug the leading
summer resort of America. Suddenly its
prosperity waned and its reputation dimin-
ished. Seventy of the leading citizens have,
in a formal statement, lald the blame for this
state of things upon the free sale of liquor
with its attendant disorders. The rum may
have made business of a certain sort at
Long Branch, but it is ruining it as a resort
for the respectable people who, in the end,
must be relied upon to support any summer
resort.

Mir. Blaine's Letter.

Whatever room there may have been for
doubt asto Mr. Blaine’s intentions regarding
the Presidential nomination before his letter
to Mr. Whitelaw Reld, none is left now,
Mr. Blaine says in that letter clearly and ex-
plicitly, that he cannot accept the nomina-
tion if tendered. When Mr. Blaine's Flor-
ence letter appeared it was generally accept-
ed as withdrawing him finally from the can-
vass. Dut latterly there has grown up a
feeling, encouraged by his enemies because
they belleved it would discredit him, and by
some of his warmest friends who believed
that he was the strongest candiaate the Re-
publicans could nominate, that in spite of
his letter he would still aceept if the nomina-
tion was tendered with substantial unanimi-
ty. But Mr. Blaine sees more clearly than
many of his friends. He sees that if he
should now be nominated, after seeming at
least to have encouraged a considerable num-
berof distinguished Republicans, some of
them his warmest admirers, to contest for
the Republican nomination with the under-
standing that he was not in the field, that
bad feeling would inevitably result, which
would Jeopardize the success of the party in
the coming election. 1t would have been im-
possible under the circumstances which ex-
Isted after the publication of the Florence let-
ter to nominate Mr. Blaine without creating
bitterness which would have lasted through
the campaign. Mr. Sherman’s friends, Mr.
Gresham’s friends and the friends of all the
other candidates, to a greater or less degree
would have felt that they had been ill-used,
whether with good reason or not we do not
say, but they would have felt that way, and
the consequence would have been sulking in
tents, which could but have had a yery bad
effect upon Republican prospects in the cam-

Memorial Day i5 an institution of the
Grand Army of the Republic. It originated,
1 believe, in May, 1868, in a general order of
its illustrious commander-in-chief, John A.
Logan. Two years later it was permanently
established as a day annually to be observed
in commemoration of their fallen comrades.
It has now become a sacred holiday—the
Easter day of the republie. Its observance
is prompted by fraternity, cnarity and loyal-
ty: it is cherished by patriotism and enjoin-
ed by statesmanship. It will continue while
the nation lives. Let it be perpetual.

The recurrence of this day, forever hereaf-
ter, with its touehing and beautiful ceremo-
nies of strewing flowers upon the soldier’s
gmve, will serve to imy ‘*honor to whom

onor is due,” and will teach forever by a
symbolism that touches all hearts, the lese
son of Pn.triotism.

Soldiers and sailors of Maine ; better than
monuments of enduring marble and bronze
el in your honor, these Memorial days,
and the history, of which {ou were your-
selves a part, will keep you in remembrance.
To you and your dead comrades, the highest
honors and the deepest gratitude are due,
But to mention the scenes of your brave
deeds is to tell the stor{ of battles as beroic as
Thermopyl® and Bunker Hill, as brilliant as
Marathon and Austerlitz, and, happily, as

The two systems of free labor and
slave labor were as antagonistie as light and
darkness, as wide apart as the east from
the west.  The defeat of the late Sénator
Douglass at the Charleston convention meant
war. The rebels for want of a better excuse
made the election of Abraham Lincoln a
lea for secession, From the moment they
ound his election a certainty, they com-
menced to lay their plans under which they
naugurated the rebellion,

' ruary dth, 1661, of whie
had the honor to be a member, cannot fail to
convince every one who read it that the ulti-
matum of the Southern leaders was war, if
their attempts at secession and the estab-
lishment of a Southern Confederacy were
msAlsled. 2 i
n amendmen the constitution v -
ly establishing slavery, in all thntti%nrtlﬂut?lle
territories of the Tnited States, south of
36° 30' was offered by the North, but de-
clared by Sonthern fire eaters not satisfac-
tory. nother constitutiongl ape, dment
forever legalizing slavery, wherever ﬂ ‘then
existed, was declared unsatisfactory, and
Mr. Leddon, an ex-member of Congress, and
member of the convention from Virginia,
went so far as to insist on an amendment te
the constitution, distinetly recognizing the
right of secession on the part of the States,
ile the members from the border States
were more conservative, yet thelr demands
upon the North, as to terms of peace were
such as the people living in that part of the
Union, never would ratify. During the en-
tare session of the 36th Congress, commenc-
lnﬁ in December, 1860, and ending March
4th, 1861, the Southern members, while they
would apvear in their seats, and talk South-
ern chjvalry, and Southern bnhg in day time,
yet when nigé:& threw its dark cuitain
over the €apital, these same men

would assemble In secret conclave,

to perfect and mature their plans and
schemes for secession and war. Peace was
upon their tongues, but war was in their
hearts. The only alternative of snccess was
war, and war came,

The lssue raised was country or no counl.rf'
the most momentous and weighty of all
issues ever settled by contending armies.
With what chivalric bravery, and courage,
the armies of the Union (oufht. out this
issue, the whole civilized world can bear
witness.

Veteran soldiers, of the Grand Army of
the Republie, in common with thousands of
other posts, all over this great country, you
have this day performed a deed wortij of
you, and worthy of the departed heroes,
\Tlmse graves you have bedecked with
flowers.

Your departed comrades have been finally
mustered out, with an honorable disch Y
and while you will no more sit down with
them, around your council fires, to rehearse
the thrilling scenes and incidents of the
field and camp, you can recount their heroie
deeds, extol their unselfish patriotism, cher-
ish their sacred memories, and adorn their
last camping grounds with the choicest
blossoms of spring and while you have care-
fully guarded the peaceful ves of your
departed comrades, and marked their last
resting places with monumental shafts and
head-stones, you have not been unmindful of
the Ilvlng. whose homes have been darkened
Ly the fates of war, whose inmates lo
ears ago, looked in vain for the return o
usbands, fathers and soms, whose bones
now lie buried in Southern fields.

After the rebel armies laid down their
arms at the feet of the victorious |
the North, and the toils and bardships of a
four years' war were ended, what a splendid
conception was the organization of the
“Grand Army of the Republie,” the banding
together of the loyal veterans of the war,
whose heroism and bravery had conquered a
pelm: and saved to us and posterity a
sountry.

Your organization not only binds you to-
Eather in the mystic ties of a common
rotherhood, but your kindly acts of charity,
your tematic benevolence, your tender
and watchful care for each other, and the
widows and mhnns of your fellow com-

has the pathway of many sor-
rowing h and brought sunshine and
gladness to many darkened homes.

Veterans, The Grand Army you represent
is today the great bulwark in the defence of
the Republic. Your camp fires upon a
thousand hill mf:‘ like so many sentinel
stand guard against the first encroachmen
upon the rights and liberties of the people.

ITaving “fought a good t,” you have

in returned to the avocations of '
where every man quietly “sits under his own
vine and fig tree.” You ars now cultivating
the arts of peace, and not of war.

sulted by its enemies from at home or
abroad, “like weird spirits from the
