Cloister Legends; or, Convents and Monasteries 

in the Olden Time. By Elizabeth M. Stewart. 
NewKork: D. & F. Sadlier. For sale by T. J. 
M’Gowan. 
The author of this work remarks in her 

preface, quoting from “II Penseroso” that 
Milton in all the storehouse of his sublime 
aud delicate fancy could find no more excell- 
ent type of devotion, sobriety, purity, and 
steadfastness than the “Pensive .fun.” She 
thus strikes the key note of the book, which 
is a collection of legends idealizing those lov- 
ing,charitable aud devout women, the Virgins 
of God who consecrated their lives in convent 
and nunnery to the service of Christ and to 
deeds of charity toward mankind. The vol- 
ume is written in a quaint, old-time style,and 
is as entertaining as any romance. 

The first legend is “The Heir of Rouge- 
main,” a tale of the Shropshire monastery of 
Weulock, founded by the Cluniac monks,laud 
endowed by the great house of 
the Fitzalans. The descendants of 
Odo of the Red Ilaud are biought upon the 
scene, and the cauvass is crowded with'stale- 
iy abbeys aud baronial castles, with knights, 
and priors and pilgrims. “Ethelind the Fail” 
it a tale of Allhallows eve, and the scene is 
laid in the nunnery at Barking, in Essex. 
“The Goldsmith Daughter” is a pathetic sto- 
ry ol the time of the later PJantagenets. 
“The Rose of the Geraldines tells the ro- 
mantic story of the daughter of the noble 
house of the Fitzgeralds, in the lime of the 
atrocious penal laws imosed upon Ireland and 
of the destruction of the nunnery of St. 
Bridget at Kildare. The concluding legend 
is the sorrowful tale ot Elizabeth Woodville. 
the widow of Edward the Fourth, in her re- 
treat in the wild towers of liertnandsey Con- 
vent. As will seen the aim of the book is to 
give a picture of Couventual life in the days 
ol Catholic England. 
Bhinciplks of Mental Physiology. By Will- 

iam B. Carpenter, M. D., etc. Published by D. 
Appleton & Co., ami for sale by Bailey & Noyes. 
This book was commenced with the de- 

sign of making it a volume ol the Interna- 
tional Scientific Series, but necessarily grew 
to such a size as, on that account, to unfit it 
for the place origiually iutended. The au- 
thor is a most eminent physiologist, long 
known to the scientific world as au investi- 
gator, writer and lecturer, and deservedly oc- 

cupies a position which constitutes him ac 

authority on the subject which he treats. It 
is impracticable iu our narrow limits to give 
a proper review of the book, and we must 
content ourselves with stating its general ten- 
or. 

The principal object is to show the fallacy 
of the methods hitherto prevailing, and even 
now generally esteemed in the construction 
ot meutal philosophies, and to establish the 
science ol miud upon a true physical basis. 
Such studies have usually been conducted 
from a purely metaphysical stand point, but 
here we have a rec-.tuition ot the depend- 
ence of mental operations upon bodily con- 
ditions. The leadir ; ideas, of course, con- 
flict with those which have so long been ac- 

cepted by students, but are presented so clear- 
ly, logically and fairly as to readily persuade 
most readers of their correctness, and to so 

impress the still unconvinced as to lead them 
to seriously reconsider the grounds of their 
cherished beliefs. No one need shun the 
work from any notion that he is to have his 
previous opinions treated cavalierly, or that 
hs is to be shocked by statements recklessly 
made for the sake of attracting notice by their 
brilliant novelty. Nothing could be more 
candid and impartial than the author's man- 

ner; and, by a judicious selection ot familiar 
illustrations from his vast store, he has in- 
fused a charm of freshness and life into his 
style which makes his book absorbingly at- 
tractive to any who are at all interested in 
uie siuuy oi mental tunctions. 

One cannot help noticing the prominence 
given to the reflex action of the mind, the 
fact being beautifully developed that a large 
part of our intellectual activity is essentially 
automatic, an idea which will be new to most 
people, the common belief being that we are 
conscious of all the workings of our minds. 

The book is admirable in every respect, 
and must be regarded as a very valuable con- 
tribution to the study of human nature.

volume.” That the trust was worthily be- 
stowed the work thus lovingly pertormed 
furnishes abundant evidence.

An Apostate'Granger. 
A few weeks sinco w. noted the fact that 

an agricultural and statistical journal publish- 
ed at Indianapolis, Ind., was making war up- 
on the granges and devoliug much space to 
the illustration of their workings and to point- 
ing out the bad and dangerous tendencies. 
The present week the editor of th it paper, if 
we mistake not, Mr. Charles W. Greene, Sec- 

retory of the last National Agricultural Con- 
gress, read an extended paper on the workings 
of tbe order before the national association 

opposed to secret societies which held a ses- 

sion at Syracuse, N. Y., a copy of which we 
have before us. Before noticing the state- 
ments of Mr. Greene, it is fair to say that he 
has been a member of the organization, but. 
dissatisfied with it* objects and the men mak- 

ing use of the power it organized, he either 
withdrew from it or was expelled. 

Mr. Greene begins by giving the origin of 
the order which so far as is known, was insti- 
tuted in Washington upon the plan of a 

Scotch social organization of the lame name. 

The originators are not very well known, and 
so far as determined are inclined to be fortune 
seekers of a political cast or tinctured with 
communism. In the days of its infancy, Mr. 
Greeue asserts that Andy Johnson declared 
to its founders that if the farmers could be 
united into such societies, the organization 
would be a vast power in politics. 

In the next place Mr. Greene notes the de- 
fects of the organization itself. lie says the 
constitution of the order is chiefly notable for 
its provisions to perpetuate the power of tbe 
originators. They install themselves as grand 
deputies and go “forth to plant tbe seed oi 
the order and make a living.” First, thir 
teen persons are constituted a subordinate 

lodge which has thirteen offices. Second, 
when fifteen subordinate lodges are organized 
a state grange is organized with thirteen 
offices to be filled for two years from the mas- 

ters of subordinate lodges who alone are en- 

titled to seats in the higher body. Third, the 
state masters constitute a national grange 
whose officers hold their places for three 
years. Thus the entire control of the organ- 
ization, its finances, its regulations and man- 

agement are put in the hands of the officers 
of the national grange whom, Mr, Greene 
describes as crafty nobodies without culture 
or good impulses. 

In speaking of the workings of the subor- 
dinate grange, the writer says that while the 
order claims that its primary object is the so- 

cial and educational advancement of the peo- 
ple, its real tendency is to create class dis- 
tinctions in society, as the poorer as well as 
the most independent classes are debarred 
from membership, thus indicating a clan- 
nishness among people whose boast is so- 
cial equality. So far as the educational 
advantages of the granges are concerned, 
they are a myth. True, the masters undertake 
to instruct the farmer in his political duties 
and also in reference to his commercial rela- 
tions, bat in these cases only one side is pre- 
sented, and the general questions of political 
economy and progress are ignored. 

The rapid growth of this organization in 
the West Mr. Greene attributes to the hos- 
tility stirred up against railroad companies, 
middlemen, manufacturers and capitalists, 
and by the constant representation that 
these classes had united to wrest from the 
farmer the result ot his labor. True, there 
were abuses by railroad corporations and mid- 
dlemen but all these have been greatly exag- 
gerated by the granger leaders, and the result 
of their labors is discernable in the elections 
of last fall, in the hasty railroad legislation of 
several states and in the evident disposition ot 
towns and counties to rid themselves of the re- < 

sponsibility of paying the bonds issued by them. 
And now as the natural sequence of this hostil- 
ity to capitalists and disposition to repudiate 
honest debts, millions of capital have been 
withdrawn from the West and credit contract- 
ed, because investors and lenders are afraid 
to trust their money where fhe self-chosen i 
“masters” of millions are inculcating the i 
ideas of the commune. To the grangers and 1 
their policy, Mr. Greene attributes the scarci- 1 
ty of money fn the West, and the high rates 
of interest, both of which have led the peo- 
pie to demand the further expansion of our 
irredeemable currency. Indeed, the average 
politician in Congress has got an idea of the i 

importance of the granger vote and this fact i 
has led men who have otherwise declared to i 

champion the unlimited circulation of paper 1 
money. Nor has the influence of the granger 
upon national politics stopped here. This 
new demand for water routes of transporta- 
tion and double tracked railroads from the in- 
terior to the seaward, comes from the “mas- 
ter.” Even Mr. Windom before making bis 
reparton transportation to the Senate asked 
Master Maxwell of the national grange what 
luuu oi a report lie should make and he re- 
plied three water routes from west to east, i 
and lo, it was so recommended. The Mor- 
tons are keenly watching the developments 

* 

of this organization, and they talk ol a new 
party which shall embrace its ideas of a 
paper money and a paternal government that \ 
shaU build railroads and canals at tbe ex- 
pense of the people, nuke war upon capital i 
and assume control of all railroads 

The writer predicts that the leaders of (he 
J 

organization are marshaling their forces for a 
1 

political movement, but he predicts the fail- 
ure of the attempt whether they essay to 
alone or combine with either of the present 1 
political parties. He says that the enthusi- i 
asm of the members is waning, that they are S 
impatient of the restraint and dictation of the 1 

leaders, and if the latter fail to do something in the coming elections, the disintegration of

Washington News and Gossip. 

THB CURRENCY CONFERENCE. 
The currency conference committee met this 

afternoon and had a full consultation. They 
argued upon 37i per cent, as the proportion of 

greenbacks to be retired, and the abolition of 

reserves on circulation, and upon January, 1878> 

as the time for the resumption of specie pay- 
ment. These changes in what had beeu sub- 

stantially agreed upon by the members in their 

previous informal meetiugs were to meet what 
are known to be the President’s preferences, as 

far as possible. Both of these modifications 
were conceded by Western and Southern mem- 

bers of tbe committee reluctantly, and they an- 

nounced the determination that if there shall 
be no final settlement of this currency question 
before adjournment, it shall not be their fault. 
The report of the conference committee will 
probably be completed and submitted to-mor- 
row morning. Tbe expectation is that it will 
be acceptable to a majority in either branch. 
What the President will do Is quite another 
matter. Messrs. Logan and Farwell, on the 
part of the expansionists, had a long confer- 
ence with the President with the hope of ascer- 

taining his views upon the point at issue be- 
tween the two houses. He dwelt upon the im- 
propriety of his committing himself in advance 
of legislation. He, however^ talked gener- 
ally upon the financial question, but not in 
a strata that gave much satisfaction to his 
hearers. There is no longer reason for doubt 
that, if he were to consult his owu wishes, lie 
would have the legal tender feature of the 
greenback currency repealed; the repeal to take 
effect in July, 1875, and would have the entire 
volume of greenbacks retired by July, 1876, so 

that specie payments might be resumed within 
the period of his present term. He would also 
be glad to have the national banking law so 

amended that no national bank note below the 
denomination of $10 should be issued. He has 
expressed the opinion unreservedly that if no 

bank note below the denomination of 810 had 
heed issued later than 1868, and if no greenback 
of less denomination that $10 had been issued, 
there would have been no necessity for the sus- 

pension of specie payments during, or since, 
the war.

NO CHANCE FOR RECIPROCITY. 

The preliminary arrangements for the forma- 
tion of a reciprocity treaty with the Dominion 
of Canada have all been made. It is doubtful, 
however, whether the terms submitted will be 
acceptable either to the Canadian or our gov- 
ernment. There is a strong feeling of oppo- 
sition to to such a treaty upon tbe part of a 

large number of Senators, and this is supple 
mented by the fact that a careful estimate 
made bv prominent officers of tbe Treasury 
Department as to tbe effect of the proposed 
treaty, goes to show that the United States, 
instead of being a gainer by such an arrange- 
ment, would lose to the extent of $6,000,000 or 

$7,000,000 annually. The proposition origi- 
nally came from tbe Canadian government,and 
is strongly pressed by certain parties there, es- 

pecially members of the present administration 
who are anxious to revive the trade of that 
country, which, it is said, has fallen off very 
materially since the abrogation of the last re- 
ciprocity treaty. A number of Congressmen 
from the West and New England were warm 
advocates of a renewal of the old reciprocity 
treaty, but it is understood that the Canadians 
want something more advantageous to their 
country. The present indications are that no 
action will be taken on the subject this ses- 
sion. 
PRESIDENT GRANT FIRM IN HIS POSITION ON 

FINANCE. 

President Grant is very firm on the financial 
question, and unhesitatingly declares that he 
will not sign any bill that is not within the 
bounds laid down by him in his veto message. 
He regards the present conference committee 
project as more objectionable than the Senate 
bill which he might have been willing to ac- 
cepted as a compromise. Well informed per- 
sons express the opinion that there will not bo 
any legislation on finance during the present 
session. 

THE CIVIL BIGHTS BILL DEAD.

THE “ANNIE B.’’ 

UxaiMinaliou of Charles T. Bobbins on a 

Charge of Piracy. 

Yesterday morning Robbins was arraigned 
upon tbe other complaint charging him with 
the murder of Solomon Camp upon the high 
seas. The prisoner by advice of his counsel re- 
fused to plead aud the commissioner directed 
the plea of not guilty to be entered. 

The cross examination of John Robbins the 
father of the prisoner was then continued. 

The defence then called as a witness John E. 
Robbins. 

The witness testified as follows* I am a 
brother of the defendant, and am a blacksmith 
l am 28 years old. For the last year and a 
half I have worked at Thurlow’s Island, but 
been at home occasionally. I was at home 
when the accidentjhappened to my brother. 1 
saw him going by the house sitting in the bot- 
tom of the wagon. I went up to father’s, 
which is about forty rods from my bouse, and 
he had just helped Charles out. We took him 
into the shed door and got him along by the 
other door \r here he made a bolt aud we all 
went out on the ground; then we got a rope and 
tied bis hands and carried him in and put him 
on the bed. He kept saying “I’ll put a head on 
you.” He didu’t use profane language but he 
would slat arouud so that after we got him ou 
the bed he stove the plasteriug off from the 
wall aud broke the lattice. 

John Martin was the next witness called. 
He said that he lived on Deer Isle, knew the 
prisoner, and had noticed his depression tbe 
past winter. Never heard that he ever drank 
liquor. His character was good.

WASHINGTON. 

Poiitnl Bill. 

Washington, D. C., June 5.—The House 
r-ust-omce v.um minee nave agreeu to report a 
bill providing that on all newspapers and peri- 
odical publications mailed from a known office 
of publication or news agency, aud addressed 
to regular s ibscnbers or news agents, postage 
sball he at tbe following rates: 

Newspapers and periodical publications issued 
weekly, or more frequently than once a week,are 
sent for one cent and a half, and on those issued 
less frequently than once a week, three cents for 
each pound or fraction thereof. On the receipt 
of such newspapers and periodical publications 
at the office of marking they are to be weighed 
in bulk, aud the postage paid thereon by a 

special adhesive stamp. Newspapers, of one 
copy to each actual subscriber residing within 
the oounty where the same are priuted, in 
whole or in part, and published, go free tluuugli 
the mails, but the same shall not be delivered 
at the letter carrier offices, or distributed by 
carriers, unless the postage is paid thereon as is 
by the law provided, and newspapers and mag- 
azines reciprocally interchanged between pub- 
lishers, not exceeding sixteeu ounces in weight, 
to be confined to a single copy of each publica- 
tion, go free through the mails. All mailable 
matter of the third class may weigh not over 
four pounds for each package, and postage shall 
be charged at the rate of one cent for each two 
ounces or fraction therof, but nothing hereiu 
contained shall be held to change or amend 
section 134 of said act. Affidavits are to be 
made by publishers aDd uews agents to secure 
tlieir adherence to these provisions, for the vio- 
lation of which penalties are prescribed. 

Cannon’s Case. 
The Committee on Elections by a vote of 6 to

The Banking Committee have closed their 

hearing of the bank note printing question. 
The President and the Pinnaces. 

Senator Jones of Nevada has obtained 
President Grant’s consent to publish the views 
recently expressed by the latter in conversation 
with the Senator on the subject of finance. 
Tbe following is a memorandum thereof made 
at the time by the President: 
^‘1 believe, said the President, “it a high 

and plain duty to returu to a specie basis at 
the earliest practicable day, not only in com 
pliance with legislative aud party pledges, but 
as t step indispensable to lasting national pros- 
nprit.v. I helieve. further, that the time ha« 
come when this can be done, or, at least begun, 
with less embarrassment to every brauch of 
industry than at any future time, after resort 
has been made to unstable and temporary ex- 

pedients to stimulate unreal prosperity and 
speculation on a basis other than coin as the 
recognized medium of exchange throughout 
(he commercial world. The particular mode 
selected to bring about a restoration of the 
specie standard is not of so much consequence 
as that some adequate plan be devised, the 
time fixed when currency shall be exchange- 
able for coin at par and the plan adopted rigid- 
ly adhered to. It is not probable that any 
legislation suggested by me would prove ac- 

ceptable to both branches of Congress, and, 
indeed, a full discussion might shako my own 
faith iu the details of any plan I might pro- 
pose. I will, however, venture to state the 
general features of action which seems to me 
advisable. The financial platform on which I 
would stand, and any departure from which 
would be in a spirit of concession and harmony 
in deference to conflicting opinions is: 

First: I would like to see the legal terder 
clause, so-called, repealed so as to take effect 
at a future time, say July 1st, 1875. This 
would cause all contracts made after that date 
for wages, sales, etc., to be estimated in coin. 

It would correct our notions of values. The 
coin dollar would be the only dollar known as 
the measure of equivalents, when debts after 
wards contracted will be paid in currency in- 
stead of calling the paper dollar a dollar and 
quoting gold at so much premium, we should 
think and speak of paper as at so much dis- 
count. This alone would aid greatly in bring- 
ing the two commercial values together at par. 

2d, I would like to see a provision that at a 
fixed day, say July 1st, 1876, currency issued 
by the United States should be redeemed iu 
coin on presentation to auy assistant treasurer, 
and that all the currency so redeemed should 
be cancelled and never re-issued. To effect 
this it wculd be necessary to authorize the is- 
sue of bonds, payable in gold, bearing such in- 
terest as would command par, the gold to be 
put out hy the Treasury only iu such sums 
as should from time to time be needed for the 
purpose of redemption. Such legislation would 
ensure a return to souud financial principles tn 
two years and would, in my judgment, work 
less hardship to the debtor interest than is 
likely to come from putting off the day of 
reckouiug. It must be borne in mind that the 
creditor interest had its day of disadvantage 
also when our present financial system was 

was brought into being by the supreme needs 
of the nation at the time. 1 would further 
provide that after the date fixed for redemp- 
tion, no bills, whether of banks or the Uuited 
."tales, returned to the Treasury to be exchang- 
ed lor new bills should be replaced by bills of 
less denominations theu $10. and that iu one 

year after resumption all bills of less than $5 
should be withdrawn from circulation and in 
two years all bills of less than $10 should be 
withdrawn. The advantage of this would be 
the strength given to the country against a 

* » -——- 

time of depression resulting from war, failure 
or crops-, or any other cause, by keeping al- 
ways in the hands of the people a large supply ot the precious metals. 

^\ith all small transactions conducted in 
coin, many millions of it would be kept in con- 
stant use and of course prevented from leaving the country. Undoubtedly a projier currency will always drive the better one of circulation,- With paper and legal teneer aud a dlscouut 
Kold and silver become articles of merchandize 
as much as wheat and cotton, the surplus will 
nnd the best market it cau. With small bills 
ju circulation there is no use for coin except to 
keep it in the vaults of banks to redeem circu- 
lation. During periods of great speculation and apparent prosperity there is little demand 
fori coin, aud then it will flow out to market 
where It can be made to earn something which 
it cannot do while lying idle. Gold like any- thing else when not needed becomes a surplus and like every other surplus it seeks a market 
when it can find oue by giving active employ- 
ment to coin. However, its presence cau.it 
seems, be secured and the panics and depres- 
sions which have occurred periodically in times 

j of specie payments if they caDnot be wholly 
prevented, can at least be greatlv mitigated. 
Indeed, I question whether it would have been 
found necessary to depart from the standard of 
specie in the trying days which gave birth to 
the present legal tender act had the country taken the ground of small bills. Agaiu, 1 
would provide an excess of reveuue over cur- 
rent expenditures. I would do this by rigid 
economy aud by taxation which taxation can 
be best borue. Increased reveuue would work 
a constant reduction of interest and would pro- vide coin to meet the demauds in the treasury for the redemption of its notes thereby dimin- 
ishing the amount of bonus needed for that 
purpose, all taxes after redemption begins 
should be paid in coin or U. S. uotes. This 
would force redemption with national banks. 
With measures like these, or measures which 
Wolu .w.or^ such results, I see no danger in 
authorizing free banking without limit. 

Postal Committee. 
The Postoffice Committee agreed to report an 

ameiidment to the method of adjusting salaries 
of postmasters. The committee also agreed to 
report a bill to insure the betier execution of 
mail contracts. It provides among other things 
that before the bond of a bidder Is approved it 
must be shown the sureties are owners of real 
estate worth a sum double the amount of the 
bond. If any regular contraction shall fail or 
refuse to perform a service, the Postmaster 
General shall proceed to contract with the next 
li\nfaot nnlmu. *1.,.

Sixth, Americau and Canadian built vessels 
may carry cargos and passe ugers from any 
point on the great lakes and river St. Lawrence 
to any other such port. 

Seventh, All canals on either side of the 
boundary to be open under the same codditions

Eeigth, Lake Michigan to be open to Cana- 
dians as the St. Lawrence has been to Ameri- 
cans. 

Ninth, Canadians may purchase American 
vessels and register them as Canadian; Ameri- 
cans may purchase aud register Candiau built 
vessels in like manner.

SENATE. 
Washington. June 5. 

Several petitions were presented and refer- 
red. 

A bill was passed for the better government 
of the navy. 

Several bills from committess were reported 
and placed on the calendar. The postoffice ap- 
propriation bill with amendments was referred 
and placed, ou the calendar to be called up 
Monday. 

The resolution by Mr. Anthony that the Ju- 
diciary Committee examine aud report ou the 
subject of printing, publishing and distributing 
U. S. statutes was passed. 

A resolution to pay Sykes, the contestant 
for a seat from Alabama.$8871 was taken up. 

Mr. Coukling opposed it on the grouud that 
Sykes never sat a day in the Senate, and the 
Senate had declared that he never was entitled 
to the title a Senator. 

Mr. Carpenter moved an amendment to make 
the amount 13000. 

The morning hour expired and the bill wont 
over. 

The Senate insisted on its amendments to 
the army appropriation bill and Messrs. West, 
Logan and Stevenson were appointed as a con- 

ference committee. 
Mr. Logan asked that Monday be set aside

Mr. Sherman objected and gave notice that 
he would call up the moiety bill.

Autnouy s motion re- 
sumed the consideration of the bill to provide 
for the sale of extra copies of public documents 
and .for the distribution of the regular official 
editions thereof The fourteenth section of the 
bill provides that 25,000 copies of the annual 
report of the department of agriculture be 
printed for distribution by the Commissioners 
of Agriculture, 

Mr Freiinghuysen moved to amend so as to 
provide that copies be distributed to those only 
employed by the department or contribute in- 
formation for the use by tbe department, and 
also to organize agricultural societies. 

Some discussion followed, several Senators 
couteudiug that tbe agricultural report was of 
great importance and should be freely distrib- 
uted. They favored the printing and distribu- 
tion of 60,000 or 100,000 copies iustead of 25,- 
000. 

Tbe question being on Mr. Frelinehuysen’s 
amendment, Mr. Gordon moved to further 
amend so that a copy of the agricultural report 
shall be distributed to each organized grange 
of the patrons of husbandry. Agreed t •• 

The amendment as amended was rejected, 
yeas 22, nays 28. 

Mr. Anthony moved to strike out the fifth 
and sixth sections of the bill which provides for 
distribution of pamphlets, copies of the acts 
and resolves of Congress and statutes at large 
Agreed to. 

Mr. Edmunds moved to strike out “25,000“ 
iu the tourtli and insert “50,00o” so that the 
commissioner of agriculture could have 50,000 
copies for distribution. 

In advocating the adoption of the amend- 
1 ment, Mr. Carpcntei said he favored the ex-

teution of the franking privilege to every docu- 
ment published by Congress, and said he would 
vote for an amendment to allow every docu- 
ment to go through the mail free which bad the 
official stamp of the congressional printer upon 
it so that people could have some information. 

The amendment of Edmunds’ was rejected, 
yeas 21, nays 28. 

Mr. Stevenson moved to substitute for the 
fourteenth section to provide for the printing

HOUSE. 
The report of the Conference Committee on 

the diplomatic appropriation bill was agreed to. 
A bill admitting free of duty all articles for 

the Centennial was passed. 
The bill for the improvements of the mouth 

of the Mississippi river by permanent jetties 
was taken up. 

Mr. Crocker of Mass, supported it. 
Messrs. Speer of Peun. aud McCrary of Ills, 

opposed the bill and Mr. Hurlbut of Ills, sup- 
ported it. The latter said the condition of navi- 
gation at the mouth cf the Mississippi was a 
national disgrace and infamy. 

Mr. Kasson of Iowa opposed the bill on the 
ground that it gave Eads power to spend some 
816,000,000, and he considered it was a turning 
over of the father of waters to one man. 

Mr. Garfield of Ohio asked leave to offer a 
substitute for the bill, but Mr. Hurlbut, who 
has charge of the bill, refused permission. 

The House, by a vote of 102 to 119, declined 
to reconsider the vote seconding the previous 
question., and Mr. Garfield’s substitute was 
not admitted. 

A vote was then taken on a substitute offered 
by Mr. McCrary, who is to provide for the con- 
struction of the Fort St Philip Canal and its 
maintenance as a national highway, which was 
adopted.

lic Lands, reported a bill to ascertain the pos- 
sessing rights of the Hudson Bay Co and other 
British subjects within the limits which were 
tile subject of the award of the Emperor of 
Germany under the treaty of Washington of 
May 8tb, 1871. Passed. The bill provides for 
the appointment of a commissioner to visit the 
land in question and report a list of all the 
British subjects in occupation of the land ou 
Juue 15th. 1846, with proofs of occupancy, and 
those where claims are approved to be allowed 
to purchase such lands within a year from ap- 
proval at the ordinary minimum price per acre 
outside of railroad limits, and at double the 
minimum price withiu the railroad limits. 

Mr. Morey reported a bill to repeal the first 
sections of the 21st of Juue, 1856, for the dis- 
posal of public lauds for homestead to actual 
settlement in Alabama, Mississippi, Louisiana, 
Florida and Arkansas. The bill was dissed at 
considerable length. Its object is to allow pub- lic lands in the South which were after the 
war reserved for settlement, to be sold as they 
are in other sectious of the country. It was 
strenuously opposed by Messrs. Conger of 
Mieh., Willard of Vt., Hawley of Conn., and 
Holman of Lid. Finally the bill was recom- 
mitted, which is now tautamont to a rejection.

Faithful even unto Death. 

AN INCIDENT IN THE INDIAN WAR OF 

1808-9. 

During the summer anil autumn ol 1*08, 
three powerful tribes—the Cheyennes, 
Kiowas, and Arrapahoes, waged a relentless 
aud brutal warfare on the frontier ol Kansas 
and Nebraska. ., 

Beautiful valleys, and limpid streams 
whose margins were hinged with a dense 

growth of timber, under the shadows of 
which the clear water rippled along ryth- 
mically towards the “Great River” ;lields rich 
in their golden cereals, aud primitive homes 
peeping picturesquely out of the dark foliage 
of their surroundings, masked that fair region 
whose peaceful inhabitants wore inhumanly 
butchered during the raids of those Indians, 
who devastated the whole line ot settlements 
from the Republican to the Arkansas. 

Men, women, and children were slaughter- 
ed with a pitilessness possible ouly to the In- 
dian, their simple little dwellings consigned 
•to the torch, and young girls alone saved 
from the keen edge of the scalping knife lor 
the horrors of a captivity infinitely greater 
than death. 

The dark sky was illuminated night alter 

night by the glare of burning ranches, and 
tlio roil plow on l.be horizon, as the flames 
died out, carried the terrible tidings to the 
pallid watchers along the border that the 
savages were circling nearer to them in their 
fiendish travels. Often young mothers had 
only time to snatch their little ones from the 
cradle, and dragging an older child by the 
hand, hurriedly hide in the thick brush on 
the creek bottoms, while the husband, jump- 
ing on his horse, alarmed the neighbors, who 
returning with him, sometimes were suc- 
cessful in driving oft' the Indians. But this 
was of rare occurrence, for families so widely 
separated as they were in that new country 
could afford but little mutual protection, 
tlieir houses being frequently twenty miles 
apart, and before the news could spread, or 

the people gather In some strong log-cabin 
for defence, the Indians came down upon 
them like t he north wind, murdering and de- 
stroying whole settlements in a single sum- 
mer afternoon. 

That lovely belt of country between the 
two rivers was consequently abandoned, and 
the few settlers who escaped the fury of the 
Indians were driven into the military Posts 
of Barker and Biley, houseless, homeless 
and starving. There they were kindly shel- 
tered, clothed and fed, until it was safe for 
them to return to their abandoned claims and 
commence the settlement of the country 
over. 

They found nothing of course hut the bare 
land. A little mound of ashes alone indicat- 
ed the spot where their houses had stood; 
their fences and cattle were all gone, some- 
times wife and children, too—tortured and 
then murdered, or miserable slaves in the 
power of the Indians. But with a determin- 
ation to surmount obstacles that any other 
than our noble army of pioneers would shrink 
from, they took up the axe again and cut 
their way to the peace and thrift that has 
gradually increased to what it is to-day in 
that region. 

The condition of affairs on that verge of 
civilization in Kansas, during the year re- 
ferred to, was much more terrible than the 
mere outline above attempted. The horrible 
truths and outrageous brutalities inflicted can 
never appear in type to shock the sensibilities 
of refined people, and the very impossibility 
of this fact has done much towards creating 
a false sympathy for the Indian, who, if his 
diabolical acts were known universally, as 
they are known to the comparative few, 
would be declared beyond the pale of the 
slightest mercy or leniency in his swift pun- 
ishment that would be sure to follow. 

The middle of September, 1868, brought 
General Sheridan to the immediate command 
of the Department of the Missouri, who at 
ouoe organ izeu a wmier campaign against me 
hostile tribes. The idea of a successful cam- 

paign against the Indians of the Great Plains 
in mid-winter, was something entirely novel, 
and had its origin in the wonderful percep- 
tive faculties and power to overcome difficul- 
ties Inherent in General Slieridau. 

Heretofore it had been considered almost 
beyond the limit ot possibi lites, on account of 
the apparently insuperable obstacles that in- 
terposed themselves, and the undertaking 
was regarded as purely visionary by many 
old officers who had been stationed for years 
on the frontier, and by plains men as experi- 
mental at least, with the probabilities of its 
accomplishment strongly on the side ol the 
negative. 

In almost every instance where expeditions 
had been sent against the Iudiaus in the 
spring or summer, the only time of the year 
which they themselves select for the opera- 
tion of their implacable hatred oflhe Whites, 
the result had been invariably disastrous to 
the army, or the effect upon the Indians un- 
substantial. 

General Sheridan, profiting by the exam- 
ple of General Hancock’s expensive and fu- 
tile campaign ot the summer before, per- 
ceived at once that a termination ot the war- 
fare raging along the border every summer, 
could effectually be reached only by a severe 
and decisive blow’to the savages in their win- 
ter quarters. 

To that end he commanded the expedition 
in person, and the country knows how com- 
pletely he succeeded in preventing auy fur- 
ther trouble with the Indians mentioned, and 
brought a peace to the region described, that 
will never again be broken by their sanguina- 
ry incursions. 

In the organization of that expedition, all 
the available troops, friendly Iudiaus of other 
tribes, and the services of celebrated frontier- 
meu were brought into requisition. 

Desperate duties were otter required of these 
latter, who under the general name of 
“Scouts” were employed with the artnv to 
carry dispatches, hang on the trail of the In- 
dians, and as carriers keep open communica- 
tion between Fort Dodge and the troops oper- 
ating in that memorable winter compaign of 
1868-9.

These “Scouts” were almost invariably I 
picked men. They were earelully selected 
with special reference to their knowledge of 
the Indian character, antf perfect familiarity 
with the locality of the proposed field of oper- 
ations, and in the last named capacity guided 
the troops through the unbroken wilderness 
of the central plains. 
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lives from boyhood among the Arrapahoes, 
Rivers and Cheyennes, had married in those 
tribes, and not only understood their language 
perfectly, but possessed all the original as- 
tuteness, and strategy of the Indiaus them- 
selves. 

Nearly all of them were identified with the 
early struggles oi the border, and their names 
belong to that roll oflieroes in the unwritten 
record of those troublous times who may 
some day yet, grace the fair pages of our pop- 
ular magazines, or figure conspicuously in. the 
annals of that country where all the facts in 
its history are collated by an unprejudiced 
generation. 

But they have another history too, which 
belongs to the tribes among whom they lived 
so long, that will never die while the Indian 
remains, even though its narration is given 
only in rude legends to the dusky listeners, 
wrapped in their buffalo robes, sitting around 
the magic circle of the medicine lodges. 

Some of these men still live, and sou»e are 
quietly resting under the silvery cottonwoods, 
ana billows of their favorite streams. The 
ma!c“ °f civilization over the territory in 
which their remarkable lives were passed, is 
rapidly obliterating all trace of their simple sepulchres, and absorbing their memory in 
tbeuncertain light of tradition. 

The duties demanded of these “Scouts” 
during the campaign,were fraught with dan- 
gor, desperate venture, and ternble chances jfor life oftentimes,yet no greater pay was given to them than to other civilliaus employed. How nobiy these men fulfilled their duties, the fight of General Forsyth on the Arricke- 
see Fork of the Republican, the most despe- rate chapter in Indian warfare in the history 
of this continent taken altogether, where sev- 
ty-five of these men commanded by the gal- lant Genera! Geo. A. Forgyth of Sherman’s 
staff, fought for days successively, a force of 
twelve or fifteen hundred Indians, losing only five or six men and successfully keeping the 
Iudians off until the little party was relieved 
by a regiment, General Custer’s battle of the 
Washita, aud the grassy mounds in the little 
graveyard at Fort Dodgs on the treeless banks 
of the Arkansas—where lie those who went 
out fearlessly to their death—all testify.

and Indescribable infatuaUo^^tto^ng^a life in.the desolateness of the remote plahis^ and a companionship of constant danger which lends a charm that can never be uer- lectly understood by the denizens of our rich 

and populous cities in the East, that far out- 

weighs any tangible reward that could be of- 
fered. 

Neither the love of gold then, nor the hope 
of popularity,—those two altars upon which 
so many men sacrifice themselves in the 
crowded haunts of business—temtped them 
to the deeds that have made them famous. 
Such men, whose story is always so full of in- 
terest, seek danger for the simple charin of it, 
and that aloue is the secret ot their strauge 
lives. 

The winter of 1868-9 south of the Arkan- 
sas and Canadian rivers, was unusually se- 

vere ; the snow fell to a depth unknown be- 
fore in the history of that part of the country, 
and the thermometer indicated a degree ot 
cold that for days together was far below ze- 

The small streams were frozen solid, anil 
the larger ones filled with floating ice mak- 

ing the fordings excessively dangerous, par- 
ticularly to the cavalry. 

Frequently these targe streams—more prop- 
erly rivers—were found completely closed, 
hut the ice too thin to bear the weight of the 

heavily loaden six mule army wagons, and 
then the men had to stand in the treezing 
water, and with axes cut a passage through. 

This difficult task always required hours' 
for its completion, and required the men to 
be relieved every lew minutes, for the cold 
was intense, but a huge fire of brush and 
drift-wood was kept burning on both banks 
of the river, around wlticb the choppers con- 

gregated alter coining out of the water, 
which precaution generally prevented any se- 
rious results. 

By these means the teamsters, and troops 
escorting the wagon train, forced a transit 
through the long dreary months of that win- 
ter, over those tributaries to the Bed River, 
which flow in a general southeast course be- 
yond the Arkansas. 

Five hundred six-mule army wagons com- 

posed the train that was constantly travelling 
between Fort Dodge on the Arkansas, and 
the base of supplies at the eauip on Beaver 
river, (afterwards known as Camp Supply, 
and whichis one of the principal posts of ob- 
servation in the Indian Territory where the 
Kiowa and Cheyenne reservations are loca- 
ted. ) 

At the suggestion of General Sheridan and 
the earnest desire of the state government, 
the Nineteenth Kansas Cavalry was organ- 
ized and mustered into the army for this spe- 
cial winter service. It was composed of 
young men from all parts of the state, some 
of whom had experienced the hardships of 
an ordinary campaign during the war of the 
rebellion, but the fact that the majority of 
the regiment wete born on the frontier, and 
lia/1 itoriAiTTnil flwif noonlinH vaIiaaIiiscp urli lull o 

life on the plains warrants, was their princi- 
pal recommendation. 

The regiment left Topeka where the sever- 
al companies were organized, splendidly 
mounted aud equipped, but after marching 
two or three days, one of those terrible storms 
incident to the prairies in winter, burst upon 
them in the night, stampeded most of their 
horses, ami they reached the main command 
under General Custer at Camp Supply, Hav- 
ing sutt'ef< d fearfully, nearly demoralized aud 
disheartened. A portion of th.e regiment, in 
consequence of this disastrous occurreuce, 
were compelled to serve as infantry during 
the campaign, and it was too late to procure 
otiters, so the number endured greater hard- 
ships that winter than those who were 
mounted. 

One squadron and one hundred and forty- 
nine dismounted men of this regiment, to- 
gether with one company of regular infan- 
try and five hundred civilians, constituted 
the force necessary to guard and handle the 
immense amount of grain and subsistence re- 
quired by the cavalry under General Custer 
south of the Canadian river. 

Over the broad trail marked by the passage 
of the long train of wagons, the Indians hov- 
ered in smaU parties all winter, and through 
this line of watchful savages, the courier 
scout’s perilous journey wa« effected. 

On this dreary route of one hundred and 
ten miles, with no place of refuge between 
tile camp aud Port Dodge, it was literally, at 
times, a ride for life. Two of the “scouts” 
usually travelled together, as it is possible for 
two determined men to prove more than a 
match tor twenty Indians, but difficult for 
one man to get away from even five. 

The most exposed portions of the trail 
were ridden over at night, and in the day- 
time the scouts secreted themselves in some 

rocky canon or timbered ravine, until dark- 
ness again favored their lonely trip, for only 
when .within a few miles of their destination 
at either end, w ere the chances of a run by 
daylight taken. The characteristic reckless- 
ness of some, however, in essaying this per- 
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than one occasion, and the death of two as 
the sequel will show on another. 

Two days of hard riding, or rather nights, 
and untiring watchfulness were required to 
effect this hazardous journey, and no other 
but the scouts attempted it; as when it was 
necessary for any one to go to either post, 
they did so under the escort of the train, and 
never with the scouts. 

Early in the mouth of November, two of 
these scouts, one a half-breed known all over 
the plains as “McDonald,” aud the other a 
white man named Davis, started from Camp 
Supply shortly after dark, with important dis- 
patches trom General Sheridan, and the mail 
for Fort Dodge. 

M’Donald was a half Cheyenne; his father 
had in all probability been a Scotch trapper 
in the employ of the Northwest Fur Com- 
pany thirty or forty years ago, but he knew 
nothing ol him, and had lived nearly all his 
life with the tribe whose blood flowed through 
his veins. He was therefore an Indian by 
education, aud possessed nearly aji their char- 
acteristics, with the exception of a decided 
friendship for the Whites, whose cause he es- 
poused at the commencement of hostilities. 

He never wore any other dress than the 
traditional buckskin suit, heavily porcupined 
and beaded, with its long fringe dropping 
from the scams, and he adhered most relig- 
iously to the tribal fascinations of the war- 
paint, which he used in the most extravagant 
manner; hut that he was the representative 
of the noblest (attribute iu human nature, 
faithfulness, which rather than break he ac- 
cepted death, will be conceded further on. 

Davis was born in Ohio and wandered to 
the great plains when he was only fourteen. 
For thirty years lie had lived on the extreme 
frontier, most of the time on the head wa- 
ters of the Missouri among the Sioux, whose 
language he spoke perfectly. He had lived 
south of the Platte ouly a few seasons, but 
he had taken a Cheyenne squaw as his wife, 
and was hunting with that tribe when the 
war commenced. 

The most important feature in his charac- 
ter was that quick perception and determina- 
tion, which nearly all men raised on the plains 
or in the mountains possess, and which places 
them far ahead of the Indian in moments of 
great difficulty and peril, but this was over- 
balanced at times by an excessive reckless- 
ness that eventually cost him his life. 

The days dragged slowly along, and more 
than a week passed without the return of the 
.two men to Camp Supply. Other scouts re- 

ported that neither had they arrived at Fort 
Dodge, and of course it was admitted that 
they were dead, killed by the Indians, but 
how or where no ohe kuew, and as nothing 
could be learned in relation to their death ex- 
cept from the scouts or the wagon train, 
...X,: „1 a .j VI 

Supply to the Arkansas, the information 
must come from that source, if any, in re- 

gard to their late, but as yet there was no 
news of them. 

Tbe train was constantly on tbe road, in 
sunshine or in storm. It moved between the 
camps all winter; it was barely permitted to 
remain at either end of the route even for a 
day, as the least delay in the arrival of grain 
for the cavalry horses would seriously embar- 
rass the operations of the troops in the field, 
and might, perhaps, defeat the (great object 
of the expedition. 

Nearly three weeks after the disappearance 
ofM’Donald and Davis, the train started 
from Camp Supply in the midst of a terrific 
snow storm. Not a landmark was visible. 
Through the blinding sleet and cold wind, 
(guided by the compass alone which the com- 

manding officer held in front of him, at the 
head of the long column of half frozen men 
and animals) the mules pulled the heavy 
wagons, and the troops plodded wearily 
through the drifts to their first camping 
ground at the crossing of the Beaver, ten 
miles down the river. 

The storm raged all night, and but few 
slept. All their energy was tasked to keep 
the camp fires lighted, and themselves from 
freezing. In the gray dawn of the next 
morning the halt-dead mules were again har- 
nessed, the stiff icy leather cracking like a 
rifle as it was thrown over their humped up 
backs, and only with the greatest urging 
would they move at all. The men cramped 
with the biting wind silently fell into line, 
and just as tbe sun began to gild tbe hills 
high up on tbe left of tbe trail,—for the 
storm was rapidly clearing away—the order 
to move forward was given. 

While the command was marching away, 
and the wagons creaking as they roiled over 
the snow, the coyotes who had been impa- 
tiently watching from the bluffs since day- 
light for this move, trotted snapping and 
barking into tbe camp to breakfast on the 
bacon rinds, pieces of leather, or anything 
else that bad been left round the fires, (ior 
that animal is the least fastidious of all the 
lupus family and accepts as graciously the 
juiceless leg of an old pair of cavalry boots, 
as he does the rich ribs of a young ante- 
lope. 

As the sun rose higher, and a mile or two 
had taken the stillness out of the mules’ 
backs, they began to recover their normal 
proportions. The men, like all soldiers, soon 

forgot their sufferings of the night before, 
he cavalry, anxious to meet a war parly of 
\rrapahoes of Cheyennes, pushed forward on 

he trail, and all Mere f'aiily on their march 
o the next camp iu the blue mist far beyond 
.he horizon. 

The country between the Arkansas and 
Canadian, the two great rivers of the central 
bains, is solitary and desolate, beyond the 
jower of description even in summer. Tbe 
fVrkansas obeys the tortuous windings of its 
.reeless banks with a placidness that is awful i 

in its very silence, and who follows the me- 

andering* of that stream with no companion 
but his own thoughts, will realize perfectly 
the intense meaning of that dread word— 
alone. 

Illimitable as the ocean the weary waste 
stretches away, and loses itself in the purple 
of the sky, while the mirage pictures dis- 
tances that only deceive and annoy. 

The shriek of the bittern rarely breaks up- 
on tbe air to disturb the quiet of those 
waters, nor the sharp whistle of a startled 

pheasant to grate harshly on the ear, the 
bare rushes trembling from man’s presence, 
but has no voice to express her alarm, aud 
the antelope and the buffalo move quickly 
away at his counnaud, hut thby too, utter no 
sound to chauge the quiet that reigns so su- 

preme. 
There are miles of prairie in that region, 

however, that seem to have risen like islands 
out of the sea, “hedged round with forests” 
and 

“These are the gardens of the desert, these 
The unshorn fields, boundless and beautiful, 
Aud fresh as the young earth ere man had sinned— 
So they stretch 
la airy undulations, far away 
As if the ocean in his gentlest swell 
Stood still with all his roundod billows fixed, 
And motionless forever.*1 
More desolate still are those wastes in mid- 

winter, when covered with snow, and the 
cold wind is howling over their vast expanse 
of dreariness. 

There was little to chauge the eternal 
sameness during these long months as the 
train moved day alter day through that bleak 
wilderness, aud its long lines of wagons in 
four columns, extending nearly a mile, and 
its rattle of wheels only intensifying the 
world of monotony surrounding. 

Occasionally, however, a herd of buffaloes 
were discovered in the dim distance, their 
shaggy sides contrasting curiously with the 
broad field of snow all round them, and as a 
detachment of tbe cavalry rode after them, 
tliA Aiiiiui nf t.ViM AAimnaml vuiik (lisnAllAd for a 

time in the excitement of the chase. 
The buffalo would quietly watch their com- 

ing until they were within a few hundred 
yards, then give two or three sniff's and com- 
mence their short quick lope towards the 
bluff's. In a lew seconds, puffs of blue 
smoke cut the clear cold air, and one after 
another of their huge carcasses toppled over 
in the suow until a dozen or more were ly- 
ing dead. Then the men stopped to skin and 
cut them up, while a wagon was sent out 
atler their rich ribs and juicy humps, which 
were divided among the whole command. 

The third day alter leaving Camp Supply 
as the train was approaching the Cimmaron 
river, a large party of Indians were observed 
on the sand hills about a mile and a half 
away on the opposite side, watchiug the com- 
mand. 

The cavalry were immediately sent in pur- 
suit, which as quick as the Indians saw, they 
started over the divide and were out of sight 
at once. The cavalry continued on, however, 
to the spot where the Iudiaus were fir st seeu, 
hut it was not considered prudent to chase 
them any further aud leave the train without 
all ot its escort, as this move on the part of 
the Indians who could no longer be seen, 
might only be a ruse to draw a portion of 
the troops away, while another war party 
could dash in and stampede the mules,and cut 
off some of the wagons, the sand hills on the 
river being peculiarly favorable to such strat- 
egy. 

So after reaching the high sand knoll from 
which the Indians had been watching the 
train, the squadron halted, and these discov- 
ered the first link in the chain of mystery 
that surrounded the fate of M’Donald and 
Davi*. 

In a little ravine under a clump of box 
elders, three roughly made graves were 
found, which the men tore open, aud resur- 
rected the bodies of threej Arrapahoe warriors 
wrapped in heavily poicupiued buffalo robes 
and red blankets. 

The war paint was s*il! fresh on their faces, 
and their raw-hide shields were lying on their 
breasts, their bows, arrows, and redstone 
pipes were found at their sides, and around 
the neck of one was a string of polished wolf 
teeth ornamented with the rattles of the rat- 
tlesnakes. 

Bullet holes through the bodies of two of 
the Indians, and one through the neck of the 
other plainly told how they had found their 
death, but by whose hand and where and 
why were they left there among the barren 
sand hills? 

The trail of a large war party was discov- 
ered a few rods off, leading from the north, 
aud their moccasin tracks showed they had 
rested there, aud that fact with other well 
understood signs connected the death of the 

M’Donald, and Davis, and that their bones 
were bleaching somewhere between the 
Cimmaron and the Arkansas. 

The dead Indians were stripped of their 
trinkets, hurriedly rolled back in their holes, 
and the cavalry rode back to the river where 
they lound the men cutting the ice, and the 
train ready to cross. 

A new interest was now awakeued among 
the command, and every man was untiring 
in his efforts to find out something moie def- 
inite in relation to the death of the missing 
“Scouts,” the whole country within protect- 
ing distance of the train was carefully hunted 
over as they moved along, but auother day 
passed away without any further clue. 

Ou the afternoon of the second day after 
leaving the Cimmaron, as the train was near- 

ing Mulberry creek twelve miles from Fort 
Dodge, further evidence was discovered. 

The commanding officer was riding alone 
in advance of the column, intently watching 
a large pack of gray wolves on the left of the 
trail, that had been frightened out of the bush 
by an erratic trooper, and were scampering 
over the prairie with all the dogs of the train 
in full pursuit, when suddenly his medita- 
tions were interrupted by a young lieutenant 
who came galloping up to him, holding in his 
hand part of a new pair of pantaloons that 
had been saturated with blood but which was 
now dry, and said: 

“Majo.r, one of my men found this piece of 
pantaloons near the creek and I think from 
its appearance, it has a story if we can read 
it, that will tell us something more about the 
fate of McDonald and Davis. Had we not 
better camp at this place, there is plenty of 
water and wood, and look around here?” 

The major scanned the bloody cloth a mo- 
ment and replied: “Evidently those panta- 
loons jhave been tom from their owner; they 
were never taken off in the usual manner, 
you can see that, for they are still buttoned, 
and I imagine the Indians and Coyotes have 
had something to do with it, I was just won- 
dering what so mauy wolves”—pointing to 
the pack in the distance—“were doing here, 
but .now they only confirm your suspicions, 
and I believe myself, we shall find out some- 
thing here either in regard to the two 
“Scouts” or som,eone else who has been mur- 
dered by the Indians. You may stop the 
train and we will go into camp on this creek; 
it is early yet, and perhaps we cau find out 
all about the matter before dark. As soon as 
the men get their dinner I will order every 
one who can leave safely to search thoroughly 
up and down the creek” 
-The lieutenant rode back, stopped the 

train, and the command went into camp and 
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in order to get alt the daylight they could to 
learn something more about the death of Mc- 
Donald and Davis. 

As soon as dinner was over, the guards 
posted and the mules and horses picketed 
near the wagons, several details were made to 
hunt through the brush in the creek bottom, 
and a part of the cavalry were sent on the 
open prairie to find out if possible the secret 
of the bloody trousers. 

In about halt an hour after all the details 
had leit the camp, one of the cavalry soldiers 
returned, rode up to a group of officers who 
were smoking their pipes round a blazing fire 
of old logs near the bank ot the creek, and 
told them that some of the infantry bad found 
two dead horses and an empty mail bag down 
in the bottom; “the letters have been torn 
open” said he, “and are scattered all over the 
ground, here is one I picked|up”—handing it 
to the adjutant who stood there—“signed by 
Colonel Crosby; thiee or lour of the men ap- 
pear to know the horses, and say they are the 
same ones that McDonald and Davis rode 
away from Camp Supply; Jthey are nearly 
eaten up by the wolves, but I guess there is 
enough of their skin left to tell what color 
they are.” 

“In which direction” said the adjutant, “up 
or down the stream?” 

“Up the creek,” he replied. “You see 
that dead cottonwood?” pointing to the tree 
whose top could just be seen above the banks 
of the creek less thau an eighth of a mile 
away. “Well there is a little open spot right 
near that tree, and two or three rods up the 
creek from it, are the hoises iD the brush, 
you can’t miss it because a good many of the 
men are standing round there.” 

The soldier rode up the creek to join the 
rest of the cavalry, and all ot the officers who 
were not on duty ordered their horses, and 
started for the “dead cottonwood.” 

In a few minutes they reached the place 
indicated and found the commanding officer 
and about twenty of the men there already. Two horses with the flesh partially eaten 
off their bones were lying close to the water 
in a thicket of hazel, and a canvass mail bag fastened to an overhanging limb was dragging in the stream where it had evidently caught in an attempt to thr'w it in. ( The contents ol the bag were strewed over 
the ground in every direction, and the letters 
had been torn open, for Indians know as well 
is their more intelligent white brethren, that letters sometimes contain money. Their 
raids on the overland stage lines have taught 
them that fact, and they possibly thought to 1 

profit byjtheir kno wledge in this instance; for j though the Indian is opposed to the encroach- l 
meuts of the white man within his domain, « 

tie accepts with avidity the conveniences, uni luxuries, which civilization brings to him l 
whenever he can get them, and has learned t 
to value our medium .of exchange for the 1 
nower it gives him to secure from the trader ! 
-hose things he requires, at a fairer equiva- 

k 

ect than in the uncertain transactions of di- 
•ect barter, so that money now taken from 
heir prisoners is no longer destroyed as ^ 
vorthless, or thrown away, but has assumed 
i value with them which is being more per- 

fectly understood every year, without a la- 
bored study ot arithmetic from books. 

The scattered mail was carefully collected 
put in the original sack and sent hack to 
camp, while the search for further develop- 
ments in this melancholy episode, was con- 
tinued through the timber on the margin of 
ot the creek, and upon the broad prairie 
on either side, but night came on without 
any thing new being discovered, and early 
the next morning the train went on to Fort 
Dodge. 

The search of course had to be abandoned 
until the return of the train on its way to 
Camp Supply two days afterwards, when the 
first camping place was made at tha same 

spot on Mulberry Creek where it had camped 
before, when the scouts, horses and the mail 
were found. 

The creek was reached about noon and as 
soon as the animals were unharnessed and 
picketed within the line of sentries, all the 
usual precautions taken to prevent a surprise 
by the Indians, and dinner disposed of, every 
effort was made to fiud the bodies of the 
missing scouts, as all felt certain they had 
beeu killed in that vicinity and left where 
they fell, for the Indians have no compunc- 
tious in leaving a man food for the wolves af- 
ter they have secured his scalp. 

Every available man was detailed to go 
carefully over tbe whole country within a 

couple of miles of the camp, in parties suffi- 
ciently stroug to protect themselves from any 
small number of ludians that might dash 
down upon them from the hills, and the re- 

gion within that radius was pretty well pick- 
eted and over-looked by the sentries who 
were stationed on all the highest points ot 
the bluffs around the camp, who could see 

any Indians, no matter what direction they 
might come from, and give the alarm by fir- 
ing a gun, which would of course give ail 
those who were out ample time to prepare 
for any contemplated attack of the savages. 

Just before sundown one of the cavalry 
that had gone nearly a mile and a half up tbe 
ci-eek, sent one ot their number back to camp 
with the inhumation that they hau tound 
the remains of the scouts, and to bring a 

wagon to carry them in. 
The commanding officer and four or five 

others upon receiving the news mounted 
their borses, started a wagon and an escort of 
the infaatry, and themselves rode out to the 
place described by the soldier, who remained 
with the wagon to conduct it to the spot. 

After brisk gallop of ten or fifteen minutes 
the officers reached the company of eavalry 
who had dismounted, and were lying on the 
ground waiting tor the wagon, and discussing 
the terrible fight that most have taken plac i 
before either Davis or McDonald succumbed, 
as their pluck and desperate characters were 
well known to every one on the plains. 

Near where the cavalry had halted, on the 
side of a hill sloping towards the creek weie 
seen the ghastly skeletons of the unfortunate 
scouts bleaching in the cold wintry sun. A 
leg had been pulled here, and an arm there 
by the wolves, who had devoured every parti- 
cle of flesh off their bones, one of the skulls 
supposed to have been Davis’ was only found 
after a dilligent search a quarter of a mile off, 
where it had been carried by a wolf and then 
dropped, but M’Donald’s was crushed into 
atoms, and found close to the remainder of 
his skeleton. 

Davis had been shot through the head at 
least three times, as that number of bullet 
holes were found in his skull, one on the back 
of it, great pieces had been clipped out as if 
done with an axe. 

Nearly all the bones of both men were 

found, carefully wrapped in a rubber pouch, 
and taken to camp, where they were covered 
over with a pile of rocks to prevent the 
wolves from scattering them over the prarie 
again, and left until the train returned from 
Camp Supply, where they were carried into 
Fort Dodge and giveu a Christian burial. 

The exact spot where these brave men met 
their fate was discovered on the way back to 
camp, in the brush moie than a mile from 
where the trail crossed the creek. 

A scarred and blotted tree, from one of the 
limbs of which was suspended a bloody rope, 
stood alone in a little opening on the bank of 
the stream, encompassed by rocky bluffs 
where from the top could be seen Fort Dodge, 
and the silent waters of the Arkansas. 

The rough bark of this tree was torn by a 
hundred bullets, and its gnarled trunk pierced 
with as many arrows. At its foot was lying 
Q hrnbon ennof on/1 fllO nvnnrwl nil nominal If 

covered with cartridge shells. Dark patches 
that had once been little pools of blood, mat- 
ted the dead grass at its roots, all of which 
told more oppressively than any language 
could, the horrid scene that had occurred 
there. 

A few of these mute witnesses were collect- 
ed, and the party returned to camp having 
fulfilled their mission, but the thoughts of the 
awful and hopeless fight that had broken the 
silence of that winter-prairie, settled a feeling of sadness over the entire command. 

After the battle of the Washita, and peace 
brought the tribes once more in friendly rela- 
tions with the white man, some of the facts 
in this tragedy were elicited from the very 
Indians who had taken part in it. 

A war party of Arrapahoes numbering over 

eighty, discovered the ten scouts about six- 
teen miles from Fort Dodge early in the after- 
noon of the second day after they had left 
Camp Supply. The Indians tried to surround 
them on the open prairie, but M’Donald and 
Davis were too weary, knowing perfectly well 
the terrible consequences if they were taken 
alive. 

The savages circled around them, occasion- 
ally giving a shot, and ali the time drawing 
nearer as the scouts tode for the timber on 
the creek, which was their only possible hope 
of escape. It was a race for life, but unfor- 
tunately as they reached the bank, Davis’s 
horse was killed under him, and he 
ound himself on foot with twelve 
long miles between him and Fort 
Dodge. The Indians gave a yell of exulta- 
tion as they saw his horse fall, aud in anoth- 
er instant M’Donald’s horse was killed too, 
the Indians having purposely avoided hitting 
the men, determining to take them alive if 
they could. 

One of the Indians now rode up to within 
a hundred and fifty yards of the spot where 
the scouts stood at bay for a moment, and 
made the sign of his tribe to M’Don- 
ald to leave Davis, and come to them, he was 
their brother, they did not want to kill him— 
and they would give him his life to get the 
white man’s scalp. But M’Donald heroically 
answered him by drawing up his rifle while 
he stood in front of Davis, and made the 
sign that Davis was his brother too, that he 
could die with him, but could not leave him, 
he then pulled the trigger ond sent his bullet 
into the very throat of the Indian who had 
made the proposition. 

This exasperated the rest of the Indians 
who rushed up to the unfortunate scouts, 
who by this time had reached the tree where 
they laid down their lives, and there they 
stood shoulder to shoulder until M’Donald 
fell; then Davis fired shot after shot killing 
ten more Indians until overpowered he sunk 
at the side of M’Donald. 

The true story in all its details will never 
be known, but the silent relics of the bloody 
struggle, and the little admitted by the In- 
dians tellil forcibly enough. What the scouts 
suffered no man will ever know, for who in 
the quiet of his own house can realize the 
fearful agony of those brave men as they 
stood shoulder to shoulder against that scar- 
red and hlntted t rota hnnoIncolTr dofniwli'iur I 
each other from the red fiends opposed; sell- 
ing their lives at an awful price to avert the 
tortures if taken alive; or the feelings of that 
one when he saw his comrade fall I 

How desperately he must have grasped his 
rifle as his stock of cartridges were fast di- 
minishing. How despairingly his eyes must 
have turned towards the setting sun, who 
going down he knew would shut the world 
out to him forever. 

Imploringly he must have scanned the hori- 
zon for some hope of help that never came; but as the shadow lengthened, and the wind 
was sadly sighing his requiem, ha sunk to his 
death as the last gleam of golden light flood- 
ed the hills. So his vision of the horrid 'jjfc- 
ture before him ended in eternity.
