STILL TALKING OF LUMBER.

The House Tackies ithe Next Two
Lines of the Tariff Bill.

WasHINGTON, June 1.—The House, today,
again went into committee of the whole on
the tariff bill and proceeded to consider the
first paragraph. After deliberation, the
amendment to substitute January 2, 1889, for
July 1, 1888, as the date of the application of
the free list, was defeated, 81 to 118,

Mr. Baker, of New York, presented his
amendment to exclude Canadian goods from
the free list whenever the government of
that country imposes a duty on American
good of a similar nature.

Before coming to any decision he
Is anxious to know the sentiment of the
Republicans of the West and Northwest.

Noone need worry lest i time all the
summer resorts will be oceupied, The new
railway that the Russians have just com-
pleted from St. Petersburg to Samarcand,
the famous Central Asian capital of Tamer-
lane, passes over the Caucus range through
a pass eight thousand feet high or two thous-
and feet higher than St. Gothard and Sim-
plon. The scenery is said to be far wilder
than that of Switzerland, and the places for
summer hotels are infinite in number.

On the one
slde Is all Russia, with its pleturesque politi-
cal system, and on the other all Asia with
Its picturesque people. If a little sea crulse
Is desired the tourist may take a steamer on
the Caspian, and after landing at Ossoum
Adg, on the Eastern shore, he may continue
on a thousand miles through Kezil Arvat,
Geok-Tepe, Merv and Bokhara to Samar-
cand, the most beautiful city of Central Asia,
with its ancient palaces, its mosques and its
old Mohammedan ecolleges, the Cambridge
of Turkestan. Just at present the Russian
government Is very jealous of whom it al-
lows to visit these interesting regions; but
when it has learned that peace pays better
than war, a summer in the Cuneasus will be
one of the pleasures planned for in the long
winters of Northern Europe and Amerlea.

A Danger to be Avoided.

The list of prominent Republicans who
apprehend danger in the nomination of a
State treasurer for the governorship during
his term of office Is growing. The Hon.
William Rogers of Bath adds his protest to
those already offered by the IHon. J. W.
Wakefield, the Hon. J. W, Fairbanks and
the Hon. E. H. Banks, against such a course,
in a weighty letter which is published else-
where. These gentlemen voice a feeling by
ho means confined to themselves, but which
is very prevalent among business men. Are
the Republican delegates, or the majority of
them, who meet in convention fn this city a
week from next Tuesday going to ignore this
matter [and proceed to mominate Mr. Bur-
leigh in the face of it? The question is one
of great moment and may baye an important
bearing on the campaign which is to follow,
Maine is a strong Republican State to.day,
but it is so becanse the Republicans have
been careful in the past to select good can-
didates and to pursue a sound policy In the

management of State affairs, and one that
commended itself to the intelligent and con-
servative people of the State. Heratofore
the Republicans have let their adversaries
do the blundering, But there are signs this
year that we shall not be able to place much
reliance on Democratic blundering. The
Democratic convention had a fine opportn-
nity for blundering, but contrary to the usu-
al custom of Demoeratic conventions in this
State, it neglected to avail itself of it. It
did not put a license plank in the platform.
It might have blundered in the selection
of a candiaate for Governor, but instead jt
chose one who i3 universally admitted to be
the superior of any candidate the party has
had for a great many years. But not only
did it not make any new blunders, it correc-
ted some that had been previously commit-
ted. Itdeposed Chairman Brown and took
the management of the campafgn out of the
hands of the present incompetent State com-
mittee and placed it in the hands of a new
one. The prospect is, therefore, that the
Republicans will have to meet an enemy
well officered and mancuyred.

This being the situation it obviously be-
hooves the Republicans to be unusually
careful to make no mistake that can be taken
advantage of by the enemy, Nobody will
dispute that the nomination of a candidate
against whom objections, other than of a
political character, may be urged that will
appeal to intelligent voters isa mistake.
Are there any such objections to Mr. Bur-
leigh? The Hon. J. W. Wakefield, one of
the ablest and most efficient Republicans in
the State, says there are. The Hon. J. W.
Fairbanke, one of tbke most prominent
Republicans of Franklin county, says there
are. The Hon. E. H. Banks, ex-treasurer of
the State, one of Biddeford’s most prominent
citizens, says there are. The Hon, William
Rogers, one of the best known business men
of Bath, says there are. And these gentlemen
have notionly said that such objections ex-
ist, but they have pointed out just what they
are. They have shown clearly enongh that
the nomination of a State treasurer during
his term of office, is contrary to the spirit of
the constitution, and will establish a very
bad precedent which in the future may be
productive of serious harm to the State. It
seems 1o us that no thoughtful man can read
what these gentlemen have said on this sub-
Ject, without being convinced that the mat-
ter is one of grave consequence. Itisnot a
scare gotten up to frighten away Mr. Bur-
leigh's supporters, but it constitutes an ob-
jection to Mr. Burleigh’s candidacy which
the wmore itis studied the more serious it
appears.

The State Normal School.

The catalogue of the Western State Nor-
mal Sehool at Gorham, Maipe, for the year
ending June, 1888, has been received. It is
neatly printed and contains the names and
occupation of all the graduates of the school,
a feature that makes it especially inturﬂetlng
to those who have attended the schcol.

A catalogue and circular of the Eastern
State Normal School at Castine, Maine, for
the year ending June 7, 1888, has also been
received. Owingto a sudden outbreak of
measles this school closed Tuesday, May
2g9th, 202 different pupils have been in at-
tendance during the year, and the total num-
ber for the three terms was 309,

BACK BAY IMPROVEMENTS.

Hearing Civen by the Committee on
Streets to Petitioners.

The committee on laying out new strsets
gave a hearing the Portland & Rochester
Rallroad Company's petition to have a part of
Cedar and Wilmot streets discontinued. The
committee visited Back Bay at 4 o’clock,
viewing the streets that the petitioners beg
to have discontinued, and then adjourned to
the Mayor's room, where the lhearing was
closed. The petitioners asked for the dis-
continuance of Cedar street below Somerset
street, and the discontinuance of Wilmot
below the head of Clapp’s wharf. Mr, Wes-
cott appeared for the railroad, and he said:
“We intend eventually to go beyond the
marginal way with all our tracks, or to move
the marginal way out bodily. We eontem-
plate laying a street about 200 feet below and
parallel to Somerset street. If you discon-
tinue Wilmot street we shall maintain it as a
street to the wharf to be built.”

Mr. Wescott thought that eventually there
would be a depot built'on the land made by
filling in Back Bay.

The committee deeided to recommend to
the city government that the petition be
granted subject to the following econditions:
That the gap between the end of Clapp's
wharf and the marginal way be fillea in, the
street not to be less than fifty feet wide, and
that a wharf suitable for comaoercial pure
poses be extended from the marginal way to
the government channel, the work of filling
in to begin at once, and the wharf to be com-
pleted withia one year from date.

The Portland & Rochester Rallroad Com-
pany will fill in the flats that they own as
goon as practicable, so that they can let or
sell them to manufacturing companies, and
run their tracks to accommodate the different
factories. The cost of filling in will not ba
far from $835,000, Mr. Wescott thinks, It is
the purpose of the road to encourage small
manufactories, and thus build up this part
of the city.

Adolf Peters
of this eity, electrical engineer and assistant
superintendent of the United electric com-
pany, helped to instal two roads in Germany,
which have been in successful operation for
eight years. One route is from Frankfort-on-
the-Main to Offenbach; and the other from
Charlottenburg to Westend, near Berlin.
These are 0 ted by the Sieman & Holske
“Kmm' which resembles the Daft system of
this country. These systems possibly have
attained a greater d of success than
the other companies, which altogether num-
ber nearly a score, It s said there are now
in the United States over 80 miles of road
on which the motive power is electricity
and 18 have plants in operation in lengths
varying from one to 11 miles. Contracts
have been made for roads and they are now
being constructed in 17 other towns, and
thers are 59 projected roads. T are
eight lines of street railroad operated by
electricity in Great Britain. Their te
length is 22 miles, the distance cov IAang-
ing from six miles down to one-eighth of
that. The electricity is transmitted by rails,
in some places being insulated outside the
track, or s carried by aceumulators on the
cars, but this is not the safes cheapest, or
the most popular method. The overhead
sﬁat.em is not used in either case, thonrn it is
the favorite in the United States and in Ger-
man]i. Leo Daft's company has had cars
running in Los Angeles with success and sat-
iefaction for over a year. Eleetric cars are
also in suececessful operation at Richmond,
Allegheny City, Scranton, Columbus, As-
bury Park, New York and numerous other
places.

Leprosy in America.

But now it has falrly lo-
cated itself in America, and is one more
evil that may reach enormous proportions.
Dr. Allen, in the New York Jour-
nal, concludes: *'(1) Leprosy has existed in
this country to some extent for twenty years ;
(2) the wndann:{ is for the disease to increase
not only from immigration, but from spo-
radic cases ; (3) It is & contagious disease, and
may also be transmitted from parent to off-
spring; (4) transmission takes place in some
cases by inoculation; (5 segregation has
been proved to be the only sure means of
freeing a country from its ravages; (6) it is
the duty of the Government to establish le
rosy hospitals or isolated settlements for ti?::
treatment of the afilicted.”
