Completion of the Notre Dame of Paris.
After 27 years (the work was commenced
in 1847) the restoration of one of the most
important monuments is finished. To-day
the Notre Dame of Paris is completely re-
stored ; gnod fortune whieh she has not known
since the day when Maurice de Sully (1182)
being bishop of Paris, suffragan of the arch-
bishop of Sens, the Pope Alexander 3d placed
the first stone.

In the space of 27 years we have been in
the train of “enormous openings; sireets,
places, quarters, disappear; to make room for
other streets; places, quarters, innumerable
boulevards have sprung up;a city destroyed
has been reconst from the foundation
to the top stone, and what a city! It proves
that it is easier to remove mountains of stone,
to place them one .pon another, than to
complete a work of art.

Do not torget, O contemporary of express

trains, that two centuries were necessary to
finish in all its details, the sculpture, the
triple door, and gallery of the f: , the side

doors, the three great glass windows, all the
arabesques, lace work, colonades, statues
wrought in stone which make this grand ed-
ifice one of the most interesting specimens of
the art of the midd’e ages,

The 17th century was fatal to the monu-
ment of Maurice de Sully, It wasin the
reign of Louis that X1V under pretezt of res-
toration they spoiled it at pleasure.

In order to perform the vow of Lonis
XIII, his son broke the bas reliet of apsis,
destroyed the ancient high altar, the wooden
stalls of the 14th century, and covered with
a heavy veneering of marble, the beautiful
columus of the ehoir.

Atterward the Cardinal de Noailles remod-
elea the rose window, a part of the gable,
and the turrets, modifying all the profile and
ornaments.

This man of taste cut away all the juttings
and water shoots which ornamented the but-
tresses, and replaced them with lead pipes,
then to crown all, he painted the church. I
do not speak of the painted glass of the win
dows of the nave which are destroyed, nor of
the glass work of the chapter of Notre Dame.
But this is not all. Here comes a man of
taste from Savoy, Soufflot who cuts and
hacks right and leh. a second coat of paint.
Then a certain took possession of the
western facade, and in order to simplify the
restoration went round with hammer and
plane, suppressing all prominent juts, water
shoots, chapters. mouldings, crockets; every-
thing efflorescent, animated, living, fell under
the blows of this demolisher.

During the Revolution the statues were
broken, and the museum of art scattered to
the four winds, After 1815 new paiot, new
restoration, new iujuries. At last Malherbe
eame. The laste for the gothic, the senti-
ment of the architecture of the middle ages,
had developed at the advent of a new literary
school. ey studied silently and found
again the traditions of this noble architec-
ture, for so long time forgotten. One can
appreciate by that which precedes, the impor-
tance and the difficulty of a true restoration
of the metropolitan church, The task was
confided to . Lassus and Viollet Ledue,
who had already shown their skill in the res-
toration of Saint Germain I’ Auxerrois, and
in the restoration of the Holy Chapel, exe-
cuted under the direction of Duban,

The two architects entered resolutely into
the labyrinth of studies and researches; an-
cient tects, charts buried under the dust of

designs forgotten, effaced, unintelligi-
ble, shapeless debris for all eyes but those of
an archeologist. They questioned everything
and arrived at the execution of their project
by means of that spirit of induction, which
revealed to Cuvier an ante-deluvian animal in
the study of a single bone.

The task was a difficult one, To restore
the monument to its primitive plan was an
absurd and lm]l:ossible pretention,  They
must turn with it, to find the simple, severe
style of the art of the 13th century, for the
western facade; the style, more ornate, more
whimsical, more flowing ot the 14th for the
facades ot the north and center,

They must not hesitate to cut even to the
quick, to do justice to the rude snacbmnlsm;
of Soufflot, the profanations of thei maﬁe
Parvy, the vandalism of the Revolut ?:;} s
empire avd the restoration. Th“‘; Sl
u‘?f have honorably completed th f’ "mm_
able work.

work itself, considered verse by verse, has
shown in the clearest manmer that itisa
pastoral drama. The characters are dis-
tinet and well defined, and it is sufficiont to
say that, whoever was its aathor, certain'v
Solomon was not. The part he plays is but
a poor one, and indeed an ill-disguised ' hos-
tiltty to his reign and his memory pervades
the whole composition, The free tribes of
the North preserved to the last more of the
Semitic spirit and nomadic impatience of or-
nized control, and, as weshall have occa-
slon to show, the “‘Song” was undoubtedly a
Northern composition, Briefly deseribel,
the dramatis personm ars as lollows: The
Sulamite, a young girl of the tribe o
Issachar, carried off from her native vil-
lage of Sulem by the servants of Solomon,
and Jbrought into the harem at Jerusalem.
Her lover,a young man of the same village fol-
lows her, and with whom, after several in-
terviews, she at last escapes. Solommon, who
is displayed as the powerful but unsuccessful
shitor, and various choruses of men and
women of Jerusalemw, od and ladies
of the seraglio, and at the elose of the drama
the brothers of the Sulamite, The conclud-
ing verses form a moral drawn from the events
af the play, and were doubtless placed in the
mouth of a sage or ehteirio he Soing of
Songs, then, is a composition oceupying a
midaﬁie position between the regular drama
and the eclogue or pastoral dialogue. Regu-
lar drama, indeed, in our sense of the word,
did not exist among the Jews. The idea as
well as the practice was entirely opposed to
their babits of thought, and in lates times
they regarded it with the strongest aversion.
The High Priest, Jason, was execrated for
having established a gymnasium at Jerusu-
lem and celebrated the Greek festivals, Her-
od outr this feeling still more deeply
when he built a theater in the holy city and
encouraged dramatic representations. The
taste for this art, indeed, is still wanting .in
ruces of Semitic extraction. The Musselman
of our own day still retains his old antipathy
toward tt. It has never succeeded even in
Algeria. When, therefore, we speak of this
poem as a drama, we must entirely lay aside
the idea of its being ever acled publicly and
with what we considec the necessary decora-
tions of a theater. And yet undoubtedly it
was acted.

A Protest.
Certain men—not many in number but of
great aclivity and “‘experience”—are varying
the monotony of their official dulies under

* the federal government by traveling up and

down the state and informing all and singu-
lar whom they may meet, with the utmost
posiliveness and assurance, that the U. 8.
senatorship question is settled—that Mr,
Hamlin is to be his own successor, and that
the suggestion of any other candidate is mere
idle folly, worthy only of derision. If any
one ventures to intimate that there are a
good many people in Maine, and that they
may take a notion to be heard in this matter,
he is looked upon with a sort of pitying con-
tempt as one who is hugging an absurd delo-
sion, and who has not yet learned that all
these things can be ““fixed” without special
reference o public opinion. It is true that
these fuglemen are experts, that they are fa-
miliar with all the wiles of politics, and are
potent in organmizing victory in quiet times;
but it is equally true that they are swrong on-
ly in the tolerance and indifference of people
and that their elaborately rigged craft has a
very insufficiect hull and can live only in
sumimer seas. -

These men may as well understand first as
last that there is to be a contest for the sena-
torship, that the resalt is not yet assured and
that the disgust of the people at this arro.
gant assumption of power to control their
verdiet may react powerfully against the pur-
poses of these professional politicians. Mr.
Hamlin is a gentleman who has done good
service to the state of which the people have
often expressed their appreciation. He has
the noble distinction of an exceptionally long
public career untarnished by any stain or
shadow of personal or official dishonesty,
That these henchmen of his, nourished by
his bounty—at government expense—should
exert themselves for the perpetuation of his
power, in the interest of their own bread and
butter, is not surprising. Their perform-
ances, however, are distasteful to the public
and discreditable to Mr. Hamlin and the fact
that his suceess involves a continuance of
their regime is a strong reason against him
in the minds of many people.

But ihere are other candidates who have
merited and have received tokens of public
approval and who would fitly represent the
state in the Senate of the United States. Of
Hon. Bidney Perham, who has been long
prominently mentioned for the position, only
good words can be spoken. Heis a sincere,
able and upright man whose services as rep-
resentative in Congress and Governor of the
State have been honorable 1o himself and his
constituents., He is identified with all the
moral and soclal reforms of the time and is
strong in “saving common sense.” His pow-
er with the people is great and does not war-
rant the derision which it receives from some
of Mr. Hamlin’s retainers, Gov. Perham
will impress himself forcibly upon the
senatorial contest.

There seems, however, a peculiar fitness in

a more special representation of the maritime
and commercial interests of the state—inter-
ests which are more affected by congression-
al action than all others—and as Portland is
the center of this elass of business, it seems
desirable, other things being equal, to select
a senator from this city. Portland presents
two candidates—Hon, J. H. Drummond and
Hon. Israel Washburn, Jr. Mr. Drummond
has been a candidate since last summer, and
his merits have been very thoroughly can-
vassed and discussed.  He is a gentleman of
high charzeter and altainments, a singularly
llberat, unselfish and popular man p,emna].
ly, and bas filled satisfactorily all places of
p'ubl!c trust to which he has been called.
His wide and faverable acquaintance with
prominent men in all parts of the country
would also aid to make him powerful in pulb-
lie life. ‘He is certain of a strong support.

Mr. Washburn has but recently consented
to be a candidate, though be has long been
talked of in that connection. His eminent
ability and sterling integrity are well known
to the people of Maine. He was one of the
foremost of those sturdy northern heroes who

and cogent in debate, fearless in danger, he
was a power on the rightside. He was
chosen Governor of Maine in 1860 and
through the troublous years ot 1861-2, he
conducted the affairs of the state with re-
markable intelligence, nerve and diseretion.
The whole system of government was neces-
sarily changed to meet the abnormal condi-
tions arising from a state of war, and the
problem of making the state most efficient in
the national cause, and at the same time
protecting its treasury from the onslaughts
of the host of adventurers mado prominent
by the commotions of the time, was solved by
the Governor in a most satisfactory manner;
and, although in thus vigilantly defending
the treasury he  disappointed some
men in their expectation of public plunder,
the hostile clamor of such should commend
him to the favorable attention of the people
of the state.  Since 1863 Gov. Washburn
has been at the head of the Custom House
in this city, has been identified with all busi-
ness enterprises of that time, and has acquir-
ed a familiarity with the commereial and mar-
itime interests of the state, which would be
most valuable in the national legislature.
His large intellectual powers, broad culture,
extensive experience in public affairs, and
lively interest in current business wonld
combine to make him a most usetul represen-
tative of the state, and a potent influence in
general legislation.

With such candidates as these, and others

who have not been named, the assgmption
that the contest is settled seems the grossest
effrontery, The people will be likely to cate-

chise the candidates for the legislature, and
not rest satisfied with evasive answers;so
that when the members shall assemble at
Augusta, it may be found that they are not
the representatives of Mr. Hamlin, as is as-
sumed, but are prepared to look the ground
all over and aet as shall in their independent
judgment best subserve the interests and
honor of Maine and the nation.
this protest against such assumption, not in
the interest of any man, but to insist that the
question is still open, and that the compara-
tive merits of candidates are fair and practi-
cal subjects of inquisition, discussion and
judgment by the people of Maine.

THE letter of our New York correspondent
in another column will attract attention on
account of the topic of which it treats at
length, It was to be expected that he should
warmly commend the recommendation of
President Grant for a repeal of the legal tend-
er act inasmuch as a similar suggestion is
conveyed in a letter from his pen which we
published in January last, bearing date the
11th of that moath, from which we quote the

following paragraphs:

‘‘Speéie payments will come. There is no
doubt about that. But I coufess that I have
always felt a strong desire that this adminis-
tration should have the crowning glory of
welcoming their advent. The way-has been
stripped of so many of its difficulties that
now is the opportune moment, If it were
seized begmmpny we should be a solvent na-
tion before the year was over. The re_geal of
the legal tender act to take effect say Janua-
ry 1st 1870; the authorization of a coin loan
adequate to the maintenance of a specie
basis, and the funding meanwhile of treasn-
Ty notes as fast as they are presented for re-
demption; and a scale of tazation equal to
every possible expenditure of the government
with a small margin for contingencies, would
carry the country triumphantly through the
difficulties superinduced by a protracted and
destructive civil war and a debased currency.
Whatever present shrinkage and suffering
such a return to first principles might occa-
sion, would be compensated an hundred fold
by the advantages which would subsequently
accrue,"

Tuae Millers’ National Conveniion at St.
Louis has developed a new orator, Nether-
cott of Greenville, Illinois. Mr., Nethercott
thought the convention was just wasting
time over such questions as cheap transpor-
tation, loss by leakage, &e., and went on to
say “what we want to consider is how much
flour can be made outof as little wheat as
possible. Some millers take six bushels of
wheat to the barrel, and some take five.
Any fool can make a barrel of flour out of
six bushels, but I tell you, it takes a man to
make it omt of jfive. This matter is one
which, in importance, towers above the ques-
tion of transportation as the Andes does
above an Illinois inole-hill, What man is
there here who can get up and say he can
make a barrel of flour out of five bushels of
wheat? That's the question, That's what
this convention’s got to hump itself on.”
This strain of rugged Western eloguence
quite tovk the convention off its feet,

Current Notes.
The Woman’s Journal does not think it
singular at all that the Revereud Fulion
should appropriate Margaret Fuller’s thoughts

as his own. “Itis,” it says, “in strict ac-
cordanece with Rev. Dr. Fulton’s ‘helpmeet’
theory. It is woman’s basiness to help men.
Therefore it is Margaret Fuller’s business to
furnish ideas to Rev. Mr. Fulton. And it is
Rev. Mr. Fulton’s business to appropriate
her labors and convert them to his own
honor and profit.”’

The Michigan University college paper is
conducted by masculine studenfs, and they

bear this testimony of their feminine com-
titors: “They pertinaciously keep their
ealth and strength in a way that is aggravat-
ing, and they persist in evincing an ability
for close and continued mental labor which,
to the ordinary estimator of women’s brain-

Mr. Harris Gastrell of the British diplo-
matic service,in a report on the textile indus-
tries of the United States, presented to Par-
liament in 1873, quotes the ““Water Power of
Maine’” at considerable length on the ques-
tion of the comparative advantages of water
power and steam power for manufacturing
purposes.

Tae EasterNy CoNDUcTORS.—According to
the Boston Herald the follewing Eastern rail-
road conductors were summoned to appear be-
fore either Mr. Hatch, the superintendent, or
Mr. George, the counsel of the road: Wood-
bury, Philbrook, Pickering, Beals, Bodge,
Sawyer, Hobbs, Chase, Goodhue, Mudgett,
Kennard, Nason, Leighton, Ayerand Johnson.
The nine first named have either resigned or
been discharged. Of the remaining number
all but Nason have been returned to their
trains.

Mr. George, counsel for the Eastern, says the
road at first intended to discharge the con-
duetors in whose accounts there appeared, as
compared with the returns of the spotters,
large discrepancies. They subsequently de
cided to call the conductors, one at & time,
show them the two aecounts and give them a
chance to explain. An examination of the
various accounts was made by Mr. George at
the request of the directors of the road, ‘The
conducters were then sent to him, He showed
them the different ‘‘tests,’” their own returns,
pointed out the discrepancies, and asked them
what explanation they had to make. Bome
gave one reason and some another. Some said
the money was turned in subaeluentty. For
instance, one conductor was told that om a cer-
tain day he took $15 and turned in £7. The
conductor said he returned the remainder the
next day. Both returos were put together and
did not make $15. Some of the conductors
offered no explanation, but said their returns
were correct to the best of their ability to make
them so, After Mr. George had ‘examined
them Manager Hatch was called in, in each
case, and the whole story gone over again. Mr{
George says he examined thirieen conductors,
Of that number he was positive two were
honest, and if their accounts were not eorrect
it was thmugh mistake snd not intention to
defraud. Of two others he was satisfied they
-were inpocent, These four men were imme-
diately reinstated.

The conduetors deny there charges,
the accounts were kept as correctl
under the circamstznees.

Tue Dmiu At Ososo CoLLEee,~The
hardy young fellows in the Agricultural Col-
lege, of which Rev. Dr, Allen is president, are
not much exhausted by the military drill. The
following is an extract from a letter of one of
the trustees under date of June 1:—

We have had military drill at our college at
Orono for some years during the milder por-
tion of the year—not, of course, during the
\(-Iv_mter. The driil is not daily, bat on Wednes-
'J‘ya and Saturdays. The students have often
voluntarily had drill every day. It has been
popular among the students ever since it wag
first _introduced into the college. There is
probably no exercise so popular among them as
the drill. But in addition Lo this, the stud
are required to lahor . G a
iU three hours a day by the
regulations of the trustees. We haye not of
late found work enough to employ them 2l m
much, and so have generally relicyed the upper
classes from the whole or a portion of ' e
three hours. Bul the lower classes, especially
freshmen, labor three hours per day and have
military drill twice week. Never have 1 heayd
a word of complaint against it; on the con-
trary, I thiok the students would be very un-
willing to have the drill stricken out of

the college exercises.

The President’s prenunciamento—The
eoccasion for and timelineas of it—The
new departure—Young Bullion — The
financial question paramouni—A return
to apecie payment practicable—Some
werds nbont a third term.

The President’s unofficial message communi-
cated to the public through Senator Jones, of
Nevada, transcends in importance any state
paper of the session. The decument itself is
not only pregnint with meaning, but the cir-
camstauces under which it has been promul-
gated are fall of significance. It will be recol-
lected that the Senate Finance Committee re
ported a bill, which- was intended as a eompro-
mise of the cenflicting opinions of the “hards”
and “‘softs”” on the currency question. It was
in reality a measure of extreme concesgion to
the inflationist majority. It provided for an
expansion of two dollars of national bank
notes for every one of treasury bills withdrawn,
with the still more objectionable condition that
the retirement of the latter should cease when
§164,000,000 of national notes had given place
to $82,000,000 of treasury notes; while there
was no limitation whatever to the volume of
substituted paper money authorized. Then it
postponed specie redemption for four years and
provided for it after that in a halting and equiv-
ocal form, Altogether the scheme involved, as
too often happens in cases of compromise, a
surrender of the vital principle of early re-
sumption, which was the cardinal point of dif-
ference between the advocates and the oppon-
ents of a specie basis,

Baut the inflationist majority, not content with
the much that had been yielded to them, de-
manded more, and emascnlated the aet by pro-
viding that only one dollar of goyernment mon-
ey should be cancelled for every four dollars of
new national notes created. In this shape the
bill went to the House. And here began a sys
tem of tinkering and patching, which excited
no small degree of alarm among the men who
deprecated any departure from the true stand-
ard as the fatal first step in the downward
road tochronic irredeamability, which once tak-
en would be so difficalt to retrace. As the bill
stood there was no serious danger of its ever
becoming a law of the land. The President’s
financial ovinions had been so clearly set forth
in his veto of the 22d of April, that his approv-
al of this infinitely more objectionable measure
could not for a moment be counted upon. Ac-
cordingly it was sent to a committee for repairs,
and some amendments were incorporated into
it which were iutezded to make it more accep-
table to the contractioniats, and possibly to save
it from Executive dissent. One of the altera-
tions was the substitution of forty per cent. for
twenty-five as the proportion of contraction to
expansion. Another strengthened the reserves,
On the whole the changes 1mproved the bill as
it came from the Senate, but left it still ‘worse
than it was when reported from the Finance
Committee of that body; and that would have
been bad enough in all conscience. And yet it
was alarming to note how many members of
both houses, hitherto considered perfectly or-
thodox on financial questions, were captured
by the alluring colors of this variegated piece
of patchwork. Itis ot worth while to call
names, but some of the ablest and most influ-
ential representatives on the floor, were not on-
ly ready to vote forit, but strongly urged its
adoption. Of course they voted from patriotic
motives. It is presumable that they were im-
pelled by an earnest desire to bring the whole
matter to a definite conclusion; and not allow
it to become an issue in the coming con-
gressional elections. But there is such a
thing as giving up too much for the sake of
peace, and this was one of the instances in
which the spirit of conciliation had been car-
ried to such an extreme in the terms of the
original bill, that any further yielding would
bave savored of pusillanimity, Nor is it by
any means eertain that the concession wounld
have secured the results auticipated from it.
It is yet to be determined whether the people
of the great producing section of the country
are 50 deaf to the teachings of history, so dumb
in witbholding any expression of the opinions
attributed to them, and so bliad to the obvious
fact that they are far more interested in a
stable currency than auy other portion of the
United States, that they will array themselves
against the Chief Magistrate who is simply
endeavoring to protect them against the spec-
ulators, who would fain swap off money which
is at a discount, for grain .which will always
command gold. There seems to be a disposi-
tion to treat the people cf the West, as if they
were as ignorant as the Indians of the border,
and could be humbugged oat 6f. their wheat
and corn with bits of handsomely engraven
paper very much as the savages are lared of
their furs and wares, with strings of beads and
kegs of New England rum. I am inclined to
thiok that it would prove a political mistake
to legislate on this hypothesis, and certainly
there can be no other plea for a further vitia-
tion of the currency except the doubtful one of
expediency.

Fortunately the House did not pass the bill
after it had got dressed upin such a shape as
was intended to woo hard money men toits
support, without disaffecting the disciples of
irredeemability. Tke whole matter got into
one of those congressional tangles which com-
pelled a reference of the subject to a confer-
ence committee. There it has been hanging by
the eyelids for several days. The committee is
infiation, all over, at both ends. There is only
one member of each house out of the six, who
holds conservative views on the currency ques-
tion, and one of these is Senator Sherman who
has carried the spirit of compromise to the ut-
most verge of principle already, if not a little
beyond it.

Just at this point—when these six gentle-
men are debating, hesitating, deliberating—
four of them inflexibly bent on keeping as far
away from a specie standard as they can get—
a fifth imbued with the idea that any sacrifice
almost, is better than adjourning without
reaching a conclusion—and the sixth a hard
money democrat to be sure, but representing
astate in which there has been developed a
painful degree of heresy on the carrency issue,
the President opportunely comes to the relief
of this perplexed council, and frankly informs
them in advance that he holds opinions so com-
pletely at variance with thoseof the majority,
that an agreement among them will result in
nothing. In other words he spares the minor-
ity the humiliation of surrendering their con-
victions for the sake of arriving ata point of
settlement, by quietly letting them know that
he has no idea of approving any measure they
will be likely to concoct.

This may not be in exact accordance with the
strict rules of parliamentary etiguette, but
there i3 so much genaine common sense in it,
that it will certainly commend itself to the ap-
proyal of the American people. Had Gen,
Grant been an ambitious man, intent on pro.
moting his own political fortunss, he wounld
have kept silence till the bill had been ‘adopted
and then returped it with a veto in which he
would have embodied the propositions contain-
ed in the paper to which he has just given pub-
licity. But the sessign is nearly at anend, and
he bas no wish to see its closing days wasted
in devising a scheme which he cannot sanction,
He has given diligent and assidaous thought to
this great subject. His judgment in rofer-
ence to it has been maturely formed, and has
become steadfastly fixed. He did not take his
first decisive step towards specie resumption in
the April veto, without calm deliberation and
studious forecast. He has taken his stand, and
will “fight it out on that line” whether it
“takes all summer,” or all the residue of his
term.

The unofficial acts of the President will jm-
part a new phase to political discussion. In the
dearth of living issues, polemical themes were
fast growing uuworthy the intellizence of the
age. Now we have a rallying point, at which
the believers in financial honor ean concentre
and proclaim and emphasize their faith in the
integrity of every obligation of their govern-
ment. How these thoughts carry us back to
the imes—the grand historie times of Jackson!
He fought against the inflationists of his day,
and encountered all the viralence of animosity
which self interest is so sure to provoke. He
won his trinmph because he was in the right.
At fitst the odds seemed fearfully against him.
The entire capital of the country was apparent-
ly enlisted in the ranks of his enemies. The
struggle was fierce, implacable and fora long
while doubtful. The grand old soldier, iraser
ble, impetuons and immovable of will, but hon-
est of purpose, and fearless in activn, had the
forces of time in his favor and they invariably
turn the seale of victory in favor of the side
which battles for sound principles,

And now, two generations later another sol-
dier President, in the midst of his second term
is called upow to maiotain the national integri-
ty by the exercise of his constitutional prerog
ative, History repeats itself and Grant plays

economy are all on his side. He is encounter-
ed solely by the coward’s plea for delay. *‘Not
yet!"” “Give us alittle more time!” ““Wait
till we are better prepared!” The real meaning
of this is, “wait till we have saddled our bur-
dens upon somebody else’s shoulders, and then
we will begin the journey!” But even if it
were consistent with ethical justice to per-
mit the transfer of the penalties of
imprudence from presént to future cul-
prits, there would still be no excuse for delay.
The welfare of the country demands a speedy
settlement of the financial question. It has
been kept in abeyance too long already. The
element of uncertainty enters into and baffles
every business caleulation. Trading on a de-
preciated currency is nothing more nor less
than gambling. The repeal of the legal tender
act is the obvions sequence and finale of the
rebellion, which occasioned its enactment.

I strongly entertain the belief that the ob-
stacles and perils which lie in the way of early
resumption have been greatly exaggerated.

The supply of coin, for the moment availa-
ble, is undoubtedly inadequate. DBut that is
simply because we have driven the precious
metals out of our borders. Our own country
prodaces an hundred millions of gold and sil-
ver annually. Whenever the laws of com-
merce compel a return of the coin, we have
been constantly exporting, it will come in suf-
ficient abundance, for all our wants. If trea-
sury notes were at par to-day there would be
very little demand for their redemption, I
have no doubt,whatever, that when resumption
does come, it will happen so naturally and
quietly, that every body will wonder why there
was so much apprehension about it and why it
was 80 long postponed. 'We have grown so ac-
customed to let “I dare not wait upon I
would” that we have fallen into the error of
supposing that the restoration of the credit of
ths government is one of the hardest problems
that haman ingenuity was ever called upon to
solve—an error inconsistent alike with statisti-
cal facts and national pride.

The courage and manliness which the Presi-
dent has displayed in this matter will have the
effect to increase, if ‘that is possible, his hold
upon the confidence and esteem of the people.
The secret of his great popularity, lies in his
utter neglect of the arts by which smarter
men might seek to gain it. He never hesitatas
to pursue any course to which his convictions
“lead him,irrespective of considerations of praise
or blame, It certainly is no light tribute to his
merit, that so much is said and written in refer-
ence to his becoming a candidate for a third
term. There is in the very suggestion an
emphatic recognition of his great ability.
But it must not for a moment be supposed that
he is a party tc, or sympathizes with any such
innovation. Thers are mo circumstances un-
der which he would listen to the proposition to
ran again for the office he now fills so credita-
bly. When his second term shall have been com-
pleted, he will retire to private life, of his own
volition, laden with honors earned by military
and clvic services without parallel in the
records of the century. The measure of his
ambition will be full, if in his valedictory he
shall be able to congratalate the American neo-
ple on the complete restoration of the Repub-
lis to the condition of financial solvency,
whence it deviated in a great emergency, only
to save the union from dismemberment.

hose who mean anything else may as well be-
gin preparations to get into another boat. If
the Democratic ogu-tx. as is ramored, is making
ready to be the pion of the opposite doc-
trine of inflativn, it is only counsistent with the
recent habit of the organization to go wrong,
Such a policy may win back to the standard of
that pariy somo of the statesmen of whom Re-
publicans are getting weary, but the desertions
wlll equal the recruits.”™

The Boston Journal says; “Now the expan-
sionists in Congress, irritated as they are, can-
not be insensible to this great change in the
situation. They may talk about letting the
President go over to the Democracy. and all
that, but they know at heart the folly of it.
The Presideunt is farther from the ocratic
pu.rl{slhan ever before, because he has toned
up the Republican paréy to the observance of
its solemn pledges, and drawn the line anew
between it and its opponents. He has sum-
moned its moral elements—its true life—to -the
front again.”

The New York Herald says: “It is alike re-
markable, whether we consider the combined
soundpess and bolduess of its monetary doc-
trines, the peculiar manner in which he has
made them publie, or the political consequences
with which they may fraught. In our
judgment not only are the monetary views of
the President admirably sound, but  their pub-
lication in this peculiar way is justifiable, or at
least excusable, and their political effect will
be salutary even for the Republican party, un-
less the inflation leaders are mad enough to
break with him and disrupt the organization.”

A THOROUGH REORGANIZATION OF THE TREAS-
URY DEPARTMENT BEGUN.

Heeretary DBristow is earnestly counsidering
the best method of reorganizing the many di-
visions of the Treasury Department. He re-
gards the present machinery of what is known
ag the secretary’s office as cambersome in the
extreme and as rendering it almost impossible
for the secretary to properly distribute the care
and responsibility for the public business in the
department. Instead of communication with
the bureau offices and heads of division through
a corps of clerks in the secretary’s office, he in-
tends to hold the heads of bureaus directly re-

sponsible for a full and complete knowledge of
business transacted under their direct supervis-
ion, and his aim will be to see that each posi-
tion ef responsibility in the department is fill-
ed by a person fully capable of dischargiug its
duties, and, wherever such gbility dces not now
exist, to find persons possessing 1t for the place.
He has decided to ress a4 letter to the com-
mittee of appropriations of each house asking
them to meet during the coming recess in
Washington and aid him in a thorongh reor-
ganization of the Treasury Department, so far
as the same may be found necessary. - The ap-
pointment of an assistant secretary and solici-
tor is being \*eq‘I carefully considered, and it
may be several days before either place is filled.

THE “ANNIE B’

Examination of Charles T. Robbins on &
Charge of Piracy.

At the coming in of the court yesterday
morning the government called George F 3 Dav-
i, a son of George W. Davis, the last witness,
who testifled to seeing the prisoner at his fath-
er's house on Monhiegan Island, and heariug:
Rubbins say he came from the “ldella
Small,”

This closed the testimony upou the complaint
for assanlt.

The complaint against Robbins for the mur-
der of Solomon Camp was then taken up.

It was agreed between the counsel on both
sides that the testimony in the former case
shall be used in this case, so far as applicable,
and either side may put in such additional tes-
timony as is pertinent and {admissible,

"!‘ha government then called Dr. Thomas

Frye of Rockland, who testifled to being called
on board the “*Aunnie B.”” to attend Camp, and
the condition in which he found him. He found
a wound vn the back of the head, extending
through the scalp and about two inches in
length. Beneath this was a fracture extending
both towards the right and left side of the
head. There was another wound on the top of
the head, extending through the scalp, about
two ioches in length, beneath which was a
fracture and a slight depression of the bone,
The doctor continued to attend him to the time
of his death. At times he apparently had his
senses or Fartislly so, as he would answer ques-
tions, and after being removed from the vessel,
which was on Tuesday evening, to a house in
Rockland, he asked after his watch that he left
on board the vessel. On Wednesday, after
consultation with Dr. Banks, the operation of
trepanning was agreed upon and performeid.
The patient still continued to siok aud died on
the following morning.

The doctor then proceeded to testify as to
the post mortem examination, ecoaducted by
Dr, Fiteh of thisecity and himself, assisted by
Dr. Banks.

Dr. Simon Fitch was called by the govern-

ment and testified snbstantially in regard to
the post mortem as did Dre Frye. Upgon re-
moving the sealp, says the dector, we found

clotted blood covering the whole back of the
skull, the whole occiput and posterior half of
both parietals. Upon removing that, the back
of the skull was found broken into pieces, the
fractures radiating chiefly from the wound on
the left side of the head. After describing
minutely the extent and direction of the frac
tures and the apre:lmuw of the brain, the doe-
tor said he found the remainiug vital organs
and the viscera in a normal condition. He had
no doubt but that the blows on the back of the
head produced death, He foand the orbital
plate fractured—whieh was undoubtedly the
result of the blow on the backof the head or the
contre coup. He thought the blows were made
by a very heavy, blunt iustrament, and must
have been siruck with a great deal of foree.
He said with sueh wounds and fractures as he
found in this man’s skull,it was beyond human
skill to have saved his life.

THE NEW CABLE.

Arrival of the Farnday near Portsmonth,

Porrsmovra, June 8.—The Faraday has
come into the harbor and lies at one of the
Government buoys. She is 4600 tons burien
and the largest craft ever in these waters, but
has plenty of water. The cutter Woodbury,
Capt. Fingar, with Coilector Howard. Col.
Eastu an, ex-Giovernor Smyth, and members of
the press and other citizens on board, steamer
out from Neweastle this morning and the party
were taken on board the Faraday near the
Bhoals, and as this seetion of the cable had all
been laid, Capt. Trott and the Messrs. Silinans
were kind enough to take up a portion to ex-
hibit the process. No hitch or accident of any
kind oceurred in laying the cable from Halifax
within ten miles of the Shoals where it is
bueyed. Two or three days were lost by fog on
the banks. The Faraday is an immense craft,
aud looks very old, musty aund worn for a new
ship and is covered alk over her decks with
queer looking top hamper. She has §proved a
splendid success in all respects. She has a
high prow and stem and bears the name
“Faraday’ on either quarter.

Mr. Boutwell, from the Committea on Com-
merce, reported favorably on the bill to extend
the jurisdiction of the ight house board.

Also a bill to authorize to construction of a
bridze across the Mississippi river at or near
La Crosse, Wis. Placed on the calendar.

At the expiration of the morning hour the
unfinished business came up, being a bill to
provide for the sale of extra copies of public
documents and for the distribution of the reg-
ular official edition thereof.

Mr. Merrimon offered an amendment au-
thorizing Scoators and members to frank the
documents now apportioned to them by law.

Mr. Anthony expressed a hope that this
amendment would be made a separate proposi-
tion.

Mr, Sherman said it was evident that the bill
could not be passed without debate, and he
therefore moved that it be laid aside and that
the Senate proceed to the consideration of the
bill to amend the customs and revenue laws,
and to repeal moieties,

Mr. Logan asked that Wednesday next, after

The agent of
the department neveshad any knowledge of
the relations of that clerk with the house until
after the evidence referred to was presented,
He (Boutwell) advised Dodge to go into court
where his testimony could be beard and if it
should then turn out there wasno intentional
violation of law the Secretary of the Treasary
had authority to remit the penalty in whole or
in part. There was no pressure brought by the
Treasury Dapartment upon this house, but on
the contrary the Department delayed and post-
poned to oblige the firm. Eminent counsel
was employed to represent the house. He did
not believe Dodge himself was responsible for
the fault, but there was a mystery connected
with the transactions of the firny.
