The Ho; Cholera. 

A fatal malady h&j prevailed among hop 
io the Ohio Valley during the law! six months. 
It is oou>|Nit«d that between 60 and 70 thou* 
•and tuivti fallen victims to the destructive 

distemper within th« radit of a hundred 
in lee surrounding Cincinnati. Tho diaeaee 
is considered incurable, having baffled the 
moet critical investigation into it* nature, 
and ae steadily resisted all remedial agents. 
The malady haa (wen vaguely denominated 
•' cholera," from the failure to discover its 
true character, and upon that principle, 
which, a few years ago, prompted mankind 
to apply the lame term to all ilia which re* 

seiuhled " cholera " in the human body, and 
which the}' did not comprehend. The dis- 

temper of which we treat ia similar in some 

of its operations to cholera, and in other* it 
rnfr'iuMre crjr»ij»elaa. 

Mr. Thomas (iaff, proprietor of th« ex- 

tensive distilleries and hog pens appurten- 
ant. at likwrenceburg, and who baa loet 
about four tbouaand hogs this season by the 

bog distemper, ha- devoted his time patient- 
ly and indefatigable in seeking to fathom 
the profound and alarming mystery. but 
with indifferent success. Ilia examinationa,, 
obeervatiou and ei)HirimenUi, however, have 
satisfied him that the malady is infections. 

lie at first attributed the dierase to the 
" still-slop," with which his stock waa fat- 
tened, although be entertained nwnv double 
from the fact that cattle fed on similar food 
were not affected, lie, however, instituted 

inquiries among farmer* remote from distil* 
tcries, and who fed lUir hogs on corn ex- 

clusively, and found the mortality equally 
great in their droves, lie then pnvured 
five perfectly healthy hogs and enclosed them 
in a " hospital |>eu," where many others bad 
ditxl. He feil them exclusively on corn and 
water. In a few days they sickened and 
speedily died, thus proving the infectious 
ohoracUr of the disease, lie also observed 
that bogs belonging to farmers along the 
road on which the dead distempered hugs 
were hauled to be thrown away, wen* awept 
off by scores, thus conliruung bit previous 
test. 

l>r. Sutton, an eminent physician of Lav* 
roncehurg, meantime, war called to investi- 
K»w> the phenomenon. Hog* were atten- 

tivt-ly olisrrved frour, the earliest stage* of 
the distemper, unt ,| dissolution ; while oth- 
er* iflirtft), *if< killed and examined thro' 
all the stages, but without affording ibt 

clue exposing the origin of th« disease, or 

developing any facU that could suggest ap- 
propriate remedies. The first eymptoma 
arv manifest**! in the staggering motion of 
the hog. which ie succeeded with violent 
purging, with spasms. The di—iss than 
extends to the thrual, which inflames and 
swelle uuul the hog stifles and dice. In this 
n»p60l, the dteuaae may be said to rcecmble 
erysipelas. In fact, as it ts from this cau* 

chiefly that death is produced, the malady 
seems mora nearly allied to erysipelas in the 
throat than to obolera. Mr. Gaff further 
obeervee that youag stock' hogs are note 

easily u*/*ot*d than full grown and fat onsa; 

J and that a hog recovering from the die- 

temper, majr afterward* run with impunitj 
I among hundred* of the sick unJ djing, 
without danger of a second infection. 

Those hog pens which appear to have suf- 
fered mnet, are located chieflj in and near 

the two Miami*, or other similar atreama in 

thia Sute or Indiana. The pens of Milford, 
DnerfielJ, at Pease <t Co.'■ distillsry, near 

Dajfton, have been swept almost clear of 

| their Mock, and their eeem* to be no oeaaa- 

I tion in the ravages of the latal disieui|*r. 
Manj have supposed that th« advent of cold 
weather would derelope bencficial result*, 
but no report* respecting it* influence have 

jet reached us.—Cinaanu/i Ttmti. 

Kaisinu Domiotic Tuakxvs. A writer in 
om of our agricultural journals nji 
It ia my opinion that UruMtn can raise a 

pound of fowl easier and cheaper than a 

pound of pork, Heretofore 1 have been un- 

fortunate in raisin* turkeys, but this season 

1 adopted a different mode — a plan ot niy 
own invention — by which I have been my 
successful. Other* may hare adopted the 
same course, but not to my knowledge. 

Young turkeys are apt to die before they 
attain Uie age of three week*. I cone to 
the conclusion that the fatality among them 
was caused by vermin, hravy feed, and cold, 
damp weather. My msthod tliis season has 
beeo this: Take tbo eggs of the first laying 
and set under ham-yard hens ; the second 

laying let the turkoys hatch. Two or three 
days before hatching sprinkls the nest and 
the fowls themselves with a little fine pow- 
dered sulphur. When the young were 

hatched I took a little sulphur, gunpowder, 
and lard mixed, and greo»>d their bead* and 
necks to keep off tho vermin while the young 
brooded. In eight or ten days repeat the 
dose and put on another coat. 

Mode of feeding : I took equal quantities 
of wheat bran, and Indian meil, and wet 

with sour or lappered milk, with a good lot 
of fine-cut schivcs oncc in two or three days 
in with it, and fed th«*m with till a month 
or six wjeks old ; then Icsrcn the plan.— 
Feed them early in the morning to keep 
them rambling in the wet gross or dew. 

Such has bsen my method of fowling nnd 

management, and I have lost only two out 

of forty hatched. Ducks managed in the 
same way —lost tbrvo by accidental causes 

out of thirty-five hatched. One, only, died 
while young. Chickens in like manner, 
with gTuased heads and sulphured ncats — 

lost three in about sixty. This is my mods 
and my huccchs. 

IIorsi Radish.—Inquiries aro often made 
m to th« tnu«t aoceuasful mode of growing i 

horse-radish, and having had Nome e*peri- 
once iu the business, I will, with jour per- 
mission, coinmuuicato the procew which I j 
liare found to bo the most generally success- 

ful. The aoil most congenial to the tiorae- 

radinh, is a moist, deep toil, replete with 
Aumiu, but not wet. The land should be 

thoroughly plowed and reduced to a fine 
tilth, aud have a sufficiency of old, well do- 

composed manure well worked in. It 
should then be ridc*d in ridge* three feet 

apart one war, und the roots — about half 
an inch in diameter—cut into piecw one 

inch in length, and planted in the ridge*, 
two feet apart, and but one piece in a 

place. The covering should not be deep 
— tar one inch, and the after culture be the 
tame in etery n»|*vt a* that of potatoes. 
The crop may be pulled after the severe au- 

tumnal frosts, stripped carefully of their 
fibres, and eithor marketed or deposited in 
the cellar lor winter or spring use.— (rrrmsn- 
tv*»n TtU<fr<rph.

Girl's Doakdino Scnoou. Tho Medical 
Journal in down upon the fashionable Pro* 
testant nunneries or prison*, commonly 
called luardiiig schools. Many parents re- 

gard these schools as almost essential to a 

finished education, and girls passing into 
their teens look forward to them as an earth- 

ly elys.uin. Tho Journal finds little to 

recniuincnd, and much to condemn, in the* 
institutions. It says : 

"A few weeks ago, wo were called upon 
to sue a young girl suffering from general 
debility, neuralgic pains, vertigo, and head* 
ache. She had just returned from a hoard* 

ing-school in a neighboring city, whero she 

spent only a month, before her health, pre- 
viously good, failed. On inquiry, we found 

tho routine of tho school to he as follows, 
and to b« certain of tho correctness of her 
accounl, we haro mads inquiries of othors 
familiar with its management: 

The pupils rise at fire in tho morning.— 
They study from 5 to 7 o'clock. From 7 to 

K o'clock they hare breakfast. From 8 in 
tho morning to 2 P. M., is spent in the 
school-room, a period of six hours. At 2 

they have dinner, and from 3 to 5 are allow- 
ed to walk or tuko other exercise. From 5 
to G they have toa, and then study from 7 
to 9 when they are sent w bed. 

Their diet is light and substantial, and 
their appetites under such a regimen are as 

feeble as the diet. 
Now, here tho day of a young, growing 

and spirited school girl is divided into period* 
of seven hour* for sleep, throo for meals, two 

for exercise and twelve for stud/. Every 
person under full adult ago needs eight or 

nine hours' sleep, and in order that sleop 
should lw healthful and refreshing the/ re- 

quireat least six hours of recreation and ac- 

tive exercise. 
The time for mmls in sufficiently ample in 

tho instanco here mentioned, but to allow 
only two hours for exercise, and that in tho 
afternoon, when heat and fatigue dispone 
them to rest, ii positively murderous. And 
twelve hour*' study per day is at least t:ve 

hours too much for any young person. A 
child in full, vigorous health, will acquire 
more know ledge in six hours daily, thun in 

twelve, for full health and mental vigor ore 

incompitiblo with the discipline wc have 
de.vrilK.tl. 

This system of education takes young, 
robust, romping girls, and transforms them 
to slow, languid worthless women. To ac- 

quire skill on tho piano, a little bad French 
and a nnmby-pamby knowMlgoof the'Eng- 
lish branohes,' they sacrifice health, snergy, 
all capacity for the duties of womanhood, 
and not uufrequently life itself."

Tin* Grit number of th^ Union, out ol 
which originated the Union & Journal ai 

now publinhed, vu issued January 31,1845. 
It was established on the basil of affording 
to the community in whioh it wo* published, 
a medium through which correct informa- 
tion of the business, social, and political 
wants of the people might Ik* disseminated. 
It had its origin in no fleeting desire to aid 
in mending the fortunes of a defeated and 

prostrate purty, or tosuliserre the interests, 
or to secure the ]>oliticul advancement oj 
any clique of men. Its present conductor 

has been connected with it from its com- 

inoncemcnt, aud whatever success it has 

achieved, and whatever hold it may have 

upon the sympathies of the community is 

owing, in some degree, to his exertions and 
the kindness of friends. Bound to no pur«| 
ty in its inception, and proposing only toi 

«up|H>rt principles fwlieved to be correct, the1 

|wt|>er has been conducted with the view to 

promote the greutest good of all, and to ad 
vanuo those great moral and social ideas uj>- 
on which the prosperity of a community 
rest. It has never followed the fortunes of 
a party, longer than the party to which it 
rendered i tsaid, followed principle. 

Its conductor lias studiously aimed to livo 

up faithfully to the following exposition of 

the manner in which the paper would 1>« 

conducted, and the principles it would eu- 

force, set forth in introductory article, in- 
serted iu the first number: 

I " In regard to tho management ul the 

[ Union, believing as it* conductors do, that 
the greatest object to be Bought for is a

In politic?, the Union, relying upon the 
wisdom of the fathers of the republic, Wash- j 
ington Jefferson, Adams and Madison, will 
udvocato tho doctrine tlioy taught, und Im> 

faithful to the ConHtitution It will not 

make, as is now too frequently the case, Pe-1 
mocrncy a mere profanation of substance—! 
not the cunt term by which jHirtimn object* j 
are to l>o attained and tho spoils of office se- 

cured, but a living principle,—active,—en- 
during and always productive of good to the 

republic. Among our principles ure, in the 

vigorous laugungu of another," Protection to 
tho latsirer and the producer ; to tho mer- 

chant and manufacturer; integrity and 
economy in tho discharge of official trusts ; 

ho vigilant defences as against the world of 
national diguity and honor ; tho olworvunce i 
of honor and good faith iu all our dealing* 
with, and treatment of othor nations : the I 
maintenance of a sound curicney; an ex-| 
tension of the resources of tho country, by! 
the construction of harbors, rouds and canuls i 
as tho wants of tho people demand tliein; a J 
vigorous administration of the laws; the;

In the defence and advocacy of those views 

it shall V our study to avoid all irritating 
language—all cant terms and onprobious 
epithets—to treat those who may differ from 
us in a spirit of forbearance and kindness 
and generally to preserve towards our oppo- 
nents a conciliating dis|B»itiou. Much of 
the rancor and vindictivencsn of party aris- 
•* from tho embittered spirit in which the 

political pr«)SH has lieen conducted There 
IS need of reform in this particular, und we 

know of no lietter way to uid that reform 
than by abstaining Irom nil abuse and re 

crimination ourselves, and repressing till de- 
sire to speak or deal harshly with our oppo- 
nents. But while we ann .uncc this as the 

principle upon which the Union will lie 

conducted, we sh ill not telrain from speak- 
ing independently, and when occasion calls 
for it, }M>rhu|« severely, of unprincipled and 
selfish politicians, when we are satisfied the 

good otBOciety require it. Itut in no sense 

will the Union bo a mere partiian press.— 
It will claim und exercise the light to coin- 

ment upon tho actions of all parties and 
iKiliticnl men without regard tc party, keep- 
ing always in view, and being governed by 
the principles of honesty and fairness.
