BRECKENRIDGE FOR FREE FISH. 

Wlr. Dingley on the Effect of the Ken- 
tuckian’s Proposition. 

The Amendments by Breckenridge 
and Dingley Rejected. 

Senator Morgan’s Story of Averted 
Strife with Creat Britain. 

Washington, June 7.—The House went 
into committee of the whole on the tariff bill, 
Mr. Dingley speaking in opposition to Mr. 
Breckenrulge’s amendment to the proviso 
attached to the lumber schedules of the free 
list, which proposes to admit Canadian fish 
free of duty upon the allowance by that 
country of commercial rights to our vessels, 
and also for reciprocity in the excliauge of 
products between the United States and 
Canada. He maintained that Canada had 
withheld commercial rights from our fishing 
and other vessels for the purpose of driving 
Congress to admit fish free. He said the 
gentleman from Kentucky, by his amend- 
ment, was seeking to do what the ways and 
means committee of the last Congress had 
positively declared Congress could never bo 
driven to do. The amendment proposed to 
deprive the country of that body of expert 
seamen which was its reliance in war. 

Messrs. Butterworth and Hill of Illinois, 
and Lodge of Massachusetts also opposed 
the amendment. 

Mr. Nutting of New York, donounced the 
discrimination exercised by Canada against 
our vessels passing seaward through the 
Welland Canal. 

Mr. Outhwaite declared that all tills talk 
of proceeding against Canada was for effect. 
The present administration had been just as 
energetic and earnest in enforcing our rights 
as any preceding Republican administration. 

Mr. Coggswell of Massachusetts depreca’• 
cd the belittling of an international question 
like the fisheries. If we demanded our 
rights in a spirit that backed up the demand, 
Canada would grant them in an hour. 

Mr. Anderson of Iowa declared his belief 
that American industries were now full 
grown. AVe should throw open the gates and 
challenge the world to competition. 

Mr. Cox read the announcement of Thur- 
man’s nomination. A scene of wild confu- 
sion followed.

cheering. Bandannas mysteriously appeared 
on every hand. One enthusiast tied one to 
the stick of an umbrella,and waved it. An en- 
terprising reporter in the gallery dexterou sly 
dropped the symbol on each wing of the 
handsome golden eagle perched above the 
Speaker’s head, while the reading clerk and 
Mr. Outhwaite of Ohio, displayed on the 
desk a large picture of Thurman, surmount- 
ed by an aggressive rooster. 

After a prolonged debate, both Mr. Breck- 
enridge’s and Mr. Dingley’s amendments 
were rejected. Two other amendments were 
offered and rejected. This concluded the 
consideration of the proviso attached to the 
lumber sections. After the clerk had read 
the next article on the free list, “salt in 
bags, sacks, barrels or other packages, or in 
bulk, when imported from any country 
which does not charge an import dutv on 
salt exported from the United States, the 
committee rose. 

Mr. Holman of Indiana, from the com- 
mittee on public lands, offered a substitute 
for the Senate land grant forfeiture bill. 
The House then adjourned. 

Morgan on the Treaty. 
In the Senate today Senator Morgan asked 

leave to offer a preamble and series of resolu- 
tions on the subject of the pending fishing 
treaty. The preamble recites that the report 
of the committee on foreign relations on the 
treaty raises the question whether the Presi- 
dent had authority to negotiate such a treaty 
or appoint plenipotentiaries without the pre- 
vious consent vi the Senate, and the resolu- 
tions declare the treaty to have been duly 
negotiated and that it is lawful and valid. 

A wrangle ensued. Senator Morgan de- 
sired to address the Senate on the resolutions 
He said this important treaty had been made 
the mere political foot ball of a great partv for the sake of advancing the interests of 
certain gentlemen in the National convention 
to be held in Chicago. In spite of the ad- 
verse ruling by the chair and many protests. 
Senator Morgan took up the manuscript of a 
speecli made by him in secret session and 
commenced reading. One of the sentences 
of the speech was: “The Senate may make 
war necessary as I am very much afraid we 
are doing here today.” In allusion to Repub- 
lican Senators, Senator Morgan said the only 
preparation they were making for war was 
the attempt to enlist the sympathies of the 
disaffected subjects of Her Majesty. Their 
action, he said, was doubtless with a view of 
exciting the antagonism of Irish voters to 
the President because of his alleged subserv- 
iency to British influences. That charge 
rankled^with injustice. Congress had given 
the President power, which all Presidents 
had possessed since 1850, to wage a paper war 
on British commerce and had then stood by to see whether the President would push 
...... w. >uw iiiv vawuguij ui iuu 

war. If lie had done so, the country would 
have cried out for his impeachment, hut hav- 
ing failed to do so, he was charged in the re- 
port of the majority of the committee on for- 
eign relations with usurpation and with 
abuse of his constitutional power, because he 
had sought to find a peaceable way to get 
the rights claimed by the United States. 

Senator Morgan finished reading and the 
resolutions went over without action. After 
some routine qusiness, ilie Senate adjourned 
until Monday.

Sheridan Helped Win the Race. 
[Kennebec Journal J 

“Bid you ever hear of Sheridan’s blood- 
less victory?” asked a war-scarred veteran 
from Togus of the scribe yesterday morning. 
“Well, I will tell you the story. 1 was there 
and saw it. You may think 1 am to tell an 
army yarn, but I’m not. The victory hap- 
nened on Sheridan’s foreign tour. He was at 
Marseilles. The U. S. ship Richmond and 
the John Bull ship, Rapid, were lying in the 
harbor close together. The crews kept 
un a great deal of good-natured fun. The 
bands at evening would alternately serenade 
the other ship. One day the commander of 
the Richmond sent his boat in charge of 
Midshipman Winslow, son of old Captain 
Winslow, ashore after Sheridan, (Jen. But- 
terfield and the American cuusul. The boat 
proceeded and took from the land the dis- 
tinguished passengers in full dress uniform. 
Now in going to and from the landing the 
boat had to pass for half a mile or so,through 
a cut, about wide enough for a large vessel 
to comfortably pass through. When the 
beat reached the mouth of this cut on its way 
back Gen. Sheridan saw another boat at the 
entrance with crew resting on their oars, “1 
don't know what’s up,” said the General, 
“but if I mistake not that’s a challenge.,’ “It is. (iftnurnl." rnnlipd miiiniiininan 
“and the boat belongs to the Rapid.’’ “But 
she’s not officered,” said the General.” That 
makes no difference” replied the 
midshipman; “they want a race.” 
The General was all interest, 
and wishing to whip John Bull, even in a 
boat race, said, “Boys, beat that boat and 
I’ll give you 2CJ francs”; “and I will do the 
same,” said Butterfield and the Consul. As 
their boat came opposite the Britishers 
dropped oars and pulled for victory. The 
Yankees at first holding their own, began af- 
ter a few minutes to fall a little behind. 
“See here, gentlemen,” said the excited 
coxswain, “unless you bend your bodies to 
the motion of the boat we are licked.” The 
General and the others complied, and the 
Yankee boat reached ship just about one 
length ahead. The commander received his 
guests aboard and the exciting race being 
explained, added ICO francs to the amount 
given the crew, making 700 francs in all. 
General Sheridan congratulated the crew in 
alhappy speech,Ideclaring that this was the 
only 'bloodless victory he ever won.” The 
boat’s crew;were given 48 hours’ furlough. 
The British crew, however, fared worse. 
They had broken a naval law in racing with- 
out an officer, and were put in irons for 48 
hours.

The Platform. 
Tlie Democratic party of the United States, in

long a unanimous aye. When Thurman was 
declared nominated there was loud and pro- longed cheering. A resolution was adopted 
deploring the death of Gen. Hancock, and 
extending sympathy to Mrs. Hancock. On 
motion of Mr. Prince of Massachusetts, Congressman Collins, president, and Thos. 
8. Pettie, chief reading secretary, were made 
honorary members of the committee on noti- 
fication. 

A resolution was adopted thanking Hon. 
F. O. Smith of Massachusetts for his ser- 
vices on the national committee. On motion 
of John K. Fellows, a resolution was adopt- ed upon the death of Gen. Hancock, Samuel 
J. 1 ilden, Horatio Seymour and General Mc- 
Clellan. 

The thanks of the convention were extend- 
ed to the officers, and then the gathering ad- 
journed to meet at the polls next November.

was in session Wednesday evening at the 
Planters’ Hotel, and was busily making ar- 

rangements to hold a Putnam ratification 
meeting in Portland, some day this month. 
A reporter carried to them their first news 
of the adoption rl an administration plat- 
form. They were everjoyed. “That’s just 
what wo want,” said Mr. E. C. Allen, the 
chairman of the delegation. “This country 
wants neither the war tariff nor free trade/' 

Pay son Tucker, Arthur Sewall, Hon. Jo- 
seph P. Bass of Bangor, and Henry Hudson 
of Guilford, all expressed the same senti- 
ments. “Why,” said Editor Bass, "that is 
the way our men have been talking all the 
time, and our representative on the resolu- 
tions committee, Mr. A. W. Madigan. went 
into tne meeting primed with just that doc- 
triue.

Washington, June 7.—General Sheri- 
dan’s condition Is exceedingly precarious. 
The heart failure, which set in this after- 
noon, was not so serious as some preceding 
ones but the attack left him delirious and 
congestion of the lungs'ls, perhaps, more to 
be feared than heart trouble. II is respira- 
tion is higher tonight than at any previous 
time, and the feeble lung action has prevent- 
ed aeration of the blood. Recourse was 

agaiu had to oxygen, and the “dry cup” was 

applied to the chest to bring the watery tluid, 
which causes the oedema, to the surface. 
This helped somewhat. The congestion of 
the lungs is due to heart trouble and but lit- 
tle relief can be exacted. The General be- 
comes weaker with each attack and the ral- 
lies are only partial. 

General Sheridan’s extraordinary will 
power has been of great service to the phy- 
sicians, but this has now become weakened 
and tonight he is in a comatose state. I>r. 
Pepper will be here about 2.30. 

The Reports. 
Washington, June 7.—Failure of the 

heart this afternoon was followed by severe 

congestion of the lungs. Sheridan is deliri- 
ous. His temperature is a little over 100, 
pulse 118, respiration 40. lie takes nourish- 
ment and has grown quieter within the last 
hour. 

Washington, June 8.—At midnight Gen- 
eral Sheridan was essentially the same, ex- 
cept the delirium had in a great measure 
subsided. 

Washington, June8.—1 a. m. Gen. Sher- 
idan has become more tranquil in mind since 
nine o’clock. He had several short but quiet 
naps and is now sleeping. His pulse and 
respiration have diminished in frequency 
but not in strength and regularity. About 
1 o’clock his rest was disturbed by severe 
cougmng speus.

HOW LOCOMOTIVES ARE MADE. 

A Vialt to the Works of the Portland 
Company. 

Hundreds of Men Employed In the 
Construction of a Single Engine. 

It was not quite 1 o’clock the other day as 
a Press reporter approached the locomotive 
works of the Portland Company. The great 
engine that moves the manifold wheels in 
the different parts of the manufactory, seL 
ting in motion the multitudinous machines 
that vary in size from the small half inch 
drill to the giant double-headed lathe that 
trims and finishes the driving wheels, and 
the powerful plane that smooths as wood the 
massive iron frame upon which the complete 
locomotive rests, was motionless,and no sound 
proceeded from within. It was a warm day, 
and on the grass near the works lolled num- 
bers of the workmen waiting for the whistle 
that sounds for work to begin. Others loit- 
ered near the doors, some were playing at 
ball, and all, from the man who breaks the 
pig Iron that is cast into the blast furnace, to 
the skilled workman of the machine shop, 
were enjoying the brief period of rest. 

Hut soon the whistle sounded, there was a 
stir on every side, the giant engine begau Its 
sturdy stroke, and noisy machines and busy 
hammers transformed the scene to one of 
activity and assiduity. 

“You make locomoti ves here,’’ said the re- 

porter on meeting one of the foremen. 
“Well, that is our chief business,” replied 

the man. 

“How long does it take to make a locomo- 
tive?” 

“That depends upon the number of men 

employed and the conditions upon which the 1 

work is done. If the locomotive is to be one 
of new pattern, and we have to make the 
drawings ourselves, it will take about six 
months to complete the engine, from the time 1 

when the order Is taken, provided we are 
running a crew of some four hundred and 
fifty or five hundred men. After the first one 
is made, and we get started, we can make 
six locomotives a month of the same pattern. 
The great Baldwin Locomotive Company of 
Philadelphia calculate there is about 1,400 
(lavs’ work for one nmn in tnalHnir a Income- 
tive; and a lew years ago, before they in- 1 
creased their crew, when they employed i 
32C0 men, over two locomotives were made 
everyday. You sets there’s a good deal to 
one of these engines, but when you consider 
how they are made now-a-days the 
process don’t seem so complicated ] after all. We make every part of a locomo- 
tive here except the tires for the driving 
wheels, and those, which are of steel, are 
bought at steel manufactories, the nearest 
one to us being at Nashua, New Hampshire. 
Many of the tires used in this country are 
made in Pennsylvania and Germany.” 

“How many workmen are employed in 
making a locomotive?” 

"Well, that question is rather hard to an- 
swer. You see it depends upon the size of 
the works. Much of the work is done by 
contract, and in large manufactories one 
muu will contract to maxe the wheels, an- 
other man will make the axles, another the 
cylinder and still another the boiler and so 

on, each mau contracting to make a single ] 
piece and he may employ in the work a doz- 
en men, more or less. In small works one 
mau will have for his special work the man- 
ufacture of several different parts, for in- 
stance, one makes the eccentrics, cylinders 
and frame.” 

“When you receive an order, say for half a 
dozen locomotives, what Is the first thing un- 
dertaken ?” 

“About the first things to be completed in 
order that the work may go on advantage- 
ously is the frame and boiler. The frame is ; 
simply a foundation of wrought iron beams 
upon which the boiler and cab rests, tint to 
give you an idea of the process of making a lo- 
comotive perhaps it will be well to begin where 
tlie first step is taken. If the engine, or any 
part of it, is to be of a different pattern from 
any we have ever made, the work begins in 
the drafting room where some four or more 
men make the drawings. The drawings are 
sent to the pattern shop where some skilled 
woodworkers are employed. From the 
drawings these men make models or pat- 
t»»rrw in nimt wnrul “Vnn upo until 

foreman, leading the way to a bench in the 
rear of the room, “here is a man 
making a wooden driving wheel of 
the latest pattern. You observe it Is near- 
ly done now, and when finished it will be a 
perfect model, complete in every 
respect. Krom here the mmtet 
is sent to the foundry where 
fifty-five workmen are employed. A similar 
model or mould is made in the sand and mol- 
ten iron poured in an iron pattern, like the 
wooden one thus being ma le. If the casting 
is a locomotive driving wheel it Is next taken 
to the machine shop, its surface give a better 
finish and the rims trimmed to fit the tire. 
The tire Is then heated so that it will ex- 
pand sufficiently to be placed on the wheel, 
and when it cools it is held so firmly in its 
place that there is no danger of it ever com- 

ing off. This is the modern way of putting 
on tires, formerly they were held in place 
with bolts. After the tires are placed up- 
on the wheels the wheels are put on the axle 
by means of a hydraulic press of great pow- 
er which presses them firmly on. and then 
the finishing touch is given them in a double 
headed lathe that operates on both wheels at 
the same time.” 

“How long will a tire last?” 
"That depends upon their thickness and 

the nmount of service to which they are sub- 
jected. A four-inch tire will last louger, of 
course, than a three-inch cue. Hut they gen- 
erally lask five or six years, and then they 
are expanded by heat, removed and new 
ones put in their plaee.” 

“Come this way,” said the foreman, "I 
will show you how we make the ordinary 
car wheels in the foundry,” and he led the 
way through the main foundery, where cast- < 

ings varying in size from a common bracket 
to a seventeen-ton anvil are made, to the car 
wheel foundery beyond. 

As the reporter entered he saw a stream of 
molten iron pouring forth from a large blast 
furnace into an irou receptacle that holds 
enough to make one car wheel. On the op- 
posite side of the foundery placed in a 

semi-circle, one after another, were the 
moulds into which the molten irou is pour- | 
ed to form the wheels. These moulds are so 

arranged that the arm of a derrick which is 
situated In the center of the foundry, will 
swing over them with its load of liquid iron. 
When four moulds have been filled the one 

which was first filled is opened, the red hot 
wheel removed and lowered into a deep 
brick lined pit, made In the earth, that will 
hold about a score of wheels. When the pit 
has been filled with hot wheels it is covered < 

with sand and at the end of two days, they < 

tave cooled sufficiently to be exposed to the 
pen air. Eleven men are employed in this 
lepartment and they cast twenty-four vheels per day. The process of finishing 
hese wheels does not differ materially from 
hat employed in the manufacture of the 
Iriving wheels, only the car wheels have no 
teel tires. While standing with the fore- 
nan watching the process of casting car 
vheels, the reporter’s attention was called to 
he first mould into which the molten iron 
lad been poured. What might appropriately 
>e described as a miniature volume eruptlou 
vas taking place there. Light explosions .enttbehot Iron bubbling out of the aper- 
ure in the mould, a fountain of the intensely tot liquid rose from the opening, fiery [lobules filled the air and streams ran down 
;be sides making at the base small pools that teethed and smoked. 

“There"’ said the foreman, "she’s blowing iff. T m afraid that casting will have to 
jo melted over again. You see the gas has 
:o escape somehow and small holes are made 
n the top of the mould for that purpose, 
sometimes these holes get stopped, as in 
bis case, and then she blows off through 
he aperture sending the iron all over the 
foundry, resulting generally, in a defective 
rastlng that is broken and melted ngain. So 
fou see, it requires some attention to make 

perfect casting.” 
"What is the heaviest casting required for 

i locomotive?” 
"What we call the foot board. It weighs ibout fifty-five hundred pounds.” The writer was next conducted to the bolL 

:r shop, where seventy men were busy at 
work on another part of the lecomotlve. Six 
'rseven boilers per month is the capacity of 
.his shop, which contains powerful machines 
for cutting the thick Iron plates, and mak- 
ng holes for bolts in the same. In the 
blacksmith shop, where all the wrought Iron 
barts of the locomotive are made, nlty-oue 
;nen stood by the furnaces, steam hammers 
tnd anvils, that are required to shape the 
various parts necessary for the construction 
>f the wonderful Iron horse. Some were 
[orging one piece, some another; here an an- 
vil rang under the true and busy stroke of a 
brawny smith, there the blows of a steam 
hammer made the earth tremble about It. 

Leaving the smithy, the reporter and his 
[uide went to visit the most interesting, per- 
laps, of all the many shops—the machine 
ihop. On entering one sees but a forest ot 
belts, extending from the ceiling to a multi- 
plicity of wheels on the machines below. So 
nauy belts, so many wheels, one wonders 
what power can move them all. Here, then, 
with lathes, and planes, and drills, and varl- 
jus other machines, the many parts of the 
ocomotive that come from the foundry and 
blacksmith shop are finished, made ready to 
be put together in the construction of the 
wonderful machine.

given in the paint shop where half a dozen 
men are employed. 

One locomotive has at last been completed, 
more than 3U0 men have bad a hand in mak- 
ing it, and the purchaser feels In his pocket 
[or a nine thousand dollar note to defray the 
ixpenses.

The Democratic papers do not find much 
space for comment on the returns from Ore- 
gon. The subject is too painful. It would 
be the part of wisdom, however, for them to 
begin to practice on defeats. Before the 
snow flies there will be some that they can- 
mil iguure. 

In adopting again the tariff plank of the 
platform of 1884 the Democratic party have 
resurrected one of the curiosities of political 
literature. Like an utterance of the Del- 
phic Oracle it can mean most anything that 
the imagination of man chooses to conjure 
up, and was well fitted for the purposes of 
Democratic orators who wished to preach 
one tariff doctrine in New Jersey ana an- 
other in Texas. 

Mr. Thurman’s nomination will undoubt- 
edly be used by Mr. Sherman’s friends to in- 
duce the Republican convention to nominate 
the Senator on the ground that Thurman’s 
nomination will jeopardize Ohio to a 
sufficient extent to make it imperative to 
take the Republican candidate from that 
State. Ohio, however, has for a great many 
years given a large Republican majority in 
Presidential years. This year the assault of 
the Democratic House on one of the princi- 
ple industries of the State ensures a Repub- 
lican majority larger than for many years 
past, no matter who may be the candidate of 
the Republicans, and the selection of Thur- 
man, were he ever so popular In his State, 
would have very little effect. The nomina- 
tion of the Old Roman creates no impera- 
tive necessity for taking the Republican can- 
didate from Ohio. It creates no necessity at 
all. Any good Republican protectionist 
can carry Ohio this year in spite of Thurman 
and Standard Oil combined. 

A correspondent of the Springfield Union 
wants some light in regard to Judge Gresh- 
am’s views in regard to the tariff. He says 

the Home Market Club of Bos- 
to draw out his opinions on the 
him to come to Boston, and a 

most pointed -ence was made in the 
invitation as to the desire of the club to know 
how he stood upon the tariff. In his reply 
Judge Gresham made no allusion whatever 
to the tariff question, so that organization is 
as ignorant as it was previously concerning 
his views.

It must be borne in 
mind however that Mr.Gresham is a judge on 
the bench. His refusal to address the Home 
Market Club or to write a letter on a subject

the bench it would be unbecoming for him 
to engage actively in politics. 

The gallows will disappear from New York 
State after January 1,1889 and for it will be 
substituted the electric chair which is guar- 
anteed to dispatch the criminal instanta- 
neously and decorously. If this reform 
works well in the Empire State undoubtedly 
other States will soon adopt It, and the gal- 
lows as a means of inflicting capital punish- 
ment disappear within a few years. Elec- 
tricity seems to be in every way preferable 
to the present method. It inflicts no torture 
and it is free from liability to accidents 
which frequently happen under the present 
method. The substitution of the electric 
chair is however by no means the only im- 
portant reform contained in the New York 
law. The prohibition of the publication of 
the details rf executions which is a part 
of the law, is another and quite as import 
ant an one. Indeed so far as the public is 
concerned it is the more important of the 
two, for the first enures chiefly if not entirely 
to the benefit of the criminal. 

The Old Roman and his red bandanna 
yesterday captured the Democratic nomina- 
tion for Vice President. His selection was 
of course largely a matter of sentiment. 
That he will add any strengtli to the ticket is 
not likely and it is not probable that he was 
put on with that idea. To Indiana would nat- 
urally have been accorded the honor of fur- 
nishing the candidate for the vice presidency, 
but the party is so split up into factions 
there that the selection of any prominent 
Democrat from that State would surely have 
given affront to one or the other of the wings 
of the party and furnished provocation for 
“knifing” at which the Hoosier Democracy 
have for a long while been adepts. Had Gray 
had the unanimous support of his State he 
doubtless would have received the nomina- 
tion, but Macdonald and his friends were 

bitterly opposed to him. and in the event of 
his selection a row would lmv« h»»n tnovtta 
hie. It was a strong point in Thurman’s 
favor that his selection would rouse no 
special antagonisms. 

Most conspicuous and interesting of the 
public speakers who have addressed Maine 
audiences the last year has been the vener- 
able Hannibal Hamlin. On two recent occa- 
sions the people of Portland have had the 
rare opportunity of seeing and hearing the 
man who won with Abraham Lincoln the 
great victory of I860, and who is one of the 
few survivors of the Republican leaders of 
the civil war. Had he been allowed to carry 
out his own intentions the people of Portland 
would have had an opportunity to hear him 
once more, on an occasion which would have 
rekindled the fires of his youth and brought 
back memories of no common times and 
events. But it was left to him to make his 
farewell speech on a most appropriate occa- 

sion,—the Memorial Day exercises at Ells- 
worth. The concluding words of that ad- 
dress were these: 

I ought not to have attempted to speak here 
to-day. in view of my indisposition, but there was 
one thing whicli tempted me strongly to come. 
1 "ere is one tiling that I can say and say truly which I doubt if any other man can say, I have 
spoken for years, probably more than any other 
JJyjSf uian la New England, hut having once pledged my word to speak, I never yet failed to 

tnJ apjiointiiiei'i. I did not wish to break that record, and so 1 am here to-day. There was 
one other reason why I wished to speak here to- day. I am now seventy-eight years of age, and 
having now spoken enough, J am done witli 
speech maklug. Memorialing |„ “glorious dav and I know ofno better day on whicli m make mv 
last address than on such an occasion as tills 1 
do not say that I may not hereafter speak briefly 
as for instance to respond to a toast, but witli tills 
occasion niy labor as a public speaker is done. 

The occasion and the farewell were 

worthy of each other. The people of Maine, 
while they regret the decision, will unite in 

congratulating the veteran orator that the 
words at Ellsworth were spoken at the sug- 

gestion instead of at the mandate, of advanc- 
ing years. 
__ 

The Democratic convention reaffirmed the 
tariff straddle of 1884 and then declared that 
it should be interpreted according to the 
President’s last message to Congress. This 
is said to have been satisfactory to Gorman 
and to Watterson as well. But whether it 
was satisfactory to these distinguished 
Democrats of conflicting views was of little 
consequence, provided it was satisfactory to 
Grover Cleveland. The convention was 

practically called together to officially pro- 
claim Mr. Cleveland the candidate, after he 
had been nominated by himself, to select a 
candidate for Vice President that should 
meet his approval, and to construct a plat- 
form on condition that no timber should be 
used in it unless it had first been submitted 
to Grover Cleveland and received his appro- 
bation. The convention appears to have 
done as it was told, and with some show of 
enthusiasm. As far as any practical value 
is concerned it might just as well have 
omitted the platform altogether. It was put 
in simply as a matter of form. Cleveland is 
candidate and platform combined. He is 
centre of the Democratic system and the 
whole party revolves around him. From 
him they draw their life and breath, and it 
is lie that imbues them with their ideas on 

all important questions. Cleveland is for 
free trade, and so for free trade the Democ- 
racy must be w'hether they like free trade or 

not. What they may say in their resolutions 
Is of no sort of consequence. Just now 

Cleveland is the party.

It was a new and unexpected 
pleasure to him. He is a rapid writer, but, 
like most men unskilled in literary work, he 
had a preposterous notion of the actual labor 
demanded by a book. With the aid of a 
stenographer, and witli his own rapid work, 
his progress amazed and delighted him. 

One of the strangest sights in Washington 
is an old man, very queerly dressed, accom- 

panied by a middle-aged woman with a for- 
est of corkscrew curls hanging down her 
back, and wearing an immense hat with a 
multitude of ostrich feathers in it pointing 
in every direction. They never fail to at- 
tract attention whenever they appear upon 
the streets. This old gentleman's name is 
Weston and he is the uncle of Mr. Melville 
Weston Fuller, the future chief justice. 
The odd looking woman is Mr. Fuller’s 
cousin. 

Queen Victoria has entered upon her sev- 
entieth year, and has been for about ten 
years the titular as well as actual empress of 
India. It has occurred to her somewhat late 
that she ought to understand the language 
spoken by the largest number of her sub- 
jects, and she has therefore taken measures 
to import a Hindu prince who has nothing 
to do at home, and no visible means of sup- 
port, who is under contract to instruct her 
majesty in Hindustani, at a salary of $750 a 
month, which Victoria has asked her loyal 
subjects of Great Britain and Ireland to pay.

It is impossible that any knawledge of Hin- 
dustani which she can acquire at her age 
will be of public use, and the radicals may 
reasonably protest, as Mr. Labouchere says they will, against making her teacher a pub- lic functionary, with a salary far beyond his 
merits. 

Hon. Beaman Brockway, the veteran edi- 
tor piupiietor oi tne Watertown (N. Y.) 
Times, was at one time on the staff of the 
Tribune under Horace Greeley, and for 
many years before and after was in private 
correspondence witb 1dm as a friend. Mr. 
Brockway thinks that during the later years 
of Mr. Greeley’s life ho suffered, at consider- 
able intervals, from spells of mental depres- 
sion amounting to a derangement, under the 
heavy cloud of which his life went out. He 
had letters from Grecdey at times expressive 
of the most miserable despair over some po- 
litical or social condition that aroused no 
such feelings in other men. It is probable 
that Mr. Greeley’s letter to 1’resldent Lin- 
coln, written a few days after the first battle 
of Bull Itun, and published In the June Cen- 
tury, in which lie speaks of himself as “hope- lessly broken,” was written in one of those 
spells of mental prostration. Certainly there 
was no such “funereal gloom” nor “sullen, 
scorching, blank despair” in regard to the 
ultimate triumph of the Union arms as he 
depicts, after the rout of our army at Bull 
Run, neither In New York nor elsewhere In 
the North. The common phrase of the day 
was an inspiring one, “We Haven’t BEGUN 
to Fight Yet!” And the song broke out, throughout the loyal States— 

“We are coining. Father Abraham, Three hundred thousand more!”

A HEAVY THUNDER STORM. 

The Lightning's Pranks In This Vi- 

cinity. 

A very heavy thunder shower prevailed in 
this city and vicinity yesterday noon, heavi- 
er even than the one of Wednesday evening. 
During the shower, hall stones of large 
size, two of which weighed nearly a fifth of 
an ounce apiece, fell in the streets. 

A -cat belonging to Mr. William O’Briou, 
coachman for Mrs. Darius H. Ingraham, 
was crossing Pleasant street, and-lts owner 
Is confident as it fell dead, and a large hail 
stone was found beside it, that the cat was 
struck by the stone and killed. 

Quantities of glass in skylights and hot 
houses were broken by the hailstones. Mr. 
Andrew Sawyer’s extensive conservatories 
and hot houses at Cape Elizabeth suffered to 
the extent of 1600 panes of glass. Mr. Hig- 
gins’s hot house lost 500 panes, and another 
hot house 600 panes. Apple blossoms and 
tender foliage were badly treated by the hail. 
Some of the stones looked more like pieces 
of ice than hailstones. Officer Frank found 
a hailstone that measured an inch and a 

quarter in diameter. 
During the storm the thunder was very 

heavy and the lightning continuous and very 
vivid. The wind was from the southeast. 

William H. McKay’s and Mrs. Francis E. 
Brown’s families occupy the double tenement 
No. 2 Lincoln Place. While some of the oc- 

cupants were dining the lightniug struck the 
roof near the chimney, ripping off the shin- 
gles, and crashed througli Mrs. Brown’s ten- 
ement, tearing the plastering from the ceil- 
ing and passing along the pipes of the water 
closet, escaping into the ground. An old lady 
and a boy in the room were partially stunned 
by the shock. Dr. Palmer was sent for, and 
on Entering the room found the woman sit- 
ting with her feet in a pan of earth, some- 
body having told her that if a person was 
struck by lightning and the feet were placed 
In earth the electric fluid would be drawn 
out. The damage to the house will not ex- 
ceed $50. It is owned by Miss Chamberlain. 

Lightning struck the houses of Stephen 
Burke and Stephen Murphy, on Valentine 
street, Saccarappa. They were not much 
damaged, but the occupants were considera- 
bly shaken up. The houses stand side by 
side, and were both struck at the same time. 

During the storm the rain fell in torrents, 
washing the streets badly. The rain left its 
marks all along CommRcial street, and at 
vuc ucigui. ui me storm me water m me 
street was from two inches to more than a 
foot deep. The culverts were not of suffi- 
cient capacity to carry it off, and torrents 
rushed (down all the side streets, flooding 
Commercial street as it was rarely ever 
flooded before by a rain storm. The water 
rose above the sidewalks, and the cellar of 
Harris, Gage & Tolman’s store was filled to 
a depth of two feet through the grating in 
the sidewalk. At Thompson & Hall’s, the 
water was only prevented from flooding the 
cellar by placing boards in front of the 
grating to keep it back. From the foot of 
Cross street to the foot of State, the side- 
walk was submerged, and when the water 
subsided, from half an inch to half a foot of 
mud covered the walk, making travelling 
very disagreeable. The foot of State street 
was badly washed out, and great quantities 
of sand and small stones deposited in the 
street below. On the back of the city cel- 
lars were flooded.

FIRE LAST NICHT. 

The Portland Stoneware Company’s 
Coal Sheds Burned. 

At twenty-five minutes of nine o’clock last 
night an alarm of fire was pulled from box 
:H, calling the department to the coal sheds 
located on the marginal way not far from 
the foot of Wilmot street. When the en- 
gines arrived the sheds were all ablaze, and 
the flames that rose high iu the nir illuminat- 
ed the entire eastern part of the city and 
their reflection shown brightly on the houses 
of that part of the city that slopes toward 
the bay. 

The fire started in an unoccupied fish 
house that was situated close to the eastern 
side of the coal shed and a fresh easterly 
wind favored the destruction that followed. 
The fire burned rapidly and was intensely 
hot. The smoke was carried away over the 
bay and the sparks fell Into the water and 
were extinguished. Owing to the wind, had 
not the shed been remote from any other 
building, a great conflagration would have 
resulted. Col. Moore’s dredge, the Freepoi t 
lay alongside the shed when the fire broke 
out, and had the tide been out, this, too, 
would have been burned. As the bay was 
flooded at the time the crew found no diffi- 
culty in moving the dredge to a place of safe- 
ty. 

In an amazingly short time the flames had 
eateu their way into the centre of the shed, 
and at 9 o’clock the entere roof fell. Fif- 
teen minutes later nothingjbut a great heap 
of burning coal in the center and the heav- 
ier timbers that formed the sides of the shed 
remaiued. The flames attracted hundreds 
of curious people who lingered until the 
roof aud walls were a heap of smouldering 
ruins. 

Beyond where the coal sheds stood are the 
clay sheds owned by the Portland Stone 
Ware Company, but these were saved. The 
coal shed was owned by Lorenzo Taylor and 
the coal by the Portland Stone Ware Com- 
pany whose loss cannot be estimated be- 
cause it was impossible to ascertain last 
night how much of the coal was burned. 
The shed was well insured. Mr. Winslow 
said last night that, judging from what he 
could learn from those who were present 
wuen tne nre nrst startea, it was incenaiary. 

The shed contained about 600 tons of coal 
which was insured for $2,500 with Prentiss 
Lorlng.

Canned Food and Health. 
[Maine Farmer.] 

It is denied that occasionally poisons are 
introduced accidentally in the process of sol- 
dering tin cans used in preserving. Prof. 
Edward S. Wood, M. D., who examined the 
canned vegetables for the Massachusetts 
State Board of Health, did not report a sin- 
gle case of anything detrimental found in 
American canned goods, but out of thirty- 
two samples of imported French vegetables 
reported twenty-two showing the presence 
of copper used for coloring purposes; but as 
regards this practice, even such eminent 
French authorities as Pasteur sanction it as 
harmless, although American packers of 
vegetables do not use it at all. Canned 
goods have done more to improve the Ameri- 
can diet and furnish a much-needed supply of anti-scorbutic food at all seasons of the 
year than any other item in our food supply. 

A Woman Imprisoned for Debt. 
[Bangor Commercial.] 

The unusual spectacle of a woman impri- 
soned for debt is seen at Bangor at present, 
for the first time in many years. Thomas C. 
Stevens, a lawyer at Newport, had a' lady 
client with whom he failed to settle, and 
therefore took out an execution, and on Fri- 
day morning imprisoned here in Bangor jail, 
putting up cash for several weeks’ board for 
her. The woman is a widow, comes from 
Etna, and declares she is being wronged and 
swindled, and will live in her present abode 
for years if necessary rather than pay more.
