DEVON CATTLE.

There is but one breed of cattle that can beat
them in the butter dairy, amd that is the Jer-
sey. Still I have known individual apimals
of this breed to go far ahead of individual an-
imals of the other, but that is an exception,
und not as a rule applicable to the breed,—
Journal of the Farm.

BUCEWHEAT FOR SBTOCK.

We often hear persons who consider them-
selves posted in the nature of crops and their
relative importance in the domestic economy
of the farm, speak disparagingly of buck-
wheat, and many farmers from the old coun-
try cling to the old world notion of things,
prefer turnips or potatoes for fattening stock
in pmlel‘el:lce to uckl:rhut. Arn exknordh i-
nary prejudice prevails among farmers who,
one would suppose ought to know better,
that if fed uncooked to sheep it will make
them dizzy, that it will kill poultry, especial-
ly turkeys, if fed to them in any ntity,
and that the straw will give pigs such a cuta-
neous irritations to cause sores behind their
ears, ete. An experience in the use of this
grain Wwould serve to dispel all sach fanciful
notions, for it is admirably adapted to our cli-
mate, and one that answers the place to us,
that corn does. The meal of both grains can
only be eaten hot as pan or le cakes,
and who would not preler a breakfast of
smoking buckwheat cakes to one of Johnny
cakes. While for fattening cattle or pigs, it
is the equal of corn in every respect. We
hear sometimes of sixty bushels of buckwheat
to the acre, while thirty is an average crop.
The preparation for it too is much more sim-
le than for corn, and the barvesting of it
Rkewise.
Mr. John Johnston, an extensive cattle
feeder of New York State says of it: “I have
fattened many cattle, and far more sheep, on
all or part buckwheat, for the last twenty
years, and it will fatten stock as well for the
amount of pounds as any other grain, oats,
rhaps, ex ;and I would much rather
give g;f buckwheat meal than all corn meal
to feed to three years old steers that have not
been fed grain.”’—|Cal. Farmer.

EARLY PEARS,

The varieties of ﬁ:ﬁs which u:inl.ure uéz
have not been as possessing ver
sirable ualitie:.eg The Doyenne d’Ete affords
us the first taste of the fruit, ripening, as it
does, the latter part of July, but it is a very
small pear, decays mﬂidly, and the flavor and
quality are no more than second or third rate.
The Rostiezer, however, is one which forms
an exception to early pears as aclass. Itisa
spicy, juiey fruit, with a sweet, delicious fla-
vor. The Rostiezer haidly falls behind the
Seckel in quality. and the tree, although
long-limbed and unsightly, is thrifty and a
good bearer. The fiuit ripens early in Au-

ust, and the process of ripening is not sud-

en, but continuous, which is a great advan-
tage. Among the fifty cr sixty varieties of
pears in our orchards, we have no greater fa-
vorites than the Rostiezer, and we recom-
mend ils cultivation more generally. It is
very handsome fruit, not large, pyriform in
shape, with a color in which golden and ear-
mine hues are blended. The tree does well
on quince stocks, and requies a rich and rath-
er moist soil. It is decidedly the best and
most desirable early pear we bave.

FRUIT RAISINS,

Cultivation of the ground, after the sitting
of the trees, is of great importance. An or-
chard well cultivated and manured will do as
much better than one neglected as a field of
corn well cultivated will snr?m another
which is entirely neglected. ‘““Whatever is
worth doing at all is worth doing 2”-
Therefore, if it is worth while to plant ## or-
chard, it will be found most profitable to care-
fully cultivate it afterwards. Mauy Y‘:‘:'ﬂs
trees have been transplanted, and no Tha
least after a'tention given to them. be :
grass and weeds are permntted to grow abou
them and rob them of sunlight, air and nour-
jshment. If any have survived such treat-
ment (and many have), it is avery encour-

For the first few years after planting of the
trees, such crops as require the frequent and
deep stirring of the soil may be cultivated.
After the trees get large, so as to shade the
ground and commence Learing, the soil
should be stirried but a few inches in depth ;
near the trunk of the tree and as far as the
limbs extend, mulehing should be sufficient
to preveut growth of grass and weeds. The
stirring of the soil and to
continued with profit as long as the orchard
continues fruitiul. Or, if the space between
the trees, not occupied by the mulching, after
it becomes difficult to work a team amon
the trees, may be lail down to grass nuﬁ
sheep pastured in the orchard, as some very
good orchardlsts recommend; or, which wa
think preferable, the mulching may be ex-
tended so as to cover the whole surface of the
ground,

The best manure to bejuse in the oichard
is a compost of muck and ashes, and which
should be freely used. Farmers cannot be
too strongly impressed with the importance
of bestowing better care and good cultivation
upon their orchards, which even with neglect
bave proved to be the most profitable part of
the farm. Few realize what a great change
in the productiveness of an orchard can
affectéd by good cultivation. The cultivation
of what trees a farmer has will eiten prove of
greater profit tlLan largely jucreasing his num-
ber and neglecting this,

COLLODION IN HORTICULTURE.

The Gazelte des Campagnes recommends

dipping the end of plant slips in collodion be-

fore cetling them out. The eollodion ghould

coutain twice as much cotton as the ordinary -
material used in photography. Let the first

coat d ryand dip again. After planting the
slip, the development of the root will take

place very promptly., This method is said to
be particularly efficacious with woody slips,

geraniums, fuchsias, and similar plants.

Jolly Good Fellows.
Ihe Liberal Review affirms that there are
a great many jolly good fellows moving about
in our midst. It might be as wellif the num-
ber were not so great. As a matter of fact,
most of these jolly good fellows are not so jol-
I{. as they make themselves out to be, and
they are very lar from being so as they
would have you believe them. Their jollity
is, like many a man’s best clothes, only don-
ned on special occasions, and, as a natural
consequence, it does not always sit well on
its wearers. At home they are often the re-
verse of companionable, Indeed they display
such an amount of irritation and of selfish-
ness, and of general unsociableness, that it
would be strange if those who are nearest and
should be dearest to them did not occasional-
ly arrive at the conelusion tbat it would be a
blessing rather than otherwise if they were
removed to another sphere. They are not
much concerned as to how their wives and
children fare, but if they themselves are sub-
jected to any real or imagined discomfort,
they forthwith proceed to raise cries of grief
mtf indignation of the most startling charac-
ter. No one could fairly bring it against
them that they are addicted to ruinovs ex-
travagance as lar as their own households are
concernad. Ou the contrary,in this diree-
tion they display an amount of prudence
which is, perhaps, commendable, but which
is just a trifle excessive. It is, no dombt, a
good thing for wives to have it impressed up-
on them that economy is an excellent thing,
and where limited iuncomes are in question,
is nothing less than an absolute necessity;
bat even upon this point & woman can be lec-
tured too often and with excess of vigor.
This our friend, the jolly good fellow is con-
stantly demonstrating. It is, perhaps, also
well that people should be occasionally left
alone, in order that self-reliance and habits of
calm meditation may be cultivated ; but even
too much solitude is injurious to most mem-
bers of the human family. This is also ren-
dered evident by the jolly good fellow, who,
in working to this end, proves that he is just
a trifle incomsistent. At any rate, while ev-
erlastingly showing that he considers quiet-
ness and privacy of the most pronounced
kind necessary to the well-being of his wile,
he is never tired of declaring that he was vorn
for society, and that he ¢annot continue to
exist without it.
When he emerges from the relirement of
his domestic circle, and appears in what he
is pleased to call “society,”” he certainly un-
dergoes a marked change. An apparently
habitual scowl is replaced by a sweet and cap-
tivating smile; a harsh v becomes mel-
liftuous ; and, instead of putting people out
of the way to serve him, he puts himself to a
tremendous amount of trouble in order to
minister to the pleasure of those with whom
he is brought in c¢ontact. The chances are
ten to one that when he meets you he slaps
your back in a manner whiech, though un-
comtortable, is decidedly friendl| , andthat,
in his excess of joy at encountering you, he
squeezes your fingers until you are inclined
to writhe and ery out in g;:ru agony, Fur-
ther than this, you will ver that he is
mest solicitous as to your welfare. Are you
hungry, he will feed you; are you athirst, he
will give you drink; dv you hanker after that
modern abomination, yeleped nieotine, he
will thankfully satisly your craving. a
malter of fact, be is ever asking his friends to
smoke, to eat, and to drink; and he is ready
to do the latter with them at almost any
time and to almost “j extent, , If he goes to
a theater, you will find him many times dur-
ing the evening lurking about the “bar,’ sur-
rounded by kindred spirits, and laughiog and
joking to a rare extent. hhen be visits a
hotel, be never fails to find his way to the
same intellectual and refined region. The
capaeity to drink is, in his opinion, one of
the surest signs of good fe lomblp; the
man who will never consent even
to try te do so is, he thinks, a
contemptible thing, whom it would
be simple flattery to call a disagreeable muff.
It may be said that the greater portion of his
spare time is :ﬁc where the jingle of glasses
constantly stri :fon his ear, and where it
does mot require a keen obecerver
to detect the presence of tobacco.
He does mnot care a pin about money,
judging by the manner in which he dashes it
about in public. At the same time, there 13
reason to believe that if you stood in need of
a five pound note, aud went to him and
stated, in a friendly and confidential
way, that such was the case, and
that he would conter a great favor wupon
you by letting you have a loan to the valua
thereof, you would discover that he cared
about it a good deal more,and about you con-
giderably less, than you had been in the habit
of thinking. You may rncull be excused
for feeling a trifle mortified on learning this,
for, asla rule, he has given you many grounds
for thinking that you were very dear to him.
He has made a Poim‘. of confiding secrets to
your ear, and of swearing that so long as he
lives you shall never never stand in need of a
friend. But he acts upon the principle that
to him that wants mot shall be given, aud
that to him that is really ineedy everythin
shall be steadily denied. When in that half-
muddled state, which seems to be his usual
condition, he will not only drain his pocket
but yours also, if you will let him, in his ec§
deavors to show that he is a “jolly good fel-
low.!”” Further than this, he will run into
debt in a hundred different directions in his
efforts to hold his own againet, and stand
well in in the opinion of,§those jovial souls in
whose company he delights to min He is
utterly indifferent as to whether those with
whoin he has prosaic business”transactions
are ever paid by him what is due to them; in-
deed, he is rather pleased than otherwise it
he can, by a smart dodge, diidle his butcher,
his baker, his tailor, er his landlord,

It is somewhat surprising that a few inno-
cent people are loud in their praises ot the
jolly good fellow. They are addicted to de-
claring that the greatest sin which can be

against him is that he is imprudent.
This is a most ous error. He is impru-
dent, it is true, but he is also something a
“great deal worse, Apart from his reckless-
ness—in which there is also a coosiderable
amount of cunning—he is umrl:lr] lelil;ah and
lax in his principles.

In the Western
Stales, $53,800,000 were derived from freights
and $107,900,100 from passengers. In the
Southern States, the receipts for freight
were $38,385,420; and from passengers, $15,-
310,889; while in the Pacific Slates, the
freights brought in $0,682,789; and passen-
gers, $5,008,900. In New England the per
cent. dividend paid on the share capital was
0.30; iu the Middle States it was 4.7; in the
Western States, 2.20; in the Southern, less
than two per cent.; and in the Pacific States
the net earnings were $8,858,639, the cost be-
inz $154,000,800. It will be noticed that in
New Engfnd the passenger traffic is nearly
equivalent to that of freight, in value; the
Middle States are the great carriers of pro-
duets, raw and manufactured; the Western
States transport the emigrants and the busi-
ness public as between the far east and west,
to a value three times that of their immen e
freight traffic, and the south is in exactly the
opposite scaie,

Obituary.

Hon. Virgil Delphini Parris, who is known
by reputation to thousands of Maine people, as
an active Demoeratic politician, died at his resi-
dence at Paris Hill Saturday morning at four
o’clock after being an iuvalid two years from
paralysis, Mr. Parris was born in Buckfield,
February 18th, 1807, and was, accordingly, at
his decease in the G8th year of his age. He
was a son of Josiah Parris, and a cousin of
Governor Parris. He graduated at Waterville
College in 1827 at the age of 20. After study-
ing the profession of law, he became in 1831
Assistant Seeretary of the Maine Senate. From
1833 to 1836 he served as a member of the Leg-
islature. He was elected a member of the 25th
Jongress, to fill the vacancy oceasioned by the
death of Timothy .I. Carter, of Paris, who then
represented what is now a part ot the secoud
distriet; and in 1839 was re-clected. After the
completion of his second term in Congress, he
was chosen State Senator from Oxford county,
in 1842 and 1843, In 1843, when Edward
Kavanagh became, by the death of Governor
Fairfield, Acting Governor of the State, Mr.
Parris was chosen his successor as President of
the Sewate, In 1844, President Tyler appointed
Mr. Parris Urited States Marsha! for the Dis-
triet of Maine, and he continued to hold this
office during-the administration of President
Polk, till 1849, When President Pierce was
‘inaugurated in 1853, Mr. Parris was appointed
special mail agent, and subsequently held the
office of naval storekeeper at the Kittery Navy
Yard, under Buchanan.

With the practical breaking up of the Demo-
cratic party, Mr. Parris retired from office to
his home in Oxford county, where, during the
war he was one of the most bitter opponents
and at times did not conceal his sympathy with
the secession cause. He has until the past two
years been a central figure in the Democratic
councils, a determined man of the old style,
 the dread of the Young Democracy and the
terror of those who sought to “fix things.”

In his social relatidng, Mr, Parng was bighly
esteemed by all who had the_pleasure of his
intimate friendship, as a genial companion and
a true friend.

TREASURY REFORM.

Becretary Bristow has instruncted Mr. John-
sou, the Commissioner of Customs, to prepare
a plan for the reorganization of the ecorps of
special agents of the Treasury, which has been
piaced under his orders.

profitable confidential relations with Custom
louse officials. These expeunsive, and often
ornamental, personages wilreha permitted to
retire to private life, while the valuable work-
ing special agents will be mobilized and thas
made more effective than when confined to
district limits,

But Lot was
afraid to live in the mountains, so he pointed
to the little city Zoar and said to theLord, ‘O let
me escape thither. s it not a little one? And
my soul sbhall live.”” Now it was wrong in
Lot to say that, for two  reasons,

First it was unbelief, He ought to have be-
lieved that God, who saved him from Sodom,
was able to take care of him in the ;mountains
or wherever He would send him to live, Sec-
ond, it was wrong because the reason which he

ave wasa bad ove. He asked God to save
Zoar just because it was a “little’” city and that,
in the sight of God, was no reason at all. God
is as much displeased with a bad little city as
with a bad bii.: city and he isas mach pleased
with a good little city as with a good big city.
The same is true of men, and the same is true
of the little things and great things which
make up our lives, This is the subject of the
sermon. The importance of little things.

Thres reasons may be given showing the im-
portance of little things,

1st. No person can tell what arve the little
and what the great things of life.

2, Little things very soon grow into great
things, or multiply into many things, and so
become great in number,

3. Our lives are made dp of little things,

Every person then may live a great and noble
life if we will only tuke care to be right and do
right in all the little things.

CARPET MAKING.

The most conspicuous object in the hall is the
carpet loom of Marrett & Bailey. About this
wondering groups are gathered all hours of the
day. Carpet-making is an old Portland indus-
try, haying been established thirty-two years
ago by the firm which now carries it on. The
carpet is extra grade, two ply, made almost ex-
clusively for the Maine market, in which it is a
standard article,  Four hundred yards are
turned out a week.

VARNISHES.

Near the carpet loom are specimens of var-
nishes and copals from Fuller's well-known var-
nish factory on Congress street, near the Maine
Central railroad crossing. This industry, es
tablished by Mr. A. P, Fuller in 1844, is one of
the most extensively known of Portland manu-
factures, and its market extends from Georgia
to Minnesota, For twenty-five years it has
supplied great houses in (New York and Phila-
delphia. Mr. Fuller was one of the first, if not
the first, varnish manufacturer,in the country
1o éxtensively use the now well-known ICauri
gum from the African coast, and he has loug
had a monopoly of the loom-barness varnish.
In a large show case he has placed on exhbi-
tion many fine specimens of copal from the Af-
rican forests, and from the islands of the sea.
In one of these lumps an insect is imprisoned,
the “fly in amber of famillar quotation.”
There is also to be seen a huge lump of Egyp-
tian asphaltum from which the black varnish
is made.

: PICTURES,

On entering the hall one sees an admirable
display of art goods made by Schumacher
Brothers,. One of Browo’s magnificent ma-
rines, Portland’s noblest production, occupies
& prominent place encased in those rich and
tasty frames turned out from Schumacher's
manufactory. Many beautiful engravings are
also to be seen, set off by frames of rich sim.
plicity and artistic taste. Several of these were
snapped up as soon as they were put on exhibi-
tion. Miss Quincy furnishes a painting repre-
senting a charming blending of woodland and
water, and resplendent with the gorgeous color-
ing of October woods,

Hale displays many specimens from his fine
assortment. Some of those exquisite Old Or-
chard and European scenes of Harry Brown's
set off by the elegant square oval gilt frames
of which Hale turns out such admirable speci-
mens, first strike the eye. Besides these there
are nobby patierns of frames for engravings.
Beveral mirrors are to be seen, as fine as can be
manufactured in New York, and some very
handsome cornices.

J. H. Lamson, Portland’s well-known pho-
tographer, exhibits a line of photographs fin-
ished in all the various styles now so popular.
One pictare in particular, the small boy of the
period in his first pair of pantaloons, is very
amusing, and excites much attention. I[tisa
picture of Mr. Lamson’s young son.

Dupee & Company exhibit a full line of

photographs finished in many styles, and mak-
ing a pleasing sight. The faces of many of our
prominent citizens are to be recognized among
them.

Conant Brothers furnish photographs, and
other pictures taken by their new and popular
methods, and finished in various novel ways.
They also exhibit alarge collection of stereo-

graphas,
PAPER.

The Androscoggin Pulp Company, in which
Portland capital is invested, exhibits curions
specimens of pulp and paper, and also the
wooden block from-_which these are manu
factured. The paperis of varying degrees of
quality and thickness, rangiag from the eard-
board used in boxes to the thin sheets required
by the newspaper. The manufacture of paper
from wood is one of our growing industries,
and has attained to great proportions within a

few years.

MITRE BOARDS.

Grenville M. Stevens exhibits a patent mitre
board which at ence attracts the attention of al)
carpenters. To any carpenter who has a mitre
to saw it is invaluable, as it entirely does away
with the old and troublesome “‘mitre box.””
The article will last a lifetime, and the mitres
cut are perfectly true, and come together like a
glue joint without being touched by plane or
chisel. Mr. Stevens, who only began basiness
last fall, already turus out fifty boards a week,
and sends many to fill orders in the West and
the British Provineces.

The well-known slater, M. B. Bourne, dis-
plays a neat French roof, slated after the most
approved fashion. The slating is done by Syl-
vanus Bouarne.

J. N. McCoy & Co. display a neat model of
a roof covered with the elastic Foap-stone roof.

known among our builders, Duaring the last
year this roofing has been thoroughly tested in
this city, and it is highly recommended by-
those of our citizens who have tried it.

SOLDER.

On the left side of the hall E. M, Lang &
Co., display specimens of solder from their
manufactory at the foot of Chestnut street,
Of late they have introduced many improve-
ments in solder, and have almost entirely done
away with the old cumbrous stick solder. They
now manufacture solder wire in circalar form
for sealing the cans used in jthe canned goods
business, and triangular bits for other work of
the kind. The circular wire is now altogether
used for cans, and the firm have now orders for
fifty tons for the Portland Packing Company
and sixty tons for J. W. Jones. Their business
is very extensive, and they ship solder to San
Fraucisco and the West, Among the ecuriosi-
ties they display is a coil of solder a mile long
and an instrument for capping cans.

Why don’t the gentlemen take their wives and
children to see this sport? Would it pot be
shocking to the moral sense of the ladies, and
would it not have a demoralizing mfluence on
the children? If it is right to kill forsport any
living thing which Godyhas created, why take
these innocent and harmless doves, a represen-
tation of which has long been used as an em-
blem of innocence and purity? As long as men
indulge in sach cruet sport children will rob
birds’ nests, torture the young and grow up
with their natures hardened, | and oftentimes,
on slight provocation, will not hesitate to take
human life. It way be said that I am  “‘over
sensitive” on this matter. If I am, I prefer to
remain so.

That the Secretary of the Treasury will be
and hereby is directed to require the payment
of Railroad Companies their successors or as-
signees or successors or assiguees of any or
either of said companies of all sums of mooey,
due or to become qrue the United States for the
5 per centnm of the net earnings provided for
by act eatitled “‘an act to aid in _the construc-
tion of a railroad and telegraph line from the
Missouri river to the Pacific ocean, and to se-
cure to the government the use of the same for
postal, military and other purposes,” approved
July 1, 1862, or by any other act or acts in re-
lation to the 1ies therein ned, or any
other such company or companios, and in case
cither of such Railroad companies shall neg-
lect or refuse to me the same within 60 days
after the demand therefor made unon the
treasurer of such Railroad company, the" Sec-
retary of the Treasury shall certify that fact
to the Attorney-General, who shall thereupon
institute the necessary suits and proceedings to
collect and otherwise obtain redress in respect
of the same in the proper circuit courts of the
United States and prosecute the same with all
convenient despatch to a final termination.

HOUSE.

The proceedings opened amid great noise and
confusion, many members striving to be recog-
uized for motions which they wished to put.

Mr. Garfield of Olio, in order to get out of
the tumult, moved that the house resolve it-
self into Committee of the Whole, but the
Speaker suggested that the House had already
resolved 1tself into utter ¢ nfusion.

At last Mr. Roberts of New York, from the
Ways and Means Committes, was recognized
and reported back the Senate amendments to
the House bill repealing all matters. The
House proceeded to vote upon them without
discussion. The material amendments, which
were concurred in, were the following:

Appropriatihg $100,000 to make suitable com-
pensation for iuformation, &e; declaring that
the settlement of duties shall be final and con-
clusive upon parties after the expiration of two
years from the time of entry. The Senate
amendment tixed three years, but the House
amended it to two years.

The amendmant ﬂxia:f: the salaries of cas-
toms officers was amended, on the motion of
Mr. O'Neil of Pa.,, by putting Philadelphia
and Baltimore in the same class with Boston
and San Fraucisco, and was amended, on rec
ommendation of the Committee, by striking
outall of it except such as relates to collectors,
naval officers and surveyors, but on the motion
of Mr. Beck of Ky., the whole amendment
was strack ont.

The amendment providin,
cartage shall be sabject to tha regulation of
the Secretary of the Treasury, was amended,
on motion of Mr, Randall of Pa., by requiring
it to be the lowest bidder after July 1876, and
was then agreed to. All the other amendments
to the bill were rejected.

The bill was then sent to a conference
committee, and Messrs. Roberts, Sheldon
and Wood were appointed a conference com-
mittee on the part of the House.

Mr. Maynard of Tenn., then (atnoon) made
the conference report on the currency bill.
He proceeded to explain the report and to
