Gossip and Gleanings. 

A Western paper chronicles marriages in

Fort Wayne, Ind., is modest for a western 
town. So far from aspiring to be the state or 

the national capital, it merely wishes to be

Persous who swear in the streets of Ma-

ion and confirmation, and receiving satisfac- 
tory replies he asked: “And now, boys, tell 
me what must precede baptism ?” Where- 
upon a lively urchin shouted out: “A baby- 
sir.” 

Morbid Impulse as a Disease. 
Professor A. Hammond delivered a lecture 

last week upon the above subject before the 
New York Medico-Legal Society. The pape- 
consisted chiefly of a recital of morbid imr 
pulse that had come under the observation of 
Professor Hammond, without any specially 
elaborate analysis of the disease. He laid 
down the proposition, however, that observ- 
ers could never be sure that those afflicted 
with this tendency had exercised all their 
will-power iu resisting it. Iu referring to the 
several cases that had come under his obser- 
vation, Professor Hammond mentioned one 
instance ot a young man who told him that 
he fell impelled by an irresistible power to kill 
his friend. He had even gone so far as to put 
some strychnine in a mug of ale which he had 
invited him to drink. However, as his triend 
was about to drink the ale, he knocked it out 
ot his hand, as if by accident. It not unfre- 
quently happened, he said, that persons took 

I pleasure in carrying out these impulses, and 
| He Instanced Ute case of ode young man wtio 

told him that he knew he was doing wrong. 

but that it gave him pleasure to do it. He 
mentioned another instance of a young man 
who was arrested for assaulting a lady in the 
street. His mode of procedure was to throw 
down the lady whom he might meet, take otf 
her shoes, and run away with them; but he 
did not in any other way molest her. Ob 
searching this youug man’s trunk, it was 
found full ot ladies shoes. He had no use tor 
them, but it gave him pleasure to take them. 
In 1864 a man killed, in the forest of Vin- 
cennes, two little boys, whom he had never 
seen before, and when confined in prison he 
said that he had no motive to kill the chil- 
dren. The case ol Waltz, who had been late- 
ly executed, seemed to come within the same 

category. Undoubtedly, he said, habit had 
much to do with crime, which arose in the 
first instance Irom mere impulse, and in illus- 
tration of his theory he referred to several 
cases, among them that of the boy Pomeroy, 
who created a great deal of excitement about 
two years ago in Chelsea, near Boston. At 
that time great cruelties were perpetrated on 

children at Chelsea, in various ways. Pome- 
roy, who was a boy of about fourteen years 
was discovered to be the perpetrator of 
these cruelties, and he was convicted 
and sent to the House of Refuge. He was 

released on the 6th of February, aud in the 
following April a little boy| was found dead, 
with his head nearly severed, and with about 
thirty stabs in different parts of his body. 
Suspicion fell on the boy Pomeroy, and he 
was arrested. He was conf.-onted with the 
body of the murdered child, and admitted his 
guilt. When asked what he thought should 
be done with him, he gave an answer which 
should eommend itself to the attention of 
those having charge of such matters—“Put 
me somewhere where I cannot do such 
things.” Professor Hammond mentioned 
another peculiar case of morbid im- 
impulse continued by habit. A young man, 
a member of a highly re-pectable family, had 
consulted him, and his case was this: He 
had been struck with the appearance of a lady 
who was walking before him through the 
street, aud who wore a very rich silk dress. 
Suddenly the impulse seized upon him to 
ruin the dress with sulphuric acid, and with- 
out observation effected his purpose. He de- 
rived such pleasure from yielding to the im- 

pulse that he resolved to continue his course, 
and so he purchased more sulphuric acid and 
ruined a second dress. He then resolved to 
continue this pursuit, but a night’s rest 

brought a better state of mind, and be was 
so sorry for what be had done that he 

actually wrote an advertisement and sent it 
to the newspapers, with the view of finding 
the ladies whose dresses he had dcstoyed, so 

that he might indemnify them. Ou his way 
to the newspaper office, however, he saw a 

handsome dress, the impulse at once seized 
him, and he yielded to it without hesitation. 
Thus, whenever he saw a handsome dress, 
he could not restrain the impulse to destroy

advised him to take a sea voyage, lu a vessel 
in which there was no woman passenger. 
He complied with his advice, went to sea in a 

fishing schooner, and returned peifectly 
cured. The desire ot a person to throw him- 
self from a great height on which he might be 

standing, and the morbid impulse stimulated 

by the use of a suitable weapon to commit a 

deed of violence, were duly referred to. The 

yielding to a morbid impulse through ths im- 
uuence of imitation was fully illustrated. 

Among other cases, Professor Hammond 
mentioned that some years ago a man hanged 
himself in the Hotel des lnvalides, Paris. No 
suicide had taken place there for three years, 
but in a short time afterward five persons 
hanged themselves from the very same beam. 
As another instance, he said that when he 
was a medical student in the University ot 

j^ew YorkJ he had a companion student who 
used to dissect along with him. He was ol 
cheerful disposition, and gave no evidence ol 
morbid impulse. However, he was, one 

morning, fouud dead, haviDg divided the fe- 
moral artery. It was quite au unusual mode 
of suicide; no other had probably ever occur- 

red in the State ot New York,but. in a week af- 
I terward there were two similar suicides. In 
I the first case, they had suicide from sugges- 

: lion, and afterward from imitation. For this 
reason Professor Hammond advocated a less 

public execution ot criminals and slaughter o 

animals. Morbid impulses, arising from tin 
force of habit, often continued a long timi 
when the original cause had passed away. It 
illustration of this theory he stated the cas< 

of a lady who had a disposition to throv 

every valuable article into the fire. In th 
first place she burned an old slipper, and de 
rived peculiar pleasure from the contortion 

• through which the leather went in the pro 
cess of burning. The next day the impuis 
was renewed, and, yielding, to it, she burne 
a telt.hat, but without any pleasure, inas 

fe much as the hat did not go through the sam 
t- contortions as the slipper. The third da; 
10 she burned a prayer-book,and soon she btirnei 

shawls, bonnets, and every article ol valu 
within reach. The peculiarity, however, wa 

that she took no pleasure in seeing them burn 

t* as in the first instance, and her impulse bemi 
satisfied on throwing them into the ***, sb 

walked to another part of the room, blit, wa. 

nevertheless, entirely cured by subjecting her 
self to such restraint as could be used in her 
own house. The dread of dishonor, shame,and 
ignoring, the speaker said, was frequently more potent than that of death to check mor- 
bid impulse, and on this point he instanced 
the fact that Napoleon had successfully check- 
ed a suicidal epidemic in the French army by appealing to this feeling. Restraint Professor 
Ilammond advocate! as the primary remedy for this evil, and, after a brief review ol the 
legal aspects of the question, concluded his 
paper. 

“Taking Cold.” 
Of all the erroneous notions pertainiug to 

the preservation of health, says the Sanitari- 
an, no one is fraught with more mischief than 
that about taking cold. According to the 
popular, and, 1 may also say to some extent 
professional view, taking cold is the greatest 
disease and death producer in the world. 
Full eighty per cent, of those who consult 
physicians premise by saying they have taken 
cold. If a relapse occurs during convales- 
cence, ten to one the blame is laid on the ac- 
tion of cold. “My pain is greater, I must 
have taken cold; mv cough is worse, I must 
have taken coliT; I do not feel as well this 
morning, I think I have taken cold, but I 
don’t see how,” arc expressions which the 
physician hears a dozen times a day. The 
latter is thereby often led to the reflection 
that if it were not for death-dealing colds he 
would have little to do, and convalescence 
would seldom be interrupted. Hut if the 
physician take the trouble to think a little 
more upon the subject, he will be convinced 
that to his own craft is due this stereotyped 
and never-ending complaint of his patients 
about taking cold. The sick and their friends 
nearly always take their cue about diseases 
and its causes tiom the trusted family doctor, 
and he aecounts very oiten indeed tor an ag- 
gravation of the symptoms of those under his 
charge (the cause of which aggravation, by 
the way, may be and often is very difficult to 
detect) by the easy and satisfying explanation 
of having taken cold. In this way he gets 
over the trouble of attempting to make plain 
to untutored minds what is often a puzzling 
problem to the most trained intellect, and at 
tiie same time shitt the responsibility lor 
the relapse on the uncomplaining and much- 
abused weather. So it is that men and wo- 
lliuu uavc uccii icu itgftiu viiiimbu. Liiaiuxa 

as the greatest enemy to their health; if it 
were not for them (heir heaith would be next 

to perfect from the beginning to the end of 
the year. Thousands ol consumptives, es- 

pecially in the tk-t and second stages of the 
disease, are firmly of the opinion that if they 
could only escape the malign influence of one 

cold after another, their recovery would be 
assured. To this end precautions of the most 
thorough character are scrupulously obsei ved, 
and yet cold after cold is taken, the patient, 
mother or nurse knows not how. When the 
human body is at its prime—with youth, vig- 
or, purity and a good constitution on its side 
—no degree of ordiuary exposure to cold gives 
rise to any unpleasant effects. Ail the ordin- 
ary precautions against colds, coughs and 
rheumatic pains may be disregarded and no 
ill effects ensue. But let the blood become mo 

pure; let the body become deranged frim- 
auy inherited or acquired disorder, or let the 
vigor begin to wane, and the infirmities of 
age be felt by occasional derangements in 
some vital part, either from inherited or ac- 

quired abuses, and the action of cold will ex 

cite more or less disorder of some kind, and 
the form of this disorder or the disease which 
will ensue will be determined by the kind of 
pre-existing blood impurity or the pre-exist- 
ing fault of the organic processes. If the pre- 
existing fault be in a deficient excretion of 
lactic and uric acids by the kidneys and skin, 
the disease developed by the cold will be 
rheumatic; if the lungs be at fault, either by 
acquired or inherited abuses, inflammation 
will be likely to ensue; or if there be con- 

joined with the pulmonary fault an impure 
condition of the blood fr >m the long-contin- 
ued rebreatbing of breathed air, consump- 
tion will not unlikely show itself. In no 
other way can the influence of cold in the de- 
velopment ot diverse diseases be accounted 
for: developing this disease in one and that 
disease in another: this disease at one time 
in a person and another disease at another 
time: while at other times and seasons great 
and prolonged exposure to cold is harmless. 

Farm and Barden. 

KEEPING POULTRY TO ENRICH LAND. 
CoL Waring, in his “Elements of Agricul- 

ture,” says: Poultry dung is nearly equal in 
value to Peruvian guano (except that it con- 
tains more water). If granted that a hen 
will consume ot the different kinds of graiu, 
meat and vegetables, during a year, the 
equivalent of two bushels of corn, which 

|"'uuvk’, iucu id is err lit ii- 

ly low enough to place the excrement—the 
result of the digestion of these two bu hels— 
as equivalent to fifteen pounds of guano. 

As the manure from one hundred fowls, 
during a year, would amount to one thousand, 
five hundred pounds of guano, taking the 
above supposition as, at least, sale; and as 
three hundred pounds is ordinarily suflicieut 
for an acre of corn, it will be seen that the 
manure from one hundred fowls will make 
compost enough for five acres. The experi- 
ment has been tried by the writer of applying 
to one acre of corn in the hill, the manure of 
twenty hen* one year, mixed with swamp 
muck, in the proportion of one part hen ma 
uure and three parts muck, and the result 
was a better crop than |upon au adjoining 
acre enriched, lor the sake of experiment, 
with a good fair ordinary dressiug of stable 
manure.—Cor. Poultry World. 

THE BEST MODE OF APPI.Y1NO LIME. 

At the Solebury Farmers’ Club, held Feb. 
18, the above subject was under discussion, 
eliciting the following opinions: We fully a- 

gree with the plan recommended by Moses 
Eastburn, who said, ‘‘he thought as soon 
after harvest as possible, was the right time 
to apply lime, and thel place on the wheat 
stubble. Applied in this way it helps the 
grass crop, puts the ground in good condition 
for corn, and does not make oats ripen un- 
evenly. Hampton Rice had obtained the 
most benefit from applying lime on the sod 
the winter before the corn was planted. 
Samuel H. Rice had applied from 700 to 1,900 
bushels per year for forty years, on a farm of 
eighty acres. It had almost made his farm, 
but for a few years past it bad not been 
much benefited by it. Wallace Paxson 
thought the man hit it who said ‘Get it on, 
never mind where, but get it on.” Henry 
Wildmau had applied a handful of air-slacked 
lime to the hill cf corn after it was up, with 
marked benefit. He had also made a mix 
ture consisting of fifty bushels of lime, ten 
bushels of plaster, and six bushels of salt— 
dissolved the salt and slacked the lime .vith 
the brine. He sowed the mixture on twenty 
acres of grass in the spring, and had a flue 
crop on land poorly set. 

EFFECT OF MANURE ON WEEDS. 
An exchange says that the application of 

manures suited to particular kinds of culti- 
vated plants appears to have an excellent ef- 
fect on checking the growth of Iweeds, which 
would otherwise prove injurious. In regard 
to ^clover, it was found that when the laud 
was wholly unmanured, the weeds formed 
fifty-seven per cent of the entire yield; but 
that the application of gypsum reduced the 
prorortion of weeds two per cent. Nitroge- 
nous manures had very slight etfect, and 
phosphatic manures but little more. We 
must not from this however, consider evnsum 
as an antidote to weeds in general, since it is 
a specific manure for clover, and it gives a 
power to struggle successfully with the weeds, 
and crowd them out. 

A SIMPLE TIMBER PRESERVATIVE. 
To render posts or timber placed In the 

ground practically impervious to moisture, 
and tor a long time prevent decay, the fol- 
lowing simple recipe has been tried and 
tound to answer the purpose excellently. 
For fence and gate posts it is particularly rec- 
ommended: Take linseed oil, boil it, and mi* 
it with charcoal dust until the mixture has 
the consistence of an ordinary paint. Give 
the posts a s ingle coat ot the mixture or paiut 
before planting them, and no farmer, says 
one who has used it, living to the age of the 
patriarchs ot old will live long enough to see 
the same posts rotten. The posts or timber 
should be well seasoned and dry when the 
paint is applied. 

GUANO WATER FOR PLANTS. 
The Farmer and Gardener tells a corre- 

spondent all guanos are not alike in soluble 
proportions; hence a pound of phospho-guano 
will go as far as two pounds of many other 
brands. We use about one gallon of the for- 
mer to a barrel of water. Let it remain 
three or four days, stirring the mixture daily. 
When using, we add an equal quantity of wa- 

ter, thus taking one gallon of phospho-guano 
to two barrels of water. Tour solution is 

doubtless to strong, especially il applied when 

plants are in a partially stagnant state ot 

vegetation. Guano water must only bo ap- 
pled to plants when in full growth, and not 

! when they are at rest, as is the case during 
our warmest portion of the summer.

American Shipping in Peril. 
The outline of the proposed reciprocity 

treaty between the United State* and Canada, 
which has been submitted to the Senate for 
preliminary inspection,contains one provision, 
to which the attention of the people should 
ire directed, and which, if adopted, will very 

seriously affect one of the leading interests ol 

Maine. The provision is as follows: 
Act 9. Canadians may purchase American 

built vessels and register them as^Canadian and 
Americans may purchase and register Canadian 
built vessels in like manner. 

The real meaning of the article is, that Ca- 
nadian built vessels may be admitted to 

American registry and to all the privileges 
aud advantages ot the coastwise trade of the 
United States. The pretended reciprocity in 
allowing American built vessels to be pur- 
chased and registered In Canada is a sham, 
as the laws of the Dominion now allow such 
puicbase and registration. The privilege is 
not utilized, because it is no privilege. Cauada 
has no coastwise trade to attract American 
vessels, and she can build vessels cheaper 
than we can build them for her. This ap- 
pears to be a cunningly devised scheme of 
English and Canadian statesmen to obtain, 
under the guise of reciprocity, what EngUud 
has so long sought in vain for her shipping— 
the advantages of an extensive and valuable 
coastwise trade—and the Provincial papers 
may well exult iu the prospective advantage 
to their shipping under this provision of the 

proposed treaty. Any provision admitting 
Canadian vessels to American registry would 
unquestionably result iu trausferriug the 

ship-building of New England tj Canada and 

placing the control of our coastwise trade in 
the hands of the shipbuilders aud shipowners 
of the Dominion. Canada has.cheap labor, 
cheap material, comparatively low taxes and 
the advantages of cheap capital furnished by 
English capitalists. The shipbuilders aud 
shipowners of Great Blitain, who have so 

long sought a participation in the coastwise 
trade of the United States—the most valuable 
in the world—would be quick to avail them- 
selves ot the opening through Canada to this 
rich field of commercial enterprise. It would 
only be necessary for them to transfer a por- 
tion ofj their business to, Canadian yards to 
secure all the advantages of the treaty. Under 
our present laws—laws which have existed 
since the formation of the Government— 
American built vessels ouly are admitted to 
American registry, and all foreign built ves- 

sels are excluded from the eoastwisb trade of 
the United States. 

This monopoly ot the ceastwise trade of our 

own country has enabled the American ship- 
builder aud shipowner to withstand the 
otherwise unequal competition of his foreigu 
rival and to keep the American flag afloat 
when it would otherwise have disappeared. 
When a demand for tonnage springs up, the 
American shipbuilder now knows that it can 
he supplied only by building the required 
amount, as foreigu built vessels are excluded, 
and he can enter upon the business with con- 
fidence. But should the vessels built by our 

neighbors, within a day’s sail of our shores,be 
allowed to come in and supply the demands 
of our increasing business,shipbuilding in the 
unueu states would soon be classed among 
the “lost arts.” The loss of our shipbuilding 
would result in transferring the principal 
ownership of tonnage nnder the American 
flag to foreigners—while only a nominal own- 

ership would be held in the United States. 
The shipbuilding interest of the United 

States, aud particularly of our own State, af- 
ter a long peiiod ot depression is reviving and 

exhibiting something of its old-time impor- 
tance aud prosperity, furnishing employment 
to thousands of our citizens ami adding mil- 
lions annually to our wealth. It needs fos- 
tering and protecting until it gains strength 
to enable it to compete with its foreign rival. 
To sacriflce this great national interest which 
has been, aud is, if properly protected, again 
to become a prime source of strength and 
glory to our country, for anything which 
Canada has to offer us would be a blunder 
worse than a crime. The draft of the treaty 
is before the Senate for advisement and some 
action will probably be taken upon it during 
the present month. 

The voice of Maine should be heard in pro- 
test against any provision which imperils, the 
shipping interests. 

The Whig has at last been badgered into 
giving voice on the Senatorial question and 
its attitude is, of course, Hamliniati. Contra- 
ry to its wout it is very uncandid in saying 
that the Press “has only concluded that Mr. 
Hamlin lives too far east.” We made no 
statement or allusion to Mr. Hamlin’s locali- 
ty,and never should think of objecting to him 
on that account. We merely said that Port- 
land’s commercial and maritime importance 
would make the selection of one of her citi- 
zens for the senatorship very fitting and de- 
sirable. The Whig don’t take naturally or 

kindly to organ grinding and the machine 
will for a while emit some discordant creaks 
under the unaccustomed hand. 

The resolutions of the so-called farmers 
convention, although they gave evidence of 
idiocy and lunacy almost inconceivable, have 
a streak of human selfishness in them. For 
instance one resolution calls for the most 
severe retrenchment in all departments tf 
expenditure by which the present taxation 
may be reduced one-half, while the next 

approves the policy of lake and river improve- 
mem.jo.is to any extent. We fear that there 
is ground for the belief that we are poor, 
short-sighted beings prone to wander and 
so on. 

Current Notes. 
The St. ‘John Telegraph says that the peo- 

ple of the Dominion aie anxious to see the 
text of the proposed treaty of reciprocity as 

they are suspicious that the shrewd, trading 
Yankee will get so many sundries into his list 
of manufactured articles that the rising fac- 
tories of Canada will be put back half a ceu- 

tuiy. In other words, the Telegraph does 
not apprehend the terniyreciprocity. 

In a letter to a friend, Hon. John A. Has- 
son, of Iowa, says: “I trust you will give no 
credit to the story started by my enemies, 
that my letter of declination meaus an aban 
donment ol Republicanism; it means simply 
that I don’t care enough tor this or any other 
ofliee to spend seven or eight months of the 
year In hard work for the public, and then go 
home and spend the balance of the time for 
privilege of doing it.” 

A New Albany paper prays to^be delivered 
from the criticism of men who laugh at a 
person for eating with a knife. They are sen- 
sitive about those things, out West. 

The Congressional nomination begins to be 
interesting in the Fourth District.. The Whig does not know why Gen. Hersev should not 
be nominated now that his health is improv- 
ing. The Houlton Times contains a commu- 
nication signed “Republican,” which says that Aroostook does not claim the nomina- 
tion, but a good, high-minded Republican 
candidate from any part of the district. 

The Machias Itepxxblican hear3 of no opposi- 
tion to Mr. Hale in the Fifth District.

New York Letter. 

Congress again—I.ark of stntrsinnnsbip— 
lVhnt Mr. Dawes failed to do—The issue 
before the people—An hoiiemt currency to 

triumph—etc., etc. 

New York, June 15,1874. 
Only one week more! I don’t wish to he dis- 

respectful to Congress, but 1 am persuaded the 
majority of the people will welcome its adjourn- 
ment as the lucst satisfactory act which will, 
up to that time, have marked its existence. 
Undoubtedly a great deal too much was expect- 
ed of it, and that is why its short-comings have 
been more noticeable. The most imperative du- 
ty which devolved upon it^was'the reconstruc- 
tion of the finances. Iu the accomplishment 
of this nhiect it was hindered hv the entrecrinns 

fallacies which hud taken possession of a ma- 

jority in both houses, iu respect to the functions 
of paper money. But the minority, entertain 
ing views which were in accordance with the- 
fundamental principles of political economy, 
should have insisted on the sessions being large- 
ly devoted to their elucidation, in order that 
the country might he educated up to a practi- 
cal comprehension of the situation audits re 

quirements. It was a great opportunity for an 

able parliamentary leader iu each wing of the 
capitol. There rarely happens so good a chance 
for statesmanship, as fell in the way of the 
chairman of the Committee of Ways and 
Means in the popular branch of Congress, and 
indeed of the chairman of the Finance Com- 
mittee in the Senate, although the Commons is 
the place in which historic precedent has fixed 
the origin of measures affecting currency and 
taxation. 

Mr. Dawes is universally regarded as an am- 

bitious man. He had the advantage of longer 
experience than any of his associates. He en- 

joyed a large measure of the confidence and ap- 
preciation of his countrymen. The coveted 
post of honor rn the floor—second only to the 
speakership in prescriptive rank, and prefera- 
ble to it, as a means of making enduring reputa- 
tion—was accorded to him, without a breath of 
dissent. The disturbed condition of the nation- 
al finances seemed to have opened a way for 
him to acquire exceptional distinction by the 
initiation of a plan which should rehabilitate 
the public credit, and re-animate the dormant 
industries of the country. One would have 
supnosed that be would have given himself up 
to tlie exclusive consideration of the most effec- 
tual mode of meeting the responsibility which 
circumstances had imposed upon him; that he 
would have matured, before the December 
meeting, and presented to his committee on 

the first day of. the session, a comprehen- 
sive hill embracing every detail of the 
momentous questiou of the hour. Such a 

scheme would have undoubtedly encountered 
strenuous opposition—any healthy project 
would have been sure to do so in sucli a body— 
but it would have challenged scrutiny and elici- 
ted debate; and if it had possessed sufficient 
specific gravity to stand these ordeals it would 
eitherhave worn out the irrational hostility of 
the deluded inflationists or so effectually dem- 
onstrated the weakness of their theories, that 
it would have served as an admirable basis, on 

which to take ail appeal to the people! 
But Mr, Dawes,strangely enough,lias ignored 

financial matters entirely. Beyond a few 
insignificant changes in the tariff every thing 
pertaining to revenue and expenditures has 
been sedulously kept out of his committee. To 
be sure lie made his aunual speech on tconomy, 
and the subsequent speeches of explanation, 
qualification and virtual retraction thereof, but 
too frequent repetition nas deprived that per- 
formance of its interest. Then he has done a 

large business in the investigation line, but it is 
very doubtful whether it has proved edifying to 
the country or advantageous to himself. How- 
ever useful it might be, in a moral point of 
view, ii, is it iviiii! ui tuiug iliac oramaruy nas 

been reckoned as rather beneath the dignity of 
the first committee of the House. When Ham- 
let is played, it is very necessary that the chairs 
should be set, and the foils brought; but no 

play-goer ever saw Macready orJKemble doing 
that line of stage business. If Congress had 
seen fit to organize a corps of detectives, to 
mouse round the departments and find out 
whether this or that official had paid a cab fare 
for a ride he might have taken in a street car, 
or a belated senator serving on a committeee, 
had written home a note to his wife excusing 
his absence, on stationery paid for out of the 
contingent fund, and sent it by a messenger, 
whose compensation was derived from the 
treasury, it didn’t necessarily follow that it 
should designate as the spies who were to per 
form these somewhat humiliating fuuctions> 
the eleven gentlemen, who compose what has 
hitherto been considered the chief in impor- 
tance and diguity of the forty-four standing 
committees among whom the duties of legisla- 
tion are distributed. A membership in the 
Ways and Means has customarily been sought 
after. To be chairman of it is the privilege ac- 

corded by common consent to the foremost rival 
of the Speaker. But if it is going to content 
itself with employments suited to a scavenger 
it will soon fall into discredit. If its chairma u 

can find nothing better to do than to devote his 
time to the gathering up of “unconsidered tri 
ties” he will serve no higher purpose than to 

verify the axiom that 

“Pigmies are pigmies still though perched on Alps.” 
The coutras t between the efficiency of the 

Executive and the inefficiency of the Legisla- 
tive branch of the government will tend to give 
a keen edge to the criticism which the latter 
will be sure to encounter, when the fall elec- 
tions set in. The President recognizes the par- 
amount importance of the financial issue, and 
has devoted the most studious attention to it. 
Adhering manfully to the pledges under which 
he came into power, foreseeing clearly the dan- 
ger of any further distention of a currency al" 
ready redundant to such a degree that it coutin” 
ues in a state of chronic depreciation, and 
thoughtfully working out a plan of relief which 
has in it the essential elements of practicability 
and permanence, he has enunciated certain 
cardinal principles upon which a reconstruc 
tiou of our monetary system should be under 
taken. A bill framed in accordance with tile 
Executive programme—with increased taxa- 
tion for its foundation, and par redemption for 
its superstructure—would be an excellent thing 
to go to the country upon. Compared witli the 
very best of the numerous amorphous projects 
which have fretted their hour both in and out 
of Congress, it would be the very perfection of 
wisdom. 

Hut while it is a matter of regret that no spe- 
cific measure embodying the Ptesideut’s sug- 
gestion is to he passed upon at the polls, the 
lines nevertheless are distinctly drawn, and 
everybody who favors a return to specie pay- 
ments will support the Executive,and the advo- 
cates of Inflation and irredeemability will op- 
pose him. The roads are as lineal as they are 

divergent. Men who thrive by honest toil wil| 
pursue the one, men who live by their wits will 
take the other. Those who suppose that this 
question can be disposed of without exhaustive 
discussion have read history to little purpose. 
There have been defenders of unrestricted is 
sues of paper money ever since barter became a 

necessity of human life. They have waxed and 
waned, like the planet by which their instabili- 
ty is typified. Hut their ultimate fate always 
lias been and always will be certain. Error is 
ephemeral, truth eternal. If every member of 
the next Congress should be elected under an 

explicit pledge to sustain the extremest meas- 

ure of inflation which the wildest disciple of 
that absurd theory could invent, there would 
be none the less absolute certainty of the ulti- 
mate triumph of the hard money platform. 
All the statutes in the world would not change 
the actual value of a dollar. It will buy just 

as much if yon call it a penny,as if you declared 
it a pound. Styling a greenback legal tender, 
lias not altered its relations to the gold coin by 
which it lias been invariably measured whether 
it was worth forty or niuety per cent of its face. 

It is fair perhaps that a debt contracted in 
paper should be paid in paper. For that rea- 

son, Gen. Grant proposes to allow a year to 
intervene before the nominal standard is ex- 

I changed for the real. This affords ample time 

for the liquidation of existiug liabilities. It is 
urged with some plausibility that so sudden a 

■ change would work hardship to the debtor 
interest. But all experience lias demonstrated 
that the creditor is at the mercy of tbe man 

who owes him. It is the hardest thing possible 
to enforce a claim which is not founded in 

equity. It is one of the least of tbe evils to be 
dreaded from a return to a normal standard of 
values that those who owe should pay more 

than they are morally obligated for. Very 
likely some bankruptcies might occur from the 
change, but the reai victims of insolvency are 

the men whose names stand on tbe credit side 
of the account. The moral suffering to be 
sure,is on the side of the deliuqueut but the pe- 
cuniary loss falls upon the unlucky creditor. 
No doubt many obligations which are at pres- 
ent in abeyance would be extinguished alto- 
gether by the adoption of a stable currency, 
but they are as nothing in comparison with the 
new line of liabilities which would speedily be 
contracted under a renewal of tbe paper fic- 
tion, aud which must finally come to the cruci- 
ble of actual valuation. Some time or other 
the day of reckoning must come. Why nut 
now wueu tbe volume of indebtedness is com- 

paratively small?

There is a large demand iu Ottawa for all

It is settled that the new Dominion Military 

College will be located at Kingston. 
The Dominion Board of Trade meets in St 

John, N. B., on the 16th of July. 
Miss Rye has sailed for Canada with 159 

children. 
Among the contemplated postal reforms is 

the free delivering of letters and newspapers in 
the cities of the Dominion. 

Prof. Baird, of the Smithsonian Institute, 
will aid in making inquiry into the present 
condition aud prospects of the Newfoundland 
seal fisheries. 

The experiments in the matter of sending 
Canadian meat to England has resulted in the 
formation of a joint stock company under fa- 
vorable auspices. 

The union of the different Presbyterian 
churches in Canada is now assured, and the 
Toronto Globe thinks that the opposition will 
yield to the decision. 

At the approaching Episcopal Synod at To- 
ronto, warm work is expected between the 
High Church party and the Church Conven- 
tion. 

It is announced that the home government 
intend making inquiry iuto the results of the 
immigration of children sent to Canada by 
Poor law Guardians. 

In Frederickton,. N. B., Father Cormier, a 

Catholic priest, has been conjuring the people 
to vote against the free school ticket. He 
says the present government, which is opposed 
to Roman Catholics, must be crushed out. 

Recent advices from Newfoundland give 
poor accounts of the cod fishery. Up to the 
26th of May no fish had been taken at the St. 
Marys, where, in former years to same date, 
the average of boats of five hands was forty 
quintals. 

The management of the Quebec post-office is 
severely criticised by the press, in consequence 
of numerous blunders and irregularities. It is 
asserted that some of the clerks employed cau 
scarcely read or write,aud some cannot read a 
word in the English language.

City Affair*. 
At a special meeting of the city government 

held last evening, the following business was 

transacted: 
BOARD OF MAYOR AND ALDERMEN. 

The following ordinance, relating to the use 

of steam whistles, was passed to be engrossed: 
The use of all kinds of steam whistles within 

the city limits is prohibited, except as herein- 
after provided. 

If any person shall within the city limits use 

any steam whistle, the person so using the 
same and also the owner of such steam whistle 
shall severally forfeit and pay a penalty of 
fifty dollars every time such whistle shall be 
used in violation of the jirovisions of this ord- 
inance. 

This ordinance shall not apply to the use of 
whistles on locomotives when absolutely neces- 

sary to call for brakes to be applied to prevent 
collision or danger, or to the use of whistles on 
Stat onary engines for the purpose of notifying 
employers wbeu the works are to be start up or 
shut down, or to the use of steam fire engine 
whistles in time of fire. 

This ordinance shall take elfeet thirty days 
after approval. 

A new conference committee, consisting of 
Aldermen Smith, Gerrish and Clark was ap- 
pointed on the wooden pavement order. 

Remonstrance of G. E. Hilborn and others 
against the construction of a sewer on Danforth 
street was presented and referred. 

The “dorg” case was taken up and a report 
Submitted from the committee on police giving 
a graphic account of the battle of the police- 
man and the dog. The committee thought 
the officer made an improper use of his revolv- 
er, and suspended him from duty for three 
days with loss of'pay for that time. It ap- 
peared in evidence that the dog was vicious, 
and had freqeat'.y bitten people. The report 
was accepted and ordered on file. 

Petitions presented—Of Christopher Dyer for 
damages by ice on sidewalks; of George Hearn 
and others for sewer on Cumberland street; of 
L. IX Warren for permission to erect a wooden 
building on Munjoy street; of C~ \V. Cushing 
for permission to erect a wooden building on 

Munjoy street; of P. F. Varnum for new street 
from Brackett to Clark; of C. P. Kimball for 
sidewalk on Avon street, and lamppost on 
corner of Deering street; of J. S. Lewis for 
sidewalk on Newbury street; of Benj. Kolfe for 
sidewalk on Atlantic street; of certain parties 
for nermission to sell fireworks: of Boarduian 
& Jenks for license as inn-holders;of Win. H. 
Jeriis for abatement of sewer assessments. 

Orders passed—That brick sidewalk be laid 
on Pearl street, a concrete sidewalk on York 
street, that Market street be widened and cer- 
tain buildings be set back by Sept. 1st; that 
curb stones be placed on Pluui street, and that 
other repairs on sidewalks he made; that a 
stone wall be laid on York street at an esti- 
mated costof S2000; that four cess-pools be 
built in sewers crossing Commercial street at 
an estimated cost of S250; that S1200, the an- 

nual appropriation, be paid to the Public Li- 
brary. 

The conference committee reported the order 

passed by the Upper Board at its last meeting 
with an amendment substituting granite block 
instead of wood on Congress street near Frank- 
lin. The report was accepted, aud the order 

passed as amended. 
Alderman Gerrish offered an order instruct- 

ing the City Marshal to enforce the city ordin- 
ances relating to dogs. Aldermau Smith 
moved to amend by instructing bim to enforce 
all the city ordinances. The amendment was 

adopted, and the order indefinitely postponed. 
Lyman Hanson was appointed special police- 

man without pay at Littlefield & Wilson’s 
mill. 

Aldermen Sampson and Gerrish were ap- 
pointed a conference committee on the Fourth 
of July appropriation. The committee came to 

no agreement. Adjourned. 
IN COMMON COUNCIL. 

Papers from the Upper Board were passed in 

concurrence, and Councilmen Hale, Merrill anil 

Perry appointed a conference committee on tin 

wooden pavement order. 
The Board rejected the report of the confer 

ence committee on wooden pavements, and 

passed the original order as it came from tlii 
Upper Board. 

Councilmen Nash, Dennison and McAleny 
were appointed a conference committee on thf 
Fourth of July appropriation. The committee 
came to no agreement. Adjourned. 

Runaways.—As the afternoon train was 

crossing Commercial street yesterday, a horse 
driven by Mr. C. C. Chase became frightened 
and ran some distance, throwing Mr. Chase 
and a gentleman who was riding with him out 

The reins became entangled in the wheel and 

stopped the horse before any serious injury wai 

done. The gentlemen were not seriously in 

jured. 
The team of Alonzo Ricker, who keeps 

grocery store on Portland street, started to run 

when Mr. Ricker jumped and caught him, bul 

the horse had got a start and run some dis- 

tance, draging him over the coggle stones, in- 

juring his knees severely., 

OUR WORKSHOPS. 

Sixth Day of the Exhibition. 

AGRAND SUCCESS. 

The second week of the Industrial Exhibi- 
tion shows no abatement of interest on tbe part 
of the public. In the morning the attendance 
was large, aud in the evening the hall was 

crowded. There was a larger attendance than 
on any previous day. A number of new en- 
tries were made, aud the show continues to 
increase in attractiveness. We continue our 

description of goods on exhibition in tbe main 
ball. 

CIGAR-MAKING. 
In the rear of the hall, at the right, Senor 

Ernesto Ponce has five men actively engaged 
in the manufacture of cigars. Heaps of the 
great weed are scattered about the floors, and 
the familiar cedar boxes filled with the fra- 
grant rolls staud about in piles. Around this 
altar which Senor Ponce has built to llie 
cloud-compelling deities hover a crowd of men 

intently engaged in watching the manufact- 
ure in which they have a vivid and personal 
interest. Nor is the interest confined to the 
men. Wondering wompn gather about tbe 
stand, a°king many questions, and exclaiming 
at tbe tastes of those horrid men. One inquis- 
itive young lady, evidently a school-ma’am 
insists on knowing all the details of the man- 

ufacture and tbe amount of profit it brings in. 
One of the polite cigar-makers, who perhaps 
has a school teacher for a sweet-heart, oblig- 
ingly furnishes tbe information. Mr. Ponce 
is by far the most extensive cigar manufacturer 
in the state. He turns out annually 500,000 
cigars, for which he finds a market chiefly in 
Massachusetts. He imports his own leaf to- 

bacco, using more than double that of any 
manufacturer in the state, aud turns out 

ogarsofall brand-*, from the superb Henry 
Clay, to the common domestic article. He 
also largely imports tbe choice Spanish brands, 
and, ?n all, sells 1.000,000 cigars a year. His 
manufactory is at 10 Market Square. 

SURGICAL INSTRUMENTS. 
Near the centre of tbe ball is exhibited a 

case of surgical instruments, embracing for- 
ceps, saws, knives, &c. These are manu- 
factured by Mr. Gustave Schumacher, and 
are many of them of original design. The 
patent improved speculum, pronounced by 
physicians to be the best ever invented, at- 
tracts great attention from medical men. The 
obstetrical forceps, now used all over the coun- 

try, are also displayed. There are several 
other inventions and improvements iu surgi- 
cal instruments to be seen. "These instru- 
ments now have a national reputation, and 
are in use in nearly every hospital in the 
country, as well as by physicians everywhere. 
They are all manufactured on Exchange 
street by Mr. Schumacher. The business now 

amounts to about $7,000 a year, aud is rapidly 
increasing as the great merits of the inventions 
b ‘come more generally known. The instru- 
ments are entered by Sclilotterbeck & Co., 
who conduct this extensive business. 

PATENT LIFE-BOAT. 
A. G. & A. T. Sterling have on exhibition 

the model of a patent life-boat of their own in- 
vention. It is provided with a water-tight 
deck, and the hold is held open in order to ad- 
mit a certain quantity of water, let in to pre- 
vent the boat from capsizing. Au air cham- 
ber runs round the boat on the outside near 
the gunwales, and within the space between 
the deck and bottom, is an air reservoir con- 

forming to the shape of the boat. The inven- 
tion possesses great merits. 

HARNESSES. 
J. & B. Jordan exhibit a large show case 

filled with some very handsome harnesses.One 
of these is gold mounted and fit to go on the 
noblest steed that ever stood between shafts. 
This firm employs ten hands, and does a large 
busiuess in the manufacture of harnesses. 

PATENT HORSE SHOE. 
McKusick & Kennard exhibit the patent 

flexible horse shoe, for the relief and cure of 
contracted and flat feet,which is having such a 

rage among horse owners in this city. This shoe 
is formed to allow the free expansion and con- 
traction of the foot at each otep, and tie prop- 
er bearing of all parts of the foot either upon 
the ground or the shoe. It is constructed 
with au inward extension which furnishes a 

bearing for nearly the eutire bottom of the 
foot. By this moans the settling of the frog is 

prevented, the bars of the foot are he id in place 
and the prolific sources of contraction abviat- 
ed. It has also a movable joint in the toe, 
permitting the free expansion ot the foot. Its 
advantages over the common shoe, which con- 
tracts and pinches the hoof much like a tight 
boot, are apparent at a glance, it bas been in

following are the facts in the case. 
A young man appeared at the Orphan Asy- 

lum last night about five o’clock and asked 
permission to see the children. He was told 
that the matron was at tea and when she was 

at liberty he could be admitted. He said that 
lie would wait, and stepped back to a carriage 
that was waiting for him in the street. The 
matron soon appeared and told him that he 
could be admitted. He thanked her and step- 
ped iuto the room. As ho entered be saw a 

little girl sitting in the corner. He at once 

caught the child up and started on a run out of 
tlie house. As he neared the carriage which 
was waiting for him the driver started the 
team and drove off. The man with the child 
then started to run down the street. The alarm 
was given and Capt. Keazer, who was near, 
started in his team for the police station for an 

officer. Officer Place was the first man to get 
started. He met the man on Oak street and 
arrested him. The man was very powerful and 
the struggle was a hard one, and as the officer 
had no irons it was with difficulty that the was 

arrested. It took three men with a team toget 
him to the station, as he fought all the way. 
The child was also taken to the station and af- 
terwards back to the Asylum. The man’s 
name is E. H. Far well. He is a young man, 
about twenty-five years of age, and lives iu 

Gray. 
The young man gives the following account 

of the affair: The child was his sister’s, and is 
an illegitimate child. She has always lived 

I with tlie young man’s mother and he had been 
greatly attached to lier. The mother of it he 
child, who lives in this city a great part of the 
time, went out to Gray about ten days ago and 
took the child away, saying she had a home for 
her in town. The brother was at the time at 

work in Deering for a Mr. Hnssey. He went 
home Sunday and learned that the child was iu 
the Orphan Asylum. He at once determined 
to get the child away, and yesterday he went to 
air. nussey ana asaea permission to oe gone a 

day or two. He then came into the city and 
hired a team at the Cumberland House, on 

Green Street. There was a young man at the 
stable whom he knew, and he went with Far- 
well, who did not tell him where he was going, 
but simply said ho was going, to have a ride. 
When the young man saw Farwell coming with 
the child he thought that something was wrong 
and drove off. 

Farwell had been drinking a little at the 
time, and when the officer met him he was 

desperate. He says that he had always sup- 
ported the child, and thought she belonged to 
him as much as to his sister, and when he 
heard that she had beeu carried away he was 

indignant and took measures to get her back.

Another Pedestrian. 
Edward Mullen, the Massachusetts pedes- 

miles in six days, at 2(5 minutes and 24 seconds 
past 9 o’cloek, had this morning accomplished 
the extraordinary feat of walking fifty miles in 
nine hours and two minutes. He fiuished the 
(iOth mile at two miuutes aud one second past 
12 o’clock. 

Falling Off in ISuaiuesM. 
Interviews with New York mat chants repre- 

sent that the trade of the city in several impor- 
tant branches is seriously retrograding, in the 
dry goods line one house that formerly sold 
$50,000,000 per annum now sells $20,000. Ten 
of the largest houses in the city lost at least 
fifty-five millions in the aggregate by the fall- 
ing off of trade. The boot and shoe business is 
retrograding and shipbuilding is almost entire- 
ly gone. A large portion of the loss of com- 

merce is attributed to the inferior termiual, 
railroad and warehouse facilities. Boston, 
Philadelphia and St. Louis are said to be gain- 
ing ou tlii- city. 

Another Strike. 
A number of buildings in the course of erec- 

tion throughout the city, where the rates of 
wages is $3.50 per day, some of the bricklayers 
have proceeded iu the strike for the staudard 
rate or $4 per day. The strike has not yet be- 
come general, owing to the fact that some men 
continue to work at theold rates. The employ- 
ers are confident of obtaining men at $3.50 aud 
refuse to pay more. On the buildings where the 
men have struck new hands have been engaged 
at the same rate of wages. There has been no 

attempt at disturbance.

Iu the Court of General sessious to-day Dr. 
Utting, charged with attempting to defraud 
the Merchants Life Insurance Co. by means of 
the brick coffin conspiracy, was sentenced to 
states prison for 18 mouths. Recorder Hackett 
in passing the sentence regretted he could not 
inflict a higher penalty. 

WASHINGTON. 

The Raid on Civil Service Reform. 
Washington, June 15.—It is probable that 

the civil service legislation will result in the 
repeal of the law under which the commission 
was appointed and the adoption of Butler’s 
amendment giving soldiers aud sailors and 
their widows and orphans preference in ap- 
pointments to clerkships. 

Senator morton. 
Senator Morton is especially annoyed by the 

statements that he favors the organization of a 
new party on account of his failure to carry 
out his financial schemes, and says he shall 
continue to act with the Republican party. 

The Adjournment of Congren. 
It is suggested that Congress may continue 

in session beyond the time fixed for adjourn- 
ment in hopes of agreeing upon some financial 
legislation and taking some definite action on 
other important bills. The cold weather of 
the past few days, which “Old Probabilities” 
says is going to last tili the middle of Juiy, is 
regarded as favorable to the prolongation of 
the session.

Hays, the confidence man who obtained con- 
tributions from a number of persons opposed to 
or connected with the District government, in 
return for which lie was to secure evidence by 
breaking oden the safe of the District Attor- 
ney, has been arrested in Baltimore. 

Contracts Awarded. 
The commissioner of patents announced the 

awards to-day ou the bids for illustrated print- 
ing handed in on Friday. The current issues 
of illustrations of patents were awarded to the 
Graphic Company of New York, and the pub- 
lications of the illustrattons of the official Pa- 
tent Office Gazette \yas awarded to J. It. Os- 
good of Bostou, who employes the heliorype 
process. 

The District Inrestigatfon. 
The District Committee was in session eight 

continuous hours and at seven this evening tin- 
islied their report, which will be made to both 
branches of Congress to-morrow. It is signed 
by all the members, five Republicans and five 
Democrats. The bill heretofore reported for an 

entire change in the District government has 
been amended by the Commission abolishing 
with the office of Governor that of Secretary 
of the Dtstrict, now held by Hariingtou, 
the Asst. Dist. Attorney, and also providing 
for an equalization of assessment, much of the 
property being now assessed beyond its real 
value. A motion will be made in the House 
to assign a day this week for consideration of 
the bill. The report will show that so far as 

ascertained the indebtedness of the district is 
$20,000,000.

Fortj -Third Congress—First Session. 

SENATE. 

Washington, June 15. 
Mr. Ramsey said he had been trying for 

several days to have the bills from the Commit- 
tee on Post-offices considered and would object 
to other committees being called before that. 

Mr. Carpenter said that having been in the 
chair all the session the bills entrusted to his 
care by the Judiciary Committee had not been 
presented as he had no opportunity of doing so. 
He now asked the indulgence of the Senate to 
report several bills and immediate action on 
some of them. He then reported favorably on 
the Senate bill to provide for writs of error in 
certain criminal cases. Passed. 

He also teported unfavorably on sundry bills 
amendatory of the act for the removal of causes 
in certain cases from state courts, iu|relation to 
jurisdiction of the Supreme Court of the United 
States in certain cases; and amendatory of the 
act to further the administration of justice, all 
of which were indefinitely postponed. 

He also reported favorably on the House 
bill authorizing the Sec,reta.y of the Treasury 
to deliver to the Connecticut historical society 
certaiu papers relating to the claim of Silas 
Degue. Passed. 

Also a substitute for the House bill regulat- ing the removal of causes from state courts to 
the Circuit Courts of the United States. 

Mr. Edmunds, from the Judiciary Commit- 
tee, recommended that the Senate disagree to 
the amendment of the House to the Geneva 
award bill and ask ajcommittee of conference. 
Agreed. 

The amendment was rejected, 16 to'40. 
Mr. Thurman moved to strike out the 11th 

sectiou of the bill which authorizes the service 
of a process upon the agent of a defendant in 
auy civil suit not affecting a title to real es- 
tate. 

Mr. Bayard moved to amend so as to provide 
that the section should not apply to cases of 
libel or slander. In support of the amendment 
he said that Washington city was the great 
headquarters for newspaper correspondents 
and the section as proposed by the Judiciary Committee would permit the services upon 
them of processes as agents for the publishers 
of the papers they represent. A papier might 
be sued out in tbe District of Columbia simply 
by serving a process on its agent here. 

Mr Wadleigh said that this was alarming 
legislation and he could not vote for any such 
measure. It offered an opportunity for a great 
fraud upon men living in one State and doing 
business in others by agents. A man might be 
ruined and not know it, for a nrocess emihl he 
served against him without his knowledge of a 
suit having been brought. 

Mr. Bayard’s amendment was rejected, 20 t© 
33. 

Mr. Carpenter moved to amend the section 
so as to provide that a copy of a process served 
on an agent shall actually be delivered to the 
principal of such agent anywhere in the Uuited 
States. Agreed to. 

Mr. Wadleigh said that this bill applied to 
the District or Columbia, and he thought that 
very ohjectional. Every one knew how the 
people of the District were influenced by the 
party in power, and how could the press of the 
United States criticise the actions of the party 
having control of the government if it was to 
be tr'ed by a jury in a District which must be 
largely influenced by the government. The 
bili struck a blow at the liberty of the press 
and he was opposed to it. 

Mr. Conkling, from the Judiliary Committee 
reported with an amendment the House bill to 
protect persons of foreign birth against forcible 
restraint or uuvoluntary servitude. 

Mr. Authonv submitted a resolution for the 
payment of expenses incurred by the court 
to investigate the charges against the Congres- 
sional printer out of the contingent fund of the 
Senate. Agreed to. 

Mr. Spencer introduced a bill for the im- 
provement of the mouth of the Mississippi 
river. Referred to the Committee on Com- 
merce. 

Mr. Alcorn, from the levee committee, re- 
ported with amendment, the bill to provide for 
the appointment of a commission of engineers 
to investigate and report a permanent plan for 
the reclamation of the alluvial basin of the 
Mississippi river subject to inundation. Placed 
on the calendar. 

Mr. Ramsey introduced a bill to»provide by 
prepayment for postage on priuted matter. Re- 
ferred. 

Mr. Morrill of Me., introduced a bill for the 
delivery of certain bronze ordnance to Fisk 
Mills for the Rawlins statute. Referred. 

Mr. Pratt gave notice that at the earliest op- 
pci unity he would c ill up tne bill amendatory 
of the act giving pensions to the surviving sol- 
diers of the war of 1812. 

Mr. Edmunds requested the chair not to ap- 
point him a member of the conference commit- 
tee on the Geneva award bill, as he would be 
compelled to leave town this evening. 

The chair appointed Messrs. Frelinghuysen, 
Wright and Thurman. 

Mr. Scott gave notice that after the transpor- 
tation resolution is disposed of he asked the 
Senate to take up the House bill for the pay- 
ment of awards made by the Southern Claims 
Commission. He said there was a thousand 
claimants mentioned in this bill and they were 
anxious to^et their money. 

The Senate proceeded to the consideration of 
the resolution instructing the Committee on 

Appropriations to report amendments to the 
river and harbor appropriation bill and for the 
survey of four routes from the Mississippi riv- 
er to the Atlant c seaboard, recommended by 
the Special Committee on Transportation. 

Mr. Pratt objected to Congress entering upon 
the work of improvement recommended by the 
committee as the present financial condition of 

Mr Edmunds, from the committee of con- 
ference ou the bankrupt bill, made a report 
which was agreed to. He explained the report 
and said the most of the amendments were of 
a verbal character and the hill was substan- 
tially as it passed the Senate with the excep- 
tion of the section relating to voluntary bank- 
ruptcy. As the bill passed the Senate that 
section provided that a voluntary bankrupt 
should pay 33 per cent of his indebtedness. As 
modified by the conference committee a volun- 
tary bankrupt could be discharged upon pay- 
ment of 30 [ier cent, of his indebtedness, witli 
the consent of one-fourth the number of cred- 
itors, representing one-third of the value of in- 
debtedness. 

M r. Conover read a lengthy argument upon 
the subject of cheap transportation and recom- 
mended the construction of a ship canal across 
the Florida peninsular. He submitted an 
amendment to the river and harbor appropria- 
tion bill, appropriating $25,000 for the survey 
of such a canal. Keferred to the Committee 
on Appropriations. 

The House bill to authorize the Secretary of 
War to transfer 10,000 suits of old and disused 
army clothing to the National Home for dis- 
abled soldiers. Passed. 

The resolution instructing the Committee on 

Appropriations to report amendments to the 
river and harbor appropriation bill for the sur- 

vey of the routes recommended by the Trans- 
portation Committee, was agreed 10. Yeas 46, 
nays 6. 

The postofilce appropriation was then taken 
up. 

Mr. Chandler gave notice that after the 
pending bill is disposed of he will antagonize 
the river and harbor bill against every other 
bill. 

Mr. Stevenson called up the bill to pay John 
J. Anderson of Ky., for cotton belonging to 
to him aud used in the defence of Nashville, 
Tenu. 

Messrs. Sargent, Pratt and Stockton, were 
appointed a conference committee ou the pen- 
sion appropriation bill. 

Pending the discussion on the bill for the re 
lief of Anderson, Mr. Conkling raised a point 
of order that no quorum was present aud the 
Senate adjourned. 

HOUSE. 

Mr. Durham of Kentucky, from the confer- 
ence committee on the bill amending the char- 
ter of the Freedmen’s Savings Bank, made a 

report, which was agreed to. The Senate re- 
cedes from its substitute and agrees to the 
House hill with various verbal amendments, 
and with an additional section making all de- 
posits from now until July 1, 1875, special de- 
posits, and investments made of them to be for 
the benefit of such special depositors 

The House at 11.20 went into committee of 
the whole on the sundry civil appropriation 
bill. 

Mr. Butler’s amendment repealing the law 
for a civil service commission as amended hv 
giving preference to discharged soldiers and 
sailors aud their dependant relations, was 

agreed to without division. 
Mr. Kelloggof Connecticut, offered an amend- 

ment similar to that offered by Mr. Kasson 
Saturday, requiring the heads of the executive 
departments to prescribe tbe rules and regula- 
tions governing the appointments to office. The 
amendment was agreed to, 96 to 58. It reads 
as follows after having been modified on mo- 
tions of Butler and Starkweather: “And it 
shall be the duty of the officer at the head of 
each of the executive departments at Washing- 
ton to prescribe and publish rules for ascertain- 
ing the qualifications of applicants for appoint- 
ments at their disposal or made under their au- 

thority, and to make such appointmeuts only 
from candidates who have the qualifications of 
honesty, efficiency aud fidelity, aud not as re- 
wards of merit, party zeal, giving preference 
only to those who have the additional qualifi- 
cations of an honorable record in the military 
or naval service of the United States, or the 
widow, wife, daughter, sister or mother of such 
soldier or sailor: and it shall be his further 
duty to make such appointments as equitably 
as possible from the qualified candidates pre- 
senting themselves from the several congress- 
ional districts, with reference to their popula- 
tion; and upon tbe removal of any appointee 
the reason for such removal shall bestated on the 
records of the department where the service 
was rendered.” 

Mr. Cobb of Kansas, offered an amendment 
requiring the settlement of all accounts for 
services of laborers, workmen and mechanics 
employed by or ou behalf of the government of 
the United States between the 25th of June, 
1868, when the eight hour law went into effect, and the present time. In reply to a question how much that would increase the indebted 
ness of the government, he said it would not 
increase it oue cent, but it would settle the 
claims now unadjusted to the amount of $600,- 
000. 

Mr. Dorman of Iowa, suggested a proviso 
repealing the eight hour law, but it was ruled 
out on a point of order raised by G. F. Hoar. 

Mr. Cobb’s amendment was rejected, only 28 
voting in the affirmative. 

The point of order was raised by Mr. Hale 
of Maiua, that the 2d section, which provides 
for paying the Chickasaw Indians arrearsof 
interest which accrued during the rebellion and 
are stili unpaid ou the Tennessee and Arkansas 
State roads to the amount of $251,990 was 
stricken out. 

Mr. Hale also moved to strike out the third 
section of the bill, which provides for the pay 
iug of some $2,000,000 to the Choceawa and 
Chickasaw nations in conformity with an award 
made by the Senate iu March. 1859, as the price 
of 10,000,000 acaes of laud in Mississippi to the 
United States in 1830. 

Mr. Garfield of Ohio,sustained the motion. 
Mr. Barker of Missouri, opposed the motion. 
The discussion was cotinued at length. 
Mr. Hale said that the money was to be paid 

to two members of tribes living in Washington 
and who had nut seen their tribes for two years. 

He predicted that if the appropriation <roes as 
provided, into the hands of these two men 
there will be in less than two years a great na- 
tional scandal growing out of it. It will be 
found that the Indians have not got $100,000 of 
it, or it that be not so there will be around and 
about Washington, not in the halls of Con- 
gress, thank God, the most hungry and disap- 
pointed set of ravenous wolves that have ever 
sought to impel a claim through Congress. 

Mr. Speer of Pennsylvania, favored the mo 

tion to strike out the section, and said tlial 
when some days ago the House suspended the 
rules so as to make the section iu order the 
halls were swarming with lobbyists. There 
was not one of these men who bear on their 
faces the mark of paid and corrupt lobbyists 
that was not on the door that day. He did not 
say that the claim was dishonest, but be did 
say tliat it was supported and pressed on the 
House by the most infamous men known to 
the history of legislative jobbing. He believed 
the claim itself, or a portion of it was honest, but he would never agree to pay this amount 
to two irresponsible men without security in 
negotiable securities or bonds of the United 
States. These bonds would be handed around 
the streets and in the corridors of the House. 
He would comply with the treaty and set aside 
the balance due these Indians as a fund, the 
interest of which would be paid them and such 
portion of tire principal as the Secretary of the 
Interior might deem proper to pay them, and 
then be would have the House vindicate itself 
and vindicate the honor of Congress by kick- 
ing out of the House this immense fraud. 

Mr. Harris of Massachusetts, a member of 
the Committee on Indian Affairs, opposed the 
motion to strike out the section, and said that 
having investigated the matter he bad been led 
to the conclusion that no more stupendous 
fraud had ever been put upon any people than 
the government had put upon these Indian 
nations. In this matter the government had 
received over $7,000,000 from sales of these In- 
uiau lauds besides having granted 2,000,000 
acres of land to the State of Mississippi, and 
yet the Indians were unpaid to-day, and the 
gentleman from Pennsylvania (Speer) had ar- 
gued that because there is a lobby that might 
receive some of these funds, the wroug so long 
perpetrated on these Indians should be contin- 
ued. 

Mr. Speer—Why not provide for the payment 
of this money directly to the Indians instead 
of the scoundrels around this capital? 

Mr, Harris expressed his readiness to do so, 
A long discussion followed on Indian claims, 

lobbies, etc., during which Mr. Hale of Maine, 
said he was glad the sober attention of the 

unu uccii cauru iu tins uidltPl, mill re* 
marked that a raging lobby had been impelling 
this claim and had been operating in Washing- 
ton, Baltimore, Philadelphia, New York and 
elsewhere. He quoted from a report of Secre- 
tary Boutwell, to the effect that there was Dot 
equitable ground for this Choctaw claim, and 
he said that members who, after that decision 
by an uninterested Secretary of the Treasury 
voted for the claim, would do so on their own 

responsibility. After further discussion Mr. KaSsons amend- 
ment was agreed to, 78 to 70, and then a sub- 
stitute for the whole section was agreed to, 91 
to 70. The substitute which was offered by Mr. 
Wheeler of New York directs the Secretary*of 
the Treasury to inquire into the amount of lia- 
bilities of the Choctaw Indians to inhabitants, 
aud to report to the same at the next session 
with a view to astertaining what amount 
should he deducted from the sum due the 
Choctaws from the United States. 

A questiou as to the granite furnished for the 
new State Department building from the quar- 
ry near Richmond, Va., was started by Mr. 
Speer, who alleged that not only were unusual- 
ly high prices paid, but that although the gov- 
ernment paid all the expeuses of stone cutters 
at Manchester the contractors received 15 per 
cent, on that amount 

In the course of the discussion joined in by 
Messrs. Beck of Kentucky and Platt and Smith 
of Virginia, it was stated that a pension agent named Washburn was in some way mixed up 
with the contract and bad pocketed some $00,- 
000 illegally obtained from the government.— 
The committee of the whole at 3.38 p. m. rose 
and repotted the bill to the House. 

Mr. Garfield, Chairman of the Committee on 

Apmopriations, stated that this bill appro- 
priated a little over $23,000,000 as aga;nst $32,- 
000,000 in a like bill last year, and there was 
this difference between the bills. This bill did 
not contain any appropriations for the District 
of Columbia as the bill of last year did. 

The House then proceeded to vote on the 
amendments reported from the Committee of 
the Whole. The amendment striking out the 
provision that wages paid to printers and bind- 
ers in government employment shall not be 
above the average price paid for similar work 
in the cities of New York, Philadelphia and 
Baltimore, was agreed to, yeas 121), nays 1)0.

The 
amendment reducing the appropriation for a 

light ship for Winter Quarter shoals on the 
coast of Virginia from $50,000 to $30,000 was 

rejected. The amendment striking out the 
item of $40,000 for a light house at Matthias 
Point. Va., was also rejected. These items 
were therefore restored as originally reported. 
The amendment striking out the third sectior 
in regard to the Choctaw claim and substitut 
icgforit instructions to the Secretary of iht 
Treasury to inquire as to the amount of liabili- 
ties which ought to be deducted from the churn 
was agreed to, yeas 118, nays 103. The bill 
then passed. 

The Senate bill appropriating $145,000 for the 
construction of a bridge across the Potomac 
river near the Washington navy yard was pass- 
ed.
