The Phenomena of Sleep.

Dr. Egbert Guernsey, in the June number
of the Medical Union, thus discourses of
sbeeﬁ from a physician’s point of view:

“How is sleep induced, and what is the
condition of the brain during this period of
rest which occupies nearly one-third of our
lives ?** are questions not merely of curiosity
but of real practical use. Either the nervous
mass as & whole is quiescent, undisturbed by
currents of nervous energy, or currents are
still kept up, but at an even, unaltering pace.
The latter conclusion *seems the most i-
ble, and is more distinetly borne out by facts.
The nervous system is seldom allowed to fall
into enlire somnolence, but however pro-
found the slumber, the mind still seems to re-
tain waking impressions,and to be to a certain
extent under their influence even in sleep. A
person even very much fatigned, who had

reviously accustomed himself to that self-

iscipline, will fall into a deep and sound
slumber, and yet wake up promptly at a time
specified in his waking moments, notwith-
standing he might Lave slumbered for hours
had it not been for this act of the will. A
gentleman who, in the prosecution of his bus-
iness, is obliged to travel econstantly, taking
the train at all bours and eatehi his sleep
when and where he can get it, informs me he
never has any trouble, however much fa-
tigued he may be, in waking at any specified
time, Even without this strong exercise of
the will power, the brain, however profound-
ly_quiescent, is keenly alive to certain sounds,
however oblivious it may be to others, The
physician hears the first tap of his night-bell,
though he might sleep on undisturbed while
a band ot music was playing in front of his
windows, or the roar ot the thunder, or the
crash of artillery was making the windows
rattle and the bed tremble beneath him. The
mother starts from her deep slumber at the
first cry of her child, her ear qui J eatch-
ing, however profound may be ber sleep, al-
mosk its altered breathing, It is saidof a
young man, a midshipman, wishing to com-
mend bimself to the commander, spent eigh-
teen hours out of the twenty-four in watch-
ing and recording the signals, only retiring to
rest when utterly exbausted. Then his slum-
bers were so profound that the loudest noise
would produce no impression, but simply
whisper in his ear the word *‘signal,” and in
an instant he was on his feet, wide awake
and ready for duty. We are all familiar with
a kind of waking sleep, in which a perfect
stillness of some monotonous sound lulls us
into a kind of semi-unconsciousness. Any
disturbing element may rouse up the currents
of nerve force into full activity, but without
them consciousness gradually Jluappem, ac-
cording as the nerve currents are unvaried in
their degree, until sleep, more or less pro-
found, is produced.

Facts such as we have stated are in favor
of a certain low degree of nerve action as ex-
isting under every varlety of state, from the
light sleep to the most profound. On this
hypothesis, when all the currents of the brain
are equally balanced and continue at the
same pitch, when no one is commencing, in-
creasing, or abating, consciousness or feeling
is null and mind is quiescent. A disturbance
of tkis stale of things wakens up the con-
sciousness for a time; the variety or stimuls
in the waking state forbidding this perfect
equilibrium {rom being attained. *

Sleep is a positive necessity. It isa peri-
od of recuperation, during which there is a
restoration of what has suffered col};roe
waste or disturbance during the peri of
waking activity. The t brain and the
aching muscles regain, by rest, strength and
the power to obey the mandates of the will.
The demands of the material form for rest
are so as often to defy the action of the
wind. During the cholera summer of 1849,
while practicing in the country, so constant
and fatiguning were my professional labors
that I have often ridden for miles on horse-
back sound asleep. Almost every physician
in active practice during periods of epidem-
ics, when his strength was taxed to the ut-
most, has dropped into a sleep, as I have
done many times, while walking the street.
During the battle of the Nile many of the
boys engaged in handing ammunition fell
asieep even while the roarof the bastle was
going on around them, It issaid in the re-
treat to Corunna whole battalions of infantry
slept while in rapid march. Even the most
acate bodily sufferings are not always suffi-
cient o prevent sleep. The worn-out frame
ot the victim of the inquisition has yielded to
its influeuce in the pause of his tortures upon
the rack, and for a moment he has forgotten
his sufferings. The-Indian burned at the
stake, in the interval between the prelimina-
ry torture and the llgbtlng of the fire, has
sweetly slumbered, and been only aroused by
the flame which was to consume him curliug
around

Ruskin on Sentluiattalisn in Religious
rt.

Here is a modern engraving, in which col-
or is entirely ignored, and light and shade as
one are used to prodoce what is supposed
to be a piece of impressive religious instrue-
tion. ll;ut it is not a piece of religious in-
strution at all; only a piece of religious sensa-
tion prepared‘ for the sentimental pleasure
of young ladies, whom (since I am honored,
to-day, by the presence of many) 1 will take
opportanity ot warning against such forms of
false theological satisfaction. This engraving
represenis a young lady in a very long and,
though plain, very becoming white dress,
tossed upon the waves of a terrifically stormy

sea, by which neither her hair nor her be-
coming dress is in the least wetted ; and saved
from despaic in that situation by closely em-
bracing a very thick and solid stoue cross.

By which farsought and original metaphor
young ladies are expected after some effort to
understand the recourse they m{l have for
support to the cross of Christ in the mildest
of the troubles of this world. As those troub-
les are for the present in all probability limited
to the occasional loss of their thimbles when
they have not taken care to put them in their
work-boxes, the concern they feel at the un-
sympathizing gayety of their companions, or
perhaps the disappointment at not hearing a
tavorite clergyman preach (for I will not sup-
pose the young ladies interested in this pic-
ture to beaffected by any chagrin atthe loss
of an invitation toa ball or the like worldli-
ness), it seems to me the stress ofsuch calam-
ities might be represented in a picture by less
appalling imagery. And I can assure my
fair little lady friends—if I still have any—
that, whatever a young girl's ordinary troub-

| ly sat

les or annoyances may be, her true virtue is
in shaking them off, as a rose leaf shakes off
rain, and remaining debonnaire and jn spirits,
or even, as the rose would be, the brighter

for the troubles ; anG not at ajl allowing her-

self to be either drifted or depressed to the

point of requiring religious consolation. But,
if any real and deep sorrow, such as no meta-
phor can represent, fall upon her, does she
suppose that the theological advice of this

piece of modern art can be trusted? If she
will take the pains to think truly, she will
remember that Christ himself never says any-
thing about holding by his cross, He speaks
a good deal of bearing it, but never for an in-
stant of holding bf' it. It is his hand—not
his cross—which s to save either you or St.
Peter when the waves are rough. ™ And the
utterly reckless way in which modern relig-
ious teachers, whether in art or literature,
abuse the metaphor somewhat briefly and vio-
lently leant on by St. Paul simply prevents
umlentaniin% the meaning of any word
which Christ himszIf speaks on this matter!
So you see this popular art of light and shade,
catching you by your mere thirst of sensation,
is not only undidactie, but the reverse or di-
dactic—deceptive and illusory.

Parisian Eceentrieities.

A correspondent at Paris tells ithe follow-
ing amusing story: A very unfortunate youn
man was pointed to me yesterday. He lmg
lived in the country till he was twenty-five
yeais of age, when he became his own mas-
ter, inherited a large fortune, and resolved to
go and live in Paris. He was, however, Jle-
termined not to vegetate m the ecapital, but
to become the talk of the town from the very
first, and to sigualize himself by some eccen-
l.ricit{ or other. 'I'hat was an ambition easi-

sfied, since for the last few mouths it
has sufficed for a gentleman to drive out dal-
ly in a sledge in order to become the hero of
Paris for a whole week. Our young gentle-
man hit upon another idea almost as n-
ious, He possessed a very fine white New-
foundland dog, and a black cat quite as hand-
some as the dog. This eouple led a cat-and-
dog life in every sense of the term. The
young gentleman 1esclved to make peace be-
tween the two enemies, and to become [a-
mous by their means. After a few months
his efforts were crowned with suceess; the
cat would mount on the dog’s back, and the
couple would thus follow their master, at first
when he walked, and in course of time when
he rode. In the small village where our hero
resided his success was prodigious. He was
the talk even of the whole department. When

he felt sure of his two animals the young
man started for Paris, taking almuiI with him
his horse, his dog, and his cat, The day af-

ter his arrival in town, at four in the afteroon
on one of the recent fine days, he mounted
his horse, and made the cat mount the dog,
and all four started in the direction of the
Arc de Triomphe, From the Place de la
Concorde up to the Round Polnt of the
Champs Elysees their march was one of tri-
umph. The young man, ovar{oycd at Lis
suecess, proud ol his idea, gravely continued
his victorious march for in such cases cool-
ness is hall the battle. Alas! the finest
drcams are the first to be dissipated. The
Round Point became the Tarpeiau Rock of
the cavlier who was mounting to the Capitol,
Just as he was passing in front of the Ttalian
Ambassador's a scavenger, jealons of his ris-
ing fame, spouted the water with which he
was laying the dust, against the dog and eat.
At the unexpected attack dog and cat set up
a dismal howl, and forgetiing their role,
scampered off in fiight, one right the other
left, before their master and teacher had time
to calm their terror. The erowd laughed
loud and long, the unforfunate young man
never more set eves on either the dog or the
cat,and returned home as obscure as he went
out.

The French Crisis.

The news from France is of a most start-
ling character. For more than a week the
most intense excitement has prevailed and a
degree of violence has characterized the de-
bates of the Assembly that would create as-
tonishment elsewhere. The government,
‘Which for three years has called itself Repub-
lican, is on trial in the Assembly, and
there is such deep feeling that members of
that body have to be protected from vio-
lence by the police, and the populace
is already so turbulent as to require the
active efforts of the police to keep it in check,
and from making open demonstration,

At present the Monarchist party i¢ keeping
ilself in reserve. Since the defeat of the
Broglie ministry, its friends have not under-
taken £0 much to control as bo-influenee pub-
lic affairs. Its friends in the Assembly feel
that President MacMahon is their friend and
although his ministry is but partially selected
from its ranks, it is its ministry to all intents
and purposes though it is not responsible for
its defeat,

The conflict in the Assembly of late has
been largely of a personal character between
Gambetta and his associates among the in-
tense Republicans and the Bonapartists, who
are exceedingly active just now. This con-
flict is rather of a personal bitterness than
on account of political difference existing be-
tween them, for whatever ground has been
gained by the Republicans has been ob-
tained by the aid of the Bonaparlists, who,
for the accomplishment of different purposes,
desire first to get rid of President MacMahon
and the Monarchists,

Doubtless the present activity of the Bona-
partists and the knowledge that the followers
of the empire are secretly but energetically
laboring to secure by chicanery what they
kuow they canunot get by an open contest,
exasperates such fiery spirits as Gambetta,
and hence the cause of the recent disturb-
ances in the Assembly and in the streets of
Paris, The Republicans have gained two or
tbree temporary victories of late, The vote
of Monday, by which “urgency” was voted
on the eoastitutional reforms, is understood
to be a victory against the ministry and in
favor of the Republicans who desire a disso-
lution, and the Bonapartists who are ready
for anything which will be a change.

For the present there is no quarter of the
world from which intelligence is more anx-
iously looked for than from France. Chance
holds the balance between peace and war, a
republic or a monarchy.

Tar Oxford Democr at takes up the sena-
torial question without any signs of tender-
ness and discusses it with candor. Speaking
of Mr. Hamlin it says:

For {lears a personal friend and sapporter of
Hon. Hannibal Hamlin—in this his native
county, where he has always had hosts of
friends,—we have no unkind words to say of
him now. We have delighted to honor him,
and in the last contest when it was so difficult
to decide whether to sastain Mr. Morrill, whose
manly, independent course on the impeachment
guestion challenged the support of his constitn-
ents, as it won their admiration—in common
with many others in old Oxford, we sided with
her gifted son, and battled for Hannibal—but
we were ussured then, personally,as were many
others—that under no considerations would he
be a candidate again. Nor was it presumed
otherwise until recently, when it is said his
friends put bim forward again. This would be
all very well, but for the fact that his most
active friends who are putting up the job, are
men who hold office and are liable to the sus-
pition of seeking to perpetuate their own pow-
er, rather than acting for the dear people!
And some of this cluss are men whom the peo-
Ple do noc desire to see retained in office longer,

Still Another Senatorship.

When Mr. Hannibal Hamlin was last a
 candidate for the Senate, his fellow-citizens
wen:fiven to understand that, having ob-
tained this crowninghmark of their apprecia-
tion and confidence,he was inflexibly resolved
to retire from the political stage. Mr. Ham-
lin’ himself used langnage during that can-
vass which was construed to mean that he
would not be, under any circumstances, a
candidate for re-election.

Apparently, he has changed his mind, and
is now willing, not to say anxious, to serve
his state and country for another term of
years in what the more classical Washington
letter-writers are wont to call ““the curule
chair.”  Whether his patriotic aspirations
are to be gratified, remains to be seen. The
odds are thouglt by shrewd observers on the
ground to be at present decidedly in his favor,
but it is evident enough that he s not to be
allowed to walk over the course. The Port-
land PrEss, the leading Republican paper of
the state, is openly hostile to the ecandidacy,
while the Bangor Whig and some of the
minor organs preserve an ominous silence.
On the other hand, he has heen cultivating
his corner of the civil service vineyard with
notable assiduity, as appears from this re-
mark of the PrEss:

Certain men—not many in nomber but of
areat activity and “experience”—are varying
the monotony of their official duties under the
ederal government by traveling up and down
the state and informing all and singular whom
they meet, with the ntmost positiveness and as-
surance, that the United States senatorship
yuestion is settled—that Mr. Hamlin is to be
s own successur, and that the suggestion of
any other candidate is mere idle folly, worthy
only of derision.

Mr. Hamlin’s most dangerous compelitors
are ex-Congressman and ex-Governor Per-
ham, J. H. Drummond of Portland, and Is-
rael Washbura. Without disparagement to
Messrs, Perham and Drummond, we may say
that the election of Mr. Washburn would be
rightly regarded throughout the eountry as a
vietory for the cause of clean politics and hon-
est government. As a member ot the Repub
lican old guard in Congress, as the first war-
governor of his state, and, later, as collector
of the Portland custom-house, he has approved
himself as a man of equaj ntegrity and
ability, of conscience and courage. On the
whole, perhaps, the strongest member of an
uncommonly strong family, he wouid be a
valuable acquisition to a body that sadly
needs strengthening—Springfield Republican.

OUR WORKSIIOPS.

Seventh Day of the Exhibition.

A CONTINUED SUCCESS,

The eeventh day of the Industrial Exhibition
witnessed an attendavce at City Hall larger
than nsnal, Io the evening there was scarce-
1y room to move about becanse of the ecrowd
The excursion trains bring in great numbers
of people, and the interest among our citizens
continues unabated.

POTTERY.

The chief attraction to the crowds which

throng the hall is the pottery works of the

groups of curious people cluster all the day
and evening, watching the “clay in the hands
of the potter” and the wondertul transforma-
tion it undergoes. Perhaps one reason for the
great iuterest taken iu this branch of manu-
facture is that the spectator cansee the pro-
cess of making begun aud carried out, and
can watch the clay from its first rude condi-
tion of mere lumpiness until itis fashioned
with deft hands into the familiar kitchen
utensil. The Portland Stone Ware Company
was incorporated in 1860. It bad itsorigin
like most of our industries, in small begin-
nings, and is the ontgrowth of a pottery
started by Mr. J. T. Winslow, the present
superintendent, in 1846. It now does $250,000
worth of business a year. Itschief produet is
the stone drain pipe which it turns out in
sizes from two to eighteen inches,and sends all
over the country. O! this pipe $150,000 werth
a year is sold. Within a year a new industry
hes been started, that of fire brick. Thisis
the only manufastory this side of Boston, and
$50,000 worth are turned out a year. Of course
Sione ware goods of all kinds are mauu-
factured, but the heavy industries mentioned
ubove bave about crowded these out,and the
amount manufactured will not exceed $15,000
worth a year. Four kilns are used, and 75
men employed. The clay isbrought from New
Jersey and 10,000 tons are used a year, Three
schooners are chartered especially for its car-
riage, and it is delivered at the whart of the
company on Back Bay. This wharf has been
rebuilt and enlarged this spring, and a build-
ing for storage erected. The wanufsctory is a
nuge affuir, and contains two acres of floor-
ing.

. BOOK-BINDING.

In book-binding the display is very fine,
better] perbaps than that of any other industry
represented.

Dresser,McLellan & Co. exhibit 47 volumes of
the Maine Reports, of which they now have
exclusive control. These are npoticeable for
the style, finish, strength, and thorough work-
manship of the binding, as well as for the ex-
cellence of the general get-up. Thoy would be
a credit to any publishing house in New Eng-
land. There isalso displayed Varney’s Young
People’s History of Maine, a work which has
been received throughout the state with
marked favor, and is now in its third edition.
An excellent show is made of blank books,
These are manufactured to order for firms in
this city, and are noticeable for the beauty of
their ruling.

Bailey & Noyes, blank book manufacturers
and puoblishers, exhibit mercantile blank
books and boek-hindig, among which is a
magnificent ledger, a beautiful specimen of
raling, binding and finish. Itis ruled for |
double entry with printed headings, and mar-
ginal lines opposite each account to place the
mercantile agency report of the standing of
parties with whom the account is opened.
The binding is Ranssia and Euglish calf with
raised back and panneled sides, and the finish
isin full guilt. It is an elegant specimen.
They also exhibit specimens of their common
and regular work, among which are sowe fine
marble edged work in plain sheep and cloth
binding. '

Loring, Short & Harmon make a fine dis-
play of bindings calculated to reflect credit ap-
on this standard industry of our city. The
specimens are books gotien up for various
firms and corporations in the city and out.
Awmong them are a superb ledger, heavy in
binding and finish, for the Maine Bavings
Bank, several volumes of the Fraoklin county
records, which this firm binds, a ledger for the
First National Bank, and journals for Deering
& Milliken, W. & C. R, Millikén. J. Bird &
Co. and other promicect firms. This firm
also makes a fue exhibit of Smith's reports
bound in law sheep.

Hall L. Davis exhibits some handsome speci-
mens of his everyday work, such as ledgers for
the Frontier, Mount Vernon, Auburn and Cas-
co National Banks, records of the city of Port-
land, journals for J, 8, Winslow and other
promivent firms. Besides these admirable
specimens of binding are placed books made
by the firm of which Mr, Davis was the iuberi-
tor in 1838. Though those books were fine in

CANNED GOODS.
~ Of the cannped gouds, a heavy and leading in-
dustry, there isa large show. Two great pyra-
mids of cans occupy conspicuous places in the
hall, These cans contain the products of the
Portland Packing Company, and of Burnham,
Morril! & Co.

The Portland Packing Company has the
largest packing establishment in the world,
and runs twenty factories gituated in this state
and in Nova Scotin. Of the sweet corn 100,-
000 canisters of two pounds each are put up a
day. At the lobster factories 8000 cans aday
are put up from May to November. These
products are warraunted to arrive at any part of
the world in as good condition as they leave
the delivery warehouse. Two hundred thou-
sand packing buxes are required to place these
canisters in shipping order, and to manufact-
ure these boxes several mills are run at their
full capacity. The company owns fishing
smacks and fits out its fishermen, manufact:

ure their boilers and other packing utensils

.| fostering several mechanical branches in order

to ensure system iu its vast busipess, Over
two thousand persons are employed exclusive
of fishermen, The geods have womn a Ereat
reputation, and the markets are in nearly
every country in the globe,

Burpbam, Morrill & Co,, do an extensive
business, and have thirtéen facloriesin this
state and the British Provinces. This season
they will pack 1,500.000 cans of lobsters,1,-
000,000 caus of corn, besides great quantities of
their otber goods, euch as tomatoes, Cape
Shore mackeral, beach clams, ox-tail soup,
fruit, &e. Their market is all Earope. The
factory in this city is on Franklin street, A
great number of people are employed at their
numerous factories, and their pay roll is very
large.

SUGARS.

Io sugar refining, a standard Portland in-

dustry, the display is very fine. Geeat barrels

of sugar, and flasks of syrup are displayed at
the upper end of the hall in front of the plat-

Portland Stone War Company, about which .

their day, yet the contrast is very marked, and

form by the Eagle and Forest City refioeries.

The Eagie refinery, which has its buildings
on Fore street, near the foot of Hancock, was
started in 1867, It manufactures sugars trom
molasses by the centrifugal process. The
working season extends from March to Octo-
ber. Forty-five men are employed, About
12,000 hogsheads or 1,400,000 gallons of molas™
ses are used, making 25,000 barrels or 5,500,-
000 pounds of sugar of various grades from
yellow to “extra C.,” besides syrups. The
daily production is twenty tons of sugar. The
market is principally Boston and the West.

The Forest City Company was organized in
1867, with a capital stock of $300,000, all paid
up. The buildings are 50 by 300, five-storied.
The refinery is from pure cane sugars, and
granulated, powdered, and the varions grades
of coffee sugars are turned ont, besides a supe.
rior article of syrup. The company can turn
out 250 barrels of sugar a day, and last month
turned out 6000 barrels. The goods are of su-
perior quality and most of them are taken by
the jobbing trade of this city and state. The
sarplus goes to the West and the lower Provin-
ces. The refinery is very favorably located
with deep water front where vessels from the
West Lndies dischbarge their cargoes. Railroad
tracks give facilities to ship the manutactured
goods in cars, About seventy-five men are
employed in‘all the departments.

OONFECTIONERY,

The well known candy man, L, J, Perkins,
makes a tempting display of sweets, Perkins
is known all vver the state,and when his name
is mentioned, children ery out with delight,
and penarions fathers hug their pocket books
and groan. He uses a thousand pounds of su-
gar a day, and makes all manner of confection-
ery. About eleven years ago he started with a
small store, doing his mavnfacturing bimself.
He now employes thirteen hands in the shop,
and bas twelve horses constantly on the road
in this state and New Hampshire delivering
goods. These teams cost him forty dollarsa
day to run., Last year he sold $8C,000 worth
sweels and cigars, in which last mentioned
article he does a large business. 3

H. H, Ricker & Co.,make a very good dis-
play of extract of Jamaica ginger, lemon and
mead syrups, flavoring extracts, standard
medicines, &e. Horace H. Rigker and John
H. Bawyer, both young men of this city, com-
menced the manufacture of these goods about
a year ago, and have earned for them an envia-
ble reputation. No better, uo more tastefully
put up goods are offered by any house in the
country. Their sales have exceeded their ex-
pectations, and the recent admission as part-
ner, of Z. R. Farriogton, a gentleman from the
eastern part of”the state, will enable them to
extend their operations still wider.

FAMILY BOAP®

Specimens of three grades of family soap are
exhibited from the well knowa factory of
Leathe & Gore, one of the sucé@ssful manu-
facturing enterprises of Portland, dating back
to 1852 From small beginnings it has several
times changed base until now it occupies ex-
tensive brick buildings with steam apparatus,
employing a capital of $50,000, and turning cut
an annual product ot 500,000 pounds. Its mar-
ket is mostly in New York, the local market
being overrun with cheap adulterated soaps.

TaE ArT SBALE.—There was a fair attend-
ance at the sale of paintings from J. B, Sword's
studin, at Lancaster Hall yesterday afterncon,
but the pictures sold at ridiculonsly low prices,
much below their real value. The sale will be
continued this afternoon and evening, opening
at three o’clock. Buch an opportanity to ob-
tain paintings of merit has rarely been afford-
ed to Portland people, and if they are wise
they will avail themselves of it. Many of the
tinest pictures remain unsold, and a chance
yat remains to get capital bargains. It is not
probable that Mr. Sword’s works will ever be
offered again at public sale in this city, and
the opportunity to secure one should not be
neglected.

Horrible Murder.

Procecdings in the French Assembly.

LoxpoN,June 16.—The Times Paris despatch
contains the following particulurs of the pro-
ceedings in the Assembly yesterday, in aHdi-
tion to last night’s report: Sainte Croix, sup-
ported by all the Right Centre, presented a bill
providing that McMahon's powers be confirmed
with the title of President of the Republic;
that a second chamber be organized; that the
right to dissolve both branches of the Assem
bly be conferred upon President McMahon,and
that his successor ;‘ppoinl.ed by the cham-
bers in copvention. This bill was referred to a
committee of thirty, together with that of the
Left Centre.

The Times correspondent adds that the ex-
act result of the sitting is that the committee
of thirty now have recelved an imperative man-
date forcing them to Fromptly organize the
septenate without proclaiming the republic, or
to constitute and declare the definitive repui:lic
under President McMahon. It is probable that
the ission will organize a septenate and
the Assembly will ratify its decision, Other-
wise the majority, hitherto with the govern-
ment, will shift to the left, which, in all proba-
bility, will cause McMakon to resign, It is not
unlikely in conseqll:enee of yesterday's pro-
ceedings some of the miristers will resign, but
there will be no absolute ministerial crisis,

In a cabinet conncil beld previous to the sit-
Ling of the Assembly, Gen. Cissey and others
urged McMahon to send a message to the As-
sembly reminding itof its promise to organize
his powers, but the majority of the ministers
were averse to such a step.

Ministers Cissey, Mague, Grivart and De-
cases voted in favor of Rochefaucauld's mo-
tion to refer his monarchical resolution to a
comimittee of thirty.
