HOW SINCLAIR WAS MURDERED. 

The Coroner’s Jurors Find that Sel- 
lon Stabbed Him. 

Rumor that Sellon Says He Did It In 
Self Defence. 

What Hayes Told the Jury of the 
Terrible Affair. 

Bangor, June 11.—The mystery In the 
case of the murder of Jerry G. Sinclair has 
been cleared up so far as fixing the responsi- 
bility for the crime by the coroner’s jury is 
concerned. Coroner Whitney summoned his 
jury early this morning, and commenced the 
inquest. The following prominent citizen* 
composed the jury: Silas 1). Jones, Charles 
E. Williams, Charles W. Coffin, Edward 
Conners, Charles E. Getchell and Job Collet. 
Hugh R. Chaplin, Esq., has been represent- 
ing the government at the inquest. They 
assembled at the City Marshal’s office at 9 
o’clock, went to the embalming rooms and 
examined the remains, and then to the depot 
and visited the car in which the awful trag- 
edy occurred. The jury then held its ses- 
sion at the aldermen's room in the city build- 
ing. Five witnesses were examined with 
qlosed doors. Superintendent Dame, of the 
Postal Service of Boston, testified relative to 
the condition of the car and the marks of 
blood. Baggagemaster Whitehouse told the 
circumstances of being called by Hayes to 
get some liquor for Sinclair, “who had hurt 
himself,” and l)rs. Young and Sanger testi- 
fied to the result of the examination of the 
body after death. 

The most important witness, however, was 
Hayes, the postal cierk, who was in the car 
with Sellon and Sinclair, and his testimony consumed most of the afternoon. Accord 
ing to his story, as reported, there was ill- 
feeling between the deceased and Sellon, and 
the latter called the former hard names, at 
which Sinclair went to the end of the car 
where Sellon was, and clinched him, throw- 
ing him back upon the sorting table. Dur- 
ing the struggle Sellon grabbed up the knife, 
which was a Tong, thin, sharp blade, which 
he used for cutting twine on bundles, and 
stabbed Sinclair, claiming to have done it in 
self-defence. 

Having heard the evidence ofthe witnesses 
named, the jury returned a verdict at about 
six o’clock tonight, in which they find “that 
from the evidence before us, this said Jerry 
G. Sinclair came to his death on the evening 
of the 9th day of June, at Bangor, onboard 
the United States mail car, No. 561, from the 
effects of a stab in the breast, made by a 
sharp instrument in the hands of A- G. Sel- 
iuu. u is currently reporiea. ana generally believed to be true, that Sellon has made a 
confession of the whole matter, admitting 
striking the blow, but pleading self-defence 
as an excuse. The officials, however, posi- 
tively refuse to say anything in regard to the 
matter. Sellon will be examined in the Mu- 
nicipal Court today, when the whole facts 
will probably appear. Sinclair's remains 
were sent to Ossipee, N. tt., tonight. 

The Finding Foreshadowed. 
Bangob, June 11.—The murder of Jerry 

Sinclair in the mail car in this city Saturday 
evening is still the exciting topic here. The 
rumor that Hayes had made a full confes- 
sion implicating Sellon, connot be verified 
today. The government attorneys, when 
asked if this was true in Bangor at noon re- 
plied that they had nothing to say. They 
are keeping very quiet about the affair and 
will not let the reporters speak to the pris- 
oners. 

But from outside sources a good deal has 
been learned today and it is thought that 
Hayes has told the stoiy correctly. Have- 
ls reported to have said that a sudden quar- 
rel came up between Sinclair and Sellon 
about the handling d some mail, when 
Waterville was reached, and both men were 

exceedingly angry. Hard names were called 
by each man and blows followed. That this 
was the case the scratches on the face of the 
dead man and upon Sellon’s face would seem 
to indicate. They were quarreling in front 
of the letter rack and sorting table. Sud- 
denly in a fit of ungovernable rage Sellon 
seized a large knife which is used by ihe 
head clerk in cutting twine around packages 
of letters and made a plunge at Sinclair, 
burying it deep in his breast. Blood spurt- 
ed from the wound in a stream and the un- 
fortunate man was unconscious in a few 
moments. They took him over to the mail 
bags and laid him down. After the train 
started Sellon threw the knife away and this 
afternoon it had not been found. Hayes 
stood in the middle of the car by the side of 
a paper sack during the quarrel. He wit- 
nessed the stabbing plainly, but it occurred 
so suddenly that he was powerless to act. 
This is believed in Bangor to be the story 
which Hayes will tell in court. 

The conductor of the train, just after the 
cars started, opened the door of the car used 
for malls to see if any stranger had attempt- 
ed to steal a ride without a ticket. To his 
horror he saw, lying on a pile of pouches, 
the body of Sinclair, who is spoken of as be- 
ing well liked by all who knew him. He 
called the attention of the other clerks to the 
prostrate body, and asked what the matter 
was with Jerry. One of them answered: 
“Oh, nothing but a hemorrhage X guess." 
The conductor at once stepped to the body 
and said: “Why. he is seriously ill," and at 
the same time pulled the bell cord which 
stopped the train. He then had the body 
put into a vehicle and taken to the hotel 
where Sinclair boarded.

morning to the city marshal that he com- 
mitted the deed in self-defence. He said 
Sinclair had been drinking and that when 
the quarrel arose, he walked the whole 
length of the car and attacked him. He 
stabbed him in self-defence. He says that 
Sinclair weighed over 200 while he weighed 
only 130, ana he was afraid of him. Sellon 
is much broken down by the affair. 

The (superintendent of railway service in 
New England, George O. Dame, told a re- 
porter last night, on the train from Boston 
to Bangor, that he had known for some time 
that there was considerable feeling between 
Sinclair and Sellon, but that he thought 
Hayes and Sinclair were the best of friends. 
He stated that there would be some very im- 
portant developments-at the inquest, but he 
refused to state the nature of them, although 
he gave a young man within hearing to un- 
derstand that both Sellon and Hayes were 
under a cloud of suspicion. He said that 
Sinclair received $1000, Haves $1250 and 
Sellon $1300 a year, the latter being in 
charge of the car. Mr. Dame remarked that 
same time ago Sellon and the murdered 
man did not get along very well 
together, and that he had intimated to 
Sellon that, if the feeling went so 
far as to be hurtful to the service, he would 
remove Sinclair and give him some other 
“run.” Sellon did not care to have him do 
this, fearing that it might create a prejudice 
against himself which would result in his 
removal. 

Sinclair was what is designated as the third 
clerk, and he was the last of the three to en- 
ter the car before it started on the trip to 
Boston, while the head and second clerk al- 
ways went to the car and began work some 
before It started. Sinclair was expected to 
remain in the Bangor post office until the 
registered pouches had been arranged and 
slips signed by the postmaster in that place. 
Then he brought the registered pouches to 
the car with him and they were near him 
when the deed was committed, as some of 
the russet colored leather of the bags was 
stained with his blood.

Bishop, aged 22; lCdwayd Fellows, aged 26, 
and George Grant, aged 25. Grant was 

saved. The drowned men were Vinalhaven 
stone cutters and industrious men. They 
were natives of Lancashire county, England. 
John Smith and Fellows were married, the 
wife of the former being in Vinalhaven. The 
wife of the latter is in England. Grant was 
rescued by the schooner Harvester, Captain 
Roberts, after clinging to the boat for an 
hour. 

For Stealing a Yacht.

Houses in the town have been shifted from 
their foundations, and some actually fell 
over.

FREDERICK AND HIS PEOPLE. 

Herr Von Puttkamer’s Resignation 
as Regarded In Berlin. 

Bcklin, June 11.—The fall of Herr von 
Puttkamer, vice president of the Prussian 
Ministerial Council and Prussian Minister of 
the Interior, has caused immense jubilation 
in the Radical camp Herr Richter, in the 
“Freisinnige,” ascribes liis downfall direct- 
ly to his speech in the Landtag, and closes 
an exultant article with the exclamation, 
“Long live the Kaiser! May God preserve 
his strength If He does so, many other 
things in Prussia and Russia will improve 
also.” The satisfaction which the Govern- 
ment party derive from the Kaiser’s yielding 
to Prince Bismarck’s representation, that it 
would never do by vetoing the Quinquennial Parliament bill to furnish the Radical oppo- sition a pretext to boast that the Kaiser had 
sided with it against his own Cabinet and 
the Conservative majority is dampened by the prospect of an Imperial rescript. The 
Cologne Gazette and other government or- 
gans daily urge the Emperor against doing anything likely to cause further resigna- 
tions. 

Herr Puttkamer never had the full sym- 
pathy of the Emperor, and the latter’s decis- 
ion to part with him betokens hisldetermina- 
tion to impart to his reign the stamp of his 
own independent convictions. Herr von 
Puttkamer’s letter of justification treated 
Ilia mntfnr n c n noxennnl nnn T 4- ..a 

submitted to the cabinet. The Kaiser's re- 
ply intimated that Her von Puttmaker had 
failed to convince him. 

The Emperor’s journey to Potsdam was 
idealized by the loyaltv »f the people, and 
has been treated by the Berlin press in the 
spirit of the Arthurian legend. The finer 
weather of the past two days has enabled 
him to spend much time outdoors to his 
great benefit, as it is certain his removal to 
Potsdam caused a slight relapse. His appe- tite is still enfeebled Dy the heat and his las- 
situde, and the doctors are trying to assist it. 
Ur. Leyden has again joined in the consulta- 
tions. Ur. Hovell returns at the Emperor’s 
special request as soon as his private affairs 
will permit. The Emperor has decided that 
no summer fetes or other festivities shall be 
stopped on account of his condition or the 
death of Ills father. 

England’s Dread of Invasion. 
London, June 11.—In the Commons today. 

Lord George Hamilton, First Lord of the 
Admiraity, stated that the calculation made 
of the transports necessary to enable 100,000 
men to land in England and seize London by 
surprise took into consideration only the 
conditions that such a feat was possible and 
that the whole army could disembark simul- 
taneously, and when landed, would be capa- ble of rapid movement. The estimate that 
ships with a gross tonnage of 400,000 would 
be required for transporting the invading 
force, he said, was on the assumption that it 
would be equal to three army corps, compris- 
ing cavalry and artillery. 

Mr. Ilanbury asked whether the naval and 
military departments had consulted on the 
subject. 

Lord Hamilton replied that data had been 
obtained thirteen years ago as the result of a 
joint conference, and promised to produce 
these data of the transport department, which 
satisfied him that the tonnage referred to did 
not overestimate the prepaiation necessary 
for lauding such a force. Such an invading 
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piled a distribution of the invaders in ports hundreds of miles apart, with a successful

"I’ve got nothing to say about that. 1 use 
white handkerchiefs, though, and don’t go in 
for bandannas or snuff.” 

“At all events,” concluded the Governor, “1 shall vote the Democratic ticket, although 
1 like the tail of it as little as some other 
people love the head. 

Would Vote for Rusk. 
Chicago, June 11.—John M. Thurston, 

chairman of the Nebraska delegation to the 
Republican convention, was at the Grand 
Pacific Hotel today. Said he: “My heart 
was broken when Blaine’s last letter came 
out. 1 have always believed that the Re- 
publican party should put up its great men 
for candidates. Two thirds of our delega- 
tion were for him. Now 1 do not think any 
member is pledged to any candidate. I 
would rather see Governor Rusk, of Wiscon- 
sin. nominated, though I do not suppose he 
will have support which will result in any- thing. Alger would run in Nebraska, be- 
cause of the old soldier vote. Nebraska was 
settled mainly by soldiers after the war. 
We like the doctrine preached by Ingalls. 
It suits the West, but I suppose the East 
would not consider his candidacy. If Indi- 
ana came to the convention with a single 
candidate, I would be in favor of nominat- 
ing him; but in a contest it would not be the 
best thing to take either man. Depew 
would not be an acceptable candidate to the 
West on account of nis presidency of the 
New York Central.” Judge Thurston says 
he will not be a candidate next year for the 
United States Senate, when a successor to 
Senator Manderson must be elected. The 
Republicans of Nebraska, he said, are In fa- 
vor of a strong protective tariff platform. 

Louisiana’s Opinion. 
New York, June 11.—Ex-Senator William 

Pitt Kellogg of Louisiana, who is one of the 
delegates at large from that State to the Re- 
publican National Convention at Chicago, is 
a guest at the Fifth Avenue Hotel. When 
asked about the Louisiana delegates, Sena- 
tor Kellogg replied: “We are all at seg 
since Mr. Blaine’s last letter came out. It is 
a condition of perplexity, doubt and anxiety 
all around, now that he is out of the way. I 
guess, after all, the best thing the oth- 
er candidates can do is to get out of the way, 
too, and let us nominate him by acclamation. 
There is no positive drift to any other man 
yet, so far as our delegation is concerned.

1 
do not see how we can nominate Mr. Blaine 
after his last letter. Of course there will be 
some votes cast for him anyhow. If all the 
candidates should pull out and ask him to 
come in, that would bring him. But they 
are human beings and not likely to do that. 

American or English. 
Harrisburg, June 11.—In the course of a 

conversation on the Democratic ticket and 
platform, Governor Beaver said: “Speaking 
from a purely political standpoint, it Is an 
honest ticket upon a sincere platform and 
raises a direct issue upon the great political 
and industrial question of the present day, 
never heretofore distinctly raised. The Re- 
publican party will gladly and unconquera- bly accept the issue and go to the country 
unhesitatingly upon it. The result will, in 
my judgment, definitely settle for a genera- tion whether an American or an English in 
dustrial policy shall prevail in the United 
States.” 

Promptly Denied. 
New York, June 11.—The statement rep- 

resenting ex-Senator Thomas C. Platt and 
Senator Iliscock as having formed a com. 
bination to drive Mr. Depew out of the race 
as a Presidential candidate was generally re- 
garded as having its origin a great deal more 
in imagination than in fact. The story was 
specific in this: That on Friday last at a 
conference at Mr. Depow’s house Messrs. 
Platt and Iliscock informed Mr. Depcw that 
they could not support him aDd furthermore 
demanded that he should announce his with- 
drawal. Mr. Depew is represented as say- 
ing to his visitors that they were at liberty 
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This was not regarded as sufficient, and His- 
cock and Platt are said to have Insisted that 
Mr .Depew should write a positive letter of 
declination, which he peremptorily refused 
to do. The conference is reported to have 
broken up with the understanding that no 
definite decision would be reached until it 
should be learned at Chicago how the Re- 
publicans of the Northwest were disposed 
toward Mr. Depew. 

Mr. Iiisoock returned to Washington on 
Saturday night and Mr. Dcpew was at ills 
country home at Peeksklll yesterday, so that 
neither could be asked as to the truth or 
falsity of the assertions. Mr. Platt was found 
at the Fifth Avenue Hotel yesterday and 
promptly responded: “i have not seen the 
statement you speak of, but I have heard 
about it. It Is bosh aDd nonsense all the way through. I was not at any conference on 
Friday at Mr. Depew’s house and have never 
demanded, asked or suggested his withdraw- 
al The story is so absurd that a denial of 
it seems unnecessary and superfluous. 

Mr. Platt added that the additional state- 
ment that the friends of Mr. Dei>ew and ex- 
Senatur Miller were calling their adherents 
to New York for a conference to be held to- 
morrow for the purpose of counteracting the 
Piatt-Hiscock scheme of forcing Mr. Depew 
off the track was news to him. Inquiry in 
other quarters failed to substantiate it. 

Support for tho Home Rulers. 

Philadelphia, June 11.—A meeting of 
Americans who sympathize with the Irish 
patriots in their struggle to obtain home rule, 
was held this afternoon in the common 
council chamber. Resolutions were adopted 
greeting Gladstone and Parnell, and bidding 
them renewed courage in their struggle for 
home rule, declaring that at no time has 
American sympathy ever wavered in its 
support of a people struggling |for the right 

to govern themselves, and we pronounce the 
statement that the Irish home rule move- 
ment has lost that sympathy to be as absurd 
as it is untrue. Irrespective of creed or na- 
tionality, race or religion, we lift up our 
voices in approval of the course of the Eng- 
lish Liberal and Irish representatives in this 
gallant struggle for constitutional liberty in 
Ireland, and will gladly hail the day when 
that country shall have a parliament of her 
own. We tender not only our own sym- 
pathy, but our contributions, to make the 
cause of home rule successful, pledging our- 
selves to continued support so long as there 
remains necessity for so doing. The secre- 
tary was directed to forward a telegram to 
Messrs. Gladstone and Parnell, and $.r>,500 
was raised by subscription in a few minutes 
in aid of the cause. 

GENERAL WASHINGTON NEWS, 

Senator Cray In Defence of the Ne- 
gotiators’ Treaty. 

Washington, June 11.—The Senate pro- 
ceeded to the consideration of the fisheries 
treaty in open executive session today, and 
was addressed by Senator Gray in support of 
Its ratification. The questions with which 
the treaty dealt were not new. The fishery 
case, in the northeastern waters of British 
America had not been made by the present 
administration, or by the present generation 
of men. It bad been made seventy years 
ago, and had continued through many ad- 
ministrations and through three generations, 
vexing the diplomacy and jeopardizing the 
peace of the two greatest nations of the 
earth. It was not, as had been said by Sen- 
ator Frye, to be belittled by being localized. 
If It were belittled, it would not be by him 
(Senator Gray), nor by the senators on the 
Democratic sick- of the chamber. The inter- 
ests, happiness and honor of the country 
were involved, and it could not be made to 
turn on the selfish wishes or the interests or 
the pecuniary advantage of a small number 
of capitalists who might reap or lose a profit 
by the use or non-use of great governmental 
powers which ought not ever to be Invoked 
except for the protection and advantage of 
all the people. Party divisions and party distinctions should fade out and be obliterat- 
ed at the shore line. If he knew himseif no 
partisan considerations could influence his 
judgment as to the merits of the treaty. 
Every treaty came before the Senate with 
an enormous weight of presumption in its 
favor. It would be a dark day in the history 
of the country when senators could, in ad- 
vance of discussion and without evidence, 
denounce a treaty with all such presump- tions in its favor, as cowardly and humiliat- 
ing. 

Senator Gray delivered an exhaustive and 
powerful plea for the fishery treaty. lie re- 
viewed the fishery legislation since the foun- 
dation of the Government and argued that 
the present treaty was patriotic; that it se- 
cured every right of the American fisher- 
men and left the tariff on fish where it oncht 
10 oe left, as a subject to be dealt with by 
the legislative branch of Congress. In con- 
clusion he said, the Democratic party today 
was on the American side of this question; the Secretary of State; the negotiators of 
the treaty were on the American side of the 
question; and those who defended it in the 
Senate were on the American side, and the 
American people would recognize the cour- 
age and self sacrificing devotion to their 
highest Interests with which that brave, hon- 
est, straightforward, sagacious man (the Se- 
cretary or State) had sought to serve them. 
If, in obedience to a party caucus which sat 
with closed doors, and kept veiled in secre- 
cy the real motives of the opposition, the 
treaty should be defeated by a large majori- 
ty, an appeal would bs made to the sober 
judgment of sixty millions of people, and the 
brave and honest fishermen themselves 
would be applied to, whose rights and inter- 
ests were secured and maintained by the 
treat}-. 

At the close of Senator Gray’s speech Sen- 
ator Hoar obtained the floor but further 
consideration of the fisheries treaty was, on 
motion of Senator Sherman, postponed until 
Monday, June 25, and the Senate adjourned, 

Rayner Receives Attention, 
Rayner of Maryland and Reed of Maine 

have fought out to a finish their difference. 
Rayner charged in the House that the Re- 
publican party, since its birth, had been the 
party of combinations, and trusts, and mo- 
nopolies. Reed replied that he had listened 
to orations of this kind often before. He 
had heard gentlemen on the other side, in 
the most agonized tones, comment upon the 
running of conventions by federal office- 
holders before the St. Louis convention.

A flying squadron of the ways and 
means committee had been sent out to Inves- 
tigate these alleged trusts, and they proposed 
the destruction of the industries of the 
United States in order to root out a parasite. Was it not time to look the facts in the lace? 
Was it worth while to continuously lie to the 
community? 

“Time” being called, the gentleman on the 
other side had nothing more to say on the 
question. 

Senator Frye’s Subsidy Clause. 
The post office appropriation bill, reported 

to the Senate today, contains a subsidy 
clause submitted by Mr. Frye, providing for 
an appropriation of one million dollars to 
promote more efficient mail service between 
the United States and Central and Sou th 
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izes the Postmaster General to contract for a 
period of not less than five or more than ten 
years with American built and registered 
steamships for transportation of United 
States mails to ports in said countries at a 
compensation of 81 per mile between te rm- 
inal points on the outw ard trip. There is a 
probability that this amendment will become 
a law although the amount may be some- 
what reduced by the House. Postmaster 
General Dickinson favors such appropria- tion and will carry out its provisions if it 
becomes a law.

Messrs, Grosvenor 
and Woodburn of Nevada addressed the 
House. Mr. Woodburn made a bitter perso-

iff speech, iu which be characterized Nevada 
as a “rotteu borough,” and ridiculed its rep- resentatives in the House. Mr. Woodburn

The House then adjourned. 
For Cenerals' Widows. 

The House committee on invalid pensions 
today ordered favorable reports on the Sen- 
ate bill granting pension to the widows of 
Major Generals Kilpatrick, Casy, Mower 
and Ord. The committee amended each bill, 
however, by reducing the amount of the pen- 
sion from $100 to $75 per month. 

Useless Talk, 
A thinly attended caucus of the Democrat- 

ic representatives talkeil three hours tonight 
upon the tariff bill, to devise means for expe- 
diting action. Nothing definite was accom- 
plished. 

Maine Postal Changes. 
A post office has been established at Jemt- 

land, Aroostook county, with Jacob Hedman 
postmaster.

THE GRAND OLD PARTY. 

From York to Aroostook it is Gath- 
ered Here. 

Fourteen Hundred Delegates on Hand 
for the Big Convention. 

The Conclaves of the Chieftains and 

What Came of Them. 

Leaders Who Will Figure iu Today’s 
Historic Scenes. 

Mr. Cleaves Serenaded by the Young 
Republicans of Portland, 

While Yonng and Old Pull Off Their 
Coats for Him. 

Delegates Who Thought They Wanted 

Burleigh See the Light 

The night before a great convention is al- 
ways a time of excitement, of apparent con- 

fusion though real order, of energetic work 
at critical points, backed by cool planning by 
leaders more or less skilled according to 
their aptitude and experience. Last night 
was no exception to the general rule except 
in that the excitement was far more intense 
than usual, the work more active, while the 
leaders pitted against each other were the 
ablest and most astute in the Republican 
party of Maine. Three candidates were in 
the field, and the arguments pro and con 
were correspondingly numerous. The Fal- 
mouth Hotel was the centre of the contest, 
and in its lobbies, its parlors and corridors 
were gathered the old men of the party who 
have led It for a quarter of a century, the 
younger leaders who are looking forward to 
the next quarter of a century, and hundreds 
of the delegates who for the first time found 
themselves in the turmoils of the night be- 
fore convention. To mention the prominent 
men there would be to call the roll of the 
prominent Republicans of Maine. Mr. 
Cleaves, Mr. Marble and Mr. Burleigh were 
all there, with their headquarters in the par- 
lors on the second door of the hotel. Promi- 
nent in these headquarters were the old 
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guard leaders who rallied about Governor 
Marble. George D. Bisbee, of Buckfield, 
Mark F. Wentworth of Kittery, General 
Charles Hamlin, of Bangor; Col. Francis E. 
Heath, of Watervllle; S. I. Abbott, of Water- 
ville; Senator Herbert M. Heath, of Au- 
gusta ; Mayor J. W. Wakefield, of Bath; Dr. 
A. C. Hamlin, of Bangor; Dr. A. R. G. 
Smith, of Whitefield; Hon. C. A. Packard; 
Hon. Amos Allen, of Alfred; J. F. Sprague, 
Esq., of Monson; ex-Senator George E. 
Weeks, of Augusta; Hon. E. E. Rand, Coun- 
cillor Hunt, Hon. Fred Atwood, of Winter- 
port; Hon. I. C. Libby, of Burnham, and 
many others. 

In Mr. Cleaves’s headquarters near by 
there were passing to and fro equally prom- 
inent Republican leaders of this city and the 
State. There were S. R. Small, Lyman M. 
Cousens, W. W. Latham, Albion Little, H. 
G. Briggs, Judge George Gould, Col. Fred N. 
Dow, James F. Hawkes, Wm. n. Looney, 
and other members of the Portland and 
Young Men’s clubs; ex-Governor Frederick 
Robie, Hon, Fred Richards, Judge Wiswell, 
of Ellsworth; Senator C. C. Burrill, of Ells- 
worth; Hon. C. E. Littlefield, of Rockland; 
Hon. T. R. Simonton, of Camden; Hon. E. 
C. Goodenow and Representative Clark, of 
Calais; L. T. Carleton, of Winthrop; Judge 
Emmons, of Saco; William Mason, of 
Limerick; Andrew Hawes, of Deering; F. 
M. Higgins, of Limerick; II. A. Shorey, of 
Bridgton, and many other prominent men of 
the party. 

In Mr. Burleigh’s headquarters, conspicu- 
ous were Secretary of State Oromandel 
Smith, Deputy Secretary of State S. J. Chad- 
bourne, and Clerk John B. Cotton of the 
Secretary of State’s office, Adjutant General 
Samuel J. Gallagher, Commissioner of the 
Bureau of Labor Statistics Samuel W. Mat- 
thews, Messenger C. H. House, State Pen- 
sion Agent Henry M. Sprague, Chief Clerk 
Lorenzo B. Hill, of the State Treasurer’s 
office. Clerk Lyman Fogler, of the same of- 
fice, Chairman of the State Committee Jo- 
seph H. Manley, Register of Probate How- 
ard Owen, of Kennebec county. City Clerk 
Southard of Augusta, Capt. W. S. Choate, of 
the Capital Guards, Leslie A. Dyer, clerk to 
the State Committee. Besides these there 
were the hosts of Aroostook, led by Freder- 
ick A. Powers, Esq., who will be the orator 
of his cnuoty today on the floor of the con- 
vention. There was also County Attorney 
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Bangor, Edwin Wiggin of Presque Isle, E. 
P. Mayo of Fairfield, J. M. S. Hunter of 
Farmington, E. G. Bean of Wilton, and oth- 
ers. 

The merits of the candidates were discuss- 
ed very freely and the delegates canvassed. 
The result of this canvass was very gratify- 
ing to Mr. Cleaves and bis friends. A good 
many men were found to be thinking of the 
question for themselves, and to be very fav- 
orably inclined towards the Portland candi- 
date. Of the standing of the delegates last 
night it was impossible to make any correct 
estimate. The corridors of the hotel were 
crowded until long after midnight, and the 
questions to be settled today were then under 
animated discussion. The friends of the 
candidates claim for their favorites the best 
of success. Mr. Burleigh’s friends declared 
themselves sure that he would be nominated 
on the first ballot, but worked on just as 

anxiously as ever ; and the friends of Mr. 
Cleaves and Marble were confident that 
with them was the balance of power and 
put forth their best efforts to make that bal- 
ance still larger. 

THECATHERINC OF THE CLANS. 

How Delegates from all Maine Pour- 
ed Into the City Yesterday, 

There was a throng of delegates in the 
city last evening, such as seldom vis- 
its Portland, and never, old politi- 
cians said, had such a congregation 
beep seen on the eve of a convention in 
Maine. It was estimated that half of the 
delegates were on the ground, and the crowd 

was swelled by a large number o( the prom 
Inent members of the party from every sec- 

tion of the State. They began to arrive up- 
on the morning trains, and in the afternoon 
made their appearance in force at the hotels 
and on the streets. 

Hon. S. S. Marble and a large party of his 
friends arrived in the forenoon, while the 
noon train from Augusta brought candidate 
Burleigh and a strong delegation of his sup- 
porters from Augusta: also Chairman Man- 
ley. Nearly all the Augusta men wore 
white tall hats. More will follow today, ac- 
companied by a band. The Yankee at night 
was freighted with a numerous delegation 
from tlie east, prominent being the Aroos- 
took County men, of whom there were one 
hundred and two delegates, and some to 
spare. They each bore u slip of blue ribbon 
on their coats, (inscribed “Aroostook: Bur- 
leigh.” All the Calais men were on this 
train, and also the larger part of the Bangor 
delegation, several having come down in the 
morning. The Pullman also brought 
a large party of eastern delegates. 
The majority of the Washington County 
men, however, and others along the coast, 
came on the steamer arriving this morning. All of the Ellsworth delegation was here 
last night, also the Auburn. The Lewiston 
delegates arrive this forenoon. The Skow- 
hegan men were all here last evening and 
over half the Kennebec representatives. 
Oxford was very fully represented and the 
Lincoln county men, who held a preliminary 
meeting at Gov. Marble's headquarters, on 
calling the roll learned that of their hfty-five 
delegates there were but twenty-nine who 
had not arrived, York and Sagadahoc coun- 
ties were not behindhand and their men 
were to be met at every turn. Where all our 
visitors were accommodated does not appear 
but at all events the hotels, large and small, 
were packed and boarding houses had no 
lack of temporary guests. This forenoon 
the special trains will empty their crowds In- 
to the city from every portion of the State 
aud if all succeed in galDlng admittance to 
the convention they will be fortunate.

Mr. Cleaves’s Reply to Last Eve- 

ning's Serenade.

The Republican party is about entering 
upon one of the most important and grave 

fmlltical campaigns that has ever taken place 
n this country, and the young men of the 

country have girded on the Republican 
armor and will make themselves felt all 
along the Democratic line. Never, since the 
surrender of the Army of Northern Virginia 
at Appomattox, have the questions which 
are at issue before the people of tbls country 
been so important as at the present time. 
You are contending for the success of those 
great principles that shall give permanency 
to our government, stability to our trade, 
prosperity to the great agricultural, manu- 
facturing, mercantile and mechanical inter- 
ests, in which the people of this State are 
deeply interested. 

Ours is an American system of govern- 
ment, a government for the American peo- 
ple, for the protection and advancement of 
the interests of those living within the limits 
of our vast domain, extending from tbe 
Atlantic to the Pacific.

March, 1883, down to the present hour, it 
has stood as a menace and obstruction to the 
advancement of the great business and agri- 
cultural interests of this country, upon 
which the success and prosperity of our 
people depends. By its lack of policy in 
relation to the great questions which affect 
the American people, by its neglect to pro- 
tect the right to a free ballot, by its utter 
disregard of the rights of American citizen- 
ship, py its attempted surrender of the 
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rights of the American fishermen upon the 
high seas, by the arbitrary exercise of the 
veto power by Its President against the 
maimed, crippled and war-worn veterans of 
the Union, it has shown what we have al- 
ways claimed, that it should not be trusted 
with the rights of sixty millions of people. 

Let us then stand firm by our principles, 
for ther are the principles of the Constitu- 
tion, the principles of the Union, the prin- 
ciples of the great Republican party which 
so long controlled the affairs of this govern- 
ment, which conducted us as a nation to a 

position of greatness and power and intlu- 
ence, which challenges the admiration of 
every enlightened government on the face of 
the habitable globe. 

For twenty-five vears the Republican par- 
ty administered the affairs of this govern- 
ment, wisely, in the interests of the people, 
and when it went out of power in 1885, the 
sun shone upon a brighter, a better, a strong- 
er government than the world had ever 
known; and on the fourth day of March 
next the doors of the White House will open 
for the reception of a Republican President. 

At the conclusion of the speech, the Club 
cheered and the band struck up the Halloo 
Galop and the columu marched to the United 
States Hotel and the Preble House, where 
there was more music and more cheering. 
Then the column started up Congress street, 
still headed by the platoon rf police and the 
band and followed by large crowds on each 
sidewalk. 

Up Congress street to State the column 
went, down State to Spring, down Spring to 
High and from High baok to Congress and 
to the Club Room where the Club broke 
tanks. It was a line display that the Club 
made, and the compliment they tendered to 
the candidate of the Republicans of Port- 
land and this portion of the State was much 
appreciated bv Mr. Cleaves and his friends. 

The Chandler’s Hand, Mr. Collins leader, 
played “Our Commander," on the march 
down Congress street, and ^Winches- 
ter’s March" down Exchange street to the 
Falmouth Hotel. 

At the Hotel the band rendered “The 
Two Friends,” cornet duet by Messrs. Han- 
son and Drooks, and upon the appearance of 
Mr. Cleaves played “Hail to the Chief,” 
after the speech playing “Halloo Galop.” On 
the march to the United States Hotel they 
played “Inauguration Galop," to the Preblo 
House “Auld Lang Syne," and then marched 
to various national airs. 

SOME PROMINENT MEN. 
The Presiding Officer and the Three 

Candidates. 
The prominent men of the convention to- 

day are most of them men who have seen 
long service in the party. Of four of them, 
the presiding officer and the three candidates 
we present brief sketches this morning: 

Hon. Andrew P. Wlswell. 
Hon. Andrew P. Wlswell, who will pre- 

side at the convention today, is one of the 
most prominent of the younger Republicans 
of Maine. He was born in Ellsworth forty- 
dye years ago, and was graduated from Bow- 
doin College In the class of 1873. After his 
admission to the bar, his rise In his profes- 
sion was rapid, and in 1878 be was appoint- 
ed municipal judge of Ellsworth, a position 
which he held until 1881. In 1883 he was 

appointed National Bank Examiner for 
Maine, a position in which he became well 
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and favorably known throughout the State. 
In 1886 he resigned this office, but the people 
of Ellsworth that year chose him to the Leg- 
islature, thus continuing him in the public 
service. In the Legislature he became con- 

spicuous for coolness of judgment and for 
the force and lucidity of his arguments- 
The Qualities of mind, admirable as they 
are in debate, are even more admirable in 
the work of presiding over a large and en- 
thusiastic convention. Therefore we con- 

gratulate the Republican delegates, today, 
on the excellence of their presiding officer, 
as well as on their numbers and their enthu- 
siasm. 

Covernor Sebastian S. Marble. 
lion. .Sebastian S. Marble, Governor of 

Maine, and candidate for the nomination to- 
day, is one of the veteran Republican leaders 
of Maine. During the whole history of the 
party he has borne a prominent and an hon- 
orable part in its achievements. Of the 
leaders of the "Old Guard" in Maine no one 
has been distinguished for greater courage, 
greater astuteness or greater success. In- 
deed his parentage and the surroundings of 
bit youth were just such as to develop the 
strength of character that has been such a 

conspicuous element of his personality as a 

political leader. Among the hills of Oxford 
county, in the beautiful t»wn of Dixfield, he 
was born In 1818. His early ambition was 
to enjoy the advantages of an education, and 
to the attainment of this object he bent all 
his youthful energies. In the common 

schools, in the high schools, and then at the 
Academy at Waterville, and finally in the 
studies by which he fitted himself for the 
bar, he secured the training for his politi- 
cal career. When the period of political con- 
fusion came, out of which appeared the Re- 
publican party of Maine, Mr. Marble was al- 

I 
ready a political leader of .sagacity and expe- 
rience ; and he gave the advantage of this 
as well as of his own loyalty to the new party 
of Freedom. For fifteen years he was a 
member or the Republican State commit 
tee for the County of Lincoln, where 
he has nude his home for the last 
thirty-five years In the town of Waldoboro. 
During those years, aside from his political 
duties. Gov. Marble has been engaged in the 
practice of law, giving attention also to ship- 
building and agriculture, having lor the 
latter a decided fondness. One of the lead- 
ing characteristics of Gov. Marble’s political 
career has been the warm friendship exist- 
ing between him and iion. Hannibal Hamlin. 
He led the latter’s forces in the memorable 
Senatorial contest, and always ^enjoyed the 
fullest confidence of the Maine statesman. 
It was Mr. Hamlin’s intention, to make as 
the crowning occasion of his political career, 
a speech for Governor Marble on the floors 
of the convention to-day. That privilege 
however, was denied him. From 1861 to 
1863, Mr. Marble was deputy collector of 
customs and from 1863 to 1866 collector, 
From 1867 to 1870 he was Register in Bank- 
ruptcy and from 1870 to 1878 United States 
Marshal. In 1882 Lincoln county sent him 
to the State Senate, of which body he was 
President when Governor Bodweli died. As 
Chief Executive of Maine, Governor Marble 
has shown himself ope of the ablest and 
firmest Governors that the State ever has 
had. 

Hon. Henry B. Cleaves. 
Hon. Henry B. Cleaves is a native as well 

as a resident of Cumberland County. His 
birthplace was in the town of Bridgtou, and 
there he spent the early years of his life. He 
was educated in the common schools of the 
town, and fitted for college in the old Acade- 
my at Bridgton. But at the moment when, 
he was on the threshold of a college course, 
the cloud of dissension that had been gather- 
ing over this country burst into the fury of 
the civil war; and instead of stepping into 
college he stepped into the ranks of the 
Maine volunteers. He enlisted as a private 
soldier under Col. VV illlam Wirt Virgin in 
1862, and at the expiration of his term of ser- 
vice re-enlisted wi* General Francis Fes- 
senden for three years. He served under 
Col. Virgin in 1862-3, in Maryland and Vir- 
ginia ; in 1863-4 with General Fessenden in 
the Department of the Gulf and in the Red 
River campaign; and in 1864-3 was under 
Sherman in the Shenandoah Valley, and re- 
mained in active service until after the sur 
render of Lee, when he received an honora- 
ble discharge. lie went into the service a 
mere boy, and earned the shoulder straps of 
a lieutenant by his own bravery and faith- 
fulness. During bis service he always en- 

joyed the goodwill of his comrades and the 
ccnhdence and esteem of his superior officers 
and in the language of his commanding offi- 
cer, was a “brave and fearless soldier.” 

At the expiration of his term of service, 
Mr. Cleaves returned to his home at liridg- 
ton, and began his preparation for the bar In 
the office of Howard A Cleaves. He was ad- 
mitted to the bar in 1868 in Oxford county, 
and in 1869 removed to Portland. Since that 
time he has been a prominent resident of 
this city, where he has the confidence and es- 

teem of the friends and neighbors who will 
today support him in bis candidacy for the 
highest State office within the gift of the 
people of Maine. Mr. Cleaves has been tried 
before in places of honor and trust. In 1877 
and *78 he was one of Portland’s representa- 
tives in the legislature of Maine; in 1879 and 
80 he was City Soli citor of Portland; and 
from 1880 to '83 he was Attorney General of 
Maine. His was a model and brilliant ad- 
ministration of the affairs of that depart- 
ment, conducted so faithfully and success- 

fully in the interests of the State, that Gov- 
ernor Robie, in his message to the legisla- 
ture upon the retirement of Mr, Cleaves in 
1884, commended his “distinguished services" 
to the people as “having contributed much 
to the welfare of the State.” During his ad- 
ministration as Attorney General, he was 

engaged in the prosec ition of the celebrated 
railroad and telegraph tax cases in behalf of 
the State. He cor.menced and conducted 
theee suits to a successful termination, 
thoegli resisted at every point by able coun- 
sel. As a result of this litigation, Mr. Cleaves 
secured fur the State nearly seventy thous* 
and dollars from the railroads and telegraph 
companies, and fully settled the right of the 
State to demand thereafter a fair revenue 

from these corporations. In the administra- 
tion of the criminal laws he was unswerving 
in the performance of bis duty, following all 
prosecution against violators of the law com- 
menced in the court below to the court of 
last resort, to protect the interests of the 
State. Mr. Cleaves Is now in his 48th year, 
having cast his first vote for Abraham Lin- 
coln, while a soldier in the field in 1864. 
From that time to this he has been an active 
and devoted adherent of the principles and 
leaders of the Republican party. 

Hon. Edwin C. Burleigh, 
lion. Edwin C. Burleigh was born In Linn- 

eus, Aroostook county, on the 27th of No- 
vember, 1843, and Is therefore forty-five 
years of age. He belongs to a family well 
known in Aroostook county and the State, 
his grandfather Col. Moses Burleigh, having 
been a representative in the General Court 
of Massachusetts when Maine was a prov- 
ince, a member of the Constitutional Con- 
vention of Maine, a member of the Legisla- 
ture and Deputy Land Agent. With the 
Maine Land Office Mr. Burleigh’s family 
have had a long connection. His father, 
Parker P. Burleigh, Esq., now in his 7Uth 
year, was State Land Agent for a long term 
of years, and the Land Office Is one of the 
many offices which Mr. E. C. Burleigh has 
held in this State. The present State Treas- 
urer was educated in the common schools of 
his native town of Linneus and at the 
academy at Houlton. While yet a boy he 
found employment in teaching school and in 
surveying land. In this latter occupation he 
gained a knowledge of tha nature and value 
of the public lands of Maine, such as not 
many men in Maine possessed, and which, 
at a later period of bis life, recommended 
him to the Governor of Maine as a proper 
person to All the responsible position of 
State Land Agent. But Mr. Burleigh did 
not begin his official life in the Land Office. 
In 1861 he had enlisted in the District of 
Columbia Cavalry, but had been pre- 
vented by illness from passing the 
surgeon’s examination. But, though he 
did not go to the front, he obtained a 
place in the office of the State Adjutant Gen- 
eral. This was the stepping stone to the 
other State offices which he has held. The 
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next office was tile State Land Agency, 
which. In the days when the State owned a 
large domain, was an office of more Impor- 
tance than at the present time. In 1876-77- 
78 Mr. Burleigh, while still Land Agent, was 
also Assistant Clerk of the House of Repre- 
sentatives. In 1880 Mr. Burleigh obtained a 
clerkship in the office of the State Treasurer, 
a position in which he familiarized himself 
with the finances of the State. He held this 
clerkship until 1885, when be was elected 
Treasurer of the State by the Legislature. 
In 1887 Mr. Burleigh was re-elected to this 
office, and is now Treasurer of the State. 
Mr. Burleigh personally is tell, erect and 
fine-looking. His manners are genial, and 
his hospitality unbounded. To these per- 
sonal qualities is due undoubtedly much of 
his success as a public officer. Mr. Burleigh 
is also fortunate in having a large fortune, 
much of which is said to be profitably in- 
vested in Maine lands. One of his sons, who 
graduated from Bowdoin College last sum- 
mer, is becoming well known as the proprie- 
tor of the Kennebec Journal, the State pa- 
per, and another is yet in college. 

THE STATE COMMITTEE. 
How the Convention Will Organize 

The Balloting. 
The State committee met in room 21 at 8 

o’clock, nearly every county being repre- 
sented. Chairman Manley read quite an ex- 
tended report of the work of the committee 
for the past year, which mado an excellent 
showing. The question of the manner of 
balloting for candidates in the convention 
came up and caused considerable discussion. 
One way proposed was for the delegates to 
vote by counties and towns marching from 
their seats and depositing their ballots be- 
fore the committee; the other plan was to 
vote by counties, the delegates remaining 
seated. It was finally decided to submit the 
question to the candidates and their friends 
the committee to abide by their decision. Ac- 
cordingly Messrs. Marble, Cleaves and Bur- 
leigh held an impromptu conference In the 
ladles' parlor. The two former favored the 
method of balloting by counties and towns, while Mr. Burleigh urged that the delegates should remain in their seats while the votes 
were collected, thus facilitating matters. 
But it was urged that the other way would 
give the delegate* an nnnnrtonitv ...tin- 
as they pleased, and It would also guard 
against any voting by men in counties or 
towns where they were not entitled to. The 
candidates and their friends, however, did 
not agree, and the question was returned to 
the committee which voted to refer it to the 
convention. The following organization for 
the convention was adopted:

Ohio is prolific in Presidential timber. 
Major McKinley is now mentioned in con- 
nection with the Republican nomination. 
He has many strong points, but Sherman 
has the Ohio delegation behind him, and if 
the candidate is taken from that State Sher- 
man will be the man. 

There is a good deal of truth in the re- 
mark of a prominent Republican last night. 
"A lively convention,” said he, “Isa good 
omen. It ensures a full Republican vote. 
There Is nothing so discouraging as a tame 
and lifeless convention.” 

The great gathering of delegates in the 
city to attend the Republican State Conven- 
tion, and the activity and earnest manifest- 
ed must be very painful to our Third Party 
Prohibitionist friends who are looking for- 
ward to the demise of the Republican party 
as the condition precedent of their success. 

The murder of a postal clerk in a railroad 
car by a fellow clerk adds another tragedy 
to the already long list to the discredit of the 
State of Maine. The circumstances seem to 
indicate that this crime was committed in 
the heat of passion, the result of a dispute 
over a trivial matter. But the attempted 
concealment of the crime, and tiie denial of 
the gulltyjperson are circumstances that tell 
against the criminal and very strongly 
against the theory of self-defence which he 
now sets up. 

The Republicans cannot afford to make 
any mistake this year. The enemy are in 
unusually good fight trim. They have a 

candidate personally unexceptionable, and 
so grateful to the administration that he is 
likely to receive a good deal of assistance 
from that quarter. If the Republicans would 
roll up one of their old time majorities, if 
they would send goo# news to the Repub- 
licans of other States in September—they 
must select the strongest candidate avail- 
able, the one that will poll the most votes. 
The personal ambition of any man should 
weigh very little with the convention. The 
success of the Republican party is of infinite- 
ly more importance than the success of any 

individual_ 
Judge Gresham’s tariff opinions have been 

somewhat in dispute, and it has been urged 
agai list him that he has not been radical 
enough in his protection views. But .1 udge 
Kelley, than whom there is no more radical 
protectionist in the country, vouches for his 
soundness on this question and this ought to 
be sufficient on this poiut. But Judge 
Gresham himself publicly stated his opin- 
ions on this subject in a speech made in the 
last national campaign in behalf of Mr. 
Blame’s election. “Protection to our manu- 
facturers and laborers,’’ he said, “can and 
should be afforded by taxing only such im- 
ports as come into real competition, and 
admitting others free.’’ “Revenue laws 
should be enacted with reference to oar lo- 
cal conditions and wants. We should legis- 
late in the interert of our own people rather 
than in the interest of mankind at large.” 

The Duty of the Convention. 
Upon the Republican State Convention 

which meets here to-day devolves the duty of 
selecting a candidate for governor to be sup- 
ported by the Republican party in the com- 

ing campaign. It has sometimes happened 
that the sentiment of the Republicans of 
Maine has been so overwhelmingly in favor 
of some particular person that the conven- 
tion has had ne more important duty to per- 
form than to give official expression to this 
sentiment. Such, however, is not the case 
this year. There has been no great popular 
uprising in favor of any particular person. 
The three gentlemen whose names have 
been prominent in the canvass have each of 
them a strung and enthusiastic body of sup- 
porters, but no one of them can point to an 

overwhelming popular sentiment in his 
favor. On the convention therefore will de- 
volve something far more important than 
the mere registering of the will of the Re- 
publicans of Maine. To it is committed tbe 
grave responsibility of selecting from 
among the candidates i anted, and if need be 
from other gentlemen not yet named, the per- 
son who shall to the greatest extent combine 
the qualities needed in a candidate to lead 
the Republicans of Maine to victory In Sep- 
tember. 

And this leads us naturally to consider 
what qualities are needed in a candidate. A 
personal character above suspicion is one of 
the prime essentials. Ability sufficient for 
the proper discharge of the duties devolving 
upon the chief executive of the State is 
another. There is, however, no danger that 
the convention will overlook these points. 
There need be no fear that any one deficient 
in point of character and ability will receive 
the nomination. All the candidates so far 
mentioned are admitted to possess these re- 
quirements. Rut a man may not be de- 
ficient in these respects and still lack many 
of the essentials of a candidate of the Repub- 
lican party for the chief State office this year. 
These things he may have, and there still ex- 
ist reasons why he may not be a suitable 
candidate, or not so suitable a candidate as 
some other. The ability of a candidate to 
secure votes is a matter of great Importance 
in practical politics. And otner things be- 
ing equal, It is the part of wisdom to select 
the man of the greatest ability in this direc- 
tion. When objections exist against the 

candidacy of any man which appeal to the 
thoughtful meu of his parly and tend to 
cause them to look with disfavor upon bis 
candidacy these objections ought to be calm- 
ly considered and given the weight that Is 

fairly due them by the convention. They 
cannot be removed by slipping them by 
without notice. They still remain to be 
made use of by the common adversary. The 
fact that one of the candidates whose name is 
to be presented to the convention today is at 
present Treasurer of the State has been urged 
by many thoughtful Republicans as a seri- 
ous objection to his nomination for the Gov- 
ernorship. This objection is one that the 
convention cannot afford to dismiss without 
consideration. It is one eminently proper 
for it to consider. It does not affect the 
character or the capacity of the candi. 
date. But it affects his availability. It 
can be raised and discussed witli perfect pro- 
priety and without engendering bad feel- 
ings. There may be objections to the other 
candidates. Let the delegates have all the 
facts and listen to all the arguments for and 

against each candidate. Then they can vote 

intelligently, and their decision, whatever it 

may be, will he accepted witli much better 

grace by the opponents of the successful 
candidate. The greatest mistake the con- 

vention can make will be to refuse to listen 

attentively and give due weight to whatever 

may be said in favor of or against the sever- 

al gentlemen who will be before it as candi- 
dates for the nomination.

tiss and others, until $700 was raised, and 
then an acceptance was sent. Money always 
came easily when the firemen asked for it, 
and so ewugli was secured to take along a 

band of 20 pieces, and when the time came 

100 men besides the musicians, took the 
boat. Previous to the start, Fenuo made an 
address, asking the men to pledge themselves 
to go as a temperance company, which they 
did, and not a man of them drank, although 
it is said one good old Bangor deacon was 

persuaded to try some red headed lemonade 
which contained a “stick” whereby he got 
“fuddled.” Arriving in Portland a big din- 
ner was bad, a visit was made to the islands 
in the harbor, after which a big torchlight 
company surrounded No. 3 and escorted 
them about the city. 

“Keep your wits about you, and your 
clothes on,” said Capt. Fenno, to the men, as 

they were about to retire for the night. “If 
Portland gets up a blaze, we'll have a chance 
at her boys and every man must be on 
band.” 

Bure enough, Portland bad a rousing fire. 
It was in the City Hotel, and the Bangor 
boys were early on the spot with their 
machine, and got a station about 200 feet 
away, but uot near water. Evidently some- 
thing was in the wind, for soon It was an- 
nounced a Portland tub was to give her 
water. The boys were in for it and they 
braced for the contest. They, too, had an 
“annex,” and were pretty sure of victory, 
though they did not expect such an over- 
whelming one &9 came to them. 

Plunk .'plunk! plunk! came a stream, and 
with pulleys out, and a hundred strong fel- 
lows on them, and the brakes, the Bangor 
men set their stroke and soon No. 3 
“sucked.” The Portland engineer was sur- 
prised and soon put on his heavy tub, but 
again No. 3 got snort of water. The crowd 
now clustered abour the Bangor tub, and the 
Portland men, leaving the fire, rushed away 
for a big reserve engine built in Philadel- 
phia, and added her. Now it was that No. 3 
had three streams playing into her, the “an- 
nex” was thrown wide open, and every east- 
ern man went his bigness. How the crowd 
yelled! The Portland men had left the fire, 
but way up on a ladder were the Bangor 
firemen sending a big stream into the flames, 
rapidly subduing them. 

Now the crowd howle d and cheered on 
the Portland men, but it was no go. Ban- 

S:>r had them, and fairly beat oat the 
iree best tubs Portland could produce. 

The spectators acknowledging this, ap- 
plauded them for their victory, and the pa- 
pers of the next day said Bangor had the 
best machine in the country. They came 
home, as may be supposed, full to the brim 
with joy, and one member said bad it not 
been tor the pledge, they would have been 
well filled with something a great deal 
stronger than joy ever was. It was proba- 
bly the first and last time that engine com- 
pany took a temperance trip, for those were 
days when the social glass could be found in 
about every household, and when every weH 
equipueu giuccij otuxo cuuikiucu uuc ui 

more hogsheads of W. I. rum. 
When the Portland lads came east there 

was of course a fire, but in this case No. 3 
put it out, although that company were en- 
tertaining the visitors. The fire was in 
Dole’s shop, and he was a No. 3 man. To 
this day members of other companies smile, 
and say Dole was very accommodating when 
No. 3 wanted to show her prowess. 

Probably Mr. Dole’s shop took fire in a 
regular way, but in those days members of 
engine companies set lots of fires. Mr- Farn- 
ham, father of Col. Farnham, was marshal, 
and he at one time undertook to break up 
the practice. Then there was a fire every 
night, and one or the other engines would 
rush away before an alarm was even sound- 
ed. Marshal Farnham ttationed two men in 
citizens' dress, on each side of the stream, 
ordering them to catch on to the drag ropes 
of the first engine out; one near the tongue 
or pole, and one near the head of the rope, 
and listen for any accusing remarks. The 
first fire was in an old barn on the East side. 
Without any alarm, No. 6, fullv manned, 
came tearing out of the bouse, and her bell 
biought out No. 3, also having her crew. 
Two men on No. C talked; one said they 
were “too early,” but the other answered 
that an inch of candle wouldn’t burn over 10 
minutes; and sure enough, the fiames were 
just well under way, but had not attracted 
the attention of the neighbors when the tubs 
arrived. It was unquestionably one of 6’s 
fires, but No. 3 put it out. One or two men 
were arrested, but the practice continued 
long afterwaids.

The second lecture of the course on Socia 

Purity was given by Mrs. Drake in tin 
chapel of State street church yesterday after 
noon. 

The subject for the ufternoou was “Phy 
sical Culture.” The lecturer began by re 

ferrlng to the inter-relations of body, mine 
and spirit, saying that the study of thesi 
inter-relations is modern. At one time it 
the auclent world the highest ideal was tin 
warrior. A step in advance of this was i 
sound mind in a sound body. In the earlie 
ages of Christianity, some of its leaders in 
stead of relating spirit to mind and body, se 
off spirit against mind and body. As Chris 
tianity comes to be better undei stood it ha 
changed Ideals, and the demand now is to 
symmetrical development of body, mind an< 
spirit. This makes the mother’s worl 
harder. She must watch and develop tin 
weakest part. The form which civilizatioi 
takes in America demands that we adjus ourselves to it. To do this we must under 
stand our environment. What is tha physi cal condition of our nation today ? Thosi 
who come to us from other lands say we art 
a nation of invalids. The truth is, we en 
dure a strain which would kill the Indian 
Yet the fact remains that our civilizatioi 
makes too much demand upou nerve power 
We use up nervous energy faster than w< 
can generate it. We are living beyond oui 
means physically, and that means physlca 
bankruptcy. Ilow shall the nation b< 
brought back to living within its means! 
The strain of business is intense and tin 
effect of business ambition is to take met 
more and more away from home. The homi 
life must be strengthened, and a spirit ol 
contentment be cultivated to balance th< 
spirit of ambition. 

Dow shall women meet the demand of oui 
civilization in its increased nervous strains! 
By saving force rather than wasting it. Anc 
the speaker here gave three suggestions 
Select, simplify, systematize. Don’t try U 
do everything. Simplify in diet, dress 
Plan, do, succeed, and the effect will be har 
mony, tone and nervous strength. How shall children be prepared to meei 
the demands of the age? Keep them chit 
dren as long as possible. Make them under 
stand the value of health, and that it is ai 
really wrong to violate physical law a: 
spiritual law. 

Mrs. Drake referred to the fact that a high ly cultivated nervous organism throws of 
the old diseases, while it falls a victim t< 
new diseases related to the exhausted ner 
vous condition of the nation, and after brie] 
reference to Christian science and faith cure 
concluded by saying that one living in 
spiritual atmosphere will often rise above 
disease. 

The remaining lectures of the course wil 
begin at four p. m. instead of three as here 
tofore, and single tickets can be obtained al 
the door each afternoon.
