HOW IT HAS WORKED IN MAINE.

Editor Journal !i."‘ .ln_;r‘h'ul’!'urr"

I was much pleased with your leader
in a recent number, wherein you advo-
cate prohibition as a means of staying
the ravages of intemperance, and your
contest in the west and southwest
strongly reminds me of the fight we
had in Maine upon the subject more
than thirty years ago. | notice too,that
the opposition press use precisely the
same arguments the unsoundness of
which have been proved again and
again. The cry of *‘sumptuary laws”
sounds familiar as household words,
though the courts in this and other
states lLave repeatedly held that there
is nothing of sumptuary ligisluaion in
the prohibition of the sale of intoxicants,
and nothing that conflicts with the
organic law.

The statement has often been made
by the encmiss of prohibition that it
has been a failure here and elsewhere
wherever it has prevailed, but nothing
could be further from the truth. Tt is
even said by some, and I frequently had
it thrown in my face by residents of
other states, that drunkenness has not
diminished as a result of prohibition,and
in fact that there is as much liquor sold
and drank in Maine as there ever was.
My memory reaches back & half a cen-
tury, and twenty years before the so*
called Maine Law was passed, and I am
well acquainted in city and country in
almost every part of the State. I can re-
member when rum, gin and brandy
formed a part of every country grocers'
stock in trade, and he would no more
think of setting up and doing business
without them than he would without tea
or coffee.  In every hotel and in almost
every grocery store, it was sold by tke
glass and also by the quantity to be car-
ried away. Around these grocery stores
the people would gather every Saturday
afternoon, and drinking, wrestling and
fighting was the order of the day. Many
went home intoxicated, and most of them
laid in a store of the poison to camy
them through the following week.
Drinking was almost universal in every
class of society. Wheu the temperance
boom first started in Maine it was bitter-
ly opposed and by no class of people
more violently than by members of the
church. The evil was fought step by
step for many years before public senti-
ment was sufficiently enlightened to pass
and sustain a prohibitory law, and even
now, after these thirty-one years of trial,
we are sometimes &fraid that we may
temporarily lose it. There is no doubt
that a large majority of the people of the
State are decidedly in favor of the law

But even in the cities public
opinion has made the traffic disgraceful,
und it is confined mostly to disreputable
Some hotels keep it on the sly
for their guests, and last year, at Bangor,
all the hotels kept open bars, and were
permitted to do so by the city govern-
ment.  In Lewiston, on the other hand,

law of this kind, there are no open
dram-shops and but very little is sold on
the sly. Public sentiment is there op-
posed to the traffic, and questions of
mere party policy are not considered par-
amount to the morals of the city.

As a whole, Maine has been vastly—
ulmost incalculubly—benefited by the
enactment of the prohibitionary liquor
law, and will never give it up. If,
through apathy, the rum power should
gain the ascendancy, its triumph would

be short, and a law even more stringent
than the present would be speedily re-
enacted.

A bill was passed a few years ago per-
mitting registered druggists to keep in-
toxicating liquors to use in their business,
and this privilege is abused by many.
The search and seizure provision of the
prohibitory liquor law, which is one of
its strongest and most effective features,
cannot apply to druggists, and the re-
sult is that, being allowed to have it in
their shops, many of them dispose of it
for tippling purposes. This defect the
next legislature will be called upon to
remedy. It is a little strange that the
druggist bill with all its looseness was
favored by many of our most radical pro-
hibitionists as a concession which could

APPLES FOR EXPORT.

From reliable sources we learn that
the apple crop will be very poorin Eng-
land this year, and not over-abuadant on
the continent of Europe. A short apple
crop in England, means a demand for
American fruit, to the profit, if not of
our orchardists, at least of our shippers.
In former years, American apples have
met with a ready sale at paying prices
in England, but within the last two or
three years, the trade has been less profit-
able. It is the old story over again, that
good fruit in good condition, brings good
prices. Two years ago, taking advan-
tage of the unusual scarcity abroad, par-
ties sent over large quantities of apples,
without regard to their quality or condi-
tion. As & consequence, this fruit in
Convent-Garden market, as it would
have been in Washington market, was
left on the dealer's hands. Hundreds of
barrels did not bring the cost of the
freight, and American apples fell into
disfavor. The same course if followed
this year, will meet with a similar result.
Only the best fruit, packed in the best
manner, will pay in England as at home.
‘The English received their first impres-
sions of American apples from the New-
town Pippin, which several years ago
was the only kind sent abroad, and was
in demand there, Lowever large their
own crop of fruit might be. But this
variety is now far from abundant, and
others have been forwarded of late years.

to prohibition, civil service reform and

The call for passengers to take the train
prevented me further sayiog, what 1 will
now say to remder it impossible for me to
be misunderstood, that in my judgment the
independent movement, so fur as it takes
any Republican votes, can have the effect
only to aid Governor Plaisted and the Fus-
jon ticket, and to retard the progress of
the principles which the Independents pro-
fess to have in view.

?ﬁum, s too well known o require
‘any deseription st the present time, but it
may be proper to state that a number of
gentlemen well known as mineralogists
and capitalists have formed a company to
develop several localities in this county
which are believed to be rich o mincrals
of great valne in science as well as in
commerce, and certainly the late display
must encourage them to pursue their lo-
vestigations on a more extensive scale.

For several months past the Company
have been blasting the ledge at Mt Mica,
and have notifled many of the mineralog-
ists of the country that an opportunity
would be given on Sept. Ist to examine
the remarkable specimens that have been
brought to light up to the present time.

A great number of scientists signitied
their Intention to be present on the ocea-
sion, but many were prevented from at-
tending on accouut of the oppressive heat,
but among the number present were gome
of the first mineralogists in the country,
I’rof. Brush of Yale College, Prof. Barker
of the University of Penn., Prof. Munroe
of the Naval Academy at Annapolis, and
others. To assist the display of the Mt
Mica Company, selections were made from
the cabinets of Dr. A, C. Hamlin, Samuel
R. Carter and Nathan Perry, and altogether
they furnished a matchless exhibition and
one which will not be easily surpassed for
many years to come. The priucipal fea-
ture of the exhibit was the array of tour-
malines, and this can be appreciated when
we say that the British Museum, the Royal
Cabinet at Vienna, and the School of
Mines at Parls could not unitedly have ap-
proached it ln beauty, In extent or in value,
Some of the finest crystals of tourmaline
thus far known were grouped together,
with mapy brilliant cut specimens of the
mineral, forming a pictore of such beautl-
ful forms and colors as to lead the speeta-
tors to doubt their reality.

Among the specimens were crystals of
red, green, bloe and white colors.  Others
exhibited two or three hoes in the samo
prism: white aud red, red and green, or
white, green and red, and even white,
green, red and blue; forming a strange
arrapgement of colors. In examining
these beautiful crystals of varied colors,
the spectator {s ioclined to wonder how
they were created, and to speculate on the
marvelous furce of nature which conld pro-

duce these gems in the bosom of the gran.

All colors were representoed,
It was much regretted that the me
cout red tourmaline belonging to Prof.

Among the green gems was the splendid
and probably matchless one of 25 karats
welght belonging to the Hamlins.

It is quite impossible to describe the par
ticulars of this exhibition, the first yet
given by the Mt Mica Co., but we hope
that they will persevere in exploring our
ledges for the rare minerals they contain,
and they will succeed In attracting men of
sclence from all parts of the couutry to
come and exsmine them; and alsoto be-
come familiar with our natural scenery,
which is not surpasced in the country.

A large part of the Parure of American
gems belonging to the Hamlin family was
also exhibited, as it contained several very
cholee gems from Mt. Mica.  Among these
gems were several remarkable ones from
other perts of the country—a very large
targuoise from the anclent Mexican mines
near Santa Fe, some beautiful blue and
yellow heryl from Royalston, Mass, o su-
perh green spodumene known as Helddop-
ite, from North Caroling, a pure garnet
sud peridot from Montana, two splendid
opals from Central America, cte.

that no inconvenience might arise to the

public. In case of vacancy in the office

of Sheriff, unless filled by the governor

and council, its duties should be perform-
ed by the Coroners of the county until an
election. Clerks of Courts and County
Attorneys were to be appointed by the
Court. The duties of Register of Deeds
were to devolve on the Clerk of the Courts.
The aim has been toward giving the
right of local self-government to the peo-
ple of each county, and thus let no Exec-
utive override the popular will. The peo-
ple have so exercised this power all these
years, instead of entrusting it to any gov-
ernor and council.

But two years ago, in the change from
annual to biennial sessions of the Legis-
lature, the term of State officers was ex-
tended a year, but no such extension in
case of county officers. It therefore fol-
lowed that on the first day of January
last, one County Commissioner for each
county, sixteen in all, several Clerks of
Courts, Sheriffs, and County Attorneys
went out of office. There could be no
election by the people until September.
Hence here were vacancies to be filled,
cither by the Couts or the Governor and
Council, or other provisions of law were
to be followed. This was an emergency
such as had never arisen in the State,
and will probably never arise again.
Looking the situation in the face, in the
light of the past history of our legislation,
any fair-minded man, of any party,would
say, let the known will of the people of
each county be regarded by the governor
and council, and the vacancies filled ac-
cordingly. The Council so desired.

In the sixteen counties the outgoing
officers were Republican in ten, and of
opposite politics in six. TheState offi-
cers had had their terms extended. It
was fair, in harmony with the popular
will of each county, with the full spirit
of this Constitutional Amendment pro-
longing the official tenure, and certainly
with all ideas of Civil Service Reform,
that the outgoing officers have their terms
extended by appointment until the people
