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Recent Publications.

Tae STUDY oF SoCIoLOGY. By Herbert Spencer.

Published by D. Appleton & Co. New York., For
sale by Bailey & Noyes.

The contents of this volume, written at the
solicitation of Professor Youmans, and
forming one of his International Scien-
tific Series, first appeared, simultaneously, in
the Popular Science Monthly in this country,
and in the Contemporary Review,

Of the sixteen chapters, into which it is
divided, nine are given to detail of the difi-
culties which surround the study of Sociolo-
gy-—the first three chapters having already
discussed ““Our Need of it'’—*"Is there a So-
cial Scierce?” and “Its Nature;’ while the
last three set forth ‘“What Discipline is need-
ful”~“What Preparation in Biology'’ and “‘in
Psychology”—and an interesting Couclusion
reviews the ground over which the reader
has been taken giving the reasons found m-
perative for so doing.

Having a certain completeness in itself this

volume is, by intention, still more a prelimi-
pary to the fortheoming “Principles of Sooi-
ology,” the author having gladly availed him-
sell of the offered  opportunity to say much
that would be out of place in his Philosophie
System. Especially does he impress his read-
er with an appre:iation of the immense labor
to be undergone in gathering, with time and
space oply for limits, the facts from which
principles are to be adduced before founda-
lion may be laid for the certainties of Science,
The conditions uecessary for the student are
indeed appalling, since he must not only up-
dergn thorough drill in sciences, but also be
divested of all “bm of education’—of “pa-
triotism”’—of class—and of “creed” —neither
may he, in some cases, have any “‘anti-bias;"’
and, still farther than this, he must look only
to eflects *‘eventually” produced (eventually
being a lons word to unroll, a3, even, or es-
pecially, the evplutionist should know, and
hardly yet to be spoken in connection with
the first false mpve in Paradise,) By all these
steps does the writer Jead up to the copelu-
sion for which we are all too ready that
“‘there are immense obstacles to Social Sei-
ence.”

We are of course prepared for his defini
tion of the study of Sociology as “ihe siudy o
Evolution in {ls most complex form,” and
faor the statement that “it is clear that to the

one who considers the facts societies e

as hav'™ ‘ng had their origin in mpernuunl in-
lerpodllmuor i e wills of individual ruling
men, the stady of ti "ﬂmwﬂ.lhua an as-
pect wholly unlike 1bat whicw . "'h" fosme
who contemplates them as generated v, g e
cesses of developmeant continuing through

| centuries”—that he also considers as dis-
| proved she “great-man theory,” and that the

Great-Father theory might almost'be cast
aside tao, since he classes Mr, Gladstone with
the Anti-Scientifics in “his coneeptions Lhat
any explanation of nature is ineligions which
dispenses with immediate divine superin-
tendence ;" accusing him of “overlooking the’
fact that the doetrine of gravitation is open -
to the same charge.” Possibly Mr. Glad-
stone may have had in mind that thougha
¥parrow falleth to the gronnd—by gravitation
—it is not withoutthe Father. Nevertheless
Mc. 3pencer is inclined to tolerate the: relig-

' he does, seems to me very desirable. That

had become dominant, and who was thus out
of harmony with our present social state,
would probably be detrimental, and might be
disastrous.” We trust that Mr. Gladstone
will avail himself'of this gracious permission
to live, not only on his own behall, but also,
as he represents a large and enlightened
class believing in -a divine presence

who created for development, and who
{as a “Father worketh hitherto,” a faith

which is grounded on facts of experience no

! less sure than those to be built upon by the

pure-scientist, but whose statisties are not of
a nature to foree unwilling recognition. Mr.
Epencer is at least consistent when he goes
on to deride the application of “mutually-de-
structive ideas’, as on occasion of the recov-
eryof the Prince of Wales from fever the
event was ‘“‘coramemorated by thanksgiving
to God and a baronetey to the doctor.” Evi-
dently he considers the baronetcy the better
bestowed.

It is perhaps difficult for any one brought
up with “an educational bias'toward revealed
religion, to do quite justice to [all the keen
good sense and passages of real beauty or of
practical utility that are frequently to be
found in this volume—so untrustworthy does
the testimony seem of one who is peristently—
to quote again—*'thus feaving out Providence
asa factor.” In justice therefore we select a
fine thought from his conelusion :

‘‘Light, falling upon a crystal, is capable of
altering its molecular arrangements, but it
can do this only by a repetition of impulses
almost innumerable: before a unit of ponder
able matter can have its rylthmical move-
ments so increased by suceessive etherical
waves, as to be detached from its combina-
tion and arranged in another way, millions of
such ethereal waves must successively ‘make
infinitesimal additions to its motion. Similar-
ur.bormmanarlu in human nature and
human institutions, changes having that per-
manence which makes them an aequired in-
heritance for the human race, there must go
innumerable recurrences of the thoughts,and
feelings and actions conducive to such
changes.”

BBATEN PATHS oR A Woman's VAcArios. By
Ella W. Thompson. Boston, Lee & Shepard. For
sale by Loring, Short & Harmon,

Beaten Paths is a pleasantly written little
baok, containing the history of a summer’s
tour through Europe, made by seven wonien,
who were desirous of showing the world that
a masculine escort to free and independent
females is somefhing entirely absurd and use-
less, The book is remarkably chatty and
will be found particalarly interesting to wo-
men on account of its minute descriptions of
dress and personal habits. The one objec-
tionable feature of the book is an Incessant
complaining comparison between men and
women, of course to the vast disparigement
of the former; and in o pitiful attempt to
prove that under every circumstance woman,
instead of being a woman as God has made
her, is but a higher and nobler form of man.

' A Few Straws.

There is but one gireat question in politics
to-day on which public opinion is supposed
to bedivided, and that is whether or not the
currency shall be inflated and whether or not
resumption shall be regarded as something to
be begun as speedily as possible, As there
has beea no popular expression on this vital
question since the panic of last September,
and as a large party in Congress declares that
the people in some scctions of the country
are desirous of a further inflation of our
paper money, it is particularly a matter of in-
terest to all classes to know just what posi-
tion political parties,and particularly the dom-
inant party, in the various states, are taking
on the financial question. 7

Dnring the week the Republicans of Maine,
Vermont, Indiana and lllinois have held
state conveéntions. Two of these slates,
Maine and Vermont, have not been repre-
sented to have changed their opinions on the
currency question. The people of these
states are for hard money at the earli-
est possible day. The other pair
of states, hoWever, Indiana and Ili-
nois, are confidently asserted to be In
favor of an expansion of the currency, and its
Congressmen, at least some of them,.eannot
see any diflerence between specie,thé currency
of the world, and notes promising to pay, but
never attempting to pay, gold. Indeed, these
two states are the chief inflation states of
the coantry.

In the two first states there was no hesita-
tion about the policy to be announced, or
rather reiterated for Lhe voice of the conven-
tions in these states was sounanimous for eatly
resumption and against any expansion of the
currency that no man would have had the
hardihood to advocate the loose financial
theories held by the majority of Congress in
either of thesé conventions. Indeed, thecon-
ventions of Maine and Vermont plainly indi-
cate that the ‘Eastern states will not be a bat-
tle ground of the currency question” for the
the Republican party. - =

Making due allowance for exaggeration ‘on
the par: of Messrs.  Morton of Indiana and
Logan of Illinoi¥ and their associates in Con-
gress, we were prepared to belieye that a large
majority of the people of the West were
in favor of decided inflation and an in-
definite date for the resumption of
spedit payments, The persistency with
which these men have fought the battles
of a vitiated currency has led to the
impreseion that, they were impelled from’ po-
litical necessity to obey the voice of their re-
spective states. Consequently we 'expected
that Indiana, the most decided inflationist
state, would pronounce clearly for more edr-
rency. What is our sorprise to find that the
resolutions on this subject, while squinting
in the direction of more paper money; are
strikingly indefinite, general and, in .the
swme breath, expregsive of the fullesl confi-
dence in President Grant. . i

In Lllinois the inflationists. rexlly met a de-
feat, as a resolution was adopted declariug tor
a ‘‘return to,specie payment at the earliest
practicable day.” A clause distinetly de-
claring for agradual retirement of the volume
of the pational currency as fast as ~national

bank notes are issued, was striken out aftera’ |

lonz and exciting debate,but a proposition was
endorsed fixing the amonat of  legal tenders
at $382,000,000. And this policy was adopt-
ed by a convention in which Gen. Logan was
using all his influence to produce a direct is-
sue with the Presldenton his 'financial posi-
tions,

To be sure the declarations of mneither of
these states are like those of Maine and
Vermont, but the generalities in which the
Iudiana convention serves up the currency
question, and the implied declaration of the
Illinois meeting against inflation, must be re-
garded as most auspicious indications. If
these things are done in the two leading in

flation states, what may we not expect from
all the others?

JUDGING from the recent vote on the gues-
tion of the restoration of the franking privi-
lege in Lthe Senate, it is fair to conclude that a
Democratic Congress would give itself the
exclusive privilege of sendingits mail matter
free, The vote stands seventeen for the
restoration of the privilege and thirty-tour,
against it. Of the seventeen voting for the
measure, eight were Democrats and Messrs,
Tipton and Sprague. Of the thirty-four
voting against the proposition six were Dem-
ocrats, the balance with the exception of Mr,
Schurz, being Republicans. Of the thiruy-
three who voted in favor of sending the Con-
gressional Record free, and of encouraging
the printing of public documents by allewing
them to be postpaid at the rate ot twenty-five
cents per volume, fifteen were Democrats.

TaE New Hampshire Democracy are car-
rying things with a high band. The latest
outrage is the re-districting of the city of
Manehester, which bas 4 Republican majori-
ty of from 300 to 500, so thai the Democrats
can elect twenty representalives to the Re-
publicans six. It is further proposed that
this measure shall be fcreed on the people of
Manchester without giving them the privilege
of voting on its acceptence or rejection, ' We
bog to call attention to the tact that these are
the tellows who declare their devotion to lo-
cal self-government., .

Ir is a noticeable fact that neither the Illi-
nois nor Indiana Republican conventions en-
dorsed the transportation scheme of Senator
Windom or favored any general expenditure of

public money for the building of railroads or
canals,

THE free school party in New Brunswick
are carrying things before' them almost nuan-
imously. At last accounts, of twentysix
members elected, twenty-four are pledged to
the free school system.

The New York Post hopes the House will
not pass the Senate postal bill becaunse it in-
creases the postage on such papers as the
Post from §1.20 a year to ;1.75, and makes
the publisher pay it. ‘

The same paper says that the nomination
of Mr. Cadwalader as Assistant Secretary of
Blate is very creditable to the government.

Men' define the word very much to suit them-
| selves, but we mean by it a medinm for the ex-
| change of property, a measure of values,  If,
we want & measure of values weé want a fixed
measure, e do not want an elastic one.
| Nobody ever heard of an elastic yard stick or
' an elastic quart pot. Least of all did anybody
| eyer propose a yard .stick whieh would some-
| times measare eléven ‘inches, sometimes ten
and vine, but never by any possibility twelve or
- thirteen. The universal consent of the world
| has fixed upon gold and silver as containing
that permanent element which makes it the fit
circulating mediam of the world, and all man-
kind are pretty sure to be wiser than any one
man or any one nation, And their wisdom in
this'case is easily justified; for gold and silver
are good measures of value because they are
values themselves. They represeut just ‘as
much labor as the things they purchase. They
?gat just as muoch toil as the productions of the
arm or the loom. -

But I bhave uo time tomake a general dis-
cagsion of currency. The {eo le bere are all
agreed that what we need is hard money. Now
thig is just what we have - been striving for
ever sivce we had a country. We have never
had a truefcuzrency yet, and for the evil effects
of a bad one we have only to consult the history
of our own country. I do not pretend thata
hard money currency is the panacea for all the
evils, that it will stop papics or hastén the
millenninm. We only claim that they will be
less frequent. Speculation is inherent in the
huoman make-up,. When you and I have built a
house over our heads and get some surplus
money, we wanttoset it at work making
more and the chances are that the first specu-
lator who comes along with a plausible scheme
and a promise of 100, will get our mopey—and
what we do the whole nation is liable to do.
1f then we have a sound currency and lose, it
is bad, but iv is money we have got and com-
patatively we can afford o lose it. Butsup-
pose the carrency is paper. and the $1000we had
earned is called $2000. We, the best informed
of us, cannot help thinking we have really got
more money. Because we have eatned it easier,
it ioen easier.  The tendency is inevitable to
make speculution wilder, and before we know
it we bave adventured more than we have got,
and when the crash comes, it sweeps away not
ouly our surplus but curall. In a word, real
prosperity will induce speculation, but when
we lose we only lose what we have got. Un-
real prosperity stimulates speculation beyoud
all reuson and we luse what we have not got, or
at least more than our surplus. In still other
words, when we have a sound currency, in the
rment state of the progress of mankind, at
east, we must bave crises and suffering, but
when we have a bad currency we reach a lower
depth, avd gentlemen, .11 history teaches that
the poor strike the bottom of pit. Why,
look at our old currency before the war Banks
limited in number only by the wisdom of State
Legislatures semt out their bills, In time of
speculation they put them cut to their full ex-
tent, and when the panic came they suspended.

As long as everything was prosperous and no-
body wanted gold, they were ready to pay it.
When everybudy wanted gold they would not

ay and suspended, and they had to suspend,

t they made money by both operations, They
stood to win in either event. 1 tell you the rich
people can best take care of themselves in
trouble. Ag long as we follow laws of nature
the poor are in the best condition they can be.
When we follow the devices of men the weak-
est go to the wall, When men sup with the
devil they get the most to eat, who have the
longest gpovns.

And now, gentlemen, after one little bit of
history I shall cloze: In 1797 England sus-
pended specie payments. Gold went to a pre-
mium, steadily increasing to fifteen per cent.
In 1810 a committée was appointed to consider
the whole matter, That committee, after
Eal.iam. inyestigation, mace a report wh:ch is

vown as the “Bullion Report’’—a paper con-
taining doctrines which are now the *‘alphabet
of finance,” Among others, that a worse cur-
rency will always drive out a better; that the
Premium in paper on gold always shows that
the PFaper is depreciated, and marks the ex-
tent of the depreciation; and that a depreciated
currency is a public calamity. Now what do
you SUppose was the reception that report met
with?  Why the great majority of people
scouted it. :‘ ey had the best eurrency under
the sun. ApEr was not depreeiated, ld
was only merchandise, and had got higher.

Committee, reported back the
Senate amendment to the post oftfice appropria-
tion bill, The amendment restricting letter
carriers to towns of 30,000 instead of 20,000 in-
habitants was concurred in, The améndment
prohibiting advertisements in Washington' pa-
pers for post routes except those in Virginia
and Maryland was conzurred in. The amend-
ment to Atrike out the proviso for free transpor-
tation of agricultural reports was non-concurred
in. The amendment prohibiting the publica-
tion of the Revised Statutes in the newspapers
at the government’s expense was concurred in.
The amendment fixing the rates of newspaper
postage atfour cents a pound, and on single
papers at one cent each and requiring prepay-
ment was discassed,

Mr. Hawleyof Conunecticut, protested against
the partiality shown to country newspapers in
the counties at the expense of large daily pa
pers. Every man who had any advantage from
tha government should pay something ifor it,
and then Congress could afford to put newspa-
per le of postage down to onhe cent per

and.
poMr. Hawley eharacterized the SBenate amend-
meat charging four cents per' pound 48 a most
extraordinary and unreasonable proposition,and
said the reguirement of prepayment would
throw the whole burden of postage on the pub-
lishers. That was the purposeof the amend-
ment. On some newspaper publishers the tax
would be as high as 830,000,

Mr. Garfield of Ohio, maintained that the
original theory and the one which ounght to be
maintained was that the Post Office Depart
ment was maintdined not for the purpose of
revenue, bat for the pn of ‘dissnm mating
knowlege throughout the ecountry, and that
there was some intelligence of so public nature
and of so general importance that preference
was given to it. That was the reason why the
newspaper shonld have the preference over the
letter. He agreed, however, that newspapers
should be prepaid, because last year when the
postage of newspapers amounted to §2,718,241,
only $1,072,998 of it had been collected.

E. H. Roberts of New York, moved to amend
the amendment by making the postage on dail
and weekly newspapers at one cent per poun
and on magazines at two cents per pound. The
greater amount of business of the dailies and
weeklies placed them within the range of
wholesale business, and therefore the postage
should be less. He informed l:.habHuuse that
newspapers wanted no sympat at only jus-
tice. plf: was uonﬁdem‘zhat thayhousa wg.s]not
going to legislate the mewspaper out of spite.
Great as some public men might be, quE as
might be their public life, their career was short
a8 compared with the life of a great newspa&zer.
There was none so great that he could afford to
sneer at it. If the House chovse to legislate
from spite, the unewspapers would be carried
outside of the mails,

G. F. Hoar of Massachusetts, criticized Mr.
Roberts’ intimation that the House was actuat-
ed iu its legislation by opposition to newspapers
rather than by a desire to do what is right and
for the publicinterest. The gentleman had
stated recently that if the House expected to
carry favor with the country press by letting the
country newspagers go free it was mistaken,
and now he had been warning the House not to
legislate out of spite. That certainly was not
the motive with which the gentlemen address-
ed themselves to this important question, The
newspaper press had its errors, its sins, its
crimes and its licentiousness, as well as its hon-
est advocacy of public good. The cure for the
evil that has prevailed the American press was
multiplication not suppression of the circula-
tion of newspapers. 1f the great newspapers
of New York misrepresénted members of the
House in their public conduct, thereby striking
a blow at the very principle of self government
the cure was to put by its side another newspa-
per of equal circulation, acd sooner or later the
people would learn to pick out the truth. He,
therefore, favored the lowest ible rate of

tage on newspapers, and he trusted his
riend from New York ('Ruberls ) would not at-
tribute to him either a desire to carry {favor
with the country newspapers or to wreak spite
against city newspapers.

After further di-cussion Mr. Roberts’ amend-
ment was modified 8o as to read, that on all
newspapers and periodical publications mailed
from a known office of publication or pews
agency and addressed to regular subseribers or
news agents, a postage shall be charged at the
following rates: On newspapers and periodical
publications issued weekly and more frequently
than once a week lﬁ cents for each pound or
fraction tbereof, and on those published less
frequently 3 cents a pound, provided the rate of

postage on newspapers or periodieals not ex
ceeding two ounces in weight, and circulars
when the same are deposited in a letter-carrier’s
office for delivery by the office or its carriers,
shall be uniform at one cent each, but periodi
cals weighing more than two ounces ‘shall be
subject to postage of two cents each, and these
rates are to be prepaid by stamps.
The amendment allowing single copeis of
newspapers to go through the mails free within
its county was concurred in.
The amendment allowing four pound pack-
ages of the third class to be transmitted by
m'lill' was, after considerable discussion, concur-
red in.
The amendment which uired an oath of
the publishers was concurred in with some mod-
ification.
The amendment making charge of newspa-
per postage to commence on the first of July
next was concurred in.
The amendment fixing the salaries of post-
masters was non-concurred in.
All the remaining Senate amendments were
non-concurred in except the last, which exempts
public documents from prepayment and limits
the postage to 25 cents a volume,
Mr. Burchard ot 1llinois, moved to amend by
striking out the first part of the amendment,
which relieves gublic documents from prepay-
ment, and the last part, which limits the i’i
cents postaga, to documents already printed.
Mr. Hawley of C ticus, regarded the
Semate amendments, to a considerable extent,
as a restoration of the franking privilege, and,
therefore objected to it. He was not going to
_;niu any common coart or slang about the
ranking privilege. It had its uses, but it had
been abused and the public sentiment bad been
in the direction of paying something for every-
thing passing throogh the mails, and the Re-
ublican party had certainly adopted that idea,
1e wished the experiment to be adhered to for
three or four years at least. The public senti-
ment was not yet ready to abandon the experi-
ment or to restore the franking privilege, di-
rectly or indirestly.
Mr, Parker of Mississippi, replied to and de-
nied that the Benate amendment was in any
sense a restoration of the franking privilege.
1t did not permit documents to go through the
mails free of charge. He characterized the agi-
tation for a repeal of the franking privilege as
nothiog but humbug, and said that in petitions
got up by the Postmaster General, names frora
the grave yards and tombstones were pat. For
his part, after the peu(];la had demanded that
the pay of members of Congreas should be re-
duced so that no member could live decently
upon it, he did not to pay postage on
public documents,
Mr. Garfield of Ohio called attention to the
proviso that the Congressional Record, or an
part thereof, shall through mails free ol
Bo_stsge. He regarded it as a little bit of moral
ribery. Under that & member could have his

speech under the heading, ‘fpendix to Con-
ressional Record,” and could have it sent
hrougd the mails free.
