Ladies in Washington, holding clerical
positions, accredited to Pennsylvania, have
received circulars assessing them three per
cent. of their salaries for the State cam-
paign.

Mrs. Marietta M. Bones, of Dakota,
appealed to the men of that Territory in
her Fourth of July speech, not to ask for
admission as a State unless the women
of the new State can have the right of
suffrage.
