THE FARM AND HOUSEHOLD* 

OUB FORESTS. 
The House Committee on agriculture late* 

[y voted to report a bill for the collection of 
specimens of native woods iu the United 
States, to be placed in the museum of th* 
Agricultural Department in Washington, 
This step has not been taken too soou, for it 
the waste of wood continues at its present 
rate there may, a few years hence, be speck- 
mens of many kinds wanting. We have fre- 
quently called attention to the importance off 
forest preservation, and the short-sightedness 
of the present generation in respect to it, an4 
ire glad to see that the President is display- 
ing a personal interest in the matter. The 
public is apt to lose sight of its importance sp 
soon as the excitement and horror attending 
such terrible conflagrations as those which 
occurred in Wisconsin and this State two 
years ago die away. 

In his report to the Land Office at Wash- 
ington, iu 1866, the Surveyor General wrote: 
“We have now reached a period when the 
iemand for timber is rapidly on the increase 
ind the supply diminishing. The demaud il, 
ludeed, undoubtedly increasing to an enot- 
mous extent.” In 1867 the same officer 
wrote: “The subject of fbrest-tree culture 
has of late years attracted much attention ih 
Europe on account of the inconvenient scar- 
city of all the more valuable kinds of timber, 
especially ship timber; and the subject is of I 

regions exist completely destitute of treeB, 
»nd where the supply of the more valuable 
kinds is limited, and becoming so scarce thjit 
it even now commands large prices. It is 
:ime that our best timber lands shonld he 
prized, not only in regard to present But fO- 
biire value.” In a speech in Congress two 
pears ago, Mr. Haldeman said it was compqt- 
sd that twenty million people are dwelling in 
wooden houses, their barns and out-buildings 
>f wood, the fencing of wood. Then twenty 
thousand cords are daily consumed by lo- 
jomotives, and the sixty thousand miles of 
road demand 2,500 ties to the mile. Some of 
the mills on Puget Sound have capacity to 
turn out daily 100,000 feet of lumber, and t|ie 
present export of the Sound iu prepared lum- 
ber, masts aDd spars amounts to over one 
and a half million dollars annually. Chica- 
go, in the same time, sold nearly 1,000,000 
feet of lumber, over 200,000,000 shingles, abd 
100,000,000 pieces of lath, and the enormous 

consumption ot wood of that city in repair- 
ing the ravages ot fire may well be imagined. 
Another tremendous devourer of wood is the 
mines. In the Comstock Mine, Nevada, there 
bas been annually consumed of lumber mid 
Limber about 18,000,000 feet. 

From Nebraska City, Mr. Hayden, United 
States Geologist, writes: “I would again 
■peak of the importance of planting trees in 
Lhis country. It is believed that the planting 
of ten or fifteen acres of loreit-trees on each 
quarter of a section will have a most impor- 
tant effect on the climate, equalizing and in- 
creasing the moisture and adding greatly to 
the fertility of the soil. The settlement of 
the country and the increase of the timber 
have already changed for the better the cli- 
mate of that portiou of Nebraska lying along 
the Missouri.” 

As matters stand, the consumption in- 
creases enormously every, day with the in- 
crease of populatiou, railroads, manufactures, 
and mining enterprise. Enormous quanti- 
ties of trees in woods thoughout the country 
are rendered valueless for timber by neglect. 
It is, indeed, melancholy when traveling, to 
survey these wretched poles leaning oue 
against the other, so cramped and choked 
that they can never develop. The various 
reports to the Land office abound with valua- 
ble suggestions for the preservation and in- 
crease of timber. The subject, however, Is 
not without its difficulties. Our government 
does not command the centralized machinery 
which Europeau countries employ to secure 

tbe preservation of thejr forests. I he states 
in the far West are moving, but necessarily 
slowly, and not in unison. Several railway 
corporations,and notably the Pacific railways, 

have taken practical steps to encourage tfie 
planting, and to determine the best means ot 
carrying it on. There is a growing seutiment 
ou the subject in the West, and Congress re- 
cently amended a law already in existence, 
extending special privileges on the public lauds to those homestead settlers who would 
plant a certain proportion of their land with 
trees. .These ageucies work slowly, but 
much will yet be saved, and much done for 
the future. 

RAISING TURKEYS. 
A farmer’s wife, in the Rural World gives her practice with turkeys: 
Have no more than four hens to each gob- bler, and do not starve them during winter. 

Watch them closely about laying time, as 
they nearly always hunt a nest the day be- 
fore they deposit their first egg. Make a good 
large nest in some building that you can con- 
fine them in, and the next morning, alter 
they hunt their nest, catch them and shut 
them up in the place where you made the 
nest, for after they have have laid one egg 
there, they will always go back to that nest. 
If they choose a good place of their owu ac- 
cord, I let them alone; though I put a few 
common hen eggs in the nest and take out 
the tnrkey eggs every day and keep them in a 
cool place, as heat inures them quicker than 
cold, provided It doea not freeze. I let each 
turkey set the first time she wants to; but let 
no young turkeys run with a common hen, 
for if they do so half a dozen times, they are 
more trouble tbau fifty running with a turkey 
hen. 

The advantage of letting turkeys set on 
their first layiugot eggs is this: the young 
turkeys are hatched before tb« weeds and 
grass get high enough to wet and befoul them 
in the mornings. I watch them two or tbreo 
days, that no weak ones are lost; then they 
get no more attention, only feeding when 
they come to the bouse. On no account 
give them raw food when small—I feed mine 
on corn bread; sometimes soak it in sour 
milk and sometimes give them curd. Never 
shut them up unless it rains hard. To pre- ■

UOBTAB AND PESTLE FAB POUNDING 

SHELLS. 
To keep poultry in thrift and furnish mate- 

rial for egg shells, lime in some form is very 
necessary. Oyster-shells and clam-shells are 
much used. To pound these, a log of wood 
may be slightly hollowed at one end and sur- 
rounded with a piece of tin, an opening being 
made to admit the handle of the pestle, which 
is like a wooden mallet, the striking end be- 
ing armed with small bolts driven Into the 
wood so as to leave the heads exposed. A 
ring to prevent splitting wilt be au improve- 
ment.—Poultry World. 

A DOSE FOB THE CUBBANT WORM. 

Mr, Brainard Perkins of Sidney, informs 
us that he has completely destroyed the 
worms upon his currant bushes by the use of 
carbolate of lime. He has had two or three 
seasons’ experience in its use and recom- 
mends it as a safe and sure remedy to all 
whose plants may be attacked by the ravages 
of this pest. If one application does not suf- 
fice, apply it the second' and third times. The 
article may be obtained of any druggist. 

WHOLE COEN FOB FATTENING. 

A Rhode Island correspondent of the Bos- 
ton Journal says that the reason Rhode Is- 
land turkeys are wprth thiee cents per pound 
more in market than atiy others, is because 
these turkeys are fattened, “especially in the 
south part of that state, on hard ludiau eorn 
instead of meal, barley, oats or other kinds of 
food, and because they are picked without 
being scalded in hot water, and their inwards 
removed immediately. There la almost as 
much difference in, the bird prepared in tliia 
way and one that is fed otherwise and dipped 
into hot water (to save two minutes’ labor In 
picking), and then left to swelter a week with 
its inwards undrawn, as is the case with thp 
most that are brought to the New York, 
Philadelphia and other markets, as there la 
between a woodcock and a srow. 

So, too, If a hog be led "oWy on hard 
corn and water, its meat will be as lar su- 

perior to that fatted on meal or other soft 
food as real pure Orange county Is to distil- 
lery or swill inilk. Why are Cincinnati hatns 
so celebrated ? Is their superiority owing to 
the method of curing them solely ? By no 

means, but more to the quality of the flesh, 
which is made entirely from the juices Of 
sweet, aud unground Indian corn. 

Take a turkey tbat-has a free,wide range, where grasshoppers are plenty in their sea- 
son ; teed it well with ludian corn and sweet 
apples only (if the latter are handy) until 
December; shut it away from food for twen- 
ty-four hours, then (handling the sacred 
thing tenderly) tie a stout cord around its 
legs and hang it to a spike in the beam under 

your barn; let one artist hold its wings firmly 
in each hand, while another gently bleeds it 
at the throat; pick it dry while warm; draw 
its inwards ditto; let it hang in a cool place 
for two nights only; roast it before a bright, 
hot wood fire, turning the spit often to keep 
the juices from congesting on the surface or 

elsewhere; set it on a table garnished, if your 
‘fancy or nature will.’ with woodcock, canvas 

back, quail and ortolan, and If yon once get a 
taste of that turkey, you will let evsry other 
delicacy before you go to the dogs rather than 
desecrate your palates with trash so inferior 
to that king of ail game, a corn-fed, dry- 
dressed, well-cooked Rhode Island turkey. 

So, too, take a twelve months' old barrow, 
place him in a roomy, sonny pen, keep him 
wholly on hard corn and pure water, with 
occasionally a little salt, untH he is tat; kill 
and dress him nicely, and salt the chines 
down with plenty of Turk’s Island salt with- 
in thirty-six hours of his exit, and you will 
have pork to eat with your capon that is 
firm, transpaient, rosy, sweet and delicate. 
So, again, take the hams of such a hog, cure 
them well with blowu salt and saltpetre, 
smoke them with clean fresh corn-cobs and 
nothing else (letting them cool off nights) 
until they attain the complexion of a hazel- 
nut, or of one oi Titian’s most characteristic 
portraits a trifle subdued. Then boil it slow- 
ly, and when thoroughly done let it stand a 
night in the liquor and you will Whve the 
only ‘thing of beauty’ that is worthy to be 
eaten off the plate with your Rhode-Islaud 
turkey, and equal to the best Weslphal ia, 
North Carolina, Newbold or Cincinnati ba- 
con. 

LIQUID MASUBK. 

As plants will glow much more rapidly if well supplied with manure in a liquid form, 
we advise all of our readers to prepare a bar- 
rel or cask of it, and sink it in a convenient 
spot where it can be used to the best advan- 
tage. Put half a peck of charcoal at the bot- 
tom of the barrel and then fill it half Ml with 
horse or cow manure (the former is the best) 
adding enough water to fill the barrel. Ap 
ply it to the plants twice a week alter the tun 
has gone down, taking care that it does not 
fall upon the leaves or branches of the plants. 
Dig it in with a fork, and in a little while 
you will see how efficacious it ie fbr plant 
growth. As the water is used up, fill in 
more, aod in three or four weeks turn but 
the manure, spreading It around the roots of 
roses and geraniums to act as a mulch, aud 
refill the barrel with a new supply. If horse 
or cow manure cannot be readily obtained, 
put three or four pounds o! guano into a bar- 
rel holding thirty-two gallons, and let it stand 
for a week before using, stirring it daily. 
Hen manure can be used If desired, taking 
two pounds to ten gallons of water. 8. O. J. 

TALUK OF FODDXB CORK. U 

At a meeting of the Massachusetts Cheese 
Factory Association, Addison H. Holland, a 

Barre farmer, read an essay on fodder corn. 
With seventeen cows he experimented to see 
what its value was in producing milk; during 
the month of July he turned his eows out in- 
to a good pasture after having fed them with 
fodder corn, and they showed a large falling 
off in milk. He then, through August, soiled 
them in the stable, feeding fodder corn, and 

In September they were again turned into 
the mowing (lull feed) and they fell off. Hr. 
Holland cures his corn by spreading It upon 
the stone walls, and regards it as a valuable 
feed for milch cows when well cured. He 
thinks fodder corn the best crop there is to 
bridge over a dry time with; led 60 or 10 lbs. 
per cow when they were kept in a sho rt pas- 
ture. 

LICK OK CATTL*. 
A correspondent of the Country Gentle- 

man, alter having experimented to his heart’s 
content with several kinds of grease, tobacco 
water, kerosene, ashes, ungueotum, etc., for 
killing lice on cattle, has arrived at the con- 
clusion that sulphur sprinkled on the animals, 
and well rubbed iuto the hair, and a table- 
spoonful given in meal daily for a week is the 
simplest, safest and surest remedy he has 
ever tried. 

FOOD FOB YOUNG CHICKENS. 

Chickens want no food for many hours after 
they ar. batched, as they are then digesting 
the yolk of the egg, which constitutes their 
first food, and acquiring strength to run 
about. When they begin to peck they should 
be fed with soft food and very small grain. 
Unquestionably the best soft tood Is an egg 
beateu up with a tablespooufui ot milk au<l 
heated in the oven or by the side of the tiro 
until it sets iuto a soft custard. Chickeus fed 
or partially fed on this make wonderful prog- 
ress. If they are to make large lowls, they 
must be fed soou alter daylight; if, as is too 
ofteu the case, they are huugry for three 
hours in the morning, they are always stunt- 
ed in their growth. They must be fed the 
first thing, and, while they are young, every 
two or three hours during the day.— Rural 
World,

There can’t be the slightest objection to this 
sort of a thiug. It is a most innocent amuse- 

ment, and for a hot season (which this is not) 
it would be a very cool occupation,to write or 

r;ad third term articles. A very large portion 
of the people of this country know General 
Grant as they have known no other Presi- 
dent ; indeed, a very large part of the people 
have seen him and, the last thing they fear ot 
him is that he will set up in the Ccesar busi- 
ness or in any way rob them ot their liber- 
tivoi an ».uc uonoj/ajicis m tuc uuuuuy tau* 

not scare tbe ordinary citizen into the belief 
that Gen, Grant is a dangerous man. 

We ds not know whether or not the Presi- 
dent would accept office a third term. We 
know that he will not seek it. And if it 
should come about that he should be a candi- 
date for a third term, there is no more reason 

to fear what is termed “Csesarism” than 
there was during the first or second term. 
Has President Grant shown any tendency to1 
ward Csesarism ? Has he taken away from 
the people or the states any of their rights? 
Is he doing anything or has he done anything 
to enlarge the powers of the central govern- 
ment? Xo one will be so loolish as to pre- 
tend that President Grant, who cannot make 
laws or raise revenues, has attempted to 

usurp such functions. Indeed, the record of 
the last six years of the government will show 
that the President has frequently opposed 
projects to give him greater power, and has 
always been backward m taking action in 

any matter where the duty might devolve 
upon Congress or state governments. 

Csesarism is simply a hng-a-boo of the dem- 
agogue who is not yet so far advanced in an 

acquaintance with the American people, but 
that he thinks that they may be frightened by 
tiiis dreadful name. The danger of Csesar- 
ism really lies in another direction—in Con- 
gress. If that body should ever accept the 
theories of certain Western politicians as set i 
forth in Senator Windom’s transportation 
scheme and go to building and running rail- 
ways and canals, regulating the internal af- 
fairs of states and otherwise interferring with 
affairs strict ly local and not essential to the 
■afety of tbe government, it may so change 
the whole character of our government that 

,states will he little better than counties, and. 
thus establish a species ot centralization which 
will be more deplorable than a paternal gov- 
ernment. 

As the present Congress has shown little 
Inclination to listen to these gentlemen and,as 
the only evidences of legislative Csesarism are 

found in the Democratic legislature of New 
Hampshire, we have no need to become 

greatly troubled in what should be hot weath- 
er, by any horrible stories of Grantism or C»- 
sarism. 

These Maine Republican resolutions con- 
trast curiously with the Indiana and Illinois 
ones. So far as specie payments are con- 
cerned, the trumpet cannot be criticised for 
giving an uncertain sound. It will be no- 
ticed that the convention, while thanking 
Gen. Grant tor his veto of the currency bill, 
omits to “indorse” him in other respects. 
Blaine lives in Maine.—Springfield Republi- 
can. 

It may be said, now that the subject has 
been called up, that the general policy of 
President Grant’s administration was not 
‘“endorsed” simply through an oversight of 
the commitUie entrusted with the prepara- 
tion of the resolutions. We are confident 
that the Republicans of the state most hearti- 
ly approve of his policy in the Spanish com- 

plications, in the policy of the past year 
toward the late Confederate states as indicat- 
ed in the treatment ot Arkansas, In his at- 

tempts to improve the civil service and oth- 
erwise in the general conduct of public affairs, 
and, further, that the President has the confi- 
dence of the party in Maine to a greater ex- 

tent to-day than a year since. 

Mb. Sticknei’s post-office at Presque Isle 
has been investigated, and, judging from the 
three columns of testimony with running 
comments which appear in the Sunrise, the 

post-master is not much alarmed about the 
result. The complaint was that Mr. Stickney 
was too old and infirm to discharge his duties 
properly, and the petition for his removal was 

signed by 110 persons. In regard to the 
charge of being an old man Mr. Stickney ob- 
serves that although his hair is silvery, he is 
■tralght as a candle, six feet in height, and 
steps and move, about with as much activity 
as a man of forty. There was some testimony 
to show that Mr. Stickney was sometimes 
cross and pettish, but as reported in the Sun- 
rise the evidence is not very damaging. No 
decision has been announced. 

Thb conference financial bill which was 

passed by the Senate, Friday, and by the 
House, Saturday, by a vote of 221 to 40, pro- 
vides for the distribution among the states of 
the West and South of $50,000,000 of the ex- 

cess of bank circulation held by the Eastern 
states, releases banks from holding reserves 

except a certain per cent, of deposits, and 

puts the limit of greenbacks at $382,000,000. 
From the tenor of the debate in the House, 
it may be inferred that the bill suits nobody 
and while it does not provide for the redemp- 
tion of government notes, practically works 
an inflation of the currency by releasing the 
bank reserves. 

If Gen. Butler thought to vindicate him- 
ecu «tua neap contusion upon his enemies by 
having Friday night set apart for his speech 
on a bill which had already passed, he made 
a dreadful mistake. He was met at every 
poiut by the men he assailed and the only re- 
sult ol the mid-night session is to show to the 
country in a clearer light than before how 
base, cunning and vindictive a creature 
he is.

the President for vetoing the inflation bill, 
and encourage their members of Congress in 
thtir earnest and effectual opposition to 
jobbery,extravagance and corruption.” 

These are good sentiments, and the party 
that lives up to them deserves success and 
may hope ior it. It is true that party plat- 
forms for the last lew years have apparently 
been built with pittulls for unwary voters; but 
it there is a fraction ot a party anywhere 
which is free from the prevalent taint oi 
which the country complains, the mam body 
of the Republicans in Maine may lay good 
claim to the honor. Their government of the 
state has been frugal and efficient; their rep- 
resentatives in Washington have generally 
aided liberally in the promotion of reform leg- 
islation ; and the loeal offices filled by feder- 
al appointment have been faithfully adniinis- 
tereil. Therefore we may infer that their 

platform means more than we often find in 
such declarations. We wish that the Repub- 
lican party might once more become national 
and consistent, by making the sentiments of 
the Maine platform the test by which to 
stand or fall.—N. Y. Evening Post,

The Boston Advertiser says the Senate

rather a proposition to change the tariff of 
the country and should be published as much 
as a change in the tariff laws.

Mock Session. 

A Bill Diicuord after it* Passage—Be- 
markable Speech of Gen. Butler.—He 
Defends the Moiety System-Attach* 
Phelps, Dodge A Co.—Assaults the Ways 
and Means Committee—Hard Blows 
Given-Harder Betnrned-General 
Commeuti Got the Worst of it. 

la the National House of Representatives 
on Friday night a most novel debate took 
place. It was novel because the bill against 
which it was aimed had passed that body, and 
also because of the peculiar character of the 
discussion. The session lasted until midnight, 
and although the weather was very hot the 
hall and galleries were crowded, it having been 
advertised that Gen. Butler was to speak in 
defence of the moiety system and particularly 
defend himself against his accusers in conneo- 
lion with the Sanborn contracts and Jayne es- 

pionage in New York. 
Gen. Butler began by saying that failing health and the imperative orders of his physi- 

cians had prevented him from taking part in 
the discussion of the bill to abolish the moiety 
system when it was before the House, but he 
hardly regretted it, because the amendments 
proposed by the Committee of Ways and 
Means having passed, he could now speak 
without, being charged with attempting to pre- 
vent what might be regarded by some as a 
needed reform in the laws. No personal rela- 
tions should enter into whabiie was about to 
say. He desired only to raise a warning voice 
against what he regarded as unwise legisla- 
tion. 

He then proceeded to speak at length in de- 
fence of the moiety system. It was impossi- 
ble, be said, to get for S1500 a year the services 
of meu so skilled in the arts and sciences as to 
be able to distinguish and to value correctly so 
many and various articles as are taxed, and, 
even if the revenue officers had the necessary 
skill, they would still need to have the cun- 

uiug and experience of detectives in order to 
discover and defeat the devices of men whose 
intellects were sharpened by’the desire of un- 
lawful gain. The mere smuggler brings in his 
goods in small vessels, but the great importer 
brings his in 3000 ton ships and bribes the cus 
tom house officers to let them in, or, by a con- 
federate partner, swears them through, makes 
hundreds of thousand dollars by a single ven- 
ture and becomes a merchant prince; and prob- 
ably builds a church out of the gains and be- 
comes noted for bis charities, which iu turn 
adveitise his boose and bring it custom. Mr. 
Butler gave some statistics to show the extent 
to which tea had been smuggled into Maine 
from the adjoining territory, until, in 1868, a 

“pestiferous informer,” accompanied by an 
agenf of the Treasury department, went down 
aim siezeu tne books an i papers, and recovered 
very large penalties, the result being that the 
importation or tea to obscure places from 
which it had been smuggled into Maine at ouce 
fell off to one-eighth of the former quantity. Hi idee la red as a startling announcement that 
the United States did not receive more than 87 
per cent, of its duties ou goods, where the tariff 
is ad valorem; in other words, if the govern- 
ment should collect the present duties honestly it could pay $100,000,000 of the uational debt 
every year, and yet the people have no higher 
taxes to pay than they have now. Fraudulent 
importers, by fraudulent invoices, charged the 
people those duties and pocketed them as part of their profits. 

He then turned upon the firm of Phelps. 
Dodge & Co., whom be spoke of, as pious im- 
porting merchants, who had stolen the livery of 
heaven to serve the devil in. In language that 
was most r'bald he characterized them as metu ■ 

hers of Young Yen’s Christian Associations 
and builders of churches. He charged that the 
firm imported hundreds of thousand of dollars 
worm ot tm ana lead m the torun of statues of 
Washington, &c., at the time wheu statuary 
was duty free. He held up to the sneers of the 
gallery the grief of the elder, James, the Eu- 
ropean member of the firm, and said his grief 
was pertiuent, as he knew how rotten the firm 
was, and understood how the firm’s ruin was 
at hand. He charged that the same firm during the war by getting a comma changed, cheated 
the government out of $2,250,(XR), and he charg- 
ed that the Committee on Ways and Means 
had reduced the tariff ou tin this season, at the 
beck of Phelps, Dodge & Co. Here Butler 
split up on his facts, and this colloquy en- 
sued: 

Dawes—“No sir, not one cent, but 4J cents, 
against their protest.” 

Butler—“Which was the protest, the ono 
cent or quarter cent?” 

Dawes—“I gave you a fair answer.” 
Butler—“I supposed you would give one in 

the position you Hold.”. 
Dawes—“f supposed you would treat it 

fairly. Look at the hill you are talking about, 
and you will find li cents, against the protest 
of Phelps, Dodge & Co.” 

Butler—“And the Senate cut it down to 14 
cent.” 

Dawes—“No matter what they have done 
there. Your charge is against the Committee 

hJS a“? Meaus ai>d it is not true.”, Butler “But you include the boxes in the 
duty.” 

Dawes—“Yes, indeed, we did, and that 
makes them pay duly on more pounds. It is 
so much worse for them. You charge that the 
Committee on Ways and Means increased the 
tariff, and you are troubled because you are 
answered. You should state the facts as they 
are.” 

Butler produced personal letters of Foster 
and Beck of the Committee on Ways and 
Means, writing to persons other than himself, without stating how he came by them. He 
said one was sent to him by a friend, the other 
was picked up in the streets of New York. 
hosier subsequently stated that bis letters had 

jeen stolen from the District Attorney’s office 
it Brooklyn through one of Butler’s friends. 
In Foster’s letter the latter spoke of '“getting 

rap at old Cockeye.” Butler also produced 
the affidavit of an eavesdropper of the Com- 
mittee on Ways and Means, W. Martin, how 
that the Committee on Ways and Means were 

striking at Butler. 
Foster said that Martin was a man without 

character and a blackmailer, and Butler knew 
it and tbe affidavit was false. 

’Butler charged that his Massachusetts col- 
leagues hail assisted Foster in the investiga- 
tion on seeking to strike at Butler. 

Foster denied this in the broadest terms, and 
said that he bad had no consultation with those 
gentlemen. 

Gen. Butler closed as follows: "T invoke the 
investigation of gentlemanly political opposi- 
tion and not of malicious personal spleen and 
spite, egged on by political rivalry, because I 
humbly trust that wnen my every act is known 
and understood, authoritatively and exactly, 
in its breadth and motives, the kindly judg- 
ment of my countrymen will be, after all rival- 
ry and unkindness of thought has passed away, 
he was a man whose virtues over balanoed his 
faults, who loved his country, his kind, justice 
and nobleness.” 

Mr. Foster of Illinois, (mockingly)—Let us 

pray! 
Mr. Butler was followed by Mr. Foster, whom 

he had attacked, who proceeded in a blunt, 
straightforward manner to show clearly that 
Butler’s statements in regard to the inception 
of the Sanborn investigation were distorted, 
and in the essence false. Mr. Foster met him 
boldly: told tbe House of Sanborn’s dealings 
with the rebels under Butler during the war, at 
Fortress Monroe; of Butler’s advising Sanborn 
not to answer before the committee, etc. As 
to the lead statues of Phelps, Dodge & Co., Mr. 
Foster showed that these were important before 
the days of tbe present members of that firm. 
In regard to the members of the Treasury se- 
coet service being sent to his (Foster’s) district 
to hunt up the scandal against him, he intimat- 
ed plainly that Butler knew of this; that be 
was really a party to the stealing of the private 
letters read at tbe clerk’s desk, and further re- 
minded him that duriug tbe Simmons contest 
the House was obliged to pass a resolution to 
preveut Butler from stealing private despatches 
to members. 

Ellis H. Roberts of New York, showed him- 
self master of remarkable powers of sarcasm. 
He charged that Butler was the attorney of 
blacsmailers, and intimated that perhaps it 
was a part of the task he bad undertaken to 
peform for Jayne that Butler here to-night 
should villify the name of honorable merchants. 
In response to Butler’s charge that the Com- 
mittee on Ways and Means bad attacked the 
administration, Roberts declared that he had 
yet to learn that moieties, or Sanboru, or But- 
ler were the administration, and he expected to 
live to be a Renublican alter Butler bad aban- 
doned the party. He (Builer) had had abund- 
ant opportunity to speak while the bill was 
pending, but, while be had pleaded sickness, he 
had made tbe cloak-room ring with his stories 
and his arguments against the bill, but bad not 
v/uvvigu tug niGua ui uguaw. juuuf^ uc 1U10 uo 

closed it was apparent ou all sides that Butler's 
battle was regarded as utterly lost. 

Judge Hoar spoke only five minutes, but his 
words were the bitterest safcasm. He said he 
had indeed yesterday, as Butler charged, inter- 
posed his objection to a night session for But- 
ler to give expression to persoual grievances, 
which might well be postponed for the stump, 
but in view ot the exhibition which has been 
witnessed here to-night, Gen. Butler could now 
but regard the interposition of yesterday as an 
ast of atest kindness. 

Mr. wes, quite ill and hoarse, spoke fifteen 
minutes with great force. He was very severe 
upon the informer system, of which be said 
Butler is the obief apostle aud defender. He 
was pitifess in his oriticisius of the positions 
assumed by Butler that thieves alone were suit- 
ed for government offices, and taunted him that 
he had had no part in this winter’s legislation 
for reform. 

Mr. Tremain complained of Mr. Butler that 
under the pretense of defending two dead and 
buried institutions—the Jayne rotten moiety 
system and the Sanborn infamous contracts— 
he had arraigned Phelps, Dodge & Co., as 

swindling merchants and as perjured villains. 
The gentleman from Massachusetts had not 
the power to raise the dead, and until he bad 
he could neither reverse the judgment of the 
House and of the country thatjthe Sanborn 
contract was the most disgraceful and disgust- 
ing performance that bad ever brought discred- 
it on the American name. With all that gen- 
tleman’s power to please, and to call dowu the 
plaudits of the galleries, he could never recall 
that judgment. There was in all this broad 
land but one man who had the boldness to 
stand up against the unanimous experience of 
the House, aud agaiost the conscientious and 
honest opinions of a thoughtful and truth iov- 
ing community in regard to thsse transactions. 
He bad been sick, but he would be sicker yet 
before be got through with his connection with 
that iufamy. Mr. Tremain defended Phelps, Dodge & Co., in regard to the importation of 
statuary, and said that that was a stale old 
story, dug up from the gutters to sustain the 
rotten canse of Sanborn and of Jayne, and to 
bring discredit on the name of Phelps, Dodge & Co. It seemed to him that this whole de- 
bate to-night had been in the nature of a funer- 
al oration over the dead and the corrupt, the 
dead aud thecondemned, the dead and the in- 
famous.

Important Legal Decision. — The Su- 
preme Court, in session at Bangor, has just 
rendered a decision in the case of Bartlett & 
Wood, of Gardiner, agaiust the Western Uuion 
Telegraph Coinoany, The action was brought 
to recover damages for the ineorrect transmis- 
sion of a message. The despatch was to Hobbs 
& Co., Chicago, ordering ten thousand bushels 
of corn, but as received read “one thousand 
bushels.” It required two or three days to cor- 
Wfit ths error and meanwhile fho nrion nf 

coin had advanced ten cents per bushel, mak- 
ing a loss for Baitlett & Wood of $900. In 
giving judgment for plaintiffs the Court 
says: 

A rule adopted by a Telegraph Company as 
follows: “The Western Uuiou Telegraph Com- 
pany will receive messages for all stations east 
of the Mississippi river, to be sent during the 
night, at one-half the usual rates, on condition 
that the company shall not he liable for errors 
or delay in the transmission or delivery, or for 
non-delivery of such messages, from whatever 
cause occurring, and shall only be bound in 
such case to return the amount paid by the 
sender” is against public policy and is there- 
fore void. When assented to by the sender, so 
as to become a contract, it is equally void as 
against public policy, and also because its 
terms are repugnant, assuming to impose an 
obligation, and by the same act releasing from 
all obligations. In an action to recover dam- 
ages of a telegraph company for an error in the 
transmission of a message, in the absence of 
any rule or contract fixing the company’s lia- 
bility, the plaintiff makes out aprima facie 
case by proof of the undertaking, error and 
damage. The burden rests upon the company to show that the error was caused by some 
agency for which it is not liable.

PICKLES. 

E. D. Pettingill makes a tempting display of 

plain and mixed pickles, the appetizing chow- 

chow and other delicacies, arranged in a taste- 

ful manner. This is the second year that Mr. 

Pettingill has been in the business, and he 

already turns out an enormous quantity of 

pickles which find a ready market throughout 
the state. They have made themselves a name, 
and are largely sought for by all who have 

once tasted them. Last year six hundred bar- 

rels were turned out, and this year the amount 

will be greatly increased because of the large 
demand. Already the farmers in this vicinity 
are raising a large quantity of the crude ma- 

terial for Mr. Petti ngiil’s use. The tasty way

ROCK mull. 

Among the Portland inventions, of which 

so good showing has been made, there is one of 

a hand rock-drill, contributed by Duncan 

Morrison that has, as we learn, been purchased 
by a company of gentlemen who will soon in- 

troduce it to the public. It is a simple and 

easily worked machine (operated by a crank 

which one strong man can turn) that promises 
to do the work of from two to four men in 

drilling upon ordinary ledge operations. The 

drill is raised in the frame work by a cam 

moved by the crank, and is shot downward 

both by its own weight and by powerful spiral 
springs, striking many times as fast as a ham- 

mer can be wielded by hand, and losing no 

force by the transmission of the hammer blow, 
since the drill itself is the hammer, and there 
can be no waste of power. By an ingenious 
ratchet-wheel arrangement the turning and 
“feed” of the drill are regulated to the require- 
ments of the different kinds of work, and it 
can be operated at any angle. If it does the 
work claimed for it by the inventor and some 

gentlemen who have examined it, the inven- 
tion mast he of great value in our granite 
quarrying operations. 

Mr. Morrison also shows an ingenious coal- 
sifter that works in a small compass and puts 
the coal in one box and the ashes in another* 
in a way very wonderful to behold.

INDIA STREET CHURCH. 
The pastor, ltev. Geo. W. Bicknell, spoke 

yesterday afternoon from the words found in 
Romans 13:11. “It is high time to awake out 
of sleep." Sleep is indicativeof inactivity. To 
be awakened is to b# in readiness to go forward 
in discharge of duty. Too many like sleep 
when there is auy disagreeable duty to perform. 
Thousands want to go through life easy—with 
their eyes shut—it is such a trouble to be ac- 
tive. But lite is no season for listlessness. 
The demands of the age require men to be up 
—with their eyes open. If any are asleep, it is 
time they were awake. They need to be agi- 
tated. God teaches us the lessons of activity 
and agitation. Nature is beautiful, glorious, 
unfolds and produces because it is alive. So if 
men would be noble and useful, wonld grow, 
would amount to any thing, they must breathe 
in the spirit of agitation. The past exhibits 
its power. It has, by developing thought, pro- 
moting liberties and exterminating ignorance, 
gained gland results. Politics and theology 
afford bright examples. 

Nature is dependant upon agitation for life. 
Yet agitation is not more essential to produce 
purity in air, sweetness in v ater, than purity 
and usefulness in thought and act. Agitation 
is necessary to keep down miasms and pesti- 
lence in the sea. It is neoessary to keep down 
the pestilence of wrong opinions in man. Peo- 
ple will see the results emanating from agita- 
tion among thoughts and beliefs, and seek the 
best and the true. There are those who will 
cry “let us alone.” Nothing which exerts a 

bad or listless influence is to be let alone, but 
the question of its tendencies agitated until its 
power is extinct. Inactivity in morals opens 
the way for the tempter. Politics require agi- 
tating, that principle may have an opportunity 
to exhibit itself. Each man should consider 
questions for himself, and not bow to the die 
turn of any man. Keep religion in its secta- 
rian character {especially agitated. Any idea 
which cannot stand this test is not worthy of 
life or notice.No one sect has tho whole truth; 
but the world is moving on to a brighter com- 

prehension of a true faith, to a fuller under- 
standing of the spirit of the Gospel of Jesus. 
We are not to stop with what we possess, but 
seek the broadest and the highest compre- 
hensions of truth possible. He closed by urging the friends of the bright 
faith, which teaches that Christ must ultimate- 
iy crush every enemy, ana establish that per- 
fect reign of holiness, which shall ^reflect the 
glory of God and the elevation of man, to be 
awake and active, believing that God regards 
the action of those to whom he has given 
bright faiths, and even as they are active and 
faithful, so will He bless. 

FIRST BAPTIST CHURCH. 
The fifty-seventh anniversary of the Sabbath 

school connected with the First Baptist church, 
was celebrated yesterday afternoon and even- 

ing. The floor of the pulpit was completely 
covered with flowers; above were huDg fes- 
toons of evergreen, and the pillars on either 
side was entwined with evergreen and flowers. 
In the centre of the pulpit was a fountain. 
The exercises in the afternoon opened with an 

organ voluntary followed by an anthem 
by the church choir. Rev. Dr. Champlin, late 
President of Colby University, offered prayer, 
after wbich came scripture responses, in which 
the superintendent, Mr. D, B. Ricker, and the 
assistant superintendent. Mr. J. B. Mathews 
led off and which were joined in by the school. 
The latter, which occupied the front seats then 
joined in a chorus. 

The various officers of the school then made 
their reports. From them we learn that the 
whole number of scholars is 288 and the num- 
ber of teachers 32. During the last year the 
average attendance has been 198. Four have 
been baptized, and four have died—Miss Jennie 
F. Drvden, John F. Chase, Louisa Brackett 
and Cyrus Knight. As their deaths were an- 
nounced, accompanied with appropriate re- 
marks, the surviving members of their respec- 
tive classes brought forward memorial wreaths. 
The receipts of the school for the past year 
were $322.02,8213.53 of which were contributed 
by the scholars through the missionary boxes 
and devoted to foreign missions. The library 
contains GOO books. 250 have been given by this 
school to churches in the eastern part of the 
state. Recitations and sougs by the children 
followed the reports, after which addressee 
were made by the Rev. J. N. Murdock and the 
pastor, the Rev. Dr. Shailer. 

In the evening the church was crowded to its 
utmost repletion to listen to the exercises, 
which were of a very interesting nature. They 
closed with remarks by Revs.Messrs.Champlin, 
Harris of Baltimore, and Dr. Shailer, the 
pastor. 

Suicide at the Police station.—A case of 
suicide occurred at the police station in this 
city yesterday afternoon.

shawl over her head. Suspicion was aroused 
and the cell opened, when it was found that 
she was dead. The City Marshal at once sent 
for the City Physician, who examined the body 
supposing that death had resulted from poison 
but on examining the neck of the unfortunate 
woman a ribbon that she had worn on her hair 
was found wound three times around her ueck 
and tied in as many hard knots. As it was 

very evident that she had strangled herself no 

inquest was held. When found she was lying 
on her back, with a shawl drawn tightly over 

her face. 
The woman was about 36 years of age and 

has lived in this city for some time. She was 

married, but her husband left her soon after 
the ceremony and since that time she has lived 
rather a rough life. She left money enough to 
pay the funeral expenses. During the winter 
and spring she liTed in Hollis Centre and has 
been in the city but a short time s.nee. She 
leaves no relatives here at all. She was found 
at Dr. Bacon’s because she knew a servant 
who worked there and had called to see her,but 
as she was greatly intoxicated they were oblig- 
ed to send for the police. 

That Littlb Dog.—A certain lawyer in this 
city had a dog shot. He offered a reward for 
the apprehension of the scoundrel who did the 
deed. Saturday he beard that the man he 
wanted lived in Stroudwater. He went to a 

justice and got a warrant for his arrest. The

Village. The lawyer then proceeded to find 
his man. He found him and asked him why 
he killed the dog. The man replied that the 
dog was killing his geese at the time he shot 
him.

He then drove to 
the place where the officer was, followed by the 
man who killed the dog. When the officer saw

The Diatricl Debt. 
The President sent the following message to 

Congress this afternoon: 
To the Senate and House of Representatives: 

I respectfully invite the attention of Congress 
to one feature of a bill entitled "An act for the 
government of the District ef Columbia and 
tor othei purposes." Provision is therein made 
for the payment of the debts of the District iu 
bonds to be issued by the sinking fund Com- 
missioners, running fifty years and bearing in- 
terest at the rate of 3 65-100 per cent, per an- 

num, with payment of principal and Interest 
guaranteed by the United States. The govern- 
ment by which these debts were created is 
abolished, and no other provision seems to be 
made for their payment, judeing from transac- 
tions in other bonds. There are good grounds, 
in my opinion, for apprehensions that bones 
hearing this rale of interest when issued will 
be worth much less than their equivalent in 
current monev of the United States. 

this appears to mo to bo uupmt to tnose to 
whom these Louds are to be paid. The extent 
of difference between their face and real value 
looks like repudiating the debts of the districf. 
My opinion is that to require creditors of the 
District of Columbia to receive these bonds at 
par, when it is apparent that to be converted 
into money they must be sold at a large dis- 
count which will not only prove greatly injur- 
ious to the credit of the District, but will re- 
flect unfavorably upon the credit and good 
faith of the United States. I would recom- 

mend, therefore, that a provision be made at 
the pressent session of Congress to increase the 
interest upon these bonds so that when sold 
they may bring an equivalent in money, and 
that the Secretary of the Treasury be author- 
ized to negotiate the sale of these bonds at not 
less than par and pay the proceeds thereof to 
those who may be ascertained to have valid 
claims aganist the District of Columbia. 

U. S. Grant.

iield resigned, is at present U. S. District At- 
torney for the Southern District of lilinois. 

It is generally conceded that Congress will 
adjourn Tuesday at 12 o’clock, it being the ex- 
treme limit that can be fixed for Monday's ses 
sion, and to accomplish this the Senate will 
have to work night and day as the House 
is far in advance with its business. 

The President has signed the bill providing 
for a new government for the District of Co- 
lumbia. 

The Closing Bonn. 
Clerks were engaged to-day engrossing num 

erous bills and otherwise transacting business 
pertaining to Congress. 

The Committee of Conference on the Geneva 
award distribution have not yet been able to 
agree and the probabilities are that it will go 
over until the next session with many other 
bills of a public character. 

The Lobby. 
With the closing hours of Congress the de- 

termination and energy of the lobby grows 
stronger. Old and familiar faces are at the 
doors in earnest and last appeals to Congress- 
men to make final efforts in behalf of their 
claims for the last time. The lady lobbyists 
are not in great numbers but are most impor- 
tunate. Many Congressmen have already 
made arrangements to leave Washington by 
the earliest train after adjournment. A few 
of them left to night. 

The currency bill has reached the President. 
The general opinion is he will sign it. 

The President with members of the Cabinet 
were at the Copitol yesterday attending to bus- 
iness. 

Immediately on tbe meeting of the Senate 
Mr. Frelinghuysen will call up the House bill 
(or the execution of federal laws in Utah, in 
effect abolishing such features of the territor- 
ial judiciary as interfere with the enforcement 
of the laws. This, together with Mr. Bam- 
sey’s post route biil, will probably be passed 
with little discussion. 

The Pm Office Department. 
Washington, June 21.—The House Commit- 

tee on Postoflioe and Post-roads late last night 
submitted a report on the charges made by 
Bepresentative Stone. The committee after an 

elaborate examination of the subject say the 
Postmaster General and his assistants in the 
department made every effort within the scope 
of their authority to detect fraudulent bidding 
and honestly endeavored to perform their 
whole duty faithfully and in the best interests 
of the government. 

Newspaper Seizure. 
\_U*laJEA.nB, O UllO dSA.-At IiaiI-p<i»L IsS 

o’clock last night, when the last forms «f the 
newspaper Bulletin were being conveyed to the 
press room, they were seized by the Metropoli- 
tan police by order of Police Judge Weasthur. 
and locked up in the Central station, where 
they still remain. The Bulletin appeared this 
morning with six printed and two blank pages, 
closing with an editorial under the caption:— 
“Another midnight order,” “An outrage on 
American liberty,’"The press to be bulled and 
suppressed.” The Bulletin says whether Dur- 
rell, Kellogg, Bodges or their underlings are 

implicated we cannot as yet say, but that this 
bold, audicious and villainous robbery on high- 
way of a newspaper material on its way to press 
was effected simply because of the Bulletin's 
daring and outspoken exposure of fraud and 
corruption is certain. 

St. Paul Pacific Railroad, 
St. Paul, June 20.—The Court of Common 

Pleas to-day rendered a decision in the matter 
of the application of the Dutch bondholders to 
have a receiver appointed of the St. Paul Paci- 
fic Railroad, on the ground that the road is in- 
solvent and the management not trustworthy. 
Judge Hall refused to giant the prayer of the 
petitioners. He says that from all that has 
been made to appear, the road is not insolvent 
but the security for bonds is ample and the 
management efficient and honest. To appoint 
a receiver therefor would be a damage to the 
interests of the petitioners themselves. 

Accident to nn Aeronaut. 
Allentown, Pa., June 20.—Professor 

Pierce yesterday attempted a balloon asceDsion 
from the fair grounds and a performance on 
the trapeze bar; but the lifting power being in- 
sufficient, he was drageed through tree lops 
and against houses. More gas was supplied and 
another attempt made, when bo sailed above 
the houses for a block, but iu descending, the 
balloon struck against a window, breaking the 
collar bone and several ribs of Pierce He also 
received internal injuries, threatening his 
life.

SENATE. 
WlSHIHGTOM, June 20. 

Mr. Anthony, from the Committee on Print- 
ing, reported favorably on the resolution to 
print 6000 extra copies of the report of the Se- 
lect Committee on Transportation Routes to 
the Seaboard. Passed. 

Also a resolution to print 5000 copies of the 
report of the Commissioner of Education was 
passed. 

Mr. Hamilton, from the Committee on Pa- 
tents, reported adversely on the memorial of 
Allen B. Wilson for the extension of his sew- 
ing machine patent, and the committee was 
discharged from its further consideration. 

Mr. \Vadleigh, from the Committee on Mili- 
tary Affairs, reported favorably ou a bill to tix 
the salary of the Clerk of the United States 
armory at Springfield, Massachusetts. Placed 
on the calendar. 

Several bills were passed to which there 
were no objection, including several removing 
political disabilities. 

The joint resolution to purchase the watch 
presented to Lafayette by General Washington, 
and authorizing the restoration thereof to the 
heirs of Lafayette, was passed. A resolution for the transfer of twenty con- 
demned cannon for a statue of Gen. George G. 
Mead in Eairmount Park, Philadelphia, was 
passed. 

The House resolution amending the joint 
resolution relating to the statue of the late Ad- 
miral Farragut was passed. 

The motion of Mr. Sprague several days ago 
to reconsider the vote by which the bill was 
passed to provide for the establishment of an 
International Commission of Mafftime Powers 
to lsy down ocean courses for steam vessels, and otherwise provide for the increased safety of sea travel, was laid on the table on motion 
of Mr. Sherman, and the bill was sent to the 
House for concurrence of that body. 

The Chair laid before the Senate a message 
from the President,calling attention to the rate 
of interest upon bonds authorized to be issued 
in the bill to provide a Government for the 
District of Columbia as b^ing too low. Re- 
ferred to Joint Committee upon District Af- 
fairs.

tlie regular order was demanded, being the bill 
amendatory of the act granting pensions to 
certain sailors of the war of 1812 and the wid- 
ows of deceased soldiers aDproved February 14, 
1871, and to restore to the pension rolls those 
persons whose names were stricken therefrom 
in consequence of disloyalty. 

Mr. Morrill moved that that bill be post- 
poned and the Senate proceed to the considera- 
tion of the bill making appropriations for sun- 

dry civil expenses of the government and for 
the fiscal year ending June 30,1875, and the 
motion was agreed to: yeas 36, nays 22. 

A message was received from the President 
in regard to rate of) interest on bonds author- 
ized to be issued by the bill to provide for gov- 
ernment District of Columbia, which was or- 
dered to be printed aud referred to the joint 
committee on the District of Columbia. 

The Senate then proceeded with the (Sonsid- 
eratiou of the sundry civil appropriation bill 
[The greater'part of the items have been given 
in House proceedings; for the District of Co 
lumbia $1,360,000 was appropriated, $15,000 for 
civil service commission and $9,000 for light- 
house at Indian Island, Rock port ] 

Bill for relief of Susan B. Anthony was in- 
definitely postponed. 

Mr. Allison, from the Select Committee on 
District of Columbia, submitted a report upon 

message of the President, which was submitted 
to the Committee{to-day, stating that the Com- 
mittee had not changed its views oa the sub- 
ject of rate of interest oa the bond named. He 
said he had the highest authority for sayiug 
that thePresidtnt was satisfied with the bill as 
it passed after beiDg made familiar with all 
facts. 

Sundry Civil bill was reported to Senate 
and all amendments made in the Committee of 
the Whole; agreed with unimportant excep- 
tions. The amendment to repeal so much of 
sundry civil appropriation bill for the year 
ending June 30, 1874, as made appropriation 
of $600,000, ts replace the worn and mutilated 
national bank notes was agreed to. 

The House asked for a new Conference Com- 
mittee on the Indian appropriation bill.

The report of the Committee on the Indian 
Appropriation Bill was agreed to. The amend- 
ment appropriating $200,000 for the survey of 
routes to t*e sea board was recommended by 
the Transportation Committee and agreed to. 

The House bill to repeal the act under which 
the Sanborn Contract was awarded, passed. 

The House bill relative to Circuit Courts of 
theUuited States in Alabama, passed. 

The Senate at 3.30 A. M., Sunday, adjourned 
until 11 A. M. Monday. 

HOUSE. 

Mr. Poland of Vt., from the Committee on 
Arkansas Affairs, presented the testimo- 
ny already taken, which was ordered“priuted, 
and the resolution to continue the committee 
during the vacation was passed. 

Mr. Dawes of Mass., presented the report of 
the conference committee on the cu.rencv bill 
ana proceeded to explain it. tie regretted that 
the report did not contain (as the first confer- 
ence report had) any provision either for an 

early resumption of specie payment on the 
part of the government or for any retirement 
ihder any circumstances of any portion of the 

government issue. He regretted exceedingly 
that it had been found impossible to bring the 
two Houses together on any such agreement. 
But a matter which it seemed to some not only 
demanded by the public faith, but also seemed 
easy of accomplishment, bad been found im- 
possible to regulate, either in the two Houses 
or in the two conference commitsees. The 
committee, however, aould not hesitate to feel 
that the fixing of the maximum issue of green- 
backs was something gained. It had therefore 
fixed the maximum at §382,000,000, and re- 
quired it to be kept in circulation, instead of 
having a part of it kept in reserve in the 
Treasury, to he shot out or drawn in as if on 
some tramway. The second feature of| the bill 
was equally important It was that there 
should be no further increase of national bank 
currency. Therefore the country would know, 
so far as this Congress was concerned, that the 
whole volume of the national bank currency 
was capable of being ascertained. Another 
question, which had stared the committee in 
the face, was the necessity of a redistribution 
of the national bank currency, and as be was 
the only member of the conference committee, 
who represented a section of the country which 
had more than its share of bonk note circula- 
tion, it would not have been becoming in him 
to oppose a redistribution. He had therefore 
given in his adhesion to a report, which propos- 
ed to renistribute @55,000,000 of the @80,000,000 
now retained by one section of the country 
more than it was entitled to by the ratio of 
wealth and population. Another feature was 
as to the national bank restrve, and on that 
point he explained what wonld he the effect of 
the bill. He commended the report to the con- 

sideration of the House, and particularly to 
that section of the country which had steadily 
refused two things—an increase of the volume 
of the currency and free banking—and which 
had, at the same time, got @80,000,000 more 
than its Bhare of the currency. He would say 
to that seotion of the country that it could not 
afford to stand before the people tu the light of 
hesitating whether it would do justice in the 
distribution of that currency, | that is, if it re- 

fused to permit any more. He desired to sug- 
gest that that.sectioa of the country was ulti- 
mately in the power of the other section, which 
only demanded this equitable distribution and 
nothing more. To do equity was the surest 
way to secure equity. 

Mr. Hawley of Ct., doclared, as a Hew Eng- 
lander and as a representative of a banking 
centre, be was willing to vote for the redistri- 
bution of @55,000,000, if that part of the bill 
were separated from the rest. He expected to 
have voted on the proposition to that effect of- 
fered by Mr. Kassou. 

Mr, Hubbell of Michigan, addressed Mr. 
Hawley. 

Mr. Hawley (impetuously)—Not a word. 
Mr. Hubbell—Does not the gentleman know 

it is impossible to vote for the redistribution 
of @55,000,000 unless he voted for this bill? 

Mr. Hawley—I claim the floor without inter- 
ruption. Isay, as a New Englander, that you 
are at liberty to take all ol this currency which 
is necessary to equalize the distribution, but I 
will not vote for any measure that increases 
the volume of irredeemable paper currency or 

that increases the volume of currency in 
actual use and thereby expands prices, widens 
the margin between paper and gold and to that 
extent postpones indefinitely the day of re- 

sumption. The gentleman has got to come to 
this doctrine just as sure as grass grows and 
water runs. 

Mr. Kelly—No. You have got to abandon 
it. -. 

Mr. Hale of Maine, said that he was like the 
gentlsman from the committee (Hawley.) He 
was willing to vote for the redistribution of 
k».,l. als/inlnfinn tint 1lO Vnnf flirfVlpr 111 (J VI 

that. He was not only wiiling to vote for it as 

au abstract proposition of fairness, but he was 

going to vote for this bill. (Cries of “Good, 
good.” “Amen.”) The difference between 
them (Hawley and himself) was that the gen- 
tleman from Connecticut was in favor of redis- 
tribution when it could not be voted on, while 
he (Kale) was in favor of it when it could be 
voted on. 

Mr. Hawley (in a loud and angry voice)— 
That is an unjust and ungentlemaniy insiuua 
tion. (Calls to order and loud hammering with 
the Speaker’s gavel.) It is a dishonorable 
statement. 

Mr. Maynard of Tenn,— I call the gentlemen 
to order and I ask that his words be taken 
down. 

The Speaker—The words were entirely un- 

parliamentary. 
Mr. Hawley (apparently surprised)—Whose 

words? 
The Speaker—The words of the gentleman 

from Connecticut were entirely uuparliameuta- 
ry. 

Mr. Hawley—So far as they may be of an 

unparliamentary charicter I withdraw them. 
Mr. Hale of 'Maine—I have been here too 

long to be cowed down by the gentleman from 
Connecticut. 1 was saying, and I repeat it for 
the benefit of the gentleman from Connecticut, 
that he is in favor of distribution when it is 
not up and has just declared that he will not

A Turkish Vessel Sunk and 320 
Persons Drowned. 

Constantinople, Jane 20,—Intelligence has 
reached here of a terrible disaster in the sea of 
Marmora. The Turkish vessel Karsen, en route 
for Salmonica, was run into yesterday by an 

Egyptian vessel and sunk iu a few minutes.
