been fewer revivals in the denomination 
than usual, but a healthy growth in many 
organizations for work which is prophetic 
for the future. Many societies of Christian 
Endeavor have been instituted, with excel, 
lent reports from those already existl ng as 
developing the young Christians in spiritual 
life. 

But few of the reports from county con- 
ferences have been received by the secreta- 
ry. The following is an abstract of the 
York county report: The Congregational 
churches of York county are 28 in number.

To Invade Spain. 
NkwYobk, June 16,-The Herald today publishes the report of a conversation with 

a prominent army officer, whose name is not 
given, in which the officer tells of a plan made by Gen. Grant, in 187-1, of an Invasion of {Spain by American troops. 

The idea grew out of the butchery of Ryan the filibustering leader, and nearly 100 of his 
followers in Cuba. Gen. Grant was Presi- 
dent at the time, and he is said to have made 
every pieparation for hostilities in the event 
of Spain refusing the demands of the United 
States Government for reparation for the 
barbarous execution of Ryan and his men. 

Gen. .Sheridan was tendered command of 
the proposed invading army, with Gen. 
Meade as bis chief of staff. Grant’s inten- 
tion was to rendezvous 50,000 veterans of the 
civil war, who were to be mobilized near 
^ew York, aDd a fleet was to be prepared to 
rurry them across the Atlantic in two divis- 
ions. I lie idea was to pretend it was for 
service on the island of Cuba, but really to 
land on the shores of Spain and march in- 
land to Madrid. Both Grant and Sheridan 
lieemed the movement a feasible one, anil 
had the United .States declared war it would 
have been attempted. 

MEROR FREDERICK. 

The Beloved Ruler of the German 
People at Rest. 

Courageous and Cheerful, lie is Con- 
scious to the Last. 

A Pathetie Attempt to Reconcile Bis- 
marck and the Empress. 

The Last Sad Scenes at the Bedside of 
the living Ruler. 

News of the Death Everywhere De- 
ceived with Sorrow. 

Uerman Soldiers Immediately Swear 

Allegiance to William, 

Who Will Issue His Address After the 
Funeral on Monday. 

Potsdam, June 15.—An hour after mid- 
night the Empress dismissed the members of 
the Imperial family to their apartments and 
prepared herself to pass the night and watch 
in the room adjoining the chamber of the 
Emperor. Dr. Havell shared in the vigil. 
At this time the Emperoi was in the full 
possession of his faculties. Shortly after 1 
o’clock he wrote on a slip of paper the fol- 
lowing questions, which he handed to Dr. 
Havel; "How is my pulse? Are you satis- 
fied with it?’’ He then wrote something 
more, but retained the paper in his hand af- 
ter erasing the words. Between 2 and 3 
o’clock his breathing became terribly la- 
bored, and for some moments a struggle 
would occur alternating with spasms of great 
distress as the hard fight with approaching 
death progressed. By this tile strengtli of 
the dying Emperor was seen to be waning. 

As soon as it became evident that the end 
was near the Empress caused the royal fam- 
ily to be summoned. At 8 o'clock all had 
gathered around the bedside. Dr. Dregel, 
the court chaplain, who had been summoned 
by telegraph from Ems, did not arrive in 
time to administer the last sacrament. Dr. 
Pcrsius, therefore, officiated in the 
ceremony and Pastor Ragge was 
also present in the death chamber. 
During the administering of the sacrament, 
and even to within 15 minutes before liis 
death, the Emperor appeared to be quite 
conscious and showed by the expression of 
his eyes and by the movements of the eye- 
lids that he still recognized all who approach- ed his bedside, the relatives and others A 
number of officials who had been summoned 
early in the morning, reached the palace be-

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time the Emperor died were Count Von 
Stolbenrh-Wernigarode, Gen. Von Albedyll, 
Count Enlenberg, Gen. Roucli, Count liado- 
lin Itadulinski, Gen. Pape and Gen. Linde- 
quiet. Prince Bismarck did not go to Pots- 
dam from Berlin until after the meeting of 
the ministerial council, where he formally 
announced the decease of the Emperor. TTie 
Emperor’s remains will probably lie in state 
in the garrison church at Potsdam. By order 
of the Evangelical church council, the bells 
will be tolled at specilied hours for 14 days, 
succeeding in all the Protestant churches in 
the kingdom. 

IN THE PALACE. 

Staff Officers and Family Servants 
View the Remains. 

Potsdam, June l5-[5.30 p. m.J—Prince 
Bismarck and all the members of the minis- 
try, the aides-de-camp and officers on duty in 
the palace were admitted this afternoon to 
the room in which the remains lie. The ser- 
vants of the household and the soldiers of 
the Lehr Battalion were afterward allowed 
to enter, and paid their last tribute of re- 

spect to their master. The Empress is over- 
whelmed with grief. She has withdrawu to 
her apartments, anil is seen by no one. It is 
now stated that the remains will be interred 
within Friedenskirche, beside those of Fred- 
erick IV. The official attestation of death 
and the cause of death were made this after- 
noon. The will of the deceased is deposited 
in the archives of the Minister of the House- 
hold, to be duly opened in the presence of 
the Minister of Justice. The issue of the 
proclamation of William II. to the nation is 
not expected until after the funeral. The 
body reposes on the iron bed on which the 
Emperor expired, and is enveloped in a 
white shroud. Only the upper half of the 
face is visible. On the breast lies a wreath 
of laurel. The hands are joined, and rest 
on the hilt of a cavalry sabre. At the foot 
of the bed stands a table, covered with flow- 
ers. The features wear an extremely peace- 
iui ex}iresbiun. 

A touching scene occurred at the 
bedside, while the Emperor’s life was 
passing away. Bismarck had called to bid 
nis dying master a last farewell. The Em- 
peror, thoroughly conscious, taking the hand 
of the aged Chancellor in his own feeble 
grasp, and motioning to the Empress to draw 
nearer, took her hand and joined it with that 
of Bismarck, thus giving a silent and pathet- ic token of his desire for the reconciliation 
of all the differences between his wife and 
tha prime minister. 

After death a cast of the dead man’s fea- 
tures was taken. The castle will bo sur- 
rounded by a thousand hussars and Uhlans. 
By order of the new Emperor, the cordon 
about the castle ordered yesterday was, at 4 
o’clock this afternoon, dismissed. Nobody 
is allowed to enter or leave the castle where 
the remains lie ex opt a few privileged pel- 
sons. All the soldiers have taken the oath 
of allegiance to the new ruler of the Em- 
pire. 

In accordance with the the wishes of the 
late Emperor and the Empress. 
Emperor William II. has ordered 
that the funeral be held Monday 
morning. The obsequies will be devoid of 
pomp and of a military character. Owing to 
the limited accommodations, the attendance 
will be necessarily very small. It is under- 
stood that a general period of mourning of 
six weeks will be proclaimed and all public 
amusements suspended until two days after 
the funeral. The Reichstag and Diet will 
probably convene a week after the funeral. Ihe Imperial family will attend a funeral 
service in the Jasper gallery at 6 p. m., Sun- 
day' Iiequiem services will be field in all 
the churches at 7.30 p. m. Sunday. Thursday, when the Princess SonUia, anx- 
iously concealing her tears, went to her 
father s beside, the Emperor handed her a 
slip of paper on which was written: “Re- 
main as noble and good as you have been in 
the past. This is the last wish of your dy- 
ing father.” The windows of the sick room 
were open all night, permitting the free en 
try of air. The physicians stood on either 
side of the bed trying to administer soothing 
medicines, while the Empress remained an 

example of fortitude to all others. The 
Crown Prince was too distressed to remain 
long in one place and paced backward and 
forward between the palace rooms and the 
conrtyard. Thus the night passed. The 
Emperor, though never unconscious, was in 
a state of stupor. Occasionally a flitting 
smile showed that his last hours were pain- 
less. The last nourishment taken by the 
Emperor was an orange. The last present 
he received with a grateful smile. It was a 
basketful of water-lilies such as he was 
Wont to and in Havel when lie bathed there 
hvery summer. 

THE LAST DAY. 
How Emperor Frederick Passed His 

Last Day on Earth. 
Berlin, June 15.—According to all ac- 

counts the demeanor of the Emperor him- 
self during the last day of his illness was 
perfect and heroic to the last degree. In- 
deed, his behavior found a worthy counter- 
part in the conduct of his consort, who, 
amid all her anguish and despair, was the 
Very pattern of a self sacrificing, resourceful 
Und devoted wife. At one time the Kaiser 
wished to see his daughter Sophia, who was 
eighteen years old yesterday. Seldom has a 
daughter received the congratulations of 
her parents under sadder circumstances. 
One of the birthday presents to the Princess 
Will possess an enduring interest. It is a 
fan given by the Hereditary Princess of 
Eaxe-Meiniugen, which the Emperor took in 
his hand and for a time feebly fanned him- 
self with it. The Emperor lay in a plain English brass bedstead, at the foot of which, 
on an easel, is a portrait of the Empress by Angsli. The Empress herself sat beside her 
husband. The Crown Prince, dressed In a 
major general’s undress uniform, but with- 
out a Sword, stepped quietly into the sick 
chamber every quarter of an hour. 

During the day the Emperor wrote in pen- cil : “1 feel that Dr. Mackenzie has done all* 
that human science, watchfulness and skill 
could do to prolong my life. 1 thank him.” 

On another slip fie Wrote: 'T have tried 
my best to do my duty to my God and to my 
country. I feel that the end is now near. 
God’s will be done.” 

The room in which the Emperor died is 
not t**n vnrHw frnm tlin onn In ___ 

born. It Is of medium size, and on the walls 
are portraits ol Emperor William and of all 
Emperor Frederick’s children, besides half a 
dozen engravings of Frederick the Great. 

DURING THE FINAL HOURS. 
The Bulletins which Tell The Story 

of the Emperor’s Death. 
Potsdam, June 15,—During the early 

hours of the night the Emperor's physicians 
reported that the imperial patient was in a 

comparatively favorable condition, and f$ 
was not until about 4 o’clock this morning 
that unmistakable signs of the end began to 
appear. 

At that time the Emperor grew restless, 
and continually weaker, and the members of 
the imperial family were hastily summoned, 
and remained waiting In an adjoining room 
in readiness to be warned that the Emperor 
was passing away. A bulletin Issued at 10 
o’clock this morning said that the Emperor 
had been lying for some time in a slight. 
slumber, broken by wakeful intervals, dur- 
ing which he showed distinct signs of con- 
sciousness. lie gave no indication of suffer- 
ing pain. His pulse and breathing were very 
weak. 

11 a. m.—The Emperor has passed peace- 
fully away, surrounded by the Imperial 
family. 

Werener, the famous historical painter, who sketched the features of the late Emper- 
or William, arrived here from Berlin, and is 
now at the palace. 

4 P. M.—The ministers are now assembled 
at the Friedrichskron castle, l’hev are 
awaiting an audience with the Emperor and 
Empress, who are now at the castle. 

Prince Bismarck arrived at Potsdam at 
1.40 p. in. 

Berlin, June 15.—[Noon.J The death of 
the Emperor has caused intense [excitement in the city. All the members of the royal 
family and the ministers were present in the 
death chamber at the Freidrich6kron palace, 
at Potsdam. 

Tbe Reichsanzeiger (official) paper publish- es the following announcement: “The royal sufferer has ended his earthly career. 
"By God’s decree the Emperor-king, our 

most gracious master, passed to his eternal 
rest shortly after 11 o’clock this morning, after long and grievous sufferings, which 
were borne with admirable fortitude and 
submission to God’s will. 

“The royal house and the German people have been twice bereaved within a short 
time. They deeply mourn the all too early decease of our much beloved ruler. 

(Signed) Ministry of State.’’ 

WILLIAM’S PROCLAMATION. 
It is Reported He Will Declare 

European Peace Guaranteed. 
Berlin, June 15.—Before his death the 

Emperor gave directions that his remains be 
interred in the garrison church at Potsdam. 
Within an hour of the receipt of the news of 
of the death, many houses were draped in 
black and many citizens appeared on the 
streets dressed in mourning garb. Crowds 
collected on the Unter den Linden carrying 
bouquets veiled with crape. 

It is stated that the proclamation of Em- 
peror William II. will refer to Germany’s alliances with Austria-Hungary and Italy as 
guarantees that the peace of Europe will be 
maintained. 

MOURNINC FOR THE EMPEROR. 
Flags Flying at Half Mast In New 

York. 
New York, June 15.—Flags are displayed 

at half mast on the Staats Zeitung building 
in New York, over the German consul’s 
office and on the buildings occupied by the 
various German societies. Oswald Otten- 
dorf of the Staats Zeitung today expressed 
himself as follows: "The death of Emperor 
Frederick will have very little influence in 
European affairs. The situation in Germany will not be changed. The young Emperor

In the House, today, Mr. McCreary pre- 

sented and the House unanimously passed 
the following: 
Resolved, tty llie House of Representatives of the 

United States of America, 
That we have heard with profound sympathy 

of the death of the Emperor. He was distin- 
gulsued as a soldier, having been made a held 
marshal for Ills conspicuous services In the Aus- 
tro and Franco-l’russian wars. He was the advo- 
cate of friendly and liberal policy in Germany, and we express our respectful sympathy to the 
German nation in tile loss of their great and re- 
nowned ruler. 

London’s Sorrow. 
London, June 15.—Much sorrow is ex- 

pressed in London at the death of the Em- 
peror of Germany who was very popular in 
this city. 

Flags arc ily'ng at half mast and the blinds 
of many houses are lowered. Numerous 
messages of condolence have been sent to 
the Prussian royal family. 

Immediately upon the receipt of the sad in- 
telligence of the Emperor's death Queen Vic- 
toria telegraphed a message of sympathy 
and sorrow to Empress Victoria. 

The Prince of Wales has returned from 
Ascot Heath where he was attending the 
races, and he will probably start for Berlin 
tonight. 

The St. James Gazette, of London, says 
this afternoon: “The Emperor was a true 
man and the loss is very great. The new 
Emperor has his own ideas as to what to do 
or not to do for the safety of Germany, and 
these may have a certain importance for 
England. Emperor;Frederick’s death may 
suspend whatever warlike designs exist in 
Europe. Later events will move more quick- 
ly and England must promptly decide what 
part she means to play in certain contingen- cies.” 

Royal Theatres Closedlin Austria. 
Vienna, June 15.—An order has been is- 

sued closing the royal theatres on account 
of the death of Emperor Frederick. 

The Emperor Francis Joseph, who was in 
Pesth when the news of the Emperor’s deatli 
reached him, telegraphed the German em- 
bassy of his deep and heartfelt grief. Prince 
Ilohenlohe, Chief Chamberlain, called at the 
embassy personally to express condolence, 
as did also Count von Taafe and other min- 
isters, diplomats and officers. 

The French Deputies Adjourn- 
Paris, June 15,—The Chamber of Depu- 

ties today adjourned until Monday in respect 
for the Emperor. 

Immediately upon hearing of the death of 
the Emperor, M. Goblet, Minister of Foreign 

Affairs, proceeded to the German Embassy 
and offered his condolence. During the eve- 
ning General Brayere called on behalf of 
President Carnot. 

Paris newspapers, without exception, de- 
plore the death of the Emperor, and pay a 
tribute to his manly qualities and liberal, 
peace-loving disposition. 

The Temps, after eulogizing the deceased, 
says: “The near future will show whether 
any of the benign influences which he spread 
around him during his too short reign, are 
destined to survive him.” 

The Journal des Debats, in referring to 
the new Emperor, recalls his protest against 
attributing warlike intentions to him, and 
believes the protest was sincere and inspired by Bismarck. The paper expresses the hope 
that William II. will continue to accept tne 
oouncils of the Chancellor. It concludes: 
“As long as Prince Bismarck lives the peace 
of Europe will be threatened by Germany 
no more than it has been during the past ten 
weeks. 

In the Czar’s Dominions. 
St. Petersbubg, June 15.—The higher 

officials of the foreign office and leading 
diplomats visited the members of the Ger- 
man colony and expressed sympathy for the 
German imperial family. 

The Pope's Condolence. 

Home, June 15.—The news of the Empe- 
ror’s death made a profound impression 
here. On many houses mourning emblems 
were displayed and flags were at half mast 
throughout the city. The evening journals 
all have long articles expressing the deepest 
sorrow at the Emperor’s death. Immediate- 
ly on receipt of tne intelligence the Pope 
wired to the Empress his sympathy. King 
Humbert is preparing to start for Berlin. 
Queen Uargherlta and the Prince of Naples 
sent telegrams of condolence to the Empress 
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the Free Masons, seat a telegram addressed 
to the Masons of Germany, saying: "The 
heroic resignation which the Emperor dis- 
played under his sufferings proves with 
what courage and perseverance he would 
have worked for universal peace and frater- 
nity. 

The Spanish Court in Mourning.

WILLIAM. 
The Sullen, Thorough Prussian who 

Succeeds Frederick. 
[Harold Frederick iu N. Y. Times.] 

Picture to yourself a young man in his 30th 
year, six feet in height, straight as an ash 
sapling, with finely formed slender limbs> 
narrow hips, swelling chest, and square, 
broad shoulders, with a smallish head on a 

long, full-throated neck, held proudly up- 
right, and an oval face, with an aqueline ef- 
fect of profile, clear-cut, strong chin, bended 
nose, prominent though not high cheek 
bones, and good open forehead—all as reg- 
ular In ensemble as a Greek triumphal arch, 
with clear, sharp, cold gray-blue eves, light 
brown hair, close-cut behind, but longer on 
the crown, and rising from the temples to 
form a sort of ridge from the parting across 
the brow, and a yellowish moustache loosely 
curled up across the ends- and you have 
such a portrait as words can paint of Wil- 
liam, Crown Prince of Prussia and coming 
German Emperor. 

All Europe, with its thousand sons of roy- 
al houses, does not present another such re- 
gal figure. The Kaiser who is dead and the 
Kaiser who is dying have by their photo- 
graphs familiarized all the world with two 
striking and splendid physical ideas of a sol- 
dier who looked every inch a King. But 
each gained much by the effects of beard, of 
lines of care in the face, and of imposing cor- 
poreal bulk. They were impressive in the 
sense of a noble old mastiff, or of a huge, 
honest, shaggy, deep-chested boar hound. 
This young man suggests instead the notion 
of a perfectly-bred sleuth hound, under 
whose smooth, delicately-soft coat lie mus- 
cles of steel, and in whose mouth—sinister 
legacy of nature— is the inherent taste of 
human blood. Not that his face is sullen or 
savage in its expression. Its habitual caste 
in repose is calm, self-possessed, somewhat 
meditative, without wrinkles either on the 
brow or at the ends of the mouth. The 
eyes, too, are grave, intent, without being se- 
vere. And I saw this face light up the other 
night when William, after bidding the Eng- 
lish princess good-bye at the station, turned 
and walked down the space cleared through 
the cheering crowds to nis carriage—with a 

very sweet and winning smile. Nothing 
could have been more gracious or kindly than 
his blonde countenance, as William glanced

along the rows of faces as he walked and 
lifted his finger to his cap in easy, pleased 
recognition of the cheers. 

I think I have related .before in these col- 
ums a remark which I heard made here in 
Berlin two years ago, during the Congo con- 
ference. It was at a State function, and I 
stood beside an elderly lady who haa been in 
Berlin for many years and who had been in 
a position to know the younger members of 
the imperial family as well and closely as she 
could have known her own nephews and 
nieces. In the course of talk I asked her:— 

“What kind of a man is the young Prince 
William?” 
“I don’t call him a man at all,” she replied 

quickly and .with emphasis. “He is a 
brute. 

I can fancy an elderly woman of a couple 
of generations back, who was attached to 
the suite of the Empress Josephine, speaking 
in precisely the same words of the first Na- 
poleon. Mme. de Remusat, for example, if 
she could have made sure of not being over- 
heard, might have spoken thus. 

William is very deeply and thoroughly Prussian. He is a living, breathing embodi- 
ment of all the qualities and lack of quali- 
ties which, through precisely two centuries, 
have brought the little mark of^Braudenburg 
up from a puny fief, with a poor, scattered 
population of a million and a half, to the 
state of a kingdom, ruling over 50 millions of 
people and giving the law to all Europe. He 
is saturated with all the instincts, and ideas 
which have raised this parvenu Prussia to 
her present eminence, and his character is 
the crown and flower of these two centuries 
of might and ruthlossness and spoliation ex- 
alted into a creed. On the other hand, his 
mother is the royal product of a totally 
and fundamentally different civilization. 
Victoria Adelaide is unquestionably the 
broadest, most liberal and most lovable of 
all the Guelphs who have been born since 
Elector George first landed in England 
wueu sun tun »ue is me omy one 01 Her 
family who at present sympathizes wholly 
with Mr. Gladstone I have most simply and 
fully indicated her disposition and bent of 
mind. Obviously she can have but little in 
common with a son who would hang Glad- 
stone offhand, and who avowedly hates Eng- 
land as the country whence has come all the 
constitutional nonsense which nowadays 
hampers kingship. 

Out of this wide political difference be- 
tween mother and son has growu a personal 
estrangement which everybody in Berlin 
knows more or less about, and which no 
doubt strongly colors the opinions of the 
English circle here which have been quoted. 
Prince William habitually speaks of his 
mother to his associates and familiars as 

the English woman.” He ostentatiously 
addresses her in German, although he knows 
English perfectly, and she has always made 
a point of having her children speak English 
in the family lircle. An old acquaintance of 
mine here, who was at San Kemo a fortnight 
ago, told me something that he saw with his 
own eyes. It was on Sunday :morning, and 
the imperial family were starting from the 
front door of the little English Villa Zirio to 
go to the chapel on the esplanade to attend 
Augelican service. Prince William and his 
mother came out of the door together ahead 
of the others. As they stepped outside she 
made a movement as if to take his arm. He 
drew away, said something to her in a low 
tone of voice, and walked! down the broad 
graveled path alone in front of her and the 
rest. It transpired later in the day that what 
he said to her was in substance this: “I am 
here as a personal representative of my 
grandfather, the German Kaiser. This be- 
ing the case, it is fitting that I take prece- 
dence. There is nobody who could probably 
walk beside me except my grandmother, 
the Kaiserin Augusta.” 

This anecdote does not reveal a nice boy. 
But, after all, when a young man stands 
upon tho very threshold of an imperial career 

and we all know that It is a mere matter o! 
months before he will be the autocratic mas- 
ter of 2,000,000 armed men, it Isn’t of ao much 
importance whether he is nice or not. The 
real question Is: What will he do ? 

The most common answer is that he will 
overrun Europe. One of the really great es- 
says of the decade, Taine’s recent study of 
Napoleon, has its basis in the idea that the 
Corsican marvel was a freak of heredity—a 
strange posthumous brother of the medieval 
mercenary soldiers of Italy. It seems very probable that some future Talne, a century 
hence, perhaps, will write to show that 
William II. of Prussia and the German em- 

^Ire was a mysterious, belated survival of 
le ante-medisval Goths and Vandals—an 

Attila born a thousand and more years after 
his time. The young man is practically all 
German in blood. It is true that his mother 
is called English, but as a matter of fact one 
has to go back among her ancestors to 
Shakespeare's time to find a strain of any- 
thing but Teutonic blood in the Guelphs. It 
is true also that his great-grandmother was 
a daughter of the Czar Paul. But it happens 
that the Romanoffs have scarcely a trace of 
Tartar blood in their veins, so steadily have 
all their males for ton generations married 
German wives. Prince William Is, in truth 
as purely North German by heredity, as 
wholly a product of Wend and Saxon and 
Goth and Borussian intermixture, as can be 
found. One may call him, indeed, a culmi- 
nation of the Hohenzollern type of soldier- 
statesman, reached curiously enough by the 
same crossing of blood that produced Fred- 
erick the Great. The mother of that wonder- 
ful warrior was also a Guelph—Sophie Doro- 
thea— the sister of George I. It is passing 
strange that when a century and a half later, 
a Hohenzollern crown prince next again 
takes a wife from the Brunswick house the 
eldest son should again be marked by nature 
for a world lighter. Why this result should 
follow is not clear. Whatever else the 
Guelphs may be, they distinctly are not a 
military family. With the doubtful excep- 
tions of the Dukes of York and Cumber- 
land, the race has never produced a soldier 
who could do more than avoid tripping over 

Ottuuiu ax Ch ttuk. 

Yet when a Sophie Dorothea or a Victoria 
Adelaide is wedded by a Frederick William 
of Hohenzollern, lo and behold! the issue is 
a born captain of men. 

What this means is that the army here in 
Germany will utterly swamp what organ- 
ized pacific instincts there are in the empire 
the moment a young fighting Kaiser draws 
his sword and cries out, “Who will follow 
me?” The fact of the existence ofBismarck’s 
colossal army will magnify itself in the pop- ulai mind; the spirit in which he built it up the peaceful intent, the patriotic aim-will 
all vanish like steam on a lamp chimney, the iron chancellor has done marvels toward 
creating a manufacturing, trading, money- 
making Germany, with new, great vested in- 
terest in peace, and a new large business 
class whose concern is to promote commerce 
and preserve quiet. But to do this he has 
had side by side to create a much more nu- 
merous and important class whose profes- sion it is to fight and whose entire material 
concern it is to promote warfare and open a 
swift current of promotion and honor. This 
second class—this military class—is all pow- erful in all the upper middle and higher grades of society. Very little of provocation 
of popular appeals to national feeling, would 
uiaKe it master of nine tenths of the German 
people. Kaiser William II, in the glamor of his youthful distinction of face and figure, of 
his deep Teutonic prejudices, of his all-con- 
trolling belief in himself and his race 
and his destiny—could hurl a prac- tically united Germany in warfare east, west 
or seuth a month after he had ascended the 
Hohenzollern throne. The whole German 
nation from Basle to Konigsberg would rise 
to his enthusiastic support. Eveiy young 
man from Thorn to Koblenz would burn to 
ride with him for conquest and glory. 

EMBALMINC A WHALE. 

Six Thousand Dollars Spent in 
Preparing Him for Exhibition. 

Pkoviniktown, Mass., June 15.—The 
finback whale recently captured by Captain 
E. W. Smith of the schooner John W. Smart, 
has been purchased by the East End Whale 
Company of New York, and will be used 
for exhibition purposes. It is a fine speci- 
men, and is upwards of 60 feet in length. A 
decked scow, built expressly for the busi- 
ness by Sawyer 4 Goss, at Bath, has been 
brought here and the whale placed on iL 
The size of the scow is 75 feet in length, 25 
feet in width and about seven feet deep, 
built ia a most thorough and substantial 
manner, heavy hackmatack knees and 
studded all through the interior to hold up 
the heavy weight, which will be about 70 
tons. The cost of the scow will not be far 
from *2000. 

Professor G. H. Shevire of the Egyptian Chemical Company, 15 Foster’s wharf, Bos- 
ton, is here with men and tools engaged in 
embalming the whale. The whale, after be- 
ing subjected to this process, will be exactly 
of its natural coler, form and size, and no 
offensive odor will arise from it, thus giving visitors a rhanoft to r#»p a wlialn iuat oj if 

looks In the water. The whales that have 
been exhibited in the past have been more or 
less mutilated and decayed, and the visitor 
has seen only a part of one. The tost of em- 
balming will be about <1000. It will take 
about 15 casks of embalming fluid to com- 
plete the job. 

The entire cost of the outfit when ready 
for exhibition will be not far from $6000. It 
will leave here for Boston earlv the coming week, and thence will go to Newport and 
other seaside resorts along the coast to New 
York to Coney Island. 

To be Taken With Allowance. 
New Yoke, June 15.—Referring to the 

despatch from Brussells stating that the In- 
dependent Beige has Information that Stan- 
ley, the explorer, was wounded in a fight 
with the natives, and that afterwards one 
half of his escort deserted him, the New 
York Sun this looming comments as follows: 
“This despatch must be received with cau. 
tlon. Two or three reports about Stanley’s 
expeditions, printed in this Brussels news- 
paper soon after Stanley started on his over- 
land journey, were found to be fictitious. 
The despatch says that information concern- 
ing Stanley was biought to Kinshassa by 
some Arabs. Kinshassa is rn Stanley Poof, where are several white stations. It is now 
headquarters of the Congo State on the up- 
per river. If any reports about Stanley worth noticing reacned that place, it would 
certainly be forwarded as soon as possible 
by a Congo State official. If the Arabs have 
descended to Kinshassa, it Is the first time 
they have come within nearly a thousand 
miles of that place. The bare statement that 
one half of Stanley’s escort deserted him 
will be received with incredulity unless it be 
fortified by circumstantial details.’’

“Blaine and Protection" on the Call, 
fornla Banner. 

Sherman Men Claiming a Sure Thing 
for Their Candidate. 

Cov. Rusk Will Not Interfere with 
His Friends. 

Chicago, June 15.—The Republican Na- 
tional committee tonight gave Mrs. Isabella 
Beecher Hooker an audience. She spoke 
spoke (or ten minutes giving the reasons 

why a woman suffrage plank should be in- 
serted in the Republican platform. Senator 
Conger from the sub-committee appointed to 
prepare the roll, reported there were a 

number of contests for seats, in which the 
papers indicate the regularity of the dele- 
gates placed on the rolls presented. The Sen- 
ator said that on the papers filed and the 
statements made to the sub-committee, it 
was deemed unwise to decide respecting the 
contest in the District of Columbia, and the 
sub-committee recommended that both dele- 
gations be admitted to seats, neither to be 
entitled to votes until the right to the seats 
had been determined f>y the convention- 
In the contested seat in the 2d, lid, 5th, 6tb, 
7th, ath, Uth and 10th Virginia districts, the 
committee recommended that both delega- 
tions be admitted to seats without votes un- 
til the convention determine the right of the 
mabbci. n was vutcu intue ueicgaiGS ui 

large, beaded by Senator Mahone, be placed 
on the roll and admitted as delegates and 
that opposing delegations, headed by V. D. 
Greener, be admitted to seats as contestants. 
After nearly an hour’s earnest debate,Walter 
Evans, of Kentucky, moved as an amend- 
to report to the sub-committee that the en- 
tire Mahone delegation from Virginia be 
placed on the roll. After more speech- 
making the motion was defeated 18 to 20. 
Immediately the cliam from Dakota for ten 
seats in the convention, not six, came up and 
caused another lively tilt. The committee 
gave the larger number and therefore its 
moral support to Dakota’s claim to state- 
hood. The report of the committee to pre- 

fiare the convention roll was then unanimous- 
y adopted. 

The Day’s Development. 
Perhaps the most significant development 

today is the revival of the Blaine talk. De- 
spatches from the Pacific Coast delegation, 
which is expected in the morning, says the 
special train bears a banner inscribed 
‘‘Blaine and Protaction.” There has been 
considerable activity among the politicians 
regarded as belonging to the Blaine guard. K. C. Kerrens is here in consultation with 
Secretary Fessenden, of Connecticut, and 
have been in a happy mood ever since the 
news was received from the Californians. 
J. M. Haynes, of the national committee of 
Maine, gave it out without any qualification, 
that if the man from Maine received the 
unanimous vote of the convention he could 
be persuaded to run. Conger, Halstead, 
Marx Hanna, Senator Quay and Congress- 
man Butterworth are lail quoted tonight as 
saying that Sherman is sure of the nomlna- 
rion, and will have 325 votes on the first bal- 
lot 

Among the New Yorkers. 
Chicago, June 15.—Ex-Senator Platt, who 

is cedited with great influence in the New 
York delegation, is said by persons who 
have talked with him, to be leaning toward 
Alger, and not as a blind, but in the serious 
idea that he may prove to be the best man to 
nominate. Senator Hlscock has not ranged 
himself anywhere, and it is regarded as not 
impossible that be may come forward as a 
candidate. Warner Miller has preserved an 
absolute silence as to his intentions. 

Mr. Depew has been made a candidate by 
his friends, but he has already said that if 
he finds on coming here that his Domination 
would endanger a single State or Congres- 
sional district, he will not allow his name to 
be used; and it is by no means certain that 
any serious efTort will be made to nominate 
him. 

The position of the delegates-at-large is re- 
flected in that of many of the district dele- 
gations. Mr. Depew la universally admired 
and liked by New York Republicans, and 
there seems to be a general expectation that 
he will receive the united support of the del- 
egation for at least several ballots, but such New Yorkers as have been heard from seem 
very much at sea about Mr. I)epew, and out 
here there is little disposition to take his 
-UV. wuuv *u WJ1C ores ui 
so many Western Republicans, his nomina- 
tion is an impossibility. The suggestion that the mere fact that Mr. Depew is a rail- 
road president would defeat him as a candi- 
date before the people of several Western 
and Northwestern States is not a new one, but even political observers who have'grown used to it in the Kast are surprised on com- 
ing to the West to find how blunt this talk is. 

The sentiment here in Illinois is perhaps sufflently indicated by the fact that “The 
Inter-Ocean,” which is a strong protection- 
ist paper and otherwise in the best of party standing, has a leading article this morning 
openly opposing Mr. Depew on account of 
his railroad connections, and saying bluntly that if the position stated above be consis- 
tently adhered to “It will end his candi- 
dacy.” 

A Blaine Man on the War Path. 
CuicAeo, June 15.—Col. A. C. Babcock is 

the business partner of Senator Farwell, of 
Illinois. He is also an enthusiastic admirer 
of Mr. Blaine. He has never become recon- 
ciled to the determination of the latter not to 
be a candidate. He still hopes that Mr. 
Blaine may reconsider his decision, and that 
the convention will nominate him by accla- 
mation. He proclaims his views with free- 
dom and finds many supporters. Yesterday 
he marched into the Grand Pacific Hotel. 
The first thing to confront him at the clerk’s 
desk was an array of presidential timber in 
the shape of pictures of Sherman, Allison, 
Alger. Harrison and Gresham. He looked at 
them with surptlse, and then with some as- 
perity in his tones turned to the clerk and

Judge West and Mr. Blaine. 
New York, June 15.—The Tribune pub-

To the Editor of the Tribune: 

Sir—One thing, and only one, will assuage 
the profound regret and deep disappoint- j 
meat of millions of Republicans caused by 
the Paris letter of Mr. Blaine, in that letter 
he says: 

A single phrase ot uiy letter ot January 25 from i 
Florence (which was decisive of every thliiir 1 had 
the personal iiower to decide), lias been treated by many of my most valued friends as uot abso- 

lutely conclusive In ultimate and possible contin- 
gencies. On tbe other hand, friends equally de- 
voted and disinterested, liave construed my letter 
(as it should be construed) to be an unconditional 
withholding of my name from the National con- 
vention. They lave in consequence given their 
support to eminent gentlemen who are candidates 
for the Chicago nomination—some of whom would 
not. t am sure, have consented to assume that 
position If I had desired to represent the party In 
the Presidential contest ol 188a. 

The following telegram from New York, 
appearing in the Cincinnati Commercial-Ga- 
zette of the loth Inst, is the key to and ex- 
plains Mr. Blaine's letter: 

Governor Foster started for lame this evening. Before going he said: “I regard Delator Sher- 
man's prospects as splendid. Indeed. I think he 
will be nominated. 1 am aware, of course, that 
there are dangers In tli» way, because he Is the 
leading candidate, but I do not think they will de- 
feat him. He has been prudent In all things In 
Ids attitude as to tbe nomination, and especially 
toward Mr. Blaine. He has sent word to Mr. 
Blaine, through Mr. Halstead, that he would 
not be a candidate for tire nomination against 
him.” 

Mr. Blaine sailed for Europe in June, 1887, 
where he was Joined by Mr. Halstead a few 
days later. The candidacy of Senator Sher- 
man was announced In the spring of that 
year, and by the Ohio Republican convention 
at Toledo in July was indorsed and recom- 
mended to the Republicans of the other 
States. Mr. Blaine could not afford to per- 
sonally seek a renomination or to announce 
that he desirediit. When,therefore, Mr. Hal- 
stead approached him on behalf of Mr. Sher- 
man, stating that he (Mr. Sherman) would 
not be a candidate against him (Mr. Blaine), 
the latter was necessarily constrained to de- 
clare his personal wish either to be or not to 
be a candidate, or else decline to definitely 
respond to tbe overture, which would have 
been equivalent to expressing a desire for re- 
nomination. Out of that interview ultimate- 
ly came Mr. Blaine’s Florence letter, and 
later his Paris letter as the necessary results. 
His unselfish magnanimity Is thus employed to disappoint the hopes and thwart the de- 
sires of an overwhelming majority of Re- 
publicans, upon whose hearts Mr. Blaine has 
a hold above that of any other, and who are 
unwilling to be reconciled to his declination 
under the circumstances. 

One thing, and one thing only, as I have 
said, can assuage this universal regret and 
deep disappointment. Let these gentlemen 
whom Mr. Blaine thinks would not have con- 
sented to assume their present attitude If he 
had expressed a desire to represent the party exhibit toward this overwhelming popular 
sentiment that magnanimity which Mr. 
Blaine has shown toward them. Let them 
relieve the delegates to the Chicago Conven- 
tion from all personal obligations, so that 
they shall be left free to act In deference to 
this sentiment, and then the free and unre 
strained nomination, whether it fall on Mr. 
Blaine or another, will meet with an earnest 
and hearty response, and a cordial and 
united support. It Is not too late to show 
such magnanimity. Without it, popular 
opinion will not be readily appeased or rec- 
onciled to the attitude which It feels that the 
first citizen of the century has been con- 
strained by his own generosity to assume 
toward tbe nomination.

Chicago, June 15—A correspondent of the 

Tribune, who has just visited Madison, Wis., 
found the Rusk boom In a healthy state. 
Gov. Rusk, who is a tall, broad-shouldered 
man, with long snow-white beard and hair, 
was at work in his office in the State Capitol. 
Despite his venerable appearance, Mr. Rusk 
has such a firm walkjand such strength of 
voice that it is clear be has yet before him 
many days of ability to work hard. He Is 60 
years of age, and was elected as a farmers’ 
candidate, but his excellent war record as 
colonel of the 25th regiment of Wisconsin 
volunteers, in the war of the Rebellion, had 
much effect in determining voters to cast 
their ballots for him. He was elected gover- 
nor in 1881, and his administration has been 
so satisfactory that he has twice been re- 
elected. 

“My friends,” he said to the Tribune cor- 
respondent, “have made me a candidate for 
President. I know little about the matter. 
The canvass is running itself, and I shall let 
it alone. My friends are hard at work for 
me, and say that besides the support of this 
State, I shall have the votes of delegates here 
and there from several other States. I pre- 
sume their arguments in my favor are based 
on my administration of the affairs of this 
State.” 

“Your courageous course. Governor, in 
meeting and overcoming the rioters of Mil- 
waukee,” said the correspondent, “has been 
much admired in the East?” 

"It was my duty to act as I did,” said the 
Governor. r‘It had to be done.’’ 

South Carolina Men. 
Columbia, S. C., Jane 15.—The majority 

of the South Carolina delegation to the Na- 
tional Convention left today for Chicago. E. 
M. Boy ton, chairman of the delegation, and 
a member of the National Committee, said 
today that if a number of ballots were taken 
upon tbe present candidates without result 
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sprung, and that he would be nominated 
with a whoop. Boyton is opposed to Gre- 
sham, on the ground that the Democrats 
seem to wish him to be nominated. 

Work for Harrison. 
Indianapolis, June 15.—Two of the mi- 

nor but somewhat important features of the 
plans of General Harrison’s supporters, 
which have been kept secret heretofore, 
were made public here today. One is for 
the purpose of Riving him the advantages to 
be derived from the zealous support of his 
recognized organ, the’Tndianapolls Journal,” 
to offset to some extent the opposition to the 
Chicago newspapers; and for that purpose 
the Journal will be sent to Chicago each day 
on a special train arriving there in the early 
morning. An attempt will be make to place it In the hands of every delegate while it Is 
fresh, and it is expected that it will be of 
great aid to Harrison. 

iConventlon Jotting*. 
Charles Emory Smith Is reported as sayiDg 

that the Pennsylvanian support to Mayor 
Fitter was for the purpose of keeping the 
delegates united in the outset of the contest, 
rather than having them supporting half a 
dozen candidates. 

Among the Southerners the sentiment 
seems to be to await the action of Northern 
delegations. No Southern State has sent an 
individual delegation. Sherman is thought 
to have a larger following in the South than 
either of the other candidates now in the 
field. 

Senator Hale said yesterday his people 
had no choice. Senator Hlscoek said he 
would name no one at present, and Senator 
Hoar, when asked if he would accept the 
permanent chairmanship of the convention 
it tendered, would neither say yes nor no. 
Judge I’ayson of Illinois, thought the only 
real strong candidates were Sherman and 
Gresham. A number of others were to be 
used as footstools, he said, until the proper 
time came to vote for some leading candi- 
date. 

Col. Fred Grant arrived in Chicago Thurs- 
day, and ruceivcd quite an ovation from the 
assembling delegates, irrespective of their 
presidential preferences. 

The report is that Senator Evarts Is being boomed by the Union League Club of New 
York. 

On Sunday evening, a special train, bear- 
ing 600 Nebraska Republicans, will leave 
Omaha for Chicago. They have chartered 
the new Gore Hotel, and two committees are 
there now decorating it In the most lavish 
manner. Gen. John C. Fremont will be 
there as the guest of the Young Men’s Re- 
publican Club of Omaha. 

The Alabama delegation to the National 
Republican Convention will leave for Chica- 
go Saturday morning, JO strong. The delega- 
tion now stands about 13 to 15 for Sherman, 
and the others divided between Alger and 
Depew. Three or four of the delegates were 
elected as Blaine men. but they are now of 
the opinion that he is out of the race, and 
they will have to vote for somebody else. 

Seven handsomely decorated sleeping cars, 
bearing the legends, "Escort to the Mary- 
land Delegation and “Protection to Ameri- 
can Industry,” will leave Baltimore for Chi- 
cago on Sunday rooming, at 10 o'clock, from 
the Camden station of the Baltimore A < Me 
railroad. 

Chairman Cooper, of the Pennsylvania 
Republican State Committee, believes that 
the convention will insist upon the nomina- 
tion of Mr. Blaine.

GENERAL WASHINGTON NEWS. 

Six Millions Wanted to Build Ships tor 
Uncle Sam. 

General Sheridan's Persistent Growl* 
ing Encourages His Friends. 

Laborer and Congressman-Story of 
Knute Nelson’s Successor. 

Washington, June 13.-The naval appro- 
priation bill has at last been completed by 
the House committee on naval affairs, and it 
will be reported to the House on Saturday 
or early next week. One of the chief features 
of the bill Is an appropriation of $0,000,000 
for the Increase of the navy, $4,000,000 being 
for construction and $2,000,000 for armament. 
Strong efforts have been made to Induce the 
committee to provide for a lot of small ves- 
sels, which could be quickly built and would 
afford more places for commanding officers, but these efforts have not been successful. 
The bill authorizes the construction of four 
ships; two unarmored cruisers of about 3.- 000 tons displacement, each to have a 
guaranteed speed of M> knots; one unnrmot- 
©d cruiser of 5,J00 tons, with a guaranteed 

about 7,800 tons displacement, with no 
guarantee of speed, but planned to make not 
Jess than 17 knots. One of the four must be 
built In a navy vard. and all may be built 
in snch yards if the President is satisfied 
that none of the bids made by contractors is 
reasonable. The acts of March 3, 1885; Aug. 3,1886, and March 3, 1887, authorized the 
construction of ships to cost In the aggregate 
a trifle less than $20,000,000. The amount 
thus far appropriated for these ships is $8,- 
318,000. This is exclusive of about $7,000,- 
000 appropriated for guns and armor In 1886 
and 1887, of which about $1.000l00<i will be 
required to pay the contracts made with the 
Bethlehem Iron Works a year ago, leaving 
$3,000,000 to the credit of the -Secretary.

came out against it, and predicted Cleve- 
land’s defeat on the tariff issue, is happy 
now. The cause of hls Joy is the homination 
of Sullivan (J. Comstock, of Moorebead. 
Minnesota, to be his successor in Congress. 
Nelson Is acandidate for either the governor- 
ship or the senatorship in place of Sabine. 
He and Comstock are political and personal 
intimates, and he thinks the latter will aid 
him in his aspirations. Comstock is said to 
be a good protectionist, and Nelson has be- 
come one, too. seeing the necessity of It, if 
he wants to be governor or senator. Com- 
stock is a man with a record. In 1871 he en- 
tered the town of Moorehead with a pickaxe 
on his shoulder as a day laborer on the 
Northern Pacific railroad. Today he is a 
leading citizen, with a bank account of more 
than $**,000. He is the man who was in- 
trusted with the pleasant task of selecting 
and laying out all the towns on the Manito- 
ba railroad. He had full authority, and 
whenever he came across a place that looked 
to him like an eligible town site he drove a 

stake, laid out town lots, and moved on. He 
did a little real estate bargaining for him- 
self at the same time, and is now enjoying the fruits of it. Before engaging as a laborer, 
Mr. Comstock bad been a law student in 
Omaha, but did not continue in the profes- 
sion owing to lack of funds. While engaged 
as a student he was a friend of Henry M. 
Stanley, who was at that time making a 
living as editor and manager of an Omana 
paper. Nelson says that Comstock is an 
able man. who will make a creditable and 
valuable member of Congress.

and the common enemy must be met by a 
Republican column backed by every resource 
and inspirited by thorough harmony. 

The Rockland Opinion is informed that 
the Phess does not hold that the protective 
system is all for the benefit of labor, and that 
the workingmen get all the advantages of it. 
The Pkess bolds that the protective sys- 
tem is for the benefit of people in general 
without condition of race, creed, occupation 
or previous condition of servitude. The 
Pkess holds that the manufacturer, the far- 
mer and the miner and the men whom they 
employ derive benefit from it. The Press 
holds that protection tends to a diversifica- 
tion of industries and thus to increase the 
opportunities of the workingman for employ- 
ment. It holds that the country is more 
prosperous as a whole under this system 
than it would be under free trade. Now the 
revenue reformers of the Mills stripe believe 
otherwise, or profess to, and have started in 
to break down the protective system. So 
long as they make the issue squarely the 
friends of protection will not complain. The 
Protectionists are ready and amicus to meet 
it. Rut what the Freetraders are doiog Is 
seeking to accomplish their purpose by in- 
direction. They have laid down as one of 
their principles that the staple articles of 
food should be free. They apply that prin- 
ciple to Northern States, which are Republi- 
can, but neglect to apply It to Southern 
States, which are Democratic. They place 
the Northern farmer’s peas, and beans and 

potatoes on the free list, but keep the South- 
ern farmer's rice and sugar protected against 
foreign competition. They are using tariff 
legislation to reward their political friends 
and punish their political enemies. That 
is a use which is illegitimate and dishonest. 

The House of Hohenzollern now has its 
third Emperor, having risen from the pos- 
sessions of a petty mediaeval count to the 
imperial dignity through the turmoils of a 
thousand years. A thousand years ago the 
ancestors of the voung man who Is now 
Emperor William II, dwelt in the Snabian 
castle of Hohenzollern. The site of the old 
castle has continued to modern times as the 
patrimony of the Buablan Hohenzollerns, 
but it is not with them that the destinies of 
Germany are now concerned. In 1210 a 
younger branch of the family settled in 
Franconia and by a fortunate marriage 
came into possession of the Burgravate of 
Nurcmburg, and in 1273 the Emperor Rudolf 
made the Burgrave a Prince. Then a 

Hohenzollen Burgrave bought the Margra- 
vate of Brandenburg, which happened to be 
for sale, and became Margrave of Branden 
buig, and a little later was raised to the dig- 
nity of elector. In the early part of the six- 
teenth century, this accumulative family at- 
tained also the Duchy of Prussia, and its 
head, George William, became Duke of 
Prussia as well as elector of Brandenburg 
and Burgrave of Nuremburg. His successor 
Frederick William, called the “Great 
Elector,” solidfied and added to the posses- 
sions of the bouse, leaving on his death in 
1088 a state of a million and a half of people. 
The line of Hohenzollern has since that time 
made its way to the front by playing a great 
and successful part In the great convulsions 
of Europe. The Great Elector’s son, Fred- 
erick III., was crowned a king in 1701, becom- 
ing Frederick I. of Prussia, thus giving the 
family a royal dynasty. Since that time the 
line has been as famous as any in Europe 
These are the sovereigns of the House of 
Prussia, some of them warriors, some states- 
men, some neither: 
FREDERICK L..1701-1713. 
Frederick William 1.1718-1740. Frederick II. (the Great).1740-1786. 
Frederick Willlvm II.1786-1797 
Frederick William III.1797-1840 
Frederick William IV.1840-1861. 
William I. (first German Emperor).. 1861-1888. 
Frederick III.1888-1888. William II.1888_•

men of letters and men of pleasure. In the 
footsteps of whom of his ancestors will 
young William II. follow?

WHAT WAS IT? 

A Vessel Apparently Burned off This 
Coast. 

Our Bowery Beach correspondent writes 
that a strange and unaccounted-for spectacle 
was observed at sea from the Two Lights 
Tuesday evening last. He watched the 
newspapers for some explanation of the 
scene. Nothing having appeared he gives 
the following description: 

What had every appearance of a burning 
vessel several miles outside of Cape Porpoise 
and nearly in the track of the Boston steam- 
ers, was witnessed by a number of citizens 
of this place on the evening mentioned. The 
body of the fire was large and intense and 
resembled the burning hull of ^ vessel, 
while anon the streaming flames would shoot 
high aloft as if devouring the sails and rig- 
ging. Between Wood Island and the burn- 
ing vessel, (if such it was,) signals in the 
form of rockets or Roman candles were be- 
ing discharged, and appeared to proceed 
from a boat making Its way toward the luck- 
less vessel. 

Tse spectacle was first noticed about 8 
o’clock in the evening, and by 10 o’clock it 
had all burned out. What was it?

IMPORTANT LAW DECISION. 

Telegraph Companies Not Strictly 
Common Carriers. 

They are Bound to Use Only Ordin- 
ary Care. 

The case of Henry J. Fowler against the 
Western Union Telegraph Company has just 
been decided by the Law Court. The case 
went up to the Law Court on a report of the 
testimony of 1885. The plaintiff is a pork 
packer doing business in this city under the 
firm name of Thompson Fowler & Co.He was 
In the habit of buying his hogs in Chicago 
by the car load, through a correspondent, at 
the Union Stock Yards. On the 20th of Aug- 
ust, 1883, he sent a night message to his cor- 

respondent to ship the next day one car load 
of hogs, paying forty cents for the telegram. 
The despatch was never delivered. The tes- 
timony on the part of the company was that 
a fire broke out in their main office in Chica- 
go on that day, destroying all the messages 
in the office at the time; that the fire was 
caused by moisture gathering on the back of 
the switch board, making a connection or 

crossing between wires connected with 
heavy batteries, setting the board on fire. 

The plaintiff claimed that the company 
was negligent in this particular. The de- 
fendants contended, and introduced tes- 
timony to show, that there are no improve- 
ments known to the art in use anywhere 
that will guard against the possibility of fire 
occuring on a switch board by moisture col- 
lecting between wires and forming a partial 
conneation, under certain conditions of the 
aimuspnere. me piainttn ctaimeu mat oy 
reason of the non-delivery of the message he 
was without hogs to slaughter for three 
days, and was prevented from packing pork; 
that his operatives employed in his factory 
were idle during that time, and he thereby 
lost large gains and profits. 

The defendant company claimed that un- 
der the printed clause on tho night message 
blank they were not liable, as the telegram 
was not a repealed message. The clause 
provides that the “company will receive mes- 

sages to be sent’without repetition during 
the night * * * and upon the express 
condition that the sender will agree that he 
will not claim damages for errors or delays, 
or for non-delivery of such messages, hap- < 
pening from any cause, beyond a sum equal 
to ten times the amount paid for transmis- 
sion.” 

The decision is for the defendants, with 
the following rescript by Judge Foster.” 

A stipulation or regulation of a telegraph com 
pauy that it will receive messages to be sent with- 
out repetition during the night for delivery not earlier than the morning of the next ensuing bus- iness day. at reduced rates, on condition “that the sender will agree that he will not claim damages for errors or Sclavs or for non-delivery of such 
messages, happening from any cause, beyoud a 
sum equal to uni times the amount paid for trans- 
mission,” although assented to by the sender, is 
unreasonable ami void as against public policy. Although telegraph companies are engaged in 
what may be appropriately termed a public em- 
ployment, they m e not common carriers in the strict sense of the term. 

In the ahsenee of any contract or regulation niodlfylng their liability they do not Insure abso- 
lutely the safe and accurate transmission of mes- 
sages as against all contingencies. The degree ot can- which they are bound to use 
Is ordinary caie and I hat is to be measured with 
referem c to the kind ot business in which they 
are engaged. 

They are bound to have suitable instruments 
and comm tent servants, and to see that the ser- Tlee is rendered with that degree of care and 
skill which the parti ular nature of the undertak- ing requires but the duty dims not Impose a liabil- ity upon them tor want of skill or knowledge not 
reasonably attainable in the art. nor for errors or 
Imperfect ions which arise from causes not within 
their control or which are not capable of being 
successfully guarded against. In an action against a telegraph compauy to re- 
cover damages for not oellvering a message, the 
plaintiff makes out a prima facie case when he 
shows that the message which the company un- dertook 10 send was not delivered, and that dam- 
age has resulted. 

J*e burden Is then upon the company to show 
that the failure to deliver was caused by some 
agency for which it is not liable. 

Judgment is given f ot defendent.
