THE FARMANDiejJSEHOLft. 
LARGE YIELD OF BUTTER. 1 \ 1 

I have a cow from wjiose milk was churned, 
in si^jg||ys,"thirteen pounds of butter; in the 
next six days twelve aud one-half pounds; 
the next seven days fourteen am] oue-half 
pounds; a little over two pound^per day. 
The average will be, to the lime^^oing to 

grass, tivo pounds per day. strong. 1 have a 
farrow cow that weighs I860 pounds; these 
cows aie natives, both of an age, and from 
the same bull. 

These cows are fed on hay cut from the 
tenth to the twenty-first of June, 20 pounds* 
each per day; two quarts of corn aud cob 
meal made into a thiu swill, in the morning, 
and two quarts potatoes ateveuiug; that is 
their regular feed per day. That makes the 
butter above; and the flesh on the farrow 
cow, and her milk, well pay her keeping. 
The butcher says she is the tattest creature 
there is in town. Then 1 have a calf from 
this farrow cow that weighs 820 pounds at 
twelve months old. This shows what can be 
advanced bv cuttinff the hav as above lie- 
scribed, uml regularity in feeding and milking 
the cows. The teed of the call is about 
eight pounds of hay per day, two quarts milk 
and one quart of potatoes, morning and eve- 

ning. 
Mr. A £cott, of Craftsbury, Yt., who com- 

municated the above statements to the Mir- 
ror and Farmer, was one of the first farmers 
In New England who dared to boldly start 
out with his scythe in June and cut his bay 
before it was more than half grown. About 
the time h s neighbors wete finishing theirs, 
he found the other half grown, which was cut 
as a second crop, thus giving him two crops 
of rowen, instead of one of ripe hay. It is 
several years since we have heard from this 
bold pioneer in the new practice of cutting 
grass for cows instead of hay, and we are glad 
to learn that he is stdl successful iu his ex- 

periments, as the above record would indi- 
cate.—N. E. Farmer. 

TO REMOVE ANTS. 

The following is a very simple means of re- 

moving ants, particularly when they are 
found iu houses: Cook a quantity of prunes, 
making a strong decoction; pour the juice 
into a vessel, and place it where the ants 
are; the insects, attracted by the juice, tail 
into the vessel and are drowned; repeat the 
operation until all are removed. When trees 
are attacked by ants, use the same remedy; 
put vessels containing the juice of the prune 
at the fbot of the trees and the results aie ob- 
tained. To prevent the heat from souring 
the juice whose odor attracts the ants, keep 
the vessels in the shade or set them out alter 
sunset.

THE INCREASE OF BUTTER FACTORIES. 

The Secretary ot the Wisconsin Board of 
Agriculture has prepared an annual report 
of great value to the State. It contains an 

illustrated paper on American butter tactories 
bv X. A. Willard, of New York, the more im- 
portant as ttie dairying Dusiness is last oe- 

comiug a prominent industry of Wisconsin. 
When butler factories become as common as 
cheese factories, we shall hear no more of the 
inferior quality of the great mass of Western 
butter, most ot which is now sold in New 
York at very low prices if not as grease but- 
ter; and the farmer who sells butter instead 
of cheese from his farm, not only saves the 
mauure which his pigs make fron the butter- 
milk, but he also saves all the fertilizing ele- 
ments which are taken off by the cheese but 
which butter never (ails to leave in the milk. 
I know a farmer or. a small farm of fifty acres 
who has increased the grass and clover grow- 
ing on his farm so fast by selling nothing but 
butter,! ihat he now keeps twice the number 
of cows he did when he first began to farm. 

BUTTERMILK AND SCURVY. 

The Colorado Agricultural says:—A cor- 

respondent informs us that he tiuds butter- 
milk to be an almost unfailing cure for scur- 

vy in hogs. To prove the fact, among other 
cases which' have come under his notice, he 

says he owns several pigs which a few weeks 
since, were suffering terribly from the effects 
of the disease, and that a speedy cure was 

effected by merely pouring the buttermilk 
over them a few times in the pen. Readers 
will do well to remember this simple remedy. 

SELECT MARKET PEARS. 

The Horticulturist, by regrafting, has cut 
down the list in a market orchard of fifty 
sorts at first, to the following five varieties:

this purpose is a solution of gum-shellac in alcohol, made about as thick as soft soap and applied with a paint brush. A cheaper prepaiatiou, and one very effective, is made 
by pounding up an old brick, sifting iu aud 
mixing the flue dust with tar. 

The mode of pruning onr orchards is a 
more important matter than the time. We 
are inclined to think that the tendency iu 
this country is to an excess ot pruning. 
Eugland has no such bright and hot sun- 
shine as we are blessed witli in this country 
to ripen, color, and flavor our fruits, and 
hence English maxims iu reference to prun- 
ing are not adapted to our climate. England 
pruners use the knife, saw and chisel, with a 
recklessness which would be injurious in the 
extreme to oui trees. Their object is to let 
light in upon tbe fruit. 

This leads us to say that judicious pruning 
has a regard to the object to be accomplished. 
In America we prune for three distinct pur- 
poses— to increa-.e the vigor of feeble tress, 
to improve the form of luxuriant ones, and 
to regulate the amount of fruit. There is a 
certain ratio which must be maintained be- 
tween the roots and branches in order to in- 
sure vigor. Tints, if, in transplanting a tree, 
we cut qff many of the roots we must also 
cut off a corresponding portion ot the top, or, 
rather, shorten them, or the roots will 
not be able to supply the demand for 
nourishment which the branches make. Or 
if a tree is teeble we can prune the puny 
branches, and thus direct the whole supply of nourishment to the remainder, which will 
consequently grow witli increased vigor. 

We must, however, always bear iu mind 
tltat the influence between the roots and 
branches is reciprocal. The roots not only 
support the branches and leaves, but the 
latter also elaborate tbe sap for’the roots. 
With a full-headed tree we always fiud a 

correspopding large number of roots. In the 
«• jvuug ucc nc buuuiu ui:ij piuvu 

with reference to the form, making the head 
as much as possibl like an inverted umbrella, 
umbel-shape, as tbe botanists call it. Of 
course, the w< ak branches and those that 
cross or crowd other* should be cut out, aud 
the straight and vigorous oues bs left to 
grow. With a good beginning there will be 
little necessity lor the knife or saw alter- 
ward. pome suckers may start from the 
roots or branches, and it'so these should be 
cut off while young. This can be easily doue 
with a common pocket kuite by bending tbe 
suckers a little to one side. There will be 
few of these off-shoots, unless the tree has 
been prtued excessively, so as to give a great 
jjreponoearncc of roots- If the suckers start 
from tbi roots it is generally an indication 
that the borer has obstructed the passage of 

sa| 
Jb 
Jieut fo» lruit. A rapid growth and tbe at- 
tainment of size and vigor is what we want 
in young: trees and young animals. Bearing 
too early is at the expense of tbe future vigor 
and possibly the life of the tree, and over- 
bearing is at the expense of tbe size and fla- 
vor of the fruit. When trees are young the 
sap flows freely, and the natural result, the 
production of leaf buds and growth, should 
satisfy the oichardist. As the tree grows old- 
er, and the rough bark appears, the circula- 
tion of lap is less free, and new fruit-buds 
will be jormed. and with a good supply of 
leaves, large aud well-flavored tfruit will re- 
sult.

is not worth while to manure it, certainly not 
with nitrogenous manure. This would only 
stimulate to more growth. The best pruning 
of a luxuriant but barren tree is to cut off 
some of1 the roots. Au old orchard always 
product* abundantly the year after it has 
been plowed, not because the plow enriches 
the laud, or because the plowing was accom- 
panied with manuring, hut because of the 
rough rhot-pruuiug which the plow causes. 
Such rough surgery among the roots, and the 
consequent over-production, are, however, 
apt to 1* toilowed by premature decay of the 
trees. The root-pruniug as well as the 
branch-pruning should always be accom- 
plished with a clean cut. 

One word as to the washing of trees. We 
frequently see apple and other trees at this 
season of the year whitewashed. Now white- 
wash is very good for the kitchen walls. It 
makes them clean aud sweet, but it was nev- 
er intended for a living surface. It stops the 
pores of the bark through which the tree 
breathes in part. Washing is good for both 
trees aud men, but not whitewashing—ex- 
cept at Washington. The wash we have 
used for years is a mixture of soft soap and 
water, one third soap and two-thirds water 
for young trees, and a greater ratio of soap as 
t he trees grow older aud the bark thicker. 
This will take off the bark louse, open the 
pores of the bark, and almost rejuvenate an 
old tree. If soft soap cannot be had, potash 
is a good substitute—a pound to a gallon of water. Refuse mackerel hiiue will 
also effectually destroy balk lice and 
othei* insects, the oil and the salt both 
combining in producing this result. The 
washing should be attended to in the latter 
part of May, when the bark-louse batches its 
young, for each of the little scales which 
seem so lifeless on the bark of au apple tree 
produces from thirty to forty young ones at 
this season, and propagates again about the 
1st of August, when we often see the little 
scales fastened on the fruit. They look very 
IUUW.V1II, out A It IT buousaiiu ui tucill mi 
tree suck out its life-blood. Soft-soap can be 
put to no better purpose than destroying 
these thieves, and it also softens the rough 
bark so that it scales otf, leaving the surface 
of the tree smooth and healthy.—N. Y. 
Times. 

PORTABLE SCAFFOLDING. 
One riding over the country will often see 

farmers’ houses or barns under repair, and if 
shingles are being laid on the roofs, heavy 
staging poles are set in the ground and their 
top ends confined by nailing boards from 
them to the corner boards and window frames 
ot the bouses. For the benefit of those of 
our readers who have such jobs to do and 
who may not like to disfigure or injure the 
finishing boards of their dwellings by driving 
in coarse nails, we give below a description 
ot a portable bracket which we have found to 
be very convenient, and at the same time 
perfectly safe, if well made. The brackets 
should have two biaces nailed on each side; 
one pair ol short ones at the angle, to Unlit 
in place of the supporting joist, and two 
longer ones to brace the ends of the arms. 
Such a staging is stronger with a considera- 
ble weight than if lightly loaded. It may be 
well to nail a stay or two across the supports, 
in case of high wiuds, to hold them all to- 
gether. With supports of different lengths, 
a staging of this kiud would be tound very 
convenient for use while painting buildings. 

The description of the bracket and how to 
make it is from the Canada Farmer, which 
says 

“It is often necessary to fix up eave

ten boards or doors at a distance from tbe 
ground, which may have become loose, re- 
pair the rooting, and a dozen of other differ- 
ent nick-nacks, all of which require the use of 
a ladder in order that they may be reached; 
and this unwieldy article often entails much 
loss of both time and patience; tor, should 
the work td be done, extend over more than 
a few feet in area, the operator has to descend 
perhaps repeatedly, and keep moving his lad- 
der this way and that, until the whole is 
completed—thus, probably, wasting more 
time in his abiits tn m ou all the rest of the 
work put together. 

There is a simple form of scaffolding which 
obviates ail sucti inconvenience, and it is 
made thus: Take two pieces of scantling, 
4x4, or 2x6, each about three feet long, and 
nail them together at their extremities, so 
that they will form a right angle; brace 
them well by means of two side pieces of 
inch board, that they may be quite firm. 
Next, take a long poleor scantling, from leu 
to twenty feet, according to tbe degree of ele- 
vation wanted, and cut one end ot it to fit 
nicely into the angle already mentioned, 
when the pole itself, or scantling, stands at 

au angle against the side ol the building. 
Repeat this process—that is, make one or two 

more of the same, and your scaffold is com- 

plete. In using it, two men are required, 
sometimes three, when a middle, or third 

support is needed. Set up your angular 
pieces (first described) against tbe building, 
with one end on the ground, and the other 

jutiing out towards you, and whilst in this 
position, set on them whatever planks you 
require for a footing; then insert the prepared 
end of your poles cr scautlings into the augie, 
and raise the structure by their means as 
high as you desiie; press the lower eud of 
the pole into the ground, and all is ready aud 
quite secure. By simply moving the lower 
end of your pole nearer to or farther from 
tbe base of tbe buildiug, the entire scaffold 
is raised or lowered at pleasure.”—A. K, 
Farmer. 
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The Exposition. 
The Portland Industrial Exposition which 

closes to-day may be unqualifiedly and em- 

phatically pronouuced a brilliant success. In 

extent and variety of articles, in excellence 
of worktnauship and*in the public interest 

aroused at home and abroad it has been a 

surprise even to the most sanguine of its pro- 

jectors. It is creditable to the managers, 
creditable to the exhibitors and creditable to 

the city. The interest has been maintained 
for two weeks and it closes at the full tide 
of prosperity. 

To say that the exhibition is a great sue* 

cess is but taiut praise, Indeed, it is so sig- 
nal a success*as not only to gratify, but 
astonish genl lemon who have, for 
Vt ill a uiuicicu lucuisuvca niiu iuc 

idea that .they knew all about Port- 
land and what it was doing or could 
do. They little expected to see City 

Hall and all the adjoiniug rooms crowded with 

samples of the handiwork of Portland’s arti- 
sans and the products oi manufactories built 

u p and sustained by Portland capital and eu 

ergy. So quiet has been the development of 
the various industries of the city, that not on- 

ly have the people of the stale looked upon 
Portland as entirely a commercial city, but 
our own citizens have failed to note its silent 
progress in the varied departments of skilled 

production and manufacture, until the dis- 

play of the past two weeks revealed the fact 
that hereafter the chief commercial city of 
Maine must take rank as one of the first in 
the variety, exteut and value of its manufac- 
tures. And yet it must be remembered that 
not nearly all of the manufacturing interests 
of Portland weie represented in the exhibi- 
tion. Many were unable to prepare goods 
for exhibition, while others for the want of 
motive power and space could not exhibit 
their p-oducts. The Portland Company, 
whose five hundred skilled mechanics turn 
out as fine locomotives and cars as are made 
in the country, the Kolling Mills whose Vul- 
cans are forging iron rails, the Kerosene 
Works whose products are the best in the 

market, cannot be represented in City Hall as 

they might be in soma departments if the ex- 

hibition were given in a building having 
more space and furnished with motive power.- 
It is enough, however, to demonstrate that 
for hundreds of the products of skilled labor 
of the best quality, the people of Maine need 
not go beyond the state boundary to pur- 
chase. 

The bulk of Portland capital has hitherto 
been invested in commercial transactions 
which sustain a small population in compari 
sou with a similar amount invested in manu- 

facturing. But our city is sympathizing very 
much with the awakened interest in manu- 

factures throughout the state, and this sym- 
pathy has been directed into practical chan- 
nels through the instrumentality of our 

Board of Manufactures who have faithfully 
performed the duties assigned them, liberally 
seconded in their efforts by the City Govern-- 
ment. Hence this experiment of an Indus- 
trial Exposition and the demonstration of 
Portland’s high rank as a manufacturing 
town. 

The exposition has been of great practical 
utility in many ways. 

I. It has brought together, face to face, the 
active representatives of all interests and 
men of all pursuits directly in the presence 
of the real products of industry and skill. 
This will naturally create an esprit du corps 
and a spirit of mutual helpfulness and reli- 

ance, which will be of great service to crafts- 
men. It makes of all the artisans a sort of 
universal guild, shows them that their 

general interests are identical and encourages 
each by the example of the enterprise of 
others. 

II. It has attracted the attention of capital 
to the importance and value of small man- 

ufactures as well as to the larger and more 

conspicuous. It will lead to new invest- 
ments in this direction and will call the at- 
tention of our money lending establishments 
to the desirability of encouraging small man- 

ufactures by enlarged credits. The Journal 
of Commerce quotes a bank officer who had 
visited the show as saying that “the exhibi- 
tion had caused him to change bis mind in 
regard to mechanics’ and manufacturers’ 
credits and he should in future extend every 
possible aid to them to conduct their busi- 
ness. He then saw that manufactures meant 
population and business and wealth.” 

III. It is a tonic to the spirit and enter- 
prise of all our people. Nobody from out- 
side has been so much astonished at the re- 
sults of the exposition as the average Port- 
lander. We possess, in common no doubt 
with most towns, a set of chtouic and invet- 
erate croakers, whose persistent depreciation 
of their own vicinage is likely to create a sad 
liued impression about everything. In spite 
of the fact, shown by the census and the as- 
sessors’ books, that Portland has had for 
years a healthy and steady growth in popula- 
tion and wealth these jeremiahs do not abate 
their lamentations, but insist in mournful 
strain that the city is going to the bad with 
great rapidity and directness. The events of 
the last two weeks must make the avocation 
of these dismal philosophers sbmewliat diffi- 
cult and we may hope for a temporary cessa- 
non. uur citizens win ue strengthened in 
faith and hope by these testimonies of the en- 
terprise and progress among us. 

IV. The attention of other communities 
within our own state and elsewhere has been 
attracted to Portland and its advantages for 
all classes of business more potently than it 
could possibly have been by any other agency. 
Our situation is favorable to the establish- 
ment and development of many kinds of 
manufacturing, and a’disposition among our 

people to welcome and encourage new enter- 

prises is shown by the cordial support given 
the Exposition and by the operations of the 
Board of Manufactures as representatives of 
the city. Our banks and other money lend- 
ers evince a readiness to assist a'l promising 
undertakings, and all men who come araoDg 
us to do useful work will be greeted with 
cordiality and furnished with all practicable 
facilities for their business. 

In these and many other ways, direct and 
indirect, the exhibition lias been wholesome 
and useful. To the Board of Manufactures, 
especially its chairman and executive com- 
mittee, and to the geutlemeu who have re- 
sponded so effectively to their call for help, 
does the c.ty owe gratitude, and no one will 
begrudge them a liberal meed of praise. 
They have doue their duty well and have es"- 
tablished an abundant claim to public con- 
fidence and respect. Upon them devolves 
the special task of deducing practical results 
from their magnificent exhibition, of foster- 
ing new industries and encouraging the de- 
velopment of those already established. The 
industrial interests of the city are in good 
hands, and we have reason for great hopeful 
ness of the results.

Dominion Notes. 
An interesting and somewhat peculiar suit 

has just been decided by the Supetior Court in 
a district of the Dominion. The action was 

brought by a layman who alleged that his cure 
had publicly slandered him in a sermon. De- 
fendant was a trader and on Annunciation day 
the cure used these words in regard to him: 
“There is a mao iu this parish wbo has theau- 
dacitv to demand from the couucil a license to 
sell liquor. I forbid them to grant him one; he is 
a lazy, lanky fellow, living at your expense 
and fattening on the sweat of your brow.’’ The 
court decided generally that there was no slau 
der, and laid down as principles of law that a 

layman cannot sue his cure in a secular court 
lor ecelesiastical affairs and that the laws of 
the Dominion recognize the liberty of the pul 
pit as the liberties of the press or the right to 
speak at the bar, and that the courts will not 
strike a blow at such liberty except in the cases 
of the gravest character. 

In the harbor of Brighton, on Lake Ontario, 
dredging has reached a deposit of -*the best 
quality of peat. It has been tested and has 
been found to bum well. The deposit is exten- 
sive, and is believed to be very valuable. 

The Dominion Council have passed an order 
admitting the vessels of Norway and Sweden 
to the Canadian coasting trade on the same 

footing as Canadian vessels. The government 
undertook to suppress the publication of this 
announcement, but,so far as we have seen,have 
not pretended to deny its truth. 

Potato bugs are infesting some sections of 
Canada, and promise much damage. 

Mr. William McDougall. a member of the 
< auauian 1 arliament, and a colonel in the U. 
S. army during the war, is under arrest for per- 
jury. 

The Dominion is agitating cheap transpor- 
tation, and at a meeting recently held in Tor- 
onto it was resolved that the inland water com- 
munication should be so improved as to admit 
vessels drawing not less than ten feet of water; that the Huron and Lake Ontario ship canal 
should be pushed and that the city council of 
Toronto should appropriate $75,000 to assist ill 
its completion. 

In tho Diocesian Synod (Episcopalian,) re- 
cently in session, Canon Baldwin stated that 
an address would be sent to the Archbishop of 
Canterbury expressing disapproval of the con- 
duct of the 483 clergymen who favoredjthe con- 
firminal. 

Some portions of Canada are visited by a 

plague ot grasshoppers and the farmers expect 
to lose their hay crop. 

Mr. Walkem, Premier of the province of 
Victoria, has gone to Loudon as a delegate to 
lay hafore the Imperial government the griev- 
ances of the Pacific slope about the Canada 
Pacific railway. 

An order in council was passed recently to 
transfer the Pictou branch of the Nova Scotia 
railway to the Eastern Counties Railway Com- 
pany. The latter company agrees to extend 
from New Glasgow to Louisburg, to be com- 

pleted in three years The local government 
guarantees a land grant and a bonus of $5000 
per. mile of the extension,’upon the com- 
pletion of which, the transfer agreed to by the 
Rove rnment will be made. 

Mr. Bright has written to a gentleman in 
Birmingham, England, expressing his warm 

approval of a system of domestic missions as 
tending to decrease drunkenness. He adds that 
sympathy and kindness to the weak will do 
m uch to make them strong.

New York Letter. 

The New Finance Bill—A Device of the 

Expansionist*— IU Possible Results, etc., 
etc. 

New York, June 22,1874. 
k Hasty legislation is rarely characterized by 
wisdom. And o£ all the questions about which 
hurried action isAp be deprecated, that of fi- 

nance iaauosU sot The House rushed through 
Saturday the currency bill previously passed 
by the Senate. If this measure simply provid- 
ed for a re-distribution of $55,000,000 national 
circulation, it might escape censure, for, assum- 

ing that any practical results should come of 
id. that, feature d\gt^rik is a matter of the 
smallest consequence at what particular geo- 
graphical. point a hank note originates so long 
a# it is secured by gfivernTueut bonds deposited 
with the Comptroller of Currency at the capi- 
tal. The complaint that more banking busi- 
ness is done in New England and New York, 
in proportion to population than in the North- 
western states, is scarcely less unreasonable, 
than it would be to find fault because more 

lumber is produced in Maine than in Nevada, 
more coal in Pennsylvania than in Kansas, or 

more ice in Massac.,a >etts than in Florida. Oc- 
casionally we find legislators who arc in a con. 
staut attitude of rebellion against the laws of 
nature, but happily no power of numbers can 

repeal or suspend those infallible statutes- 

Sometimes, in the closing hours of a session, 
when there is no opport uni ty to argue or even 
to think with ordinary coherency, a scheme 
finds its way into our overburdened statute 
book which proposes to set at defiance, the un- 

changeable decrees or Providence. Hut all 
such measures prove inoperative. Mrs. Par- 
tington made no sort of headway against the 
Atlantic, although she plied her broom with 

preternatural vigor. The distributive element 
ot tins uni is really or no account, j-.ven me 

inflationists did not reckon on that. They were 

desirous that the fatal first step should be taken 
towards expansion. The two features of the 
act, which involve recession from the princi- 
ples of the Republican national debt-paying 
platform, are, first, the permanent infusion in- 
to the legal tender circulation of $20, 000,000, 
borrowed therefrom in an emergency, aud 
which good faith to the public credit demanded 
the restoration of, 'and, second, the removal 
from the National Banking system of the great 
safeguard of a compulsory reserve. 

Taken as a whole the curreucy bill, by veto- 

ing which the President proved himself so 

much wiser tbanli congressional majority, was 

fraught with less mischief than this latest piece 
of legislative joiner-work. It would be better 
now if we could substitute the one for the oth- 
er. For the vetoed bill only added eighteen 
millions more than this does to the legal ten- 

der issue, aud, as a compensation for that, it esj 
tibliahed such a rigid rule of reserves for the 
national banks, that there was,in effect,no cause 

for apprehension of a further issue of money 

by those institutions; and the increased re- 

serve they were required to keep would have 

wrought a contraction more than sufficient to 

offset the eighteen millions of additional green- 
backs. In short, we have surrendered to the in- 
flationists by permitting the use of a fund hith- 
erto held sacred to insnre^he solvency of Stic 

banks, thus parting at once with security and 
conservatism. ^ 

When the first currency bill was und^r dis- 
cussion, the paper money enthusiasts were in- 
discreet enough to aver that it did not of itself 
go sufficiently far in the direction of irredeem 
ability, but if they could once get it enacted in- 
to a law, then the way would be open, the road 

ffiear, for further departures on the downward 
‘road. The President vetoed that 'bill because 

he saw through this purpose and was deter- 
mined not to move one step on a course from 
which, however difficult the process, it would 
be imperatively necessary to retreat. Congress 
liua ormurantlti Koran nvarnisimr Its nfronet intro. 

nuity ever since in devising some plan which 
should have the effect o£ inducing the Presi- 
dent to recede irom the position he had taken 
with so muchfirmness on this momentous ques- 
tion. Nothing but the opportune publicatiou 
of the conversation with Senator Joocs pre- 
vented the adoption by the House of the second 
bill which five-sixths of the conference com- 

mittee endorsed. It had a large followiug and 
was strenuously advocated by members hither- 
to reckoned sound on the currency issue. And 
now comes this third attack all along the line— 
every man in the engagement—to test the firm- 
ness of Gan. Grant. He is called upon to de- 

cide between principle aud expediency. The 
wrong he is asked to do is represented as a very 
trifling one, and not uumixed with good either, 
for the distribution of currency is urged as a 

matter of lairness, and great stress is laid upon 
that section of the bill, as if it were something 
else besides a mere pretext for pacifying the 
West by a qualified adoption of their financial 
heresies—a scheme of inflation sought to be 

smuggled through the executive ordeal under 
the transparent disguise of being an expres- 
sion of the magnanimity of Eastern hankers. 

Perhaps the President will be beguiled by 
these artifices. But if he is, it were better that 
he yielded sooner. The country could afford to 

wait weeks, months, aye, years, for a thor- 

oughly wise and enduring adjustment of the 
financial question. But if wo are to sidle off 
into the devious ways of unlimited expansion, 
the sooner we get at it aud have done witli it 
the better. Half way measures are the worst 

possible because they keep the patient linger- 
ing so long. We might go on watering the 
currency at the rate of twenty-six millions a 

year fur a great while without coming to that 
final revulsion which must as certaiuly be the 
end of such a folly as that the stars pursue 
their courses. It is all very well to talk about 
conciliating the West, hut we haye too large 
a stake in the material prosperity of that great 
cereal empire to see its people given up to a 

delusion which is fraught with incalculable 
calamity. I have no patience whatever with 
the nonsense of which we hear so mnch, about 
sectional interests and jealousies. Whatever 
enriches one part of the country inures to the 
benefit of every other part. No legislation can 

possibly be good for New England, which is 
not also good for Illinois and California. The 
‘‘shrieks of locality” are the most idiotic, as 
well as the most discordant sounds that can 
vex the ear of any American who is in the 
slightest degree appreciative of the greatness 
and the exhaustless resources of his native land. 
I cannot but regard the new currency hill as 

one of those inconsiderate aud impulsive acts 
which a public body may subscribe to with an 

approach to unanimity, ignoring m their haste 
its positive defects, and exaggerating, very 
greatly its negative merits. I arrive at this 
conclusion in spite of the fact that I recognize 
among those who voted for it, the names of 
scores of members for whose opinions I have 
a profound respect, aud with whose deliber- 
ately formed judgments 1 should hesitate to 
differ. I am the more strongly imbued with 
this idea, because I have witnessed, during the 
session, a controlling desire on the part of 
many of the most eminent representatives, to 
enact some measure which should placate the 
West and insure a Kepublican majority in the 
44th Congress. 

Now I have frequently noticed that when 
public men are governed by motives of expedi- 
ency merely, they are apt to err in the choice of 
means for promoting their ends. Heuce, 1 am 

ready to adopt the theory that while our friends 
have striven to do a real good by consenting to 
adeviation from the indexible rule of right, 
which no temptation ought to induce them to 
swerve from, they have made a mistake in the 
matter, looking at it merely from the stand- 
point of political sagacity. ] conceive it to be 
an absolute impossibility that the people of the 
West should long continue to entertain if 
they do now, opinions upou political economy, 
which are diametrically opposed to their inter- 
ests and to common sense. Therefore it ap- 
pears to me the wisest, as well as the only hon- 
est course, for the Kepublican party to plant 
itself steadfastly on the specie-payment plat- 
form; to delend and maintain the national 
credit against every attack whether open or in- 
sidious; to take the responsibility of adopting 
such a financial policy as shall bring the coun- 
try to the coin standard at an early day; and to 

accept the President’s suggestions as to the 
mode in which these great objects can be ac- 

complished most surely and most speedily. 
I would not like to be understood as sanction- 

ing the principle that the policy of a party 
should be regulated by the chances of success. 
That is » very narrow, short-sighted and inde- 
fensible view to to take of public duty. On 
questions where the line betwixt right and 
wrong is drawn with entire distinctness, no 

considerations of political advantage will palli- 
ate the least turning aside from the direct path. 

If there ever was an instance in which duty 
andjinterest led to the same goal it would seem 

to be in dealing with the problem of national 
finance. 1 find, to lie sure, a great variety of 
opinions as to how we are to get to a hard 
money basis, but virtual unanimity of senti- 
ment in respect to the desirableness of doing 
so. 

Now it strikes me with all possible deference 

to the views of the astute politicians who mani- 
fest such a propensity to trim on this issue,that 
tlie strongest and most reliable rallying- 
cry for a campaign, in the interest 
of the Republican party, would be 
a radical aud uncompromising advocacy 
of a return to specie payment. It might occa- 

sion some temporary revolt in two of the West- 
ern states. Indiana has the credit of beiDg 
hopelessly crazed about the value and func- 
tions of paper money. But Indiana is a state 
which can rarely be counted Republican except 
when the rising tide 'sweeps her into Hue. It 
would be-tlie wildest of follies to surrender the 
advantage which comes of the exclusive cham- 
pionship of a growing idea so vital that it must 
perforce sooner or later acquire universal dom- 
ination, for tlie doubtful chance of saving a 

district or two in a commonwealth which is 
proverbially eccentric in the bestowal of popu- 
lar favor. 

At the risk of being deemed presumptuous I 
must declare my regret that this currency bill 
has been passed, aud still mote that it was 

passed by so large a vote; that I consider it 
more dangerous from what it will lead to than 
for what it provides for—and yet objectionable 
on both accounts; that I hope the President will 
not permit it to become a law, for his eiguature 
to this bill would dispirit aud dishearten the 
friends of a sound currency; and that I want 
to see all other questions brushed aside as in', 
significant, and this paramount one of a hard 
money restoration engrossing tlie thoughts 
and iuflueuciug the suffrages of the American 
people, 

—“he that hath no stomach to this tight. 
Let him depart; his passport shall be made 
And crowns for convoy put into his purse; 
We would not die in that man’s company 
That fears his fellowship to die with us.”

of needy females. 

The will of the late Samuel R. Bearce, of 
Lewiston, has been admitted to probate. It 
gives $1000 to the Maine Wesleyan Seminary 
for the purchase of books. Tbe following be- 
jjuests are made to take effect after the decease 
of this widow: $1000 to Maine Wesleyan Sem- 
inary for the purchase of books; $2000 to the 
same seminary to lie applied to the education 
of needy young men to the ministry in the 
Methodist church; $10,000 to the same institu- 
tion; $2000 to the Parent Missionary Society of 
the Methodist church; $2000 to the Preachers 
Aid Society. ^£ach of these bequests is to be 
funded and the interest only used for the pur- 
poses indicated. In addition to the above the 
trustees are to be directed to pay to the Parent 
Missionary Society the sum of $10,000, payable 
at any time within two years after the decease 
of his wife, interest at 0 per cent, to be paya- 
ble semi-annually from and after the decease of 
bis wife, on said snm of $10,000 until the trus- 
tees shall pay the principal.

He learned from the employes 
of the establishment that the man had been 
struck by a traiu which had just passed. The 

body was brought to the city aud afterwards 
identified as Mr. Bradley Adams of Falmouth. 
He left home in the morning to come to the 

city and started to walk upon the track, and 

when struck by the engine was walking be- 
tween the rails. He was deaf aud probably 
did not hear the train. The engineer, J. 

Chandler, who has been on the road for twen- 

ty-one years, says that he saw the man as he 
was coming around the curve, but as he got on 

the straight track he lost sight of him and sup- 
posed that he stepped one side, as hundreds do 

everyday. The first thing he knew of the ac- 

cident was when he reached the depot here 
aud found a hat on the front of the engine. 
His suspicions were aroused aud he sent a man 

hack to find out if anything had happened and 
how the hat came on the engine. 

The employes of the packing house say that 
the man walked between the rails until the 
cow-catcher struck him aud threw him directly 
on the engine. He was then th.own again 
and struck on the hank where he was found. 

I)r. True -examined the body abd found one 

leg broken in two places, aud the back of his 

head completely crushed. Coroner Parker 

empanelled the following jury and prepared 
to hold an inquest at 11 o’clock: Josiah Bur- 

leigh, foreman, A. M. Benson, H. F. McAllis- 

ter, and J. E. Green. After being sworn in 

they viewed the body. As they were unable to 

get any of the witnesses present at the time 

they adjourned until 3 o’clock at the County 
Attorney’s office in City Building. 

The jury met aud after hearing the evidence 
rendered a verdict that the man came to his 

death by his own carelessness as he was walking 
on the track. Theileceased was a widower 
aud leaves a number of children. He lived 
with his sister.

are magnificent, the dialogue crisp and spark 
ling, the singing excellent,and the ballet troup 
very Hue. Miss Cora Adriana is the finest 
dancer ever seen in Portland, and met with a 

warm reception. Miss Jennie Sutterlee, Miss 
Nellie St. John, Miss Sabra Oeshon and others 

acquitted themselves admirably, and Miss 

Sappho won new laurels. The music was good 
and the ballet fine. The burlesque is a decided 

hit, and will be gieeted by overfiowiug houses 

as long as it is kept on the boards. The voice 

of the propmter was a trifle obtrusive last eve- 

ning, hut that difficulty will be avoided by to- 

pigbt. 

■Inytln Conrrrl. 
Tlio concert given last evening by the 

Haydn Association was a delightful close to 
the musical season of 1K74. The first part was 

miscellaneous, and opened with the serenade 
‘"Good Night, Beloved,” an exceedingly beau- 
tiful setting of Longfellow's poem, by the 
maestro Pinsuti. The delisate pianissimo pas- 

sages and the finely contrasting ayitato episode 
were given by the Haydns with their accus- 

tomed beauty of tone and finish of stylo. 
The debut of Mr. Fisher as a soloist was a de- 

cided success. His voico is mellow and power- 
ful, and his style refined and feeling. He 
needs only to be heaid to ensure him a place 

among our best singers. 
Misses Dyer and Russell played the fine 

overture by Killiwoda, very brilliantly, aud 
with fine expression. 

Mr. Whitney sang a pleasing song by Abt 
with point, smoothness and sentiment. He 
lias acquired, however, the fashionable man- 

nerism of the constant use of the Cremolo, 
which is, as Mendelssohn wrote of a certain 
note of the bassoons—only appropriate “in the 
case of witches or a great grief.” Mr. Whit- 
ney’s voice is rich and well developed, and the 
audience became at once enlisted in bis favor, 
giving him an enthusiastic encore, to which he 
responded with “Alice, where art tliou.” 

Miss King is already an established favorite 
with Portland audiences. Her rich contralto 
is always eujoyable, aud Mr. Marstou’s charm- 
ing song was warmly received, both for its own 

merits and that of the singer. 
Mr. Pennell’s sweet, clear tenor, and unaf- 

fected style gave pleasure to his hearers. 
When time and experience have given him the 
confidence in himself that bis voice aud talent 
justify, he will, no doubt, give out more of the 
voice that be seems at present inclined to hold 
in reserve. He was enthusiastically received, 
and in answer to an encore gave “Tlio Prayer 
to Winona,” by Spobr. 

The second part of tlio programme consisted 
of Haydn’s Third Mass in D. in common with 
the other works of this composer, it abounds in 

examples of skillful and learned writing, as 
well as in the exhaustless wealth of spontane- 
ous melody through which is expressed Hay- 
dyn’s ever-youug spirit, fresh and childlike as 
from Paradise. A brief instrumental passage 
introduces the opening chorus “Kyrie Eleison.” 
A trumpet-like figure accompanies the voices 
iu the first phrase—off’ unisono upon the key- 
note—in which the sudden descent of an octave 

gives an impressive aud powerful effect. After 
a few measures the voices divide in four-part 
harmony, and, constantly increasing in force 
and pathos, ascend hy means of au admirable 
harmonic succession to the fermata on G 
mluor. To this essentially emotioual passage 
succeeds an instrumental phrase, tender and 
pleading—already heard in the prelude—while 
the soprano solo suggests again the first vocal 
theme, repeated in the dominant by the chorus. 
A brilliant though brief soprano solo is follow- 
ed by au extended chorus passage, in which 
vocal aud instrumental parts are alike charac- 
terized by the wonderful perfection of detail 
andj vigorous, natural expression of which 
Haydn’s compositions are models. The final 
portion of the “Kyrie” presents as it wore, a 

resume of its various molivi, heightened in ex- 

pression, and closing with a solid and impres- 
sive cadence, iu which the trumpet-:ike figurej 
as in the first measures of the chorus, appears 
as accompaniment. The theme of the “Gloria,” 
given out by the soprano solo and repeated |by 
the soli aDd chorus iu turn, is clearly defiued 
aud joyous. The aceompanimeut is remark- 
able for its wonderful counterpoint; and here, 
as indeed throughout Haydn’s works, is dis- 

played au exquisite variety aud fitness of ac- 

cent. The “Qui Tollis” is written for bass solo 
with chorus, of which the sombre notes are 

lighted by a brief, thrilling phrase for the 

soprano solo. This number, beginning in the 
key of B flat, closes with a pause upon the 
dominant chord of D, thus leading without 
prelude into the “Quoniam tu solus,” of which 
the fiist part is a repetition of a portion of the 
“Gloria,” aud which terminates in a magnifi- 
cent fugue. The “Credo,"which, It seems to us, 
is one of the finest numbers of the work—is 
written in strict canon form and is exceedingly 
interesting to the musician as a flue example of 
this difficult species of composition, while at 
the same time its beauty is apparent to the 
ordinary bearer. Not less beautiful, though 
differing from the “Credo” in its form—is the 
“Et Inearnatus.” It begins with a melody for 
soprano and ckoms, meditative, pure and devo- 
tional, that tells of the earthly coining of the 
Saviour. Contrasting with this, is the sorrow- 

ful heaviness of the passage—at first all'unisono 
—that relates the crueifixtion, death and burial. 
Iu#,he final measures, the voices seem inter- 

rupted as by sobs, and the throbbing accom- 

paniment becomes fainter until the closing 
chord—in which the third taken ty tile soprani 
gives a singularly beautiful effect, as of a faith 
that all is not ended, of a hope held out of 

eoming good. The “Et Kesurrexit” abounds 
in striking and noble effects. Tbs powerful, 
brilliant opening, the solemn tones that fore- 
tell the judgment of living aud dead; the 
varied and effective harmonies and elaborate 

contrapuntal treatment combine to excite the 

highest admiration in the mind of the hearer- 
The “Sanctus,” beginning with the sustained 
notes of the ascription, changes to a rapid and 
exalted allegro movement. The “Benedictus;’ 
for quartette of soli with chorus is exceedingly 
beautiful and characteristic of the composer. 
The“Agnus Dei,”a serious and highly impress 
ive quartette, containing solos for the contralto 
and soprano, precedes the final chorus, “Dona 
nobis pacem,” of which the treatment is large 
aiyl spirited, and which includes grand fugue 
passages. 

The soloists were, with the exception of Mr 
James Whitney, the new tenor of the First 
Parish church, well known to their audience. 

Mrs. Wetherbee, as usual, sang with the per- 
fection of phrasing aud accent in which few 
prime donne equal her; and her brilliant, pure 
voice was heard most advantageously in the 
music assigned her. 

Mrs. Goudy displayed a full and sweet con- 

tralto voice, aud sang conscientiously and with 
taste. 

Mr. Whitney’s strong, equal tenor and ex- 

perience in singing proved a valuable addition 
to the artists connected with the society. In 
ensemble singing, as well as in his solos, his for- 
tunate qualifications were noticeable, 

Mr. Shaw's manly voice aui style, aud evi- 
dent appreciation of music, always ensure him 
the cordial reception he so well deserves. 

Miss Dyer’s accompaniments were sympa- 
thetic, accurate, and brilliant, as is always to 
be expected from a musician at once so thor- 
ough and facile. 

To the scientific and practical knowledge, 
exquisite taste, and unfailing enthusiasm of 
Mr. Kotzsclimar the Haydns owe very largely 
their distinguishing traits. No words of nurs 

are needed to point out to the public tbe worth 
of such au artist, not only to those directly un- 

der his musical influence; but as a powerful 
means of elevation of tho musical sense of the 
community. 

We offer our best wishes to the Haydns for a 

pleasant summer vacatiou, and shall welcome 
gladly their autumn reassembling.

The tariff bill was taken un and the first 
amendment proposed by the Finance Commit- 
tee,providing that the act shall takeeffect from 
and after the 30th of June 1874, instead of tbe 
act as provided in tbe House bill was agreed 
to. 

im ported in casks at 40 cents per gallon, was 

agreed to. 
The [amendment of the committee to strike 

out the provision fixing the duty on hops at 10 
cents per pound was agreed to, yeas 24,nays 21, 
being the duty on hops as at present 

The other amendments of the committee 
were agreed to as follows: 

Fixing the duty on still wines imported in 
bottles at 81.60 per dozen, striking out the pro- 
vision allowing two per ceut. for the leakage 
of wines iu casks, aud five per cent for leak- 
age of all wines, liquors, cordials and distilled 
spirits in bottles; fixing duty on maccaroni, 
vermicelli and all similar preparations at two 
cents per j ouud; fixing duty ou tiD in plates 
or sheets aud ou terne aud taggers of tin at 
one-teuth cent per pound; providing that cans 
or packages made of tin or other material con- 

taining fish of any kind, be admitted free of 
duty under any existing law or treaty, not ex- 
ceeding one-quarter iu contents shall be sub- 
ject to a duty of one cent aud a half on each 
can or packages; when exceeding one quarter 
shall be subject to an additional duty of one 
and one-half cents for each additional quart or 
fractional part thereof; strikiug out of the free 
list peas exclusively for seed purposes. 

Tbe committee recommended to strike out 
the 24th sectiou allowing a farmer or planter to 
sell at tbe place of production tobacco of own 

growth at retail directly to consumers to au 
amount not exceeding 8100 aunually. Agreed 
to, yeas 33, nays 10. 

The recommerdation of the committee to 
strike out the 29th section levying a tax of 
1-20 of one per cent, on the sale of stocks, 
bonds, gold and silver bullion coin and other 
securities was agreed to. 

The committee proposed to amend by strik 
ing out the proviso that bags other than Amer- 
ican manufacture iu which grain shall have 
been actually exported from the United States, 
may be returned to the United States free of 
duty under a regulation to be prescribed by the 
Secretary of the Treasury, but the Senate re- 
fused to strike out that provision. The amend- 
ment of the committee to put quicksilver on 
the free list was nou-concurred in. 

The bill was then reported to the Senate and 
the amendments made in the Committee of 
the Whole agreed to. The bill was read a 
third time aud passed. 

Mr. Ramsay, from the Committee on Post- 
office and Post-roads, called up the post route 
bill. 

Mr Edmunds moved to proceed to tbe con- 
sideration of the executive busiuess. Reject- 
ed. 

Mr. Edmunds sent to the clerk’s desk and 
had read the 18th rule as follows: “On a mo- 
tion made and seconded to shut the doors of. 
the Senate on the discussion of any business, 
which may iu the opinion of a Senator require 
secrecy, the presiding officer shall direct the 
gallery cleared, aud during the discussion of 
such motiou tbe doors shall remain shut.” 

After some discussion Mr. Hamlin moved to 
proceed to the consideration of executive busi- 
uess. Agreed to, aud the Senate at 5 p. m. 
went into executive session. 

While on the tariff bill j the 2oth section, al- 
lowing a drawback upon all manufactured 
tobacco exported equal to the amount of du- 
ties paid upon imported licorice used iu the 
manufacture thereof was also stricken out as 

recommended by the committee. 
When tlie doors were opened the chair called 

up the unfinished business, being the post- 
route bill. 

Mr, Frelinghuysen moved to postpone that 
bill and proceed with the consideration of 
the report of the conference committee on the 

Geneva award bill. Rejected, yeas 14, nays J7. 
The Chair appointed Messrs. Morrill of Me., and Hamilton of Md., members of the joint committee on the part of the Semite to frame a 

bill for a permanent government for the Dis- 
trict of Columbia under section 5 of the bill to 
provide a temporary government for the Dis- 
trict, passed on Friday. On motion of Mr. Davis of W. Va, the 
post route bill was laid aside informally to pro- ceed with the consideration of the conference 
report on the postoffice appropriation bill. 

Mr. West presented the report. Mr. Shermau regretted that the committee 
l.au reduced the rate of postage on newspapers 
to 1 1-2 cents per pound, and 3 cents on period icals, when Congress was looking around for 
every source of revenue. 

A message was received from the House an- 
nouncing non-concurrence in amendments of 
the Senate on the tariff, and asking a confer- 
elltTw ^ree^ to, and Messrs. Morrill of Vt., and Bayard were appointed as sucn a commit- 
tee. 

Mr. Sherman, resuming his remarks on the 
conference report, said he believed a uniform 
rate of three cents per pound would yield a 
good revenue. This report fixed the rate of 
postage on public documents sent out by mem- 
bers of Cougress at 10 cents per pound, a larger 
sum tliau charged on newspapers. He did not 
see wbv such distinction was made. 

Mr. West said the postage on bound volumes 
was fixed at 10 cents per pound, but unbound 
documents went at the same rate as periodicals. Prepayment of postage was desired, and to se- 
cure that prepayment the postage should be 
reduced.

Ereniog Session* 
The House bill authorizing the President to 

anpomt George Henry Preble, now captain in 
the active list of the navy, to be Commodore 
was passed. 

A message received from the House an- 

nouncing the nou-coucurrence in the amend- 
ments to the sundry civil appropriBtiou bill 
and asking a committee of conference was 
agreed to. 

Messrs. Morrill of Maine, Sargent and Stev 
enson were appointed conferees. 

Mr. Carpenter, from the committee on count- 
ing out expenses, reported adversely on the 
resolution directing the committee to inquire 
into the expediency of excluding from the 
stationery law of the Senate, all articles except 
paper, envelopes, ink and pens, and the com- 
mittee was discharged from further considera 
tion. 

He also reported from the Judiciary Com- 
mittee adversely on resolution directing him to 
inquire if the police court at Washington is & 
constitutional court. Discharged. 

Mr. Frelinghuysen called up the conference 
report on the Geueva Award bill. 

The bill was explained by Mr. Frelinghuysen. 
Mr. Thurman opposed the report, and charged 
its language ambitious. Another objection lie 
had was that the clause submitted by his col- 
leagues, providing all claims be adjusted and 
paid on the basis of United States gold coin at 
the time of the lossjwas stricken out by the 
Conference Committee. 

Mr. Edmunds said the bill as perfected by 
the conference committee left the court free to 
make the award, and that the court could de- 
termine whether the claimaut be paid a sum in 
greenbacks equal to his loss or whether he be 
paid in coin. 

Mr. Anthony moved the Senate to concur in 
the resolution of the House to print 7000 copies 
of the reports of the United States commission 
to the Vienna exposition. 

Mr. Morton said the Geneva award bill set- 
tled nothing. The payment of the claims au- 
thorized will not take over half the award and 
be predicted that the insurance companies who 
wiil be back here next winter will get the 
rest. 

After further discussion the conference re- 
port was agreed to, 38 to 18. 

Mr. Sherman from the committee on the 
tariff bill, made a report which was agreed to. 

The joint resolution of the House extending 
the session of the present Congress till 4 o’clock 
-Luesuu.y, iue .sou, was agreed to. 

Mr. Chandler, from the conference commit- 
tee on the river and harbor appropriation bill 
made a report. 

Mr. Davis enquired if the report made‘any 
changes iu the surveys ordered by tbs Trans- 
portation Committeu. 

Mr. Chandler replied in the negative. 
Schurz said lie had high respect for array 

engineers, but did not believe all tie engineer- 
ing skill in the couutry was buttoned up in 
blue and brass. 

Mr. Bogy said there was but on member 
from the West on the Conference Committee, 
and he hoped a new one w'ould be adopted on 
which he requested the presiding officer to ap- 
point some Western Senators. 

After further discussiou the report was re- 
committed. 

HOUSE. 
Mr. Garfield of Ohio reported back the Sen- 

ate amendments to the sundry civil appropria- 
tion bill. They were 124 in number, and in- 
creased the hill as passed by the House $4,000,- 
000. The most important of the amendments 
are a provision that the number of copies of the 
reports of the departments annually printed lie 
limited to the needs of Congress, and shall con- 
tain no expensive maps or illustrations without 
a special order of Congress. Concurred in. To 
increase the salaries of the Assistant Secretary 
of the Treasury, Solicitor of the Treasury and 
Commissioners of Customs to $4,500. Non con- 
curred in. Appropriating $342,304 for new life 
saving stations ou the sea aud lake coasts. 
Concurred in. Appropriating $10,000 for an 
engine and machinery to destroy, by macera- 
tion, cancelled bank notes instead of by burn- 
ing (the present system). Concurred in.* 

The proceedings, up to this point, being in 
the legislative day of Saturday the House 
adjourned within a minute of 11 o’clock, and at 
11 o’clock to-day’s session commenced. 

Mr. Butler* of Massachusetts presented the 
conference report on the Geneva Award bill. 

The House agrees to the Senate bill with cer- 
tain modifications. There are two new sections 
as to docuinentory evidence, aud as to the al- 
lowance of counsel and attorneys’ fees of 
claimants, which allowance is to be made a 

part of the judgment, and there is a substitute 
for the fifth section, providing for the appoint- 
ment of a couusellor-At-law to represent the 
United States in the suits provided for in the 
bill. Mr. Butler briefly explained the report. 
The committee agreed, he said, to the pay- 
ment of uninsured losses by vessels, for which 
the Geneva Award held Great Britain liable. 
It agreed to the Seuate bill, so far as the latter 
did not allow to insurers’ or underwriters pay- 
ments, except where ou stating au account of 
profit and loss it appeared the underwriters 
have made a loss in then* whole busimss. The 
committee had struck from the Senate bill the 
provision that the losses aud judgments shall be 
calculated in gold. It had struck out what was 

known as the 5 per cent, clause; a clause by 
which the government should retain 5 per cent, 
for doing the business (a sort of claims agent 
fee), aud only pay 1)5 per cent, of the judgment, 
it had inserted a clause, that instead of the bal- 
ance beiug covered into the treasury it is al- 
lowed to remain as a fund from which Congress 
may pay other losses. It bad been then agreed 
to refer the claims to a court of commission in £ 
stead of a Circuit Court, and iu order to prevent 
tb^great evils of a court of commission the 
Conference Committee had made void, as the 
House bill had done—all the assignments for 
service, all the contingent fees, and had inserted 

determine the claims for services in each caso. 
Mr. Poland of Vermont asked what amount 

would he paid under this bill. 
Mr. Butler—My belief is not more than 

83,000,000. 
Mr Poland—What provision is made for the 

balance? 
Mr. Butler—The provision is “the same shall 

be and remain a t'uud, from which Congress 
may hereafter organize the payment of other 
claims thereon.” 

Mr. Tremain—As to the war premium claim- 
ants, as to owners of uninsured vessels that 
were destroyed by other cruisers than the three 
for which England was held responsible, and as 
to insurance companies that caunot show that 
they have sustained losses, I understand this 
bill does not preclude them from asking legisla- 
tion from a subsequent Congress? 

Mr. Butler—On the couirary the bill leaves 
the matter open to the war preiuium men, t» 
those who lost by cruisers other than the three, 
and to the underwriters who have not made 
losses. 

Mr. Poland—Does this bill positively and ab- 
solutely forbid any payment to be made to in- 
surance companies for these three vessels? 

Mr. Butler—It absolutely forbids it, but 
leaves it open to legislation hereafter as it does 
for the war premium men. 

E. R. Hoar asked whether the conference re- 
port being summed up amounts to this, that it 
provides tor the payment of only that class of 
claims about which* there can be no dispute, and 
leaves all others to the future judgment of 
Congress? 

Mr. Butler—Exactly so. 
After further discussion the report was agreed 

to. 
Mr. Smith of New York, from the Election 

Committee, reported a joint resolution for an 
amendment of the coustitution in regard to the 
election of President and Vice-President by a 
direct vote of the people, aud by Congressional 
districts. Ordered printed anil recoin uitted 
with leave to report any time next session. 

Mr. Kelly of Pennsylvania asked but failed 
to obtaiu consent to have an order made fixing the 8th of December for the consideration of 
the bill for the issue of convertible bonds, and 
for the reduction of interest of the funded 
debt. 

The consideratimi of the Senate amendments 
to the sundry civil appropriation bill was re- 
sumed. Action on the most important of them 
were as follows: 

Appropriating 840,000 for an equestrian 
statue of Nathaniel Greene was uou-concurred 
in; appropriating 815,000 for works of art for 
ornamentations of the eapitol was non-con- 
curred in; appropriating 835,000 for the ex- 

penses of observing the transit of Venus was 
concurred in: appropriating 810,000 for 
collecting informatiou respecting the fur 
trade iu Alaska was concurred in; 
appropriating 81,300,000 for the District of 
Columbia for the paymeut of interest on the 
fuuded debt and the officers aud employes and 
laborers of the District government or of the 
Board of Public Works, and for the current ex- 

penses of the District, the amount to be ad- 
justed hereafter as a part of the proper pro- 
portional sum to be paid by the United States 
toward the expenses of the District goveru- 
ment. 

Mr. Randall of Pa., offered an additional 
proviso that $7,500 of the amount be used for 
the payment of workingmen under contractors 
whose accounts are not yet settled, aud to be 
deducted from the amount due such contrac- 
tor. 

Mr. Randall’s amendment Was agreed to 
and the Senate amendment was concurred in, 
appropriating $35,000 for a building for the 

Woman’s Christian Association of the District 
of Columbia. 

After a long debate, in which the propriety of aiding religions societies was fully discussed* 
the amendment was agreed to, 104 to 43. 

The amendment appropriating $0,000 for a 

light-house at Indian island, Rockport harbor. 
Me., w*s concurred in 

G. F. Hoar of Mo., moved to suspend rules 
and make in order the amendment appropriat- 
ing $7,000 to reimburse Gen. O. O Howard for 
the expenses of his defence before the late 
court of inquiry. Lost—yeas 121, nays 95, not 
two-thirds in the affirmative. 

When the 80th amendment of the Senate 
was reached, Garfield of Ohio, moved to non- 
concur in the remaining 40 amendments of the 
Senate, iu order to have the bill sent to a con- 
ference committee. 

The motion was agreed to, and Messrs. Gar- 
field, Hale of Me., aud Niblack were appointed 
a Committee of Conference. 

Mr. Dawes of Mass., moved to suspend the 
rules and non-concur in all the Senate amend- 
ments to the bill to amend the tariff and reve- 
nue laws, aud refer tln'iu to a Committee of 
Couferepce. He avowed himself in favor of 
the Senate amendments, hut at the suggestion 
of members around him, he moved to non- 

concur, 
Mr. Tremain of New York, suggested that 

the House concur in Senate amendments. 
Mr Starkweather of Conn., hoped the 

House would not concur, for the Senate had 
struck out a most important feature of the 
House bill—the proposition tj tax sales of 
stocks, bonds, gold, &c. 
SfcArfter further discussion Mr. Dawes’motion 
was agreed to, aud Messrs. Dawes, Kelley aud 
Beck were appointed a Committee of Confer- 
ence.
