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The army, the navy and the people, is the
order of preference with the new German
Emperor. The nineteenth century idea is
that the army exists for the beople; butin
the Germany of young William II it seems
that the people are to exist for the army.

The goods have changed hands, and the
breach [n the Democratic party in Louisi-
ang, which seemed so imminent before the
last election seems to have been finally pre-
wvented. Governor Nicholls has tendered to
his defeated opponent in the sonvention, ex-
Governor McEnery, a position on the State
Supreme bench, and the latter has aceepted.
This probably heals most of the old wounds,
althongh it cannot bring to life the men who
were shot during the beat of the preliminary
Canvass.

It seewms to be settled by the post mortem
exawination that the Emperor Frederick's
disease was cancer. The German physiclans
have been of the opinion from the first that
such was the case, but Dr. Mackenzie, so
far at least as his public utterances are con-
cerned, has been inclined to attribute some
other cause. Doubtless the skill of the
physicians served to keep the patient
alive seme weeks, il not months. They
could not cure the disease, but they could
and did somewhat arrest its prograss.

Mr. Channey M. Depew has flnally, it is
announced, avowed himself a eandidate,
and his name will be brought forward by the
New York delegation, and supported proba-~
bly unanimously. There is little doubt but
Mr. Depew will prove a very strong condi-
date In New York and the East, but {n the
West, especially the northwest, a strong op-
position to him exists on account of his con-
nection with the railroads,
rallroads In that section amouuts almost to
a madness; it is blind and unreasoning. Mr.
Depew’s connection with the New York
Central ought not to work to his detriment,
and it would not provided there was a dispo-
oition to look at the matter frankly. But at
the present time it is to be feared that that
disposition does not exist.

It eannot be said that the situation at Chi-
eago shows any signs of clearing up. The
candidates are all sticking with great tenaei-

ty and their friends are apparently going to
stick to them at least through a first ballot. |

Sherman s stil! a long way ahead, but his
managers cannot see where the additional
strength needed to nominate him is coming
from, The talk of Blaine grows stronger
as the perplexity of tae delegates gro ws deep-
er, and it Is among the possibilities that he

will be nominated in spite of himself as the

only way of breaking what threatens to be
comean interminable deadlock. An intima-
tion from him that he would accept would un-
doubtedly set the convention on fire with en-
thusiasm for him, but he has already said
that e cannot accept, and if the convention
nominates him it must do so in face of this
declaration.

It is a rather unfortunate time for the Ar-
£us to launch out into a history of the Paper
Credit iuvestigation, for the Democratic can-
didate for Congress in this district cut enough
ofafigure in that matter to make it decidedly
unpleasant reading for him. 1Inlooking over
the index of the report of the legislative
committee we find that Mr., Emery’s name
figures in no less than twenty five different
places. On page 442 in a letter addressed to
Mr. A. B. Farwell, the writer, who had been
a military agent at Washington, says: “You
bought some [men] of William Emery, if 1
recollect, after e had enlisted them, but I do
not remember how many. * * * ] think
you paid Emery some $700 in one Instance.”
On page 279, in answer to the question *What
was the highest sum you paid for any one
man " Mr. A, B. Farwell testified asfollows:
“I paid in one instance as high as $700.
This was to Willlam Emery for aman I
had of him. Five Bthers cost me $650 each,
including the State bounty, and of the bal-
ance none cost me less than $300 apiece.”
On page 262 John N. Stimson, in answer to
the question, *“From what you learned or
heard while in Washington, what number of
wen did Willlam Emery obtain of the same
class?" testified as follows: “Well, I don't
know a great desl about it. After we gotdown
there I switched off from them. I thought
they got some men away from we after I had
engaged them, by glving larger bounties,
and I didn't have mueh todo with them.
My lmpression Is that Mr. Emery didn’t get
moce than halfl & dozen.”

Mr. Emery recruited his men mostly in
Washington, and disposed of them to Mr.
Farwell chiefly. Some of the prices he
realized seem to indicate that he was not
actuated purely by patriotism, any more
than the other brokers who figured at that
time.

Staniey’'s Long Silence.

The news, or rather lack of news, from
Btanley is certainly ominous. 1t wasa year
and five months ago that the intrepid ex-
plorer bade adieu to his patron, King Leo-
pold in the royal palace at Brussels, and
started on his perilous journey. He went
thence to Egypt, from Egypt down the east
const of Africa to Zanzibar, and thence con-
tinued around the continent to the mouth of
the Congo on the west eoast. He was at
Cape Town Iin the middle of Marech, 1887,

which was about two months after leaving
Brussels, From Cape Town to the mouth
of the Congo required about two weeks of
travel. This brought him to the mouth of

the great river highway into Central Africa
about the first of April, 1887, Up this Im-
mense river he went about thirteen hundred
miles, to the point where the river Arnwimi
Jolns the Congo. This long journey took
more than & mouth, bringing Stanley to the
mouth of the Aruwiml about the first of
June, This was a year ago. So far the ex-
pedition had been through a region previ-
ously explored, and where the travelling
could be done by water. The difficulties
were abend. The point of the juncture of
the Arnwimi with the Congo is about mid-
way between the Atlantic and the Indian
oceans. The Equatorial Province, where

The hatred of |

Emin Bey is awaiting rescue, Is nearer the
east than the west coast of the continent;
but Stanley chose to approach it from the
west rather than from the east because the
tribes on the east were warlike and restless,
and because there werc no good waterways
through their dominions. But the Congo
waterway in the west still left about three
hundred and fifty miles to be made by eara-
van through an unexplored country, inhab-
ited by unknown tribes before the first out-
posts of Emine Bey could be reached. The
first of these outposts was expected to be at
Wadelal, a station well known and within
raach of Emin Bey. Stauley’s problem was
to cross that three hundred and fifty miles of
terra incognita between the Aruwimi on the
Congo waters and Wadelai, in the Equatorial
Reglon, the waters of which drain into the
Nile. Stanley’s plan was to form at the
Aruowimi an intrencbed camp, before strik-
fog out for Wadelai. That camp was to be
in a sense the base of his operations, a
stronghold to which he might retire should
he meet insuperable obstacles in his march,
and a storehouse of supplies. In forming
this intrenched camp, as well as In his over-
land march. Stanley was to have the ald of
Tippoo Tib, s character who deserves some
mention, especially as It seems probable that»
should the news of Stanley’s disaster prove
true, the blame will be laid to the door of
this Central African chieftain, Tippoo Tib
is the most powerful potentate in the Congo
region. - An Arab and a slave dealer, he has
succeeded by the intelligence natural to his
race and the cruelty and profits which are
the accompaniments of this calling in build-
ing up for himself a reputation, a fortune,
and a prestige, that are recognized far and
wide in the torrid swamps and plateaus of
the Dark Continent. Stanley had 1eason to
fear Tippo Tib’s treachery, but more reason
to ‘desire his friendship. So a bargain was
struck. ‘Lippoo Tib was to fortify the camp
at the Aruwimi and use his influence to
make easy and peaceful the march from
Aruwimi to Wadelsi. With this under-
standing Stanley’s caravan left the Aru-
wimi about a year ago. A hundred
days, it was thought, would take
him to Wadelai, where Emin Bey would
meet him. Since then nothing definite has
been heard from Stanley, or from Tippoo
Tib. There have been frequent rumors of
disaster, more or less improbable and gener-
ally discredited at once by the Brussels au-
thorities. But the new rumor comes from
Brussels, the place where the first authentic
news may be expected. And that the ru-
mor is of disaster adds to the anxiety which
the long absence of any news has eaused.

day, and who generally worked until three
in the morning and rose at eight, took a va-
cation of one month every year, and lived to
be neaily eishti': a distingulshed London
physicien, Dr. Bird, who at forty had built
ur a practice worth £70,000 a year, but who
died soon after, broken down by overwork.l

“No, 1 don't. Just 30 long as fish have
iived in the water and men have taken them
out, Friday has been an unlueky day for our
trade. You just try it and you'll find I'm
right."” 3

on board a fishing boat ?"

“Hecause, me boy, it's calling on Old Nick
to make his appearance,and he always brings
wind with him.”

“Fishermen don't like to begin any under-
taking on Monday. What is the reason of
that superstition ?”

“1 told yon a minuta ago that it was mnot s
superstition. The meaning of it is, bad Mon
day, bad week.

“Now, if one of your shimwates should
smash a looking-glass on board ship you give
I.II:‘nII hope of getting a good haul.’

Yes, sir; I never saw it fail yet, and I
hive seen a good many broken in wmy time,
and just as sure as it occurred a gale came on
and blew great guns, and we were compeltled
to run (or shelter, 1f that failed, then we
caught no fish. 1've known men that have

had to go out of the business because they
were always smashing things, and no one
would sail with them. I dare say you would
laugh at me if I told youthat I got a good
drubbing from a skipper under whom [ onee
sailed beeause I shoved the dory off «rom the
side of the ship with her head puoiudng to
the sun.” {

“What did that signify?"

“It means simply defying the elements,and

“How Is it that you are 5o certain of your
storm predietion " ;

“*Oh, that is simpie. Year in and year out
we study the signsof the heavens, which are
very accurate. Certain stars bright or dall
mean certain things. The wind from a giv-
en certain quarter in a certain month s al-
most =ure to bring stormy, fair, drg or wet
weather as the ease may be. The moon
gives us a good deal of information : if she is
on her back then look out for a storm ; if her
horns are well pointed then P’uu may expect
cool or eold weather, aceording to the season
of the year. If there is a large, hazy circle
around the moon then you may look out for
a good rain storm or a steady rainfall. Then
the Big and Little Bears give us some useful
knowledge, according to the different posi-
tions they assume.”

“When going on a fishing trip—1 mean, of
course, deep sea fishing—how s it that you
can tell exactly where to set your nets or to
cast your lines?"”

THE WILLIAM WOODBURY.

Reminiscences of a Well
Vessel.

Known

#

Ship William Woodbury, built in _this eity
in 1869, has been sold to the Ocean and lun-
land Transportation Company of , Baltimore,
for $7000, to be used as a coal barge.l

The above news item from the Transcript
calls to mind & sad accident which happened
to & young man of Portland who was one of
the ship’s officers on ber first voyage. The
ship Willlam Woodbury was built for
and owned by Captain Jacob McLellan, His
brother, Captain Seth MeLellan, now of
Grove street, was put in command of her.
The eldest son of the owner, Henry Ilsley
McLellan, then nineteen years old, was third
mate of the ship. On the voyage to Liver-
pool in July, 1859, the young man was en-
gaged in setting the lower studding salls,
When the sails were set and properly se-
cured, young McLellan made a spriug from
the footrope inboard, intendiog to catch in
the shrouas, but missed and went overboard.
Every effort possible was made to save him
without success, He was probably injured
by the fall and was conseguently drowned.
The young man was remarkably active and
ambitious. His ancestors for four genera-
tions were sea captains. His great grand-
father, William MecLellan, commanded a
transport belonging to Falmouth. under
Wolfe, at the taking of Quebee in 1759, and
was also in the unfortunate Baguduce expe-
dition of 1779, w. G.
