A GLIMPSE OF THE BY-WAYS OF TRAVEL. 

Rowsly, Derby Co.. Exa., ) 
Juue 8th, 1874. ) 

To the Editor of the Press: 
Never believe you know anything of a place 

by reading about it, not if you have gone 
through a libraty of guide-books. We have 
been having a few delightful days at Chester, 
the city founded by the Romans about the 
year 73. 1 despair of giving you an idea of 
its qii&intnpaa, hut you may guees at the 
pleasures crowded Into one bright day, in 
which we climbed from the wall which sur- 
rounds the ancieut city, to the water tower 
built for defence in 1322, looked out from 
that other tower on which Charles the First 
stool, and saw his army deleated on Marston 
Moor, explored the Cathedral (built as is sup- 
posed on the site of the old Roman temple to 
Apollo, and dating back to the 14th century.) 
saw the yeomanry cavalry exercise on the fa- 
mous race-course called the Roodey;, and 
drove aud walked through Eaton Park gar- 
dens. the magnificent seat of the Marquis of 
Westminster. There, for the first time, we 
saw a real English lawn, and such oaks as 

we have dreamed of since the days when we 

read, 
“The royal oak. It was the tree 
That saved his royal Majesty," 

It would seem that his majesty and half his 
court could find lodgement in the branches 
of oDe of these grand trees. The hall 
itself, is being remodelled, aud we had only- 
glimpses of the interior, but I don't 
think wo cared. It was enough for 
one day to feast on those marvellous views 
which opened at every turn, and to stroll 
through the conservatories, and gardens- Wa 
saw ripening in the various hot houses, straw- 
berries, grapes, figs, oranges, bauanas, mel- 
ons and pine apples, and we were almost 
faint with the perfume of a thousand flowers. 

Later in the day, we walked in Chester to 
look at the yacht inn, Dean Swill’s favorite 
hostelrie and stopped to read on a curiously 
carved house, the inscription, “God's provi- 
dence is mine inheritance.'’ Walking back 
to our hotel, wo looked into “God’s stall 
lane,” and we should not have been surprised 
ifthat famous old soldier in Cromwell's army, 
“Praise-God Kare Tones,” had sent in his 
card. Indeed 30 wonderfully old is every inani- 
mate tbiug in the town, that yjuthfui’human- 
icy seemed quite out of place. 

From Chester we rode through the lovely 
country towns to this little hamlet of some 
20 houses mostly thatched with straw 
though built of enduring stone. There we 
are guests at the Peacock inn, and the stately 
bird over the door looks down critically at us, 
as iftbe spread-eagle of Yankee dom showed 
itself in our very faces. The Derwent river, 
a respectable brook, runs through the gar- 
den, aud anglers fiud great sport iu its waters, 
at half a crown a day. This village is a part 
of the Duke of Rutland's estate. Chatsworth 
the most remarkable piace in England, the 

property of the Duke of Devonshire, is little 
more than 3 miles distant, ami it was our 

privilege on Saturday last, to see such of its 

splendors and beauties as “outside barba- 
rians” may. We drove several miles through 
a park too grand an 1 baautitul for description 
and had a look at the town where Mary 
Queen of Scots, spent 13 dreary years 
at the grand gates of the castle we were met 

by a servant in livery and escorted to the 

door, where a pretty, modest woman took us 

in charge. We passed through long naileries 
and apartments filled with rare and costly 
works of art. In oue room are the .corona- 
tion chairs ot George III. and bis queen, and 
in another, those of William IV. and Queen 
Adelaide. There is some exquisite gobelin 
tapestry, and rich hangings of stamped leath- 
er. In the gallery ot sculpture it was pleas- 
ant to see the classic head of Edward Everett 
done in marble, by Hiram Powers. It did 
not suffer by comparison with any others in 
the r >om. 

Having seen all we were permitted, we 

passed out of the house into the gardeus. 
Here art so closely copies nature, that you 
are not willing to believe your own eyes. 
There are rocks, caves, waterfalls and lovely 
labyrinths, a tree which attracts by its pecul- 
iar foliage and which, as you look, is trans- 
formed into a fountain, “a weeping willow,” 
as the guide described it. sending out streams 
of water from every branch and twig. The 
numerous herds of deer and the flocks of 

sheep attracted our notice as much as any- 

thing. It is said there are about (3000 deer in 

the Park. One day of sight-seeing ended at 

Haidon Hall, the grand o'ld castle which was 

new in William the Conqueror s time, but 

which has not been used as a residence lor 

170 years. There we saw how our English 
ancestors lived. I hoped they enjoyed it. 

The castle is well preserved and most curi- 

ons and interesting. In the chapel is the 
stout oaken chest where the communiou plate 
was kept, but the little birds who build 
among the ratters are the only singers, who 
make melody in the desolate place. The 
kitchen looks like a dungeon, and we tanev 
a French cook, or a fastidious “Biddy” 
would go crazy at the thought or preparing 
a dinner in such a place. 

WarmUJe, June, 10th. Yesterday we gave 
to Warwick castle, Grig’s cliiT, and Kenil- 
worth. I am living ill dreamland now. I 
know nothing about the nineteenth century, 
lor my daily companions are the lords and 
ladies of the olden times, and we least and 
‘rolic in these banqueting halls, and wa'.eh 
the games that are played lor our amuse- 
ment. Even the juvenile member of our 

party Is so Jared by all these sights and 
sounds that when a pretty white eat in the 
old court-yard o! Kiuilwcrih.mad" vvt tobirn 
in pussy fashion, putting out her paws, most 
coaxingly, aud r bioted that she might not 
lx> a cat at all, but an enchanted princess, 
waiting fora gallant young knight to deliver 
her, be looked at her with earnest curiosity, 
and declined to continue the acquaintance. 

Wbeu I left home I recorded a vow, r.ot to 
write guide-book letters, but how can oue 
walk day after day, through the grand apart- 
ments, and elegant grounds which have 
known the presence ofso many of those who 
have brightened or disgraced English history 
and not long to share with dear absent 
friends the exceeding pleasure. 

To-day we go to Stratford, on—Aron—and *

There we will rest and read our letters from 
VkAmo K,,1asa nr,a La/rin it.J # 1_L 

seeing.

Tbe St. Louis of To-day. 
Looking down upon the St. Louis ot to- 

day, from tbe high roof of tbe superb temple 
which the Missourians have built to the mer- 
curial god ot insurance, one can hardly be- 
lieve that the vast metropolis spread out be- 
fore him represents the growth of only three- 
quarters of a century. The town seems as 
old as London. The smoke from the Illinois 
coal has ting>d the walls a venerable brown, 
and the grouping of buildings is as pictur- 
esque and varied as. that ot a continental 
c:ty. From the water side, on ridge alter 
ridge, rise acres of solidly built homes, vast 
manufactories, magazines of commerce, 
long avenues bordered with spltnoid resi- 
dences; a labyriuth of railways bewilders 
the eye;£and the clang of machinery and 
the whirl ot a myriad wagon-wheels rise to 
the ear. Tue levee is thronged with busy 
and uncouth laborers; dozens ot white steam- 
ers are shrieking their notes of arrival and de- 
parture; the ferries are choked with ttaffie; a 

gigantic and grotesque scramble for the al- 
most limitless West be yond is spread out before 
the vision. The tovui has leaped into a new 
lite since the war; has doubled its population, 
its manufactures and its ambition; until it 
stands so fully abreast of its wonderful neigh- 
bor, Chicago, lhat the tradi'ional ac> rbity of 
the reciprocal criticisms for which both cities 
have so long been lamons is latterly much en- 
hanced. The city, which now stretches 
twelve miles along ihe ridges, branching fiom 
the water-shed between the Missouri, the 
Meramec hdu the Mississippi rivers flanked 
hy rolling prairies richly studded wilh gloves 
and vineyards; which has many railroad lines 
pointed to its central depots, aud a mile and 
a half of steamboats at its levee, a thou- 
sand miles (torn the sea: whose popu- 
lation has increased from 8 000, in 1835, to 

450,000, in 1873; wb.ch has a barking capi- 
t 1 ot nineteeir millions; wliicb receives hun- 
dreds of thousands ot tons of iron oremnuth- 
ly, has bridged the Father of Waters, aud 
talks of com rolling the cotton trade of Ar- 
kansas and Texas- -is but little like tbe St. 
Louis ot the days when Col. Stoddard had 
his headquarters in a rude cottage, and tbe 
United States, in his person, had just adopt- 
ed the iufant city. In those days tbe bouses 
were nearly ail built of hewn logs, set upon 
end, and covered with coarsely ^Jungled 
tools. Tti*: town extended aldtsIfnSe line of 
What are now known as MMh aVW Second 
streets; a little south of the square called tbe 
Place d' Armen, Fort St. Charles was held 
by a tiny garrison, aud in the old stone tower 
which the Spaniards had built, debtors and 
criminals were confined together. French 
customs a.id French gaiety prevailed; there 
were two diminutive taverns, whose rafters 
nightly raug to the tales of hair-oreadlb es- 

capes told by the boatmen of the MLs.ssippi. 
The Cliouteaus. the Lisas, and the Lab la- 
dies were the principal merchants; French 
anu rum'iau scuuois nouri-uieu; peltry, leaa 
ami whiskey were used for curreucy, aad do- 
gioes were to be purchased for them; the 
semi Indian garb of the trapper was seen at 
every street corner; and thousands of furs, 
stripped from the butlalo and ihe beaver, 
were exported to New Orleans. The mine r- 
al wealth lying within a hundred m les of St. 
Louis had hardly been dreamed of; the colo- 
aists were too busy in kiliiug Indians and 
keeping order in the town, to think of iron, 
lead, coal and zinc.—Edward K.ny, Scrib- 
ner's for July. 

Cheap News.—“As easy as lying,” say* Hamlet. This is one ol those happv touches 
of Shakespeare that seem slight and acci- 
dental, while furnishing a fruitful text to *T 
atter-time. Self-ooservant persons aie aware 

* 

ol the ease with which exaggeration and 
other varieties of falsehood slip irom the 
tongue, abd the extreme d ffieuhy ot giving 
au exact account of the simplest matte* 
And this difficulty is greatest to ardent and 
imaginative peisons, who naturally take to 
writing. The very qualities of mind which 
give them their power to interest other 
minds are, in many instances, the qualities 
that incline them to picturesque and eflect- 
ive exaggeration. Telliug the simple truth 
is the hardest thing done, either bv tongue 
or pen. How easy it was to represent Na- 
poleon Bonapaite galloping over tLe Alps on 
a robust charger, gorgeously caparisoned, bis 
cloak flying in the breeze, and compact le- 
gions pressing up the steep acclivity I Tr is 
lie was imagined in a moment; but it cost 
M. Thiers much painful toil and long travel 
to ascertain that his conquuro: crossed the 
Alps on a mule, muffled to the eyes in bis 
cloak, aud attended by one guide ou foot. 

Iu the press, as in literature, falsehood has 
the additional advantage over truth «f being 
much the less expensive. Your raw hand 
will briug you in an account of a finance 
meeting which shall Le of necessity a mere 
tissue of misconceptions and misstatements. 
To get an approximately true narrative ot 
wbat occurred, without verbatim reports, 
you must send three persons of trained intel- 
ligence; but a full and exact report, wi'b the 
requisite descriptive matter, demands the in- 
tense labor ot twelve trained men. Now the 
account stands thus: tissue of green false- 
hood, two dollars; vivid narrative strongly 
resembling the truth, thirty dollars; veibatim 
report, eighty dollars. In every department 
vi a uviu iic iiivsb t"immiMUU(.B 

reporting to tbe most important criticism, 
we lind that lies are very cheap and truth is 
very dear. 

We must also bear in mind 'hatif lying Is 
easy, it may also be lor the moment highly 
effective. Tnat tawdry falsehood ol Bona- 
parte bounding over the mountains adorns 
at this hour hundreds of barber shops in all 
countries, as the tale, equally groundless, of 
Lincoln and the Scotch cap figures iu many 
histoiies of the ate war. Some men of very 
ordinary abilities do succeed, after long prac- 
tice, in purging their conversation ol'the u-ual 
exaggerations anil credulties; but even this 
negative part of a difficult virlue is apLto be 
purchased by tbe loss of vivacity. Their con- 
versation is as dull as it is correct. But tbe 
journalist lies under an inexorable necessity 
ot not being dull. Incorrect be may be. to a 
certain extent, and live; Dut if he is dull, he 
dies. 

And, unhappily, there are three wav* open 
to the journal,si ot avoiding dullness; two 

wrong, and one right. The light Way is vig- 
iiauce, tact, and hard labor in the gathering 
and utterance ot truth proper to be tola. 
The two wrong ways demand vastly interior 
powers. One is the invention or repetiriou of 
•alsehood. and tbe other the revelation of 
matters not proper to he told. A leriile and 
sympathetic mind, capable of public spirit, 
liuds the material tor Stirling and deligbtiul 
journalism iu a village; but there are dull 

dogs that, even when posted iu Washington, 
the most interesting capital in tbe world, are 

compelled to eke out tueir daily dob ol rou- 

tine bv calutnuious luvmlion—James Par- 
ton, in Harper's Magazine for July.

Prospects for Fall Trade. 
It is rath nr early to make predictions with 

any degreee of confidence respecting the au- 

tumn trade. There are so many things, the 
influence of which canuot be computed iu its 
effects upon business and a chance for sudden 
OOdi/liinta nf n/lii/iK nA AAA Ann ^nln.ininn flw. 

cause, that it is extremely hazardous to act 

upou present iudications. It is, however, 
lair to set forth certain frets which are found 
to exist in the business of the country, and 
upon them base reasonable expectations. To 
this end, in the preface of the July issue of 
the “ltefereuee Rook” of the well-known 
mercantile agency of Messrs. E. Russell i!t- 
Co., an interesting statement is made,derived 
from their extensive knowledge of the condi- 
tion of the business of the country. The ar- 

ticle says that although the paralyzing effects 
of the panic of last September have lingered 
longer than was generally anticipated, it is a 
fact worthy of notice that these effects are 
more apparent in restricting trade than in 
causing disaster. If the condition of the com- 
mercial labric is to be judged by the number 
ami importance of mercantile failures, there 
is no cause of apprehension; for in view of the 
circumstances of the last halt year, it is both 
surprising and gratifying to know, that with- 
in that period there have been fewer failures 
in number, and certainly fewer in promi- 
nence than for the same period in the aver- 

age of years. In addition to this encourage- 
ing feature respecting the mercantile solvency 
ofthecouutry is the gratifying statement! 
which is the result of extended and carelul 
inquiry, that there has been a remarkable re- 

duction of indebtedness among all classes and 
in almost every section of the country, and 
that the mercantile indebtedness of this coun- 

try to-day is not two-thirds what it was a 

year ago. “Indeed,” says the writer, ‘so 
great has the tendency been toward liquida- 
tion, that it alone has been as much a cause 
of a restricted business and a hampered trade, 
as any want of confidence in the stability ol 
the country, or tire satety of credit. The 
fright that the debtor class received in Sep- 
tember has had its effect, and the very prom- 
inence of the failures that immediately fol- 
lowed impressed deeply a lesson that has been 
heeded.” 

While our people are still feeling so keenly 
the effects of the panic ami the months of dull- 
ness which followed, it will be difficult to re- 

gard it as a blessing even in disguise; but if 
it is a good indication to owe but two dollars 
now where three were owed a year since, the 
season of business prostration or dullness has 
not been an unmixed evil. 

From a full survey of the whole field it is 
sale to expect that the fall trade will be a fair 
one. Au unusually abundant crop is promis- 
ed all over the country: (lie nricea nf nnr nm. 

ducts have been maintained at remunerative 
prices; our exports are quite sure of the same 

steady gain which has characterized that 
trade the past six months; importations show 
a large decrease; stocks of all kinds of mer- 
chandise are unusually low in all retail and 
consumptive quarters as duriug the dull sea- 
son retailers have purchased with the utmost 
prudence; the monetary institutions of the 
country are well sustained; the machinery ot 
commerce and production is in good running 
order and no violent shock has been given 
to the currency by legislation; consequently 

0 there is good reason to expect that a satisfac- 
tory business will be done during the coming 
season and that the lagging wheels of indus- 
try will be started up with new speed. 

By a resolution of Congress the Appropria- 
tion Committees of both branches, are in- 
structed to carefully inquire into the ma- 

chinery and workings of the various depart- 
ments of the government with a view of sug- 
gesting reforms. This, if carried out with 

spirit, will prove the most practical kind oi 
civil service reform. For many years no 

public officers have been charged with a 

more responsible mission or have had it plac- 
ed in their power to do the country a greater 
good. Two of the members of those commii- 
tees, Messrs. Morrill and Hale, reside in this 
state and are really in a position to act inde- 
pendently and for the public good. It is 
probable that the public service is as econom- 

ically and efficiently performed to-day as ever 

in the history of the nation, but there are a 

great many hoary abuses, a large number of 
siuecures that should be lopped off. It will 
not be a pleasant service lor the gentlemen 
charged with recommending it; but it done 
vigorously will be one that the mass of the 
people will appreciate. 

Hon Eugene Haue was nominated by 
the Republieaus of the Fifth District Wed- 
nesday for the fourth time. Heretofore his 
nomination has been contested with more or 
less spirit,but so signal has beeD his service in 
the present Congress that the Convention at 
Ellsworth recognized his worth by making 
the nomination by acclamation. It is a nota- 
ble illustration of the fact—too frequently lost 
sight of—that a constituency worth repre- 
senting, will take care of the nomination and 
election of the Congressman so long as he is 
conspicuous for laitbful and honorable ser- 

vice. That kind of service Eugene Hale has 
rendered not only the fifth district but the 
country. 

Tiie Tiltou-Beecher scandal which every 
right minded person hoped the public had 
heard the last ot, has been renewed by Mr. 
Tilton in charges so direct and damaging 
that Mr. Beecher cannot ignore them. Here- 
tofore the scandal has been the gossip of a 
half crazy and disreputable woman, and in a 
certain sense has been refuted by Tilton him- 
self. We hope that Mr. Beecher cau explain 
the whole affair in such a manner as to free 
himself from suspicion. It is true that Mr. 
Tilton lias acted strangely about this painful 
affair aud may be a monomaniac upon that 
subject, but it will not do for Mr. Beecher 
and his friends to make this declaration the 
basis of declining an investigation. 

t he decision of the Supreme Court of 
Illinois, setting forth the uuconstifutiouality of the “great law” anthorizing payment from 
the state treasury of interest upon debts con 
tracted by counties in towns for the buildin°- 
of radroads, is hailed with joy by ! 
nearly every paper in the West. The result 
of the law was to eucourage certain districts I 
to go into the construction of railroads ex- [ 
pec ting other districts to help foot the bills. 1 

Enormous debts were thus piled up. The j decision must of necessity have a depressing i 
effect upon Westei n town and conty securities 1 

hitherto guaranteed by the state. 

At tlie national convention of butter-mak- 
ers at Indianapolis, one of the speakers stat- 

ed that the annual butter product of the 

country is 700,000,000 pounds. At fifteen 

cents a pound, which he called an average 

price, this amount brings $105,000,000. The 

speaker thought the dairy men could by con- 

certed effort, push tlie average price up to 

fifty cents a pound, thus making a gain for 
tlie butter interest of $245,000,000. Such an 

advance, he said, would be a public benefac- 
tion. Tbe consumers of butter are not like- 

ly to take tbis view of the case. 

The report of this morning that Congress- 
man Hale had-been tendered the Postmaster 
Generalship is confirmed, and alter consider- 

ation he has formally accepted the position. 
It is a rare honor to be bestowed upon a man 

so young and without solicitation*, yet we 

express tbe real sentiment of Maine Repub- 
licans when we say that they regret that be is 
thus transferred from a sphere where he was 

so useful aud where honest aud decided men 

are needed, to auy position however honora- 
ble. 

People in Chicago no longer die, and the 
sexton and the undertaker are done away 
with. When a man lies at the point of death 
some lambs blood is squirted into liis veins 
and he immediately revives. Chicago now 
feels certain of eclipsing St. Louis on the 

point of population, for St. Louis has a death 
rale, aud lambs are scarce in that city. 

The New Brunswick elections are now all 
over and have resulted iu a most sweeping 
victory for the free school system. Of the 

lorty-one members comprising the Assembly 
all but six are hearty supporters of the sys- 
tem.

Every effort to 
impair his honorable standing has signally 
failed, and he holds a high place in the public 
estimation.—Albany Journal.

by the revenue laws would be secured. The 
fact is, this Maine deliverance is only for ef- 
fect. If is a prodigious explosion of breath, a 

beating ot the Coliseum’s big drum, a mere 

voice, and nothing else, hut it is accepted by 
the World as a sure presage ot victory. 

The Proposed Reciprocity Treaty. 
The full text of the proposed reci procal reg- 

ulations of commerce and trade between the 
United States and Canada appeared in the To- 
ronto Globt ot Tuesday, and in other Dominion 
papers of Wednesday. The following is an ab- 
stract of the treaty, including the entire text of 
the more important sections: 

Article 1 provides that in addition to the lib- 
erty given United States fishermen by the con- 

vention of 1818, they shall be allowed to take 
fish of every kind except shell fish on (he 
coasts and shores, and in the bays, harbors and 

creeks of the various provinces of the Domin- 
ion, and to cure the same on the coasts, pro. 
vided they do not interfere with the property 
uf Dominion citizens. This right applies ex- 

clusively to sea fisheries; salmon, shad and 
other fisheries at the mouths of and in rivers 
are reserved for British fishermen. 

Article 2, coufers the same rights upon Brit- 
ish fishermen in American waters north of the 
33th parallel. 

Articl.,3, declares that the places designated 
by the treaty on the coast of the respective 
nations, reserved by the treaty of reciprocity of 
1855, from common right of fishing, are re- 
served in the proposed treaty; and in case of 
dispute about such places, such places shall he 
designated by a commission. 

Article 4 provi-'es that the articles enumer- 

ated in the following schedules, being the 
growth, produce and manufacture of tho Uni- 
ted States and the Dominion shall, on impor- 
tation from one country into another, 
from July 1st 1875 to June 30th, 1876, pay 
two-thirds of the duty existing in either coun- 

try at that time, and for the next succeeding 
year but one-toird of the duty payable at that 
Lime. After Jim 30th, 1877, the articles 
given in the schedules are to be admitted free 
of duty for the peri of nineteen years, but 
the treaty cann arminated at end of the 
wenty-one yeai m its going in force with- 

out a notice of three years being given The 
following are the schedules: 

SCHEDULE A.

granite, wrought or uuwrougbt; meats, fresh 
smoked or salte i, ores of all kinds of metals; pelts; pease, whole or s. lit; petroleum oil; crude or refined, or benzole; pitch; plants; 
poultry of all kinds: rags of all kinds; rice; salt; seeds; shrubs; skins; straw; tails; tal- 
low; tar; timber aud lumber of all kinds; round, hewed, and sawed, manufactured in 
whole or in part; tobacco, unmanufactured; 
tow, unmanufactured; trees; turpentine; veg- etables; wool.

AritcleO, pledges the Dominion at its es- 

pouse to enlarge the Cauadiau cauals from 
Lake Erie to Montreal so as to admit vessels 
drawing 12 feet of water and farther that the 
channel of the St. Lawrence in several places 
shall be deepened for the largest vessels, the 
work to he done by Jan., 1880. 

Article 6 provides that the Dominion govern- 
ment shall construct before June 1880, a canal 
to connect the St. Lawrence river with Lake 
Champlain near Caughuawaga suitable for 
vessels drawing 12 feet of water, and the Unit- 
ed States engage to urge upon the state of 
New York to cause the existing canal from 
Whitehall, on Lake Champlain, to Albany, to 
be enlarged, and, if necessary, extended, or an- 

other canal or cauals to be constructed of equal 
capacity with the proposed Caughuawaga Ca- 
nal, as hereinbefore specified, aud the naviga- 
tion of the Hudson River to be improved, so as 

to admit the passage from Lake Champlain to 

the lower waters of the Hudson River of ves- 

sels drawing twelve feet of water. 

Article 7 previdee for the free carriage by the 
vessels of either country from the ports of one 

to the other, cargoes and passengers.' 
Article 8 grants to eitizeusof the United 

States the use of the Welland, St. Lawrence 
and other canals of tte Dominion the same as 

to citizens of the Dominion. The Canadas are to 

have in the American waters and canals under 
the control of the federal government, 
the same as American citizens, and the 
latter will use its influence with the states of 
New York aud Michigan for the use the Erie 
and other canals on the same terms as inhabi- 
tants of the United States. Aud further, in 
case the states do not yield to the provinces the 
use of the Erie, Sault Saiut, Marie and other 
cauals on the same terms as to their own citi 
zens, the proposed Caughnawaga canal shall 
not be free to the United States. 

Article 9 refers to free trade in ships to 
which reference has already been made in the 
T’kess aud is as foliews: 

For the term of years mentioned in Article 
XIII of this treaty, vessels of all kinds built in 
the United States may be purchased by inhabi- 
tants of Canada as Cauadiau vessels; aud, rc- 

may be purchased by citizens of the United 
States, and registered in the United States as 
United States vessels. 

Articles 10 and 11 provide for joint light- 
house and tish prupogation commissions. 

Article 12 extends the provisions of the 
treaty to Newfoundland as far as applicable. 

Article 13 fixes the length of the operation of 
the treaty, 21 years and three years longer, if 
at the expiration of that time either party give 
notice of a desire to terminate it. 

Article 14 provides that “when the ratifica- 
tion of this treaty shall have been exchanged, 
and the laws required to carry it into operation 
shall have been passed by the Imperial Parlia- 
ment of Great Britain and by the Parliament 
of the Dominisn of Canada on the one hand, 
and by the Congress of the United States on 

tbe other, then Articles XXII, XXIII, xXIV, 
and XXV of the treaty of May 8, 1871, be- 
tween Great Britain and the United States, 
shali become null and void." 

The last article provides for the exchange of 
the treaty wheu ratified.

What Congress Did.—“Perley” thus sums 

up the six months work of Congress in the Bos- 
ton Journal: 

Nine hundred and sixty bills aud joint reso- 
lutions were introduced in the Senate, of which 
one hundred and thirty-one became laws. 
Three thousand eight hundred aud ninety-seven 
bills and joint resolutions were introduced in 
the House of Representatives, of which four 
hundred and twenty-six became laws. Two 
bills have been vetoed and two have been 
pocketed or become laws without the Presi- 
dent’s signature. The most important bill 
passed was that which embraced the revised 
code, framed under the supervision of Judge 
Poland of Vermont. The laws of the land, formerly in seveuteen volumes, are now pub- 
lished in one. On the ffrst day of the session 
just closed Charles Sumner Introduced a bill in 
the Senate which stood number one on the cal- 
endar, supplementary to an act to protect all 
citizens of the Uniied Slates in their civil 
rights, aud to furnish the means for (heir vin- 
dication. The bill was passed by the Senate In 
a mangled state, aud never definitely acted 
upju by the House. Mr. Sumner also intro- 
duced bill number two to secure equal rights in 
the public schools of Washington, which has 
never been acted upon, and bill number three 
which proposed a return to specie payments iu 
a year and a half, and by a gentle process of 
contraction. The measure also is, like its origi- 
nator, dead; 

" Necrology. 
John C. M. H. Bellew, who died in Londou 

the lath inst., was born iu 1823, educated at 
Oxford, and entered the pulpit in 1848. For 
four years he was clergyman at Calcutta. In 
1855 he was appointed incumbent of a chapel 
in Londou. He developed siroug ritualistic 
teudencies, and presently became a Catholic, 
but soon after returned to the English church. 
After leaving the pulpit he turned his atten- 
tion to public reading, and made himself a 

name as an accomplished elocutionist. He is 
said to have been the basis of Thackeray’s 
sketch of the Rev. Charles Houeymau in “The 
Newcomes.” 

Jules Janiu, the celebrated Parisian drama- 
tist critic, is dead at the age of 70. His great 
reputation has grown from his feuilletons on 
the drama. He became dramatic writer on the 
“Debats” when thirty-two years, aud soon 
earned for himself the title of “Prince of Crit. 
ics, aud eventually a seat in the academy 
For many years the success of a play in the 
French theatres depended upon his good will.

doubt of its being geuuine hydrophobia, or of 
its being cured by lobelia.

General Congregational Conference. 

SECOND DAY. 

Newcastle, June 25, 1874. 
The success of these meetings depends large- 

ly, if not entirely, upon the efficiency of the 
Committee of Arrangements and Hospitality. 
In this case too much credit cannot be given to 
the pastor of the Second church, Eev. Wm. F. 
Obear aud his assistants, Messrs. A. Austin 
and J. U. Barstow who have {with unlimited 
courtesy and patience ministered to the wants 
of their three or four hundred guests. 

Each day’s services commence with the 
morning prayer meeting at 6 o’clock. Although 
the exercises are interesting, they are hardly 
reportable, and certainly now cannot be, on 

account of your crowded columns, and the 
absence of your correspondent. 

The forenoon sitting was entirely occupied 
as the'anniversary of the Maine Missionary 
Society, a charitable association 'designed to 
furnish the gospel and the preacher to the desti 
tute places in this state. 

Eev. W. M. Barbour delivered a discourse 
from Matt, ix : 35.—Subject: Christ as a 
Preacher. 

Prof. Barbour, with his mingled Scotcb- 
American fervor and acuteness, gave a model 
sermon, admirable in letter and spirit. He 
commended the village pastor as the one near- 
est to Christ in his surroundings and opportuni- 
ties. The best sermon he had beard for five 
years was from a missionary. Allusions to 
ministers seeking fields of labor in Urge town8 
and among wealthy congregations were not re- 

markably complimentary. It is a question 
whether the instructions of the learned pro- 
fessor will be more valuable to his seminary 
students than to the ministry at large, as thus 
publicly delivered. 

Brief addresses followed from Gov. Dingley 
and other gentlemen. 

The report of the venerable Secretary, Bev, 
I)r. S. Thurston, deals too largely in statistics 
to afford your paper any available matter. 
More than one hundred different localities 
during the past year have received the bene- 
factions of the Society. The prevailingopinion 
that missionaries remain too short a time in 
their fields of labor to reap results, was met by 
the proof of figures, that the percentage of ac- 

complished facts was largely in their favor, 
when compared with permanent pastorates.

Sergeant Ambler “sailed in,” with 
some of bis experiences with rumsellers and 
slight allusions to his broadsword contests.

This Ordinance shall not apply to the n«« 
of Whistles on Locomotives when at solutely neces- 
sary to call for Brakes to be applied to prevent colli- 
sion or damage, or to the use of Whistles on Stxtion- 
Piy Engines for the purpose of notifying employees 
when the Works are to start up or shut down. Or to 
the use of Steam Fire Engine Whistles in time of 
fire. 

Ssc. 4. This Ordinance shall take efiect 30 days 
after approval.

The ancient order of Freemasons, like all the 
associations of Craftsmen or Guilds in Great 
Britain in the Middle ages, chose patron saints, 
and in time the custom became universal among

The Tilton-Beecher Scandal. 

Further Particulars—Various Ru- 

mors and Gossip. 

New York, June 25.—rn relation to the let- 
ter of Theodore Tilton which was telegraphed 
to the New England Associated Press last night, 
it is stated that on Friday last he waited on 

Rev. Leonard Bacon at New Haven, aud show- 
ed him the letter and all the correspondence 
between him (Tilton) and Beecher. Tilton told 
Bacon that he should publish these documents, 
and suggested to him (Bacou) the propriety, if 
he saw fit, of making such public retraction of 
Bacon’s late speech and articles in (be Inde 
pendent as would withdraw the necessity for 
the publication of the whole matter by Tilton. 
He informed Bacou that he only desired to be 
set right in the matter, and also desired if pos- 
sible to shield Beecher. But Bacou, after read 
ing the document of Tilton's, declined to have 
more to do with the affair. 

The letter of Theodore Tilton which charges 
Henry Ward Beecher with crime, atcracts un- 
usual attention here among all classes. It is 
almost the only topic on the streets, hotels, 
counting room and restaurants,aud everywhere 
many expressions are heard of hope that Mr. 
Beecher will, if able, contradict aud disprove 
the charges. There is a rumor that the full 
confession of Mr. Beecher made to Tilton will 
be published.

All the charges agaiust Rey. Joseph B. Cleav- 

er of Brooklyn, have been entirely dismissed 
by bis church, and the three deacons bringing 
them against him have retired A reuuiou 
meeting was held last night which was crowd- 
ed. 

E. D. Morgan has returned from 
Europe, and it is understood that he will he a 
candidate for the United States Senate next 
winter against Fenton, incase the next Assem- 
bly is carried by the Republicans.

About 
au hour afterwards he received a telegram from 
the President, tendering him the office of Post- 
master General. Mr. Hale returned to Wash- 
ington this morning, and at noon had a ioug 
interview with Postmaster General Creswell. 
Mr. Hale, in conversation with friends, says, 
before he left Washington yesterday neither he 
nor his friends had received any intimation of 
the tender, and therefore it was a matter of 
great surprise to them, wnile, flattered by the 
renomiuation for Congress, the receipt of the 
President’s telegram occasioned a sense of sad- 
ness, as its acceptance involved a parting with 
his constituency, who had placed so much con- 

fidence in him, and to whom be is so strongly 
attached. Mr. Hale has not yet decided to 
accept the appointment, but it is probable he 
will do so to-day.

CONGRESS. 

Congress has adjourned—did so Tuesday at 

four o’clock, having worked very industriously 
and with unusual care, It would seem at this 

distance, during its last hours. Contrary to all 

expectations the last conference committee on 

the finance question, succeeded in gettiug up 
a bill which passed the Senate by a vote cf 43 
to 19 on Friday and was concurred in by the 
House on Saturday by a vote of 221 to 40. Both 
Maine Senators voted against the bill and all 
the members of the House voting, voted for it 
viz, Messrs. Burleigh, Frye and Hale. Mon- 

day the hill received the sanction of the Presi- 
dent and is now a law. It is said to suit no one. 

It has two leading features: viz., (1) the tak- 

ing of 555,000,000 of the $80,000,000 of bank cir- 

culation that the Eastern and Middle states 
have in exccs9 of their proportionate share and 

distributing the same among the states not hav. 

ing their share when called for; bat co one he 
lieves it will ever be called for; (2) the releasing 
ui uie reserves requireu uu luu uw«j uiruuianuu ui 

banks held in their vaults and instead ,a reserve 

ot 6 per cent ou deposits, aud, further, that a re" 
erve of 0 per cent of bank circulation shall be 

held in the XT. S. Treasury in greenbacks, but 
the amount of such reserves so retained shall 
be deducted from the reserves which hanks are 

required to hold to pay depositors. It is claim- 
ed that this provision of the law will put into 
circulation from fifteen to sixty millions of cur- 

rency and practically be in the interest of ex- 

pansion. Tho appropriation bills are all passed 
but some of them were “inflated” during the 
last sessions, though Congress deserves much 
credit for keeping jobs at a distance. A few 
schemes were put up but mercilessly knocked 
In the head. 

The bill to distribute the Geneva award has 
passed. It excludes the insurance companies 
and provides for a commission to take charge 
of the matter. The President has appointed 
Hezckiah G. Wells of Mich., Martin Kyerson 
of New Jersey, Kenneth Baynor of Mississippi, 
Wm. A. Porter of Penn., and Caleb Baldwin of 
Ohio with John Davis of Mass., for clerk. 

Another measure of no little importance is 
the act which abolishes the District of Colum- 
bia government, and puts its management in 
the hands of a commission. The President 
nominated ex-Governor Shepherd, ex-Post 
master General Deaison aud ex-Congressman 
Blow of Mo. The first was not confirmed, and 
the name of Mr. Cottle of the District, was 

substituted. In the meantime, a commission 
is appointed of members of both branches of 
Cougress. Senators Morrill of Maine, and 
Allison of Iowa, and <Tudge Hoar of Mass., and 
Mr. Mitchell of Wis., were appointed hy 
Speaker Blaine for the House. A hill was 

also passed authorizing the Appropriation 
Committees of both Houses to sit during recess 
for tho purpose of examiuing the machinery of 
the government aud suggest reforms—a splen 
did chance to do good service. This is real 
civil service reform. Another bill passed dur- 
ing the last hours to regulate the courts of 
Utah. The bill to abolish the worst features of 
the moiety system passed both branches aud is 
now a law. Tho new costal law don't ple<wn 
publishers of papers of general circulation, be- 
cause it requires postage to be paid in advance 
on papers circulating out of the country, where 

published at the rate of two cents a pound. It 
is rough on daily papers, but they must endure 
it It is said that there is a bit of spite iu the 
thing. Law-makers should never bs spiteful. 
The last day of the session Mr. Garfield took 
occasion to give a comparative statement of 
the appropriations last year, and this which is 
briefly as follows: 

Navy appropriation bill last year $22,250,000. 
this year $16,150,000; army appropriation bill 
last year $36,750,000, this year $27,750,000; 
legislation appropriation bill last year $23,750,- 
000, this year $20,500,000; fortification appro- 
priation bill last year $1,880,000, this year $904,- 
AAA. Irulion onuriM.iMotlAU Kill loot v-rvn,. 42 K ftf tit 

000, this year $5,500,000; Military Academy last 
year $244,000, this year $330,000; deficiency 
appropriation bill this year $4,000,000; the 
consular and diplomatic bill was about the 
same iu both years, except that the bill this 
year contained an item of $2,000,000 to pay the 
claims of the British Mixed Co omission; the 
pension bill this year is about $500,000 less 
than last year, but he thought it likely there 
would be a deficiency to that amount; sundry 
civil appropriation bid last year was $32,186,- 
000; this year it was $26,688,000, and this year's 
hill contained an unusual item of $400,000 for 
the sufferers from the Mississippi overflow. The 
river and harbor bill last year was $6,112,0(10, 
this year $5,248,000. The aggregate ot these 
hills showed a diminui ion below last year’s 
appropriations of $27,763,787. 

Mr. Dawes of the Ways and Means Com- 
mittee followed by saying that the other side 
of the financial ledger was equally favorable. 
The estimates made a year ago, despite the 
panic have not been in excess of the actual re- 

ceipts There will be receipts enough to pay 
expenses, aud leave a surplus for a moderate 
reduction of the national debt. 

POLITICAL AND SOCIAL. 
The Republicans of four states held Convi n- 

tions the past week, Maine, Vermont, Indiana, 
and Illinois. In the first Gov. Dingley was re- 

nominated, in the second Judge Peck v ns 

nominated for Governor. Iu the two lastouly 
subordinate offices were to be filled. The first 
two states took decided grounds for specie 
aymtnts. Indiana passed a general resolu- 

tion full of “ifs” but favoring expansion iu a 

guarded way though closing with au expression 
of confidence in Gen. Grant. After a hard 
fight, the Illinois Convention passed a resolu- 
tion similar to that adopted by the Philadel- 
phia Convention. On the whole hard money 
got the best of it. Thursday Speaker Blaine 
was nominated by the Republicans of the Ken- 
nebec d strict for the seventh time and with a 

hearty unanimity. The District shows rare 
good sense in not giving way to “rotatjqn.” 
Friday, Congressman Frye was renominated by 
aoclamation. It is liis third nomination. 

The Massachusetts legislature has passed a 
license bill of a very striugent character. The 
New Hamnshire legislature is contemplating 
the same thing. The Indiana Republican O n* 
vention took ground in favor of local option. 
Tlie Methodist Conference of New York are re- 

solved not to vote for au anti-prohibition can- 
didate. The Governor of Massachusetts has 
vetoed the bill creating a state "detective force. 
He stands for the State police. The Temper- 
ance Convention of Ohio, lias decided for a 

thorough oriranizatimi nuuinU the licence 

Bystem. 
The elections in New Brunswick arc result- 

ing in sweeping victories far the free non-sec- 
tariau school party. Tin re has never been so 

deep interest on polit.ic.tl questions in that ice 
tiou as over the schoti system. 

The British minieiry is considering the mat- 
ter of acknowledging the present government 
of Spain. John B. don't care to do it until it 
is necessary. 

The present Spanish government continues 
to deal vigorously with the Carlists. The army 
is large and is generally gaining. Don Al- 
phonso, brother of the would be-king, Don 
Carlos, is reported to have been killed in a re- 
cent battle. The latest report is that the Re- 
publican commander doesn’t propose to fight 
and kill any more Carlists, but is going to hem 
them iuto a poor portion of the country and 
quietly starve them into submission. 

Affairs in the French Assembly are a little 
less threatening than last week. No party 
seems confident of a majority. The municipal 
election bill, which restricted the ballot and 
" as of course a measure of the monarchists, has been defeated, and instead, a bill has 
been passed extending the operation of the 
present law two years. The last account is 
that all is quiet. 

The Rhode Island legislature has an all 
summer’s job to elect a TT. S. Senator. Gen 
Burnside gets 43 of 107 votes. Dixon is the 
next, getting about 26. The rest scatter. 

It is reported that Simon Cameron and John 

W. Forney of Pennsylvania, have buried the 

po’itical hatchet. Ditto for Senators Ooukliug 
and Fenton of New York. 

The Pope is reported as saying that the 

United States is the only country where he is 

Pope and where the government does not in- 

terfere with his edicts, 
Theodore Tilton has offered to appear before 

the Plymouth church and answer all questions 
asked touching the Boecber scandal, but that 

body has declined. 
A sub-marine telegraph has been success- 

fully laid from Brazil to.Spain. The first press 
despatch dated in Brazil was received Tuesday 
night. 

The Maine Congregational State Conference 
is in session in Newcastle and the Uuiversalist 
State Convention at Calais. 

THE NATION.'!' CAPITA!.. 
A few incidents happened at Washington 

during the last week in connection with Con- 

gress. hut of so peculiar a character as Dot to 

he worthy of a place in the regular proceedings. 
One of these was the ‘‘mock-session of the 
House on Friday eveuin0 to discuss the moiety 
bill which had passed some days before. The 
real intent of the session was to give Gen. But- 
ler an opportunity to make his speech really in 
self-defence. There was a good crowd, and 
B. F. B. was no longer ill. He first defended 
the system of espionage and told us how 
Maine smuggleis of tea were caught and pun- 
ished. He then pitched into Phelps, Dodge & 
Co. of New York, who paid $271,000 to the 

government on account of alleged frauds in 

importations of goods, who he said under the 
cover of the act allowing statuary to be im- 

ported free, sent over tin and lead goddesses of 

liberty and George Washingtons. He then 
turned his attention to the Ways and Means 
Committee and sharply criticised their investi- 

gation of the Sanborn and .Jayne scandals, on 

the ground that the committee were investi- 

gating him (Butler.) He read private letters 
and amused tli« audience greatly, and closed 

by a pathetic allusion to himself iu which he 
declared that poste. ty would declare that his 
virtues surpassed his vices and that he was a 

man who loved his country and his fellowmen. 
Foster of Ohio, who had been attacked,gave an 

emphatic “amen” when the General closed, 
and then went tor him on a vigorous 
style, showinp t' ■ lie had sent to Ohio to 

hunt up someti i against him, had stolen 

telegrams, letter.- etc., and caused Jaynes’ 
testimony to he read, in which it 

appeared that Butler was Jaynes’paid coun- 

sel. Tremaine, Roberts, Hoar and Dawes fol- 

lowed, aed the result was that all of the Gene- 
ral’s statements were refuted and that he got 
some very severe raps. 

The Senate, or a part of it, showed a dispo- 
sition to put uewspspers into the hands of the 
District Courts, where the correspondents 
would be punished, and passed a bill that was 

rather disgraceful to that body. It did not, 
however, pass the House. 

The civil rights bill passed by the Senate 
failed to secure favorable action in the House 
because it requ.red a two-third» vote by the 
rules to t .ke it from the Speaker’s table. It 

got nearly the whole Republican vote. 

The Reciprocity treaty was laid over until the 
next session. The full text has been made 

public. 
It was decided by the House Committee on 

the Pacific Railroad not to investigate the ru- 

mors of fraud in connection with the building 
of the California division. A hill was passed, 
however, to compel the road to pay a part of 
its net earnings to the government as required 
by its charter. 

The President has appointed Benjamin 
Moraa, Secretary of our Loudon legation, third 
assistant Secretary of State, and Mr. Bass, 
district attorney in Illinois, assistant secretary 
of the Treasury vice Sawyer tainted with San- 
born contracts. 

Wednesday, Postmaster General Creswell 
tendered bis resignation to the President ou ac- 

count of the pressure of loug neglected private 
business. The President in accepting thanked 
Mr. Cresswell for his zeal and efficiency. A 
Washington despatch says it is believed that 
the President has tendered the office to Con- 
gressman Hale of Maine. 

FINANCE AND BUSINESS. 

There are various predictions respecting the 
effect of the late financial legislation of Con- 
gress. There is a general impression that it 
will cause more currency to he put upon the 
market, and there is a strengthening of the 
stock market, and from some cause or other 
there is a general advance of prices in groceries 
and provisions, as will be seen by our report of 
the wholesale market Money is unusually 
abundant in New York and can be had at very 
low rates on call. Gold, however, does not re-
