#100,000 to #50,000. He said he wanted less 
money placed in the hands of special agents 
to procure false affidavits by bribery and to 

Bcute settlers instead of prosecuting 
He knew these things were done in 

the West. 
Mr.Lariaid,of»Nebraska,bitterly denounced 

the past history of the general land office, 
especially under that man,(whom “President 
Cleveland had the nerve, courage and man- 
hood to take by the neck and sling out of 
office. He also knew of the nefarious oper- ations of these special agents. After dis- 
cussion the paragraph was left unchanged. 

A long debate ensued upon the statements 
by E. B. Taylor, of Ohio, and Mr. Rowell, of 
Illinois, that the Democratic party Initiated 
the policy of granting lands to railroads. 

Mr. Herman, of Oregon, finally succeeded 
in securing a modification of the clause re- 
lating to surveys of public lands, so as to 
remove restrictions in price in the case of 
mountainous and wooded lands. While dis- 
cussing this clause. Mr. Randall remarked 
that the present administration had seen tit 
to drop many of the reforms inaugurated by 
Commissioner Sparks. Without completing 
consideration of the bill, the committee rose 
and the House took a recess until eight 
o’clock.

As to the Choice of the Great Con- 
vention. 

Little Change in the Relative Standing 
of the Candidates. 

Mr. Boutelle Declines to Consider 
Blaine Out of the Race. 

Mr. Blaine Sends a Warning Against 
Fictitious Letters. 

Meanwhile the Convention Proceeds 
With its Organization. 

Last Evening's Session Devoted to the 

Virginia Contest. 

After Hoadley and Poraker Had Made 

Ringing Speeches. 

The Admission of Wise District Dele- 

gates Recommended 

In the Report Which Was Adopted by 
the Convention. 

* 

Chicago, 111., June 20.—The convention 
was called to order at 8.20 p. m. The audi- 
torium was uncomfortably crowded and the 
air stilling. The secretary read a telegram 
from the Republican central committee of 
California, sending their greeting and re- 
turning fraternal thanks for the honor be- 
stowed on the Pacific coast by the selection 
of Mr. Estee as permanent chairman. Chair- 
man Estee announced that as the limit of 
time for speaking was five minutes, all the 
speakers in the convention would hereafter 
be called to order on time, except those pre- 
senting the names of presidential candidates. 
The following resolution was offered and 
adopted by a rising vote: 

We tender to the German people our heart felt sympathy in the double loss they have recently sustaiued lu the decease of the great man under whose reign Germany became a united nation and that other great man, his liberal minded, peace loving, noble son. K 

Mr. Dixon, (colored), of Maryland, offered 
resolutions of respect to the memory of Gen- 
eral Grant, General Logan, ex-President 
Arthur and Senator Conkling. The resolu- 
tions were adopted by a rising vote. 

The chair called for the report of the com- 
mittee on eredentials. General Henderson, 
of Iowa, announced that Chairman Hepburn 
of that committee was not present. Tbe 
band in the gallery began to play. During 
the music Col. Fred Grant and wife, accom- 
panied by Mrs. Potter IPalmer, entered the 
convention. Walking through one of the 
delegation aisles, they stepped upon the 
platform, and took seats in the rear of 
the stand which were assigned them. 
The convention at once recognized 
Grant, and cheered the visitors. The chair- 
man again called upon the committee on cre- 
dentials, and again receivid no response. He 
then called imon the committee on resolu- 
tions, and Mr. Harris of North Carolina 
stated that the committee was not ready to 
report, and would not be before tomorrow. 
Then, the convention having nothing else to 
do, commenced to call upon “Bradley.” In 
response, the chairman presented 

Mr. W. O. Bradley, of Kentucky. 
Mr. Bradley said, the Republicans were 

here to accept a challenge from St. Louis. 
They were not here to make any cowardly 
sacrifices of principles, but for the purpose 
of accepting every responsibility and prov- 
ing themselves equal to every emergency in 
the country’s history. IfOne fact had been 
written in letters of gold all over the coun- 
try. This is a nation, and not subject to the 
petty States it has purchased witii its own 
bounty. The Republicans were here to say that the curse of ignorance should be swept from the laud. [Applause.] To say that 
every man, black or white, should be secure 
in his rights, and to protest against the cow- 
ardice of the South, which trampled upon the voter. They wanted to take the Demo- 
cratic party out of power. It was a snare, a 
sham aud a deception. Its only history was 
obstinate resistance to the grand measures 
inaugurated by the Republican party. [Ap- plause.] Kentucky, in November, would 
clasp hands with Ohio, Indiana and Illinois. 
[Applause.] 

Again the chairman called upon the com- 
mittee on credentials for a report. This 
time, Mr. Henderson of Iowa stated that he 
had just received information that the com- 
mittee would be ready to report in twenty minutes. 

Governor Foraker Speaks. 
Mr. Hallowell of Kansas, amid the most 

enthusiastic outburst of enthusiasm yet 
seen, moved that Gov. Foraker of Ohio be 
asked to address the convention. The mo- 
tion was agreed to, and Gov. Foraker was 
introduced, and was received with a volley 
of cheers. He said he could not be insensi- 
ble to the compliment paid him, if he would, 
and would not if he could. While he thanked 
the convention for the honor conferred, he 
said he would greatly have preferred 
not to have been called upon. The 
question had been asked: “What are we here 
for?” [Laughter.] The Republicans were lipro tn form ■ 11 q t l?amiK1l/)nn a 

nominate the next President. [Applause.] The first was easy. Every school boy knew 
what the declarations of the convention 
would De. Every Democrat, as well as Re- 
publican, knew what the attitude of the Re- 
publican party was witli respect to the ques- 
tions which concerned the American people. 
Republicanism is sincerity, and sincerity 
never equivocates. We believe in a free bal- 
lot and a fair count, and will not hesitate to 
say it in all the thunder we can put in the 
platform. We believe in a protective tariff 
The present Democratic administration is a 
fraud aud pretence. We want a change, and 
we are determined to have one. We believe 
that Cleveland’s free trade message is fraught with danger. We want to take care of Amer- 
ican labor, American homes and American 
industries, and we will say so. Then we 
will nominate our candidate; I don’t know 
who he will be. 

A voice in the gallery—“Gresham,” and 
cheers. 

Gov. Foraker—“I don’t know what his 
name is.” 

A voice—"Foraker.” 
But I can say he will be a gentleman. 

[Cheers.] That is saying a great deal in view 
of recent experience. 

Here Henderson, of Iowa, said the nom- 
inee would not go fishing Decoration day. 

Continuing, Gov. Foraker said the nom- 
inee would be a man of good moral charac- 
ter, and would have some social standing in 
the community. He would not only be a 
man to cherish patriotic recellections but 
would have a record as a Republican with- 
out spot or blemish. He would take the Re 
publican standard and carry it to victory in 
the name of republicanism without explana- 
tion or apology to anybody, and when once 
elected it would be his highest business to 
give the country a Republican administra- 
tion. [Applause.] He would not do it by 
false pretense, but would go straight at the 
mark. 

In conclusion he said: “We can catch up 
the glorious refrain that comes from Oregon 
and carry it sweeping over the whole 
country with a magnificent triumph which 
will knock Grover Cleveland and the old 
bandanna into ‘innocuous desuetude.’ ’Loud 
and long continued applause and cheers.] 

The Credentials Committee. 
Mr. Fuller of North Carolina, moved that 

Col. Robert G. Ingersoll be asked to make 
an address but the committee on credentials 
being ready to report, the regular order was 
proceeded with. The chairman of the ere- 

dentials committee then took the platform 
and reported. The report, among other 
recommendations, favors the admission of 
the Wise district delegates from Virginia, 
and the four Mahone delegates at large. 

Mr. Russell of North Carolina, from the 
credentials committee, presented a minority 
report which dissents from the majority re- 

port in favor of the admission of Wise dele- 
gates from the second, fifth, sixth, seventh, 
eighth and tenth districts, who, it is claimed, 
were elected by pretended c invention never 
called by the State committee. The report 
also favors the admission of Mahone dele- 
gates from the second, fifth, sixth, seventh, 
eighth and tenth districts. The majority re- 

port was adopted except so much as relates 
to the Virginia contests. 

Gen. Bingham, of Pennsylvania, moved 
that the part of the report which refers to 
the delegates at large from Virginia bo 
adopted. 

Senator Kiddleberger took the stand to 
present, as he said, the truth of the question. 
He said that not a vote was cast against iiim 
by the Republicans in the 7th Congressional 
district, yet be asked quietly to listen to a 
minority report that he was entitled to a seat. 

Mr. Wall, of Nebraska, claimed that Kid- 
dleberger was out of order as the question 
pending related to delegates at large. The 
chair sustained the point. 

Senator Kiddleberger left the platform 
with the Inquiry whether there would be a 
time when he could protest against the par- 
tisanship wlhch allowed men to walk people in here to vote for their special candidate. 
The part of the credentials committee’s re- 
port upon the admission of Virginia dele- 
gates at large was adopted. The question 
now being upon the adoption of that portion 
relating to tne admission of district delegates 
from Virginia, Mr. Wood, of Virginia, spoke 
in favor of the minority report with 
special reference to the 9th district delegates, 
lie claimed that he and his colleague were 
properly elected by a convention regularly 
called, while the contestants were elected by 
three men, who held a pretended convention 
in a private office. 

Gen. Gibson of Ohio insisted that the mag- 
nificent Republican 9th district of Virginia 
should be represented. He moved that Doth 
delegations from the 9th district be admitted 
each delegate to have half a vote.

Mr. Hepburn of Iowa protested against 

the motion. It would put It in the power of 
a few men to play the miserable farce of 
holding a so-called convention, called by no 
one In authority and representing no one, 
composed of three men, and by that kind of fraud, under the pre- 
tence of compromise, these men could 
heel their way Into the deliberations of the 
National Convention. Was the convention 
prepared to offer that kind of a premium for 
this sort of trickery ? [Applause and cries 
of No! NolJ 

Mr. Steenerson of Minnesota, moved the 
minority report so for as it referred to the 
admission of Wood and his colleagues be 
adoDted. 

Tne chair explained that the minority re- 
port did not ask for the admission of any 
delegates from the Ninth District, but mere- 
ly dissented from the majority report. 

Mr. Steenerson then said he would 
move that Wood and his colleagues be 
admitted. 

Mr. Webber of New York, objected. He 
said if the resolution was adopted, to be con- 
sistent the convention must admit all the 
delegates who are declared by the majority 
report not entitled to seats. 

Mr. Kussell of North Carolina, opposed Mr. Gibson’s motion and called attention to 
the fact that the majority report did not rec- 
ommend seating the anti-Mahone delegates 
for the Ninth District as it had done in the 
case of the other district delegates. This 
was because two anti-Mahone delegates

The speaker was interrupted by Mr. Fil- 
ley, of Missouri, with a question whether 
there was a congressional committee in the 
eighth district.

Gen. Bingham, of Pennsylvania addressed 
the convention upon the ninth district case. 
He declared if the majority of the committee 
on credentials conceaed the election of Wood 
and his colleague, it gave up all claim that 
the other Mahone district delegates were not 
properly elected and their opponents entit- 
iea to seats, tie ciaimeu me election oi tne 
contestants of Wood and his colleague was 
so palpable a fraud that the minority of the 
committee don’t dare to recommend that 
they be seated even under the claim of the 
technical irregularity of the Wood conven- 
tion and, if the convention voted to seat 
Wood, it will vote down the majority report 

Mr. Recetor, of Texas, favored the majori- 
ty report. 

Mr. Spaulding, of Michigan, favored the 
admission of the Wood delegates. 

Mr. Steenerson.of Minnesota thought there 
had only been one convention of the 9tli Dis- 
trict. the one held at Petersburg. The con- 
vention of three was a fraud. 

John S. Wise took the door and was greeted 
with applause. He said when the gentleman 
from North Carolina (Russell) spoke of the 
gentleman who made the contest as one who 
probably went to grog shop,he did not confine 
himself to the facts of the case. Mr. Pendle- 
ton, who made the rival contest, was the peer 
of the gentleman from North Carolina or any 
other gentleman here. His meeting was not 
held at a grog shop, but in a reputable place 
where every convention had been held for 
years. He did not come here to be called a 
trickster and an habitue of a grogshop. He 
had seconded the motion to admit both dele- 
gations because, as a true Republican from 
Virginia, recognizing the 9th district as the 
banner district of \ irginia Republicanism, 
and loving its people, whether they came 
here underithe banner of Mahone or Wise, 
it grieved him to see her misrepresented in 
the convention. [Applause.] 

Mr. Hess of Missouri arose to move the 
previous question, but the Chair declined te 
recognize him. 

Mr. Moore, of West Virginia addressed 
the conventiou upon the 9th district dispute. 
He thought the conveution in danger, if it 
admitted any of the 9th district delegates, of 
setting a dangerous precedent. Mr. Allen of Virginia followed, in favor of 
the minority report. He declared if the 
majority report was adopted his glace as a 
delegate nt large from Virginia woald be 
valueless to him, because it won'd declare 
there was a taint of irregularity about his 
own convention. 

Mr. Hess called for the previous question, 
and was recognized. Under the call the con- 
vention adopted the motion to seat the Wood 
delegates by an overwhelming majority. 

The question being upon the adoption of 
the remainder of the majority report of the 
credentials committee, Mr. Readen, of Penn- 
sylvania, demanded the decision of the ques- 
tion and that each separate case in dispute 
be voted upon by itse’if.

Mr. Fessenden, of Connecticut, moved to

Mr. Butterworth, of Ohio, moved to lay the 

moticn upon the table. Alter a long prelimi- 
nary wrangle, the question was put and But- 
terworth’s motion prevailed, 242 to 174. The 
question then recurred upon the admission of 
toe delegates from the 2d District of Vir- 
ginia. The majority report seats the Wise 
delegates, and the minority report, 
which seats the Mahone delegates, 
was offered as substitute. The call of the 
State was had or the adoption of the substi- 
tute. A laugh went through the assembly 
when Ohio, being called, Gov. Foraker arose 
and stated there were only 33 delegates 
present, and 19 of them voted yes and 19 
nay. The minority report was rejected-yeas, 
250; nays, 512. The announcement of the 
vote was received with applause. The ma- 

jority report was then adopted as a whole 
applicable to all the Virginia districts, and 
then the convention, at 11.25 o'clock, ad- 
journed until tomorrow at 10. 

PERFECTING THE ORGANIZATION 
TwoCavels Presented to Permanent 

Chairman Estee. 

Chicago, 111., June 20.—The convention 
was called to order at 12.29, by Temporary 
Chairman Thurston. Rev. Stephen Northrop 
of Fort Wayne, Ind., offered prayer. The 
report of the committee on permanent or- 

ganization was accepted, as follows:

Mr. Estee was then escorted to the chair. 

He spoke as follows: 
Gentlemen of the Contention: 

While I appreciate the honor you have 
conferred upon me, I must assume that it 
was intended for the people of the Pacific 
slope, and in their name I thank you. 

I appreciate, to the fullest extent, the 
grave responsibilities devolving upon me. 
and this being a Republican convention, 1 
shall ask in all things its charitable judg- 
ment and its candid and earnest support. Following so illustrious a gentleman as 
your temporary chairman, 1 shall uot at- 
tempt to detain you by a lengthened speech. 

I only want to say to you that we live so far 
from the centre of the Republic, over on the 
Pacific shore, that I can’t even guess who 
your nominee Is going to be. [Laughter.] 

I say 
further to you that while I am not able to 
say exactly what your platform will be, yet 
the people of the country have echoed the 
sentiment for protection, and the rattle of 
the skirmish line was heard only two weeks 
ago from Oregon. [Great applause.] 

God willing, next November you will hear 
of Cleveland’s Appomatox all over this great 
republic. [Applause.J 

1 again tnank you for the high honor you 
have conferred upon me and 1 hope and 

firay for wisdom and strength with the be- 
ief that our duties are of the greatest and 

most solemn character, and trusting from 
the depths of my soul that every act may be 
done to promote the best interests of our 
common country and to advance the great 
Republican party. 

I will call for the next order of business. 
[Applause.] 

Mayor Roche of Chicago, then presented 
to the chairman a beautiful silver and geld 
gavel on behalf of the citizens of Chicago. 
He said it was not of silver alone, as that 
one presented at St. Louis, but of gold and 
silver, the bi-metallic standard of our sound 
financial policy. It represents both crude 
and skilled labor and teaches the lesson that 
free schools and a free ballot shall be main- 
tained in this country. 

Charles A. Works of Illinois, also present- 
ed to the convention a gavel which ne said 
was a plain token and made neither of silver 
nor gold, but connected with a great name 
in American history. It is made from a 
piece of wood from the desk from the tan- 
nery in Galena, 111., which was left by that 
silent soldier, U. S. Grant, when he took the 
field to fight for his country. The mention 
of General Grant’s name was greeted with 
an outburst of cheering which lasted several 
minutes, and was the warmest demonstation 
of the day. The chair accepted the tokens 
in a neat speech. 

The report of the committee on rules was 
presented. It adopt the rules of the House 
of Representatives, with some slight modifi- 
cations, and makes the following the order 
of business: 

First—Report of the committee on credentials. 
Second—Report of the committee on resolu- 

tions. 
Third—Naming of national committee. 
Fourth—Naming candidates for President. 
Fifth—Balloting. 
Sixth-Presentation of candidates for the vlcr- 

presidency. 
Seventh—Balloting. 
A motion by Mr. Butterworth to amend 

the rules by placing a limit of ten minutes 
on nominating speeches, was defeated. Dis- 
cussion then ensued, and was participated in 
by Messrs. Hoar, Bayne, Boutelle and Killey 
as to the manner in which alternates should 
be entitled to rote in the absence of princi- 
pals. Mr. Hoar finally presented a 
substitute for the rules reported by the com- 
mittee relating to the election of alternates, 
which he moved to adopt.

IN THE COMMITTEE ROOMS. 
Woman’s Eloquence and Virginia’s 

Contesting Delegations. 
Chicago, 111., June ‘JO.—When the Repub- 

lican delegates awoke in Chicago this morn- 
ing the situation as far as the chances ol the 
different candidates were concerned, was but 
little changed. 

If there was any change it was toward 
greater complication. All the Chicago morn- 

ing papers took this view of the situation 
and all agreed that the outcome was as diffi- 
cult to forecast as it was a week ago. 

The Tribune and the Herald both report 
that the New York delegation is still divid- 
ed. At least four of the delegation, they 
say, will not vote for Depew. 

The Tribune reports a sensational affair 
which occurred in the room of the committee 
on credentials last night. It is alleged that 
Mahone attempted to strike Wise in the heat 
of a new controversy regarding Virginia’s 
delegates and another altercation followed 
between their adherents. Congressmen Lib- 
by and Allen, in which the latter was strut k. 
Several Mahone men went for Libby and 
threw him to the floor and a free fight fol- 
lowed among the henchmen which was final- 
ly subdued by the arrival of policemen. Several negroes, who were in the room, en- 
gaged in the fight and had their heads crack- 
ed by a policeman’s billy. An effort was 
made to keep the affair quiet. It was well on toward midnight when the 
committee on platform, after u five hour ses- 
sion, decided to sleep over the various 
planks that had been submitted and come 
together again at 0 o’clock this uiorniug. 
The entire session was occupied in listening 
to addresses from Mrs. Isabella Deecher 
Hooker, sister of the late Henry Ward 
Beecher, Mrs. Caroline Hulling, editor of 
the Women's Suffrage Journal, and Susan 
B. Anthony, who spoke in favor of an equal 
suffrage plank. 

After this the necessity of a pronounced 
utterauce on the liquor traffic was urged by 
Mrs. Kllen Foster, of Iowa, who deplored 
the action of the third party Prohibitionists 
and declared that if the committee would 
speak upon the subject with no uncertain 
sound the Republican party would win back 
a large proportion of the temperance vote 
that iiad allied itself to the Prohibition 
party. 

All of the speakers gave pledges that In 
the event of the committee acceding to their 
representations they would see to it that an 
army of trained speakers should go into the 
held in the coming campaign in behalf of 
the Republican candidates. 

The sub-committee of the committee on 
resolutions, which was appointed to wrestle 
with the tariff plank, was in session until 2 
o’clock this morning, when a recess was tak- 
en until 9 o'clock. It is constituted as fol- 
lows: Congressman McKinley of Ohio, 
Senator Karwell of Illinois, Senator Stewart 
of Nevada, Senator Harris of North Caroli- 
na, Congressman Warner of Missouri, Sen- 
ator Hiscock of New York. Henry S. Oliver 
of Pennsylvania, Albert Griffin of Kansas, 
A. W. Beard of Massachusetts, A. S. Sweet 
of Idaho, R. J. R. Lynch of Mississipi. 

The credentials committee met in secret 
session at 9 o’clock this morning, and at once 
resumed^consideration of the Virginia con- 
test. 

After hearing briefly and without decision 
the claims of the delegates at large, the com- 
mittee took up numerically the eight con* 
tested districts, the first aud fourth not being 
contested. The second, third and fifth dis- 
tricts had at noon presented their respective 
claims, no vote being taken. 

Ex-Congressman Brady and John S. Wise 
presented the case for the latter, arguing 
that the Wise district delegates were elected 
in separate district conventions in conform- 
ity with the rules of the party, and that Gen. 
Maiuue, in his call for the State convention 
at Petersburg for the election of district del- 
egates, intentionally violated the well settled 
law ef the Republican party as to such elec- 
tion. Messrs. Wm. E. Craig and W. C. 
Elam presented General Mahone s side. At 
1 p. m. the committee completed the hear- 
ing, and went into executive session. 
The doors were tiien closed upon the con- 
testants, and both Wise and Mahone retired. 
By a vote ef 28 to 13, the first contest (the 
second district) was disposed of In favor of 
Wise by a vim voce vote. The third, fifth, 
sixth, seventh, eighth, ninth and tenth were 
rapidly disposed of to the same effect. 

After a brief recess the committee reas- 
sembled and at once took up the case of the 
District of Columbia. While this contest 
hinges upon charges and counter-charges of 
irregularity in the district convention, it 
soon became very plain that the seating of 
these two delegates will involve a hard fight 
in the convention, and will probably be the 
first trial of strength between the Blaine and 
.Sherman forces there. It is probable that 
whatever is the committee’s decision, a mi- 
nority report will be presented. YVlthout 
reaching a vote, at 6 o’clock, in order to be 
able to report to the convention this evening, 
mu cuuiesu* iu uuuisiKiiu, ueorgia, Mary- 
land, Minnesota and Massachusetts were 
referred to sub-committees, with Instruc- 
tions to report without delay.

London, Jnne 20.—Mr. Blaine asks me to 
say that all rumors in the United States pre- 
tending to give letters or despatches from 
him or any other party touching political 
topics of any kind, may be promptly dis- 
credited unless signed by Blaine, himself. 
He has sent nothing whatever on the presi- 
dential question except the Florence and 
Paris letters and has had no correspondence 
of any kind with any one named ;ln connec:

BLAINE AND THE MAINE MEN, 
A Talk With Delegate Manley On the 

Outlook. 
Chicago, HI., June 20.—The Maine head- 

quarters had crowds of visitors last night, 
and the perspiring scenes of the night before 
were repeated. In the crowd a large num- 
ber of ladies managed to squeeze their way 
along and exhort for Blaine. 

Delegate Joseph H. Manley told all com- 
ers that Mr. Blaine would wire an Instant 
refusal to any nomination that waa not made 
with th a Ann ah rr Anna nf all fko A..nji 

dates and a unanimous demand from the 
convention as a last resort to preserve har- 
mony. He declares that the Maine delega- 
tion are acting as the true friends of Mr. 
Blaine in refusing to do anything for him, 
and In refusing to cast any votes solidly for 
any other candidate, because such action 
might be interpreted as an expression of Mr. 
Blaine’s desire. Manley says he has net the 
faintest conception of who the convention 
will finally nominate, and he feels certain 
that Mr. Blaine cannot be nominated. He 
thinks It rather strange that he should be 
denounced by the Californians as a trator to 
Blaine because he asked them not to thrust 
Blaine’s name Into the convention. 

The seusation of the first day of the con- 
vention was when Chairman Thurston’s de- 
claration that Blaine is out, was buried by a 
cyclone of noes. Thurston made a good 
speech and is a success as a chairman. He 
was a Presidential elector in ltwo and headed 
Nebraska’s delegation to the National con- 
vention of 1884. He seconded the nomin- 
ation of John A. Logan, and attracted much 
attention by his speech. He a second time 
heads Nebraska’s delegation, and but for 
his selection as temporary chairman, would 
have been the spokesman of the delegation. 
He is a great admirer of Mr. Blaine, and at 
the State convention, where he was selected 
as one of the detegates-at large, said he 
hoped the National convention would a 
second time deem Mr. Blaine’s nomination 
the most expedient thing to be done. He 
has expressed no preference since he came to 
Chicago, but according to the say so of those 
nearest to him will advocate the nomina- 
tion of whoever appe-rs to possess the 
greatest e'ement of strength. Mr. Thurston 
is a stout sturdy man, six feet tall, with 
brown moustache and blue eyes, lie in- 
variably wears a frock coat buttoned all the 
way up to the chin. He uses eye-glasses 
and is never without a tall silk hat. He Is 
an orator of the old school and possesses a 
magnificant voice. His tones are well modu- 
lated. 

BOUTELLE AND BLAINE. 

What the Bangor Man is Reported 
to Have Said. 

Boston. June 30.—A Chicago despatch to 

the Boston Journal says: 
Boutelle Is angry at Presiding Officer 

Thurston. lie says: “Who gave this fellow 
authority to decide that Mr. Blaine can't be 
the next candidate of the Republican party for President ? By what right does he at- 
tempt to declare who shall and who shall 
not be nominated by this convention ? Who 
authorized him to speak for Mr. Blaine on 
this subiect, and if he has authority let him 
show it? Mr. Blaine’s letter is susceptible 
to no such construction as he puts upon it. 
Neither Mr. Blaine nor any other mau can 
dictate in this convention. Mr. Blaine may 
say, and say again, that he does not desire 
the nominatlun. lie may decline to be a 
candidate, but if the Republican party In 
convention assembled, after deliberation, 
comes to the conclusion that this mau or that 
man is the safest and the strongest to nomi- 
nate, he must run. A nomination to the 
Presidency cannot be refused. It never has 
been; it never will be; and there is nothing 
Mr. Blaine has ever written from Florence 
or from Paris which can be construed that he 
will decline to make the canvass in the event 
that the convention places his name upon 
the ticket.” 

“But his letters are generally so construed.” 
“There Is no authority to do so. Mr. 

Blaine only refused to be a candidate. He 
simply withdrew from the race. Be did not 
say that he would not accept If he were nom 
inated, any more than he said he would not 
serve if he were elected President. That is 
one thing in which a loyal man cannot con- 
sult his own preferences.” 

“Do you think. Mr. Boutelle, that there Is 
any occasion to discuss the question whether 
Mr. Blame will run if nominated?” 

“That may not be. There may not be the 
slightest chance of bis getting a single vote, 
but no man has the right to rule him out of 
this race. No Republican can be driven out 
of the convention. You or I can get up here 
if we are delegates aad place In nomlnatiou 
whomsoever we choose, and no temporary 
chairman whomsoever, er any other person, 
has the authority to say that he shall not be 
nominated. Neither Thurston nor Mr. 
Blaine can forbid this convention makiug up 
such a ticket as it thinks proper, and that is 
why 1 resent this speech.” 

Boutelle does not share the opinion of 
many of Mr. Blaine s friends regarding the 
previousness of the California delegatioa. 
and he does not oppose the purpose to pre- sent bis name to the convention when their 
State is called, lie said that he thought it 
was a good idea, and there were a number of 
delegates who wanted to vote for Blaine, and 
that they should be allowed to do so in as 
formal a manner and under the same circum- 
stances as other men were voted for. He 
did not think it would hinder Mr. Blame's 
nomination if his name were presented to 
the convention before the first ballot, nor did 
he think it would materially help him.

It Is now before 
tbe House committee, of which Mr. Chand- 
ler Is chairman, and he, if anyone, is a judge 
of the preseut vitality of the bill. 

There are signs of a tradelbetween Presi- 
dent Cleveland and Gov. Hill by which the 
latter is to be permitted to run for Governor 
in consideration of his ensuring the solid 
support of his friends, the rumsellers, for 
Cleveland. Hill is iu bad odor with the bet- 
ter elements of the party, but the other ele- 
ments are numerically so strong that It is 
not deemed prudent to ignore him. 

The Ayr election in Scotland is giviug the 
Tories great concern of mind, and their or- 
gans are adopting all sorts of ruses, some of 
them very silly, to break its force. The pe- 
culiar significance which attaches to the 
election is that it goes to show that Liberal- 
Unionism in Scotland is dead. Two yeais 
ago in conjunction with the Tories the Lib- 
eral-Unionists carried seventeen seats in 
Scotland. 

It is useless to expect any considerable 
clearing up of the situation at Chicago until 
after one ballot is taken. That will elimin- 
ate a number of strictly favorite sons, and | 
the direction their support takes will per- 
haps have some tendency to show where the 
lightning is to strike. The gratifying fea- 
ture of the situation is an apparent purpose 
on the part of all the delegates to get the 
strongest mail available, and to subordinate 
personal ambition to the good of the party. 

New York may be the pivotal State, and 
the Pacific Coast may be the great producer 
of strong lungs, but the States that play in- 
comparably the greatest part at Chicago are 
Maine and Ohio; Maine because of her one 
citizen who has taken himself out of the con- 
test; Ohio because of the number of her sons 
who are In the contest. John Sherman, J. 
B. Foraker and William McKinley are all 
natives of Ohio, as well as residents; and of 
natives who are not residents there are 
William B. Allison, Bussell A. Alger, Ben- 
jamin Harrison and Jeremiah Busk. De- 
pew is a native of New York, as is Phelps 
also. Gresham was born in ludiana. 

John C. Fremont, whose appearance at 
Chicago Tuesday was cheere l to the echo, 
was the first Bepublican candidate for the 
Presidency. There have been five others, 
only two of whom are rtill alive-Butker-' 
ford B. Hayes and James G. Blaine. Of the 
Bepublican candidates for the Vice Presi- 
dency there have been eight-Dayton, Ham- 
lin, Johnson, Colfax, Wilson, Wheeler, Ar- 
thur and Logan. Only one of them survives 
Hon. Hannibal Hamlin. Of the surviving Bepublican candidates for the Presidency, Maine has one, and she has the only surviv- 
ing Kepublican candidate for the Vice Presi- 
dency. The air of Maine Is as pure and 
healthy as her Kepublicanlsm. 

The Argus says the attempt of the Pbes* 
wuuw,h iuc uuu, muiam i^mery with the 

Paper Credit matter is puerile. The Pkess 
has made no such attempt. It has merely cited testimony taken by the investigating committee of 1870. Mr. Emery may have 
gone to Washington as agent for his town, 
but after he got there he either forgot his 
town or after filling its quota, kept on in a 
business which lie had found apparently 
very profitable. In his testimony before the 
convention in answer to the question “What 
did you do with the men that you engaged ?“ 
he said, “I transferred them to A. B. Farrell 
receiving for them the sums that I had ad! 
vanced to them.” 

It cannot be denied that the tone of the 
new German Emperor’s proclamations has 
caused anxiety throughout Europe. And 
this effect is enhanced by the character of 
the Emperor. He has always been head- 
strong and ambitious, a thorough believer in 
the divine right of kings. Probably Bis- 
marck desires the continuance of peace. 
Germany is not threatened, and in his fa- 
mous speech to the Keichstag the chancellor 
declared that Germany would only make 
war in self-defense. But can Bismarck re. 
strain the young Emperor, thirsting for 
military glory and full of egotism and self- 
sufficiency? That is a question which only 
the future can answer, but it is not strange 
in view of the young man’s character that 
Europe should be anxious lest the answer 
should be in the negative. 

Certain unexplained occurences have given color to the report that there Is serious dis- 
sension in the ranks of the Irish party. Dil- 
lon, O’Brien and Sullivan are not on the 
most cordial terms with Parnell, it is said 
the estrangement even going so far that Mr! 
O’Brien absented himself from the recent 
Parnell banquet. It is not difficult to con- 
jecture the reason for this disagreement. Of 
late Mr. Parnell has plainly abstained, either 
from ill health or for some other reason, 
from partlcpation in the agitation in Ireland* | 

! O’Brien has been the popular hero of the 
| "Plan of Campaign,” and the leader in those 

extensive operations of the Irish peasantry 
which have at last called forth the thunders 
of the Vatican. If they have not in a meas- 
ure crowded Mr. Parnell aside, the younger 
and more radical leaders have certainly 
found reason to become proud of their own 
positions before the Irish people. And it is 
therefore the most natural thing in the world 
for them to assert themselves in the work of 
shaping tlie Parliamentary policy of their 
party as they have in leading the agrarian pol- 
icy. And here they could not help coming into conflict with Mr. Parnell. They are 
lighting leaders; he is a strategist. He rec- 
ognises, as it Is feared they do not, that the 
course of procedure in the British Parlia- 
ment must now be radically different from 
the obstruction tactics formerly employed. 
Against Gladstone and the Irish is arrayed a 
large and powerful coalitioa of Liberal- 
Unionists and Tories. In its nature it is an 
unnatural coalition, discordant even on the 
one point of union, the Irish question. But 
a course of obstruction, even an anxiety on 
the part of the Irish leaders to give the cause 
of Ireland its duo prominence perhaps, will 
wield that coalition into an indissoluble 
majority that would be likely to sustain Sal- 
isbury triumphantly to the end of the seven 
years of life of this Parliament. Gladstone 
and Parnell have seen this, and they have 
taken the wise course of letting Ireland drop 
into obscurity awhile. The result has so far 
been admirable. Measures of importance to 
England, notably the Local Government Bill, 
have been brought up, and already the ap- 
parently harmonious and invincible Liberal- 
Unionist-Tory coalition is so torn by dissen- 
sions that it has been saved from defeat once 
or twice by a beggarly majority. With rope 
enough the enemies of Ireland may hang 
themselves. Gladstone aud Parnell will give 
them the rope; but it is no wonder that 
O’Brien, Dillon and Sullivan, just from the 
Irish prisons and the oppressions of Balfour’s 
rule, feel in no mood for delicate Parliamen- 
tary strategy. Nevertheless, it is the time 
for them to take counsel of their reason and 
not their passions. 

CONCERNING BOOKS. 
* 

BY E. CAVAZZA. 

The Poets of Maine are represented in a 
large and handsome volume which, very ap- 
propriately, issues from the publishing house 
°f the Portland Transcript, the only purely 
literary journal printed in this State. In- 
deed, the genial columns of the Transcript 
have given opportunity and encouragements 
to most of the authors, of verse or prose, tha1 
have done credit to themselves and to Maine; 
and their words have been carried by that 
admirable carrier of news and literature, to 
the geographical limits of its subscription 
Hst, to Japan, India, China. For Maine 
sends her sons everywhere; and wherever 
they may be the Portland Transcript brings 
them a breath of the sea and the pine forest, 
and the homelike news of this and of that, 
to refresh the memory and the affections. 

No less than 848 pages of verse, wTith very 
few exceptions good, and often of high poetic 
merit, represent the Poets of Maine. This 
plan allows on au average two or three ex- 
amples of each author, and to each one, also, 
a brief biographical sketch. Parson Smith, 
in 1759, poetized the appointment of a new 
sexton; and since that seiious ballad, Maine 
has been vocal with poets, religious, senti- 
mental, comic, literary in style. The great 
names of Longfellow and Hawthorne honor 
the list of poets whom the State may call 
hers; and a crowd of lesser singers, many of 
which have been familiar tc the public by 
means of metropolitan magazines and pub- 
lished volumes of collected verse, bear wit- 
ness that even pine trees do not lack song 
birds. 

Hfnnli strArlit i. J_ a. ai. 
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capability of Mr. George B. Griffiths, the 
editor of the Poets of Maine, who has spared 
no pains to render his work complete and 
acceptab'e. He is at present canvassing in 
person, for subscriptions to the book, which 
may be bad in various styles of binding, at 
prices rauging from three to seven dollars. 
Subscriptions are also received at the office 
of the T-anscript. This is a volume that 
every household in Maine will take pride in 
possessing, as a record of the imagination 
and literary cultivation of a State already known to be the home of a poetical and pow- 
erful people. 

Two Men. By Elizabeth Stoddard. It is 
a good time to reprint the novels of Mrs. 
Stoddard, which at their first appearance 
were not appreciated by the public, only by 
a critical and sympathetic few who saw in 
them the beginning of the modern realistic 
theory of romance. Mr. Edmund C. Sted- 
man—most generous and appreciative of 
critics—has written an interesting preface to 
the new edition of Two Men, in exposition 
and praise of the literary gift of Mrs Stod- 
dard. He finds that she has a rare vision of 
nature, in its broad and its minute features, 
depicting them with sure and brief touches, 
as a background to the play of her dramatic 
powers. Her works, he says, repay study, 
and are marked by strong individuality; while he admits the faults of her manner, 
somewhat of unfinish and of crudity, a tal- 
ent that required and had not the sunshine 
of popular appreciation to sweeten its juices 
and ripen its color and flavor. There is un- 
doubted power in Two Men, and the realis- 
tic writers have already accustomed the 
public to certain sharply drawn outlines and 
strong color, so that Mrs. Stoddard’s talent 
will have the benefit of association, and so 
gain favor with the general reader, who is 
apt to distrust a book that belongs to no re- 
lated class or genus. (New York: Cassell A

SUPREME JUDICIAL COURT, 
Wednesday.—The following rescripts and de- 

cisions in law cases In the western district were 
sent down yesterday by Chief Justice Peters, by whom the opinions and rescripts were drawn. 
The one In reference to the railroad crossing is 
particularly important in view of the numerous 
crossings at grade around the city in close prox- imity to other railroads where It Is difficult to de- 
termine by the bell or whistle of the locomotive 
upon which road the train is approaching. The 
facts of the case sufficiently appear in the re- 
script. 

YOKE COUNTY. 
State of Maine vs. Boston & Maine Railroad 

Company. 
Rescript, by Peters, C. J.—The rule which re- 

quires that a traveler on the highway shall look 
and listen before he attempts to drive across a 
railroad track.also as imperatively requires that, 
if a coming train is heard by him, and there be 
doubt whether the train is upon such track or 
some other, he shall stop at a safe distance from 
the crossing until all doubt is solve l as to its lo- 
cation. 

Thf* flppAasud in thin on no mlfh twr. ., _ n.... 1 n t.... 

was riding in a wagon towards a railroad cross- 
ing, at about 10 o’clock In the evening of a star- 
light night, one of the associates owning and driv- 
ing the team, aud carrying the other two gratui- 
tously as a neighborly kindness, when a locomo- 
tive whistle was heard by them. They expresseu doubt among themselves whether the tram was 
on the road they were to cross, or on another road 
farther away ruuuiug In the same direction, aud 
continued driving on slowly, intent upon the 
noise of the train. They could not sec the train 
on account of buildings aud hushes between them 
audit. The bell was not heard by them. As they 
approached nearer they saw the gates at the 
crossing wide open and no person in attendance 
uiwm them, although they had been accustomed 
to seeing the gates In operation and a flagman there. For several years the practice of the road 
had been to keep a flagman In attendance at the 
erossiug. but, uukuowu to these persons he usual- 
ly left the place at about 7 o’clock in the evening lor the night. The train was the night l’ullmau 
from Boston going east, which for most the time 
for many years bad not run upon this road, but 
had run upon the other road of the same company before spoken of. The tram was running through 
a compact portion of the city of Biddeford at un- 
lawful rate of speed for such place, and at the 
rate of twenty-five miles an hour or more when 
the collision occurred and the person for whose 
death tills suit Is brought was iustantly killed. It 
is stipulated by the parties that the plaiutifl ahull 
recover If these facts would in any event author 
ize a jury to find a verdiet iu favor of tire plaiutifl. Held: That a verdict for the plaintiff might be 
upheld. 

The defendants can uot escape liability, upou the ground that no statute required them to main- 
tain gates at the crossing. The voluntary estab- 
lishment ot gates is evidence ol their necessity aud be advertised to travellers, it Is evidence of 
negligence If they are not properly attended an d 
maintained. 

Bess responsibility may hsve rested on the two 
persons who wore passengers than on the driver 
who owned and drove the team. The doctrine of 
the English case ot Tliorogood vs. Bryan, which 
imputes to a passenger tire negligence of a driver 
over whom tue passenger exercises no influence 
or control, as far as It has obtained a footing lu 
this State Is overruled.

ELKINS REVIEWS THE SITUATION. 
He Fears the Nomination of Blaine 

This Year. 
Chicago. III., June 20.—Stephen B. El- 

kins is one of the conspicuous figures of the 
gathering here, not only by reason of his 
close friendship for Mr. Blaine, but by rea- 
son of himself. It has become known that 
Mr. Elkins was one of those friends of Mr. 
Depew who advised against his candidacy. 
An opportunity was sought to learn his rea- 
sons. Mr. Elkins happened to be in a com- 
municative mood and talked freely. lie 
said .- 

The convention is In more confusion than 
such a gathering has ever been in my ex- 
perieuce of fifteen years. The true reason 
of this confusion is that everybody wants to 
see somebody nominated whom they do not 
really want at all. They are trying to find a 
favorite where they have their doubts and 
alarms in every case, as soon as the man is 
taken up. Why is that favorite then, lying back? There is a perpetual emergency and 
that is the bringing forward of Mr. Blaine’* 
name. I would not commit myself to any 
movement of that sort and dread it now. I 
am as good a friend of Mr. Blaine as I ever 
was, but I do not think this is his occasion. 

ies, Blaine would run first-rate four years hence, if the Republicans elect somebody this year, it was suggested. 
There is wisdom in that remark, said Mr. 

Elkins. The actual fact is that I am afraid 
to see Blaine nominated here. He mav re- 
fuse and compel the convention to be called 
again. There is no more information on 
that head in my hands than in anybodj’s, 
nor is there any danger of Blaine’s nomina- 
tion if the true components of this conven- i tion will get to work in a spirit of organiza- 
tion. As to some other candidates I tell 
them that Harrison is as reasonable a man 
as they can |unite on. ae comes from a 
doubtful State where we want support. He 
has an excellent family name and he has not 
abused it. He D acceptable on the Pacific 
coast; 13 of their delegates are in favor of 
him now. New York, New England and 
Pennsylvania are the States which we call 
upon to settle this question. If they do not 
do so there is danger of Sherman’s nomina- 
tion and we fear that he cannot be elected. 
There is a feeling on the Preific coast against him. 

What is the matter with Allison? Noth- 
ing at all, except that he represents a State 
which is surely Republican and in which the 
temperance question is somewhat involved.

delegates becoming impatient and bringing Blaine up and nominating him before we 
know what we are about. I sincerely do not 
wish to see that done. Therefore, I urge these gentlemen to come to some immediate 
candidate. 

Will not Depew do ? When Mr. Depew 
came here lie was not certain whether he 
would stand or not. 1 told him that if he 
thought I had any aspiration for the Senate 
or anything within his gift, 1 hoped he 
would not ask me to find out the situation. 
He said he knew that I was disinterested. 
I said, X will then go to find the Northwest- 
ern delegations and see if they will come to 
your support in case your name is presented 
by New York. I saw the influential men on 
the delegations of Indiana, Michigan, Iowa, Nebraska and Wisconsin. They said tnat

vention; that if he was nominated they thought they might carry their States for 
him hut it would lie heavy work.

high talents. The greater portion of his del- 
egation want him, and believe that he can 
carry New York. Of that I think there 
is but little question, but if we are to lose 
the election from the Western States we are 
just as badly off as if we had not carried New York. 

What secondary or abscure characters are 
there who might come forward? 

“In the first place,” said Mr. Elkins,“there 
is Governor Porter, of Indiana. He seems 
to have the confidence of almost everybody from that State. Then there is Governor 
roraker, of Ohio, who is a very strong char- 
acter, and about 30 to 35 of the Ohio delega- tion are in favor of him at bottom. The only point against him is the bloody shirt Ques- tion. Then there is McKinley, of Ohio, who 
may turn out to be considerable of a quanti- ty. If Depew should be presented and get 
a considerable vote, it might result in the 
nomination of John Sherman. Those ele- 
ments which are afraid of Depew as a rail- 
road man might hasten to nominate Sher- 
man in order to get over that difficulty. You see 11 ame is the choi™, noli... 
and they cannot be diverted from him. West 
Virginia can be handled better than that- 
they are under influence more. But if the convention is kept here sitting out a lone 
session, Blaine will be brought on, and 
hence it is the point of those persons who do 
not want to see him nominated to organize 
on somebody else. They might organize on Harrison or Alger. 

THE OUTLOOK. 
Favorite Aspirants with the Delegates 

•’of the Different States. 
Chicago, 111., June 20.—A careful canvass 

shows substantially the following probabili- 
ties on the first ballot: 

Alabama has 20 votes: for Sherman *2; for 
Alger, 2, and undecided, 16. After the first 
ballot there is a probability of a large in- 
crease for Alger. 

Arkansas—14 men are enthusiastic Blaine 
men. but they now believe there is no hope 
of his nomination. They have not caucused 
on the other candidates. They would accept 
any candidate calculated to carry the doubt- 
ful States, i'hey are about 5 for Harrison, 3 
for Depew, and the rest scattering or unde- 
cided. 

California's motto is “Blaine or bust,” 
with the 18 Golden State men. The hope 
now is that they will be persuaded to not 
vote for Blaine at first. 

Colorado—All of the 6 Colorado delegates 
were elected for Blaine. In case his nomina- 
tion is regarded impossible, 4 of them will go 
for Depew and 2 for Gresham. 

Connecticut has 12 votes, and Sam Fessen- 
den, the chairman, proposes to cast them sol- 
idly for Senator Joseph H. Hawley, who 
will, he states, make a good enough Presi- 
dent for him. After the favorite son is cast 
aside James G. Blaine will satisfy ardent Mr. 
Fessenden. 

Delaware is as much in doubt, now, how it 
will vote as it was when the delegation first 
struck Chicago. If it should come to a decis- 
ion before the first ballot it is quite likely that the votes would go to Depew. However, the delegates claim that they have no idea 
how they will vote, although they will try to 
combine on some one, today, and vote as a 
unit. 

Florida, with 8 delegates, votes two for 
Fitler on the first ballot, and the remainder 
for Blaine. Probably on the second ballot 
they will be solid for Alger. 

Georgia has 24 votes solid for Sherman nn 

the first ballot, for second choice, Alger 
seven and Harrison five. 

Illinois will give Gresham her 44 votes so 
long as there is a chance for him. There is 
no second choice, but there is a strong de- 
sire to remain united. Allison is more pop- 
ular as a successor to Gresham than any of 
the others. 

Indiana will give Harrison her 30 votes so 
long as he is in the race. The delegation has 
no second choice, except that it leans tow- 
ards Phelps for the same reason that New 
Jersey leans towards Harrison. 

Iowa will give William B. Allison the 2(5 
votes of his prairie home. There is no com- 
promise on this score, although the delega- 
tion feels friendly towards all other candi- 
dates. 

Eighteen Kansas delegates are for Blaine. 
On second choice, three of them may go for 
Alger and the rest for Gresham. But the 
chances are that the whole 18 will wheel in- 
to line behind California for Blaine. 

Houisiana has 16 votes: Sherman, 10; l)e- 
Ksw, three; Gresham, three; second choice, 

epew. 
Maine is acting with a deal of policy in the 

proposed disposition of her 12 good men and 
true. Three will support Alger, three smile 
on Allison’s candidacy, and Ben Harrison 
will have to return thanks for three ballots. 
1 he remainder will divide up between lle- 
pew and Sherman. The forlorn orphan of 
the Gresham boom will not receive a friend- 
ly hand to help it out of the slough despair. 

Massachusetts has 28 delegates and they are rent and torn by exactly six different es- 
timations as to the availability of the candi- 
dates—as many choices as there are Presi- 
dent seekers in the field. 

Maryland will cast 9 of her 16 votes for 
Harrison, 3 for Sherman, and the rest she 
does not know- what to do with. 

Missouri is red hot for Blaine. It has 32 
votes for him, and may cast them with Cali- 
fornia for the man from Maine, in spite of 
the wishes of Mr. Blaine’s friends. As to 
second choice there is no definite plan, Alger and Gresham being about even. 

Minnesota’s 14 delegates, on the first bal- 
lot, will probably be divided like this- 10 
for Gresham, 2 for Alger, l for Sherman, and 
1 for Harrison. On the second and subse- 
quent ballots, they will split up between 
Harrison and Alger. Gresham is not a fa- 
vorite. 

The choice of the 20 Michigan delegates 
is Alger first, last and all the time. 

New York, owing to the fact, that Mr. L)e- 
pew is a candidate, will go solid for him as 
long as he wishes it. He cannot, however, 
deliver over 20 votes to any particular candi- 
date for second choice, i f the break comes, 
Harrison would probably get 38 votes, Alger 
30, Sherman 5 Gresham 20. Strong efforts 
will be made to combine on somebody, which 
from the present outlook, may be Allison, 
owing to the general indifference with which 
he has been regarded. In the event of a 
Blaine break, he would get 60 votes out of 
the 72. 

New Jersey’s 18 votes will be polled on the 
first ballot for William Walter Phelps; on 
the second ballot it is pretty well divided be- 
tween Harrison, Allison and Gresham. Har- 
rison. however, has the lead, as the favorite 
combination is Harrison and Phelps. Esti- 
mates now indicate that Harrison has 14 
votes, Allison and Gresham 2 each. 

New Hampshire does not stand up very 
loftily with her eight votes. Dr. Gallingher- 
the delegation chairman, will drop them, ue, 
cording to present calculation, 6 for Harri- 
son and 2 for Allison. 

Nebraska’s 10 men are divided. There is 
1 for Sherman, 1 for Gresham, 1 for Depew, 
3 for Alger, 3 for Allison, and 1 for Harrison. 
There is a plan on foot to fix the delegation 
for Blaine solid. On the second choice the 
tendency will be to follow New York’s lead. 
Depew would get a majority of the votes if 
he kept in the race for two or three ballots. 

Nevada has six votes for Blaine. 
Ohio will cast her 46 votes for Sherman un- 

til he says he is out. On the break up the 
delegation would rather see Harrison 
nominated, and would probably go solid for 
Win. 

Bhode Island’s 11 delegates are all for Alli- 
son as a first choice, with a subsequent lean- 
ing toward Harrison. The brave little army 
of delegates propose to do nothing rash, but 
will maintain the dignity of the limit of hu- 
man endurance. 

Virginia’s Wise delegation of 24 votes, if 
admitted, will go solid with any pronounced 
Blaine movement. If there is no consolida- 
tion of Blaine sentiment, they hope to be 
solid on some other candidate. Depew claims 
15, Sherman 3, and Allison 3, but probably 
the delegation will be solid for Depew on 
second ballot. 

Pennsylvania's delegation met today. 
Finally it was decided to vote for Sherman 
35. Fitler 14 and the remainder scattering. 

Virginia (Mahone 12).—If admitted will be 
solid for Sherman; no second ehoice. 

Mississippi has 18 votes, of which 15 are 
for Sherman and 3 for Gresham on the first 
ballot. Afterward all for Sherman. 

West Virginia has 12 votes: 7 for Sherman, 
1 for Gresham, 2 for Harrison and 2 for De- 
pew. All are Blaine men. Probabilities fa- 
vor Harrison on second ballot. 

Tennessee has 24 votes: for Sherman 12, 
on first ballot; Alger, 4; Gresham, 1; Harri- 
son, 1; undecided, 6, with a leaning to Al- 
ger. 

Texas has 26 votes: Gresham, 8; Alger, 3; 
Sherman, 5; Harrison, 3; Depew, 1; unde- 
cided, 6. 

Kentucky has 26 votes: Sherman, 26; Har- 
rison, 7; Depew, 2; undecided, 10. Sherman 
will probably lose votes on the second ballot 
in favor of Harrison. 

North Carolina has 22 votes Sherman, 16; 
Harrison, 5; Alger, 1; Allison. 1. Probabili- 
ties of the second ballot favor Harrison. 

Vermont has 8 delegates, all for Blaine if 
he should come in. 

Oregon has 8 votes. As a first choice 
Gresbaui has 2, Harrison 2, and the remain- 
der are open to conviction.

Sher- 
man still has a clear lead over the other can- 

didates, but not within 100 or more of enough 
to nominate. It seems to be the general be- 
lief in Chicago that his vote will never get 
beyond 300 because he will be antagonized 
so fiercely by New York and the Pacific 
coast that the convention will uot venture 
to risk his nomination against their joint 
and threatening protest. Depew looms up 
for some roason as a more probable nominee 
than any of his competltors.but his reliance 
is entirely upon the front made by his dele- 
gation.
