THE SAFEsT CREED AND TWELVE OTHER Dis-
COURSES OF REASON. By Octavius B. Frothing-
ham. New,York; Asa K. Butts & Co.

A book so good that onme wishes it were
better! The “Radical belief,” as enunciated
by this author, is a comprehensive faith.
“*God is; not has been or will be; and He is
more than the best believe or the happiest
hope.” “A dream of all conceivable perfee-
tion, the perfeet thought, will, care, provi-
dence, in whom none die, but in whom all
who live at all, live and move and have their
being.”

Here, and wherever Mr. Frothingbam de-

clares his own internal consciousness, he
speaks with rare force and power; but when
be assails the traits of others it is evident
that he does not quite know whereof he
speaks. He unclothes the G spel of yester-
day of its true meaning, and treats its orien-
tal drapery as an organic part of itself; but
his Gospel of Character and the Chapter on
Immortalily are at least worthy of careful
consideration. Ineffective, harsh and cold
in their first aspect, they develop warmth
and beauly upon a nearer view; when one
bas penetrated to their centre they seem al-
most practicable !—And this, strange to say,
is a representative instance. The author,
iconoclast though he be, creates better than
he destroys. He cannot grasp another man's
ideal sufficiently to learn where its strength
and its weakness lie, but his own is always
clear, and glows with the light of some great
truth. How often the two are identical he
does not perceive,
‘When Columbus discovered a new world
it was but a part of the old to him! But in
the world of thought the same shore seems
ever new Lo its explorers, as they approach it
from various points, in summer or in wintery
in sunshine or in shadow—and this book
belongs to the world of thought, One closes
it with a sad regret that here, too, the grand-
eur of the whole truth is so often lost in the
confusion, and seeming contradiction of its
parts.

Though many years ago, itseems but a
very short time since my father stopped
short in a walk which he was takiug with his
boys in the country, and pointed out to us on
the broad flat surface of a largerock, on the
top of a hlll, many deep furrows and scratch-
es, which be to our great astonishment and
wonder, said had been made by other
stones, frozen into the bottom of ice-bergs,
which had touched the surface as they floated
along in the water, which covered the earth.
Many years have passed away sioce, but
the _recollection of that event has not grown
dim. In this volome, with a number of fall
page illustrations and numberless wood cuts,
we lind a complete history of that ancient
time, when not ouly icebergs, but fieldd of
ice of immense thickness, oltentimes cover-
ing the tops of the highest mountainr,ploughed
across the land, and left indelible traces,
behind them. The sister science, astronomy,
teaches us, that two hundred thousand years
ago, the earth was in a position farthest dis-
tant from the sun, and with its axis inclined
in such a direction, as to admit of the possi-
bility of the formation of huge fields of
ice all over its northern hemisphere,
and geology, with ils groovings, furrowing=,
and scratchings of rocks, with its deposits of
clay, gravel, aud sand, with its fossil remains
shows not only the probability, but the cer-
tainly, as far as human krowledgze can lny
claims to any certzinty, that such fields of
ice did ewist, in long-gone-by ages.
We cannot too heartily commend the style
of this book, which is scient.fic, and yel pop-
ular, and yet not 8o popular as to dispente
with the necessity of the reader’s putting his
mind to work, in order to follow out the au-
thor in his forcible, yet lucid arguments,
Nor can the attentive reader fail to leave the
work, with the same enthusiasm over the
subject, as is shown in every page by the tal-
ented author, *
THE LIFE AND DEATH OF JOUN OF BARNEVELD.
By John Lothop Motley: New York: Harper &
Brothers. For sale by Loring Short & Harmon.
These two volumes are in effect an intro-
duction to Mr. Motley’s proposed his'tory of
the Thirty Years’ War, and comprise a view
of the primary causes and movements of tkat
remarkable conflict. They form a connect-
ing link between that work aud the History
of the United Netherlands, The volumes
are not a biography in the ordinary sense, and
give only in detail that portion of the life of
the great Advocate subsequent to the Twelve
Years’ Truce, At that time John of Barne-
veld was sixiy-two years old, and occupied
the proud position of the foremost statesman
of Europe. How he achieved this greatness
is set forth in the History of the United
Netherlands. The work under consideration
gives a rapid summary of it in less than fifty
pages. The major portion of the volume is
devoted to the last ten years of the Advo-
cate’s life and to a minute account of the
death-grapple with Prince Maurice.

No one ever accused Mr. Motley of possess-

ing a judicial mind, and surely the accusation

will not be brought against him now. His
portraits are all sketched in chalk and char-
coal. Bat in these days of pale and impar-

tial historical {ableaux they stand out with a

vividness that persuades the reader of their

vraisemblance. The canvass is erowded with
notable figures; the great Bearnois, strong in
all things but one—his insane passion for
women ; Sully, a faithful minister and patri-
ot, in a time of intrigue; the gibbering ped-
ant, who sat on the throne of England ; Mau-
rice of Nassau, splendid aud cruel; and the
grim theologians who sat in couneil at Dort,

The rare industry of Mr. Motley speaks for
itself in the copious citations from the old
manuscripts at the Hague and elsewhere,
Indeed these citations are at times too co-
pious; the author ceases to be a historian and
becomes merely an editor of manuseripts.
This fault, which seems to grow upon him,
seriously impairs the unity and strength of
his latest work. Itshould be an epic with
the deeds of the great Advocate for the motif
The episodes, like that of Henry of Navarre
and the eharming Princess of Conde, though
of interest in themselves, are intrusions
the foreground. Their true place is back in
the shadow a little.

“The dividing line of nations,” says the
author, “or at least of alliances, was not a
frontier of language, but of faith.” So in
writing the history of John of Barneveld he
must of necessity give a history of the war-
fare between the Vatican and the princes of
the Augsburg Confession, and not this only,
for a skelch of the conflict between Germany
and Geneva, between Arminians and Gro-
tiaus, is required, as well, to make clear the
tangled politics of the Netheilands, and the
causes of the impending Thirty Years’ War.
The conflict begun in the Holland marshes,
was carried to the historic battle-fields of
Germany. At its close (he states of Europe
were reconstituted on a basis which lasted
from the Treaty of Westphalia to the Con-
ference of Paris, with the exception of the
changes made by the French Republic and
Empire.

John of Barneveld was sixty-two years old
when the Twelve Years’ Truee was signed.
Of him at that time Mr. Motley wrril,;s p

The secret correspondence of Barneve
shows the almost propbetic accuracy with
which he indicated the course of events and
the approach of an almost universal coofliet,
while that tragedy was still in the future, and
was to be enacted after he badbeen laid in his
bloody grave. No man then living was so

accustomed as he was 1o sweep the political
horizon, and to estimate the signs and por-

tents of the times. No statesman was léft n
Europe during the epoch of the twelve years’
truce to compare with him in experience,
bréadth of vision, political tact, or adminis-
trative sazacity. Imbued with the grand tia-
ditions, and familiar with the great person-
ages of a most heroie crom; the trusted
friend or respected counsellor of William the
Silent, Henry IV., Elizabeth, and the sages
and soldiers on whom they leaned: baviug
been employed during aa alreadv loug life-
time in the adwministration of the greatest aft-
fuirs, he stood alone after the deaths of Henry
of France and ihe second Cedl, and the re-

tirement of Sully, among the natural leaders
of munkind.

Ten years later he was exceuted in the old
palace of the Counts of Holland at the
Hague. The death of Henry of Navarre
and. the failure of his “Great Design”
for the fiist time made clear, precipitat-
ed the conflict with the merciless youag
soldier at the head of the House of ¢ Jrange.
The splendid military reputation of Prince
Maurice, and the hold upan the people which
was his as the son  of Willlam the Silent,
enabled him to oveithow the party led by the
Advocate of Holland and to consummate ths
foulest judicial murder recorded in Eurspean
annals. These ten years Mr, Motley has
made his own and has given of them a pict-
ure worthy to rank with his “Dutch Re-
public’ acd “United Netherlands.” The
Wayis now clear for the long prowised
“‘History of the Thirty Years War.”

Not the least interesting features of these

[ volumes are the accounts of the Pilgrims at

Leyden, and the sketch of Hugo Grotius,

TeE Vermont Democracy in council for-
get to say a word about hard money or paper
money. On the more interesting and per-
sonally important question of a free supply of
intoxicants they had, however, most decided
opinions.

Tue places that know four hundred patriots
in the depmtments at Washington will soon
know them no more, for a Cougress that
couldn’t see straight on currency, could see
that there are too many clerks, The Appro-
priation Committee of the House made the
number six hundred, but the average Con-
gressman coull not stand the piteous appeals.

Tuae Vermont state men have been in con-
venlion, consulting as to improved means of
quasryme- slate and of getting it to market,
and as to its utilization for mantles and oth-
er decorative purposes, The slate interest
in Maiue is no small one, and those who own
and work quarries may find it for their ad-
vantage to form a state association similar to
that in Vermont,

TaE more we become acquainted with the
new postal law, the more objectionable it ap-
pears.  On weekly papers in single wrappers
the postage is one cent a copy, instead of five
cents quarterly as at present. This imposes
an additional tax of tljirty-two cents a year
upon a weekly paper taken in a single wrap-
per, and pre-payment in these caseés is also
required. It must require a good deal
of stupidity, indeed a geunius in that direc-
tion, to devise sillier ' measures,

THE reduced cost to coffee-drinkers conse
quent on placing coffee on the free list is just
beginuing to bé appreciated,
there happened to be a “corner” in coffee,
the bulk of that commeodity being controled
by speculators in Rotterdam. People here
were told that the crop was short. Within
a lew months the “corner” has been broken
down, and a considerable fall in prices has
followed, The relief given by Congress, de-
cided as nugatory a year ago, now shows it-
self to be a substantial one.

It ig alleged that a majority of the Supreme
Court of the United States are opposed to
the *‘vested rights’ doctrine of the Dart-
mouth College decisiop, holding that rights
of property inktere in the person as distinct
from _he corporation. The authority for this
allegation is not given, and as no case is now
before the Supreme Bench involving this
doctrine it is difficult to understand how any
justice was led to express an opinion. The
probabilities are that the opinions of the
Court will have to be classed among ‘“those
things which no feller can find out” until a
test case arises.

AmoNa the prominent eandidates for the
place in Congress left vacant by Eugene Hale’s
acceptance of a place in the Cabinet may be
mentioned Hon. William McGilvery of Sears-
port, Hon. N, G. Hichborn, of Stockton, S.

wesgrier-witt probably furnish some ndditions to

this list. It is fortunate that the fifth district
lies along the sea, for things will be warm
enough there without the addition of the
usual inland ealoric of the summer season.

fected, and that the next day it was reported
back with the objectionable section inserted
over which the discussion took place. It
was claimed by good lawyers that this section
as drawn was not imited to what was cleaily
libelous, but that it would enable a senator,
or other public man, to begin an action for
libel upon any article be did not like, and
compel edilors to go to Washingron for trial,
and that it was hoped that such power would
largely restriet newspaper criticism of public
men. On the ofher hand, Mr. Carpenter as-
serts that the section couid have no such
effect and that no such effect was ever in-
tended,

Tue New York World is sometimes fun-
nier than everything ever was, but was never
more so than when it styled Sam D, Leavitt,
E. F. Pillsbury and Dr. Garcelon statesmen
bzeause the Democratic State Convention
adopted specie and [ree trade resolutions.
Leavitt bas had long experience in the *third
braoch’ of cur State Lezislature, but there
has never been anything in the peculiar
achievements of the third house to entitle its
members to be called statesmen. Of Mr.
Pillsbury it is fitting to remark that he ia
common with many democratic leaders was
greatly taken with Mr. Pendleton’s green
back theory, which practically proposed 1o
issue enovgh of paper money to pay off the
national debt of more than two billions. Mr.
Pendleton was then endorsed as the *‘great
Democratie statesman of the West”’ by all of
our Maine Demoecratic papers, and his scheme
ol indefinite inflation warmly approved by
many Democratic speakers in 1868. At that
time and in his speeclies of thal year, Mr.
Pendleton declared that he was “a bard
money man””! Mr. Pillsbury in his speech
went back to Jackson’s period to prove that
the Demoeratic party was for hard money.
In those days, or in his youth, Mr. Pillsbury
was a Whig, if we mistake not.

THE CURRENCY Birr.—The Providence
Journul, one of the most strenuous of the

advocates of early resumption and also rep-
resenting the opinions of Senator Anthony
who voted agaiust the bill, says of the cur-
rency bill and its effects:

The gigning of the currency bill by the
President was, undoubtedly, an act of wise
statesmanship. It is not the bill he would
have drawn, but it is in some respects a
good bill; better, perhaps, in this, that it is
such a blil as mot unly puts aa end for the
present to public discassion of the currency
question, but such a bill as is a guaravty
that there shall be no inflation. What was,
ubove all, desirable in the interests of the
business comwunity, was that something
should be seftled; that at least until the next
session of Congress, and presumably lor a
longer time, capitalists should know the ex-
act limit ol the carrency. 1f, as we fully be-
lieve, it would have been better to have
made the limit, exeluding the twently-six
millions so doubtfully issued, yet itis some-
thing to have a limit. As to the redistribu-
tion of the curreney, it is technically well
that it should be done, but practically it is of
the elightest importance. There are now
twenty five millions due the South and West
which they cannot, ov at least do not, take.
Distribute as Congress pleases, the currency
will go where it is needed, and where there is an
equivalent to exchange for it, and will not be
distributed per capita, or merely because
somebody or some community would like to
have it. The only qualification to this law
is, that in a plethora of currency, speculat-
ing is stimulated and uncertain investmenis
made. In view of the fact that thereis such
a large proporiion of inflationists in Con-
gress, the country may well congralulate
itself upon this relatively satisfactory out-
come of the issue. This question so far set-
tled, the agricultural products of the land,
promising as they appear, the manutactured
goods growing less in stock compared with
the ordinary needs of the country, and labor
placed upon an equitable footing with eapital
and the value of labor, there would seem te
be encouragement ror a revival of business
upon a more intelligent and profitable ba-is
than for some time the nation has enjoyed.
With all, however, there is need for economy
in all relations; less extravagance in expendi=
tures; fewer outlays for mere show, and a re-
turn to sometling like the old-fashioned pru-
dence and plainness.

At 10} a. m., the occasional sermon was de-
livered by Rev. A. Battles of Bangor. Rev.
25 verse, 21 chap.  ‘“‘And the gates of it shall
not be shat.””

The afternoon was devoted to the eonsidera-
tion of the interests of the Sunday school.
Addresses were made by Hon. R, Dresser, Revs.
G, L. Demorest, J. C. Kuowlton, E. Case, J-
0. Skinner, Hon. Sidney Perbam, and others-
T'eachers’ meetings, the needs of tbe teachers,
the necessity for a fuller attendance of adults
on the sessions of the Sunday school, uniform
tessons and other topics were briefly spoken
upon. The longer the meeting continued the
more the interest increased.

The evening exercises wera conducted by
Rev, W. E. Gibbe, assisted by Rev, J. W.

Skinner of Waterville, Mr. Gibbs preaching
the sermon. His topic was ‘*‘Some of the signs
of progress in the religious world.” The se-
lection for his text was from 24 Peter, iii:18.
“Grow in grace and the knowledge of our Lord
and Savior, Jesus Christ.” The gospel shows

that the mission of Jesus was to increase the
life of the world. Christ eawe to affect a prae-
tical salvation. He was but partially under-
stood. His instruction was rich in rpin-
ciples rather than theories. To his hearers
this was a new phase in religion, so when he
departed from among his foll’a‘;wera they began
to theorize as to the time when the kingdum
would come, and they should sit upon the
thrones judging Israe!. For centuries theory
usurped the |Inlaca of practice,un til Christianity
was practically dead, Huss, Lather and Wick-
liffe broke away from their old church bonds,
only to forge new fetters. From their dogma-
tism there is a pew protest. The outlook of
the religious is daily brightening It is evident
from the fact that men of every name are cut-
ting loose from their old forms of faith. The
followers of Arius and Athanasins centuried
ago began a discussion which has never been
settled. To-day the Irish Synod have decided
to retain the Athanasian®reeds in their books,
but not to cab for its enforcement, and ere long
the English church will bold it noi especially
condemnable to reject the doctrine ol the Trin-
ity. The time has past when priestly assnmp-
Lion causes their statements to be accepted as
true. The value of acreed depends more on
its practical value than on its mystical state-
ment.

Not what shall we believe is the gnestion
now, but what shall we do?

Another sign of progress in the religious
world is the view 1aken of the Bible. The
words of scripture but inadequately set forth
the glories of God, but suggest the greatest
possibilities. The traditional and marvelous
portions are subordivated to its spirijual pow-
er. In numerous ways are the men of to day
better able to comprehend its meaning than its
translation, still it 18 to be questioned whether
we can yet comprebend the full meaning of
God there contaived. Men have revolted from
it, not from the errors there may be therein,
but because some bave endeavored to make
these errors appearas truths The religions
world is driftiug o a common centre. We
have more of cbaracter and less of forms of
faith, Lu Israelitish tiwes men lost sight of
God in that of their priests. Jesus came to
recall thew to their former faith, Man must
be cleansed inwardly—then will the outer
character be correct. Loud professions amount
to nothing, Jesus says cleanse the inner man,
the fouutain bead, then will the water flow
forth clear. Tke nearer the world gets to
Jesus the more does it get away from stilted
formality. Personal responsibiiity causes us to
grow in grace. Science confirms the truth that
there can be no loss. With force there is no
waste. Itis the goodmess of God thae shall
overcome the evil in mau. How and when it
shall be accomplished it is not for us to say, Is
there not reason for taith in the promises of
God? There are yet mysteries to be uuraveled,
but they sball be resolved when we are [ace to
fuace in the futore. Around the pivot of our
Father's love swings the wnole system of
Christian truth, and the watch words of that
branch of the church to whi:h we belong are
the Fatherhood of God and the brotherhood of
man.

THIRD DAY,

NEwcAsTLE, Juue 26, 1874
Itis not unpleasant while listening to the
musie of the well-trained choir, and the sweet
tones of the orgin in the church, to hear
thirough the open window the sound of hammer
and saw; aodasthe eye traverses the green
fields, to see at thefwater's edge several stately
yessels fast reaching completion. Two have
already been launched, three are on the stocks,
aud two more are soon to be commenced—
ranging from ten to sixtren houwdred tons,
This town is one of the oldest in the state, and
its locality afforded such magnificent facilities
for bunting aund fishing, that it was reluctant-
ly surrendered by the Indians. The immense
oyster banks which whiten either shore of

Damariscotta River, reaching twenty-five feet

in height, and extending back many rods. bear
witness to their discriminating epicareavism;
and the annual eatch of alewives in the same
stream, affording the two towns a revenue of
some $2000, in some of it8 marvels approaches
the miraculous 4raught of fishes.

This morning at 8 o'clock the conference re=
sumed and completed the transaction of busi-
ness.

The next conference is to be held at Augus-
ta, Rev. J. H. Ecob, preacher. The adoption
of a resolution in the interest of temperance,
will perhaps subject the members of the con-
ference, many of whom were not present, to
some adverse criticism. Desiring to remove

temptation from the lips of weak brethifen,
they commend the action of those churches
which have introduced at the eommunion ta-
ble, “unintozicuting fruit of the vine"—thus
unintentionally recommeading the use of the
“unintoxicaticg grape,” which in common
phrase is ‘“‘the froit of the wine,” or else, in
accordance with Biblical meaning, *“‘the unin-
toxicating wine of Palestine,” which was al-
ways intoxicating. The salutations of corres
Elmding bodies were very felicitously expressed
y representatives from the Baptists and Meth-
odist~ of our own state, and from the Congre-
gationalists of Massachusetts, New Jersey and
Fansas,

Rev. Mr. McGregor, a native of Scotland
and a delegate from Nova Scotia, gave the
speech of the session. He stated thatin the
early history of the Plymouth colony, an off-
shoot was olanted on their shore, and there to-
day ecould be found Puritanism and New
Euglandism ia its original purity and simplici-
ty.

horses and cattle, and, in many instances, car-
rying off the entire stock of settlements, leav-
ing the farmers and beraers almost helpless,
Promnent ofticers of the army and old Indian
fighters say the indications are that there will
be serious trouble in the Indian country before
the summer is over; that Ludians, both north
and south of the Pacific Railroad, have a com-
plete understauding with each other, and will
act logether in any movement that may be de-
termined on. It is barely possible, Gen. Cus-
ter, in his expedition 1o the Black Hills, may
carry so large a force as will deter the Indians
fron' any formidable ountbreak. As matters
stand now, things look rather threatening.

The Tilton-Beecher Secandal,

NEw Yorg, June 26.—Tilton's letter on the
her scandal is the uuiversal topic of con-
versation, and this morning draws out com:
ments from the papers that ignored it yester-
day. The Tribuve thinks that Tilton has made
a mistake, even if all he claims is true. The
Sun says that he should have told more or held
his tongue altogether, but the whole story must
now come out,jas silence on the part of ch-
er is no longer possible.

Mr. Sherman, clerk of Plymouth church, is
reported as saying to an interviewer that he
had fuall confidence in the entire innocence of
Beecher; that Tilton’s letter contained no defi-
nite charge against him; and that the extract
from what appears to be er's confession
waa capable of two constructions, and might.
when the full document was published, be

found consistent with his innocence. Other-

members of Plymouth church are less bopeful
of a favorable result for their pastor, and
donbt whether he will ever preach in the chareh
ain,

agA Peekskill despatch of last night savs that
Mr. Beecher is at that place, near which his
farm is located, and where he passes his sum-
mer vacations. « He addressed a crowded audi-
ence in the Dutch Reformed church last even-
Ing on the subject of Bunday Schools, Epeaking
in his old time eloquent and powerful mauner.
In answer te a query as to what course he will
pursue in view of the statement of Tiltou, pub-
lished in the Golden Age this week, Beecher
says he ‘‘will not break tbe silence he has hith-
erto observed.”

The Brooklyn Eagle publishes an interview |

with two of her's intimate friends who
who passed yesterday with him at Peekskill.
They say he did not feel bad avout Tilton's
letter, and, considering its nature, looked at it
with astonnding composure, He knew Tilton
was contemplating something of the kind for
some tiwe and seemed quite relieved to learn
itwasout. He will pot do anything rash.
He bas not at all lost his balance nor h.s con-
fidence in himself aad his friends, Before say-
ing or doicg anything of a public nature, he
will consult his friends in the city and in' all
probability act upon their acvice. If they
deem it best for him to remain silent, meetin
this last charge as he has met all others, wi
the record of his life, he will remain silent. If,
on the contrary, they deem it for the interest
of the cburch, of good living that he should
make a statement, he will make one. 'As Lo
his alility to meet and I:ullifay all that bas

said against him there is no doubt in the min
of those who know this matter most intimate-
ly. 1f the issue involved Mr, Beecher alone
his course of action would be clear, but he can-
not speak on this subject withous practically
raining a very large number of reputations,
He has saffered for others and the ounly ques-
tion now is whether he can continue to do so.
His own dispositionis to suffer, in believing
that when people come to consider quietly the
case, even as it has been stated, they will ac-
cept his life as a sufficient answer. It is a lit-
tle difficult for the average miad to believe in
in the existence of magoanimity so large as
this, Itseemsincredible thata minister should
be found prepared to_act out the goepel he
preaches, but that Mr, Beecher is attainted
with-scandal to-day, that men are in doubt as
to the purity of his manhood, is due wholly to
his magpanimity.

Question—What, if anything, does Mr,
Beecher say about the apologetic letter cited
by Mr. Tilton in which Beecher, acknowledg-
ing his guilt, is made to appear as implorivg
Tilton's pardon? 5

Answer—If Beecher shoald that
the case requires utterance on his part he will
dispose of that letter very effectually, What
he thinks of it we are not at liberty to state,at
present. This, however, we will say on our
own account, that Mr, Beecher never wrete
any such letter; that Mr. Tilton knows he did
not, and that there is no such letter in exist-
ence.

Question—Is there auy truth in the state-
-meut that Beecher authorized any persun to
offer as the price of silence to send Tilton and
his family to Europe?

Answer—There}is not; and we doubt whether
Beecher ever heard of such a thing until it ap-
peared iu the letter.

Mr. Beecher was present at the weekly
prayer meeting of Plymouath charch this even-
ing. The proceedings were of the usual devo-
tiopat churacter, and no reference whatever
was made to matters recently veatilated by Til-
ton.

After the meeting Beecher, in a conversation
with a reporter, said be had at present no in-
tention of saying apything in reply to the re-
cent statement. He had a large pastorate un
der his charge, and had no tyme for personal
controversies. If, however, the examiners of
the Plymouth church should decide that i
would be well for him to speak out in regard to
recent charges, he should do so without hesita-
tion.

Conviction of Police Commissioners.

New York, June 26.—There was a large
crowd at the Court of Oyer and Terminer to-
day to hear the sentence on the Police Com-
misgioners if it was provounced. Their coun-
sel made a long argument for the arrest of
judgment, but the motion was denied and they
wers each fined $250. The clerk of the court
was instructed to notify the Governor of the
State of the conviction of the Commissioners,

The conviction of Police Commissioners
Gardper and Charlick for violation of the elec-
tion laws last fall causes great sensation, and
is the principal topic of comment in the morn-
ing papers, The prosecation was believed to
have g:e-: prompted by politiciana to some
political ends, and no one antici a convic-
tion; hence the surprise. The violation of the
election laws of which they were found guilty
was a technical one in not giving ootice to an
inspector before removing him. The prosecu-
tion was aimed mainly at Charlick, and his
conviction is regarded asa triomph of Grand
Sachem Kelly and the present rule of Tam-
manpy. The result will be a mora bitter fight
than ever between Tammany and the opposing
factious,

Many
eminent physicians attended the victim in his
last hours, and a report on the case will proba-
bly be made.

WASHINGTON.

The Postal Treaty with France,

WasnmngToN, June 26.—The Postoffice De-
partment received a telegram this morning and
was also officially informed by the French
Ministerof the ratification of the postal con-
vention between France and the United States
by the Freuch Assembli.‘ The French Minis-
ter expressed to the Postmaster General to
day his desire that the couvention go into
operation on the 1st of July, but this cannot be
done, as the l1stof Aungustis fixed for that
purpose and ratifications have yet to be ex
changed. The charge for letters from France
to the United States will be ten cents fora
third of an ounce and from the United States
to France nine cents for half an ounce. Un-
paid letters are to pay the above rates with five
cents additional. Postage on books, newspa-
pers, samples, etc., is to be hereafter arranged
separately by each country.
