THE FARM AMD HOUSEHOLD. 

A9PABAGU9 AND RHUBARB. 

We have in onr kitchen-garden a bed of as- 

paragus, of which we think we hr.ve a right 
to be a little proud. We had raised it in lim- 
ited quantities tor many years, from two old 
beds, which finally proved to be In a spot 
where they were not wanted. So they were 
destroyed and a new one started. Two yeais 
ago, this past spring, we procured an ounce 
of seed of Mr. Fogg, seedsman at the Ames 
Plow Co.’s Agricultural Warehouse, and 
planted it during the latter part of March, in 
a hot-bed. It was a long time coming up, as 
is Us habit, but it came at last, aud was treat- 
ed like other hot-bed plants,—weeded acid 
watered, and a little fresh sami sifted o^er it 
to hill it up, and keep the surface from bak- 
ing alter being watered. It grew quite thick- 
ly in the beds several weeks alter the sashes 
were removed, or until the second and third 
stalks had begun to make their appearauce. 
Asparagus has a growth peculiar to itself. 
The first sprout trom the seed seldom gets 
more than two or three inches liteh, and re- 
sembles a white pine tree iu miniature. By 
the time this first stalk arrives at maturity, a 

second hud makes its appearauce above 
ground by the side of the first stalk. This 
soon stretches up to double or treble the size 
of the first, and soon bends over with its own 
weight and makes room for a third stalk, 
which is still larger than the second, and the 
growth goes on iu this way as long as the 
growing season lasts. Alter ours had made 
its third stalk, which was sometime in mid- 
summer, we took it up, separated the plants 
which had roots more than twice as large as 
the tops, threw away the small ones and 
saved the strongest and best for setting in 
the bed where they were to remain. 

The bed was pre pared by ploughing a good 
piece oi oiu grouuu iis ueepiy as a pair oi 
horses could stir it with a large, tour cattle 
plough. It bad been manured well for a gar- 
den, the year previous. The spring before 
the plants were set, the grouud was manured 
again, and cultivated over every ten days till 
the plants were ready. This frequent culti- 
vation destroyed nearly all the weeds in the 
land and in the manure which had been ap- 
plied to it. When the plants were ready tor 
transplanting, the ground was marked otf 
into double rows eighteen inches apart, and 
about three aud a half leet to the next double 
row. This gives a chance to cultivate with 
the horse and cultivator between the double 
rows, and there is ample room in the nar- 

row spaces for running a garden rake between 
the plants, which are set about eighteen inch- 
es apart iu the rows. 

The furrows for planting were made wilh 
a plough, and the plants were set with no 
more care or expense than would be needed 
for cabbages or tomatoes. Wet roots, and a 
fine, dry, mellow soil, are the requisites for 
success in transplanting ail kinds of garden 
vegetables, which will bear moving at all. 
They were set so that when the ground was 
all leveled off smooth, the crowns of the 
plants were only about two inches below the 
surface. A frieud of the old school, who hap- 
pened along just as we bad finished it, said 
we had not set them-deep enough,—they 
should be from four to six inches" deep at 

least, and they were often set even deeper 
than that. We explained that two inches 
was deep enough for such young plants, but 
that as we intended to cover the bed with a 

heavy coat of manure every fall, it would 
gradually raise the grouud, so that they 
would be deep enough as they became larger. 
After trausplantiug, new shoots kept coming 
up, each larger than its predecessor, till the 
cold weather of autumn checked its growth. 

Just before the ground froze up for winter, 
the rows were covered over with manure 
from an old hot-bed, a wheel-barrow load in 
a place, about as thickly as it could he 
tipped. This was leveled over the rows, and 
remained both as a protection and as a fer- 
tilizer, till spring, when it was leveled evenly 
over the whole bed, making a coat from two 
to three inches deep. This was raked over 

every few days, with a garden rake, till the 
plants started. After the rows could be 
seen, the horse hoe was used between them 
as deeply as it would run* Over the plants 
nothing was done except to rake and kill 
what tew weeds started. The first stalks 
which came up that second year were as 

large or larger than pipe stems, and each 
crop grew larger than iu predecessor. Be- 
fore ta.ll, a number of the stalks blossomed 
and bore seel. The second winter the bed 
was covered again with old manure, as be 
fore, which was leveled off this spring and 
raked in and cultivated, as in the second 
year. But instead of waiting till the fonrth 
year beiore beginning to cut, as is recom- 
mended iu the books, we found to our sur- 

prise we bad it plenty large enough and 
stong enough, this year—only about twenty- 
five or twenty-six months from the seed. 
The bed is one rod wide by three long, and 
yielded several cuttings by the milk pan full 
at a time, once in two or three days. Some 
of the stalks measured three-fourths of an 
inch iu diameter. This may uot be any- 
thing extraordinary for size—we have heard 
of its coming up as large as a hoe handle, 
though that is rather an indefinite measure— 
but we think it very good tor two-year-old 
plants. With the same treatment continued, 
we shall expect it to improve a year or two 
longer, aud then last a dozen years or more 
and furnish a full supply for a moderate tarn- 
liv. 

Near by is a row of rhubarb of the same 

age which has had the same kind of treat- 
ment, as regards manure. Jt is covered 
thickly every winter and just leveled a little 
in the spring without digging it into the soil. 
For crops like these, which are such rank 
feeders, we like to put all the manure on the 
surface, and let the strength of it soak down 
among the roots, while the light, carbona- 
ceous portion remain as a mulch. This 
method—if enough is applied—will enrich 
the soil and keep it moist, while the surface 
will be too dry and light for weeds to germi- 
nate. If any of our readers have a better 
method of cultivating these garden crops, we 
should be pleased to have them communicate. 
—N. E. Farmer. 

OLD POTATOES. 
It is and has been for some weeks past, the 

time of 'ear for poor old potatoes. Many 
families do not seem to knew how to keep 
potatoes so as to have them good through 
the whole year. They are kepi in cellars in 

heaps on the ground, or spread out to the 

light, by which they are turned green and 

bitter, and thought to be poisonous, too, 

poison or not, they are very unpalatable. 
Potatoes to be good, should never be exposed 

■o tbe light, but kept in as dark a place as 
jossible. After they begiu to sprout in tbe 
'pring, they should be taken up lrorn tlie 
3iii9 or heaps and kept in boxes or barrels. 
It you have a lew barrels saved out for family 
ase, instead of picking them over and spread- 
ing them every few weeks, put them iuto 
inougli barrels so that you can easily turn 
them from one to another. Have one extra 
barrel, and once a week, turn them all out 
from one barrel to another. This keeps them moviug so often that tbe sprouts can- 
not grow euough to do much barm Tbe 
sprouts which come out from the potato Us 
UP the nourishment it contains, and leave it 
soft, watery and insipid. By treating them 
as proposed above, they may be kept in con- 
dition for the table several weeks Inogei than 
by sprouting them, and at the same time save 
a lot of work.—N. E. Farmer. 

THE VALUE OF 8UFFLOWERS. 
We would call the attention ot farmers to 

the value of sunflowers as a crop, and enu- 
merate some of the values and uses. In tbe 
tilst place, tbe tloweis abound iu honey, ami 
tarnish lood lor bees. The seeds contain ole- 
aginous matter, and yield oil at the rate of 
one gallon to ihe barrel, which is but littte 
luierior to olive oil. une acre will p.oduce 
fifty bushels of seeds. I*, is also valuable lor 
foot! for horses ami poulty; it has been used 
lor bread by the Amcrican^Indians. ami al«> 
iu Portugal. The leaves are excellent fodder 
tor cattle. The stalk while growing may be 
utilized as beau poles when they are scarce 
and difficult to be obtained, and when dry 
may be used as a looting, or set up against a 
fence to form a wind-break. They con'ain a 
large amount o' potash, and are excellent for 
fire kindling. The seed has also been rec- 
ommended for fuel. The reputation of the 
growing sunflower to absoib miasmatic n 
pots, and preventing fever and ague, is well 
known.—[Buckeye Farmer. 
SUMMEH FALLOWING ANI» FALLOW CBOI'S. 

The fal'owing of land is as old as agricul- 
ture itself. The Israelites undoubtedly got 
their idea of allowing the land to lie fallow 
once iu seven years from the ancieut Egyp- 
tians, by whom they were enslaved. Tbeir 
fallows, however, did not include the turning 
under of green crops; lor, eveu if the idea 
had occurred to them, their implements of 
tillage would not have allowed that perfect 
inversion of the soil neccessary to covering 
heavy growths of vegetation. It is only since 
the invention and subsequent improvement 
of the modern plow that this has been ren- 
dered practicable, and with it the possibility 
ot keeping the laud shaded during a great 
portion of the time of the fallow Even now 

the impoitauce of keeping the land shaded is 
is not generally appreciated, as it should be. 

Whatever may.be said ol the importance of 
tbe application of barn-yard mauuics and 
oilier fertilizers, to keep up the strength ot 
the land, it is undeniably true tbat, with tbe 
many large farms of the West, it is not teasi- 
blo, from lack of quantity if no other cause, 
to employ these manures to the exclusion of 
other and easier means oi renovation. It 
must be a question tor the farmer to decide, 
if the land is to be kept up with manure alto- 
gether, or with manure supplemented with 
fallowing. Jiear cities where manure is plen- 
ty, or where a sufficient amount ol stock is 
carried to furnish manure, we should advo- 
cate this plan so far as it could be carried out. 
Unlbrtuuitely, all cannot have their farms 
near eities; and ah cannot or will uot carry- 
stock sufficient to keep up the fertility of 
their cultivated soil. 

The most practicable plan, therefore, is 
summer fallowing, either alone or in connec- 
tion with manure. Wheu manure is to be 
obtained in sufficient quantities, corn, pota- 
toes, etc., are undoubtedly tbe most econom- 
ical crops that can be employed to clean the 
«uil Ui wrcu?. x>y me iniisiai.i nuiKms; cai- 

ly in the season, and the perfect shade given 
later, the soil is kept in the best possible con- 

dition, at the least expense, lot producing 
other crops iu the rotation; and at the same 

time, while clearing the soil from weeds, the 
farmer is getting ample pay for the labor be- 
stowed. 

In the summer fallow proper, the land 
must lose a season. It must either rest en- 

tirely, or else support only such crops as will 
assist, through decay, in the nutriment of 
more valuable one3. To this end the begin- 
ning should he made, if possible, in Autumn, 
by plowing the soil thoroughly as soon as 

possible alter the previous crop is taken o.t, 
thus letting the soil lie exposed to the action 
ot air, water, and frost. In the spring sow 
to some crop that will germinate early in the 
season. Peas, inferior wheat, rye, or even 
chess, since the crop is not allowtd to go to 
seed; any thing that will cover the earth 
quickly. When this crop has arrived it a 
he'ght of two feet, or at least as soon as the 
first bloom appears, turn it carefully order 
hot more tbau lour to six iuebes, and im- 
mediately sow to corn, buckwheat, Hunga- 
rian, or other crop that will again quickly 
shade the soil. If the land is to be sown to 
winter wheat, the fallow crop must be 
plowed under m seasou f ir seeding. At all 
events, it must be turned in not later tbau 
the time of blossoming; or, if corn, at such 
times as will enable it to be properly cov- 

ered. It the land is not to be used until 
spring, sow winter rye, to be pastured in the 
fall and turned under in the spring. Thus 
yon will have given the land three or four 
plowings, and will have hail worked into the 
soil two or three crops, and, beside this, the 
soil Will have been kept shaded except dur- 
ing the winter season, which will havedoue 
good work in breaking down and disin.egrat- 
ing the soil. 

We thick that too little importance has 
been given to Ibis question of shading tbe 
soil. We have always believed, and have 
practiced upon the belief, that a naked tallow 
will not realize more than half the benefit 
that would have been obtained it the land 
had been kept shaded; for iu the compara- 
tively cool place next the earth and about the 
folfiage condensation is constantly goiug od, 
and of course there is a constant though slow 
deposition of nitrogen iu its various combi- 
nations, as fouud iu the air We all 
know that under buildings, or where the soil 
is covered, these elements of fertility, 
are rapidly accumulated and thence 
tve may learn a valuable lesson iu the 
practical application of science to agri- 
culture. But while the soil is increasing 
in fertility by this means it is only one ot 
tbt mean* used. The crops are constantly 
drawing nouishment trorn '.he soil, aud man- 

ufacturing it into other crop food in its most 
valuable state when decayed. It is also act- 
ing mechanically as a divisor to the soil; is 
furnishing the much needed humus, which, 
agaiu, is constautly taxing up and silently 
manufacturing Irom the elements the pabu- 
lum from which other crops are to teed. Re- 
peated plowings mix all together, render the 
soil triable, and the fertile surface is felt just 
as it should be to give sure and constant re- 
wards to those whose sagacity prompts there 
to take advautage of the means which nature 
has placed before them. Such progressive 
fanners reap abundant harvests by the exer- 
cise of tact aud judgment iu their calling,— 
Western Rural.

Politics as a Business. 
Two of the most conspicuous ami useful of 

the Massachusetts delegation iu Congress 
decline a re-election, Messrs. Dawes and G. 
F. lloar. If Mr. Hale accepts <lie portfolio 
of the Postmaster General, New England 
loses another experienced and thoroughly 
trusted Congressman. Mr. Beck of Ken- 
tucky, one of the ablest and best of the Dem- 
ocratic members, declines a re-election. 
Other members of the present House who 
have had experience and are trusted, will de- 
cline another election. There are small men 

enough In Congress who can be spared by 
the score. Indeed, with a few exceptions, 
the country could well atl'ord to pay a hand 
some sum to be lid of the entire Southern 
delegation. The -treasury is absolutely in 
danger so long as they have votes. With 
lew exceptions they are cheap, selhsh, tricky 
fellows of small ability ami considerable cun- 

ning, who naturally follow such men as Gen. 
Butler or any other leader who can make a 

-successful raid upon the tieasury. Conse- 
quently, every intelligent man deplores the 
loss of such men as Dawes, Hale, Hoar, 
Woodford and Beck from Congress as a na- 
tional misfortune if not a public calamity. 

It may be objected that this is a proposi- 
tion for these men to make public life a bus- 
iness and to estab'ish the theory that when a 
mau has once beeu a representative or sena- 

tor, he should be continued in that position. 
By no means; on the contrary we would take 
the other view. 

Fifty years may elapse before Massichu- 
selts will have in the national House a mem- 
ber ol Mr. Dawes’ experience and aptitude 
for public business. In the meantime a score 
of nonentities, without ability, or character 
or influence, will occupy the seat he vacates. 
Indeed, the district will be most fortu- 
nate if some small, scheming politician does 
not get the seat to disgrace it. Politics as a 

business, as a life cahiug,is a dignified pursuit 
wheu men of commanding ability, of gener- 

• ous culture and character engage in it. Iu- 
deed, the men who have given us our nation- 
al repute iu the past, the Jeffersons, Adamses 
Clays, Websters, Sewards, Sumners are men 
who have devoted their lives to public and 
particularly to congressional service. They 
had th; ability to dignify politics as a pursuit. 

What renders politics as a business disrep- 
utable is the fact that a large number of men 
ot the meanest abil'ty, without conscience, 
incapable of generous aspirations or high 
aims, have left occupations lor which they 
were fitted and set up in politics as a life 
business. They have noted the advancement 
of others; aud, without recoguiziDg the gulf 
that separates them from those who have 
beeu successful, they aim high; and to accom- 

plish their purpose leave nothing undone, 
that effrontery, scheming, double-dealing, 
lying aud low cunning can accomplish or 

can be supposed to accomplish. They spend 
their time in urging people to support them ; 
they make the most profuse promises to do 
impossible things; they take all sides of all 
questions; they stab the reputation of their 
their opponents in the same kind of cow- 
ardice and for no more worthy purpose than 
that which leads the highwayman to put a 

bullet through the head of a traveler. Trick- 
sters in order to win position, they are the 
confederates of lobbyists and thieves in the 
halls of legislation and are only kept in che.k' 
by a wholesome fear of the, people. 

We imagine from what we see and hear 
that the intelligence of the country has about 
concluded that it has had enough of this race 
of political hucksters who set up in politii ■ 
as a business without capital. The nation 
will not at once get clear of this race, for it 
takes time to work reforms, but there is re^ 
son to believe from the indications of the hou* 
that the time is not so very distant when the 
people will take Into their own hands the 
setting up of men in the politics business, 
and then none but those who have displayed 
ability, fituess and culture, will be called. 

It was a very neat game that the crusaders 
played upon the Iowa editors during the an- 
nual convention at Cliuton. The work, what 
little there was, had been finished, and the 
editors were making preparations for a stu 
pend ius spree, when a band of women ap- 
peared upon the scene aud implored the quill 
drivers to come out squarely in favor of tem- 
perance, remarkiug that “the drops of ink 
that tremble upon the points of your pens 
have in them the power to elevate humanity 
or crush out its God-like features.” The 
newspaper men were greatly surprised, for 
the ouly member of the gentle sex upou 
whose co npany they had counted was the 
widow Clicquot; but the ink drop piece of elo- 
quence was too much for them, and they 
succumbed, leaving the viands untouched and 
the corks uudrawu. It is said a sadder set of 
men were never seen in Iowa. 

A New use has been discovered for chloro- 
form. A gentleman in Fulton, New York, 
saw a boy drowning in the river. He jumped 
in and seized him, but the boy struggled so 

that both were in danger of perishing. The 
rescuer happened to thiuk of a bottle of 
-~-. — Jfwvaui, i-Wlk It uut, aumm 

istered some to tlie struggling youth and then 
took the unconscious form ashore. The 
moral is that whenever you see a person 
drowning you must hasten to the nearest 
druggist’s shop and get a vial of chloroform. 
Then jump bravely into the water and rescue 
the sinking man. About an ounce is the 
dose for an adult. 

The Inter-Ocean is of the opinion that we 
have not had since the war, and probably 
never during nor before it, so excellent and 
devoted a House of Repersentatives as the 
present one, and says that domineering sil- 
ver- tongued orators could not lead it away. 
No, it took men of an entirely different metal, 
brazen-faced orators, to do that. 

Current Notes. 
Gov. Moses of South Carolina has par- doned the three county commissioners of 

-Barnwell, lately convicted of corruption and 
thieving, and sentenced respectively to three, nine and ten years in the penitentiary. The 
convicted officers on their way to the peni- 
tentiary, boasted that Moses wouldn’t dare 
allow they? to remain in the penitentiary one 
month. 

Andy Johnson in the Senate would be sort of bulwark against Caesarism, as the Cin- cinnati Commercial suggests. Though f our part, we should prefer to regard him in the light of a Tocsin. Tocsms make more 
noise than bulwarks.—Springfield Itepubli.

Saturday morning at the early hour of half- 

past five. Mayor Wescott and all of the Board 
of Aldermeu except Messrs. Clark and Davies, 
(the latter being out of town,) Civil Engineer 
Goodwin, on the part of the City Government 
and President Anderson, Directors Jose aDd 
Millikeu, Chief Engineer Anderson and Super- 
intendent Hamilton on the part of the road, 
left the Eastern station for the inspection of 
the line and progress of the work from this 

city u> the Crowford House beyond the Notch 
of the White Mountains. For the convenience 
of the party, Mr. Hamilton had the new and 
model smokidg car just added to the rolling 
stock of the road, aud made by the Pattens of 

Bath, attached to a good engine, in waiting lor 
the parly. A substantial breakfast suited to 
the vigorous requirements of the day was 

served by Mr. George A. Cole, one of Chisholm 
Bros’, .corps of caterers. A two and half 
hours’ride brought us to Upper Bartlett, bet- 
ter kuowu as “George’s.” At this point con- 

siderable improvement is being made in the 
way of buildings. While the team was being 
“hitched up” for the travelling over the Notch 
section, the most of the party visited the model 
mill of the “Bartlett Land & Lumber Co.,” a 

Portland euterpiise under the direction of H. 
N Jose, Esq. We said “model mill” and so 
it is, for it contains all the modern improve- 
ments and inventions for making lugs into all 
kinds of lumber with despatch and without 
waste, lie capacity oi one gang ot saws is 

22,000 feet a day of lone timber. Besides there 
is a single saw. a clapboard saw, a lath and 

pickets saw—iu brief, logs which get into that 
mill are forced to yield some kind of lumber, 
and what there is left of them, goes for fuel 
fur the lour huge boilers which furnish the mo- 

tive power. 
Above “George’s” the car was run to tlis end 

of the new track at the Saco, where the solid 
masonry awaits the superstructure of the 
bridge, which is at hand. Beyond that point 
for about three miles the ties and iron are at 

hand, hut the Saco requires another bridge, the 
masonry for which is completed. Up to Dr. 
Bemis’ place, or w hat is known as the Old 
Crawford House, the grading is all done ex- 

cept here and there a short piece that could he 
doue in a few days with a fair crew, except at 

Nancy stream. Here is quite a bluff of solid 
roek to work through. That point is very near 
the Bemis place, and has a full crew at work 
ou it. To this point the managers expect toget 
their road opened iu time for August and 
September excursions. They hoped that the 
contractor would be enabled to complete it by 
July 4th, but railroad building is slow work 
and this is no exception. 

At Dr. Bemis’, which is six miles beyond 
Mr. George’s place, and from which it is nine 
miles to the Crawford House beyoDd the Notch, 
the proposed railroad line crossed the Notch 
road at grade, and from that poiut up through 
the Notch, keeps along the side of the moun 
tains southwest of the road and, after a little 
distance, from two to three hundred feet above 
it. 

The timber has been cleared from the whole 
line so that oue can see where the iron horse 
will, we all hope ere long be seen to skirt 
along the extendod sides of the mountains 
from two to three hundred feet from their 
bases in many places as many thousand below 
their summits. To the Willey House or to 
Cow Brook, a short distance this side of that 
point, considerable nf the heaviest grading has 
been doue. There are some extensive side cuts 
and fills, and these are being done as well as 
the masonry at several points, for the most 

part the material to be moved along the sides 
of the mountains does not appear to be so hard 
as in most of the cuts between Upper Bartlett 
and Dr. Bemis’ where it is the worst sort of 
drift, composed principally of holders of all 
sizes and almost as compact as solid stone. 
The slopes of the mountains are largely covered 
with disintegrated granite, and the fact that 
they are all covered wltlia think small urnu-tli 

of trees, indicates that there is no danger to 
be apprebeuded from extensive slides. Of 
course there are hard places along these moun- 

tain sides to grade, but now that the survey 
has been made and the line cleared, the ordi 
nary observer will be surprised to see how 
comparatively easy to build and straight the 
line of the road will be. So much for the 
science of engineering. At one point near Cow 
Brook the line of the road as cut through the 
small growth can be distinctly seen for more 
than four miles, there beiug but one curve in 
that distance. 

The key to the whole work is the Notch 
where a cut of 300 feet from 50 to 75 feet deep, 
is to be made through the rock. This rock is 
full of seams, but it requires powder to break 
it. All of the rest of the line can be completed 
before the ordinary number of men that can ha 
employed at this point can open the s d 
pass through the mountains. Mr. McKinney 
(if this isn’t his ♦name, we have forgotten it) 
the foreman of the work At this point, had an 

extensive “blast” prepared which was fired in 
the presence of the party, At the point where 
the blast was made, a cut nearly wide enough 
aud fifty feet deep had been worked into the 
mountaia aud this charge was for the purpose 
of splitting down the upper side. The party 
stood on “Table Rock” on the wagon road or 

north-eastern side of the deep gulch 500 
yards distant, while the two and 
half kegs of powder were put in the deep 
drilled Cylinders. At length the fuse was 

placed aud the train fired. For nearly five 
mtnutes the party watched the spot intently* 
when, a billow of flame, as from the bowels of 
the mountain, shot up through the seams and 
enveloped the whole mass, then followed a 

dull heavy report, and a cloud of white smoke 
hid the place from view as 280 cubic feet of solid 
rock, weighing over 550 tons fell over into the 
cut sixty or seventy feet below. An ordinary 
country would have been shaken by such an 

occurrence, but nature about the Nutch is not 
made up of the sentimented stuff that becomes 
agitated at trifles. 

The party dined at the Crawford House. It 
has not yet been formally opened for business 
this season, but the proprietors are there put- 
ting their house in order and receiving what- 
ever company comes to it. An addition has 
Oeen made to the house since the last season. 
An elegant dinner was served, and everything 
about the house, including the courtesy of the 
gentlemen in charge, lead one to desire to go 
there again 

The work on the line* beyond the Crawford 
House is goiot forward slowly. Thesuvey' 
has been completed, the line cleared and the 
masonry work begun. 

Returning, the party left the Notch at 5£ 
o’clock and arrived in the Portland station a 
little before 1()J, probably making the quickest 
trip from the Crawlift'd House on record—a 
distance of 88 miles, 1C by stage and 72 by 
rail. The ruu from Upper Bartlett to this city 
was make in two hours. The track of the P. 
& O. R. R., is in excellent condition its entire 
length, so that the 'passenger as he looks ont 
upon the enchanting scenery, only notes the 
speed of the train by the swiftness with which 
he flies past objects by the wayside. 

At this season of the year aud until autumn 
returns there can be no locality mure attrac- 
tive than the White Mountains and excursions 
to the end of the railroad. From the end of 
the rail to the Crawford House, there are sev 
eral liues of coaches. We do not know how 
these drivers and teams average; but we never 
saw a more skillful driver than Mr. Ricker 
nor a better, stage team than that driven by 
him. Mr. Ricker says that no man is lit to 
drive on that road who has a weakness for 
whiskey. We thought so as we looked down 
over those precipices at the road’s edge a hun- 
dred feet or more upon the ragged bottom. We 
thought that we should like to have our driver 
belong to a temperance society and be honest 
about it. When the Portland & Ogdensburg 
is finished through the mountains, it will run 

through the boldest scenery in New England. 
Foreinstauce, there will bo no railroad which 
will run so near to a cliff like Frankenstein 
that its summit, six or seven hundred feet 
above, will overhang the track as in this case. 

At the cabin of Mr. Raymond, who is the 
engineer in charge of the section this side of 
the Notch, the party found our esteemed fellow- 
citizen, Abner Lowell, Esq., and wife, who 
were visiting their daughter, Mrs. Raymond, who welcomed the members of the party to 
her bouse in the forest and of the forest with 
ladylike hospitality. 
It will be asked: How is the work getting 

along? It must be answered—slowly; that is, it so appears to those who have frequeutly 
visited the line. Whose faultjis it? The con- 
tiactors’ beyond question ;certainly not the offi- 
cers of the road, for no class can be as anxious 
as Gen. Anderson and liis associates for the 
work to be completed. Nor is the delay be- 
cause the contractors have a hard bargain; 
such is not the case; there is a large fortune in 

their contract if the bonds they take are sold at 
anything like a fair price, for the work of j 
building the road is not nearly so expensive as 

its enemies declared in 1872. 
We know that Gen. Auderson and his asso- 

ciates are straining every nerve to successfully 
carry on the work, and further, that they de- j 
serve tbe fullest confidence and support of the 
citizens of Portland. There are now over 300 
tnen at work on the line. 

A Semi-Official Excursion. 

▲ BAY OX LAKE WINNIPISEOCEE. 

Saturday was about as good a day as ever 
was made for a sail on any waters, hut it was 

specially adapted to the inland waters of Lake 
Wiunipiseogee, where the vivid green of the 
shores, hills and islands, repeated in the mirror 
of the Lake, tempered the glare of the sun, 
which otherwise might have been somewhat 
trying to the eye. At about eleven o’clock of 
this perfect June day, there assembled at Do- 
ver, N. H the directors of tbe Boston and 
Maine Kailroad with their families, some of 
the officials of tbe road and a few invited 
guests, bound on a trip over the Lake. The 
company nearly filled the car provided for the 

excursion, and occupied themselves during the 

twenty eight mile ride from Dover to Alton 
Bay, in making each others acquaintance and 
observing from the car windows the scenery, 
which consists chiefly of wood piles in tbe fore- 
ground, witli a very pretty showing of hill and 
forest in the background. 

Af Alton Bay the steamer Mt. Washington 
was in waiting, upon which the party promptly 
embarked and were soon en route for Wolfboro 
and Center Harbor. Tbe boat is a fine one, 
two years old, with handsome lines, neat trim- 
mings and decorations, convenient arrange- 
mphta fnr iVw* t>nnifnri nf vntnrrnpa nnH an 

abundant supply of life rafts aud preservers, 
wliicb it is rather soothing to see around even 
in time of calm. She is 1T0 feet long and 
about 380 tons measurement. Captain W iggin 
is one of the most capable and experienced of 
fresh water salts, and tbe engineer has been 
plying his vocation on the same route tor thir- 
teen years. On the whole the Me. Washing- 
ton may be pronounced about as safe aud com- 

fortable a boat as oue wonld desire. She is 
owned by the B. aud M.. aud is run in connec- 
tion with the road. 

About every isle-set bedy of water which has 
not a thousand islands has three hundred and 
sixty-five. Like Winnipiseogee is of the latter 
class, like Casco Bay and Lake George. We 
didn’t count the islands but readily concluded 
that there are the regulation 365—at all events 
there are a good tnauy, and the sail among 
them is delightful. Woliboro, the first laud- 
ing, teu miles from Alton Bay, is situated on a 

little elevation above the waters of the lake. 
Two large hotels are in sight from the boat, 
one a turreted, party-colored, showy palace of 
the gingerbreadesque style of architecture, and 
tbe other a plain, substantial looking struc- 

ture farther up the hill. There are said to 

be other hotels and boarding houses. Along 
the shore are many pleasure boats aud the sail- 
ing and trolling for lake trout are said to be 
fine. 

Between Wolfboro and Center Harbor—a 
distance of twenty miles—are some magnifi- 
cent scenic effects. The Franconia hills are in 
full view, a considerable part of tbe west side 
of the White Mountains with the topot Mt 
Washington, shrouded in bis gray veil of cloud, 
aud many other very respectable elevations. 
Specially noticeable at this season is the inten- 
sity and vividness of the green on field and 
forest—doe probably to the unusual quantity 
of rain in the spring and early snmmer. Cen- 
ter Harbor lies in a sort of angle among tbe 
hills and looks as though it were pretty effec- 
tually sheltered from the access of breezes. A 
fine large hotel looks upon the Lake from the 
hillside, and a few houses are seen among the 
trees. Some of the more enterprising of the 
excursionists went ashore on a tour of inspec- 
tion; but after wading through a large quanti- 
ty of hot, deep and pervasive dost and sand— 
which seems to be a leading feature of the 
place—around several woodpiles, they were 

quite ready to obey the call of the bell and rush 
back on board the cool and clean steamer. The 
scenery about Center Harbor is lovely and there 
are probably flue drives, walks, sails and fi-h- 
ing in the vicinity. 

Railroad directors, in moments of relaxa- 
tion from the awe-inspiring dignity of their or- 

dinary bearing, are very much like other peo- 
ple; in fact they display very substantial capa- 
bilities for jollity and frolic. The dinner table 
is the best field for the exhibition of these 
qualities, and the elegant banquet spread in 
the spacious saloon of the Mt. Washington was 

a scene of much rollicking fun, as well as some 

very respectable gastronomic feats. The party 
teemed to enjoy the situation to the utmost, 
strolling up and dot^ji the deck, chatting in 

groups, discussing the scenery aud in general 
disporting themselves after the fashion of the 

average pleasaut and congenial party of excur- 
sionists. 

At Dover, on the way home, the party began 
to break up, and from that time hearty fare- 
wells were frequent, until everybody reached 
home at night somewhat weary but filled with 
the memories of a delightful day and with an- 

ticipations of the trip which is arranged for 
October, when the forest-clad shores of Winni- 
piseogeo are resplendent with autnmn’s gaudy 
and varied hues. 

Universalist State Convention. I 

THIRD DAY. 

(Reported for the Press.] 
Calais, June 25,1874. 

The third day of the convention opened aus- 

piciously. The weather is beautiful, though 
cool, and the people of this lovely city ou the 
St. Croix have done all that people could do to 
contribute to the enjoyment of the stranger. 
The usual morning prayer meeting was held at 
the church at five a. m., led by Rev. H. Shep- 
ard of Orono, 

At 8 a. in. the Council convened. By its 
vote the Committee on Ordination are directed 
to ordain a candidate, if found worthy, with- 
out regard to lex, and a requirement was made 
that all candidates for ordination shall be ex- 
amined at least two weeks previous to ordina- 
tion. 

At 10J a. m. there was a meeting of the Wo- 
man’s Centenary Associaiion. The greater 
portion of the time was occupied by its Presi- 
dent, Sirs. Caroline A. Soule of New York, 
who gave the history, purposes and prospects 
of the association, showing its reliability, and 
ability to carry out its proposed work. This 
eloquent laay held her audience with her fervid 
zeal and her quick yet earnest utterances. 

At 21 p. m. the educational and missionary 
meetings were held. The former was addressed 
by Mr. G. M. Bodge, Principal of Westbrook 
Seminary,who gave a pleasing account of some 
of the obstacles in a teacher’s path, from a 

lack of definite purposesm the part of parents 
and pupils. Hon. S. Perham followed in a 

brief but pithy address on the general topic of 
education. 

The missionary meeting then followed. Rev. 
R. N. Pullman, Geueral Secretary of the TJ. S. 
Convention, addressed it. He began with a 

statement as to the necessity of a general or- 

ganization, explained in detail its democratic 
form,showed that its revenue was derived from 
an income from the Murray fund, from the 
missiouary boxes and troin the annual collec- 
tion takeu in its behalf in the various churches. 
Some of the most promineut instances of the 
assistance rendered were g ven, as illustrating 
the work which was oeiug accomplished. The 
address was made at some length, but the 
hearers were not impatient as the speaker had 
the happy facility of forcing a hearing by his 
earnest, enthusiastic manner. Afte~ the ad- 
dress brief speeches were made by the Presi- 
dent of the Convention, Hons, R. Dresser aud 
Sidney Perham, Revs. G. W. Quinby, J. W. 
Hinds, J. O. Skimer and others. 

The Convention then pledged itself to fulfil 
its obligations to the General.Convention dur- 
ing the coming year. 

At 7£ p. in. the communion service was ob- 
served. After this there was a reunion of 
friends in the vestry, aud a pleasant time was 
enjoyed. 

To-morrow mfifning there will be an early 
prayer and conference meeting under the lead 
of Rev. C. Puriugtou of Presque Isle, and at 8 
o’clock the sessiou wilt close with a short meet- 
ing of tbe Council for the completion of un- 
finished business. 

Although this pleasant city is somewhat re-

The following is an abstract of a sermon de- 

ivered by Rev. Mr. Battles of Baugor on 
1 

L'hursday: * 

Under the inspiration of widening faith the 1 
dea is prevailing that the gates of Heaven are * 
lot shut and bolted, but that the passage from j 

it to earth is often travelled. The kingdom of 
heaven is to be founded here. Jesus declar- 
ed it aud John saw it in his apocalyptic vision, and be declares the gates of this-kingdom are 
not to be shut. Not only »s the future heaven 
open, but the heaven here. This beaveu is the 
same as there. It is the love of God—purity of 
heart. It is for us as for David—for us as for 
Paul. To every oDe there comes the announce- 
ment the kingdom of heaveu is at hand. The 
soul is so constituted that the divine image can- 
not be obliterated. 

This heaven which the revelator saw means 
also truth in all its forms. First apply it to 
science. Many scientific theories nee ! re- 
statement, but every investigation of scien 
tide truth leads the soul nearer to God. Tiue 
science and religious truth can never conflict. 
One goes beyond the other, hut there is no con- 
tict. The sciences are divine, and reveal God. 
If science is ever irreligious it is as work and 
politics are irreligious, from those who engage 
in it. The church imprisoned Galileo, aud in 
i a ter years coudemued geology; hut the gates 
of the heaven, of science have not been shut. 
Much may crumble away, but genuine science 
is the handmaid of religion. Science is satis- 
fied only by intuition verified by observation, 
and the time will come when religion will 
be satisfied with nothing less. Though we 

may admit the claims of the theories of Dar- 
win and Huxley, still we can say with the 
Israelite: “In the beginuiug God created the 
heaveus and the earth.0 Science should re- 
member that she is not to travel all realms. 
To speak of a scientific religion is to bring to- 
gether two terms which caunot be combined 
unlesS we use science in an unusual and ab- 
stract sense. If you attempt to investigate re- 
ligion on the plans of science you will seek for 
that iu one place which can only be found in 
another. No science lias found God, analyzed 
the soul nor proved immortality. 

This kiugdotn of* heaven implies also spirit- 
ual aud religious truth. It is not for any mau 
or class of men, hut for all. We can "accept 
aid from another in directing us to the fountain 
ot truth, but should reject that which promises 
to bring us all we need, diluting it as they deem 
necessary. The Homan church has striven to 
build high walls about herself. Said a mem- 
ber of this church, I know you have reason for 
your belief. Why not then declare it? Be- 
cause the church declares the coutrary. For 
such to speek of religious liberty is fo» the 
prisoner to speak of freedom. Let no church' 
limit the truth. It beljngs to no one to shut 
the gates of the kiugdotn, for God declares 
they shall not he shut. 

Every church that says it has all the truth 
and needs no more, begins to die. If it rejects 
every call to a new departure, already has 
spiritual paralysis seized upou it. We honor 

idtiiciB uy »LC|jpiU^ .tUUU'i Ul iueiu ituu ue- 

claring the truth as boldly as they declared it. 
How is it we have outgrown the old theology? 
How have meu come to declare a larger hope? 
Some time and somehow the Divine power 
will reach down aud save humanity, for 
his punishment is not a doom, but a remedy 
it is because we have said, “Come, let us 
reason together.*' The kingdom of God is 
from God, and *not from ourselves. We can 

only open our eyes and step forward. Some 
think because God has spoken to them from 
other books thau that which we reverence, we 
must shut its leaves. Not so. We must re- 
ceive truth from every quarter. The gates are 
not to b- shut. 

Individually and socially humanity is to be 
lifted up, and should declare in the words of 
Paul, “Forgetting the things that are behiud, 
I press forward to the mark of the high calling 
of God iu Chris: Jesus.” 

The preacher closed with au eloquent aud 
earnest appeal to press nearer to, and per- 
chauce to enter within the gates, by faithful- 
ness to all the calls of duty, aud to the grand 
opportunities around us. 

Our brief und disjointed report does uo jus- 
tice to the elegant diction and finely finished 
utterances of the preacher. 

Another Press Gag.—A Washington spe- 
cial to the Boston Adveitiser says: There has 
been numerous mysterious hints thrown out 
since Congress adjourned that when the full 
import of the bills which passed aud were 

signed during the last days of the session be- 
came known, the press would fiudout that more 

stringent laws for its control have been passed 
than the one for which it was criticising Sena- 
tor Carpenter so severely. It appears that un- 

der the guise of depriving the police court of 
the District of Columbia of the power it claimed 
over the press of the country, Mr. Poland re* 

ported a b II at a night session, which passed 
without debate, that takes this power from the 
police court aud trausfers it to the circuit court, 
aud then, iu a second section, by makiug the 
33d section of an old act of 1780 apply to courts 
created by Congress iu the District of Colum- 
bia, makes it po sible to begin suit for libel 
against editors of newspapers anywhere, arrest 
mein uy warrant or me court, justice ot peace, 
or other magistrate, and bring him here for 
trial, all expenses to be paid by the United 
States. The bill was managed very quietly iu 
both bouses, and the effect of the second section 
was not alluded to in eitlisr body. Mr. Eu 
mtiods reported the bill to the Senate and sub- 
sequently vlr. Freliughuysen called it up. He 
said it was very important and had been care- 

fully considered by the judiciary committee, aud it was passed without debate."

PINE STREET CHURCH. 

The Rev. Mr. Johnston preached Sunday 
week from Gal. VI. 1 aud 2: ‘‘Brethren, if a 

mau be overtaken in a fault, ye which are 

spiritual, restore such an one in the spirit of 

meekness; considering thyself, lest thou also, 
be tempted. Bear ye oue another’s burdens, 
and so fulfill tho law of Christ.” 

The following is an extract from the sermon: 

Who has not been overtaken in his fault? or 

to word it literally who has not stumbled aud 

fallen? The path of life is very slippery. The 
rain aud the suow and tlie frost make upward 
travel very hard. The feet indeed are firm 

which never slide—firmer than Moses, who af- 

ter all his years of service during which he led 
the hosts through the wilderness at last fell 
under the power of his own anger; firmer than 

Elijah who could bring down the streaming 
tires in answer to his simple faith; firmer than 
David who was a man after God’s own heart, 
who fell under the power of his own vile passion 
firmer than the apostle .fames or impulsive, 
Peter, or loving John for though none but pne 
denied him with oaths yet they all for-sook 
him and fled. 

The nets are well spread for our feet: the bait 
is always suited to our taste;in an afflicted time 
our weakest spots the softest part of our na- 

ture, are found aud temptation tries all its 
power aud seductive skill. Every day we see 

men fall. We but look out upon the world and 
note how speedily men come down from real 
goodness to real badness. There is no point in 
Christian experience from which they cannot 

descend; there is uoblace so secure but which 
permits of falling. Sometimes, it is easy to 
walk the deck when the sea is like sleeping 
oil and not even a ripple on it» surface. Then 
you might walk as easily as on shore and the 
little children will come up to the pure air, and 
the cabins w ill he all empty, and the deck will 
be crowded, and you cau lean over the ship’s 
.side and think the vessel almost glides through 
the waters, but then there are other times when 
the hatches are battened down, when the 
waves will literally sweep from stem to stem, 
when the big ship will quiver 
and plunge like a great fright- 
ened thing, and when even sailors who 
have perfect sea-legs will uot venture far with- 
out having a line or rope to steady them; so

men can hardly walk, aud they have ouly to 
let go the taffrail or oue of the halyards aud 
they go over. 

i do not think that oue tenth of those that 
fall are hypocrites. Many seem to think them 
false and their former experience only decep- 
tion. This is the verdict of the world. No- 
where is the world so fond of pointing oat an 

eniug one as in a church. No scandal is so 

sweet,uoue so spicy nor so palatable to the pub- 
lic taste as that which can be inserted in a re 

.ligious column And how the world will 
proudly lift up its eyes and put on its most 
solemn face as they read the latest church dis- 
closure. 1 don’t like Mil emu-faced men with 
nut a spark f religion iu their hearts nor the 
faiutest love to Cod in their souls. I dou’t like 
men who go carpiug over the wickeness and de- 
generacy of modern times. The church don’t 
want such carpers,nor such sympathy,nor such 
help nor will it let them say that all who stum- 
ble and fall are but canting hypocrites, when 
th»*ir profession has been as false as their lives. 

I never would call a man a coward who 
fought bravely through twenty battles, and 
was defeated in the next one. One never 

would cull a man unfortunate who won twenty 
times in his different speculations, but who 
lost the following venture. We never would 
say a man was reckless who run bis vessel 
through twenty storms without losing- a spar, 
but who next time he ventured lost every 
stick and rolled helpless till a sail hove iu 
sight, and we ought to judge the church this 
same way, and give a man credit for all he has 
done iu the past, aud if he falls give him due 
credit for his former life aud character. Hon- 
est meu, siucere men, men who valued their 
position, who esteemed virtue have fallen 
down to the very depth of vice; they have 
sunk so low that eveu their friends will not go 
after them; they are away down iu that dense 
black pit which seems as shaft of hell, aud 
yet I don’t think they ever intended to go 
there. No man ever intends to break away 
from the fold of Christ They are led gently, 
almost imporceptib y, perhaps, first by ueg 
lectingto study the word of life, then by 
limiting their times of public prayer, then ty 
open neglect of the meaus of grac and thus 
little by little and step by step till they are on 

the very verge of ruio. 
Brethren, lam not sympathizing with sin. 

I have no apologies to make for the evils which 
men do, but I do think that a little more sym- 
pathy w ill the offenders would perhaps save 

many souls. Of course we want a pure church 
aud we want all the members to be men aud 
women of God, and we want our lives to be 
lives of holiness and our conversa- 

tion to be blameless. But how are we to get 
a'l this? By lopping off the dead branches, by 
cutting out ibe uufruitful trees aud building a 

great high wall to protect us from the evil with 
which the world abouuds? You shall never 

see an ideal church except in your brain, and 
you will have to have a good imagination if you 
<rau see it even there. Who are we that we 

wou’d draw liues inside those which Christ 
drew or put up fences where be left au o/jep 
field? Are we the door or i&|Christ? Is it our 

chutch or His? Who ev»-r saw wheat 
wi bout chaff, who ever s»w lruit without 
leaves? .1 dou’t believe in this parrot cry of a 

pure church. The church that is a living 
church,one winch does its work is nothing bul 
a hior sifter where men aud women mutually 
help each other to become better, and live ho- 
lier live-", and if oue happens to come out of the 
sifter at the wrong side it’s not hard for the 
whole world to cry about it. 

I never want to become pastor of a ohurct 
which will have become so clarified and so pure 
that a. poor trembling sinner will not dare tc 
enter its sacred walls Such people would nol 
need preaching. Their waxen virtues would 
only spoil uuder the warmth of a pure gospel, 
aud I could only pray God would speedily 
translate them and seud in some poor wretches 
of men aud women and to whom the Savior'i 
life and death wculd be as refreshing waters 

upon a parched ground. There will always he 
had and good in the church,always the weak and 
strong, always the firm and erring, lor God has 
arranged it so, that we may give of oui 

strung !] to those who need it, help those whc 
require help, guide the trembling footsteps ol 
the erring ones, and lead them in the paths ol 
righteousness. “Bestore such an one.” Kolb 

'ing here about the exercise of church discipline, 
nothing about church meetings or anything oi 
that sort.but simply restore such au oue. Not bui 
the apostle believed ir church laws and arrange- 
ments, and we all, of course, know that healthy 
discipline is a good promotive to growth. II

NEW HAMPSHIRE. 

To the Victors Belong; the Sppils. 

Wholesale Removal of Republi- 
can Office-Holders. 

Concord, June 27.—In the House yesterday 
afternoon, addresses were passed for the re- 

moval of James H. Edgeri.v, Judge of Pro- 
bate; John E. Varney. Eegisler, and Joseph 
Jones, Sheriff of Stratford county, the yeas and 
nays being taken. The yeas and nays were al- 
so taken on an address to remove Lyman T. 
Flint, Solicitor of Merrimac county, w'deh re- 

sulted in its passage. An address for the re- 

moval of Daniel Hall,Judge of the Police Court 
of Dover, then came up, and the yeas and nays 
being called, was also passed. The afternoon 
session of the House was continued until ten 
nlinnt 'S past 7. when it adjourned to 8 p. m. 

The Senate passed an address for the removal 
of Daniel G. Beede, State Superintendent of 
Public Instruction, in which the House concur- 
red, tlie yeas and uays h iving first been called 
for four times on various motions to prevent its 
passage. At 9.45 o’clock Mr. Kent moved to 
adjourn and called again for the yeas and nays, 
but the House refused, 51 tc 158. 

An address for the removal of about a dozen 
Republican officers,came up. On this Mr. Sin- 
clair cal'ed for the nrevious Question and the 
opponents of the address interposed the usual 
motions to delay action. A motion to adjourn 
was rjected, 17 to 162. 

A lively scene now came up. Mr. Sinclair 
said that there appeared to be no quorum and 
moved a call of the House. Mr. Bingham said 
that there was an evident intention on the part 
of the Republican members to absent them- 
selves and preveut the transaction of business. 

Mr. Sanborn of Franklin, said that it was 
high time honest men should be in bed, and 
called for the yeas aud uays ou Mr. Sinclair’s 
motion. Tue vote stood, yeas 147, uays 6, 
showing that nearly all the Republican mem- 
bers bad left the ball. 

Mr. Briggs moved to adjourn, as there was 
no quorum voting. The Speaker decided that, 
no quorum being present, no business could be 
done by a vote of the House, and that the mo- 
tion was out of order, but that he himself could 
adjouru the House if it was uot possible to 
transact business. He a'so gave his oninion 
that willful absence of members was in viola- 
tion of the rules and disrespectful, aud would 
subject them to punislimeut by a vote of the 
House. It was now nearly eleven o’clock and 
business had come to a dead lock, there being 
much confusion. The Speaker ordered ail 
spectators on the floor of the House to leave 
the Hall. The members were then couuted to 
see if a quorum wao present, and it appealed 
that there was. 

Mr. Bingham desired that the doors be lock- 
ed. 

Mr. Kent objected, and hoped the motion 
might be withdrawn. 

The call for the previous question was sus- 
tained—yeas 163; uays 12, aud the work of de- 
capitating the several officers was proceeded 
with and completed at 12.30 o’clock, with 
barely a quorum to do business. The highest 
Republican vote was 19 and the highest Demo- 
cratic 165. A quorum is 172 Democrats aud 164 
Republicans. 

At 12.30 a. m., Mr. Siuelair moved to adjourn 
and the House refused.

cers were also passed to-day:

them. He will decline to be instrumental ic 
reopening the matter, taking the ground tbal 
it was a personal affair between him and Til 
tou; that it was amicahlv settled years ago, 
and with which tile public have no business, 
If Plyimjttth church insists upon a reopenin' 
and an investigation of the scaudal, Mr, 
Beecher will resign his pastorate. It is stater 
on good authority that the original charge 
against Beecher was not of so serious a char 
actor as might be inferred from tho publisher 
extract from Beecher’s apology.

vided in Sections 31 and 32 of the National 
Bank act, a certain other proportion with their 
reserve agents m the cities enumerated in the 
sections referred to. The banks are also re- 
quireu 10 Keep an amount equal to 5 per cent, 
of their circulation on deposit with the Treas- 
urer of the United States, which amount may 
be deducted from the aggregate amouut of the 
reserve required to be kept on deposit.
