THE FARM AND HOUSEHOLD.

GOOD HAY AND POOR HAY,

Hay is dried grass. Hay of prime quality
is made of cut und properly cured at
that stage of growth when the leaves and
stems contain the largest amount of available
nourishment. Both theory and the opinions
derived from the experience of the great ma-
Jority of infelligent and observing farmers
concur in fixing the true period to cut grass,
“when in full Eluasom, or while the bloom is
falling.”” At this period most grasses have,
80 far as can be judged, obtained from the
soil and from the atmosphere the greatest
amount which they will have at any stage of

wth which is of value as food for animals.
hese elements exist at this period in the
most valuable form. The changes which
take place subsequently are chiefly within the
lant. A part of the starch, au%n.r. gum, al-
gnmen soon go to assist in the formation of
seed, and a to constitute woody fibre,
which is indigestible and of little value as fod-
der. Of hay cut at a later stage cattle will
eat less. Some infer from this that 1t will
“spend better ;" but the true reason why they
eat less is, because the system can digest and
assimilate less. The actual benefit derived
from hay is in proportion to the available nu-
triment contained init. All domestic ani-
mals that subsist ou fresh grass, will make
more growth, muscle and flesh when fed with
grass, than with any other food, which shows
couclusively that it abounds in fibrin and oth-
er alouminous compounds, which are of far
more importance tban starch, gum, ete., be-
cause flesh must be formed, as the frame-
work or substratum of the animal structure,
betore mere fat is su ded. That grass
contains vegetable albumen, and its near rel-
atives or cognates, which are transformed in-
to musele and flesh by the process of nutri-
tion, there can be no doubt. It thus becemes
of much importance how te retain the most
of the flesh elements of the grass in the dried
hay. The nearer prime hay approximates
fresh the more milk, fa%, flesh and
bones a given quantity will make,
Taking a different view of this subject,
should be allowed to bezome fully ripe
fore it is eut. The great desideratum with
many who buy aud sell hay and who feed hay
is to have it in such a condition that a cow,
ox or horse will not consume one pound of it
until impelled by the gnawings ot hunger to
eat or starve. Many proprietors of hotels and
those who keep stables where horses are
boarded do not want hay of prime quality,
for the reason that the animals fed would
consume several pounds ; whereas if the racks
were supplied with interior hay they would
pick out only a few spears and go hungry un-
til they could reach rome other stable, where
they would be supplied with respectable feed.
A great many farmers aim to keep their live
stock on the smallest possible allowance of
hay. They do not want prime hay, as their
stock would consume the entire supply for
the winter before the foddering season was
half For such feeders of live stock
the true time to cut grass is not until it is
d=ad ripe.

But the man who desires to keep his live

stock gmwlng during the foddering season
should have his grass cut before the blossom
has fallen. This practice of cutting grass at
the period designated is unquestionably
louncfeed on a correct principle, the object of
the farmer being to secure his hay soas to
make it most like grass in its perfect condi-
tion. The nutritive substances of grass are
those which are, for the most part, soluble
in water, such as sugar, glulen and other
compounds. Now if this is so it is evident
that the grass should be cut at the time
when it coutains the largest amount of these
principles, From ils earliest growth the
sugar and other soluble substances gradually
increase till thei reach their maximum pei=
centagein the blossom, or when the seed is
fully formed in the cell. From this period
the saccharine matter constantly diminishes
and the woody fibre, perfectly insoluble in
water and ionutritious, increases till after
the seeds have matured, when the plant be-
gins to decay. Of course, if the plant is not
cut in the flower, a great part of the nutri-
ment of its stems and leaves is wasted, That
grass is sometimes mown too early there is
no doubt; but as a general rule the farmer
had better err on the sale side and commence
haying early, if he has a large amount to har-
vest, even if he suffers some loss by shrink-
age of the first mown. It gives him a better
chance to “make-hay while the sun shines,”
for he has a longer period 1o secure his crop
before it is “dead ripe,”” and somelimes saves
hiring help when labor is at its highest price
aund scarce at that.

As soon as the moisture in the leaves ard
stems is dried out, so that there is not sutt=
clent dampness to cavse the hay to heat in
the mow or stack, the crop should be se-
cured. It injures grain to be allowed to heat
while it is lying in a mass. When hay 1s
stored before it is properly cured the nour-
ishment contained in the leaves and stems
will be damaged by being heated in the mow
or stack.

FERTILIZERS,

salt and plaster from the city as a gift.
What has salt got to do with vegetation,
any way—any more than animal lile2 We
find it in tears, and sweat too—but does it
ever nourish anything? Apd the plaster?
1 don’t believe Ben Franklin couid print the
first letter in gieen With any such gypsum as
we have. “Ah,” says some “lertilizer’”
man, blandly, “but these things shouid be
used in connection with stable manures.”
Very likely they should, but it is the fer-
tilizers that demand sueh a connection—the
stable manure can stand alone. But for this
experiment, I should have reckoned plasier
and salt among the simples farmers know

how to use. Now the list is shorter. Say
stable dung and ashes. And of these we
know very little, only enough to s ‘em
and reap what comes, How much or little

will eflect our purpose, how much waste
there is, and of the means of preventing
waste there is, and of the means of preveot-
ing waste, we have no common sense. The
salt and plaster experiment las done me a
great deal of good. 1don’t care for moss
now, Let it grow till I come to it with the
dung cart.—Harlford Courant.

HOW TO TREAT FRUIT-TREES.

In considering the growth of organisms,
ihe action of the alkalics is to be looked upon
as scarcely less important than that of air and
watér, Lome is the great animal alkal’, and
potash the vegetable one; its old name of veg-
elablealkali expressed that fact,an | all the poi=
ash of commerce is well known to be derived
trom wood ashes. The Importanes of potash
as a manure has been frequently over-looked
by farmers,who rarely know the large amount
of this material found im grass, zrain crops,
leaves, barn-yard manure, roots and fruits,
How potash acts in plants, in conjunction
with catbon and silex, to form woody fibre,
stareh, sugar and oil, is yet unknown to
chemical observers, but the fact of its action
is beyond a doubt. Liebig long since pointed
out that the chief cause of barrenness is the
wasle of potosh carried off by rich crops, es-
pecially tobacco, with no replacement by
proper manure. How wmany millions of

unds of potash have been sent to Europe
g";u.i the forests of America,and in the grain,
tobacco and hemp. Luckily one alkali may
be replaced by another, and we have received
a considerable quantity of soda from Europe-
an sea-weed and in the shape of salt. Lat-
terly, nitrate ot soda from natural deposits in
South America is brought to us at a cheap

rice.

3 The point to which we now call attention
is that our farmers and froit-growers bave ig-
nored, or rather been ignorant of, the impor-
tance of wood ashes as a vegelaple stimulant
and as the leading constituents of plants,
Even coal ashes, now thrown away as use-
lese, have been shown, both by experiment
and analysis, to possess a fair share of alka-
line value, Aeccording to our observation, it
the practice of putting a mixture of wood and
coal ashes around the stews of fruit-trees and
vines, particularly early in the spring, were
followed as a general rule, our ciops of ap-
ples, grapes, peaches, ete., would be greatiy
venéfi in both quality and quantity, and
the trees and vines would last longer. We
will relate only one experiment. Some twen-
ty-five years ago, we treated an old hollow
pippin apple-tree as follows: The hollow, 1o
the height ol eight feet, was filled and
rammed with & compost of wood ashes, gar-
den mold, and a little waste lime (carbonate).
This filling was securely fastened in by
boards, The mexi year the crop of sound
fruit was sixteen bushels from an old shell of
a trée that had borne nothing ot any aceount
for some time, But the strangest part was
what followed. For seventeen years after the
filling, that old rippin tree continued to flour-
ish and bear well.

Lat us call attention to still another point
of importance in fruit-raising. This is the
bearjug year for apples and fruit iu general in
New England; probably it is also in some
other parts. Now when such years come,
the farmers rejoice too much at their pros-
perity and abuse it, as nearly all people do
the gifts of fortnune. We should be temper-
ate as to the quantity of our fruit as well as
of our fruit juices. By proper trimming and

lucking, the apple crop in bearing years may
reduced to but little more than half a erop
as ta number, but the improvement in size
and price, and in the future effect, will more
than balance the loss. Next February,
March or April, according Lo latitude, let the
tree-rimmer stimulate and nourish his trees
and yines with a fair supply ot ashes, and in
neatly every case he will bave a good erop of
fruit in the non-bearing year.—Scient{fic
Amdrican.
HOW TO GROW ROSES,

Msany well-informed persons appear to
think that roses are difficult 1o manage, and
will ‘'not bloom without some special or mys-
terions treatmenl not generally understood.
Now, nothing could be well further from the
truth. We believe there is really no flower
of proportionate value that can be had so eas-
ily, and with so little trouble. The rose is a

feeder, and will do well in any ordinary
ertile soil; but is, of course, improved by
thoreugh cultivation. It is alwe.ys best to
plani in beds or masses, and vot singly. The
ground should be weil spaded and pulverized
te the depth of a foot or more, :ml enriched
by digging in any fertilizing material that
may be convenient. Make the bed of any
size or shape that suits your faney; only re-
member that roses appear to best advantage
by themselves. Therefoge, make the bed
only Iarﬁe encugh for the roses you intend to
plant. If you wish other flowers, make other
beds; do not put them with the roses. Set
the plants about one fool from the edge of the
bed, and eighteen inches frow each other. In
planting make a hole large enough to allow
the roots to be spread out nicely, cover with
the soil rather deeper than they were wn,
and pack down tightly with the hand. No
water is ordinarily required, though if tke
ground is very dry, it may be best to water
thoroughly in the evening, and shade {rom
sun and wind for a day or two.

After the plants are established they need
but little attention, except that the ground
should not be allowed to bake or become
hard, but should be frequently enltivated
with hoe and rake, or other implements, so
as to keep it light and friable, as well as clear
from weeds and grass. At the approach of
winter it is a good plan to give the bed a cov-
ering of coarse manure, forest leaves, par-
tially decomposed sods, roads scrapiogs, or
any similar material that is convenient.
This serves as a slight protection, besides
inducing a strong early growth the fol-
lowing season. When dressing up the beds
in spring, all the dead shoots should be
cut off down to the live wood; be-
sides this, not much pruning is required,
except what may be necessary to kee
the plants in reasonable shape and limits. It
is best to remove all flowers as soon as they
begin to tade, as the effort to produce seeds
tends to weaken the vitality of the plant. -
This is particularly applicable to the bhybrid
perpetual class, some of which are rather shy
autumn bloomers, unless care is taken to
keep them growing vigorously during the
summer.,—T'ranseript.

Found Wanting Again.

For twenty long tedious years, the leadersof
the New Hampshire Democracy have, at their
annual conventions, in the fiercest resolutions,
denouwced the radical majority and deplored
the reckless ruin which ruled the nation.
During all those long years they have im-
plored the'people to give them a chance to
sce what they couid doj and, to leave no
doubt respeeting their purpose, they told us
annually in English more vigérous than ele-
gant, the reforms they were nursing until the
people should give them a call. What abuses
they would sweep away! What mountains
of taxation they would roll from the backs of
a prostrate people! What pure democracies
they would build up in each state, town and
schooldistriet! What local self-government
they would restore to the people! .

For a long time the country has been in
such a coidition that the people had no dis-
position to try experiments. At length
when all national questions are in the course
of sure adjustment, the people of New Hamp.
shire have yielded to their {rantic appeals and
entreaties and given the old leaders an op-
portunity to put into operation the theories
of state government that twenty years of
political irresponsibility and leisure has given
them time to perfect. They have & working
piajority in the legislature and an executive
of the same way of thinking, That body has
now been sitting four weeks, which is about
the length ot ordinary sessions, and if these
old Democratic leaders, who have acquired
such skill in resolution writing, are able to
mwake good any of their promises, the Granite
Hitate to-day would be the nearest paradise of
any sovereignty on this globe, by sheer force
of wise legislation.

What has this Democratic legislature ac-
complished? What is this Democratic legis-
atare doing? How many laws has it en-
acted for the reduction of taxes? What
nieasures has it devised to protect the eities
and towns iun their ancient rights? Alas,
nothing ot this kind has been done. We say
it with regret, for we hoped that twenty years
of penance had purged the spoil-seeking old
organization of its mercenary desires, and
that now though tainted by a bad name, it
might afford a nucleus for a real reform
party. But again in power, the Demoeratic
leaders have lost sight of their lofty resolve
and firm purpose. The Demoeratic legisla-
ture can only be called so by courtesy, as the
Democratic majority is disciplined like a
battalion of troops under a few officers, and
alopt only such measores as a central com-
mittee, not of that body, but of the party
leaders perfected at meetings held long hefore
the legislature met. This method of legisla-
tion, questionable as it is, would not be so ob-
jectionable it the leaders had not forgotten
their own resolutions and refused to stand on
their own political platforms. Instead of
perfecting new schemes of taxation, and
measures to advance the educational and in-
dustrial interests of the state, they set them-
sclves not exactly to secure representation to
minorities, but to go gerrymandering the
wards of the cities of the state so that four-
tenths of the voters when Democrats shall
elect seven-tenths ot the representatives.
7'he next step Las been to remove the Super-
jutendent of Public Institutions and a score
or two of country officers by address on no
other pretext than that they desire to fill
their places with Democrats. The proceed-
iugs of the House are characterized by the
most narrow and bitter partisanship, The
1ights of the minority have been coustantly
outraged, and no measure coming from that
side of the House has been deemed worthy of
notice, The other day the Speaker directed
the doors o be locked and under a shameless
violation of parliamentary rules, forced
through the edicts of the partisan caucus.
Another scheme under consideration,is to get
rid of the present Republican members of the
Supreme Court by changing its name and in
a few other immaterial points, altering its
organization, so that a full bench of Demo-
crats can be appointed in place of the present
beneh, a majority of which are Republicans.
Awmong the measures yet to be considered is
a bill redistricting the senatorial and coun-
selor distriets, which is said to be the most
infamous scheme of gerrymandering which
has ever been attempted in New England.
And all this is done by men who have been
prating about reform and professing to be the
champions of popular government.

The Democratic experiment is a failure so
far as there is any idea of reform connected
with it. The old party have not acquired a
particle of wisdom the past twenty years;
and as a progressive political organiza-
tion is as useless for real*reform as it was in
the days of James Buchanan. The New
Hampshire experiment settles the question.

The Currency Bill—Favorable fentures of
it—Augurics of a revival of business—ihe
Beecher-Tilton affnir—Some particulars
of the case—The convicted,Police Com-
missioners—Havemeyer’s incongruons

administration.

New Yorg, June 29, 1874

Now that the new currency bill has become a
law it is the part of wisdom to se2 what com-
mendable points there are in it. Until it had
received Executive sanction I thonght it a
matter of good faith to the public creditor to
protest earnestly against that objectionable
feature of it which provided for the sweeping
of $26,000,000 “‘cancelled” promises into the
circalating medium. That was not an act to
be passed vver lightly, for if it were unce ac-
cepted as a precedent, there is no knowing to

| what future angmentations of the floating debt

itmight pave the way. It ought to be very
distinetly understood that there must be no
more of that so1t of thing, If there is any pol-
icy to which the administration is irrevocably
pledged it is that there shall be no increase of
the national debt, In so far as this currency
bill violates that obligation, ivis indefensible.
But since we are in for it, all that caa be done
is to insist that this must be the last time,
when, on auy pretext, there shall be the small-
est departure from the rule of right, on which
alone national honor can be maintained.

The third section of the act makes amends
for the defects of the second and sixth, There-
in is a requirement of the redemption of na-
tional [eurrency at the Treasury, in legal ten-
ders, This salutary provision will serve as a
wholesome check upon the national bauks, in-
asmuch as it operates even more stringently
than the statute compelling the keeping of a re-
serve has douoe in obliging them always to hold
a considerable margin for the purpose of meet-
ing the U. 8. Treasury demaunds. It is the ap-
vlication of the old Suffolk bank system to all
the banks in the country. The people in yonr
section are familiar with its workings and can
Jjudge for themselves, to what extent it is like-
ly to compel these institutions to keep them-
nelvea"strong. Many affect to see in this plan
a decided el t of contr However
that may be, there is a principle of conserva-
tism in it, which promises good results, and it
imparts as much elasticity to the currency as a
paper basis admits of.

There has been since tho adjournment of
Congress a perceptible increase of hopefulness
as to the prospects of the business of the eoun-
try. This improved feeling is attributable large-
1y to the confidence felt in an unprecedent-
edly great harvest in tbe autumn, about which
the season has progressed far enocugh to war-
rant the most cheerful auguries. The opinion
prevails universally that there can be no severe
pressure for money for a year to come. So
many ef the great projects which absorbed cape
ital have collapsed, that the demands of bor-
rowers will necessarily be much smaller than
in former seasons, and there is now such an ac-
cumulation of unemployed funds that there is
little cause for apprehension that they will
prove inadequate fcr the mov t ot the crops
and the transaction of a healthy and remun-
eratiye trade, 3

The week has been prolifie of excitement.
The effect of the shock occasioned by Mr. Til-
ton’s extraordinary letter concerning Mr,
Beecher can bardly be overstated, In this in-
stance we have ap illustration of the adage
that “trath is stranger than fiction,” 1f Mr,
Tilton’s story had been wrought into a unovel,
it would have been pronounced a preposterous
absurdity. The essential particulars of the casa
have been known for a long time by personal
friends of the parties. The dramatic coloring
of which tbey are susceptible has been depend-
ent in a great degree on the imagimation, Mr.
Beecher, as pastor and neighbor, has enjoyed
for years a privileged intimacy with Mr, Til-
ton’s family, bas been a frequent and alway®
welcome visitor, and Mrs. Tilton, a quiet, gen-
tle, shrinking woman, with nothing about her
in the smallest degree suggestive of impurity of
thought or action, undoubtedly conceived an at-
tachment for him quite consistent with his cler-
ical ealling and her marital obligations; and sa-
voring of impropriety in the minds of those
only who have a chronic distrust of the integri-
ty of human nature. These neighborly rela-
tions were suddenly interrupted some four
years ago. Mr. Beecher ceased to visit Mr-
Tilton's house. Mi. Tilton ceased to attend
Mr. Beecher's church. Both observed a stud-
fed reticerce as to the] cause of the estrange-
ment. After 8 while there came about a Tec-
onciliation, and a renewal of friendly inter-
course, But that did not prevent an oocasion-
al covert intimation from Mr. Tilton that he
bad in his possession a letter written by Mr.
Beecher, acknowledging and expressing contri-
tion for a grave wrong done him. To a few he
confided the natare of the offense. He alleged
unothing more than that Mr, Beecher had car-
ried his gallantry toward Mrs, Tilton beyond
the restraints of apostolic decornm. Noim puta-
tion or reflection was cast upon the lady. Her
conduct was held to ba blameless and im-
peccable.  [She had simply repulsed improper
advances, with the spirit of an indignant
woman.

1t is needless to say that the tale was utterly
discredited by Mr. Beecher's friends. Besides
being inherently improbable, the illustrious
preacher has been *‘so clear in his great office,”
8o ingenuous, manly, and observant of every
rale of pastoral and personal duty, that every-
body who knew him rejected as the wildest
of fables the imputation that he had done any
ibtentional wroug,

It has been averred, however, during all
thesg/years that Mr. Tilton had in his posses
sion, the fatal letter before mentioned and
that it eontained the proof of the truth of his
allegation. And now a fragment of a letter
has been given to the public, purporting to
have been written by Mr. Beecher, but so wild
in expression, go mysterions in meaning, and
so incomprehensible from every point of view
that it is difficalt to believe that it emanated
from the pen of the greatest pulpit orator of
our age. On the theory that the lady was with-
out fault the vehemence of the self accusation
is extraordinary. If we are uncharitable
enough to assume otherwise, it is the most
singular method of seeking redress and mak-
ing reparation for such an injury ever devised
by human ingenuity. 5
There are ill-natured people who allege that
this remarkable paper was written by a third
party and that Mr. Beecher's signature to it
was obt.ined by threats of instant violence,
and subsequent exposure, There are some
who profess to have knowledge of the sabject
who declare that no such paper exists. But
in all quarters, and with one counsent, Mr,
Tilton’s course in the matter is bitterly con-
demuped. To say nothing of such a method of
taking revenge for an injury wrought—if
wrought atall—years gone by, and long sgo
condoned, the incicental inculpation of his own
wife is an offense azainst deceney,from the con-
sequences of which he will never fully recover.
Mrs. Tilton is the last woman in the world on
whom such a cruel indignity should have been
inflicted. It will wound her sensitive nature
beyoud cure. I am informed that she not only
does not sympathize with the persistent
efforts of her husband to bring reproach upon
Mr. Beecher but, that she holds him guiltless
of the wrong imputed to him,

Those Who are most familiar with all the
facts of this astounding domestic drama from
the Plymouth church stand-poi ut, represent
the case thus: Mr. Tilton, baving been in-
flamed with prejodice against his pastor by
the artful insinuations, bold falseloods and
plausible inferences of his then associate,
Bowen. who wasday by day pouring into his
atient ear, every species of calumny against
the minister in whose sanctuary they both

worshiped regularly, became as insane with

jealonsy as Othello was, and saw in every in-
noeent attention paid to his wife by her spir-
itual teacher *‘circumstances strong” in con-
firmation of his mocbid suspicions. The thing
grew on him till it amodnted to & monomania.
He raged and stormed like the leading man in
a sensationa] melodrama. An intimate friend
of his, equally theatrical in his style, shared
his confidences and stimulated his frenzy.
The two get upon Mr. Beecher, and played
high tragedy at him, urtil he lost his common
gense, if not his reason. A pistol was pointed
at his bead, and under the mad excitement
of the hour, in the apprehension of a trag-
edy and a denouement he signed the documeut
which has ever since been held in terrorem
over him, aud which the Rev. Dr. Storrs, Dr.
Buddington, and everso many other priests
and deacons of the Congregational Church
have been burning with prurient desire to

their restless anxiety to unearth this horrid
gcandal has been gratified, we shall probably
find that the gravamen of the offense com=
mitted by Mr. Beecher consists in yielding to
menace, and admitting, on the promise of si-
lence, & charge which was literally untroe,
trusting to the soothing influences of time to
restore his besiegers to reason and convince
them of the fallacy of their delusion.

Next after the Beecher-Tilton scaudal, comes
the Havemeyer-Charlick-Garduner reproach. 1t
is just thirteen months since Mayor Havemey-
er revealed himself to our astonished citizens
in his true colors by the appointwent of Char-
lick and his associstes as Commissioners of Po-
lice, Ever sincc their accession the Police
Board has been the scene of eounfusion, dissen-
sion and political mancuvering. Three of the
commissioners formed a combination and di_
vided the patronage of the city between them
in equal parts, leaving their two colleagues ount
of any participation in their counsels, Each of
the three confederates took a district, and
through his right to appoint inspectors ot elec-
tions within that boundary—acquired by like
concessions to the other two conspirators
in the respective localities farmed out to
them — wielded an influence in munic-
ipal politics of prodigious magnitude.
Their mistake was, that they did not pay the
Smallest respect to appearances. There were
certain forms of law which it was incumbeunt
on them to comply with. By neglecting this
sensible precaution they got themselves into a
difficulty which renders them ineligible nnder
their old commissions for the offices they have
held for so brief a period. They have resigued,
but the resignations amount to nothing, as the
verdict of guilty worked a forfeiture of office.
I presume Havemeyer will reappoint them.
He will do snything Charlick orders him to do.
There is a mysterious bond of union between
these two mew, and the effect of it has been as
disastrous to the city as if Charlick bad himself
been chosen to the mayoralty. Aud yet Char-
lick has for years been under such a complete
ban that he has not been able to get the small-
est local nomination from his own party. In
other words the Republicans, by allowing
themselves to be eajoled into the support of
Havemeyer, really lent themselves—albeit un-
consciously—to the boosting of Charlick into
power. :

However, it caunot be =aid that any of the
parties have profited by the deception practiced
at that time, Havemeyer is {rretrievably dis-
graced, his next friend is a convict, the Repub-
lican police commissiocer who gave color to
the report that he traded for his place with a
promise to vote for Matsell for Superintendent,
by doing that very thing with suspicious osten-
tation, goes out under a terribly dark cleud, and
it would seem as if to have been the object of
Havemeyer's preference, was in itself & blizht
s0 desolating, that no man could completely
recover from it,

The Board of Apportionment meet day by
day to fix up the financial budget, and there is
irresoncilable division between the heads of de-
partments who compose the Board, just as there
is discord in all the parts and parcels of the
anomalous municipal frame-work which ounr
eccentric chief magistrate has so clumsily con-
structed. No doubt we shall go from bad to
worse when the materials of this crazy edifice
are swept away in the next general balloting—
for we shall have then something to ery over
instead of as now a good deal to laugh at—but
it does try the patience of every man who has
any pride in the metropolis of America, to see
such goings on. It reminds one of the com-
ment of a leading statesman in reference to
national affairs last winter. He said that it
looked to him “'as if some monkeys had got on
board the Ship of Btate and were trying to
scuttle her, ou the instinct that they could es-
eape the wreck by clinging to the rigging.”

both, thrown upon the ground and the ruffians
commenced beating him in an inhuman man-
per about the head, Mr, Wood's had at the
time nearly four hundred dollars and thinking
the acquisition of this might be the intention
of his assaults, offered it to them if they would
release him, but the yroposition they heeded
not and continned with increased violence,
aiming each time at the unfortunate man’s
face. Buddenly from some unknown cause
they fled to the woods, leaving their,_ victim
ina weak, bleeding condition. The cause of
their relinquishment was no doubt fright as
Mr. Woods was then almost powerless, Mr.
Woods with great difficalty dragged himself to
the nearest honse and gave the alarm. The
wounded man was attended by Dr. Parker,
who pronouuced his inj ries serions. but not
fatal.

The Proyince of Quebee is preparing a testi-
monial to Sir Garnet Wolseley, the Ashantee
hero.

The continued rains in several portions of the
Proviuce of Manitoba have destroyed the seed
grain of the colonists, wio, discouraged, con-
template leaving the country., The Minerve
announces that the local government had ex-
pended at least $12,000 1o furnish them with
the seed required,

The Quebec Chronicle says the reports from
all sections of the upper provinces of the Do-
minion indicate that crops of all kinds are in a
promising condition, and if nothing occurs to
mar the present fa vorable aspect, the yield will
be most abundant. The lateness of the sea-

son had a bad effect on the fall wheat, a great
deal of it being winter killed, but the late
abundant rains and warmer weather have re.
assured farmers that the yield will be an avei-
age one at least. All kinds of sprin grains
are in a flourishing condition, and will be quite
up to the average. The bay crop promises well
being much in advance of what it was at this
time last season. Then the uplands were dry
and arid, and trees were, in some districts,
shedding their leaves from extreme drouth
Now. in the same districts, the grass jg rich
and luxuriant, the forest clothed with brilliant
verdure, and everything promises that the la-
bors of the husbandman will be abundantly re-
warded.

Mr. Raymond st}vs,
“If Mr. Beecher were to open his guns on Til-
ton he would sink kis ship, and really, though
he would rather let the matter drop with con-
tempt, there is now a feeling of anxiety that a
settlement shon.d come. "Whoever may saffer,
it will certainly not be Mr. Beecher. What he
means to do I do not know, but if his legal ad
visers or promineut executive members of the
church were also to advisa him to open his
mouth, I believe he might be prevailed upon to

do it.”’
A Denial from Mr. West.

A Fember of Congress Shoots his Daugh-~
ter’s Slanderer.

CisciNNATI, June 29.—A despatch dated
Tecamseh, Alabama, to-day, contains the fol-
lowing :

A year ago Geo. F. Long was forbidden by
J. H. Sloss, a member of Congress from this
district, to have any communication with his
daughter. Long was indignant and reckless]
denounced Sloss and assailed the danghter's
character, asserting that he had been on terms
of too great intimacy with her.

FIGRTING AT ESTELLA.

Marshal Concha Killed.

MADRID, Juue 29,—Degpatches were received
by the government this morning, bringing in
telligence that Marshal Concha was killed yes-
terday in an attack by the Republican troops
upon the Carlist intrenchment at Muro near
Estella. 'When the national forces learned of
the death of their cemmander, they returned
to their former positions without disorder,
leaving no trophy in the hands of the enemy.

The command of the Republican army will
now be taken by General Zaba'a, Mirister of
War. Senor Col will 1 Zabala as
Minister of War, and Sagasta will become
President of the Conneil.

Oilicial Acconnt,

MADRID, Juve 29.—Official despatches place
the loss of the national troops in the engage-
ment before Estella at 1500. Gen. Concha
after taking Aburzuza marched directly up
on Bstelle.  He found’the Carlists massed at
Muro behind embankments. A general charge
was ordered. Gen. Concha placed himself at
the head of the troops taking his position in
the centre of the first line, While advancing
rapidly with the entire line he received a baill
in the chest, fell from his horse and died al-
most the instant he tonched the ground. Gen-
eral Echague then took command and ordered
the army to retreat to Larroga and Fafalla,

A Carlist Account.,

BAYONNE, June 20,—The following account
of the recent fighting before Estella and death
of Gen. Concha, as derived from Carhstsources:
The Republicans made their first attack at the
jeft bach of river Eza Thursday, and followed
it up Friday, on the eve of which day they had
forced the Carlists from their first line of de
fences, Next day, Saturday, they attempted
to carry by assault the heights immediately
commanding Estella. In the attack they fail-
ed and were driven back in disorder. Their
retreat became a rout when Gen. Concha was
mortally wounded. Total loss of the Republi-
cans in killed, wounded and missing is 4000.
Gen, Echagues' entire division narrowly escap-
ed capture, and was saved only by the extraor-
dinary exertions of the artillery. The. assault
was during the night, uuder cover of which
the Republicans succeeded in withdrawing all
their cannon. -
