General Harrison’s Home Invaded by 
an Army of Supporters, 

Among Whom Were Nauy of the 
General’s Former Comrades. 

Nr. Blaine Sends His Congratulations 
from Scotland. 

TSpecial to the Press.] 
Augusta, Juno 26.—The Republicans of 

Augusta, this evening, joined in a grand and 
enthusiastic celebration in ratification of the 
nominations made at Chicago, and it proved 
one of the most successful political demon- 
strations ever seen in the city. The Young 
Men’s Republican Club, 200 strong, formed 
on Water street at 8 o’clock, President Frank 
E. Southard in command, and a platoon of 
police and St. Joseph’s band leading. They 
marched up Hines’s Hill to the residence of 
Hon. E. C. Burleigh, where a great throng 
had gathered. In response to a serenade 
from the band and the shouts of the people, 
Mr. Biiateigh appeared and spoke as follows: 

Fellow Republicans:—I thank you sincere- 
ly for this call, and rejoice with you most 
heartily upon the gratifying results which 
have been reached by our friends at tbe Chi- 
cago Convention. The nomination of Harri- 
son and Morton means the triumph of the 
Republican party in the present political 
contest. T'hey are good and true men in ev- 
ery respect, of national reputation, and have 
been selected as the representatives of the 
party by one of the grandest conventions 
that fiVFr nssHmhlwl nnnn thia nnntinpnt 
They represent all that is good and true in 
American politics, and stand upon a plat- 
form that appeals alike to the intelligence 
and patriotism of the people, and to all who 
believe in the good results of a protective 
tariff and in the great principles for which 
the Republican party has lived and fought. 
They will be supported by a thoroughly 
united and an enthusiastic party. 

Tim campaign has opened most auspicious- 
ly, and the omens of a splendid victory are 
with us. We shall soon welcome home from 
his visit to foreign lands the great leader of 
leaders, who, we believe, in declining a re- 
nomiuation, which undoubtedly would have 
been tendered him unanimously, has refused 
the presidency of this great republic.

He turned, and his 
daughters leaned forward as if they antici- 
pated very special news. As Mr. Blaine 
looked at me inquiringly, I called out:

Mr. Blaine smiled aud bowed aud said in a 
sound, hearty voice “It is a good nomina- 
tion.” 

He then turned to continue showing Mrs. 
Carnegie the features of this great palatial 
ruin. Mr. Carnegie appeared for a time to 
be perfectly stupefied. He was the only one 
who showed any disappointment. He burst 
out with cheers when Harrison’s name was 
mentioned as victor, but there was no heart- 
iness in them.

The E ridel Trip Around the World. 
[Bath Times. Monday.] 

On Wednesday last John O. Patten and 
wife of this city sailed from Japan for San 
Francisco in the steamer City of New Yoak, 
this being the last of a series of journeys 
which make up a complete circuit of the 
globe. 

On June 4, 1887, the great trip was begun, 
the first stopping place being Gibraltar. 
Thence a course was taken leisurely through 
Spain into French territory until Paris was 
reached. The visit at this capital was short 
and our travellers soon found their way to 
Switzerland, where they lingered for some 
time. 

Down among the lovely Italian lakes they 
wandered, aud at last took up their abode In 
beautiful Vepice. But soon these famous 
isles were left behind, the Mediterranean 
crossed, and the historic region of the Nile 
brought before their eyes.They lingered here 
at Cairo, then passed through the great canal 
sailed down the Ked Sea to the Gulf of Aden 
into the Italian ocean to the island of Cey- 
lon. But no place held them long. Soon 
they were sailing up the Bay of Bengal and 
fonnd Calcutta In the winter months. Their 
stay in India was particularly pleasant, 
there being many things about the country 
and its people to interest these American 
tourists. 

China came next. From the great 
commercial port of Hong Kong up through 
this vast eastern land the little band 
travelled, and finally reached the empire of 
Japan. 

Such in rough outline has been the course 
pursued by Mr. and Mrs. J. O. Patten in 
their journey around the world.

LEARNING IN THE WHITE HOUSE. 

Crover Tells How Little He Knew 
Four Years Ago, 

And What He Thinks He Has Found 
Out Since Then, 

The President’s Reply to the Com* 
mittee of Notification. 

Washington, June 26.—The notification 
committee, accompanied by the members of 
the National Democratic Committee and the 
Columbia Democratic Club of the District of 
Columbia, met at the Arlington Hotel at 
1.30 p. in., and forming into pairs, marched 
to the White House. They were ushered 
into the East room and ranged themselves 
in a circle in the south end of the room. 
Palms filled all windows and alcoves in that 
portion of the room and potted plants decor- 
ated the mantels. The President was noti- 
fied of their arrival and descended to the 
east room accompanied by Mrs. Cleveland, 
Kev. William N. Cleveland, the President's 
brother and wife of Port Huron, N. Y.; 
Mrs. W. E. Hoyt, the President’s sister, of 
Fayetteville, N. Y., Mr. and Mrs. Lamont, 
and W. S. Bissoll of Buffalo, all of whom 
were present at the notification of his first 
nomination. There were also present Mr. 
Bayard, Mr. aDd Mrs. Fairchild. Mr. and Mrs. Whitney, Mrs. Endicott, Mrs. Vilas. Mr. and Mrs. Dickinson, lleujamln Folsom 
and speaker Carlisle. Their approach was 
the signal for a general dapping of hands 
on the part of the visitors, and as soon as the 
party had taken their places. Gen. Collins 
stepped forward and addressed the Presi- 
dent as follows: 

Mr. Cleveland: 
We come as a committee, authorized and 

instructed by the National Democratic con- 
vention recently held at St. Louis, to con- 
vey the formal notice of its action in naming 
you for the office of President of the United 
"’fates during the next four years. It would 
ill become the occasion of your presence to 

Press at length the full meaning and sig- nificance of that great assembly. Its ex- 
pression will be found and heard elsewhere 
and otherwise from now until that day in 
November when this free and intelligent people will record their approval of your great services as chief magistrate. We beg to congratulate you upon this hearty and 
unanimous endorsment of your course as 
President by the great historic party to 
which all the days of your manhood you have belonged and to congratulate the 
country upon the assured continnnnre nf 
your wise, just^ind patriotic administration. 

Upon concluding Mr. Collins introduced Charles D. Jacobs of Kentucky, who read 
the following letter of notification: 
_ Washington, June 26.M 
to the Hon. IIrover Cleveland of Hew York: 

Sir—The delegates to the National Democratic 
Convention, representing every State and Terri- 
tory of our Union, having assembled In the city ol St. Louis, on June S, Inst., (or the purpose ot 
nominating candidates (or the offlce ol President 
and Vice President ot the United States, It has 
became the honorable and pleasing duty o( this 
committee to formally announce to you that 
without ballot, you were, by acclamation, chosen 
as the standard bearer of the Democratic party for the chief execut!veshlp-®( this country at the 
election to be held In November next. (Ireat as 
Is such a distinction, under any circumstance, It 
Is more flattering and profound when It Is remem- 
bered that you have beeu selected as your own 
successor to an offlce. the duties of which, always 
onerous, have been rendered ot an extraordlna 
rlly sensitive, difficult and delleate nature be- 
cause ol a change o( political parties and methods 
after 24 years o( uninterrupted domination. 
This exaltation Is, If possible, added to by the 
fact that the declaration of principles, based upon 
yaur last annual message to the Congress of tn* 
United States relating to tariff reduction, and the 
diminution of the expenses of the government throw down a direct and defiant challenge for an 
exacting scrutiny of the administration of the 
executive power which (our years ago was com 
mltted In trust to the care of Urover Cleve- 
land, President of the United States, aod for a 
most searching Inquiry concerning Its fidelity and 
devotion to the pledges which then Invited the 
suffrages of the people. An engrossed copy of 
that platform, adopted without a dissenting 
vulce, is herewith tendered to you. In couveylng, sir, to you the responsible (rust which has been 
confided to them, the committee beg, Individually and collectively, to express the great pleasure they have felt at the results attending the nation- 
al convention ot the Democratic party and to of- 
fer you the best wishes for official and personal 
success and happiness. 

The letter is signed by all the members of 
the committee. 

The President’s Reply. 
President Cleveland replied as follows: 
“I cannot bnt be profoundly impressed 

when 1 see about me the messengers of the 
national democracy bearing its summons to 
duty. The political party to which 1 owe 
allegiance, both honors and commands me- 
lt places in my hand its proud standard, and 
bids me bear it high at the front in the battle 
which it wages, bravely, because conscious 
of right; confidently, because its trust Is in 
the people, and soberly, because it compre- hends the obligations which success im- 
poses. The message which you bring awak- 
ens within me the liveliest sense of peisonal gratitude and the satisfaction and honor 
which you tender me, is, in itself, so great 
that there might well be no room for any 
other sentiment. Yet I cannot rid myself of 
grave and serious thoughts when 1 remember 
that party supremacy is not alone Involved 
in the conflict which presses upon us, but 
tbat we struggle to secure and save the 
cherished Institutions, welfare and happi- 
ness of a nation ot free men. Familiarity with the great office which I hold has but 
added to my apprehension of its sacred 
character and the consecration demanded of 
him who assumes its immense responsibili- 
ties. It is the resposltory of the people's will 
and power. Within its vision should be the 
protection and welfare of the humblest cit- 
izen, and, with a quick ear, it should catch 
from the remotest corner of the land the plea 
of tlie people for justice and for right. For 
the sake of the people, he who holds this 
office of theirs should resist every encroach- 
ment upon its legitimate functions, auil for 
the sake of the integrity and usefulness 
of the office, it should be kept near to the 
people and be administered in full sympathy with their wants and needs. This occasiun 
reminds me most vividly of the scene when, 
four years ago, I received a message from my 
party similar to that which ysu now deliver. 
With all that has passed since that day. 1 
can truly say that the feeling of awe with 
which 1 heard the summons then, is intensi- 
fied many fold when it is repeated now. 
Four years ago I knew that our chief execu- 
tive offices, if not carefully guarded, might 
drift little by little away from the people 
to whom it belonged and become a perver- 
sion of all it ought to be, but I did not know 
bow much of its moorings had already loos- 
ensed. 1 knew four years ago how well de- 
vised were the principles of true Democracy 
for the successful operation of a government 
oy me people aim ior me people, out uiu 
not know tiow absolutely necessary their ap- 
plication then was for the restoration to the 
people of their safety and prosperity. I 
knew then that abuses and extravagances 
had crept into the management of public af- 
fairs but I did not know their numerous 
(onus nor the tenacity of their grasp. I 
knew then something of the bitterness of 

Eartisan obstruction, but I did not know 
itter, how reckless, bow shameless it could 

be. I knew, too, that the American people 
were patriotic aod just, but did not know 
how grandly they loved their country nor 
how noble and generous they were. I 
shall not dwell upon the acts and policy of 
the administration now drawing to its close, 
its record is open to every citizen of the 
land. And yet, 1 will not be denied the 
privilege of asserting at this time that, in the 
sxereise of the functions of the high trust 
:odtided to me, 1 have yielded obedience 
mly to the constitution and the solemn 
obligation of iny oath of office. I have doue 
those things which in the light of the under- 
itandiug Uod has given me, seemed most 
conducive to the welfare my countrymen 
md the promotion of good government. 1 
would not, if 1 could, for myself nor for you 
ivotd a single consequence of the fair inter- 
pretation of my course. It but remaius for 
ne to say to you, and through you to the 
Democracy of the nation, that I accept the 
nomination with which they have honored 
ne and that I will, in due time, signify such 
icceptance in the usual formal manner.’' 

The President’s remarks were made in an 
:arnest, emphatic manner and were frequent- 
y Interrupted by applause. This closed the 
ipeech-maklug and then all present pro- 
seeded to tlie State dining room and partook 
if light refreshments. Afterwards the com- 
nittee became guests of the Columbia Club 
tnd were driven about the city.

The paternity of one of the performers

In male line, contribute 
twelve, and three of the other sires repre- 
sented have the blood of HambletonlaE in 
the female line.

PERSONAL AND PECULIAR.

A surprising thing has happened in Asia, 
and it Is not a new advance of Russia.—if In- 
deed such an advance could any longer be a 

surprise. The shah of shahs has issued an 
edict commanding bis subjects to go in for 
railways, canals, good highways and internal 
improvements generally. It would be more 
to the purpose of the Persian monarch to 
set the example by utilizing the town treas- 
ury. But it is a great thing that his blazing highness has been led to recognize occidental 
ideas to this extent. It recalls the time 
when Persia was a mighty kingdom, and 
ruled the great part of western Asia. The 
move is attributed to English Influence, and 
the czar will probably admonish his Persian 
brother that it won’t do. 

There is not one person in one hundred 
who has any Idea of the speed of a train. A 
large per cent, of even the regular train men 
of the country cannot tell with any degree of 
accuracy how fast a train ia running. The 
majority of engineers use their driving 
wheel as a gauge. They know its circum- 
ference, and by counting its revolutions 
within a certain time can tell very accurately 
the speed at which they are running. An- 
other method is to time the run between 
mileposts, and still another is to make calcu- 
lations from the number of telegraph poles 
passed In a certain time. These poles, in a 
level country ami where four or five wires 
are used ure spaced so that they are thirty to 
the mile. If only a single wire is used they 
are spared ftoni twenty-five to twenty-eight 
to the mile. The most accurate method, and 
the one most in use by experienced railroad 
men, is to count the number of rail joints 
the train passes over in twenty seconds. 
The rails in nearly all cases are thirty feet 
in length, and the number passed over in 
twenty seconds Is the speed per hour a train 
Is running. For instance, if a passenger 
sitting iu a sleeper can count thirty clicks of 
the wheels on a rail joint in twenty seconds 
the train is running at the rate of thirty 
miles an hour.

That prophecy 
would be much more inspiring to the Democ-

prophet stood higher. Rut it has made so 

many prophecies which have been nullified 
by the event that nobody pays any more at- 
tention to its political predictions than to 
Wiggins’s meteorological prophecies. For 
twenty years past the Argus has Invariably 
predicted every four years the election of 
the Democratic Presidential candidate.

that the war is over and our expenses have 
been so reduced that all the money annu- 

ally collected is not needed, the logical thing 
to do is to discontinue the direct taxes, which 
are harder to collect and are more seriously 
felt than the indirect revenue derived 
through the custom houses. Besides the re- 

peal of the internal revenue taxes is more 
certain to reduce the surplus than amend- 
ment of the tariff. A reduction of custom 
house duties may reduce the revenue or it 
may increase it—it is quite as likely to do 
the latter as the former. But a repeal of 
the internal taxes is certain to reduce it by 
the amount of those taxes. 

In the July number of the Forum Senator 
Edmunds presents to the public an able and 
interesting review of the political situation. 
Among the other topics of which he speaks 
are the pretentions of the Democratic party 
concerning civil service reform. The 
hypocrisy of the Cleveland plan of managing 
the civil service has been pretty thoroughly 
understood for some time; but Senator Ed- 
munds, speaking from the experience of long 
years of public service, adds an arraign- 
ment of tremendous force. “It may be safe- 

ly asserted,” he says, "that there has not 
been, since the foundation of the govern- 
ment, a more sweeping and persistent and 

political removal of citizens holding miuor 
offices and employments than under the 
present administration. At first it was 

done, in some degree, under the representa- 
tion that the officers in question had been 
guilty of undue political activity or 

misconduct in office or inefficiency, these 
accusations being supported by affidavita 
made in secret and kept secret in the posses- 
sion of the President or the departments. 
In most instances they were grossly untrue, 
and in some perjured, and the officers ac- 

cused were denied all knowledge and inspec- 
tion of the charges and all means of defense. 
The authors of the misrepresentations and 
perjury, having accomplished their purpose, 
were screened from criminal prosecution and 

public contempt, while their helpless victims 
*■ 

were expelled from office under a profession 
of reform in the civil service. And instead 

v of the holders of the public office being com- 

pelled to refrain from the work of ‘practi- 
cal politics,’ and interference in nominations 
and elections, it has come tft be 
notorious that Democratic office hold- 
ers are the controlling manipulators of 
primaries and of conventions. The prom- 
ised reform of the civil service, and the 
promised prevention of office holders under- 
taking to run political parties, have been de- 
liberately and systeinmatically repudiated.” 
This weighty arraignment comes just at the 
time when certain Independent voters and 
newspapers are affecting to believe that in 
Cleveland lies the hope of the future of the 
country. And they do this in face of the 
fact that no Democratic statesman of repute 
will venture to call in question Senator Ed- 
inunds’s statements. The frankest of them 
will no doubt unbiushiugly admit them. 

Central Africa is as prolific in marvelous 
stories as iu fevers and huge beasts. This is 
one of the reasons that make the situation 
of an explorei the subject of so many alarms 
and fears. At the time when there is so 

much uncertainty aboutStauley, there comes 

up from the Equatorial Province, along the 
Nile to Khartoum, and thence to the English

terious ‘‘white pasha” has made his appear- 
ance in the Equatorial regions with a large 
force of men. This story has given rise to 
much speculation In England, and not a few 
are ready to jump at the conclusion that 
Gordon really escaped from Khartoum and 
that now, by his wonderful influence around 
the headwaters of the Nile, is making his 

powers felt. Others think that Edmund 
O’Donovan, a famous and brave war corres- 

pondent who is believed to have perished 
early in the revolt of the mahdi, Is the mys- 
terious white man. Another explanation is 
that Stanley has joined Emin Bey, and that 
together they are setting things to rights in 
the Southern provinces. This Is the most 
plausible theory, and one which the people 
of the civilized world will be glad to credit 
in the absence of any better news from 
Stanley. But after all the story of the 
“white pasha” sounds very much like a fish 

story._
