4PRUDENCE PALFREY. By T.B. Aldrich, Boston;

EJ. B.Osgood & Co. For sale by Balley & Noyes.
Mbost readers have become familiar wilh

this story through the medium of the At-

lantic Monthly, where it appeared serially.

Mr. Alirich’s artistic grace, cleverness of

construction and finish of style are more

French than English, and are a revelation in

our literature, In that ¢harming ereation,

“Marjorie Daw’’ he took the reading world

by storm, and by the present work he will

hold the conquest. Prudence Pallrey nar-
rowly escapes being a prose poem; and the
escape is due to that rascal, Dillingham,
who ought to have no place in the book,

The author might bave written a New Eng-

land idyl, and he has chosen rather to con-

struct a clever story. He has sacrificed
art to the fancied need of a startling plot.

The objection In the mind of the reader is

not so much to the improbability of Dilling-

ham, as to the error of ailowing him to in-
trude into such company. He is out of tone
with the book. He is like the old definition

of dirt, “matter misplaced.” The man 15

an uncommonly skarp raseal, well individual-

ized and sharply drawn, but he belongs to a

story of deteclive experience, and not to a

chronicle of the sleepy old town of Ports-

mouth.

Bating Dillingbam and his deviltry, the
book is a delightful one, and abounds in epi-
grammatic sentences which stick to the
memory like cockle shells to an ulster over-
coat. Witness these: Proe says of Dilling-
ham “he is very handsome, and seems Lo be
unconscious that he is conscious of it.” Dil-
lingham says, “There are two things I can-
not do; I cannot endure a cold breaklast and
I never can get down early to a warm one."”
Of the Boston blue blood it is said, “I have
encountered two or three young gentlemen
in tha capital of Mas:achusetts who seem to
think that they were killed at the battle of
Bunker Hill.” Perhaps the pleasantest por-
tions of the book are those that treat of Riy-
ermouth (which we a'l now know to be
Portsmouth) and its sceuery.

PHANTASMION. A Famry Tane. By Sara Col-
eridge.

Despite
his name, Beauchamp Russell, he is a clever
voung felow, kampered a little by family tra-
ditions, and doing his best to save the dwind-
ling remains of a onee powerful estate. The
scene of the tale is in Kentucky, and tke
time thirly yearsago. The state of Kentucky
society at that time is strikingly, and appar-
ently faithfully painted. It is natural and
life-like, and aceords with traditional ae-
counts, good evidence as regards its fidelity.
One of those [amily feuds so cormmon in the
state plays an important part in the story.
The hero is wronged by his enemies, the
Wyndhams, and despoiled by perjury and
otherwise of a great portion of his heredit-
ary estates; but in the end the Kussell comes
to his own again. The story is a good one,
and in some portions®quite dramatic. The
characters are well delineated and original.
In fact, the novel is much above the ordinary
run.

OLp Axp NEW for July is an unusually
good number, According to the wont for
four years the current number is devoted
more especially to questions of edoeation.

Our Natal Day.

Few nations like our own can fix the date
of their birth, and none can so surely note the
growth they have achieved. Ninety-eight
years ago Lhirteen feeble coloniea—mere hand-
iuls of people skirting the Atlantic ecoast—
declared their independence of the mightiest
power on the globe, and threw dowg before
it the gauntlet of war. The world looked on
with astonishment. In ninety-eight years
thirteen colonies, numbering three million
inhabitants, have expanded into thirty-seven
sovereignties, with a population ot forty mil-
lions, and a narrow strip of territory along
the Atlantic has been extended until our do-
main is measured by a continent. In every
direction, the material growth of the nation
is a marvel. The youngest of nationalities,
we are surpassed by none in all those intel-
lectual and moral qualities which are the real
sources of national greatness,

There is every reason, then, why this day
should be observed, not only as a holiday but
as a day of natioual thavksgiving. It should
be remembered, too, that all we enjoy is the
price of the toil, privation and suifering of
not only the fathers of the Republic, but of
our own brothers, and that it is our duty to
Jjealously guard the priceless heritage which
has been commiited to our hands. While,
therefore, we engage in the usual festivities
of the day, let us not fail to recall the lessons
of duty and patriotism which the occasion
inspires,

It seems that Mr. Dunuell, who has been
well known in Maine, and is now representa-
tive to Congress from Minnesota, is in the
midst of a little unpleasantness. Mr, Dun-
neil is by profession a politician and, conse-
qaently, don’t care to leave Congress at pres-
ent, In 1873 he was so injudicious (that’s the
way it is put) as not to oppose squarely the
salary steal. Im fact bhe rather favored it, and
when the bill providing for it was passed, tel-
egraphed his workmen at home to go to haul-
ing sand for the new house. And now that
election day is coming around, his conslitu-
ents are looking into his record and they have
unearthed official correspondence which goes
to show that Mr. Dunnell procured the
change of his name from among those not
voling Lo those voting against the bill by go-
ing to the foreman of the office and insisting
that it was a mistake. The record of the
Ulerk of the House shows that he did not
vote,and in the pamphlet edition of the Globe
the correction has been made to corre%pand
with the facts, It midst be very disagreeable
for Mr. Dunnell, very.\

Tuag champions ol expansion in the North-
wesl must be coming to the eonelusion that
they have mistaken the popular sentiment of
the pecple of that section on this subject, or
clse the voters are coming to regard the mat-
tér from a wiser stand-point. The Republican
convention of Illinois refused to endorse the
sebemes of Gen. Logan, that of Indiana drew
the currency resolution so mildly that it
means inflation or anything else, and now the
Republicans of Iowa declare for a currency
based upon specie resumption. Probably
these gentlemen got their inflation’ mania
from the panic, which was not over when they
left their homes for Washington, Thé people
recovered as soon as the worst of the panic
passed away—a fact that the congressmen
did nol recognize.

It appears that the Inman line is to adopt
the ocean track used so long by the Cunard
company, and it is probable that other lines
will follow the lead of the Inman, The adop-
tion of this definite track will go far to pre-
vent eollisions,—though of course it will not
entirely do away with them—and with cer-
tain other dangers of asea passage. It is
now seriously proposed that in all cases two
stzamers shall leave port together and keep
company across the Atlantie, so that if one
meets with a mishap the other can come to
the rescue, Steamship men say that the plan
is practicable,

IN New York the citizens are deliberating
in regard to the organization of ananti-dog
paity., The platform to be adopted is very
gimple, and consists of but two planks,—the
first demanding the extermination of the ca-
nine race, and the second ealling for a sup-
pression of that class of literature in which
the dog is highly Jlauded as the friend
of man. The new party has a flattering
prospect of sweeping the state; but it is
thought that it will not nominate a new can-
didate for governor this fall, choosing rather,
to reserve its energies for a national conflict
in 1876.

CANADA is agitating Itseil over the subject
of a vational flag. The majority of the peo-
ple appear desirous to retain the “glorious
old flag” with some slight change to dis-
tinguish it in maritime use from the emblem
of the mother country. Others want an
entirely new banner. Why not adopt the
Canada thistle as an emblem with some
prudish motto like “touch me not 2’ ;

A GRANITE obelisk is to be raised to the
memory of the heroic General Lyon in La-
fayette park, St. Lounis. The suggestion
came from President Grant, who said that a
monument of tie design mentioned would
be most appropriate, as the fallen hero was a
solid, firm man, from the granite state.

TaE curse ot a bad name was signally illus-
trated in St. Louis the other day. A msn
stepped info the health office in that eity,
with a broken ncse, nine teeth knocked out,
one side of his face entirely out of line with
the other, and four ribs smashed.

Anniversary of Western Normal School.

The beautifal village of Farmington, on a
plain by Sandy River, embowered jn trees,with
fine hill views on the horizon, is a veritable
seat of the muses. [t abounds in literary in-
stitutions, promivent among which is the
Western State Normal School, occupy.ng the
grounds of the old Farmington Academy of
time honored memory, The anniversary ex-
ercises of this year were of unusual interest on
accougi of the decennial celebration, and large
numbers of the alumni assembled from near
and far. The Trustees of the Normal Schools
and the Governor and Council were in  attend-
ance,representing the state, and many teachers
and educational men were among the visitors;
80 that the streets of Farmington presented a
very busy sight during the two days of the ex-
erciszs,

On Wednesday the examination of classes
was made under the supervision of the trus-
tees. The studeuts in geueral appeared- very
well and evinced careful and thorough prepar-
ation. The model school, composed of a supe-
rior class of boys and girls from the village
who are trained by Miss Kilbreth, one of the
Normal school teachers, with the assistance
and for the edification of the embryo teachers,
attracted much avteution.  The examination
was diversified by teaching exercises, select
readings and music—the lauter furnisbed in
part by Miss Luce, au admirable pianist,and in
part by Prof. Allen, the music teacher of the
school,

In the evening a lecture was given ander ihe
auspices of the Alumui Association at the Old
South Church by Rev, Dr. Hill of Portland.
Dr. Hill treated of the order of studies which
should be followed, especially in primary in-
struction, holding that they should observe the
natural order of mental development, viz:
perception, imagination, reason, The lecture
was copiously illustrated and enforced by
statements of experiments made under the
speaker’s personal supervision, showing the
great practical usefuluess of his system. 1t
wis directly pertinent to thes'purposes and
studies of his auditors and was listened to with
marked attention, It was good seed sown ina
fertile soil prepared for its reception. After
the lecture a reunion of the alumni was held
at Normal Hall, at which the strawberries and
ice cream were followed by bLriel speeches from
the Governor and several other geutlemen, and
by the infinite chatter which paturally results
fromn the coming together of a large party of
old school friends.

On Thursday morning the skiss were heavy
with clonds which dispensed abunpdant rain,
and the day and night following were eold, wet
and uncomforiable. In the morning the an-
nual. meeting of trustees was held. all being
present, aud the board was organized by the
choice of Gov. Dingley for President, 8. T,
Pullen for Secretary, and Warren Jobnson for
Treasurer, The vote of the former meeling,
providing for three terms at the Western Nor
mal School, was re-considered, and the system
remainsws hitherto. A model school at Castine
was authorized aud a committee appointed to
investigate the subjectof an advancea course
and to make a full report atthe next meeting.
The teachers for the next year were elected ns
follows: C.C. Rounds, Principal; Roliston
Woodbury, Assistant Principal; aod Miss
Jennie M. Hayden, Miss C, F. Allen, Mr. J.
W. Stetson, Miss Etta Kilbreth and Mr.
Charles A. Allen, Assistants, The employ*
ment of an Assistant Principal for the school
at Castine was committed to the charge of the
Governor and Messrs, Johnson and Dresser.
The decennial ex>reises proper also occurred
in the forenoon at Normal Hall, consisting of a
business meeting for organization, a history ol
the ten years of the school's existence, by
Messrs. Kelsey,the first principal of the school,
Rounds, Woodbury and others, and a paper on
“The Relations of Free High Schools to Nor-
mal Schools,” by F. E. C. Robbius of the class
of 72,

In the afternoon, at 3 o’clock, Normal Hall
was deusely crowded with the friends of the
gradaaies, and others interesied in the school,
who came to witness the graduation. The
room was elaborately and elegantly decorated
with flowers, and the blackboard adorned with
devices aud mottoes, showing taste, skill and
industry on the part of the young ladies of the
school. The programme was as follows:

Miss Bates, Miss Thorne, Miss Giddings and
Miss Townsend merited specially favorable men-
tion for the excellence of their compositions
and the originality and force of their propo-
sitions. The class was presented to the trusiees
by Prof. Rounds in fitting wordg, and Gov.
Dingley, for the trustces, presented the diplo-
mas with happy and appropriate remarks of
congratulation, encouragement aud counsel.
Dr, Hill also spoke to them kindly and wisely,
a8 he always does. The exercises were plentl-
fully interspersed with music. In the evening
the graduating class gave a reception in Normal
Hall, which was fully attended and was a sea-
son of much social enjoyment,

The appearance of the school in all parts
indicates a large quantity of good, hard, con-
scientious labor on the part of teachers and
pupils, and the work there performed is hav-
ing a potent influence in the advavcement and
clevation of our educational system. The state
has good reason to take pride in and to cherish
its Normal Schools, which are counstantly im-
proving, and which propose to be second to
none.

AN IntERESTING DEcisioxn.—The Supreme
Judicial Coure sitting in Bangor, rendered a
decision on Tuesday in the case of Brewer
Brick Co. vs. Brewer, involving the validity of
a tax assessed by the defendant upon the plain-
tiff’s manufacturing establishment. The plain-
tiffs claim that their property was exempt from
faxation ander the provisions of the general
law of the State, which exempts manufactur-
ing establishments to a certamn extent fora
term not exceeding ten years, provided the
town shall, in a legal manuer, assent to such
exemptivn. The defendants claimed that the
statute is unconstitativoal, and hence the tax
was properly assessed. They further conteud-
ed that the plaintiffs were not as brick-makers
within the purview of the vote passed by the
town. Ou both grounds the court are with the
defendants, Upon the question of constitu.
tionalily, the court reiterate the conclusions ar-
rived at in the Jay case, as well asin the sub.
sequent case of the Boston loan bill in Massa-
chusetts, that incidental benefits to the public
derived from the investment of capital in pri-
vate enterprises, afford no justificacion for par-
tial taxation, and benece towns aud citivs bave
no power 1o raise money by taxation to give
away or to patronize or lean to such enterprises
—aud any efforts made to that end are void
and illegal.  Exemption from taxation the
court regard as equivalent to a gift of the same
amount to the party exempted, and bence
(-qu;uly obnoxious to the principle involved.
The court, how ever. recognize the docirine that
the lemsiature bas the right to pass general
laws of exemrtion. but those laws must be un
iform upon all subjects of the same class over
the entire state. But the legisizture carfnot
delegate the power to others, nor enact laws
partiad in their operation. The statute in ques-
tion is obnoxious to both these objections, it be-
ing left to each municipality t aceept or re-
ject the provisions within its own limits, The
Court, therefore, decide the law in question to
be unconstitutional, the tax assessed to be
therefore legal and the plaintifi’s action of
course not sustained.

_Judge Cutting dissented on the main ques-
tion, but concurred in the result upon the other
points in the case.

Because of the accumulation of er-
rors and  falsehoods, silence is no longer per
migsable.  Persons have pretended to nuder-
stand from previous declarations that I placed
the royal power above the law add dreamed of
unhearld of governmental combinations, based
apon ahszolute and arbitrary ideas.

The Freuch christian movarchy is a limited
monarchy in its very essence it borrows noth-
ing from governments of the fortune which
prumise bonndless prosperity.

The Brussels Congress,

Loxpox, July 3.—Iu the House of Lords to-
night the Earl of Denleigh s#ked whether Eng-
ind was to be represented ‘o the Brossels Con-
gress. He said the papers relating thereto had
an underhand appearance. The programme of
the so-called Universal Society indicated that it

wag nrimarily designed to promote humanity,
particularly in relation to the treatment of

prisoners of war. Tt now appeared the Empe-
ror fathered the whole affair, The prograume
contained articles of dealing with every conin-
gency of war, Some of tue proposed artcles
might crippre naval ae wun,

The Earl of Derby, Seeretary of State for
the Foreign Department, replied thag the feel-
ing of aueasiness was not an opportudty to
suy something tddispel it.  The Briust gov-
ervment had deferred ils answer to theinvita-
tion to participale in the Congress untilthe lat-
est hour. 1t had given no particular enmurage
ment o the project, but as all the greitt Euro-
pean powers had consented to take pirt in the
Congress which aimed at the mitigaton of suf-
fertug, it was thonght that an absolite and un-
conditional refusal would be liable o misre re
scntation, and the government hal, therefore,
decided to acecept the ipvitatio, stlpulating
that England was not to be requred to discuss
rules of luternational law govem the rela-
tions of belligerents, or undertage Any new en-
gagement in regard to general principles.  The
seope of the Congress did not inciute matters
relating to maratime warfare Englaod would
uob send a representative waless sne was dis
tinctly assured on these pounts, and especially
oo the last.  In any cas ber representative
would not be empowered to consent to the
adoption of auy new ruks.  He would simply
watch and report the proceedings, the govern-
ment reserving full liberty of action.

Spanish Tonnage Dues,

Capiz, July 3 —The customs authorities are
exacting tonnags dues of two pesetas (20 cents)
per ton, upon vessels clearing {Hr Ameriea, and
ong peseto per tou on all sailing for European
ports. No warning was given that these duoes
would be iniposed, other than the vecree issued
in the officia’ Gazette.
