AUGUSTA, June 28.—The Maine delegates
to the Chicago convention returned home
this morning. They left Chicago Monday
night, having been furnished by the Wagner
Company with the special car *“‘Scotland,”
which accomnpanied them through to Boston.
Your reporter ealled upon Mr. Manley, one
of the delegates-at-large, and from him ob-
tained the following account of the conven-
tion, which will be of interest. Mr. Manley
said: *‘The Maine delegation had a very
difficult task to perform. We were present
at the convention to prevent, not to secure
Mr. Blaine’s nomination. Mr. Elaine had by
letter urged his friends from Maine to see to
it that his Paris letter was strictly observed.

IN MEMORY OF JUDGE WORDING.

Ricker Classical Institute’s Elegant

New Bullding Dedicated.
Mrs. Wording's Benevolence and the

Life Which Prompted It.

Distinguished Alumni Meet in the
Malls of Bowdoin.

[Special to the Press.]

Hourrox, June 28.—This has been a
memorable day in Houlton. The beautiful
edifice, erected for Ricker Classical Institute
by Mrs. Catherine L. Wording in memory of
her deceased husband, the late Judge W. E.
Wording, was dedicated with appropriate
services. Judge Wording, who died in
Fargo, Dakota, Jan. 22, 1886, was a native of
Castine, where he was born in 1812. Desirous
of obtaining a collegiate edusation, with no
relative or rich patron to ald him, he made
his way to Waterville College, overcame
bravely the obstacles which he encountered
through a lack of pecuniary means, and was
graduated with honor in 1836, For a while
after his graduation he was engaged In
teaching ; then he entered upon the practice
of law; for successive terms he was judge of
probate for the county of Racine, Wis., after
that he was made United States tax commis-
sioner in South Carolina. Since then his
home has been in Wisconsin, His life was
one of unspotted integrity, and when he
died no stain rested upon the name which
he had so long worthily borne.

Judge Wording never forgot the struggles
through which he passed in obtaining an
education, especlally in the preparatory
partof his course. It was becamse of this,
doubtless, that Mrs. Wording has erected
this beautiful memorial for Ricker Classical
Institute, one of the endowed preparatory
schools connected with Colby University;
“the mother,” Judge Wording was wont to
say, “to whom I owe all that 1 am.”

Mrs. Wording's gift of $30,000 for the
erection of this memorial was accepted by
the trustees of Colby University at the com-
mencement at Waterville in 1886, and a com-
mittee, consisting of Hon. Moses Glddings,
Rev. J. Ricker, D. D, and Hon. E. F. Webb
representing the University and Hon. A. A,
Burleigh and Hon. C, . Tenney, represent-
ing Houlton Academy, since called Ricker
Classical Institute in recognition of Dr.
Ricker's gifts and services, was appointed.
The members of this committee have ful-
filled the task assigned to them with rare

"good judgment, and Wording Hall erected

under their supervision, is one of the most
tasteful and convenient buildings for aca-
demic purposes in the State.

The architect of Wording Hall was Mr.
John Calvin Stevens of Portland. The
building is built of brick with free stone
trimmings. On the first floor are two main
school rooms, a lib and reading roo
mathematical room, ¢ room, teachers
room, dressing rooms and princlgal's office.
This story is 13 feet high. A broad and
ample stairway leads tothe second floor,
whera the chemical room, and other class
rooms are located. On this floor, over the
main school rooms, is a large assembly hall,
with a seating capacity of 500. This hall is
finished up into the roof, showing the truss-
work of hard pine, and has a raised plat-
form at one end, and a small lnllary at the
other end, entered from the third floor. The
roof is high enough to admit of furnishing in
the front end three | well lighted rooms
to be used for classes H painting, drawing
and music, and also for a natural history
collection. The building Is finished through-
out with natural woods. In the basement
are the steam boiler for heating, coal cellars,
water closets, ete. ; also two large rooms for
gymnastic exercises. But direct and indirect
systems of ventilation are employed. All

the study rooms are nmmfed with ample
light coming from the left side. The exter-
ior of the building is simple but well pro-
portioned and exceedingly tasteful. he
main entrance on Military street is through
a low, broad arch, over which is a tablet
with the following inseription :

On the right of this arch a tower, octagonal
in form, grows out of the building, crowned
with a belfry, the openings of which are so
arranged that they may be closed with glass,
and the room used asan astronomical ob-
servatory. On the east side is an entrance
from High street through a brick porch,
with granite steps and platform. The whole
forms one of the best arranged school build-
ings in the State of Maine.

We celebrate aglad and grateful event.
Wording Hall stands complete in stately
beauty, and we dedicate it to its high and
holy purposes—to God and humanity. We
take profound interest in this occasion
because of our conviction of the great
worth of the academy. This thought under-
lies our exultation and comes fitly to expres-
sion.

The worth of means lies wholly in their
end. This building has no intrinsic value.
It exists for the Institute, This Institute,
like every other institution, is but an instru-
ment, and exists for something beyond itself.
Even the culture that it aims to give is
worthless save as it issues inthe genuine
manhood and womanhood of those who
receive it. Manhood, the perfection, of the
spirit's life, Is not a link in the chain of in-

strumentality, but that for which the chain

is made. Bullding, academy, and culture, all

are for the sake of manhood, and from man-
they receive their dignity and glory.

We meet as Christian educators, and so

agree that only Christian manhood is genu-

ine. Of this manhood the ideal stands real-

ized in the Founder of Christianity. The
school aims distinctively at the development
of powers, and so it finds its aimin the de-

veloped manhood of Christ. We analyze
our conscious life and his in two ways.
the one we have a higher and a lower na-
ture, powers and activities that rise one
above the other in rank asa kind of hier-
archy. Inthe other we have powers and ac-
tivities that are ual and co-ordlnht:
(]

We speak of body, soul and nr‘I:lt, of a
which is physical, and secu and moral
and religions. We also say: “I know,”

“] feel,” “I will.” Inthe former language
we note gradation, in the latter co-ordina-
tion. Sodo we analyze one and the same
tree, now finto branches, trunk and root;
again into bark, and sap-wood and heart.

Christ is the school’s ideal aim accord-
ing to each view. In himself and in
others he gave to the body Its rights
and sought for it soundness and full
development, so juatilylnﬁ and  de-
manding physical culture. He was also in
the best sense “‘a man of the world,” pro-
foundly in sympathy with all ﬁenulm secu-
lar interests, a promoter of “the life that
now is,"” and so frowns upon an educa-
tion that separates and segregates from
the life of the times and from the
march of progress in business, or
music, orart. But his life erowned itself
in all }mi{. moral and religions fuliness and
beauty. It was rich in the activities that
were of rlght supreme and regnant. Emi-
nently unchristian is the system of culture
which ignores man’s moral and religions na-
ture, his kinship with God, and takes him
along his course with eyes forever averted
from the skies. .

By the second anpalysis the standard for
the schools is given in the development of

Christ's powers of intelligence, sensi-
bility and will. The school trains
its pupil to clear, exact and sys-

systematic thought and expression, and In-
structs as it educates, else it would not give
a product to correspond to the mind of him
wﬂusa every casual remark was as a flash of
lightning in the night's blackness, and whose
sustained discourse as the shining of the sun
in his sl.reuﬁl.h.

But mere intellectualism is as cold, though
as beautiful, as sunlight reflected from
Arctic jce-fields. With head there must be
heart; with light, heat; with thought, sensi-
bility and sentiment.

If such is the aim and such the value of
our system of liberal culture, we must -
nize all this as belonging to the mdcmy-—-&
this emy and building—for the
academy, founded by private beneficence,
under definite religious control, Is essent
in the system. In New England for at least
a thousand years to come no state system of
university or preparatory school can dis-

our voluntary system, or even if it
could, it would be a disaster. For only the
smallest fraction of our youth can the pub-
lic high school give its training. And even
when it does its best, it lacks and must lack
the elements that give the most potent charm
and the greatest value to the culture of the
ideal academy. It must forever lack the
lﬁt‘mosphare of moral, religious and home

e,

And so, with praise and prayer, we dedi-
cate to its high Christian mission this goodly
structure. e doit in the name of her,
here present to-day, who has erected it in
loyal love to Christ and to her husband,
Eone before her to the skies. It fitly. bears

is name and hers. This, her gift of faith,
the Master will receive and bless. May it
incite others to like good deeds and may the
blessing of Almighty God ever rest alike
upon her and upon this beloved academy.

WHALES AND WHALERS.

Reminiscenses of a Business Now
Almost Extinct.

Schools of Whales Once on the Coast
of New England.

Portland’s Early and Unsuccessful
Ventures in Whaling.

[Hon. William Goold.]

The pursuit and capture of whales for
their oil and bone, has been a precarious and
hazardous business pursued by New England-
ers on their coast since the first settlement,
and by Old Englanders before. The first
whaleman who wrote of his experience on
this coast was Capt. John Smith, an English-
man. He eame to Monhegan in 1614 with a
ship fitted to take whales, and If that failed,
fish and furs were their refuge. In his nar-
rative Smith says: “We found this whale
fishery a costly conclusion; we saw many,
and spent much time in chasing them, but
could not kill any; they being a kind of
jubartes as we expected.” The Greenland,
or finbacked whale, a common species of
our coast, the books say is the longest ani~
mal in creation, sometimes succeeding 100
feet in length.

The New England colonies embarked in
the whale fishery at an early period. In 1600
and for fifty vears later, it was pursued in
boats from the shore. Douglasssays that at
the middle of the last century the shores of
Cape Cod were strewn with the bones of the
whale. At thattime the whales began to
grow scarce on the coast and the fishermen
followed them in larger vessels. The first
sperm whale was ecaptured by a Nantucket
vessel in 1712, The first whale-ship was
despatched to the Pacifie In 1791

The harpooning of whales and the killing
of them with lances would seem to be the
height of daring. Years ago an old whale-

man given to talk was sure todraw an andi-
ence to hear of his feats and escapes. The
late Capt. Wm. Cammett had at his com-
mand a fund of these entertaining stories,
which he well knew how to repeat. Ona
ship under his command was an old whale-
man doing duty as a seaman. The captain
sald that when the old tar was at the wheel
in the night, he sought excuse and opportu-
nity slyly to draw his stories from him, keep-
ing his own eye on the compass so that the
ship should not get off her course. One of
these.yarns now comes to my mind. The old
tar said that ina whale ship in which he

was serving was the captain's brother-in-
law, who had shipped with the express res-
ervation that he should act as ship-keeper
and not after whales, being an arcant
coward. One day a school of w were
sighted. Sowe of the men were sick, and
the ughlnmsnxlouﬂomboﬂs enough
to get two whales. After much uasion
the ship-k r consented to take a sick
man’s tho or once.

About sixty-five years ago, two whales
drove a school of some kind of small fish—
wubah mackerel, In from sea, and fol-

wed them closely nearly up to Tukey’s
tn'idﬁ‘,l feeding on them as they went until

the went through the bridge at migh
water. The whales remained below, at_the |
junction of the k Cove, and the Pre-

sumpscot currents, having the little fish se-
cmpw feed upon at their leisure; the whales
remained on free exhibition for a day or two,
until they ate the fish all uﬁ and went to sea
after another fare. The hill and the bridge
were points for observation to view the
evolutions of the monsters. Sometimes
they chased the mackerel iuto shoal water,
when they appeared to roll off to a channe
where they could use their agropellen—-nul.
the rotary kind, but fully as effective.

In June, 1841, two whales were in the
vicinity of Cape Elizabeth for a week.
Capt. Jewett of the steamer Huntress which
was then running outside between Boston
and the Kennebec invariably looked them
up on every passage, and so advertised,
the whales evidently considering them-
salves a licensed show, and bound to fill
Capt. Jewett's en ments.

n 1833 or about tgn year, the West Indles
trade of the town had run down to a small

re and business erally was dull.
erchants looked round for new currents of
commerce. The whaling business was pur-
susd with success by the merchants of Nan-
tucket, New Bedford and most other shore
towns of Massachusetts. Every little har-
bor began to look round for a suitable ship
tor a whaler. While coming from Boston in
the stage I recollect seeing one fitting out at
Saugus bridge, and 1 wondered how they
would get her out. Wiscasset had its whale
ship. Portland merchants consulted about
the matter and concluded to form a company
and try their luck with one ship first. lﬁ'bks
were opened and $150,000 subscribed. The
company was organized with these officers:
Agents, Thomas Chadwick, Charles M.
Davis; Directors, George Bartol, N. F.
Deering, George Warren ; secretary, Wm. H.

OO,

The ship Science of Newburyport, was
purchased. She was a cotton freighter of
about 500 tons, for which they paid $18,000.
She was rather old, but a sound ship.
Capt. Whippy from some whaling port, was
employed to command ber. All her fittings
came from Massachusetts ports. There was
a desire to man the ;ht:p (except where
skilled hanids were indispfusable) with Port-
land men and boys. 1 recollect now two
oung men of the crew—Walter Boyd and

ward A. Boyd, sobs of Joseph C. Boyd,
the first State treasurer of Maine. They
have long been residents of St. Paul, Minne-
sota. Edward was a physician. He died at
his post within a week. I had writ-
ten to him and his brother for facts
concerning his first and only voyage. The
ship salled for the Pacific and was gone
three years. The voyage was not a success.

On the return of the ship, the affairs of the
“Portland Whale Fishing Company’ were
settled up, some changes made in the com-
pany and the Science was despatched on a
second voyage, but with no better success,
The ship was sold at auetion to Capt. Wm.
Merrill and Capt. Caleb Adams. The new
comers took out the ship's mizzen mast, re-
plwlni it with thatof a bark. The ship
sailed for Mobile under the command of
Capt. Adams, one of her owners. She went
in to her old business of freighting cotton,
taking a cargo to leergool.

When the whaling business was at its
height, in about 1830, a l'f,ﬁ part of the
able-bodied men of Cape Cod, were then, or
had been previously, employed in some ca-
pacity on board of & whale ship from their
own fhrnsl.nble. or some of the other whal-
ing ports. Ata court in Barnstable county,
where Daniel Webster was engaged in a ma-
rine, the appearance of the entrance to the
harbor of Owyhee, Sandwich Islands, was
involved. In his charge to the jury the
Judge went on to describe from the, testi-
mony the harbor's entrance.

YESTERDAYS DOINGS IN CONGRESS

———

Provision Made for Extending the
Appropriations Thirty Days,

Senator Hawley Pleads for Big Cuns
for Coast Defence.

While the House Again Wrestles
With the Mills 8ill.

WaAsHINGTON, June 28.—In the Senate to-
day, the joint resolution extending for thirty
days the appropriations for the current fiscal
year, where the regular appropriation bills
are not passed befcre June 30th, was pre-
sented and referred to the committee on ap-
propriations.

The Senate then took up the army appro-
priation bill. Amendments appropriating
£600,000 for cannon carriages and projectiles,
and increased [acilities for their manufae-
ture, experiments in means of protecting
torpedo lines, ete., all the materials to be of
American manufactare, were agreed to.

Senator Hawley offered an amendment to
insert an additional section appropriating
$750,000 for an arm):lgun factory at Water-
viiet Arsenal, West Troy, N. Y. 85,000,000
for the purchase of steel for high power
coast defence guns, of 10 and 12-ineh calibre ;
£500,000 for the purclmse of sub-marine
mines, cable galleries, and appliance to oper-
ate such marine mines, and $100,000
for the purchase of su rine
controllable torpedoes and torpede boats.
Senator Hawley addressed the Senate as to
the importance necessity of the amend-
ment which heoffered by direction of the
committes on military affairs. He made the
broad statement, he said, that a nation of
more than sixty millions of people conld not
resist a first class ship from China, Japan,
Chili, or any European nation. Any of the
great ports of the country was open to ecap-
ture by a portion of the navy of any nation.
Ships of war could go past any of our forts
A luvr on our cities. There was not in the
possession of the arm)y on our coast a single
modern bullt rifle gun, but only guns that
killed more friends than enemies. He asked
for adoption of amendments so that there
might be a oning of the manufacture of
proper guns for coast fortifications. The
American government could not argue with
any foreign governmenu without having
wmethlnﬁ behind it The foreign govern~
ment would laugh at the American govern-
ment with a tremendous argument in [ts fist,
but nothing behind it.

Senator Morgan also advoeated amend-
ments. If the United States had such an
establishment as the Krupp gun factory in
Germany, its moral wer would be lm-
mensely added to. The moral power of the
American government was not equivalent to
its population and resources. The govern-
ment should show foreign nations that it was
prepared to use [ts resources immediately,
whenever occaslon might demand.

Without acting on the bill or amendments,
the Senate adjourned until tomorrow.

Patching Up the Milis Biil.

In the House today Mr. Blount of Geor-
gla, waselested speaker pro tem during the
temporary absence of Speaker Carlise. The
House went into committee of the whole on
the tariff bill. Mr. Baker of New York,
moved to strike from the free list vegetables
in their nataral state or in salt or brine, not
specially enumerated or provided for. Mr.
Brewer of Michigan, supported the motlon
and T. H. B. Browne of Virginia, opposed
it.

Mr. Mills said the duty on potatoes was
specifically provided in another portion of
the bill. He tlueried where the Republicans
would be willing to reduce taxation.

Mr. Brumm of Pennsylvania, suggested
tha{ were ready to reduce internal taxes.

“Yes,” replled Mr. Mills, “you want free
whiskey. We go with you to the country on
that question. We demand reduction on
those things which eater into consumption
as necessaries and demand that the taxes re-
maln oi whiskey.

* J. D. Taylor of Ohio, repudiated the
statement that the Republican party was in
favor of free whiskey. The Republicans
favored abolishing internal taxes becaunse
they believed the system was unwise. Under
the circumstances, = man who would eoldly,
assert that the Hepublican mrtj‘ was in fav-
or of free whiskey, might eveloped ac-
cording to the Darwinian theory for count-
less eycles of times without mounting intel-
lectually to the position of a brevet ass.
[hﬂu hier and applause on the HRepubliean
alde.

Debate continued for some time. Mr.
Spinola of New York, sald the gentleman
from Ohio (Mr. Taylor) bad made a sort of
temperance lecture and attempted to refute
the suggestion that the Republicans of the
country, through their convention, had de-
clared themselves in favor of free whtskeir.
A party should be judged by its acts and it
was stated In a newspaper that 51,200 extra
barrels of beer had been consumed in Chi-
cago during the sessions. [Laughter.] That
was & pretty strong Elu:e of prima  facle evi-
dence that the Republicans were in favor of
free rum.

Mr. Reed of Maine, thought the gentleman
from Texas did not mean to be belleved
when he said the Republican party was for
free whiskey because the gentleman knew
there would not be encugh Democrats left
to make up an electoral ticket in hall the
States in the Unlon if they had cunfidence
In his statement. The gentleman, il
he had read the Chieago platlorm, knew his
statement was one of those assertions which
were worthy of the dignit of the
stump and not of the position of chairman
of the committee on ways and means of the

ouse,

After further discussion Mr. Baker's mo~
tion was defeated and the committee rose.

On motion of Mr. Randall a joint resolu-
tion was passed extending 30 days from
June 30th the provisions of existing appro-
priation laws in case the pending appropria-
tion bills are not passed before the end of;the
fiscal year. Hecurring again to the text of
the tariff bill, Mr. Mills rrewnlﬂi the com-
wnittes amendments placing on the free list
German looking glass plates, blown and sil-
vered, and striking out plums and prunes,
which were adopted.

Mr. Buchanan of New Jersey moved to
st ike out chieory root, acorns and dandelion
root, calling them frauds incarnate. He said
they were used to adulterate coffee, and thaeir
importation should not be encouraged. The
motion was defeated, as was one to strike
out cocoa, and another to strike out figs.

Mr. Bynum of Indiana moved to strike
out pulwr paper maker's use.

Mr. Farqubhar of New York offered an

Its record is chiefly distinguished
for its broken promises to the eivil service
reformers, whom it beguiled into the Demo-
cratic camp by means of loud professions of
devotion to their cause on the partof its
head. The country in the face of Mr. Cleve-
land ante-election promises, has seen a clean
sweep of the office holders, not for the bene-
fit of the service, but simply to make places
for elamorous Democratic henchmen. One
of themost important branches of the public
service—the railway mail service—has been
demoralized so badly as to call out repeated
protests from all parts of the country, and
no branch of the service has been improved.
There has been a complete surrender to the
spoilsmen, and what is worse, for months
past the President has been using the offices
to compass his own nomination. Having
painted vividly in his inaugural address the
evils of a second term, and spoken words on
the subject which were tantamount to- and
were g0 construed by the country—a promise
on his part not to seek orto accept a re-
nomination, we find Mr, Cleveland not only
accepting without any protest whatever the
thing he practically said he would not aceept,
and could notv accept without detriment to
the eouniry, but also using the patronage
of the government to bring about the
tender of it. There is nothing in sucha
record as that to excite admiration., Had
Mr. Blaine aceepted a nomination from the
Republican convention in the face of his
letters the Demoeratic papers would never
have tired of denouncing him for duplicity.
But Mr. Cleveland's acceptance in the face
of his public utterance on the evils of a see-
ond term calls forth no rebuke. On the con-
trary they point with pride to a record In
which this duplicity forms a prominent fea-
ture and recommend the man who has made
it for re-election. Strewn all along the path-
way of Mr. Cleveland’s administration are
broken promises. But the Democracy have
tarned theireyes from them and concen-
trated their goze upon Mr. Cleveland’s free
trade message which they consider the very
high water mark of statesmanship and
which in their eyes cures all his defeects,
now that he has turned over to them with-
out reserve the offices.

Effects of Mental Overwork-
[Lancet.)

Some Interesting, though uot novel, obser-
vations on the symptoms of mental fatigue
were discussed at a recent meeting of the
dnthropological Society., The result of
these investigations goes to prove that
weariness of mind, the result of work, like
other forms of exhaustion, is recognizable
under the two different though related as-
pects of irritability and incapacity, Fur-
ther careful inquiry into the same subject
would probably show that here, as else-
where, the former of these conditions is in-
troductory to the latter, and is the natural
sequel of that e of apparently successful
overaction which is seen when an organ stliil
fully capable is unduly stimulated.

The observations referred to were culled
from a series of reports by school-teachers,
and included details of their own sensations
as well as of the children under their care.
The signs of mental irritability were appar-
ent in nleel)lasmesa and nervous laughter:
of fatigue, in sleepiness and incapacity for
task work. Lolling, yawning, and a languid

manner told that the will was fi ng.
Headache s sted overstrain in study com-
bined with defective ventilation, an -

haps a too sparing diet; while some eurious
facts bearing on the causation of color-blind-
ness and somnambulism were also noted,
Thus, in one case the blue color perception
was for atime obliterated, and the sufferer
from this defect found herself painting ivy
leaves a hﬂﬁht orange; while in anothera
student, having retired to rest on the eve of
an examination, awoke at his desk to find
that he had been busily engaged in drawing
humorous cartoons relating to a former con-
versation. Here we have an instance of
cerebral irritation due to overwork, which
suggests a somewhat eclose conpection be-
tween dreaming and somnambulism, and
affords a clue to the physiology of the latter
condition,

Overwork, both mentally and bodily, is at
once the most general and the least regarded
form of illness to which we are liable in the
Pmaent n‘ge. Do what we may, it is next to

mpossible to escape from it; but there is, at
all events, a certain satisfaction in he‘ug
able to recognize its features. We must not
forget, however, that it is also to a consider-
able extent a preventable evil, and it is cer-
tainly & matter for satisfaction that this fact
is not ignored by the reforming party in the
Legislature. Its treatment in individual
cases requires chiefly that due attention be
paid to the two great essentials of timely
rest and wholesome diet. Work, however
irksome, may, it is fenernllr allowed, be
undertaken on'a very liberal scale, if only it
is not too continuous, but is broken by
timely and adequate intervals of rest. The
value of a plain and liberal dietary is hardly
less, and we may take it as a maxim for the
times that, so long as appetite and sleep are
unimpaired, there is no dangerous de of
overwork, and conversely, that a failure in
either of these respects should be regarded
as a Wminﬁi signal, to which attention

should be pald by relieving the strain of
exertion.

Colored Society In Washington.

- [New York Herald,

More than 50 colored men hold good pay-
ing positions in the classified service in the
executive departments at Washington.
These people do the same work and draw
the same pay that white clerks do in their
respective grades. The salaries drawn by

these 50 clerks mnfe from $900 to $1,600 a
year. In the third auditor's office, one
young colored man is paid £1,600, two are
%aid 1,400 each, andtwo more $1,200 each.

he colored men are esteemed goo& workers.
These clerks form no inconsiderable part of
the more exclusive Washington colored so-
ciety, Associated with them are a nuomber
of colored lawyers, physicians, college pro-
fessors and retired thﬁ keepers. octors
Purvis and Shadd, the two surgeons in
charge of the Freedman’s hospital and their
wivesare among the more prominent mem-
bers of this social set, which includes also
the families of the Wormley, the celebrated
hotel proprietor ; ex-Congressman Lynch, of
Mississippl ; ex-Senator and Register of the
Treasury, Blanche K. Bruce, James F. Cook
for many years tax collector for the District;
Fred Douglass and others. Probably a hun-
dred members of the little eoterie are finan-
cially well to do. Mr. Cook, for instance, is
possessed of a fortune estimated at  8300,000 :
the Wormleys are worth as much more. Fred
Douglass pays taxes on $200,000 worth of
good city property, and the others wvalue
their possessions at from $65,000 to §50,000 a
plece. They live in many cases in fashion-
able neighborhoods. Their houses are well
furnished and the children receive at the
Howard University, and less pretentious in-
stitutions of learning,educational advantages
as good as those to be obtained by their
white bretheren, The ladies entertain their
friends with a dignity and good breeding
that would shame many of their white neigh-
bors. Altogether the rich colored residents
of Washington euﬂu}r life tlulte as well per-
haps as any who live within its precinets.
The aﬁgreggte wealth of the colored Wash-
ingtonians is estimated at not less than £5,-
000,000. Many of these persons bought
homes & quarter of a century ago in the
northwestern part of the city, which was
then a dreary waste of common. Of late
years this bas become a fashionable quarter
of Washington, and the advance in property
has been so great as to make hundreds of the
colored property owners moderately wealthy.
In most cases, however, their intellectunl de-
velopment has not kept pace with thelr ma-
terial prosperity. Thelr new found wealth,
which, if they were whites, would open every
door in Washington to them, gives them no
social advantages among the more exclusive
of their own race. In this respect the culti-
vated colored citizen teaches his white broth-
er a useful lesson in social reform. His as.
soelates must be men of equal moral and in-
tellectual cultivation with himself, and
money will not compensate for these deficien-
cies, us it seems to in all the more advanced
white centres of fashion.

IDOLATRY IN NEW YORK.

The Home of Joss, the Chinese
Deity of the Atlantic Seaboard.

[New York Times.]

It didn't matter whether a Chinaman went
to Sunday school the other morning, or
whether he finished his week’'s washing and
aroused the latent energy of his eustomer by
the insinunation, **No tickee, no washee.” He
went all the same to Pell street and looked
upon Joss in his new quarters. Joss had re-
cently removed from 18 Mott street and held
his first reception yesterday. *“Take sup
tea,” remarked one of his devotees to a re-
porter. The latter drank the sacred bever-
age, and was in entire accord with venerable
Joss. He is a good old fellow, and showed
his yellow teeth benignly from behind his
bower of paper flowers. His followers say
he deserves a “bully housee.” He has cer-
tainly got it.

Some time ago it was decided to pull down
18 Mott street, and there was consternation
among the Lung-Gee-Tong. Joss, their be-

loved Joss, would be soon without a home.
But, after much skirmishing with the Italian
settlers of Pell street, the devout found an
old warehouse and at once rented it. Then
they proceeded to make it worthy of its ten-
ant. Paint and serubbing brushes did won-
ders. Even the lofts they did not intend to
oecupy the Chinamen cleansed and made as
lilies of the field. In order to get as near the
zenith of the heavens as they could, they
chose the top floor as an abode for the object
of their adoration. Tom Lee, the progress-
ive, decided there was no reason why this
room should not be the rendezvous for the
elect, and by a vote of the Lung-Gee-Tong it
became so. The abode of Joss was to bea
clubroom, lodge of the Abura-Mazda-Jehova,

. A. M., ns well as the meeting place of
what would correspond in English to the
Ancient Order of Free and Enlightened
Laundrymen. This resolved upon, the Chi-
naman went to work with & will, and the
rooms which were opened yesterday were
the result.

The house of Joss is reached by a narrow
but neatly oil-clothed flight of stairs. The
temple is what might be termed rocoeo in
decoration, there being ecolors numberin
more than the raindrop ever thought of.
011 eloth covers the floor, and from the ceil-
ing hang elaborately-carved lanterns,
prayer sheets, offerings of indestroctible
nature, one of them being, it is said, a bag of
chewing gum. Ranged around the walls are
teak stools, also beautifully carved, and sep-
arated from each other by small tables, re-
sembling pedestals, also profusely decorated.
The windows are hall hidden with lace cur-
tains, and the south wind blows directl
across the temple into the spreading nostrils
of the mighty Joss. 1t is the holy of holies,
which gives the keynote to the room. Itis
the same old Joss of 18 Molt-street, the only
difference baingein his visiting cards’ new
address. But before him are arranged the
utensils of his worship. Upon siiver stan-
dards are the emblems of his power, con-
spicuonsly ugly being the dragon. Big bou-
quets of paper flowers, which are upheld b
silver holders, and pink eandles, half burned,
stand on either side. Small receptacles be-
tween the insignia of power hold ;:.r':{yer
sticks and bits of paper which are sacred to
the devil, malnlf because when strewn they
cause his Satanic Majesty so much bother in
picking them up that he loses sight of his
original object. These implements of wor-
sm&m upon a richly carved table, covered
with an embroidered cloth. rters who
have been more inquisitive and tried to
ascertain the material of which Joss is com-
gosad have returned to their subsequent

uties broken alike in body and mind. He
is simply announced by the believersas a
Chinese puzzle. At the rear of the tem-
pleis a kitchen where worshipers of a
charitable turn of mind deposit chickens
for Joss. The fowls are not of the bonﬁlng
house variety, the high priest being ol
and his teeth having been unlty recentl
filled. All day yesterday a pot of tea an
cllalpa stood on a table to the left of Joss, and
all those who came were served. From the
roof of the building floated aecrimson silk
ﬂn% ng the rising sun and the legend
“Abura-Mazda-Jehova,” the sacred name of
the temple and of the Masonic order. From
sunrise until midnight there was a constant
stream of Chinamen going to and from the
temple, but neo more were inat once than
eould be comfortably seated.

The new quarters of Joss is the meeting
place of all Chinamen ulon& the Atlantic
seaboard, Joss being the o Eydeity of his
peculiar qualities east of San cisco. He
was brought, together with his environ-
mlents. all th?dwa lImm the c’fﬁmﬁld Emi
pire at a considerable expense, e lodge o

ese !i‘rem:mu;mmE| who are as exclusive of

the uninitiated as their Caucasian brethren,
meets every Sunday night and worships Joss
with a deal of insense and snapping of fin-
ers. The company which controls the

aundry business in this State, also meets
there and apportions out districts for the
shops. 1t never permits competition among
its members, It may be noticed that no two
Chinese laundry shops are close together.
There is always a sufficient population about
each to keep it going on a good paying basis.
Every week this company meets in the Joss
house and transacts business, adjusts differ-
ences, and maps out new districts. When-
ever a laundryman dies a meeting is held to
determine the shipment of his body to China,
for it would never do for a reputable man to
lie dead away from his ancestors. The
Sixth Precinet includes what is known as
the Chinese quarter, and the police believe
they have about 750 Chinamen within their
jurisdiction. CaEt. MecCullagh says thely are
exceedingly quiet, and are so peaceable in
comparison with other nationalities in his
Eurdinnshi p that he wishes he had more of

The factory, when com-
pleted, will employ one hundred hands, It
is possible that Massachusetts parties will
erect a shoe factory in the town.

Mr. J. L. Bradish of this city has in his
possession a badge worn by the Young Men's
Whig Club in the Harrison campaign of 1840,
It is two inches wide and six long and made
of white silk. On it is printed a picture of
Bunker Hill Monument and the inseription :
