Civil Service Classification.

The President has issued an executive or-
der extending*the classification of the eiyil
service, and it went into effect this morning.

The order provides that the officers, clerks
and other employes of the executive depart-
ments, shall be arranged in the following
classes:

Class A—All persons® receiving an annual
salary of less than 375’0,'% & compensation
at the rate of less than annum.

Class B—All persons receiving an annual
salary of $720 or more or & compension at
the rate of $720 or more, but less than £540
per annum.

Class C—All persons recelving an annual
salary of Or more, or a compensation at
the rate of $840 or more, but less than $900

per annum.

Class D—AIll persons receiving an annual
sa of $900, or a compensation at the rate
of or more, butless than £1,000 per-
annum,

Class E—AlIl persons receiving an annual
salaru of $1000, or more, or a compensation
at the rate of 81000 or more, but than
$1200 per annuam.

Class 1—All persons receiving an annual
salary of $1200 or more, or a compensation of
£1200 or more, but less than $1400,

Class 2—All persons receiving a salary of
$1400, or more, or a compensation of §1400,
or more, but less than $1600,

Class 3—All persons receiving a salary of
£1600, or more, or a compensation of $1600 or
more, but less than $1800.

Class 4—All persons receiving an annual
sal of §1800, or more, or a compensation
of & but less than £2000,

Class 5—All persons receiving a salary of
W more, or compensation at the rate
of ormore, It is proyided that no
person who m‘? be appointed to an office by,
and with the adviee of the Senate, and that
no person who may be employed merely as a
mwr. laborer, workman, or watchman
(not including auﬁ persons who may be de-
signated as a skilled laborer, or workman)
shall be considered as within this classifica-
tion, and no person so employed, shall with»
out examination under the civll service rules,
be assigned to elerieal duty.

It is also ordered that no person shall be
admitted into any place not excepted from
examination by the civil serviee rules in any
of the classes above designated until he shall
have passed an qﬁproprm.e examination pre-
pareci by the United States civil service
commission, and his elegibility has been cer-
tified by said commission.

NEW ENCLAND CROPS.

The Outlook In the Southern and
Western Districts.

SPRINGFIELD, Mass., July 1,—The Re-
publican will print in  the morning reports
from over 100 correspondents of the erop pros
pects in western New Engiand, including
Western Massachusetts, Northern Connecti-
cut and the Southern Districts in New
Hampshire and Vermont.

High prices for potatoes proved a
great temptation to farmers and a large in-
crease in acreage is being noted everywhere,
and, if wet weather does not bring the rot
and bugs can be kept away, l)otal.uaa will be
plenty and cheap this fall, Indications
point to a fair crop of fruit. Apples will be
comparatively scarce.

EVIDENCE FOR STAIN,

Results of the Trip of the Attorneys
to Massachusetts.

AvausTA, July 1.—Leslie C. Cornish, Esq,
returned home today from Massachusetts
where with Attorney General Baker, County
Attorney Appleton and Lewis A. Barker,
Esq., depositions have been taken for the
motion for a new trial for Stain and Crom-
well. On Friday the affidavits of the two
sons of Wheeler, the Medfield livery stable
keeper, who 1t was alleged, let the horses,

that their father never owned such horses,
and to the best of their recollection, Stain
never hired any horses of him in the summer
of 1877. The deposition of B. C. Sanborn
was also taken in which he deseribed his
trip to Maine in November, 1877, with a
horse and two seated wagon.

Chas. Ware, in Charlestown State prison
for horse stealing, deposed that in the sum-
mer and fall of 1877 he was in Waterville
and frequently saw Chas. Stain there. All
the testimony will be presented at the hear-
ing before Judge Peters, next Thursday,
and a cloud of witnesses giving new evi-
dence will be in attendance from various
parts of the State.

The Case of the Knight.

PERSONAL AND PECULIAR.

The death of the Hon. Rowland Gibson
Hazzard at Peace Dale, R. 1., removes one of
the most prominent and useful citizens of
that commonwealth, after his lifewcrk was

finished. He was in his eighty-seventh year.
He belonged to one of the historie families
of New Enpgland, born in an old mansion
where his grandfather resided. He with his
brother built up the extensive manufacturing
business at Peace Dale, and he was at the
head of the house when, because of his anti-
slavery sentiments, the slave-drivers of the
South established a “boyecott’ on his goods.
(They did not use this name, but the prineiple
was the same.) He rompl.lé' l‘:a\re: up his
Southern trade, but did not modify his senti-
ments in relation to slavery, And through
life he was an earnest fighter against what-
ever he regarded as wrong, securing at one
time the hatred of raiiroad corporations as
vindictive as that of the slave-ewners, He
was an active supg}rter of the Union during
the war., He wrote many essays of a philo-
sophical and economic character, which
were held in hlﬁln esteem by some of the
best scholars of the world.

A curious phrase employed by Col. Inger-
soll in his speech at Chieago Iast week has
brought down upon him the wrath of the
Democratic erities, who charge him with
conrseness and vulgarity. He referred to

the leaders of the Democracy as *‘dog-fen-
nell” candidates. The phrase is not indical
tive of compliment, and the colonel’s crities
were right, perhaps, in resenting it if the
interpreted its significance from its sound,
In reality the orator used a strong figure of
speech. He recalls by his words a curlons
bit of Western rhilulugly. In waf time when
the noxious Knights of the Golden Circle
were extremely active in doing all they
could to oppose the progress of the Union
arms, the members of the order out in I1i-
nois were compelled to hold thelr meetings
in the fields where dog-fennel grew in pro-
fusion.

It was the “cgg)gerhaad"
idea which Col. Ingersoll intended to bring
out by his revival of the old phrase.

THE BLUE AND THE GREY UNITED,

On the Rockbound Hills of the Bat-
tlefield of Gettysburg.

Soldiers of the North Clasp Hands
With Men of the South.

Ceneral Longstreet’s Vivid Descrip-
tion of the Creat Conflict.

GETTYSBURG, Pa,, June 1.—The sun shone
brightly on the battlefield today. All last
night the streets were erowded with visitors,
some seeking lodgings and others cut for a
good time, All today trains have been ar-
riving until the streets are filled with a mass
of humanity. Boarding and lodging are at
the highest possible premium. At 10.30 the
veterans formed and escorted by the Frank-
fort band, marched to the National Ceme-
tery and through this to the vine-clad ros-
trum where the religious services were held,
The service was unusually impressive.
When Chaplain Sayers finished his sermon,
more than a thousand voices joined In sing-
ing “America.”

In the evening the usual dress parade was
observed. Immediately after the parade a
sacred song service was held and the band
gave the usual evening concert. The camp
presents a charming appearance tonight with
its numerous electric lights illuminating it
and little knots of veterans gathered befere
each tent discussing the great conflict and
the part they played in it

The road from the town to P. Reynoids’
farm was crowded at 2 p. m. with carriages
and pedestrians on the way to witness the
exercises of the First Corps. Justas the
strains of the band leading the procession of
prominent meén who were to take part in the
exercises were heard coming over from
Seminary Hill, the platform, which was
crowded, gave way with a crash and drop,
to the ground. The fall was but two feet
and no one was injured.

By the time order had been restored, the
procession was entarlngh the wouds and the
cannon of the U, 8. Light Batm%thnndeml
forth a salute to Gov. Beaver. Bishop Pat-
ten opened the exercises with an eloguent
Sm{ﬁr and then Major E. J. Halstead, presi-

ent of the association of the First rga
introduced Gov. James A. Beaver, who
delivered an address of welcome. Ex-Gov.
John C. Robinson, of New York, resting on
his crutches, responded in behalf of the
carps.

When Major Halstead mentioned the
name of Longstreet, the General was given
arousing reception. Hesaid: *1 was not
in time to witness any part of the engage-
ment of the first day of Gettysburg but am
pleased to be here in time to witness these
ceremonies and express the sympathy that
should go cut from all hearts tomm who
know how to appreciate the econduct of
soldiers who offer their lives on the altar of
their country, and who may better
attest the bravery of the defenders
of Gottysburg than those who breasted
the measure of battle nﬁ_:lns: them
and who could more foreibly realize that it
was their beroism that grasped the eulminat-
ing moment and resolved to resist the ad-
vanclt;ﬁ column with afirmness that was

ustified by the strong ;zmund upon which
ortune cast their lives Amidst the for-
midable surroundings of these rock bound
slopes and hights, reinforced by balls of lead
and iron and ribs of steel and American
valor, the gauge of battle was pitehed and
here the great army of the South, the pride
and glory of that section, found itself over-
matched and arrested in {ts march of triumph
and forced to stand and retreat, but not for
want of gallantry and fortitude. The battle
of the second day by McLane's and Hood’s
divisions and a part of Anderson’s, was as
spirited as some of the dashing efforts of the
first Napoleon, but before the end it was
found to be a work to upheave the moun-
tain.

A Monte Cristo Fete.
[Paris Correspondence of Chicago Tribune. )

Never, not even in the most brilliant days
of the Empire, has been a more splendid fete
than M. Cernuschi’s fancy dress ball. It
was an assemblage of the most brilliant
people in the cosmopolitan society of Paris,
in the most splendid private mansion in the
world. I will not here enter upon a deserip-
tion of M. Cernuschi’s house, in the Avenue
Velasquex. It has long been famed as one
of the great sights of the city. People speak
of its marble stairway and its bronze gallery
as they do of the Taj Mahal, or the Sistine
frescoes. Notthe least interesting feature
of it all, moreover, is the fact that M. Cer-
nuschi has made a will giving it all, at his
death, to the city of Paris, valoe of
this gift, I surpuw. cannot be less than
$4,000,000. It is comparable only with the
Due d’Aumale’s gift of Chantilly, I neced
only say as to the size of the mansion that a
thousand invitations were sent out, by
actual count more than two thousand guests
were present, and yet nowhere and at no
time was there any crowding. M. Cernuschi
was clad ina Japanese costume, and so
were the dozen bachelor friends who as-
sisted him in receiving the guests,
and as they stood together at the tep of the
great marble staircase they presented such a
scene of pieturesque magnificence as is not
to be described, nor even to be imagined,
save inthe dreams of one who has been
reading *““The Count of Monte Cristo.” It
was intended orlhlnally that dancing should
be begun by Mlle. Jeane Hugo, the grand-
daughter of the poet, and some 30 other

Back of all
their beautiful theories and wonderful dis-
coveries, they recognize a hidden power, a
marvellous principle ecalled life, which no
scales can weigh, and no eye can see, no
mind can comprehend. They are right; the
unseen and al is God; in all and over
all.

COMRADESHIP STRONG TILL DEATH.

Ceneral Marrison Speaks Eloquently
to the Veterans,

Some of Whom Lay Aside Party Be-
liefs to Call on Him.

An Interesting Talk to a Deputation
of Colored Men.

IxpiAxAroLls, Ind., June 30.—General
Harrison today received deputations of sol-
diers and others, and made several short
speeches. In the course of his remarks to a
body of veteran soldiers he sald: ““The com-
radeship of the war will never end until our
lives end. The fire in whieh our friendship
united and welded, was too hot for the bond
ever to be broken. We sympathise with
each other In the glory of the common cause
for which we fought. We went not as par-
tisans, but as patriots into strife which In-
volved the national life. I am sure no army
ever nssembled In the world's history that
was gathered from higher impulses than the
army of the Union. It was no sordid im-
pulse, no hope of spoils, that induced these
men to sunder the tender associations of
home and forsake business pursuits to look
into the grim face of death with unblanched
cheeks and firm and resolute eyes. They
were the kind of meéen who drew their Im-
pulse from the high springs of truth and
duty. The army was great on its assembling.
It came with an impulse that was majestic
and terrible. It was as great in the muster-
out as in the brilliant work which had been
done in the field. When the war was over,
the soldier was not left at the tavern. Every
man had, in some humble place, a chair by
some fireside where he was loved and toward
which his heart went forward with a quick-
step. [Applause.]

“And this great army that had rallied for
the defense and preservation of the country
was disbanded without tumult or riot, or any
publie disturbanece. It had covered the
country with a mantle of protection, when it
needed it, as the snows of spring eover the
early vegetation, and when the warm sun
of peace shone upon it, disappeared as the
snow, sunk into the earth to refresh and
revive the summer growth. They found
their home and enlisted Into all the pursuits
olmﬂa to stimulate and lift them up. They
ad their great impulse to that great wave
of prosperity which has uwart over the
country ever since. But in nothing was this
war ter than in that we led the race into
freedom and brought those whom we had
conquered in the ltnlﬂle into full enjoyment
and share again with them the responsibl-
bilities and duties of restored government.
I thank you tonight, most sincerely, for this
evidenee of your comradeship. | thank es-
mhll]r those friends who differ with me in

ir political views that they have put these

things aside tonight and come here to give

me a comrade’s untr May I bave the

privilege now without amnlnunu longer,
ng bf the hands every soldier here.”

To the colored delegation General Harri-
son said: 1 have seen the progress that the
race itself has made. When | came to In-
diana to reside, an unfriendly black code
was in force. My memory goes back to the
time when colored witnesses were first al-
lowed to appear in court In this State to
testify in cases where white men were par-
ties. Prior to that time, as you know, lyou
had been excluded from the right to tell in
court, under oath, your side of the story
in any controversy with a
white man. In every way you were ata dis-
advantage, even in the free States. [ have
lived to see this unfriendly legislation re-
moved from the statute books and the un-
friendly sections of our State constitution
repealed. I have lived not only to see that
but to see the race emancipa and slavery
extinet. Nothing gives me more pleasure,
among the great results of war, than this,
History will give a prominent place in the
story of this great war to the faci that it re-
sulted in making all men free and gave to
{.?u equal civil rights. The arts of &: poet,

THE DAYS OF OLD TIPPECANOE.

Old Folks Ransack thelr Memories

and their Bureau Drawers.

To the Editor of the Press:

Mrs. Otls Warren of Fryeburg, has in her
possession a badge of the Harrison cam-
paign of 1840. It Is one that was worn by
her father. the late Capt. John Langdon
Eastman, who was a delegate, from New
Hampshire, to the New England Convention,
which met in Boston in September of that
year. Capt. Eastman was a personal friend

of Gen, Willlam Henry Harrison, and was
with him at the battle of Tippecanoe,

This badge, now slightly yellow with age,
Is made of white satin ribbon, and is about
ten Inches long and four inches wide. It is
embellished with many designs, drawn in
black. 1t has, at the top, the name of the
State, New Hampshire; then a farm seene,
representing a man, with a span of horses,
plawlnq in the fleld ; a spread eagle, with the
words, “One fire more,” above I, and In its
beak a scroll upon which are the names of
Harrison and Tyle, the candidates of that
time ; Bunker Hill monument, with the 1775,
the date of the battle upen it, and the namne
Bunker Hill around its top; a well executed

leture of Gen. Harrison ; a log-cabin with a

arrel, labeled “hard clder,” beside the
door, and underneath all these were the
vurlla. “New England Convention and Sept.
10th, 1840,

It has been well preserved and all the
cuts are varY bright and distinet. This
badge 1s an interesting object to anyone.
but more eéspecially to those who can recall
the many Incidents of those stirring cam-
paigu davs of nearly half a century ago.

Political Notes.

The Republican campaign flag at Rieh-
mond, was suceessfully ralsed Filday even-
ing. Hon. H. M. Heath made an able and
interesting speech  The music was by the
Richmond Band.

A Milo correspondent writes: A large tlag
bearing the names of our next President and
Vice-President, Harrison and Morton, was

flung to the breeze here Thursday.
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Dartmouth College, after at least one re-
fusal, has conferred the degree of L. L. D.
on Benjamin Butler. The only sphere in
which Benjamin seems to fall to display his
usual pertinacity is in running for the Pres-
idency.

Statistics collected in the sixteen counties
of Maine show that in the whole State
there were granted last year five hundred
and twelve divorees. Cumberland County,
being the most popular, has the largest share,
seventy-eight in all, Itisalso noticed that
In by far the largest number of cases the
woman is the complainant, there being only
127 of the 512 cases in whieh the complaint is
made by the man, Intoxication is urged as
the reason in only 77 of the cases. Desertion
and eruelty are the prolific sources of mari.
tal unhappiness, the former causing 29 and
the latter 119 of the separations in Maine
last year.

The Canadian government has decided
that an export duty of a dollar per thousand
feet wust be paid on the great timber raft
which is to be launched at Joggins, N. S., on
the high tides of the middle of July. The
story that this pile of lumber was to bea
timber ship and not a raft seems to have
been invemted to allay the prejudices of
mariners and to allow certain fron materials
used in its construction to be admitted duty
free. A magistrate was recently sent to the
works to take the affidavits of several work-
ingmen who swore that in their opinion the
thing was a “ship” and not a raft: but the
head stevedore, who appears to have been a
man of consclence as well as judgement, re-
fused to takethe oath. Thus the mariners
of the North Atlantie will be left this month
to the uncomfortable reflections that were
theirs when the former raft was plunging on
its way to New York.

The New York Sun has been trying to
figure out a probable Demoecratic vietory in
Indiana, but is obliged to confess that the
way the figuresact is not wholly satisfactory.
It finds that, in 1876, when Harrison run for
Governor, he was from thres to four thous-
and votes stronger than his party, though he
was not elected. But he was beaten by a
plurality of only 5,084 votes in a total vote of
434,457 of which 13,000 were Greenback votes
drawn from the Republican ranks. But
since 1876 it is admitted that General Harri-
son has become much better known in
Indiana; and with him to be better known is
alwaysto be stronger among the people,
Since that time too, the Republican party
has grown in strength, and the last State
election was carried by it by a majority of
8,824, With General Harrison at the head
of the ticket Indiana is practically sure for
the Republicans, if they do the hard work
that they undoubtedly will.

The apparently righteous indignation dis-

played by the Democrats at the least sugges-
tion that the abolition of the whiskey
tax would take off a good part of the object-
fonable surplus; and their astounding pro-
fessions of fear lest whiskey may therefore
multiply in the land, are phenomena un-
usual and unexpected enough to fairly eall
for explanation. The Washington corres-
pondent of the Boston Journal affords such
an explanation, which lets a flood of light
upen the situation. The Democrats are con-
trolled by the fear that the immensely pro-
fitable monopoly of the whiskey ring, which
is enabled to prevent all competition by us-
ing the ninety cents a gallon tax on spirits
as & means of closing the door to all who
would enter on the business of distilling
whiskey, would be broken up by the repeal
of the tax. In return for the protection that
the Democratic party propose to give to the
whiskey ring, the latter will contribute a
large sum of money to pay the expenses of
the Democratic campaign. It is the fear
that the campaign fund may be put in jeop-
ardy, and not that drunkenness may In-
crease in the land, that makes the Demo-
crats in Congress and out of Congress so sen-
sitive whenever it is proposed to repeal or
even to amend the whiskey tax,

There are certain Chinamen in Washing-
ton Territory just now whose remarkable
dilemma might furnish a plot for either a
tragedy or a comic opera. A number of
Chinamen journeying southward from Brit-
ish Columbia were not long ago arrested in
Washington Territory for being illegally
within the United States, and sent after
trial to the penitentiary. At the expiration
of their term of sentence a United States
marshal took the rejoicing Celestials to Brit-
ish Columbia that they might cease to be
within the United States illegally. But the
British authorities refused to receive the
Chinamen without the fifty dollar, per capita
tax, imposed by British laws on Incoming
heathen from China, The marshal had no
authority to pay the tax and the bewildered
and impoverished Chinamen couldn’t. So

the marshal took them back to the peniten-
tiary. But the court interfered with a writ
of habeas corpus. But the marshal says
that if the men are set free he shall immedi-
ately arrest them again and bring them be-
fore the court under a second charge of be-
ing unlawfully within the United States.
Meanwhile the Chinese are ;in the? dismal
situation that they are prevented from going
anywhere else and cannot stay where they
are, except in perpetual impisonment. The
government will undoubtedly find a just way
out fer the meniwho ara in this unfortunate
dificulty ; but this will not relieve the situ-
ation of its remarkable features; nor relieve
tha minds of the Chinese of their awful im-
pressions of the queer workings of Ameri-
can and British laws.

Mexico has her presidential eléction in the
summer instead of the autumn, taking the
solar and electoral heats at one time. The
electors were chosen several days ago, and
on the eighth day of this month those elee-
tors will meet and chose a president, There
is no doubt of their choice. They have been
expressly elected to make General Porfirio
Diaz, president for another term of four
years, the constitution having been express-
ly changed so that he could be eligible as his
own successor. A constitution of Mexico is
far different from the strong and respected
charter of liberties that is revered as the
constitution of the United States; yet it is
enough of a document <o that the changing
of it for the convenience of one man marks
that man as a person of unusual power and
influence. Of Diaz's popularity it may be
sufficient explanation that during his term
of oftice the manufactures and rvesources of
the country have increased, commerce has
multiplied, robbers and revolutionists have
been dispersed, and there has been a general
diffusion of prosperity among the people ac-
companied by greater comfort and better ad-
vantages for education. These results mark
Diaz as a statesman, and that he is now play-
ing a new role in his wonderful career. For
no knight or robber of the middle ages ever
had a more wonderful career than this same
Diaz. Born fifty years ago, he was at the age
of 17 years a sub-lieutenant in the Mexican
army that resisted the American invasion, He
had previously been a law student, and now,
with military training added to legal train-
ing, he was ready to play the part of
a patriot, a revolutionist, a political
intriguer and adventurer and finally
of a Dbrond minded statesman. In
1860 he had achieved fame as a liberal leader
In the “war of the reform” against the re
actionary or chureh party, having previously
been engaged almost continnally in wars or
revolutionary escapades since the war with
the United States. During the French and
Austrian attempt to establish Maximilian
on a throne In Mexico, Diaz as a military
chieftain played a prominznt and patriotic
part, being twice taken prisoner and twice
escaping. After the final reconstruction of
the republic he retired to his ranch, but not
to find rest and quiet. He even then aspired
to the Presidency, and in the campaign of
1867, was an unsuccessful candidate against
Juarez. From that tlme he became a con-
spirator against the government. For ten
years he led insurrections and conspiracies,
sometimes consorting with robbers, some-
times pushing his designs disguised, often in
imminent peril of his life, and twice at least
compelled to seek refuge in the United
States, He did not always keep his word if
he could carry his point by breaking it:; nor
does he appear to have been over serupulous
in any of his dealings. But finally he sue-
ceeded in overthrowing the established gov-
ernment and putting himself and his parti-
sans in its place, becoming President in 1877,
In 1880 he retired to make way for his see-
retary of war, General Gonzalez, who is said
to have agreed to retire in four years. He
did retire, and Diaz again became President
of Mexico in 1884. The constitution would
have prevented his re-election this year; but
& man who can overturn a government from
the vantage ground of a bandit has in Mexi
co little difficulty with a constitution when
he approaches it from the position of a pow-
erful President,.

A New Method of Baking Clams.

The travel to the islands yesterday was
not very large, but notwithstanding the
clouds and occasional light rain the day
there was not so disagreeable as might have
been had the weather been colder.
