The Yoyagers.
Loxpox, June 18th, 1874,
To the Editor of the Press:

Hoping that a few i:ems of our trip may
not be uninteresting to your readers, especi-
ally to our filends at home, I embrace the
first leietire after arriving in this “'big city,”
as Miss Peake calls it, to briefly jot them
down as they happen to oceur to me.

I think I wrote you a few lines from Fa-
ther Point on Saturday night. Up to that
time everything was lovely. Artemas Ward
was accustomed to announce on the pro-
gramme that “‘the trouble begins at 8
o'clock.’”” So with us; on Monday the trouble
began in the region of Cape Ray. Foz,
worse than London, came on and lasted un-
til the following Sunday, Jt was an enlire
week of fog and rain, complicated with a
strong southerly wind which kept our good
steawer in the trough of the sea all the time,
of course upseiting tables, chairs, glasses,
dishes of all kinds, to say nothing ef stom-
achs, and, in fact, everything that could by
any possibility be upset. The only fixtures
of the ship were the deck planks aud the
smoke stack. All else went rolling around.

To be sure no one was sea-sick, at least no
one was willing to acknowledge sea-sickness,

{ unless there was unmistakable evidence of it.

Ouce fairly down a majority “own up” and
make the best of it, putting on as cheerful
face as possible and- making sickly attempts
at a smile. There seem to be several classes
of sea-going people: 1st,those who are never
troubled even; 2d, those who have a short
season of discomfort, but are happy for the
rest of the voyage; and,finally,those who are
miserably unhappy every time the sea is not
as calm as a mill-pond. Our party fared
tolerably well, yet some fines should have
been paid, if every one had paid every time
be or she did nol ‘*‘come to table.” Fortu-
nately for myself I was able to “eome to
time’ whenever the bell ealled, and may
fairly be classed with No. 1 fellows in that
respect. To be sure once or twice I did not
have much appetite, and once in particular
when my vis-a-vis man’s Soup came over
into my soup plate from a svdden lurch of
the steamer, I felt a strong desire to go and
see how my “poor sea-sick friends™ were.
I have a theory in regard to this “malady of
the sea’” that has never before been broached.
Perhaps I can better explain my theory by
an illustration froa my qwn case. I leave
the deck or state-room to go lo dinner. By
means of the rail I descend the stairway.
Entering the saloon [ start for my seat,
which is (or was) about midway of the table
on the opposite side of the saloon from which
I enter. I find myself “brought up” nearly
at the farther end of said table, but in a most
defiant manner. Yet, with the appearauce
of a man who had business there,I straighten
myself up and by carelessly keeping my hand
on the back of the seat I approack: my seat
and unconcernedly look over the ‘‘table lit-
erature.” “Soup?” says the steward.

“Yes.”” Heroically I begin to eat and with
every spoonful [ am bow'ng to and retreating
from my mneighbor opposite. This con-
tinues a few minates, when I discover
that the soup does not seem quite as

good as usual and I mechanically stop and

reflect. Suddenly it ocenrs to me how badly
my friends D—r and the J—e (who have not
put in an appearance) must be wishing to see
me, and not desiring to keep them waiting too

long I immediately, in ooedience to duty,

leave my seat Lo hasten to them.

I stop on my way to “just sit down you
know” for a minute and finally couclude to
lie down. A few minuvtes in a horizontal po-
sition persuades me that my frienus are bet-
ter, and that on the whole I may as well fic-
ish my dinver. So I return and call for the
next course, but a mouthful or two convinees
me that I am the most unsympathetic crea-
ture on board—in facta perfectly heartless
wretch to be eating when my *‘dear friends”
are suffering so—and again I leave for- the
deck.

We *landed in Liverpool all safe on Tyes-
dav night, tired to death, rested all night at
the Adelphi, and cawue bere yesterday after-
noon; found Londou tull of people, every
hotel being crowded, it being Ascot race

Two Branches of Bourbons.

1n two leading nations living on two conti-
Tients, there is a class of men holding to po
-tjcal opinions which have long since been
transferred to the curiosity eabiuet in the de-
nartment of history, who are laboring under
1he conviction that the world is really suffer-
‘ng for their interposition in public affairs
and the application of their exploded dog-
1wias,  Besides being blind from age, what s
worse, there is an obliquity about their vision
which entively prevents them from seeing
things as they are.- Consequertly in both
countries, these masquerading deserters from
tae political graye-yaras of the past, entirely
luistaking the drift of events, are confident
1ual the time has come for them to issue
tieir manifestoes Lo their respective nations,
tbat they are willing to apply political
theories mouldy with age and to bring upon
the stage of action, politicians long since
condemned, One branch of this race of poli-
ticians, but classified as Bourbons, imagine
1iat the present is ihe occasion for them to
ie-vstabiish their power in Fraunce. It has
been many years sinee they were condemned
aidl hurled from power by the French peo-
ple; and one might conclude that by this
tine these men might have acquired a few
sulitical ideas somewhat in harmony with
the present age. Not so; the Count de
Chambord in his manifesto tells the French

The day following that on which the
sepresentative of the French Boarbons
aoused the civilized world with his middle-
age manifesto, their American contémpora-
ries at the instance of the Tammany Society,
miel in New York city or sent up letters set-
ting forth their views, The American Bour-
nons, like their French compatriots, are con-
dident that they see causes of encouragement
aud indications that the American people are
about to see in the inscription on political
iombstones, the men to whom the destinies
ot the nation are to be confided in the future,
I'he accidental successes of their associates in
New Hawmpshire and Connecticut have in-
spired our Bourbons with tue beliel that
a revolution has begun whichis to sweep
them into power,

In view of this fact, we should expect that
the Democratic chieftains who met at Tam-
wany hall, if they are real sacheins, would
have Jdevised, or al least discussed, some
weasures of publie poliey which they would
apply when the direction of the nation was
again confided to their bands, The meeting
b bee. extensively advertised and there as-
sembled many of the acknowledged leaders
in the Democratic party and others sent their
ureetings and words of encouragement. Ou
account of cirenmstances beyond his eontrol,
Grand Sachem Tweed, who has in a vigor-
ous style heretofore dene the honors on
sunilar occasions, was absent, and Mr, Schell
occupied the position Mr, Tweed has so [fre-
qaently graced. Mr. Schell announced that
they had met to re-afiirm the Demoeratic
principles of the fathers, but instead of doing
tlie be contented himself with expressing
Uie belief that the Republicans were running
the nation to certain ruin, and that the only
hiope was in the democracy—a very startling
discovery and an original means of rescue. One
James 8. Thayer was the next speaker. He
wiade maeh talk, but the only remark that he
made which is worthy of note was, thut
witile the Democratic party is anxious to re-
ceive recruits, it would never consent to
change its name. In fact, he had no merey
ior the so-called Democrats who favor such a
scheme—a remark which we most heartily
commend to the so-called young Democracy
ol Maine, who were pleased a year ago to re-
mark that it was probable that 1873 was the
last year of that organization. Mr. Thayer
wanted no “Liberal Democracy’ in his, and
the bali-headed sachems applavded their ap-
proval; or, as Mr., Thayer puts it: “In &
great national contest such as we are now
approaching, an open haud, & hearty wel-
come, and a reecgnition to all who wiil join
ug, bat the old standard of the democracy
must be borne in front.” This declaration
reminds one of a previous manifesto of Count
de Chambord, who declared that he would
never he king of ‘France without establishing
a8 the national standard, the white flag ol
s fathers. Nor did the speaker content
himself with this declaration, but referring to
the “Liberals” of 1872, he compared them to
“the impatient and panting reformer who
ruus along the shore and sends up his rockeis
which only lure to destruction.” We con-
fess we fail to sez the point of this illustra-
tion, unless che Demociatic leaders propose
to charge upon the ““Liberals” the defeat of
1872, ¢ :

After reading letters from a long list of
absentees, including Senators Eaton of Con-
pectleut, and Bayard of Delaware, and
Gideon Welles, that venerable old salt, whe
received so much abuse from the democracy
in 1861-5, the “big Injur:” of the occasion,
in war paint and feathers, equipped as he
said in his speech, with battle-axe, spear,
tomahawk and rifle, pranced upon the stage.
Who was il, Sunset Cox? By no means;
Mr. Cox had, with his usnal eclat, performed
a minor part in the programme, but
he is not by any means so nota-
ble a brave as FerNANDO Woob, the
party chosen lewder in the House
of Representatives, the champion salary-
grabber, and general corruptionist, the man
whose record is one of perfidy and in 1861
was blackened by treason.

We beg leave to add that these are the
I2aders of the army in which the friends of
reform are invited to enlist, and in the records
of the legislatures of New Hampshire and
Connpecticut. we may learn the unworthy
ends to which all Democratic successes are
turned. In the use the Bourbens of our
nation make of their temporary and aceiden-
tal victories, they prove themselves as inade-
quate to meet the political demands of the
present as do the absurd manifestoss of
Chambord indicate that he is two centurics

81011,

A SCHEME TO SWINDLE DISTRICT LABORERS.

Coungress having appropriated $220,000 to
pay the laborers nnder the late board of public
works, certain parties claiming to be attorneys
for these men declare that they have a written
agreement with them to receive 25 per cent. of

all paid on their accounts, on the ground of
having proeured the passage of this appropria-
tion through Congress.

A majority, how-
ever, decided o get a charter, which the
did, and there immediately arose a discord an
disagreement, the minority among the Luther-
ans being aided and abetted vy the reformed
congregation, who, it is said, had not been
;nudu aware of the proceedings until it was too
ate,

Yesterday was the first Sunday nnder the
new charter, and, and it was proposed to hold
Lutheran services, The auti-charter party,
together with the reformed, muostered all their
forces in front of the chareh at an early bour,
and determined thatsuch services should not be
held. The charter party arrived, but did not
enter the church, atters appeared very fore-
boding, but when Rev. Mr. henry, the Luther-
an pastor, arrived, it was thooght the servieces
would be allowed to proceed. The reverend
gentleman, in the name of the Lord, asked that
uo disturbonee shounld take place, and he walk-
ed toward the church door. Seeing this, the
crowd of anti-charterites clcsed in on _the
preacher, and earried im  bodily outside of
the gates. Then a Mr. Pennypacker endeavor-
ed to enter the church, and he in turn was very
roughly havdled, This excited the charter
porty, who rushed to the fences, tore off pal-
ings, and then commenced an onslaught. The
fight continued for spme time, until two con-
stables arrived and® quelled the rot. At one
time the melee is described to bave been terri-
ble, many men baving been savagely and
ronghly used auvd beaten. The affair caused
great excitement  in the entire neighborhood.

Avour THE CoMer.—The New York Herald
gives the followinz ne the views of various
scientific men coucerning the comet :

Professor Swift, who re-discovered this comet
in America, originally discovered by M. COog
gia, in Marseilles, says there is no probability
of the tail of the comet enveloping the earth
or moon. The elements of this comet do not
resemble those of any comet that bas appeared
during the last 2000 vears. Its orbit is no
doubt parabolic, and it is visiting us for the
first and last time. In the next two weeks
more will be learned of the physical nature of
comets by the spectroscope than hag been
learned in 4000 years. Indjeations last might
and to-night are of sub-divisions of the tail,
The comet is large and so is the nucleus, with
i dise more planetary than steilar.  Should the
tail envelope the earth we should be insensible
to it, the matter composing it being so rare.
The rate of motion is now thirty miles per sec
ond and directly towards us.  On the 10th of
July it will be nearest the sun. The tail last
ovening wax seven or eight degrees in length,
and on the side nearest the sunit bad abu nchy,
nebulons appearance, as though there was a
new tail formiog.

As to the tail reach-
ing us iLis mwore than probable that we shall
not perceive the visitor, although, of course
no one can, at the present time, say whet hm'-
the sweep of the tail will toueh the earth or not
Even if the tal did touch the earth the touch
would likely be so diffuse as to be scarcely per-
ceptible. The shooting stars are assoiated
with comets, aud are probably the debris of
comets, as was especially illastrated with
Biela’s comet and the meteoric shower of No-
vember 27, 1872, Those showers were sim ply
portions of Biela's comet.

It will be nearest to us about the 21st of July,
being then 26,000,000 miles from us. This mo-
ton and these distances are obtained from com-
putations made by Dr. Tietjen of Berlin. 1t is
possible that the observations which Dr, Tie-
Jen was able to use were not suflicient to give
an exact orbir,

New York Letter.

The Be-appeintment of the Police Com-
missioners — Weood, Tweed, lall and
HMavemeyer—John Kelly aod the Mayor-
nlty—The Weal of Independent Or-
ganizations.

NEw YORg, July 6, 1874,

As [ anticipated, Havemeyer has reappoint-
ed the indicted Police Commissioners, 1t is
the worst possible thing he could do, and that
was reason enongh for supposing he would do
it. When the right and tke wrong course are
clearly defined, he can always be depended ap.
on to pursue the latter. There have been so
many instances of his perversity  in this re-
spect during the eighteen mouths that he has
vexed the public patience, that it has ceased
to be a matter of speeulation, as to his ever, by
any chance, performing an official act that
would redound to his own ecredit or the pops
ular welfare, It is generally known that he
delizhts in sarprises, and the only capacity he
has developed has been in creating and repeat-
ing them. But if he really wanted to outvie
all his previous feats in that line, he needs only
to do some one thing that is actually honest,
manly and straightforward, and be would fill
the whole city with bewildered astonishment:
I have no idea, however, that he has nature
or grace to signalize his administration by any
such exceptional achievement,

New York has lopg been noted for its' ten-
deney to confide its destinies to the guardian,
ship of unprincipled or incowmpetent men.
More than twenty yeirs ago, a majority of its
voters gave a lease of the Mayoralty to Fer-
nando Wood, while the memory was yet fresh
of his narrow, escape from a felon's fate
through a latitudivariau construction of the
statute of limitatious by a couvenient Judge,
who saw fit to count but three buuodred sixty
four days in a year—for that occasior only.
The selection of such a man was certainly an
extraordinary freak of the ballot. Every
respectable citizen deplored it as indicating a
laxity of public morals, threatening peril to
ibe stability of popular government. Never.
theless Wood was an able man. He pos-
sessed energy, executive force, and aptitude
for affairs., He was pot so incarably averse to
rectitude of conduct but that he would couserve
the pablic interests when they didn't happen
to conflict with his own. He was selfish, cor-
rupt, and acquisitive, but never idiotie. The
stakes he played for were power and pelf, and
he proved a winner, He used the appointing
prerogative as a weams of giving himself po-
litical strength, and the executive authority as
an instrument of personal gain, and he secared
both. His objects were obtained without
serious cost, for be had no reputation to lose.
His pame was no worse, and his fortune far
greater when he went out of office than when
he came in.

Tweed was a more reckless and less wary
gambler. His winnings for o series of years
were fabulous. He emerged from the chair
shop and the engine house into the noon-day
splendors of a Fifth Avenue Palace. Demo-
cratie Goverrors aud Senators, from his own
and other states made obeisance to him, the
greatest merchants of his native city satat
the same board with him as fellow directors,
and a wave of lus brawny, beely haod, brought
a Legislature to his feet. He grew dizzy, to
be sure, with so much apparent prosperity in
crime, and fell as many another malefactor
has fallen before him in whom  impunity had
begotten incaution. Buot his audaeity com-
manded a certain degree of admiration among
the unreflecting and his carcer was glittering
while it lasted.

Hall's “vaulting ambition” o'erleaped it-
Lis public life, which saved him from sinking
out of sight uuder popular execration. There
is one redeeming feature couuected with his
brief and ignoble magistr.cy. Although he
virtually held the keys of the Treasary, and
could have checked—but didn’t—a system  of
plunder without parallel for its effroutery and
atrocity—so that he might have made bis own
terms with the robbers—yet it is averred, with
wmuch show of probability that he was not so
mean and sordid as to soil his fingers with the
filthy lucre. His desire for disiinetion made
him unscropulous in the use of means to com-
pass it, but he scorned so wulgara crime as
theft.

Before we can take an accurate measure of
Havemeyer, we must consider the circum-

stances which brought him to the surface. He
was the first froits of the revolution. Toe red
sea. cf popular wrath bhad engulfed the

‘Tweeds, Halls, Connollys, Swecnys, Genets,
Ingersolls, Barnards and Cardozos, and the peo-
ple were looking for a leader to conduet them
to the promised land of reform, Havemeyer
had already appeared upon the boards in the
first act, playing Moses to Tilden's Aaron.
They wrought a miracle in getting Connolly
ont of the Finance Department. So when the
journey through the wilderness was to be un-
dertaken, it was natural that the guidance of
the expedition should be eatrusted to one who
bad worked a wonder iu the sizht of the popu-
lace.

1t was not at all discreditable to the masses
that they did not foresee or suspect that they
were placing themselves under the direction of
aman who was to_prove the incarnation of
treachery, iwbecility and sepility. Such fore-
bodings would have denoted u ble dis-
trust, rather than sapient discernment. There
was no conceivable motive for a betrayal of the
cause he espoused with so much pretended ar-
dor. No human being ever sacrificed manhood,
honor and opportunity to so little purpose. He
has gained absolutely nothing by his unac-
countable puerility of conduct. He has lost
esery vestige of reputation, political standing,
the esteem of friends, the respect of tempo-
raries and the forbearing judgment of posteri-
ty. He will go ont of office within six months
covered with contempt for his failure, ridicale
for his childishuess, and indignation for his un-
faithfulness,

If the grotesque antics, which have brought
Havemeyer's administration to such helpless
bankraptey of public (favor, had been played
for the benefit of Tammany Hall, it would be
less difficult to comprehend them, But Tam-
mauy is‘the implacable toe of the Mayor, and
has acquired no small degree of prestige from
the vigor with which it has pursued him. The
present chiefs 6f that historic organization are
far better men than those who raled it afore-
time. Mr. John Kelly is an estimable geutle-
man, with a record of long and honorable ser-
vice in publie Iife, during which he has served
as Alderman, Congressman and Sheriff,and has
borne an unblemished reputation for personal
integrity and exemplary conduct, An Irish-
man and a Catholie, he has reflected credit
alike on his birth place and his creed. It
is commonly supposed that he has, for
some years, cherished aspirations for the
Mayor's seat. The ambition is creditable to him
and it would not be easy for his party to name
a more satisfactory candidate. He has, how-
ever, forseveral weeks past disclaimed all in-
tention of entering the lsts—a determination
superinduced probably by apprehensions of op-
position within the ranks of his party. Dut
the part he has taken in enforcing the election
law, aud punishing its violation by the deposed
Commissioners, has Iso far chianged the aspect
of affairs that it would not be surprising if Mr.
Kelley shounld be persuaded to reconsider his
decision and accept the Democratic nomioa-
tion. I this should bappen, he will prove a
formidable candidate. The only thing that
wonld seriously militate against bis success
would be his admitted penchant for Comp-
troller Green. Kelly and Green are life-long
friends, and thewr attachment has survived the
chauces and changes of jmunicipal polities for
a quarter of a century.

Now the Democracy hate Green mortally.
Iam inclined to think theie dislike of him is
not on account of his faults—from which he is
by no means exempt—buat because he is not
fond of paying out money, an infirmity on
which the average Democrat, from pure force
of habit, eannot look with toleration. It may
be that Kelly will break down under the
weight of Green, or it is barely possible he may
throw him over, if he finds that conrse indis-
pensable to success. Such things have hap-
pened before, and the friendship, which will
stand the test of the relinquishment of coveted
official station is too rare to be reckoned upon
with any degree of certainty.

Whatever comes of the escapades of the an-
cient fossil whom an inseratable Providenco
has placed in our highest seat of power, a
change will beaccepted with a sense of reliof.
One thing has been demonstrated by the mis-
chance which the Reform movement has suf
fered: independent organizations, irrespect-
ive of party, are too ephemeraljand incohercent
to prove effective in large communities, 1t is
impossible to detach men from their respective
political associations, in sufficient namvers,
and so completely, as to give stability to newer
combinations. 'We must perforce depend upon
the machinery, which the great national par
ties uSe, to control and influence the masses
who are permanently enlisted under their ban-

self, but there was a brilliancy and dash about -

ners, The best we 2an hope for is the growth
of such a degree of watchfulness on the part of
the rank and file as will compel the leaders of
both parties to put forward mwen of unexecep-
tionable charncter for places of trust,

Nearly all the great
companies are at present burdened by a heavy
charge for interest on urproduetive capital.
Many hundred miles of authorized lines are
now in process of construetion; aud the cost of
labor and materials has in almost ull cases
greatly advanced since the estimates were
framed.”

Treasury Balaoces.

INDIAN AFFAIRS.

Serious Outbreak in Indian Terri-
lory.’

The Commissioner of Indian Affairs receiv-
ed the following important telegram to-day,
beming news of a serions outbreak among the
Iodians iu Indian Territory:

Osaae Ciry, Kao, Juoly 7.—To Hon. . P.
Smiul, Commissioner at Washington :—I have
just arrived from the Cheyennes and Arrapa-
phose ageney, on the North Fork of the Cana-
dian viver. Hostile Cheyennes, Camanches
aud Kiowas made their appearance in the vi-
cinity of the agency on the 2dinst. and the
same day they killed and scalped Wm. Wal-
ks, thivty miles north of the agency. Five
war parties seemed to  be moving in the diree-
tion of the trail from the agency to Caldwell,
Kausas, 1 at ones despatched a courier to Fort
Sill for troops to protect the agency, which
were temporarily granted. On the morning of
the 5th we mustered a small party of employes
to escort us through to Caldwell, Hostile lo-
dians bad been seen at Kingfisher's rauche pro
ceeding north.  'We took all tha men and stock
to Lee and Reynolds ranche, on Turkey Cresk.
On the 2d inst. the Indians attacked this
ranche, but were repulsed, getting only some
horses, Four miles north of DBaker's ranehe
wa found four men lying in the road murdered.,
They had three wagons loaded with sugar and
coffee for agent Howarth, all of which was de-
siroyed or taken away, All the men were
sealped, and  one had been tied to bis wagon
and burned. The fire was still burning. |

We jgave them a hasty burial and proceeded
to the pext ranche. Here we found teamsters
and stages coocentrated, They reported the
| the war party about 100, having passed north
| and east that morning. The raochemea had
stood them off. We took a woman and child

.Bay on Sunday during a gale,

from this place, and gave the men all the am

munition we could spare, The vext ranche we
arrived at atter dark. The Indians had goue
1to camyp four miles east of Skeleton Creek. [
advised all the muchemen  and freight men to
abandon their  places, which they did, and by
making zood use of the night we ranched at
Caldwell yester ay.

We found Lafilin’s ox train at Bond Creek,
twenty-five miles south of Caldwell, and fear
this traiu, loaded with subsistence for the thres
e, will be ecaptured, as we saw pine
hosule tndians in that vicinity, and the party
had ("'IF three guns, My chief clerk is in com-
maud of the party.

There are now bot two ranches oceupied on
this rond, and we fear their fate before help
cau reaoh them. 1 have no doubt the Indians
wﬂ! clean evervthing until repulsed, This is
l._hm!' proclamation. I bave offered up my own
life in passing throngh their lives to save others
nd now 1 ask and shall expect 1o receive at
ouee two or three companies of cavalry, ooe to
be stationed at Baker's tanche to protect the
government interes 8 on  this road and oue at
the agency. These troops should be transported
us quickly as possible to Witchita by rail. No
hostile Indians shall be quartercd at the agency
and I must have the troops to back it up.

Let the hostile element be struck, and with
guch power as shall make the work quick and
E"ﬂ-*‘ﬁfui"'-_ 1 now go to Leavenworth awaiting
lustroctiobs, and am ready to go with General
Cope.
