A Handsome Tribute.

The following excerpt from a letter in the
Lovdon Standard, written by T. A, Trol
lope, will be of interest in Portland, as Mr.
Tilton, who has achieved so enviable an ar-
tistic reputation, was for many years a resi-
dent of this city. The picture first men-
tioned by Mr. Trollope is in possession of Mr.
Marshall O. Roberts of New York, who, it
seems, has secured Mr. Tilton's later great
work, so that any one [going to New York
can see for himself proof of Mr. Tilton's
progress in art. Mr. Trollope says:

I have said that among all that is charm-
ing in the works of Signor Fortuny, the poe-
try of art is not to be looked for. But I wiil
not finlsh this letter without telling your read-
ers where that highest quality in art may be
looked for and found,

When about this time last vear I ventured
to be the first to call public attention to a g‘ic-
ture then on the easel in the studio of Mr.
Tilton, I had the subsequent satisfaction of
finding myselt in the position of bell-wether
to a whole flock of consentient erities. My
judgment was avouched by the opinions of a
host ol eritics, whose dicta were infinitely
more anthoritative and valuable than my
own. That victure—a landseape In the Val-
ley of the Nile, with the ruins of the Temple
of Komombo in the foreground—occupied a
place *on the line” at the exhibition in the
rooms of the Rﬂral Academy. The presi-
dent made special and flattering allusion to it
in his address on the occasion of the annual
dinuer, and, so far as I am aware, the public
appreciation of the remarkable work was

ous,

I remarked on that sccasion that Mr. Tl
Lon was no tyro at bis art, and that il the
world had not up to that time heard more of
his works it was, in the first place, because
the course of Mr. Tilton's artistic career has
been essentially an upward one; and, in the
second place, because the modesty and the

|| severity of self-judgment whish rarely fail to

be the accompaniments of real merit would
not permit him at an earlier period, snd with
a work that less approved itsell to bis own
judgment, to challenge the criticism of the
great world of art by the exhibition of his
work on the wall of the Royal Academy.
How greatly a talent thas gradually matur-
ing under the resulis of prolonged and labari-
ous study, enlarged opportunities of observa-
tion, and increased expetience, is of larger
promise than the immature cleverness, how-
ever wonderful, which often ecaptivates the
eyes of the art-loving world by the dash ol
its earliest producticns, it is bardly necessary
to remind those who have been in the habit
of watching the yearly records of the London
exhibitions. Whetber in art or in literature,
a second work tullowing a successiul first con-
stitutes a very dangerously trying point in an
anthor's or artist’s career. DBur a fifty first
work following a successful filtieth, which
has surpassed all it« predecessors on the same
easel, is hardly likely to deceive the expeeta-
tions which the one world known predeces-
sor has caused it to be regarded with. I have
the less hesitation, therefore, .n accepting the
verdiet of my own judgment, amd venluring
to bespeak fhe attention ol the world of art
to anuthertirlure which Mr. Tilton purposes
to send to London this year.

It is again a scene in the wondrous Nile
Valley; but both in the selection of subject
and the mode of treatment the sbsenee of
repetition is complete. It would not even
serve as a pendaut for the former picture, for
the size is mueh larger. The subject is ar-
tistically as fine, and at the same time as am-
bitious an one as could be selected, while any
other so historically interesting eould hardly
be found in Egypt, 1t is the Plain of Thebes,
The point of view is from the extreme edge
of the hills of the Lybian Desert, looking up
and across the Valley of the Nile to the dis-
tant heights of the Arabian Desert, on the
western side ol the stream. The prevailing
tint of the foreground is thus the rich vellow
and brown of the sandstone hills, in the side
of one of which is the entrance to a tomb de -
seribed by Wilkinson, the deep blackness of
which, caused by the utter darkness of the
interior of the tomb, assists very effectively
in giving value to the neighboring ecolors,
Fragments c¢f other tombs and buildings are
scattered around. The impression of soll-
tude, so needful to a right conception of the
special poetry of the scene Is properly pro-
duced, not by the entire absence of lile, but
by tke sparing intreduction of a very smulil
number ot figures, In Lbe foremost fore-
ground a couple of Egyptian women are seat-
ed on a fragwent of stone, near the entrance
to the towb. A slender column of gre
smoke rises tromi the fire they have lighted,
which will net fail to strike the speetator as
being of no small artistie value in the com
sition. The womeun are clad in the ordinary
dark blue burnous and their vails are drawn
down partially over their fices, because an
Arabiav man, also clothed in a blue burnous,
of similarly dark and sober hue, is approach-
ing them. Further off a halt figure of a
woman—the Jower part being hidden by an
ivequality of the ground—is secn carrying,
with the graceful ease so universal among the
women of the East, a water-pitcher on her
bead. To the right of the foreground are
the striking ruius of the Memronium. In
the nearest portion of the middle distance is
one of the islands which the Nile makes in
that part of its course; and beyond it a whole
fleet of dababeehs, giving their white trian-
gular sails to the evening breeze, are makin
their way up the stream. On the farther
side of the river Karnuk is seen prominently
on the left, and Luxor on the right. At a
little greater distance, and somewbat farther
to the right, are the two colossal isolated sit-
tiug statues, so well known by innumerable
drawings, one of which is the **vocal Mem-
non.” ‘The whole tarther middle distance is
occupied by the wide valley of 1he Nile, and
tha landseape is closed by the distant sand-
hills of the Arabian desert. The time chosen
for the picture is the sunset of a November
day. Thus the whole of the vost valley is
green from the recent iuundation ; the lights
and shadows, which diversily the immense
stretches of the plain, assist in giving the ef-
feet of distance, and the rays of the sun, play-
ing among the ruined tombs and temples,
and on the sides of the sardhills of the
deserts, produce a thousand diversitied
effects of tint, and of light and shadow.
Those who know well have assured me that
the atmospheric tone has been most admira-
bly rendered, and that the truth of loeal
colour is very striking. But to me, incom-
petent to judge of the fidelity to nature
which L am assured characterizes the work
in these respeets, the (hing that strikes one
most is the really wonderful skill and mas-
ter y with which ‘he immense far-stretehing
flatuess of the plain is given. The picture
is, to my thinking, a very grand one, and 1
shall be much surprised it the general opin-
ion does not see in it a mark-d advance on
the excellence of its predecessor. I am sorry
Lo have to conclude my description of the
work by the statement that the acquisition
of it isnot open to English picture buyers.
It has been painted for Mr. Roberts, of New
York, and] I believe *he price was a thousaad
vounds.

A long and loving
observation of nature in many climes and in
all ber moods has enabled this artist to do by
nature as an experienced portrait-painter
does by his sitters—to select each subject at
its best, at the most tavorable moment ot the
day and of the year, and under the most
1avorable circamstances of light and aimo-
sphere; and the result s that this little view
ol Orvieto makes a singular contrast of tore
to that of the “Thebes,” The Valiey of the
Nile in the latter is at its greenest, and yet it
is a very different greenery trom that of the
Valley of the Tiber. Many persons who
know Italy would hesitate to accept as faith-
lul the deliciously cool looking,bosky richuness
of lush verdure, which is in this [little land-
seape cowmbined with the eraggy outlines of
lorm which characterizes this part of Italy,
and which generally involves aridity of tone
aud coloring. The solidity of the painting,
and at the same time the transparency of the
work, are truly remarkable in this little tit-
bit of a landscape.—London Standard.

Livingstone and Kirk.

Eisewhere will be found a letter, now for

the first time made public, from Dr.
David Livingstone, the great African explor-
er, to his brother, Mr. John Livingstone of
Listowell, Ontario. The pretensions ol Dr,
John Kirk, H. B, M. Consul at Zanzibar, to
great [riendship for Dr. Livingstone, his ae-
companying the body to Englana and acting
as a pall-bearer at the funeral were naturally
very otfensive to the Dector's brother, in view
of the statements made iuthis letter. Mr,
Livingstone says thut had timely notice
reached him he would have gone over to the
funeral and protested, with his brother’s let-
ter in his hands, against Kirk’s acting as pall-
bearer. The indignation of Mr. Livingstone
at these assumptions on the part of Kirk—
who bad represented that Dr. Livingstone
was living like an Arab and traveling aimless-
ly through Africa—has led him (o consent Lo
the publication in the PRESS of this letter,
which shows the strong feeling of the writer
at his ill treatment by one who was officially
—as well as morally and humanely—bound to
turnish the intrepid explorer with all possible
aid and comfort.

It will be remembered that Stanley in a
letter to the Herald, dated Sept. 21, 1871,
makes a set arraignment, with specifications,
of Dr. Kirk for bis improper conduet toward
Livingstone, which is here very thoroughly
substantiated by the sufferer himself. It re-
mains now to be seen whether Dr, Kirk can
give any satisfaclory explanation of his con-
duet, or must stand pilloried for all time as a
man who intensified neglect of official duty
by the desertion of a friend and fellow coun.
tryman in distress. Stanley says in sum-
ming up: “The storyis told. Thisis the
case—a case as I understand it of the British
Public vs, John Kirk. Does it not appear
to you that Dr, John Kirk never had a word
to say, never had a word to write to his old
friend Dr. Livingstore all the time from Nov.
1870, to about Feb. 15, 1871; tbat, during all
this period of three and a half months, Dr,
John Kirk showed great unkinduess, un-
friendliness toward the old traveler, his form-
er companion, in not pushing the caravan
carrying supplies to the man with whom all,
whe bave read of him, sympathize so much ?
Does it not seem to you, as it does to me,
that had Dz, John Kirk bestirred himself in
his grand characler of Euglish ‘Balyuz’'—a
noble name and great title out here in these
lands—that that small caravan of thirty-three
men might have been despatched within a
week or two alter their arrival at Bagamoyo,
by which it would have arrived here in Uny-
anvembe long before Mirambo's war broke
out?’” This langunage was written before
Stanley reached Livingstone, and raust of ne
eessity have been based on his own observa-
tion of the situstion.

Stanley parted from Livingstone March
14, 1872, nine months before tha writing of
this letter, in which the Doctor avails him-
self of the freedom of fraternal correspon
dence to declare his grief and indignation at
the shabby and inhumane treatment which
Lie had encountered at hands from which he
had reason to expect only kindness and help.
It is a pitifal tale, and we may charitably
bope that Dr. Kirk, for his own eredit and
that of the nation, will be able to offer some
explanation or excuse in extenuation.

An Important Revelation,

UNPUBLISHED LETTER FROM DR, LIVINGSTONE.

Berious Allegati agninst €

1 Kirk.

Lare BANGWEOLA,
Central Africa Dee. 1872

My Dear Brother:

Yon may have heard how I was haffled and
nearly taken by @ coterie or ring of slave-trad-
irg Arabs and Bapiavs, the latter our Indian
fellow-subjects, by whose money, arms and
ammunition the Arab agents carry on all the
cruelties and murders necessary in their enter-
prises. 1 lost two years in time, about a thou-
saud pounds in money, had wwo thousand
miles of useless tramping and was subject to
-the imminent risk of a violent death four sev-
eral times,—all throngh my acent, in killing
simplicity, kauding over the affair of suoplying
me with men and goods to his friend Ludha
Damji, the head and chief money lender of the
ring. He sent bis own and other Bauian
slaves instead of men, aud at three times the
highest freeman’s pay. Then the goods were
placed in charge of a thief by name of Shereef
Bosher, and he sold all off for slaves and ivory
to himself, The Bauians wounld not kill a flea
for the world, but by their money means they
are the worst canuibals in all Africa. Their
slaves came, londly declaring that they were
ordered by the Euglish vice consul to force
me back. This was ot course false. He could
not be such a fool as to place himself in their
power. But slaves are in some respects like
children, and quite overacted their part. This
is the way in which I view their asseverations,
A little American girl is said to have asked a
visitor who was received with great cordiality
by mamma: “Is your next door neighbor a
fool?” “No, my dear, he is a very sensible
man,  Why do you ask that?” “Becausge
mamma said you was next door to a fool.”
Public advice was sent by the English vice
consul to the Foreizgn Office and published by
the Royal Geography Society, that I ought to
retire and leave the rest of the work to others.
That means himself. Astute DBanians may
have learned the proclivities of my public ad.
visers, and delivered them undilated to
their slaves.  When consulted by Sir Roder-
ick Murchison I recommended this same vice
consul as a leader of this expediticn, and he af-
terwards told me it was declined unless he had
a8 good salary and position Lo fall back upon as
Speke and Grant had in their pay and commis-

sious., The salary and position he now holds
were procured by my own intercession. Then
followed the following self inv tation: “You

cannot imagine how much T long to have a ran
again with you in the wilds; T feel asif I must
have it somcetime.” No response followed this
appeal,

No sooner was Lake Bangweola discovered
and announced at the coast, than an official de-
seription of it was sent to the Bombay Govern-
ment, in which it was gravely stated, that itis
like Nyassa, Taganyika and the Albert Ny-
anza, overhung by high mountain slopes,which
open out ia bays and valleys or leave great
plains which, daring the rainy season, become
flooded,so that caravans march for days through
water knee-deep, seeking for higher ground on
which to pass the night. Now I found the
Lalke to be 4000 feet above the sea—the beight
at which I now write—but the couutry aronnd
is remarkable ouly for extreme flatness. When
I first reached it the only mountain slopes were
ant hills, some of them about twenty feet high,
Their slopes could scarcely be called ligh ex-
cept on the top of the 4000 feet. There was no
more slope from the land generally than there
is from the Isle of Dogs doan to the level of
the Thames.

The news I got at Ujiji—to which I was
forced back by tbe Banian slaves—was that
the vice consul was in Ludha Damji’s hands.
I bad been plundered of my goods, wholly or
partially, four times, but the consular agent,
paid expressly to give information, see ns to
have been kept silent by the Banians who
have the custom house and all the public rev-
enue entirely in their bands. There was noth-
ing immoral in the vice consal’s iriendship for
Ludha, but it was highly impolitic for it gave
all the members of the ring the persuasion
that Ludha would make all safe. I was in
misery. I was'still deterwined not to give in
to their villainies; but was resolved to make
my way down to Baker for aid.

I bhave the prospect of going home to pov-
erty, for my salary was stopped by a Mr. Mur-
ray, clerk in the Foreign Office, who was put
in as a third under-secretary when the smve]
trade was rife on the west coast, and, now it
has ceased, tries to save his own pay by cuat-
ting down others’. The superiors know little
about these matters. 1 shall net go a begging,
but, as soon as [ get a set of new teeth, launch
out into foreign parts to seek my fortune,—a
nice reward for the discovery of the sources of
the Nile, isit not? If the paid consular agents
concealed the robberies from the vice counsul
they are culpable. When my formal complaint
of all I have suffered from the people employ-
ed by Dr. Kirk came down by Stanley it was
like a clap of thunder to him, and before he
had collected all his thoughts he raved against
me, The English relief and search expedition
were strongly advised by him to wait till the
rains should cease, and they seem to have
dawdled on a most unhealthy island till all their
zood intentions ooged out at their finger ends.
Kirk wrote that ha felt the greatest griel and
indignatiorat my losses—the direct resolt of
the misbehavior and dishonesty of those en-
gaged—but nine days afterwards he declared
before five gentlemen that he would not send
over the consular agent to Bagamoyo to see the
men secured by Stanley off (the steamer was
starting) nor do anything for Dr. Livingstone,
bezcause he believed niggers wounld only insult
him. It was his own belief in Ludba and his
slaves that caused all my losses, and itis his
own inference entirely,that I believed the slaves
when they swore that he instructed them to
force me back. But it is my belief that possi-
bly the difficulties may have had a remote con-
neetion with his eazerness to shave the honor
of discovery alter I had helped him to his per-
quisites, position and salary, His wrath and
babbling-out that he was charged with the in-
struction of the slaves is ominons, The fascina-
tion of mixing up his name with discoveries
seems pretty strong, and there may be a little
lurking hope of eunhancing his standing in
the community. I never said aught to him.

The government also had another plan than
sending out the search and relief expedition,
which was that if they had no offer for one al-
ready out, to take a few Arabs, run in and set-
tle the Nile question by losking at the north
end of Tanganyika and call me outof Manyema
where his truthful Arabs reported me as living
like an Arab. And I went up gnite sure that,
if anywhere, the Nile was west, at the Lualaba
where I was working, The idea seemsto have
come from Kirk, but it has not prevailed over
me, and if the good Lord above gives me
strepgth and influence to complete the task in
spite of everything, I shall not grudge my hun-
ger and toil.

Bowdoin Commencement. *

A large attendance—Report of President
Chamberlain—The drill matier adjust-
ed, etc., ele.

BruNswICK, July 8.

The attendance promises to be larger than at
auy commencement for years, the matter of
the military drill exciting much interest and
drawing scores of the alnmni “to the place.
The boards are very fully represented, mem-
bers being present whose faces have not been
seen in Bruuswick for years.  Opinions on the
vexed question are of course divided. A ma-
jority perbaps of the alumni believe the drill
to be a good thing, but their position is much
like that ot Epsign Stebbins on the Maine law
—*“for the law, but agin itsenforcement.”
While holding that the dnll is beueficial to the
students they fear that its continuance may
cripple the college in numbers and prosperity,
As evidence of this they point to the fact that
but seventeen candidates for admission to the
Freshman class bave presented themselves at
the first examination, against forty last year
Others elaim that the college would be lower-
ing its diguity, by abolishing the drill aud
yielding to the demands of a few rebellious
boys. The reply is made that itisu't a ques-
tion of the maintenance of dignity, but of the
very existence of the college. Bul few approve
the revolutionary course of the lower classes.

A COMPROMISE,

At the preliminary meeting last night the
boards partially patobed up a eomprowmise in
accordance with Presideut Chamberlain’s sug-
gestion, telegraphed to the Puess last night.
They went into formal session at 9 o'clock this
morning.

THE PRESIDENT'S REFORT,

‘President Chamberlain’s anuual report, ab
which a hasty glauce was got, begins by la-
menting the frequent changes of professors,
which tend to greatly impair the efficiency of
the college. The institution is congratulated
upon the supp ion of hazing, which, itis
claimed, has beeu entirely done away witl.
The subject of the revolt against the drill is
next taken up, and rather giogerly treated. A
brief statement of the facts in the case is made,
and violent measurves deprecated. The com-
promise already mentioned, namely making the
gymuasinm course and the drill optional, is
recommended, The finances of the college are
represented to be in a very unsatisfactory con-
dition. All efforts toraise the $100,000 have
failed, though thirieen canvassers are at work.
It is understood, however, that Hon.dJ. B.
Brown will renew his conditional offer of $10,-
000. The report closes with the reGommenda-
tion of a few nnimportant changes in the text
books aud the course of study.

This report was submitted to the board of
trustees last evening, and the recommendation
in regard to the drill adopted with but two dis-
senting votes. Attendance on the lectures of
the military instructor are made compulsory,
however. No strenuous opposition to the com-
promise was made, though it was debated pro
and con at some lenglh,

CLASS DAY.

An attempt was made to induce the gradu-
ating class to hold class day before commence-
meut, in order, it 18 surmised, to prevent any
strictures on the faculty creeping into the ex-
ercises. The class refused to accede to the ar-
rangement. The meeting of the Phi Beta
Kappa has been posigoned to Friday, for what
reason is not known. The students thivk the
delivery of class parts may kLave something to
do with it. :

The exercises of class day have been divided,
a part taking place in the church in the fore-
uoon, and the remaiuder under the trec in the
afternoon. The ciass numbers 35 members.

The class of 1869 holds a reanion at the Ton-
tine Fuesday evering. To-morrow evening the
secret societies hold their reunions.

The class oration will be delivered by C. M.
Furguson of East Dixmont, the poem by I,
W. Hawthoroe of Bath, the chronicles by W.
T. Guodale of Piutsfield, the prophecies by A.
H. Powers of Pitstleld, and the parting ad-
dress by 8 V. Cole of DBrunswick.

Every stodent not excused for a sufii-
cient reason shall elect at the beginning of
each collegiate year for that year the drill or
the gymnasium, and shall be allowed to
change his election at the end of the term only,
and by the consent of the faculty, The,present
gymuasinm fee of 31.50 for each term shall
not be charged (o those not using the gymua-
sium, nor for the term when instruction is not
required. The college faculty may prescribe
the uniform for the drill, not to cost more than
?Ji’fl dollars, and to be charged in the term

illa.

THE ALUMNI ADDRFSS.

This afternoon the Rev. John 0. Means of
Boston, a graduate of the class of 1843, de-
livered the address before the alumuni. The
theme of his discourse was the structure of
modern society., He rem.rked that social re-
forms are the final aims of the wost venture-

bumanity.” The speaker held that all re-
forms de novo must be failures, and invited his
Liearers to an analysis of the philosophie ideals
of society, continually warring with each other.,
Polities and institutions are not human manu-
factures so much as they are patural growths,
taking shape from circumstances without much
previous theorizing.  The true end of the civil
{mluy is the greatest good of the greatest num-

er. Now Plato is the grandest type of the
human intelligence.  His “‘Republic’” is the
masterpiece of speculative philosophizing, Tt
was ineubated and brooded over in the years of
a lonz and meditative life. The discussions
ond criticisms of successive classes of pupils,
Aristotle among them, trimmed it into shape.
Recast and  reconstrocted again and again, in
the ripeness of s fame, in the height of his
genius, Pluto launched it down the ages.  But
what statesman of to-day goes to the *“Repuly-
lie"” for models or prineiples?  The true code of
internationai and social polity, to which the
world is fast adapting itself, is to be found in
the words of the wandering Kazarine delivered
to the poor fishermen who were drying their
nets by the sands of Galilee.  The “religion of
humanity” is the religion of Christ. The
amelioration of the condition of soviety is to
be found in obedience to the commandment of
the Teacher, *“Houor the Lord thy God, and
love thy neighbor as thysell.”

Tammanpy Hall bhaving the matter in charge
proceeded to West Hampton last evening to

present thelr case to Gov. Dix.

The last appointees of the Mayor are regard
ed as personal ratber than »political.  Matsell
used o be a Democrat, but iz now simply a
Havemeyer man, which means in a politieal
sense only an anti-Tammany Democrat, Voor-
hees was also formerly a Democrat, but late
years has had no political statue except that of
opponent alike of Tammany Hall and custom
house Republicanism. He was president of the
Oth ward couneil of political reform, and since
has been an excise commissioner., He has fa-
vored strong action against liquor dealers.

The wmorning papers criticise the Mayor's
last move almost as severely as they did the
previous one, particalarly the appointment of
Matsell.

He believes
several dividends bave been paid out of the
capital as there have been no earniugs fora
loug time; that the funds and property of the
company to the extent of several millions have
been misappiied in several ways; that the float-
ing exeeds $7,000,000, and the suailable securi-
ties and prop its payment is not over
$3.000,000—all the other property being mort-
gaged Lo its full value, the promissory notes of
the company are now selling at 30 and 40 per
cent. discount in the market; also that an un-
authorized new mortcage bas been created;
that the directors agreed to lease the Atlantie
& Great Western road, which is an insolvent
concern, not earning envugh to pay the interest
un previous mortgages, and such a lease will
involve a continual loss to Krie; thas the At-
lantic & Great Western bave purchased large
amonnts of stock in the Cleveland, Columbus,
Cinnati & Indianapolis road, and its obliga-
tions are endorsed by Erie to a riinons extent.
Consequently he asks the intervention of the
state to save the property for bon fide s ock-
holders, and that the present company be dis-
solvad, and a new company formed, free from
such an enormous load of debt.

The affidavit of Ex-Auditor Dupan avirs

The American peo-
ple ask for one word in behalf of a man they
revered and loved more than uany other, one
single gylable of assurance from lips that bhave
moved millions and have a witchery of persua-
siveness possessed by no other on earth, would
have satistied them. There wa3 a splendid oe-
casion and there stood the man to fill it with a
voice which wonld have gone like England's
frum beat aronnd the world, They listened in
death like stillness and were treated to a si
lenee that was almost audible. The factadmits
of ouly one construction, and whoever thinks,
draw s the inevitable conclusion there is a sil-
euce more oppressive and ominous than that of
death. The American people pow know what
that silence is.

The JWisconsin Railway War.

‘The Potter Act Declared Uncon-
stitutional.

Justice was there made, argued and denied.
The case then went before a jury who dis
agreed, standing four for acqmittal and two for
conviction, The attorney of the company took
the prisioner before Judge Moffat, who decided
that the Potter act was uncopstitutional and
void, inasmuch as it prescribed fixed and arbi-
trary rates without any reference as to whether
they were reasonable rates or pot, thereby 1m-
pairing the value of vested property witboul
providing aoy compensation therefor. The
prisoner was conditionally discharged from cas-

tody.

Eiffect of the Wisconsin Decision Upon
Amervicnn Securities.

NEw York, July 8.—The recent decision is
being actually discussed amu:ul: the foreign
bavkers as toits effect upon the American
railroad eredit at London and on the continent
In consequencegof railroad defaults within a
year, Germany has ceased to take any new rail-
road loans, but not so with London, where a
number of leading railways have placed new
loans within a few months. 1t will be inter-
esting, therefore,to hear what response London
makes to  this decision. Fears are expressed
that the decision in favor of the grangers may
prevent any further vezotiations of American
railway bonds in England  and also lead to the
return of American securities from England
aud tke continent.

Endians to he Punished.

WasHINGTON, July 8.—The report of John
D. Miles, Indian Agent at Osage City, Kansas,
in regard to the depredations of the Lostile
Cheyennes, Camamches and Kiowas, was re
ceivedjat the army headquarters to-day, and
orders were immediately telegraphed to Gen.
Pope,commanding toe department of Missouri,
directing him to use the 6th cavalry, stationed
in Kaunsas and the Indian Territory, to break
un the raid of these Indians and force them
upon their reservations,

A Fight.

St1, Louis, July 8.—A letter has been re-
ceived from A, C. Meyers of Dodge City, Kan-
sas, stating that his ranche on the Canadian
river was attacked by Indians June 27th, and
three men killed. The Indians were repulsed,
however, aud eleven killed in a three hours
fight.

New Telegraph Company.

New Yorg,July 8.—The Post says that ne-
gotiations are nearly completed for the forma-
tion of a new telegraph ccmpauy by the prin-
cipal trnnk railways from the Atlantic seaboard
to the west, erecting telegraph lines on their
routes and leasing such as a continnous line to
the new company for 999 years, the cailways as
part compensation to use the telegzraph without
expense.
