FOURTH OF JULY IN MAINE. 

A Jolly Time at the Opening of Au- 

gusta’s New Park. 

Thousands of Visitors See the Fun 

at the Celebration In Strong. 

How They Spent the Fourth In 

Lisbon Falls. 

[Special to tlie Press.] 
Augusta, July 4 -The opening of Capital 

Park today on the celebration of the glorious 
Fourth was in all respects a success and the 
affair gave general satisfaction. The usual 
crowd was drawn into the city from places 
along the river, and the streets were throng- 
ed. There were three bands in attendance, 
one from Hallowell, a second from Water- 
yille and St. Joseph’s band of Augusta. The 
best of music was furnished throughout the 
day. lu the forenoon there was a parade of 
horribles and a running contest between 
Waterville and Augusta hose companies, the 
latter coming off victors. The distance was 
from Bridge street to the railroad bridge and 
return. The events of the day, however, 
were at Capital Park, where an interes ting 
game of base ball occurred between the 
Watervilles and Augustas. The latter team 
won by a score of 13 to 6. 

In the three minute class for horses, dis- 
tance, one mile, bost three in five, for a purse 
of 8150, four started, the bay mare Hadloek, 
owned by W. W. Haley, of South Gardiner; 
winning, best time, 2.41J. In the 2.40 class, 
best three in five for a purse of 8200, four 
horses started. Will North’s stallion Busy 
Boy, won in three straight heats; best time. 
2.49. There were three starters in the wagon 
race for the purse of 825, best two in three, 
and James Keegan’s bay gelding, Scott 
Act, was the winner, The veteran horse 
breeder, E. L. Norcross, of Manchester, 
acted as starter. 

Three men started in the bicycle race and

mile in 1.46J, coming under the wire in ad- 
vance of his competitors and winning the 
race. 

There were over 4000 people on the 
grounds, 2000 tickets being sold at the gate 
at 50 cents each, and ladies being admitted 
free. The directors of the occasion are so 
well pleased with the result that they will 
hold an August meeting, trotting a free for 
all and three minute race. 

A grand two days fair will prob ably be on 
the programme for September. 

Cood Templars at the Lake.

GENERAL HARRISON NOTIFIED. 

The Speech of Chairman Estee and 
the Nominee’s Reply. 

Indiaxapolis, Ind., July 4.—The com- 
mittee appointed by the National Republi- 
can convention waited upon General Harri- 
son today and notified him of his nomina- 
tion. The rooms and hallway were crowded 
by tlie friends and neighbors of General 
Harrison, including many ladies. 

Hon. M. M. Estee, chairman of the com- 
mittee, spoke as follows: “General Harri- 
son, we are commissioned by the National 
Republican convention to officially notify 
you of your nomination as the Republican 
candidate for President of the United States. 
In doing this we may be permitted to remind 
you that your selection met] the hearty ap- 
proval of the whole convention. It left no 
embittered feeling or lukewarm supporters, 
and it voiced the average and best judgment 
of the convention. It is true distinguished 
gentlemen, well known to the people, who 
are experienced in public affairs, illustrious 
in character and worthy of the people’s con- 
fidence and support, were before the conven- 
tion as candidates, ahd yet you were chosen; 
nor was your nomination due to an accident, 
or the result of hasty or inconsiderate delib- 
eration. It indicated rather that you pos- 
sessed in a more eminent degree peculiar 
qualities which commend you to the people’s 
favor, lu the hour of our country’s 
peril you cheerfully accepted a hum- 
ble position in the army, went where 
your country most needed you, and by 
long and faithful service arose to higher 
commands and assumed greater responsibil- 
ities. Elected to the United States Senate, 
your enlightened and conservative states- 
manship commanded the respect and in- 
spired the confidence of the American peo- 
ple. Added to this, the purity of your past life and your exalted private virtues are an 
earnest that, as a candidate for President, 
the honor of the Republican party and tlie 
glory of our country will be safe in your 
keeping. 

“Tlie platform adopted by the national Re- 
publican convention marks out witli clear- 
ness and precision the creed of the partv. 

American system oi protection to Amer- 
ican labor and American products in Ameri- 
can markets; tbe sacredness and purity of 
tbe ballot; the protection of American citi- 
zens, native and adopted, at home and 
abroad, on land and sea; the prohibition of 
Chinese immigration; the building up of our 
navy; the creation of coast defences and the 
especial care of the old soldiers and sailors 
of the republic, are questions which occupy 
conspicuous places in the platform. These 
and other subjects referred to in the plat- 
form will, doubtless, receive your careful 
consideration. In conclusion, we beg to ex- 
press our personal satisfaction at your nom- 
ination, and we indulge in the belief that 
your election is already assured.” 

Cen. Harrison 
read the following reply from manuscript: 
“The official notice which you have brought 
of the nomination conferred upon me by the 
Republican national convention, recently in 
session at Chicago, excites emotions of a pro, 
found though of a somewhatconiiicting char- 
acter. That, after full deliberation and free 
consultation, tbe representatives of the Re- 
publican party of the Uuited States should 
have concluded that the great principles enunciated in the platform adopted by the 
convention could be in some measure safelv 
confided to my care, is an honor of which 1 
am deeply sensible, and for which I am very grateful. I do not assume or believe that the 
choice implies that the convention found in 
me any pre-eminent fitness or exceptional fi- 
delity to the principles of government to 
which we are mutually pledged. Sly satis 
faction with the result would be altogether 
spoiled if this result had been reached by any 
unworthy methods or by a disparagement of 
the more eminent men who divided with me 
the suffrages of the convention. I accept the 
nomination with so deep a sense of tbe digni- 
ty of the office and of the gravity of its duties 
and responsibilities as altogether to exclude 
any feeling of exultation or pride. • The principles of government and the 
practices in administration upon which is- 
sues are now, fortunately, so clearly made, 
are so important in their relations to the na- 
tional and to indvldual prosperity that we 
may expect, as usual, popular interest in the 
campaign. Relying wholly upon the consid- 
erate judgment of our fellow citizens and the 
gracious favor of God, we will confidently submit our cause to the arbitrament of a 
free ballot. The day you have chosen for 
this visit suggests no thoughts that are not 
in harmony with the occasion. The Repub- 
lican party has walked in the light of tbe 
Declaration of Independence, ft has lifted 
the shaft of patriotism upon the foundation 
laid at Bunker Hill. It has made the more 
perfect union secure by makiug all men free. 
Washington and Lincoln, Yorktown and Ap- 
pomattox, the Declaration of Independence, 
and the proclamation of emancipation are 

naturally and worthily associated in our 
thoughts. As soon as may be possible 1 shall 
by letter communicate to your chairman a 
more formal acceptance of’ the nomination, 
but it may be but proper to say that I have 
already examined the platform with some 
care, and that its declarations, to some of 
which your chaiiman has alluded, are in har- 
mony with my views. It gives me great plea- 
sure, gentlemen, to receive you in my home, 
and to thank you for the cordial manner in 
which you have conveyed your official mes- 
sage.” 

STAIN AND CROMWELL. 

Evidence in Their Behalf at the Hear- 

ing at Bangor. 

Bangor, July 8.—The hearing for a new 
trial for Stain and Cromwell copimenced 
here today before Chief Justice Peters. At- 
torney L. A. Barker represented the defence 
and Attorney General Baker and County 
Attorney Appleton the government. A 
large number of witnesses were examined 
The principal points brought out were that 
David L. Stain was not the B. C. Sanborn, 
who rame down to Maine in November, 1877, 
but that Sanborn now lives in Lowell, Mass., 
and did not come here at that time with a 
horse and beach wagon, and that Charles F. 
Stain could not have made trips to Maine 
with the gang in August and November, 
1877, ns he testified at the trial, for he was 
here at work at that time.

i THOSE FAMOUS VETOED PENSION BILLS. 

The President Tells How Much More 
He Knows of Them 

Than the Congress by Which They 
Were Passed, 

And Recommends a Tribunal to Try 
The Veterans' Claims. 

Washington, July 8.—President Cleve- 
land today returned several Senate pension 
bills withqut approval, giving his reasons in 
each case. He also enters upon the consid- 
eration ol pension legislation generally, and 
says; “I cannot spell out any principle up- 
on which the bounty of the government is 
bestowed, through the instrumentality of 
the flood of private pension bills that reach 
me. The theory seems to have been adopted 
that no man who served in the army can be 
subject to death or impaired health except 
they are charged to his service. Medical au- 
thorities are set at naught, and the most 
startling relation is claimed between alleged 
incidents of military service and disability 
or death. Fatal apoplexy is admitted as a 
result of quite insiguificent wounds. Heart 
disease fs attributed tojchronic diarrhoea; 
consumption to hernia, and suicide is traced 
to army service. It is a wonderfully devious 
and curious way. The adjudications of the 
pension bureau are overruled in a most per- 
emptory fashion by these speciul acts of 
Congress. Since nearly all the beneficiaries 
named in these bills have unsuccessfully ap- 
plied to that bureau for relief, this course of 
a special legislation operates very unfair- 
ly. Those with certain influences 
or friends to push ’their claims—procure 
pensions. Those who have neither friends 
nor influence must be content with their fate 
under the general law. It operates unfairly 
by increasing in numerous instances pen- 
sions of those already on the roll wnile 
many other more deserving losers, from the 
lack of fortunate advocacy are obliged to be 
content with the sum provided by the gen- 
eral laws. Apprehension may well be enter- 
tained that the freedom with which these 
private pension bills are passed furnishes 
an inducement to fraud and Imposition while 
if.

people, that the treasury of the national 
government invites approach of private 
need. None of us should be in the least 
wanting in regard for the veteran soldiers. 
I will yield to no man in my desire to see 
those who defended the government, when 
it needed defenders, liberally treated. Un- 
friendliness to our veterans is a charge 
easily and sometimes dishonestly, made. I 
insist that a true soldier is a good citizen 
and that he will be satisfied with generous, 
fair and equal consideration for 
those who are worthily entitled to 
help. I have considered the pension 
list of the Republic, the roll of honor bear- 
ing the names inscribed by national grati- tude, not by improvident, indiscriminate 
aln's giving. I have conceived that the pre- 
vention of the complete discredit which must 
ensue from unreasonable, unfair and reck- 
less grautiug of pensions by special acts, to 
be the best service I can render our 
veterans. In discharge of what seemed to 
me my duty as related to legislation and in 
the interest of all the veterans of the Union 
army, I have attempted to stem the tide of 
improvident enactment^ though I confess to 
a full share of responsibility for some of 
these cases that should nothave been passed. 
I am far from denying there are cases of 
merit which cannot be reached except bv 
special enactment, but 1 do not believe there 
Isa not member of either liouse of Congress 
who will not admit that this kind of legisla- 
tion has been carried too far. I have now be- 
fore me more than one hundred special pen- 
sionbills which can hardly oe examined 
within the time allowed for that purpose. My 
aim has been, at all times, in deal- 
ing with bills of this character, to give the applicant for the pension the bene 
lit of any doubt that might arise, which bal- 
anced the prosperity of grouting pensions 
if there seems any just foundation for the 
application. Rut when it seemed to be en- 
tirely outside of every rule, in its nature or 
the proof supporting it, I have supposed, I 
only did my duty in interposing objec- 
tion. It seems to me it would be well if our 
general pension laws should be revised witli 
a view of meeting every meritorious case 
that can arise. Our experience and knowl- 
edge of any existing deficiencies make 
the enactment of a complete pension possi- ble. It the absence of such revision, aud if 
pensions are to be granted upon equitable 
grounds without regard to the general law, 
the present methods would be greatly im- 
proved by the establishment of some tribu- 
nan to examine the facts in every case and 
determine upon the merit of the application.

Mr. Putnam Makes His First Speech 
of the Campaign.

There was lively beating of the bushes all 
over Maine yesterday to get enough Demo- 
crats together to fill City Hall last night to

It was not the burden of the tax that they 
resisted, but the principle. They under- 
stood that by it they might be reduced from 
the condition of independent freemen to that 
of slaves. Should you citizens of Portland 
once irrevocably surrender the right of taxa- 
tion to any class of persons, how long would 
it be before you would be the slaves of those 
men? So, if you give over to any class the 
right to tax you unnecessarily, you are giv- 
ing over to that class the right to enslave 
you.

On the Saturday night immediately 
preceding the election of Cleveland, a Re- 
publican speaker in Boston had declared 
that the change that would result from the 
election of Cleveland would not be merely a 

transfer of the government from one party 
to the other, but would make a revolution in 
our industrial and economical system and in 
the sovereignty of the people. There was 
nothing now of that feeling left. No part of 
the country had suffered at the hands of 
Grover Cleveland. That is no longer an ele- 
ment of a Presidential contest. Our oppo- 
nents, said Mr. Putnam, accuse us of being 
in favor of British free trade and agaimt 
protection. But I say, continued Mr. Put- 
nam, aud I say it to the credit of the Repub- 
lican party and the Democratic party that 
the whole country is loyal to the flag and to 
the laboring man. The prosperity of the la- 
boring man lies at the very foundation of the 
prosperity of the country. The day never 
existed when the American people were so 
prosperous as today. Never was there a 

time when the American people had so good 
reason to be proud as they have today. 

Mr. Putnam then turned te a discussion of 
ths issue, aud at the beginning read the prin- 
ciples enunciated by the Democratic conven- 
tion at St. Louis, which he said were the doc- 
trines of the Democratic party. Out of those 
principles had flowed the message of the 
President which led to the issue of larlff re- 
form. He was not going to say that if the

test the country would be ruined. But the 
price of liberty was eternal vigilance and If

The argument of its 
supporters is that it has proved useful, that

From all parts of the United States 
they came by hundreds to attend the seventh 
national convention of the Societies of Chris- 
tian Endeavor, which is to continue four 
d ays. A large majority of the delegates are 
ladies, cheery, handsome and intelligent, 
ail of them, and the prominent leaders of the 
great society or aggregation of societies do 
not hesitate to ascribe to the sex all the cred- 
it they deserve for their noble efforts in 
building up the organization and preparing 
for this convention. Many of the delegates 
have brought with them many handsome 
State banners, which add to the beauty of 
the great hail. 

The organization was completely arranged 
beforehand. Promptly on the appointed moment the assemblage was called to order 
by President W. J. Van Patten of Burling- 
ton, Vt. The following officers were pre- 
sented :

Maine has 142 societies; Massachusetts, 578; 
New Hampshire, 102; Vermont, 110; Connec- 
ticut, 220; Rhode Island, 05; total, 12X7. The 
membership is 79,100. The British Prov- 
inces reported 06 societies. For the Middle 
States, Rev. H. P. Grass of Pittsburg, gave 
the report. Indiana has 60 societies, with 
5200 members; Michigan, 180 societies, with 
10,700 members; Ohio, 245 societies, with 13.- 
900 members; Pennsylvania, 249 societies, 
with 16,100 members; New Jersey, 178 so- 
cieties, with 12,000 members; New York, 947 
societies, with 61,500 members; total for the 
United States, 1899 societies, with 120,000 
members.

Very few Democratic orators 
have been ready to admit even indirectly 
that such was the issue. But Mr. Putnam 
is an honest man and has the courage of his 
convictions. He undoubtedly inter prets the 
attitude of his party correctly, though since 
1880, when they declared in terms for a tariff 
for revenue only, they have been dealing in 
ambiguous phrase with the question of the 
tariff. They have been professing to be for“in- 
cidental protection,” whatever that may be, 
but all their acts have been in the direction 
of a tariff for revenue only. Mr. Putnam is 
entitled to thanks for making it plain at the 
first Democratic mass meeting of the cam- 

paign what the real issue is. Being the candi- 
date of his party in this State his statement 
must be considered authoritative. 

The Fourth was made the appropriate 
occasion in Amesbury, Mass., for the unveil- 
ing of a monument of one of the signers of 
the Declaration of Independence, Joslah 
Bartlett. The monument is a massive heroic 
statue, a gift to the town from Mr. Jacob R. 
Huntington, one of the pioneers in the great 
industry of Amesbury. The features of the 
exercises of the day were an address of wel- 
come by E. Moody Boynton, an oration by 
Congressman Robert T. Davis and a poem 
by John Greenleaf Whittier. Mr. Davis, in 
his oration, gave a sketch of the wonderful 
man, who deserves fame not alone for his 
participation in the signing of the Declara- 
tion of Independence, but as a typical 
American illustrating the wonderful energy 
versaiity of the American people. Devoting 
himself to three professions, he rose to emi- 
nence In each, and to fame in one at least. 
At the age of twenty-one, he had, by the 
labors of an unusually persevering and gtu* 

dious youth, fitted himself to begin the prac- 
tice of medicine; and within the next five 
years had become one of the most eminent 
physicians of his time, famous for the intro- 
duction of genuine and the modern treat- 
ment of fevers. For his courageous ad- 
vances beyond the ideas of his time he was 

suspended from membership in the New 
England Society, but was within a year 
afterwards elected its president. But the 

practice of medicine this remarkable man 

dropped for a career as a statesman and a 

career as a jurist. As medicine was the 
fancy of his youth, the law was the recrea- 

tion of the latter years of his life. He be- 
came chief justice of the court of common 

pleas of New Hampshire of the superior 
court, and finally chief justice; when about 
sixty years of age. His greatest work, 
however, was in middle life, when he 
played the part of the statesman. His was 

the first vote given for the Declaration of 
Independence, and his name follows next to 
the name of John Hancock as a signer of 
that famous document. Throughout the 
war that followed he bore the part of an 
honorable patriot; and after the war was 
closed and the Constitution had been sub- 
mitted to the States his was a potent voice 
in influencing New Hampshire to ratify it 
and thereby complete the number necessary 
to form the Union. He finally rounded off 
his remarkable career by becoming the first 
Governor of New Hampshire. He bore a 

great a« well as a wonderful part, worthy 
the praise given him by the poet of the day: 

In that great hour ol destiny, 
Which tried the souls of sturdiest stock, 

Who knew the end alone must be 
A free land ora traitor’s block! 

Anild those picked and chosen men. 
Than his. who here first drew his breath, 

No firmer fingers held the pen 
That wrote tor liberty or death.

But the chairman wouldn't bring out Clif- 
ford just then. Instead he introduced the 
lion. John B. Kedman, and the gentleman 
f,rI9v'’ Ellsworth came forward to address his Follow Citizens and Democrats.” 

1 thank you, he said, for the kindness of 
your greeting. We must not forget that the 
cause which we are here championing justly calls forth your approbation. Time has 
agaiu clipped the golden cords that bind the 
years, and we are again on the verge of an- 
other presidential election. Every period brings its changes, political, commercial and 
social. And, during the last four years, the 
changes have not been confined to any sec- 
tion, but have been felt right here in the 
State of Maine. This is especially seen in 
the courage of the Democratic party of 
Maine, which this year is encouraged and 
ready for a victory.

But he woke them 
up again by referring to the Chicago conven- tion as a “sparring match.” The applause was tremendous, and Mr. Kedman was back 
m favor. ile then took coura&H ami wt>nt 
on 10 express ms horror of the attitude of the Republican party on the liquor question. The Democrats assembled fullv shared in 
ms horror, expressing it in loud cheers. Rnetiy alluding to protection as a bugbear, Mr. Redman complimented Mr. Putnam, and proceeded to give a picture of the pow- erful lubricating effect that would follow If 
a gentleman of the great executive ability of the President of the Maine Central Railroad 
would take hold and oil up the hinges and 
get the old machine into a little better work- 
ing order. Chairman Brown did not appear to appreciate this point, and was noticeably silent while Mr. Bass and the rest cheered lustily.

Mr. Clifford next paid his 
respects to General Harrison, of whom he 
could say nothing worse than that he was the grandson of old Tippecanoe, a name 
which gave Mr. Clifford a chance to sluce 
upon the audience a considerable lot of care- fully prepared puns. Under this process, and speeded by a peroration that breathed the spirit of Thanatopsis, the audience kept 
moving out. 

By the time Mr. Clifford had said his last 
word there were good-sized processions mov- 
ing mournfully towards tile doors. But a good number of enthusiasts remained to call for Mr. McGillicuddy. 

Mr. McGillicuddy of Lewiston responded, of course, was received with applause ana cheers, and said: 
They say that it is the province of my profession to be possessed of a good deal of cheek, but at this late hour I have not the cheek to make a speech. But I will say a 

solitary word. liam Emery of Alfred, supposed to be run 
ning for Congress in this district. 

While the meeting was going on in the 
hall a large crowd collected outside to hear 
the music of the bands. An out door meet- 
ing had been organized on the front steps of 
City Building with A. F. Moulton as chair- 
man, and these speakers attempted to ad- 
dress the people:
