The Democrats are cursing those “blasted”
English newspapers for telling the truth
about the President’s last message to Con-
gress and the St. Louis convention,

The question of the reduction of the sur-
plus appears to be entirely forgotten by the
Democracy. Whether the Mills bill will In.
crease it or reduce It they koow little and
care less. But it is a step toward the goal of
free trade; and therefore they approve it.

Boycott coffee is Mr. Powderly last coun=
sel to the Knights ef Labor. Butif the
Knight doesn’t pay any mcre attention to
this than to the most of the Chief’s advice in
the past the coffee speculator will have no
oceasion for alarm.

The probability is that Gov. Porter will
head the Republican State ticket in Indiana
this fall. This is the desire of Gen. Harri-
son, Porter is very popular with the labor-
ing men and will prove an exceedingly
strong man with the people. Gov. Porter is
not anxious to be the candidate, but will
consent probably if the nomination comes
to him with practical unanimity,

This seems to be a time distinguished for
the paralysis of national legislative bodies.
The French Chamber of Deputies 1s appar-
ently become a bedy without definite aim or
saving judgment; the English House of
Commons is and has been reduced to impo-
tency by the shadow of the great question of
Home Rule; and our own House of Repre-
sentatives, most dignified and effective body
of the three, is staggering under the burden
of the great tariff controversy. Profound
peace reigns, but momentous questions are
yet under discussion.

Mr. Michael Davitt makes the very perti-
nent suggestion that if Attorney General
Webster believes that Mr. Parnell is the
author of the letter read in the suit of O'Don-
nell against the Times then Mr. Parnell
should be prosecuted as nccessory to the
murder of Cavendish and Burke, and that it
is the duty of the Attorney General to ingsti-
tute such prosecution. The government is
not likely hewever to do anything that wiln
give Mr. Parnell a fair opportunity to dis-
prove the genuineness of these letters. The
refusal to grant him a parliamentary inves-
tigation shows that. Enough people now
believe them genuine to make them a valua-
able weapon, an Investigation would proba-
bly destroy their value altogether.

The Republican party has sought in

. almost every Northern State in the Union to
restrict the liquor traffie either by license or
prohibitory laws. Asa rule in its efforts in
this direction it has bad to meet and combat
the Democratiec party. Last winter a Re-
publican legislature passed a high license
law in New York. A Democratie governor
premptly vetoed it, at the request of his

friends the rumsellers. The Pennsylvania
law which has greatly restricted the trafiic
was also the work of Republicans accom-
plished in spite of the resistance of the
Democracy. In the face of these facts and
the well known records of the two parties on
this question for the last quarter of a cen-
tury the cry that the Republican party is the
party of free whiskey is absurd. Ask the
New York and Pennsylvania saloon keepers
which party in their opinion is the party of
free whiskey and see what their reply is.

The gossips in Europe whisper that the
coming visit of German Emperor William to
Russia is for the purpose of arranging a
match between Princess Margaret, the Em-
peror’s sister, and the Czarevitech. She is
“sweet sixteen” and the heir to the Russian
throne is aged twenty. An alliance such as
this might have a profound effect on the
future politics of Europe. It would not be
the first wedding of a Hohenzollen princess
to an heir of the house of Romanoff. Years
ago a much beloved sister of the old Emperor
William 1 was wedded to « Russian Prince.
William, then a young man, accompanied
his sister uvn her way to the Russian Capital
and eéftablished for himself terms of inti.
macy with the royal family. From these
early associations he never wholly broke
away: and for years even down to his last
moments, he remained a friend of Russia
although the course of political events bad
widely estranged the two nations. Young
Emperor William is not credited with a
charagter so distinguished for loyal devotion
to friendships as was that of his grand-
fatber; but he might make an ailiance with
the Romanoffs a means of political advan-
tage to Germany in future complications.

The sentiments of the Republicans of the
Northwest on the tariff question have led to
some Dewmocratic hopes and Republican
fears that the Chicago platform might canse
fatal Republican losses in the Northwest,
Mr. Blethen, in yesterday’'s Pruss, speaking
from the standpoint of an ardent protection-
ist, and with the knowledge acquired by ex-
ceptional facilities for observation, gives an
encouraging assurance ol the excellence of
Republican prospects in the Northwest.

Political Tariff Tinkering.

If auy evidence were wanting to convinee
the American people that the Mills tariff re-
form bill as an economical measure isa
fraud, that it follows no straight line of eco-
nomie policy, but twists and turns to favor
interests of Democratic States and influen-
tial individuals, the action of the House
upon Mr. Dingley’s amendment to the sugar
schedule still further reducing the duty, and
the debate thereon, have supplied all that Is
needed. Sugar is one of the necessaries,
and it is the necessaries of life that the
Democrats havejbeen protesting that they
purposed to relieve from taxation. Mr.,
Dingley’s amendment proposed the reduc-
tion of the sugar duty about one-half. This
would have left sugar with a larger duty than
the average duty of the present tariff, The
amendment would, too, have reduced the
surplus about $28,000,000, and would have
brought about a large reductlon in the cost
of sugar to the consumer.

But Mr. Mills and his free trade retainers
opposed the amendment and defeated it.
Why? Not because it was in conflict with
any principle which the committee on Wways
and means (have professed to be guided by,
for it was a move to reduce the cost of living,
and that is one of the objects the committee
have always claimed to have in view. They
have never tired of telling the country that
they were in favor of putting wool on the
free list because it would benefit the poor
man by cheapening the price of his clothing.
Why did they not avail themselves of this
opportunity to put the poor man still further
under obligation tothe party which they
represent by reducing the cost of the peor
man’s living? The answeris obvlous, Lon-
isiana, which ralises all the sugar that is pro-
duced in this country, is a Democratic State,
and contributes eight _electoral votes to the
Democratic column. To reduce the tariff on
sugar would be to expose the Democratic
sugar planters of that Stateto foreign com-
petition, and the effect of this might be to
imperil the Democratic chances of carrying
that State in November. But itappeared in
debate that there was a still further reason
for this refusal to reduce the duty on sugar,
though this one would of itself undoubtedly
have proved sufficient. Mr. Havemeyer, the
great New York refiner and a member of the
sugar trust, had been to see the committen
He had been agood Democrat inthe last
campaign and bad rendered efficient aid in
the glorious work of electing Grover Cleve-
land to the Presidency. Mr. Havemeyer had
proved so potent with the committee that
they had revised the sugar schedule at his
request and put up the sugar duty above the
point to which they had originally intended
to reduce it.

But the performance of the committee in
regard to sugar is by no means an isolated
case. Other Democratic industries have
been treated with the same tenderness with
no more reason. Thus rice is kept protected
up to the figures of the present tariff, while
salt is put on the free list. Rice is raised in
the South, while salt is manufactured in the
North. To put rice on the free list would
endanger Democratic electoral votes. Put-
ting salt there carries with it no such risk.
Every Maine industry of prominence is at-
tacked and dealt a stunning blow, under the
plea of reducing the cost of living of the
poor map. But when the Southern States
are reached the poor man is forgotten, and
politics loom up. The poor laboring man of
that section must still continue to eat rice
protected by a duty of 100 per cent., lest the
democracy of the governing classes may be
unfavorably affected. Yet the Democratic
party in convention at St. Louis approved of
this Lill as an honest measure of reform, and
made allegiance to it the test of true Demac-
racy.

NEW PUBLICATIONS.

The Magie Skin, by Honore de Balzac.
Balzac possessed one of those phenomenal
minds, of boundless fertility, which in quali-
ty suggests Buckle. As he wrote and phil-
osophized, like Buckle, vista upon vista
opened up to him, in the exploration of
which all the beauties of analysis and de-
tailed description would follow. fn his
Comedie Humaine he proposed to dissect
and analyze society and catalogue with pa-
tient thoroughness its myriad phenomena.
He is not alone a writer of romanees, but he
seeks to penetrate the hidden meaning un-
derlying this immense assemblage of figures,
passions and events, His first work was to
paint society in its own image, as exactly as
possible, but his later labors tended to un-
fold a philosophy in which the inner signifi-
cance should appear and lead up to the es-
tablishment of principles evolving a higher
civilization. He did not live to accomplish
this, but his Philosophieal Studies, of which
La Peau de Chagrin—The Magie Skin—forms
the first of the series, embody the main con-
ception and were in an entirely new vein.

It is quite possible to read The Magic
Skin simply as a story, without regard to its
allegory. It was thus that it was first re-
ceived by the public and the eritics, and only
those who knew the Comedie Humaine as a
whole would thoroughly appreciate its philo-
sophic significance.

In this story the hero, tired of life, having
drained its pleasure and passion to the dregs,
and gambled away his last penny, is bent on
suicide, and as he wanders along the streets
of Paris, he halts at the shop of an anti-
quary, where he finds the magic skin, whose
possession insures the attainment of every
wish; but with the gratification of each wish
the skin shrinks, and with it the life of its
owner. Possessing himself of the talisman,
lie enters upon a reckless course of personal
gratification of his desires. At last, when
the skin is nearly gone, and his fierce ac-
quisitiveness is merged in on intense longing
to preserve his life, a true passion dawns
upon him, and he wins the object of his af-
fections—but to discover that he can gratify
his love only at the expense of his life. An
egoist, he sacrifices all to his selfish desires,
and the finale shows the powerful struggle
of egoism in death-grapple with itself.

In this story the great power that Will and
Thought play in the seething arena of life
is brought {into prominence, and the lesson
drawn that the mad and excessive pursuit
of material success brings with its very
achievement a re-active exhaustion. It
is the destructive as well as construe-
tive efficiency of the will that Balzae
has illustrated; the abuse of the thinking
powers and the will, in the headlong and
mad pursuit of greed, which is oneof the
salient evils of modern civilization.

Balzac's works are as appropriate to-day
to illustrate the tendencies of our own met-
ropolitan life as when first written, because
in Balzac’s time Paris was so far in advance
of the rest of the world in the whirl and fe-
ver and fury of life, that the world has con-
sumed a generation or more in getting to
where the French Capital was then. This
explains, perhaps, the present revival of in-
terest in the great novelist’s works, (Bos-
ton: Roberts Brothers; Portland: Loring,
Short & Harmon,)

Governor Chamberlain’s Administration in
South Carolina. A Chapter of Reconstrue-
tion in the Southern States. By Walter
Allen: The author of this volume says
modestly, that his object -is to eollect and
present the material necessary for a future
history, when the passions and prejudices
of the present will have passed away. As a
matter of fact, he has in an unusual degree
divested himself of partisan rancor, and
glves us a history of a most important and
eritical period of our political life. When
we opened the volume, we anticipated a
rather dry and uninteresting record, but our
attention was soon fixed upon the subject
and the interest of the narrative increased to
the end. We closed the reading with a
strong feeling that the author had not over-
estimated the importance of this crisisin
our history, and that he had handled it in a
manner adapted to enforce many valuable
lessons in practieal polities.

Gov. Chamberlain’s character was sub-
Jjected to a severe ordeal from which it issued
strong and pure. He was ten years in South
Carolina, as planter and politician. Four
years he was Attorney General, and two
years Governor. Elected the second term,
he held on for a few months, but finally re-
signed the office as the folly of his nominal
party made it impossiblé to carry on the goy-
ernment without aid from Washington. All
the time he was in office, he had a double
battle to fight, with whites without, and
blacks within. His worst foes were those of
his own household. Several of the leaders,
more especially Mases and Whipper, were so
corrupt as to defy all the Governor's efforts
to reform and purify the administration of
the State government. The records of his
relations to all parties are ample and given
atlength. They furnish conclusive proof of
Chamberlain’s capacity, honesty and un-
swerving purpose to redeem and purify the
politics of the party. But the ignorance and
venality of other leaders, were insuperable
obstacles. It becomes perfeetly apparent
that a really republican government is im-
possible where the majority of the people
are without education and have had no
political training. The question is not one
of color, but of character, irrespective of
color, but not of previous condition. This
chapter in our history has direct application
to the hordes of ignorant Immigrants now
landing on our shores, in comparison with
whom, our earlier arrivals were intelligent,
pure and patriotic.

Severe Accident.

Contagious Diseases Among Horses

The Maine State Cattle Commissioners
have found ten cases of glanders and farein
within the last two weeks. Five of these
cases were fourd in the city of Portland, one
in Stroudwater village, one in Bangor, one at
East Laswell, one at Bridgewater, and one
at Preque Isle, All but two of them were
brought into Maine from out of the State.
Two eame from Canada, one from Massachu-
setts, one from New Hampshire. Two of
them were broncos, one came from the Proy-
inces and one came from the West. Only
two of them, it will be seen, were raised 1n
Maine. and shows that if glanders were not
imported into the State, our own horses
would be comparatively free from it. The
Commissioners are doing good work in free-
ing the State from this dangerous class of
animals, Dr. Bailey, State Veterinary Sur-
geon, says no contagious disease exists
among cattle, and but one case has been
found since Jan, 1st, 1888,

Committee on Public Buildings.

At a meeting of the committee on publie
buildings held yesterday afternoon, it was
voted to purchase not exceeding 1125 tons of
coal for the use of the buildings, through
Sargent & Dennison, each ton to weigh
2240 pounds, at $5.98 a ton, delivered in the
buildings. This is the same price as last
year and about twenty cents less per ton
than could be obtained by publie bids.

The jury empanelled by Coroner Gould to
investigate the cause of the death of Fred B,
Nixon, who fell from the third story of the
Canadian House Monday night, and broke
his skull, found a verdict that he came to his
death by accidentally falling from the third
story of the Canadian House while in a state
of intoxication.

Baked Beans.

Burnham & Morrill last year put up 10,000
cases of canned baked beans, each case con-
taining two dozen quart cans. Most of these
were sold in the West, 6000 or 7000 cases go-
ing to the Chicago market alone. This year
the firm propese to put up about 25,000 cases,
more than double the pack of last year. This
is only a small part of their big business, for
last year they put up 12,000 cases of Lima
beans, the raw material coming from Cali-
fornia by the earload; 25,000 cases of suecco-
tash, 40 000 cases of lobsters, 150,000 cases of
green corn, besides a variety of other vege-
tables, fruits and meats in smaller quanti-
ties.

the revolution there was no national flag, no
government, no union of colonies. Each or-
ganization had its own standard.

with a cross and rattlesnake, ang’
the words *“Don't Tread On Me.

The first banner adopted by the army
under Washington was called the great flag
of the Union. From it this flag had its orig-
in, and the first one is said to have been
de by a Philadelphia lady. Congress pro-
vided for a flag in 1777 of a blue background
with thirteen stars and thirteen stripes, In
1794 came two additional States, and then
two stars and two stripes were added to the
flag.  In 1818 Congress decided to have the
number thirteen stars and thirteen stripes,
with one additional star for every new State.
That is the flag which shall wave OVEr us as
the emblem of American liberty. You should
see it as it waves in the breeze over forei
lands, a symbol of our right. I must not let
this occasion go by without saying that I re-
joice in the names of Harrison and Morton.
