GOV. BODWELL’S CANCELLED SIGNATURE 

The ;Case of the Medical Registra- 
tion Bill Up Again. 

Testimony Before Chief Justice Pe- 

ters Yesterday. 

State Officials Tell Their Stories of 

the Affair. 

[Special to tlie Press.] 
Augusta, July 11.—There was an import- 

ant hearing before Chief Justice John A. 

Peters, at the court house today, to obtain 
the granting of a writ of mandamus to make 
valid the medical registration bill, which 
was before the last legislature. The writ is 
asked on the ground that when Governor 
Bodwell signed the bill, on the 17th day of 
March, it became a law, and the subsequent 
withdrawal of his signature a few hours af. 
terwards did not affect the validity of the 
measure. 

Judge J. W. Symonds and Judge C. W. 
Goddard represented the Maine Medical As- 
sociation and the petitioners, while Attorney 
General Baker appeared for the Governor. 
The facts of the case are still fresh in the 
minds of the public. 

The petition of Dr. Stephen H. Weeks of 
Portland, president of the Maine Medical 
Association, was read by Judge Goddaid in 
opening. The petition represents that the 
bill was passed by the Senate and House on 
the 17th day of March, 1887; that during the 
forenoon Governor Bonwell approved the 
bill, directing it to be placed in the official 
custody of the Secretary of State, it being 
entered in the usual manner in the books 
kept for the purpose, and received as a law; 
that several hours later the Governor under- 
took to recall the act, and the Secretary of 
State “unlawfully” allowed it to be removed 
from his custody; that the Governor caused 
a line to be drawn through the signature, 
and caused the act to be sent to the Senate 
witli his objections thereto; that the Senate 
assumed to reconsider it, and it now' remains 
in the custody of the Secretary of the Sen- 
ate : that since that day the Secretary of 
State has not recognized the act as a law, in 
the usual manner. The petitioner accord- 
ingly prays for a writ of mandamus to com- 

pel the Secretary of State to restore the act 
to its place among the public acts of the 
State, the Secretary of the Senate first re- 

turning it to the Secretary of State. 
The original act as signed by the Governor, 

a line being drawn through -his signature 
and the words “March 16," was presented by 
Judge Goddard. 

Mr. E. Curtis Stevens, private secretary 
of the late Governor Bodwell, was called and 
testified: I sometimes received the acts and 
resolves as they came from the Senate Cham- 
ber and sometimes found them, in the 
Governor’s room. After he signed them 
they went to the Secretary of State’s office. 
There were several came into the executive 
ebamber on the morning of March 17th. 
They were on the Governor's table as usual. 
There was an act brought in during the day 
known as the medical registration act. The 
Governor approved all these about 10 a. m. 
in the morning with the exception of the 
medical act which remained unsigned. Just 
before going to dinner at 1 o’clock he signed 
this act. It was simply an act of accommo- 
dation that I took the bill down stairs. 

Redirect—There were a number of people 
in the Governor’s room in the interval be- 
tween the signing of the bill and the with- 
drawal of the signature discussing it with 
him. 

Mr. Baker stated the position of the State 
was that it was a singular state of affairs if 
the Governor could not sign a bill, leave it 
on his own personal table for a few moments 
and then changing his mind withhold his 
signature. The only trouble was, Mr. Baker 
said, the Secretary of State thought the 
Governor was done with the act when he 
was not. 

The cross examination—I did not under- 
stand it as my especial duty to carry the 
bills to the office of the Secretary of State 
and what I did was assumed. The Governor 
was always present when the bills were 
taken from hfs table. 

James R. Milliken, clerk in the Secretary 
of State’s office, was called. Mr. Stevens 
brought the so-called medical registration 
bill down and delivered it to him. I made a 
mark as usual to show that I received the 
act aud then laid it by my side. 1 entered 
the title of the bill in the original book of 
acts upon receiving it. 

Mr. uocKlaru nere presented the original 
book of titles to acts of the last legislature, 
and Mr. Milliken, upon examining it, stated 
that evidently one leaf had been torn out. 
At the bottom of the left hand page, where 
the fag end of the detached leaf appeared, 
was entered the title of act No. 221, relative 
to the regulation of hours of labor. Upon 
the top of the right hand page was enterod 
act numbered 422, relative to intoxicating 
liquors. Mr. Goddard then exhibited the 
medical registration bill, which was num- 
bered 422, and which Mr. Milliken said in 
the regular course of numbers, if finallv ap- 
proved, should follow No. 421. 

Mr. Milliken further testified that he dis- 
covered a leaf had been torn out of the book 
of acts the same afternoon that the medical 
bill was received, but did not know who did 
it. Judge Goddard next placed the blotter of 
the last legislature in Mr. Milliken's hands. 
The clerk testified that he entered the bill in 
the book as usual. But word came to him 
from the Governor that the bill was not ap- 
proved, and he erased the date of approval 
and the number of the act. The evidence of 
the erasure could be seen on the leaves. Mr. 
Milliken continued: Mr. Smith, Secretary of 
State, came down about ten minutes after 1 
received the bill and took It away, saying 
that the Governor wanted it. 

I>r. F. C. Sleeper, of Greene, was called: 
and a member of the present Maiue Senate. 
Ur. Sleeper had a conversation with the 
Governor on the afternoon and evening of 
the 17th of March, 1887, but His Honor ruled 
out all conversation that the witness had 
with Governor Bodwell to prove the pre- 
vious intention of the letter and the doctor 
was not further examined. Judge Goddard 
announced that the testimony of Ur. F. C. 
Thayer, of Watervllle, who was summoned 
would be of the same character as Ur. Sleep- 
er’s and the witness was not examined. 
Secretary of State Oromandel Smith took 
the stand and testified to going after the 
bill, procuring it from the clerk and carry- 
ing it to the Governor at his request, on the 
nftanionn /.f Uoroh 1'TH> 1 UU7 

Several other minor matters were intro- 
duced by the petitioners, and the govern- 
ment did not present anything. By common 
consent, the question is to be reported to the 
Law Court, where it will be argued at an 
early day to decide the main question 
whether or not Governor Bodwell had the 
right to withdraw his signature after affixing 
it as he did. There is no question of fact 
between the counsel other than deciding 
whether Mr. Stevens was acting in an official 
capacity when he took the signed bill to the 
office of the Secretary of State. 

The hearing was adjourned at 12.45, the 
judge sitting for a few moments at 2.15 to 
listen to a few unimportant matters which 
had not been disposed of. 

SANCTION OF THE CITY. 

This Said to be All that Will be Re- 
quired for the Ogdensburg Lease. 

[Special to the Press.] 
Lkwistoh, July 11.—A prominent railroad 

man and director of the Maine Central rail- 
road says tonight, that at the directors’ 
meeting of the road in Portland tomorrow, 
the agreement of the proposed lease of the 
Portland & Ogdensburg road to the Maine 
Central will be opened and read. Its main 

provisions are that the Maine Central shall 
pay one per cent for three years, and two 

per cent afterwards for the remainder of the 
ninety-nine years, for which the lease runs. 

They also agree to assume the interest, 
lie further says the terms of the lease are 

agreeable to the directors of both roads, and 
all that will be required is the sanction of 
the city of Portland.

FOREICN. 

Parnell Makes an Important Decla- 
ration. 

New York, July 11.—A London special 
to the Tribune today says: 

Parnell's declaration touching the new home 
rule bill is very important. The Irish leader has 
come out as an advocate of what be calls 'Impe- 
rial Federation.” His letter to Rhodes, whether 
written immediately after his conference with 
Gladstone or not, expresses the result of many 
conferences. There cau be no doubt that Parnell 
and Gladstone are working together. The latter 
has agreed to devise a scheme for retaining lrisn 
members in the House of Commons. But it is on- 
ly one item in the new programme. Federation 
has been Gladstone’s underlying thought la ail 
ids repeated references to separate nationalities 
withlu the United Kingdom. The Unionists de 
scribe this as a scheme for splitting the empire 
into fragments. Scotland is to nave a parliament, 
Wales a pailiament, and a new imperial parlia- 
ment, with colonial delegates, Is to rise on the 
ruins of the present constitution. Tnis vast 
scheme, by far the most revolutionary ever heard 
of in England, is given to the world in a casual 
way, half by letter and half by talk, with a third 
half, as the Irish would say eked out by guesses 
of Parnell’s semi confidants. The English take it 
all with a coolness that is something more than 
skeptical. It may strengthen Irish home rule, 
but it seems quite as likely to frighten away 
friends by the discovery of a project so vast. 

Foreign Notes. 
The weather throughout England is abnor- 

mally cold. Snow has fallen in the suburbs 
of London, and the peaks of all the moun- 
tains are covered with snow. This is the 
first time snow is known to have fallen in 
this season. 
■ The Sultan is much concerned about the 
approaching visit of the Emperor William to 
the Czar, and fears the lesult of the inter- 
view will he detrimental to Turkey. 

A messenger from llandoub, who lias just 
arrived in Suakim, reports that he saw a let- 
ter written by the Khalifa to Osman Digna, 
dated June 22d, which stated that the white 
pasha in Bahrd el Ghazel had advanced a 
three days’ march nearer Khartoum, and was 
building a railroad. The Khalifa had order- 
ed his followers to resist him.

AMONG OUR LEGISLATORS YESTERDAY. 

Steamship Subsidies Stir Up the 
Senators. 

In the House the Tariff Fight Coes 
On. 

William Walter Phelps Takes the 
Floor and Cives Some Points- 

Washington, July 11.—In the Senate the 
conference report on the post office appro- 
priation bill was presented. The item as to 

postage on seeds was fixed so as to make the 
postage a cent for every two ounces. On 
the amendment known as the subsidy clause 
the conference committee were unable to 

agree, and the report was not agreed to. 
Air. Plumb moved that the Senate insist on 

the subsidy amendment and ask a further 
conference. 

Mr. '.Vest and Mr. Beck opposed. Mr. 
Vest said there were no complaints of poor 
postal service to Central and South America. 
Mr. Beck said that since the time when sub- 

sidizing was begun in this country with the 
Pacific Mail subsidy no trade had been built 
up and no trade was intended to be built up. 
It was intended to embarrass and injure the 

existing postal regulations by giving sub- 
sidy to a few men at the public expense to 
the determent of the public service and to 
the injury of every tax payer in the country. 

Mr. Chaee replied to Mr. Beck, saying that 
Democratic opposition to this measure is in 
line with the whole police of the Democratic 
party. It is a policy of repression of in- 

dustry. The Democratic party is a party of 
reaction and retrogression. It is opposed to 
all enterprises, to the building up of in- 
dustries. It has inherited from the old 
slave-holding Confederacy the idea that there 
should be nothing done by the government to 
benefit the business of the country. 

Mr. Ileagan replied to Mr. Chase, that the 
reason tne uniieu states am not sen to tne 
South American countries as much 
as it bought from them was be 
cause the revenue legislation of the 
the United States had so increased the cost 
of production that goods manufactured in 
this country could not be sold in competition 
with goods manufactured in other countries. 
He understood the Democratic party to be 
the party of liberal views, while the Repub- 
lican party would build a Chinese wall 
around the country, and thought the only 
way to extend trade was to subsidize still 
further. 

The tariff argument was carried on at 
considerable length by Messrs. Reagan, 
Platt, McPherson, Saulsbury, Hawley, 
Stewart and Call. 

The motion to insist on the amendment 
was agreed to; yeas, 28; nays, 16. The Sen- 
ate then proceeded to the consideration of 
the Senate bill to provide for fortifications 
and other seacoast defences. 

On motion by Mr. Plumb to postpone the 
consideration of the bill till the 25th of July, 
on the ground that the regular fortification 
would before that time be received from the 
House, a long discussion took place, going 
over the whole range of modern naval war- 
fare, treating of the best class of warships, 
the most improved type of guns and the ne- 
cessity for coast fortifications. Without ac- 
tion the Senate adjourned. 

In the House of Representatives today, 
Mr. Hatch ot Missouri, submitted a report of 
disagreement on the agricultural appropria- 
tion bill, stating that the point of disagree- 
ment was the Senate amendment making an 

appropriation of $100,000 for sorghum sugar 
experiments. 

After considerable discussion, Mr. Ryan of 
Kansas moved concurrence in the Senate 
amendment, and it was agreed to. This 
completes the consideration of the bill, and 
it stands as finally passed. 

The House then went into committee of 
the whole on the tariff bill, the pending 
amendment being that of Mr. Phelps, of 
New Jersey, fixing at 40 per cent ad valorem 
the duty on tlax or linen thread, andali man- 
ufactures »f flax. 

Mr. Phelps spoke on the amendment, 
charging that the Democrats imposed an oath 
on every Democratic member of the majority 
that noue should vote in favor of any amend- 
ment to the Mills bill, no matter how glaring 
were the mistakes or follies which might be 
discovered in it. He finally modified the 
charge by stating that a resolution was in- 
troduced. and he believed passed, in the 
Democratic eaucus, that uo amendment of- 
fered in the House should receive the sup- 
port of Democratic votes unless first ap- 
proved by the Democratic caucus. 

Hr. Wilson of Minnesota said, “That is 
simply untrue; 1 stand on my personal hon- 
or to say that it is not true.” 

Mr. Phelps called attention to the fact that 
no single amendment offered by the Republi- 
can side was adopted by the Democrats. In 
view of this condition of affairs, the only in- 
centive for any practical legislator to utter 
a single suggestion on the bill was for the 
sake of appeal to the Senate or the people. 
In regard to the pending paragraph he could 
prove that the pioposed decrease would not 
diminish, but increase the revenue. It 
would throw thousands of skilled workmen 
out of employment. The machinery which 
gave them employment would be re-shipped 
to the country from which it came. His wit- 
ness was Mr. Barbour, of Barbour <fc Bros., 
of Paterson, N. J. During the past five 
years, under the present rate of entry, finer 
lines of thread could be manufactured in 
Barbour's Irish establishment more profita- 
bly than in his New Jersey establishment. 
The Paterson firm paid in duty on importa- 
tion of such thread, $00,000 a year. If the 
duty were reduced to 25 per cent as proposed 
the firm would import four times the quanti- 
ty it now did, and would pay in duties $150,- 
000. Tlie increased amount this one firm 
would be obliged to pay was equal to the 
whole amount which the framers 
of this bill expected to get from the entire 
line of linen thread imported. ;lfthe 
bill passed the firm would be obliged to dis- 
charge its employes and send its machinery 
to Ireland. 

Mr. lireckenridge, of Arkansas, opposed 
Mr. Phelps’s amendment, which was finally 
rejected. 

On motion of Mr. Breckenridge. of Arkan- 
sas, an amendment was adopted changing 
the rate of duty on bags and bagging from 15 
per cent ad valorem to three-eighths of a 
cent per pound. 

Mr. Buchanan, of New Jersey, offered an 
amendment making the duty on seines 40 per 
cent instead of 25. It was rejected, as was 
the amendment offered by Mr. Jackson, of 
Pennsylvania,fixing a similar rate on the man- 
ufactures of hemp or manilla, not euinerated 

The third section of the bill relating to 
wools and woolen manufactures being 
reached, Mr. Mills proposed that the entire 
sixty-one lines be read and considered as one 
paragraph, amendments being in order at 
any place. Mr. Mills proposed ten days for 
the debate of the section. 

Mr, Reed objected. 
The section was read without objection. 
Mr. Buchannan of New Jersey, offered an

THE WATER-WASHED WEST. 

Millions of Dollars in Property Swept 
Away. 

Pittsburg, Pa., July 11.—The latest esti- 
mates of damage puts the total loss at over 

a million dollars. 
Wheeling reports indicate that the damage 

in the vicinity of Grafton, W, Va., amount 
to 8250,000, and about Fairmont to as much 
more. The loss at Brownsville, Pa., is over 

8125,000; at Rawlesburg, W. Va., about 8125,- 
000. In this neighborhood it exceeds 8100,- 
000. The flooded district covers an area of 
250 miles. At McKeesport the mills are 
closed, and hundreds are homeless and des- 
titute. 

At Chartiers a natural gas main crossing 
the river was broken during the night, and 
an Immense amount of gas under pressure 
was forced into the air. A man named 
Knight, a watchman of the Pittsburg, Mc- 
Keesport & Youghogheny Railroad crossed 
the trestle at Saltsliurg a short time after 
with a lantern. This ignited the gas, caus- 
ing a tremendous explosion. Knight was fa- 
tally burned, and the bridge was set on fire, 
but the flames were extinguished. 

Traffic is almost suspended on the 
Pittsburg, Virginia & Charleston road. No 
trains are running south of Peters Creek, 
nineteen miles from here. 

A Wheeling despatch says the freshet was 
the greatest ever known. The destruction 
of property is beyond computation. Nearly 
every nouse and most of the fencing on the 
lowlands between that point and Clarkburg 
on tlie west, and as far as Grafton on the 
valley river, have been swept away. From 
early dawn until dark the Monongahela con- 
tinued to rise. The channel was constantly 
filled with houses, timber, saw logs, shocks 
of wheat, posts, bridges and other debris, 
denoting the havoc of the rushing waters. 
Water is now falling at the head waters, and 
the worst is over. 

Afternoon Reports. 
Pittsburg, Pa., July 11.—The freshet in 

the Monongahela river at Pittsburg is unpre- 
cedented, and great damage has been done 

to river craft and property along the river. 
The suddenness of the rise took the river 
men entirely unawares. Millions of feet of 
lumber, scores of coal craft, fences, out- 
houses and coal sheds have been floating 
down for the last eighteen hours. The river 
at Pittsburg is still rising. At every point 
between Greensboro and Pittsburg the low- 
lands are under water, and residents are 

compelled to live in the upper stories of 
their houses, and in some cases seek the 
hills for safety. Many had not time to re- 
move their gooas, as the water rose at the 
rate of a foot an hour. The damage cannot 
be estimated at present. One life is reported 
lost. 

Williamsburg, Beck’s Run. portions or Mc- 
Keesport, California, Monongahela City, 
Bellevernon, Brownsville, Fayette City and 
other towns along the river are reported 
partly submerged. 

At 10.30 this morning word was received 
in Pittsburg that Lock No. 4, above Monon- 
gahela City, had been carried away. The loss 
from this will be very heavy. 

It is impossible to hear from many points 
up the river, as telegraph and telephone 
wires are down, and there is a complete ces- 
sation of communication by telegraph and 
mail. 

The sudden rise is believed to have been 
caused by a cloudburst, which covered a 
large section of southern Pennsylvania and 
West Vaginia. 

A later despatch says that a rough esti- 
mate of the loss places it at half a million 
dollars. The loss in the vicinity of Pittsburg 
to coal and river men will probably exceed 
half that amount. 

About 11 o’clock this forenoon a saw mill, 
including all the machinery.passed down the 
river. It was swept from Bellevernon, sixty 
miles south of Pittsburg. 

Wheeling, W. Va., July 11.—The storm 
of Monday night was the most disasterous 
of any which has visited Parkersburg, W. 
Va., during the past week. The loss of 
property in 12 counties of the State is esti- 
mated at quarter of a million dollars. A 
bridge costing $40,000 was swept away at 
Parkersburg yesterday. 

Almost every farm in the valley has been 
swept clean of its products. The Middle 
Island Tie Company lost 45,000 ties valued at 
$13,500. A number of bridges on the Colum- 
bus and Northern Railroad were washed 
away, and travel is indefinitely suspended. 
The Zanesville and Ohio River road, just 
?ut into operation, is badly washed out. 

t will be several days before travel Is re- 
sumed. 

No train has gone from the East on the 
Baltimore and Ohio road since Monday 
morning. 

The town of Salem is entirely under water. 

MR. RANDALL’S HEALTH. 

The Serious Collapse and What 
Caused It. 

Washington, July 11.—Congressman 
Samuel Randall’s condition is much im- 
proved today. 

When Mr. Randall was first taken he was 

thought to be in a dangerous condition. At 
one time his life was thought to hang by a 
thread. He rallied, however, and last night 
began to rapidly improve. Monday he ate 
heartily at his luncheon of ice cream and 
blackberries. Mr. Randall is the busiest 
man in public life, and he swallowed his food 
in his usual auick and impetuous fashion. 
This brought on a sudden illness which was 
followed almost immediately by hemor- 
rhage of the lower bowels. Mr. Randall 
was assisted to his bed and Dr. Cole of the 
Providence Hospital, was speedily sum- 
moned. Yesterday Dr. Mallen, another lo- 
cal practioneer, was called into the case. Dr. 
Martin, Mr. Randall’s Philadelphia physic- 
ian, was telegraphed for. He was in Bos- 
ton, but will arrive in Washington this at- 
ternoan. 

It is believed that Mr. Randal), notwith- 
standing the serious nature of his illness, 
will recover from his present attack if anoth- 
er hemorrhage can be avoided. If, however, 
another should follow, the chances of his 
recovery would be greatly diminished. 

Mr. Randall has been repeatedly urged by 
his physician of late to abstain from work 
for a time, and allow himself a brief season 
of rest. But like many busy men, he could 
never find a convenient point at which to be- 
gin his vacation. He had promised a little 
recreation after the adjournment of Con- 
gress, but his system was so weakened by 
his excessive labors that exhausted nature 
could go no further, and collapse, which his 
friends have repeatedly predicted, came on 
him, without a moment’s warning.

with Mr. Randall’s illness which deserves at 
least passing notice. One of Mr. Randall’s 
constituents in Philadelphia, a lady in re- 
duced circumstances, nad a pension bill 
pending before the Rouse. The bill was one 
of a number that were to be considered at 
last Friday night’s session. Mr. Randall 
felt that he must be present in the Rouse to 
insure its passage. Re started for the Cap- 
itol after dinner, but was compelled by a 
sudden faintness, after walking half a block, 
to return to his house. Mrs. Randall tried 
to persuade him to remain indoors for the 
remainder of the evening, but he insisted on 
making a second attempt after resting a few 
minutes. Tuis time he succeeded, and be- 
fore leaving the Capitol he had the satisfac- 
tion of seeing his bill passed. The physical 
effort necessary to this step undoubtedly 
contributed greatly to his sudden breaking 
down Monday night. The act, however, 
was characteristic of him. He is a man of 
iron will and determination, and nothing 
but death could turn him from the accom- 

plishment of the purpose upon which his 
heart was fixed. 

Mr. Randall is 59 years of age. He is 
physically one of the best 'preserved men in 
the House. He is tall, broad shouldered and 
apparently very muscular. He wears no 
beard. Iiis face is stern, and his general ap- 
pearance is suggestive of great firmness and 
resolution. Should he live until the expira- 
tion of his present term, he will have served 
20 consecutive years in the House of Repre- sentatives. He is poorer in purse today than 
when he came to Washington, away back in 
the Thirty-eighth Congress. He owns the 
modest residence in which he lives on Capi- 
tol Hill. It is worth not to exceed 85000 and 
that represents the savings of nearly half a 
life time. 

It is not expected now that Mr. Randall 
will be able to resume the discharge of his 
duties in Congress during the remainder of 
the session, his intention being to go to a 
quiet place as soon as his condition justifies 
removal.

VIEWS ALONG THE POLITICAL HORIZON. 

Meeting of the Republican National 
Committee. 

A United and Enthusiastic Party in 

New York. 

William H. Scott Promoted by the 

Democrats. 

New Yoke, July 11.—The Republican na- 

tional committee met at the Fifth Avenue 
Hotel here this noon. The proceedings were 

private, J. S. Clarkson, of Iowa, being tem- 

porary chairman and Samuel Fessenden, of 
Connecticut, temporary secretary. After a 

session of half an hour the committee took 
a recess, having appointed a committee to 
report a plan of organization and one on 
candidate for permanent officers. 

Among the prominent Republicans who 
were conspicuous aorund the hotel were 
Senator Chandler, of New Hampshire, Con- 
gressman Burroughs, of Michlgau, Congress- 
man Houck, of Tennessee, Warner Miller, 
Senator Hiscock, Levi P. Morton and ex- 
Senator IPlatt. Considerable conjecture is 
indulged dn as to the probable results to be 
reached by the committee. Senator Quay 
has been mentioned as probable chairman of 
the committee. 

The sub-committee was increased in num- 
ber to eleven, the New England members 
being J. Manchester Haynes, of Maine, and 
Samuel Fessenden of Connecticut. 

They adjourned until evening without do- 
ing anything towards electing permanent 
officers. 

The National Committee at 3 o. m. receiv- 
ed the executive committee of the League 
Club. Judge Thurston, of Omaha, was 
spokesman. He said the campaign was to 
be one of war. _} The League was ready to 
offer soldierly services in any position where 
they could be of use. 

Chairman Clarkson replied for the Nation- 
al Committee, accepting tne offer. Messrs. 
Rollins, of New Hampshire, Payne, of Wis- 
consin, and others made similar remarks. 

A motion was carried that a sub-committee 
of the National Committee be appointed to 
confer with the executive committee of the 
League as to how the strength of the League 
could be utilized. 

Mrs. J. Ellen Foster, of Iowa, addressed 
the National Committee on behalf of the 
Women’s Temperance Society in favor of 
fnmi i n cr a Wnmon'. VaHnnnl Raniihlinan 
Club. 

The Natioual Committee this evening 
elected Senator Quay of Pennsylvania, chair- 
man ; State Senator Fassett of Elmyra, sec- 
retary. The chairman and secretary were 
also chosen to fill the same positions on the 
executive committee, which was selected as 
follows: W. H. DeYoung of California, 
Samuel Fessenden of Connecticut, George 
K. Davis of Illinois, John C. New of In- 
dianapolis. W. C. Goodloe of Kentucky, J. S. 
Clarkson of Iowa; J. Manchester Haynes of 
Maine. Garrett A. Hobart of New Jersey, 
O. L. Conger of Ohio. 

Speaking of the meeting of the National 
Committee, the Tribune says today: “Since 
1864, there has been no time in the history of 
the Kopublican party in New York State 
when its leaders and its active workers were 
so thoroughly in harmony and sympathy 
with one another in the common desire for 
success as at the present time. This was 
tbe central idea prevalent among the scores 
of State politicians gathered in the great 
corridors of tbe Fifth Avenue Hotel yester- 
day, prior to and pending the permanent or- 
ganization of the State Committee. Men 
who had been in opposing factions and 
camps and under opposing leadership for 
years were touching elbows in the most fra- 
ternal manner, and consulting and discus- 
sing together over the situation.” 

The Sun, speaking in an editorial on the 
same subject, admits the unity of the New 
York Republicans: “There seems to be no 
doubt that those men who opposed Blaine in 
1884, and either failed to vote or voted for 
Cleveland or St. John, are satisfied with 
Harrison, and will now vote for him. The 
Oneida Stalwarts in 1884, changed what had 
been a safe Republican county into a Demo- 
cratic county. Not only did they wipe out 
Garfield’s plurality of 1946, but they actually 
gave Mr. Cleveland a plurality of 33. His 
plurality in tbe whole State was only 1047. 
The Oneida Stalwarts elected him. This 
year they will vote for Harrison. Demacrats 
must keep this in mind. The Republicans 
are professing an intention to put in their 
fine work in Indiana, New Jersey and Con- 
necticut. With Stalwarts and Half Breeds 
united, and a distinguished Stalwart for 
v ice 1'resider.t, tuey are not likely to lose 
any chances in New York.” 

New York’s Republican Clubs. 

Saratoga, N. Y., July 11.—The conven- 
tion of Republican clubs opened at 12.40 p. 
m. President Foster, of the National League 
of Republican clubs, and President R. R. 
Hefford, of the State League, addressed the 
convention, also Assemblyman Husted, who 
presented a resolution of the State commit- 
tee, commending the work of the league. 
Secretary Lehmaier then reported that there 
were 550 clubs in the State, 450 of which had 
been established since the formation of the 
league. This number represents between 
75,000 and 80.000 voters. About 184 clubs, 
distributed through fifty counties, have per- 
fected membership with the league. A res- 
olution was adopted thanking the State com- 
mittee for its action in regard to the league, 
and the committee on credentials and rolls 
were named. A recess was then taken until 
4.30. 

After recess the convention heard the re- 
port of the committee on credentials, and 
adopted a resolution endorsing the 
Republican candidates, and appealing to 
citizens generally to support them. 
They re-elected Uafford president and chose 
delegates to the National League convention. 
Ihen theyjadjourned til tomorrow. 

A large Republican ratification meeting 
was held tonight. Speeches were made by Senator Kvarts, Congressmen Barrows and 
Boutelle, Warner Miller and others. 

Mr. Blaine’s Reception. 
New York, July ll.-Preparation for the 

reception of Mr. Blaine on his arrival in 
New York from Europe this month are pro- 
ceeding on a large scale, and, unless Mr. 
Blaine puts a stop to the demonstration, it 
promises to be a notable celebration. The 
Young Republican clubs of the city and 
Brooklyn, and larms delegations from Phila- 
delphia, Newark, Boston, Maine and other 
parts of the country will, it is said, partici- 
pate in giving Mr. Blaine a rousing 
welcome. It is proposed to meet the 
steamer down the bay with a fleet of har- 
bor steamers, yachts and tugs, filled 
with his friends, and escort him to the city. From the dock to the hotel, it is proposed to 
have a procession of clubs, and the demon- 
stration is to end with a serenade and recep- 
tion at the Union League Club in the even- 
ing. The Republican managers propose to 
obtain from Mr. Blaine, on his arrival, a 
promise to make a grand stumping tour 
through the country. It is likely, however, 
that he will make his first speech in Maine.

Democratic Schemes and Plans. 
New Tonic, July 11.—It is one of tbe sly 

schemes of tbe managers of Democratic na- 
tional politics to hold their conferences at 
times and places where they will escape ob- 
servation by reason of tbe absorbing interest 
in some Republican movement. The gather- 
ing of the Republican State and National 
committees in this city has given them such 
an opportunity, and while the Republicans 
of New York were conferring yesterday in 
Parlor Dli of the Fifth Avenue Hotel, and 
Republicans of the nation were discussing 
coming events in the corridors of that hotel, 
Chairman Barnum, of the Democratic Na- 
tional Committee, was in conference under 
the same roof with a number of Democratic 
fellow conspirators. They included Con- 
gressman William L. Scott of Pennsylvania, 
who has come to be known as President 
Cleveland’s “Man Friday”; C. J. Cauda, 
treasurer of the Democratic National Com- 
mittee, and Assistant Sscretary Dickinson. 

During the day. Chairman Barnum, Mr. 
Scott and Mr. Canda paid a visit to Calvin S. 
Brice at his office, No. 10 Wall street, where 
they had a long conference with him, the ob- 
ject of which was to induce him to accept 
the chairmanship of the Democratic Nation- 
al Executive Committee, which position was 
held four years ago by Senator A. P. Gor- 
man. It could not De ascertained last night 
whether Mr. Brice had decided to accept or 
reject the position. The fact that Senator 
Gorman refuses to go back to that position 
on the committee is commented upon as 
meaning that he would prefer to see the 
friends of a protective tariff win this fight, 
and a number of Democrats who aro free 
traders are already speaking bitterly about 
his refusal to undertake the work. 

Chairman Barnum today appointed the 
following campaign committee: William E. 
Scott, of Pennsylvania; Arthur P. Gorman, 
of Maryland: Matt W. Rausome, of North 
Carolina; Calvin S. Brpce, of Ubio; John S.

Phelps, of Illinois. The campaign commit- 
tee will meet at headquarters, No. 10 West 
29th street, Now York, July 17tn.

ARE DEMOCRATS FOR FREE TRADE? 

Mr. Reed Convicts Chairman Mills 

Out of His Own Mouth. 

Sentiments Which the Chairman 
Still Holds. 

But Which He Dares Not Utter In the 
Face of an Election. 

Id the House on Saturday an amendment 
to the tariff bill was offered by Mr. Stone of 
Missouri to add to line 289th the following: 

Provided that the combination of lead with st!< 
ver In one shall not exempt the lead therein 
from duty. 

Mr. Breckenridge of Arkansas, speaking 
in opposition to the amendment said: 

Gentlemen talk now of the slave or peon 
labor system of Mexico competing against 
the free labor of America. Mr. Chairman, 
it is late for anybody in this century, and 
especially in free America in this century, 
to contend that slave, peon, or any form of 
degrade*) or oppressed labor can compete 
economically and successfully with free 
labor anywhere. Is there a gentleman from 
Missouri or from any Southern State who 
does not know that we are more prosperous 
under free labor than we were with the same 
laborers when they worked for us for noth- 
ing but their victuals and clothes? You may 
call it paradoxical, if you please; but In the 
economy of God there Is profit all around la 
liberty, and He conspires on the side of free- 
dom. 

If freedom were not profitable slavery 
would never have ceased in this or In any 
other country. Yet gentlemen say, protect 
our freemen from slaves, from peons, and 
from paupers. But, sir, by proofs we have 
of the North compared with the South under 
the two sys'ems of free labor upon the oDe 
hand and of even slave labor upon the other, 
by all the proofs we have of toe prosperity 
of the South in excess of what she enjoyed 
under a system of even worse than peon or 
pauper labor—by all these proofs, backed by 
the statistical facts I have adduced, I con- 
fidently affirm that we have nothing to fear, 
and that the proposed increase of this tax 
ought not to be adopted. 

[Here the hammer fell.] 
Debate proceeded as follows:

rise for the purpose of closing debate on this 
paragraph. 

Mr. lteed.— I would like to be beard. 
Mr. Mills.—I will then withdraw my 

motion. 
Mr. Heed.—Mr. Chairman, I certainly do 

not propose to differ with the gentleman from 
Arkansas [Mr. BkeckenkidokJ in his state- 
ment of the superiority of free labor over 
slave labor, but I should think while he was 
enunciating that principle some other ideas 
properly connected with it would have oc- 
curred to his mind, that he would have re- 
membered that he and his section battled as 
strenuously for slave labor and the products 
of it as he now stands for foreign laDor and 
the products of it. [Laughter and applause.] 
Having been conspicuously convicted before 
the community and before himself of having 
entertained totally wrong ideas on that sub- 
ject, 1 should think he would hesitate some- 
what in this persistent Imposing on the Am- 
erican nation of mistaken ideas which were 
correlative to those ideas which he has just 
coudemned. 

Now it is perfectly apparent there ought to 
be some system running through the legisla- 
tion on this question, that they ought to take 
plain ground on one side or the other, or else 
plainly admit they are proceeding one step 
at a time in the direction of free trade. [Ap- 
plause.] 

If all these arguments about our duty to 
the consumer are true, then, the argument which the gentleman from Missouri [Mr. 
Stose] has addressed to his side of the 
House naturally falls upon deaf ears, and 
rightly, too, because if tney can smuggle in 
one-half of the lead ore which is usedTn this 
country free of duty under Treasury decision 
or under the decision of his party in the 
House, they hare accomplished one-half of 
their purpose. If they can not enjoy entire 
free trade they are going to get partial free 
trade and bide their time. 

I hope the gentleman on the other side will 
In the remainder of the bill adopt some plain 
principle in regard to it, and if these things 
are burdens on the people—if they are really 
tariff taxes, as they are so anxious to have 
us understand—they will make us all as free 
of them as they can and declare the purpose they entertain to make us free as to tne rest 
[Laughter and applause. 1 

I hope they may make some declaration so 
plain here on the floor of the House they will 
not be able to go over to New York and pro- 
claim the contrary. [Laughter and applausej A Mi I I hmtA tha ohairman n# tKa onmniittan 

when he was last in New York, plainly 
stated his views on the subject, and did not 
disguise them. He has been reaping In cer- 
tain Democaatic papers a great deal of praise 
for his manly boldness in resisting bis con- 
stituents on the subject of wool, and I hope 
he was not afraid before strangers to declare 
what he believes to be the whole counsel of 
the Lord. (Laughter.J Or if he did falter, 
overcome by a strange climate, I hope that 
on coming back here and touching hi? native 
earth again he may have got strength enough 
to get up in his place now and frankly say 
what his position is. [Laughter and ap- 
plause.] 

[Here the hammer fell.] 
Mr. Mills.—I hope, Mr. Chairman, I will 

always have the courage to stand by my own 
convictions and be true to my own senti- 
ments, and that when 1 believe a thing to he 
true I will not cowardly run away from it 
whenever the enemy delivers his first shot. 
[Applause.] 

The gentleman has talked of what I said 
over at New York. I have said at New York 
what I have said to the people of my State. 
I hope my friends on the other side will have 
the same courage to stand by the whisky 
platform they made at the Chicago conven- 
tion. [Laughter and applause.] 1 see some 
little Intimation that the bill the gentlemen 
are preparing so cautiously and have been 
so carefully nursing for several weeks is to 
make a Hank movement on that whisky plat- form—[laughter and applause]—that ft is 
going to stop with alcohol in the arts and 
make the balance of the reduction bv a cut 
on sugar of SO per cent. [ Laughter.] 

I speak of that provision in their platform 
which declared that they intended to repeal 
the last particle of the Internal revenue tax- 
es before they would reduce the taxation 
which afforded protection to any one article 
of domestic manufacture. Here is one of the 
favored articles which they have been stand- 
ing by for several years; and when it comes 
to the time that the Democratic battalions 
are getting on the march, and delivering their shots in the face of their advancing 
regiments they turn quickly about and say 
that they did not mean exactly so much 
whiskey as they thought they did, but that 
they meant to take some sugar in it, and a 
good deal of sugar at that. [Laughter and 
applause on the Democratic side ] 

they say if we are to sacrifice some of our 
products, we are going to sacrifice, not Car- 
negie’s steel rails, but we are going to take 
some of that little product of American labor 
down in Louisiana.

courage to stand by your whiskey platform. 
[Applause on the Democratic side.J Mr. Heed—Mr. Chairman, I am o ^appoint- ed in the speech of my friend from Texas. 
[Laughter on the Democratic side.J I bad 
really expected, after the challenge I made 
him, that he would not have contented him- 
self with simply commenting upon the Re- 
publican platform, or comparing It with tne 
Democratic platform, or at least, if he had 
done so that ne would have repeated the Re- 
Bublican platform aright. If he did not have 

le courage to repeat the Democratic one 
correctly. I supposed he would have made 
some such declaration as this: 

God grant that the day may soon come when 
American ships, freighted with American com- 
merce, shall go to sea under the shield and pro- tection of our own flag. 

He meant the American flag then. [Laugh- 
ter.J 
But If that day Is to come It must be preceded by 
a reversal of the policy of commercial restriction. 
We must remove txith by legislation and diplomacy 

Not merely the House of Representatives, 
but by the American minister to Kogland, 
also— 
every hindering cause that prevents the free ex- 

change of the produets of our labor In all the mar 
kets of the world. 

We must unfetter every arm and let every mus- 

cle strike fur the highest reuuineratlou for Its toil. 
Mr. Rogers-That is sound. [Applause on 

Democratic side.J The gentleman ought to 
read it every day. 

Mr. Reed— 
We must let wealth, the creation of labor, grow 

up lu all the homes of our people. Then every In- 
dustry will spring forward at a bound, and wealth 
prosperity and power will bless the land that Is 
dedicated to free men, free labor, and free trade. 
[Loud applause.] 
■[Loud applause on the Democratic side.J 

Now hear the applause on the Democratic 
side. I am glad to hear that [renewed laugh- 
ter and applause on the Democratic side], 
because it shows that they recognize the 
courage which their leader had four years 
ago, and which he seems to be deprived of 
to-day. That was the speech 1 expected him 
to make, lustead of that, however, he treats 
us to declarations of bow brave he Is, and 
then shows how brave he is not. [Laughter 

on the Republican side.J Why should he not 
have stood up here to-day and reiterated the 
sentiments which awakened so much ap- 
plause on his side of the House on that oc- 
casion? Why. it is because of his recent 
visit to New York. I do not know what he 
said there, but if I can judge by what other 
Democratic patriots are now busy saying to 
the country ne went there for the purpose of 
denying that he is a free-trader. He weut 
over there far the purpose of assuring the 
Democracy of that region that they need not 
be troubled with any idea of free trade from 
him. 

Is it not strange what effect climate has 
upon gentlemen s courage and upon their 
terms of expression ?

he recollected that he was in the largest manufacturing city of the United States; 
not a word of this bold brave talk with 
which he says he always treats people was 
heard on that occasion, I venture to »m. 
And when I challenge him here to repeat it 
he does not seem to have exhibited that alac- 
rity which would correspond to the proclama- 
tion of courage he has been kind enough to 
make. He therefore imposes upon me the 
duty of repeating the courage which he ex 
hiblted in the long-gone days of four years 
ago. 

Hr. Mills—1 will give my friend the last 
word. Let us have a vote upon this proposi- tion. 

Mr. Burrows—One moment. I move to 
strike out the last word. 

Mr. Mills—I Insist upon a vote. That is 
my speech. 1 suppose the gentleman wants 
to pat in the rest. 
,Hr. Reed—We had better have the whole 

of it, so that there will be no misunderstand- 
ing. I think It will eome in well on whiskey 
and sugar. 

Mr. Burrows—I think, with the gentleman from Maine, that it is high time the chair- 
man of the Committee en Ways and Means, 
as the leader of the Democratic majority, 
should plant himself and his party on the 
real ground they occupy. The gentleman 
from Texas [Mr. MlllsJ a few years ago so 
clearly outlined the policy of his party, 
and so clearly foreshadowed the bill that he 
now champions, that 1 desire to read a few 
words from a speech delivered by bim in 
this House, showing that It is the purpose of 
the Democratic party to lan 1 this country 
ultimately on free trade. The gentleman 
said: 

The commute have Imposed duties at 20 per 
cent, as a general rule, making a tew exceptions 
above that standard and many below, and raised 
one hundred millions instead ot one hundred and 
forty-one. The next year the same duties would 
bring one hundred and twenty millions, because 
tha Irnnnvta wmiil/i ha lav»al,i W_ tk. 

low duties. 
Just what we have changed will be the ef- 

fect of this bill if it should become a law. 
Our pelicy should be to take the smallest 

amount of taxes that we can by customs- 
Now mark this language— 

and we should (gradually decrease this amount 
until our customs taxes come alone from non-com- 
peting articles entering our custom-houses. 

Thero is the dstinct declaration of free 
trade. First, by lowering the duties, you will increase the importations, and year after 
year as the importations increase and the 
revenues grow, the policy is to strike the 
duties still lower, until, what? Until the 
time comes when there shall be no duty lev- 
ied upon any article that comes in competi- 
tion with an American product. That is the 
declaration of the gentleman from Texas.the 
chairman of the Committee on Ways and 
Means. It is upon that theory that this bill 
is framed, and the gentleman himself has 
confessed that the practical effect of the 
measure will be to, first, to stimulate Impor- 
tations, increase the revenue, and drive the 
country to free trade. 

Mr. Reed—The definition show the gentle- 
man knew what free trade was when he saw 
It. 

Mr. Burrows—Certainly. Another thing. Speaking of whiskey and 
tobacco, to which the gentleman has alluded 
today, falsely charging that the Republican 
party has committed Itself to the doctrine of 
Iree whiskey, the gentleman had something 
to say. It was this: 

We now have over a hundred-JpUllons from 
whiskey and tobacco and other lnte?ftaf4*XS*,but 
they are on the same principle as the tariff taxes 
on consumption, and tall to the poor, and should 
be largely decreased. 

[Applause on the Republican side.] 
[Herethe hammer fell.] Mr. Mills—I want to yield two minutes to 

the gentleman to permit him to continue that 
reading a little further. 

Mr. Burrows—That covers all you said on 
thti point. 

Mr. Mills—No; there are a few sentences 
following. 

Mr. Burrows—The balance Is in the same 
line.

The Schools of Nlalno. 

The vearlv aDnortinomonf nf school monov 

by the State Treasurer always brings out 
some Interesting facts about the schools of 
Maine. There are now In the State 211,968 
scholars, divided by connties as follows: 
Androscoggin, 14,982: Aroostook, 19.199; 
Cumberland, 28,166: Franklin, 3,433; Han- 
cock, 13,138; Kennebec, 13,870; Knox, 9,828; 
Lincoln, 7,587; Oxford, 9,925; Penobscot. 22,- 
323; Piscataquis, 4,864; Sagadahoc, 3,947; 
Somerset, 10,106; Waldo, 9,421; Washington, 
16,636; and York, 18,537; makiug a total of 
211,968. 

The amount of State money apportioned 
to these scholars this year Is $372,703.89. 
Cumberland county’s share Is $49,324.36; 
York gets $32,593.66; Sagadahoc has $10,- 
436.62; Lincoln, 13,330.24; Knox, $17,280.60 
and Oxford, $17,461.13. 

In the number,{of scholars in the State 
there has been a loss since the last appor- 
tionment of 300. Six ^counties, however, 
show a gain, asifollows: Androscoggin, 426; 
Aroostook, 338; Hancock, 60; l'enobscot, 
101; Washington, 3: York, 93. This total 
gain is 1038, which fails to balance the loss 
of 1628 found in the other ten counties. 
Of these ten counties Cumberland has lost 
367; Franklin, 117; Kennebec. 277; Kox, 111; 
Lincoln, 227; Oxford, 78; Piscataquis, 81; 
Sagadahoc, 74; Somerset, 33: Waldo, 63. 
The net loss of 590 in the whole State this 
year is unhappily large, lb having been but 
233 In 1887 and 580 In 1886. 

Each scholar this year gets more money 
by 5 cents and 3 and 8-10 mills than each 
scholar did last year. The share of State 
money per scholar this year is a fraction 
ovea a dollar and seventy-live cents. 

There are twenty-six towns in Cumber- 
land county, with a total of 28,166 scholars, 
among whom there is to be distributed 49,- 
524.35. This is the allotment by towns:

The Tariff and Shipping. 
In his address at City Hall last week thi 

Hon. William L. Putnam quoted Irora a re 

port made to Congress in 197b by the Hon 
John Lynch, the representative to Congres 
from this district, on “the causes of the re 

duction of American tonnage” as follows: 
The war uot only deprived us of the advantage 

resulting from this change in the character c 

commercial vessels and the currents of trad 
effected thereby, hut gave an impetus to all bus 
ness connected with ocean navigation in tli 
hands of our great commercial rival, and an a< 

vantage over us, that but for the war she woul 
not have possessed. The business thus dlverte 
Into new channels could not be Immediately n 

gained by American vessels even under the mos 

Favorable circumstances. But the dlsastrou 
effects of file war did not cease with the return < 

peace. They were rather aggravated by the bui 
dens of taxation which the war had left Impose 
upon all the industries of the country, but whlc 
operated with peculiar hardship upon this parth 
ular Interest, Inasmuch as It is subjected to th 
unrestricted competition of uutaxed forelg 
rivals.” 

This, Mr. Putnam construed, as an admii 

slon by Mr. Lynch that the tariff on materli 

entering into the construction of ships ha 

to some extent operated toj prevent a revivi 

of American shipbuilding after the war. 

We do not dissent from this construc- 
tion. It Is doubtless the correct one. 

But occurring in the connection that 
it did, in the midst of a speech de- 
voted largely to an attack upon the protec- 
tive system, the inference is liable to be 
drawn from it that Mr. Lynch’s report was 

an attack upon the doctrine of protection 
and a denial of the benefits claimed to llow 
from that system to American industries. It 
is any such inference as this that we de- 
sire to guard against. The tariff on material 
used in building ships operated unjustly, 
because the ship after it was built had no 

protection from foreign competition, but was 

compelled by the very nature of the case to 

compete with foreign built ships on equal 
terms. The raw material was subject to a 

duty while the manufactured product was 

entirely unprotected. The condition of 
the ship owner was closely similar to what 
the condition of the woolen manufacturer 
would be if the duty on wool should be re- 
tained and the duty on manufactured 
woolens removed. The nature of the 
business in which the ship destined 
for the foreign carrying trade was 
to engage was such that it was impossi- 
ble for our government to protect it. The 
protective system never contemplated the 
taxation of one interest entirely for the 
benefit of another. It was not the protec- 
tive system that was being applied here, but 
simply, a form of taxation—and unjust 
taxation. It was relief from this unjust 
taxation that Mr. Lynch asked for. The 
very first clause of his bill recites that 
“whereas the mercantile marine of the coun- 

try was nearly destroyed during the late 
rebellion in consequence of the inabil- 
ity of the government to protect it; 
and now, while bearing its share of 
taxation, has no such protection from 
foreign competition as is afforded to 
other great national interestsand industries, 
and is therefore steadily declining,” showing 
clearly that Mr. Lynch and his committee 
intended no attack upon the protective sys- 
tem and no denial of its benefits, but claimed 
simply that inasmuch as ships in the foreign 
carrying trade were deprived of all protection 
the shipbuilding industry as regarded then 
was in a very different position from the other 
great industries of the country which were 
irotected trom foreign competition, while 
hese ships were exposed to it without any 
estrictlon whatever. 

Taken as a whole, Mr. Lynch’s bill was 
the strongest kind of a protective measure. 
The favorite means of our free trade 
friends to revive American commerce has 
been to allow the admission of foreign built 
ships to American registry. Concerning that 
policy Mr. Lynch said: 

lu order to uuderstaud and appreciate the prac- tical operation of tbe policy of admitting foreign- built ships to American registry, and its effects 
upon the national wealth, we must consider some- 
what in detail tbe manner In which the shipping id a country—and particularly that of our own—is 
built up and maintained. The shipping of the 
United States has never beeu built, and only to a 
limited extent has It been owned, liy capitalists, 
but by men of moderate means, the lumberman, the mechanic, the ship-master, and the merchant, 
each having an Interest In the production, the 
sailing, ana the frleght of the ship, Independent of 
the profits to be directly derived from Its earnings The lumberman to make a market for his timber 
tbe mechanic to obtain employment In construct- 
ing, the ship-chandler lor sale of his goods In fur- 
nishing, the ship master to obtain business In his 
profession, and the merchant to secure the com- 
missions resulting from the management of the 
business, all unite In building, owning and sailing vessels. To use tbe expression of Mr. Lorlng, a 

Stactical ship-carpenter, largely Interested in 
gliding and owning vessels, who testifica before 

tlie committee at Portland: **Xho whole parish 
are often Interested in building and owning ves- 
sels.” 

This associated effort not only supplies the eap- ilal but the practical knowledge and experience 
to constr jet and manage this description of prop- 
erty successfully, and also furnishes an incentive 
to.pioduce It far greater than that of |inere Inter- 
est on investment of capital alone. 

By purchasing our ships in foreign countries we 
transfer not only all the labor "necessary to con- 
struct them, from the taking of the timber from 
the forests, and the ore from the mines, to the 
launching of the ship, but also all the business of 
furnishing tbe outfits and supplies for the voyage. It would not be tonnage, the production of which 
would aid In furnishing profitable employment to 
American mechanics and American agricultural- 
ists and help to increase our national wealth. It 
would not multiply comfortable (cottages nor 
create thriving villages of industrious workmen 
around busy American ship-yards In time of peace It would be simply tbe investment of American 
capital hi property out of |the country, the divi- 
dend from which only would be returned to us. 
It would give no strength In time of war. Repre- senting capital alone, it would partake of the 
timidity of; capital, and whenever danger threat- 
ened, seek safety under a neutral or hostile flag. 

Here the tariff protected American labor 
and American enterprise, and here Mr. 
Lynch was in favor of its retention. When 
he was in favor of its removal was when it 
tended to restrict the opportunities of Ameri- 
can labor and to curtail American enterprise. 
He favored its removal when it operated as a 

tax, instead of as a stimulus and protection 
to American industries. In short, he op- 
posed a tariff for revenue only and favored 
a tariff for protection. In his recommenda- 
tion to grant a drawback on the material 
used in the construction of ships to engage 
aw «uioihu uauv, uuu mo up^UiMtlUU tU 

the admission of foreign built ships to 
American registry, Mr. Lynch was exactly 
in accord with the principles of protection- 
ists. Another recommendation of Mr. 
Lynch deserves attention. Mr. Putnam en- 
dorsed him as a thorough “business man,” 
and awarded to him the credit of investigat- 
ing the causes of the decline of American 
shipping honestly. Now it is safe to assume 
that Mr. Putnam will not deny that Mr. 
Lynch brought the same business capacity 
and the same honesty to bear on t^e consid- 
eration of the remedies that he had em- 

ployed to discover the causes of the disease. 
Now one of the remedies that Mr. Lynch 
advocated, and the one on which he laid 
greater stress In his report than on all the 
others combined, was a subsidy to American 
vessels engaged in the foreign carrying 
trade. This is the language of his bill : 

And be it further enacted, That the owner ol 
any American registered sail or steam vessel 
which shall be engaged for more than six months 
In the year In the carrying trade between Ameri- 
can and foreign ports, or between the ports of 
foreign countries, shall, at the end of each fiscal 
year in which such vessel bas been so engaged, 
be paid by the collector of the port where such 
vessel Is registered, upon exhibiting satisfactory 
evidence, in form to be prescribed by the Secreta- 
ry of the Treasury, that such vessel has been so 
engaged, upon every sail vessel one dollar and 
fifty cents for each registered ton; and upon ev- 
ery steamer running to and from the ports of the 
North American Province, one dollar and fifty 
cents for each registered ton; and upon every 
steamer running to and from any Kuropean port, 
fourldollars for each registered ton; and upon 
every steamer running to and from all other for- 
eign ports, three dollars for each registered ton. 

But this proposition, emanating from a 

gentleman whom Mr. Putnam credits with 
being a thorough business man and thor- 
oughly honest, and whom Mr. Putnam 
quotes when he seems to sustain the Demo- 
cratic position in the present contest, has 
been fought by every Democratic Congress 
in which it has been introduced; and once, 
when it was in a modified degree adopted by 
the National legislature a Democratic post- 
master general availed himself of a techni- 
cality to practically nullify it; while the 
proposition to admit foreign built ships to 
American registry, which this thorough 
business man condemned, has been pressed 
in every Democratic House for many years 
past, and Iwould undoubtedly ere this have 
become a law had it not been for the oddo- 
sitlon of tiie Republican Senate. The truth 
Is that the position of Mr. Lynch toward the 
shipping industry in 1870 was precisely the 
same as that of the Republicans of to-day; 
It was in thorough accord too with the prin- 
ciples of the protective system. He sought 
then, as the Republicans are seeking now, 

r to protect American shipbuilding from the 

r 
destructive competition of foreigners by op 

, posing the admission of foreign ships to 
, American registry; he sought then, as Repub- 
) lican8 are seeking now, to revive the build- 
, ing of ships for the foreign carrying trade by 
, a system of government bounties such as 

England gives to her merchant marine; and 

l be sought to remove duties, as Republicans 
seek now, when they are nothing but need- 
less taxes, contributing nothing to the pro- 
tection of American industry.

SCOBE ONE FOB CLIFFORD.

The appointment of John Dockerty of

ence still with the present administration.

PERSONAL AND PECULIAR. 

The ten miles of new railway over which 
all Persia still stands breathless with ad- 
miration, are probably destined to be as 
famous in engineering history as the Chi- 
nese discovery of how to roast pigs. The 
Shah has started to build a railway from 
Teheran to the Caspian Sea. Instead of be- 
ginning at the Caspian and bringing for- 
ward the rails and material on the road as it 
progressed, he has had all the rails and iron 
carried on mules across the desert to Tehe- 
ran and begun there. Of the total cost thus 
far—£100,000—£45,000 has been for transpor- 
tation expenses, and the engineering jour- 
nals are laughing over it in every language 
of the Continent. 

The French Minister of War has decided 
that officers in the army enjoying pay of 
$1,000 can marry without exacting a dowry 
from their brides. This is a revocation of 
the decree of December, 1843. An attempt 
has been made to do away with the necessity 
of an authorization from the Colonel in com- 
mand, but the change has not been effected. 

Mr. William Clark of Clarksville, Pa., who 
Is now ninety-five years old, according to the 
Philadelphia Press, Is probably the only 
man living who was present at the confer- 
ence between General William Henry Harri- 
son and Tecumseh in 1810. The site of the 
conference was in a grove near where Vin- 
cennes,- Iud., now stands. A guard of sol- 
diers had been detailed t > insure the safety 
of the general and the other territorial offi- 
cers present. Tecumseh came proudly 
walking into the group, at the head of a 
small escort of Shawnee warriors. Clark 
describes him as a tall, dignified and noble 
filifrmimin nf Ilia Indian rn.a nrn„4 anrl 

haughty. In bis talk to the white men he 
became very insolent and saucy, ending by 
flatly calling Harrison a liar. The guards 
interposed at this juncture and compelled 
the chieftain to maintain silence. Old Tip- 
pecanoe was furious. Advancing to where 
Tecumseh stood, he shook bis fist under his 
nose and said, “You have deceived two of 
my best generals, but I learned the art of 
war from a man who fears nothing from de- 
ception.” The proud savage shrugged his 
shoulders, sneered and walked away. The 
conference was resumed the next day, but 
Tecumseh had lost a great deal of his proud 
hearing and acted more civilly. The meet- 
ing brought no amicable arrangements, how- 
ever, and in the border warfare soon after 
Tecumseh was slain by Colonel “Dick” 
Johnson, an intimate friend of Clark’s, and 
In maturer life a candidate for the Vice 
Presidency.

The Catholic Orphan Asylum Picnic 
Yesterday.

E. J. Kelly won in the ball throwing 
contest. John Barry got the prize for the 
best jig dancing, William O’Brion won the 
100-yards dash, Dennis McGovern carried off 
the honors In the standing three jump con- 
test, and William O'Brion was easily vic- 
torious in the sack race. The base ball con- 
test between the Portland Unions and the 
Alphas was interesting, although n large 
number of runs were made. Three cheers 
were given at the close of the game for the 
Portland Unions, who won by a score of 23 
to 19.

A Horse Trained to Perform on tne 
Flying Trap ze. 

Adam Forepaugli. Jr., the famous trainer 
of animals, has, after many months of pa- 
tient effort, succeeded in teaching a horse to 
perform on the high trapeze, in the same 
manner that the human gymnast, or, as he is 
called in the language of circus literature, 
the aerialist,) makes the leap from bar to bar 
as they are swaying to and fro, at the dome 
of the circus tent. 

The Philadelphia Times thus describes 
the act of this equine wonder: 

“The swaying platforms, two in number, 
are each about three feet square, suspended 
twenty feet from the ground by chains at- 
tached to the corners of the platforms,which 
are supported by two cranes extending about 
thirty-five feet into the hippodrome course. 
The suspended platforms are arranged so as 
to swing to and fro, precisely as seen In the 
adjustment of a couple of trapeze bars, for 
the performance of the act of a trapeze per- 
former when he leaps from one har to an- other. 

“In the execution of this act, the horse as- 
cends an inclined plane, and fearlessly but 
cautiously steps upon the swinging platform 
when both supports are setiu motion, and as 
the oscillating platforms swing to and fro, the equine, from his swaying perch, sharply, coolly, and with reason-lighted eyes, closely 
scans and carefully calculates the space he 
has to clear in making the jump from swing to swing, just as the trained human trape- zist does ere he loosens his grip upon the 
swinging bar to leap through space and 
catch, with hands and arms outstretched,the dangling bar in front of him. At the right moment the animal leaps and leaves his 
platform, alighting squarely on the swinging and swaying boards in front of him. The 
word of command is given, and the intelli- 
gent and intrepid horse turns and prepares to leap back upon the surging swing from which he started.”

A STRANCE FISH. 

A Member of the Finny Tribe That 

Puzzles Old Fishermen. 

The schooner Paul Boynton, which ar- j 
rived from Georges Banks with fish Tues- j 
day. brought to this port a most remarkable 
fish, which as yet. nobody has been able to 
name. Old fishermen of a quarter of a cen- 

tury’s experience in this and southern mar- 

kets, shake their heads and say they never 
saw anything like it before. This stranger 
was caught in deep water on a halibut ;trawl 
and was a puzzle to all on board the vessel 
that captured it. The fish weighs 170 pounds 
and is about as large over as the top of a 

hogshead, being almost as broad as it is 
long. When caught it was a bright red 
color and maculated with beautiful silver 
spots that varied in size from about the di- 
mensions of a five cent piece to a silver dol- 
lar. After being out of water some time it 
turned, except the fins, to a purple color, the 
silver maculations remaining unchanged. 
The head, also, is of a peculiar shape and 
the fins seem small in proportion to the size 
of the body. A fin is situated just back of 
the gills and well up on either side of the 
body and another is located underneath. 
The tail is short and broad. It is evidently 
a deep sea fish and certainly of brilliant and 
handsome colors. None of the fish dealers 
on Commercial wharf or any of the captains 
or members of the crews of the fishing 
schooners that have seen the fish are able to 
tell to what species it belongs. This cu- 
rious animal of the sea may be seeu in the 
window of Loveitt’s fish market on Con- 
gress street.
