work and complete it within the time speci-
fied in the contract, hence the employment
of the Italians. The contractor now requires
fifty more men and they will be put at ‘work
1§ soon as horses and dump-carts can be o
tained.

The Tariff and Shipping.

The PrEss has conceded and still concedes
that the tariff on material used in the con-
struction of ships did operate to prevent the
revival of shipbuilding for the foreign car-
rying trade. To what extent we do not
undertake to say, and it is uttely’ impossi-
ble for anybody onstrate. What we
have not ., and what we still do not
- at appeared to be implied by
the connection in which Mr. Putnam’s state-
ment was found, namely, that the failure of
our shipbuilding to revive after the war was
due to the protective system. The proposi-
tion which we maintain is thid: that the
tariff on materials employed in the eonstruc-
tion of ships destined for the foreign trade
became, when those materials were so em-
ployed, a tariff for revenue only, discriminat-
ing not in favor of our own citizens but in
favor of eitizens of foreign countries. It
follows if this proposition be sound, that it
was not a tarlff imposed in accordance with
the principles of protection which did the
mischief to our shipbuilding but a tariff
imposed in contravention of those principles,
We thought we made our position perfectly
plain in the article on the subject published
a few days ago, but as the Argus avoids
all discussion of this point, and simply
contents itself with afirming that the tariff
interfered with the revival of American
shipbuilding and producing evidence to sus-
tain this non-controverted point we presume
that we were not understood and therefore
restate eur proposition.

Mr. Lynch, when he proposed the repeal
of the duties referred to, was acting in ac-
cordance with the principles of protection.
Furthermore the principal opposition he
met came {rom free traders, or as they pre-
fer to be called this year, tariff reforfmers.
The fundamental idea of a proteckive duty
is to foster and assist Americag. énterprises.
Now what was the effect g4 the duty on ma-
terlals entering Into {4€ construction of ves-
sels—on iron fox Instance? Generally the
duty on iron was beneficial to American cap-
italand Amgricanlabor. It fostered and as-
[ 5 industries. It reserved for them
the American market and made their exist-
ence possible, while no injustice was done to
other industries and enterprises dependent
upon the iron industry, because as & rule
they too had the same protection which the
Iron industry enjoyed. But the case of ships
destined for the foreign trade constituted an
exception. They enjoyed no protection
whatever. Alfter they were built they must
compete with foreign ships on equal terms.
Our laws made no diserimination in their
favor. The British ship could come to our
ports and enter into the business of earrying
our products to foreign lands on precisely
thesame terms as our own vessels, But
while our laws granted ships in the foreign
trade no protection whatever, they imposed
upon them a burdensome tax in the shape of
a tariff on the material of which they were
built. British ships were not burdened with
this tax, for under British laws the materials
of which British ships were built were free
of duty. The effect, therefore, of our tariff
on shipbuilding materials, when those ma-
terials were used in the construction of ves-
sels, was a discrimination against our own
citizens and in favor of the citizens of a for-
eign country. Clearly then this tariff under
the circumstances was in contravention of
the protective system, and was operating to
destroy an American industry. Mr. Lyneh’s
bill to remit the duty on foreign materials
which were to be used in the construction
of ships for the foreign trade was, therefore,
a bill to remit a duty Imposed in contraven-
tion of the protective system. Under the pro-
tective system too, articles of home manufac-
ture destined for export had always been al-
lowed a drawback ; the part of Mr. Lynch's
bill, therefore, which provided for a drawback
on material produced in this country, when
used in the construction of ships for
the foreign trade was strictly in line
with the proteetive system, for such ships
were practically articles of export. So just
and reasonable a proposition as Mr. Lynch's
was, met, however, with continued and per-
sistent opposition. Who opposed it? Were
they the believers in a protective larlﬂ"
or were they the free traders, the tariff
reformers so called. Let Mr. Lyneh, whom
Mr. Putnam gives the credit of honesty,
and whom he called as a witness, tell

In a spef:f.LL_j_u_lhe House in May, 1872, Mr.
Lynch said:

The advocates of free ships upon this floor are
those who lhave ul-»mlllf and persistently voted
agalnst admitting shipbuilding  material free.
The ovly condition upon whiclh gentlemen who
favor this policy will copsent to admit shipbuild-
ing material free Is that it shall be worked up
into the vessel in a foreign countrv. These gen-
tlemen appear to have a particular il!:n-jucliet-.
against the Ameriean mechanle, and take every

opportunity to diseriminate against him.

Who were these advocates of free ships
that Mr, Lynch says constantly opposed the
removal of duties on imported shipbuilding
material, which duties Mr. Putnam agrees
with Mr. Lynch, were very potent in pre-
venting the revival of American shipbuild-
ing? They weére members, almost every one
of them, of the Demceratic party. The Hon.
8. 8. Cox was one of them ; the same gentle-
man who in the present IHouse is shouting
Joudly for revenue reform. Heagain and
again brought forward the proposition for
free ships when Mr. Lynch’s bill and biils
analagous to his were under consideration,
and it was always used as a trig to stop the

progress of Mr., Lynech's measure. “‘Itis,”
said Mr. Lynch in oneof his speeches, “'a
significant fact that this measure [the free
ship bill] is never brought forward except
when a movement is on oot to grant aid to
American shipping; it Is then thrown in by
way of amendment to defeat measures calcu-
lated to revive that interest, and having ac-
plished the obiect, is retired, to be used
again when occasion requires; it is the pet
measure of the representatives of foreign
lines in this country who are interested in
the carrying trade, and is repudiated by
nearly every Awmerican ship-owner of the
country as caleulated to extinguish every
vestige of Ameriean shipping.” The free
traders in the Forty-second Congress appear
to have been very much like free traders
in the last Congress. The former inter-
posed to defeat by obstructive tactics every
measure for the revivalof American ship-
ping which did not have their pet scheme of
free ships init; just as the latter would
allow no bill for the reduction of the surplus
to get before the House that did not fall into
line with their tariff views.

Summed up the case is this: The tariff
on shipbuilding material did operate to pre-
vent the revival of the building of ships for
the foreign trade after the war; this tariff
was in contravention of the protective sys-
tem and not in accord with it, Its effect is
not therefore properly chargeable against
that system. The repeal of the tariff on
these materials 5o far as they were used in
shipbuilding was urged by Republican pro-
tectionists and opposed by Democratie free
traders who continually interposed their
scheme of free trade in ships. The opposi-
tion to the removal of the evil of which Mr.
Putnem complained came chiefly from Dem-
ocrats of free trade tendencies. Mr. Putnam
pafailed to quote pMr. Lynch on this last point.
The PrEss bas sought to supply this omis-
sion. Tt is fair _to assume that the honesty
that Mr. Putnam declares Mr. Lynch
brought to the Investigation of the causes of
the decline of American shipping did not
desert him when he pointed out the sources
from which opposition came to the admis-
slon of shipbuilding material free of daty.
Mr. Lynch said it came from the advocates
of free ships.

The Portland & Ogpdensburg Lease.
The terms of a leass of the Portland &
Ogdensburg Railroad, which the Maine Cen-
tral will aceept, is published elsewhere. Be-
fore any lease can become operative it must
be pted by the direetors of the Portland
& Ogdensburg Railroad Company, by the City
Coungil and by a majority of the citizens of
Portland. The people of Portland are un-
doubtedly in favor of the city’s disposing of
this property by sale or lease whenever it
can be done without sacrificing the advan-
tages which our people ought to be able to
derive from this road. The question of the
amount received from it in dollars and cents
is of not so much importance as the guestion
as to how the property will be operated by
the ies Into whose hands it may fall.

A somewhat hasty perusal reveals some
features which may not prove entirely sat-
isfactory to the lessors. The first para-
graph, of the eighth section stipulates
that lessee shall never assign the lease
nor underlet the whole or & part of the de-
_raflroad except by consent of the les-
e the second weakens to a great ex-
salutary restriction by providing
“that jnthe event of the lessee's leasing
their gystem to, or consolidating with, any
corporation operating a connecting railroad,
or system of railroads, the lessen’s interest
in the demised premises shall pass by such
lease or contract of consolidation.” That is
if the Maine Central shonld consolidate with
any other company this lease would go with
it, in gpite of any opposition on the part of
the legsors,—the citizens of Portland.

Another section which ealls for close seru-
tiny the fourteenth which allows the
Maine Central to mortgage the property to
the extent of $20,000 a mile and compels the
city to join in the mortgage. Such a mort-
gage will be of course a pledge of the prop-
erty Itself and not of the Maine Central's
lease interest in it, and should the Maine
Central default on the interest the holders
of the bonds issued under it would come into
possession of the road and the city's interest

would be gone. It is a question whether the
city’s interests are sufficiently guarded in
this section.

We are inclined to think that the majority
ofour people look with favor on the gzeneral
proposition to lease this road to the Maine
Centra] ; whether they will be ready to ac-
cept this particular lease depends upon their
opinion of the sufficiency of the guarantee of
proteciion to the city’s interests which it
affords, That opinion should not be formed
hastily, but only after careful and unpreju-
diced consideration ;

It Is Interesting to note that Cleveland and
Thurman is still the popular ticket in
Cenada, thoagh our neighbors are endeavor-
ing to repress their emotions of joy, as will
be seen from this remark from the St. John
Telegraph: *“Canada has a deep interest in
the approaching presidential contest, owing
to the fishery question and the proposed
tariff reduction.  On both these grounds we
might naturally sympathize with the Dem-
ocratic party and candidates, but it is not
likely that Canadian sympathy would be of
any advantage to them. In fact it may do
them more harm than good.” Butare we
electing a President for Canada or for the
United States ?

A Large lron Foundry to be Erected
There by Daniel T. Kelley.
