The Report of the Monmouth Fire 
Inquest. 

WiNTimop, July 14.—After a two-days’ 
session and the examination of more than 
twenty reliable witnesses the jury of inquest 
regarding the origin of the Monmouth fire 
have made public their report, completely 
exonerating all suspected parties of any 
criminal action and dispelling beyond doubt 
the incendiary story. The report further 
alleges that the fire caught in the basement 
of Edwards & Flabarty’s store among the 
paints and oils and other infiamaflle goods 
kept therein. They pronounce the cause 
entirely accidental, the fire probably origi- 
nating from painters smoking in the base- 
ment while mixing paints for painting the 
outside of the store, which was then in pro- 
gress. The jury was composed of some of 
Winthrop’s best known citizens, Postmaster 
Henry Penniman, Dr. A. P. Snow and Levi 
Jones. Their report is very gratifying to 
Edwards & Flaherty, who have been under 
suspicion since the fire.

The Clinton Patricide Plans a Break 
for Liberty.

Beal, of Clinton, by poisoning liquor which 
he drank, with strychnine, has recently 
planned a bold escape. Since Ross Stover, 
the horse thief, made his escape from the 
jail by driving off the iron bars of his cell 
around the windows, a thorough search of 
the prisoner’s cells was instituted to dis- 
cover if possible any instruments which 
might be used in obtaining freedom. In 
Beal’s cell, nicely secreted, was discovered 
a highly tempered steel saw for cutting iron 
and several other tools which might be em- 
ployed in making his escape. He was re- 
lieved of them and since that time during 
the night has been kept in an extra strong 
cell in the lower corridor. Previously he 
had occupied an ordinary cell. It is not 
known how he obtained the saw but it was 
probably smuggled into him. From what 
has since been learned it is certain that 
young Beal was upon the point of making a 
strike for liberty. 

MR. RANDALL BETTER. 

Prospect that the Distinguished 
Pennsylvanian May Live. 

Washington, July 15.—Mr. Randall’s 
condition is better. He has regained some 
of the strength lost Friday. Since Friday 
night there has been no recurrence of the 
hemorrhage, and the family are much en- 
courage on this account and are moro bright 
and cheerful than yesterday Mr. Randall 
had a good sleep last night, and has rested 
easily all day, frequently dosing off into 
short naps. The three doctors had a consul- 
tation, and Dr. Martin shortly afterwards 
returned to Philadelphia. Both doctors 
Lincoln and Malian assured the family that 
the patient was better than for two days and 
should the improvement continue, that he 
may be removed from the city the latter part of the week. The case, however, is still con-

Samuel Young, an aeronaut, tried to come 
to the ground in a defective parachute at 
Coney Island, near Cincinnati. lie fell 500 
feet into 25 feet of water, and was rescued 
unhurt. 

John Simpson & Co.’s New York drygoods 
store, 724 and 727 Sixth Avenue was dam- 
aged by fire Saturday night to the extent of 
$50,000. John Simpson, head of the firm, 
was severely burned. 

At Amsterdam, Saturday, Temple, Al- 
lard and Woodside. bicyclists, won a race 
against a horseback rider, covering 25 miles 
in 1 hour and 15 minutes and 50 seconds. 
The horse made only 22 miles. 

For three standing broad jumps in bare 
feet, M. W. Lord, the all-round champion 
jumper of America, broke the record at Cape 
May yesterday. He cleared 32 feet 2J inch- 
es. 

The American schooner Hattie E. Wing, 
of Calais, Me., has been seized by Canadian 
custom house officials at Hillsboro. N. S., for 
having sailed from Moncton for New York 
without proper clearance papers. 

There was the usual Saturday conflict be- 
tween the police and people in Trafalgar 
Square, London, Saturday, arising from an 
attempt of the people to hold a meeting. 
Several ugly rushes were made by the peo- ple, and one arrest was made. 

The fall of the Bastile was celebrated in 
France Saturday. There was no great dis- 
turbance in Paris, although one man was ar- 
rested for carrying Boulanger’s portrait and 
an inscription calling upon “all patriots” to 
assemble Saturday night. 

A. J. Streeter has accented the nomination 
for President by the Union Labor Party at 
the convention held at Cincinnati May last. 
Streeter says in his letter if he is elected 
there will be some radical changes in the ad- 
ministration of affairs. 

In the House Saturday the question of sub- 
sidies for carrying mails was debated by Peters, of Kansas, Rogers, of Arbansas, and 
Bingham, of Pennsylvania. The House in- 
sisted on its disagreement witli the Senate 
and a further conference was ordered. The 
wool tariff was next debated. 

On the Cunard steamer Servia, which 
sailed for Liverpool Saturday from New 
York, was the largest part of the congrega- 
tion of Rev. Dr. Talinadge’s Brooklyn Tab- 
ernacle. The party will visit all the places 
of interest of the United Kingdom and Con- 
tinent. Dr. Talmadge did not accompany 
the party. 

The annual meeting of the National Pris- 
on Association began Saturday night in Tre- 
mont Temple, Boston. Previously there 
was a reception at the Tremont House from 
4 to C, which was attended by many persons 
distinguished in prison management and 
public life. Ex-President Hayes was pres- 
ent and made an address. 

Early Saturday morning fire was discovered 
in the boot and shoe factory of O. F. and L. 
G. Littlefield at Avon, Mass, which made 
a clean sweep and almost the entire business 
portion of the village is in ruins. In Little- 
field’s factory 125 hands are thrown out of 
employment. Among the other buildings burned are Drew & Co.’s grocery, contents 
saved; Charles Smith’s tannery, Mrs. 
Briggs’s hotel, Mrs. Julia Littlefield's house 
and several sheds and a barn. The total loss 
is about 860,000; partially insured. 

A New York Tribune dispatch for San 
Francisco Saturday says that the sugar brokers there are excited over a prospective 
corner in raw sugar engineered by Spreck- les. The sugar trust sold heavily of re- 
fined sugar recently and cannot now get 
enough raw sugar to meet the demands of 
the refineries. Within a few weeks there 
has been an advance of lj cents a pound in 
refined sugar. Adding to this the scarcity 
of raw materials, Spreckles saw how things 
were going, and getting early news of a par- 
tial failure of the European beet sugar crop, 
quietly bought up all the raw sugar in signt. He bought 50,000 tons of Manilla sugar on 
which his profits at present rates will be 
82,000,000. His sons deny that he has joined 
the trust.

The Young Men's Blaine Club of 
Chicago to Receive Mr. Blaine. 

Mr. Robert S. Hill Esq., of Chicago, is 
now visiting his old home at Buxton, in this 
state. He is a leading member of the Chica- 
go Young Men’s Blaine Club, which was so 
prominent during the convention. Mr. Hill 
is accompanied by Mr. E. H. Ellwell, also a 
member of the same club. Saturday they 
entertained a Press reporter with anecdotes 
of the great convention as they saw it. Mr.

AN AMBUSCADE IN KAMCHATKA. 

English Otter Hunters Shot by Armed 
Natives. 

Old the Alaska Commercial Compa- 
ny Furnish the Rifles? 

An Affair That May Call for Formal 

Investigation. 

San Fuancisco, July 18.—Advices receiv- 
ed by the steamer Belgic give an account of 
a murderous attack made by natives upon 
urn crew ur iuo nriusn oner Hunting scnoon- 
er Nems, off Copper Island, on the coast of 
Kamtchatka. The Nems sailed from Yoko- 
hama last April, on her usual hunting voy- 
age. On May 29th, while off Copper Island, 
Capt. Snow had three boats lowered to pull 
around iq the vicinity of the vessel to look 
foi otter. The boats were manned by Jap- 
anese, Capt. Snow being the only white In 
the party. While the boats were approach- 
ing a large rock, fire was suddenly opened by 
a concealed party upon the captain’s boat. 
A bullet struck Capt. Snow in the hand, lie 
immediately ordered bis men to pull away. 
Bullets then began to fall like hall. Several 
men rolled off their seats, and whan the 
boats reached the vessel it was found that 
three men were mortally wounded, dying a 
few hours later. Three others received very 
severe wounds. The small boats were full of 
bullet holes. An inquiry afterwards, before 
the British Consul at Kanagwa, showed that 
the attack was unprovoked. Capt. Snow be. 
lieved that bis assailants numbered a dozen 
at least. The investigation brought out the 
fact that it was the general belief that the 
rifles had been furnished the natives by the 
Alaska Commercial Company, to guard the 
coast against the depredations of seal hun- 
ters ; but it is stated that the natives who 
made the attack could not hare used this as 
an excuse, as it is a well known fact that 
there are no seals in these waters till months 
later. 

SNAKES IN CONNECTICUT. 

A Week of Croat Excitement for the 
Hunters of that Commonwealth. 

[N. Y. Sun.] 
Connecticut snake hunters hare had a 

week of hard work, excitement, some peril 
and success. Two Hartford gentlemen 
climbed lofty Talcott Mountain the other 
day and fell in with two full grown rattlers, 
which they killed. They saw another one, 
which got away. After they bad returned 
to Hartford there was a run on the saloons 
for several days by people who believe that 
whisky is an antidote to rattlesnake bites. 

Rattlers are more numerous in this State 
than they have been before within Afty years. 
Frank Parker and Norman Edwards of Ches- 
ter, on the Connecticut river, killed a big 
one in Deep Hollow that lacked only an 
inchlof being four feet long. It had nine 
rattles. But Daniel Purple, a war veteran 
of Moodus, tells the most remarkable story, 
judged by the rules of long measure, fie 
says that he went out to worship nature last 
Sunday, and had climbed the tall hill be- 
tween West Moodus and Leesville, when a 
tremendous snake, nearly as long a a tele- 
phone pole and as limber as a rubber hose, 
lumped out of a thicket and pitched into 
him. It was a black snake, and its undulat- 
ing folds, as it loped over the dry pasture, 
f[listened like parafine varnish on a new city 
amp post. Mr. Purple killed the serpent 
after a desperate conflict, in which the 
gauge of battle Inclined flrst to the man and 
then to the snake, and he measured it. It 
was eleven feet and eight inches long. Mr. 
Purple has not drank anything stronger 
than cider within several years. 

A black snake that was slain in Qroton 
was |no young thing. It was killed near 
Simeon Chapman’s ice-house, and a New 
London Telegraph reporter crossed the riv- 
er in the ferryboat and measured it with the 
office pica rule. He made seven feet and Ave 
inches of snake, hilt the man whn L-111... I 
maintained that it was eight feet long, with 
an odd inch or two to carry. 

From Killingworth comes the story of C. 
H. Evarts’s adventure with a snake that 
climbed large trees. Mr. Evarts was walk- 
ing in the woods when his dog barked. He 
knew by the peculiar quaver in the animal's 
voice that it was snakes it scented, or al- 
ready had “put up,’’ so he hastened. He 
found his intelligent animal at the base 
of a big tree and in the attitude of pointing, 
and Mr. Evarts’s trained eye quickly dis- 
cerned a round, smooth hole, as big as a two- 
inch auger could bore, in the tree bark about 
ten feet from the ground. While the man 
was still curiously gazing at the polished 
hole and wondering what on earth his dog 
could be pointing at, a six-foot black snake, 
two inches thick, which had been coiled 
about the tree trunk above the hole, glided 
down the trunk and let himself into the 
opening in the tree, “as slick,” as Mr. Ev- 
arts said afterward, “as yer could run grease 
into a candle mold.’’ He wanted that snake, 
so he whittled a two-inch plug, drove it into 
the hole, told his dog to watcli the plug, 
went home, got his axe, and then felled the 
tree. Mr. Evarts pulled out the plug, took 
the dog by the collar and strolled off into the 
swamp nonchalantly, pretending that he had 
given up snake hunting for the day, and was 
going home. The ruse was successful. The 
black snake was running over with curiosi- 
ty to find out what had happened, and as 
soon as Evarts had noisily gone four or five 
rods from the tree, it cautiously put its head 
out of the hole and viewed the political situ- 
tion. The outlook was not promising for the 
future, and another joint of snake slid out. 
Finally the entire serpent emerged, and 
made off into the swamp at a precipitous 
pace. At that moment Mr. Evarts let go Ms 
trained dig, which killed the reptile In a 
quarter of a minute. 

George Scovill, of Chestnut Hill Station, Windham County, fancies that he is the only 
man living who has killed two snakes at a 
single rifle shot. George completed his 
planting a few days ago, and to celebrate the 
accomplishment took his new Winchester 
rifle and sallied into the pastures to bunt 
woodchucks. His Intention was to sit down 
In the grass, fifteen rods away from a bur- 
row, and read a novelette until the ground- hog came out or appeared In front of his hole 
in returning from a predatory excursion in 
distant clover fields, when Mr. Scovill would 
stealthily lift his head above the wind-swung 
daisies, sight his piece! and put a 32-caliber 
bullet directly under the woodchuck’s chin, 
or Into the little round protuberance between 
the ears at the back of its head. He had 
often performed the feat at twenty rods, and 
returned with three or four woodchucks 
after a single afternoon’s sport; but he was 
destined to do finer work on this occasion, and on snakes. He had not gone far Into 
the pasture before his attention was arrested 
by a rustling noise that sounded angry, and 
the next moment the irate head of an im- 
mense black snake was thrust out of the 
tangle of a neighboring blackberry clump 
not ten feet away. The wicked black eyes 
of the serpent winked viciously at Mr. Sco- 
ville, its bead wagged to and fro, its red 
tongue shot out as swiftly as the flying needle of an actively worked sewing 
machine, and for an instant the hunter ex- 
perienced the peculiar sensation of self-sur- 
render that snakes are able to excite in all 
other creatures. But Mr. Scovllle was not 
•low to recover bis self-possession. He in- 
stantly lilted his rifle, and. though the 
object he sought to hit was a small one, was 
very steady for a moment; he trusted to the 
intuition of natural marksmanship and 
pulled the trigger for a snap shot. The bul- 
let went true, the snake’s head suddenly 
went down, and the hunter heard the sound 
of a great threshing among the bushes. He 
made his way into the copse. The first ex- 
traordinary thing that presented itself was 
two restless black tails that aimlessly twined 
and untwined themselves about the black 
briar stems, and next he saw two snakes’

and the other hanging by only a small strip of black hide. Both beads had been perfor- 
ated by Mr. ScoviU’s Winchester bullet. 
The biggest snake was not less than six feet 
In length, and the other was a few inches 
shorter. Both were ugly-looking reptilos, 
and Mr. Scovill will not soon forget the 
deadly fascination they exerted when the 
dual head, which appeared to be that of one 
serpent only, was thrust out at him. 

Willis Clark, of Bozrahvllle, also had an 
experience a day or two ago. die found the 
entrance to a cavern under a heap of corru- 
gated and gloomy looking rocks at the fool 
ef a cleared hill in a distant and lonely pas- ture. He suspected snakes; so he got and 
peeled a long and willowy alder and plunged the workable end into the dark cavern The

unostentaciously; his children are grown up 
to manhood and gone forth from the pater- 
nal roof. On every pnblic occasion on which 
he appears, he is plainly a favorite, if cheers 
and hearty greetings mean anything. lie is 
seen on the streets of Bangor in the coldest 
days in winter, in his claw hammer coat

with the alacrity of a boy, Just for a consti- 
tution. lie knows everybody and everybody 
knows him.

COLEY. THE OOC. 

Remarkable Instance of the Power 
of Boston Culture. 

[Boston Courier.) 
Coley is a beautiful brown water spaniel, 

curly beyond all precedent, with great Huffy 
ears and brown eyes so expressive as to make 
it evident that the reason that the dog does 
not talk is because he does not need to. 

It is well known that spaniels are very in- 
telligent and can be taught tricks more easily 
than almost any other dog. Very seon after 
Coley came to reside in our family the master 
of the house began in bis leisure hours to 
teach him tricks. The first accomplishment 
acquired was the art of rolling over. This 
was very disagreeable to the puppy's young 
dignity, and though he learned it before long 
he always does it under protest, barking and 
getting through with it as quickly as possible 
so as to have It over with. 

Coley will beg for what he wants, whether 
it be a drink of water, something to eat, or to 
go out with any member of the family whom 
he sees preparing for the street. If one of 
the family says in an cn din'try tone, “I aut 
going downtown,” up will go the big ijars 
aud Coley is all alive with interest and the 
hope that he will be allowed to go too. It is 
amusing when bis mistress says to him 

“Coley, I think mamma is going out Go 
and ask her if you can go with her.” 

Off be goes to mamma s room, plants him- 
self before her and begs so hard that there Is 
no resisting him. Indeed, there is a general 
persuasiveness about the young rascal which 
is hard enough to resist especially by the fe- 
male portions of the family. 

One of the grown up sons of the family has 
taught Coley to wait upon him to some extent 
“Coley,” he says “bring me my hat and cane 
I am going downtown. The alacrity with 
which he obeys is not above la susplciou of 
selfinterestedness, since be is generally 
awarded by the dearly prized permission to 
go downtown also; and the same may be said 
of the fidelity with which he escorts Ills mis- 
tress to market, where he is [generally lucky 
enough to obtain a bone. It Is laughable 
enough to see the air with which he I conveys 
his treasure homeward, his head elect, his 
tail stiffened and his whole attitude denoting 
a most reprehensible human desire to make 
every other dog in the neighborhood envious.

ing her pipe. lie is solemn with it all, while 
the spectators are convulsed iwith laughter, that it makes it doubly amusing. Coley is 
very jealous ol the cat, and one has only to 
say, “Will Kitty stand in the corner?” and 
Master Coley slips Into the corner gud stands 
up without further ceremony. 

Coley is a very affectionate dog and dearly 
loves his mistress who has fed him, taken 
care of him in his Illness, and punished him 
when he needed correction. She has only to 
say to him, “Does Coley love bis mistress?” 
and up goes his little hairy arms about her 
neck—or to speak more exactly, their stiff- 
ness obliges him to be content with laying 
them over her shoulders—while there are 
abundant kisses at her service if she will 
consent to receive them. 

In one respect, at least, Coler outdoes many 
of the children of these degenerate days. He 
has been taught the useful habit of closing 
doors. He always pushes them open as he 
comes through and leaves them so until he is 
sent back to close them tight.

An Encyclical Letter Read to tne Irish 
Catholics. 

Apparent Collapse of Boulanger's In- 
fluence and Intrigues. 

A Crest Popular Oemorstration In

Dibi.ib, July 13.—A Papal encyclical let- 
ter, dated June 24, was read in all the Catho- 
lic churches In the diocese of Dublin today. 
In it the Pope says he has heard with regret 
that excited meetings have been held, at 
which inconsiderate and dangerous opinions 
regarding the recent I'opal decree have been 
uttered, even the authority of the decree It- 
self being unspared. He has seen with pain 
the forced Interpretations put on the decree 
and the statement made that it was prepared 
without sufficient enquiry having previously 
been made. The Hope, strongly denying 
this assumption, states that the decree was 
based on tbe most complete information; 
that previous to its issuance he had Inter- 
views with the Irish bishops on the subject;

Mr. Claus Spreck leg’s war against the su- 
gar trust appears to be waged largely in the 
interest of Mr. Claus Sprecules himself. At 
any rate he appears to be reaping the chief 
benefit from it at present. He has cornered 
raw sugar with the result of sending up the 
price of the refined article. 

The British ministry appear to have made 
up their minds to let Mr. Parnell have op- 
portunity to submit the proof of his inno- 
cence of the serious charges made against 
him by the London Times to a Parliamen- 
tary committee. This is fair. Now if the 
committee is an impartial one and Mr. Par 
nell fails to refute the accusations of the 
Times, the ministry will have gotten rid 
of one of its ablest adversaries, and set back 
the cause of Irish freedom a good many 
years. If he sueceeds, as those who are fa- 
miliar with his character and career believe 
he will .then the gun which the London 
Times has been firing with a good deal of 
effect will be effectually spiked. 

The Hon. Leopold Morse, Congressman 
from Boston, made a great speech on the 
tariff, on wool in the Bouse last week. Mr. 
Morse is understood to be in favor of the re- 
moval of the duty on wool, and it is rumored 
that he took this ground in his speech, 
though it is not certain, as his speech has not 
yet appeared in the Record, and nobody 
could hear it. The New York Sun, speak- 
ing of the great effort, says: “Mr. Morse 
read and gesticulated for an hour to the 
great edification and amusement of the mem- 
bers who sat next to him All the orators 
took it for granted that it was a good speech, 
and Mr. Morse afterward assured them that 
their conclusions were correct. When he 
finished he retired to the cloak room and re- 
ceived the mock congratulations of the mem- 
bers, both Democrats and Republicans.” 

The Press professes to see ho difference be- tween a lower tariff aud free trade-Argus. 
Our contemporary is mistaken. The 

Press has professed no such thing. The 
Press admits that the Mills bill does not 
achieve free trade, or a tariff for revenue on- 
ly. Our industries, or some of them, more 
especially those in which Democratic States 
are largely interested, receive a considerable 
amount of protection under it. Our claim is 
that the Mills bill is a step in the direction of 
a tariff for revenue only, and so intended by 
its authors. If this is not the case, if all the 
authors of the Mills bill intend is to reduce 
the amount of protection extended to our in- 
dustries, if they are in favor of the indefinite 
retention of the protective policy, then it is 
difficult to see how the Argus can endorse it. 
It was only a few days ago that the Argus 
declared that protection was robbery. Now 
if the Argus regards the Mills bill as a step 
in the direction of a tariff for rev- 
enue only to be followed by ether 
steps as soon as practicable then it 
can consistently support it. But if the A r. 
gus regards the Mills bill as nothing more 
than a reduction of the amount of protection 
and but a blow at the system then it cannot 
endorse it without being guilty of support- 
ing what it has pronounced robbery. The 
fact that the amount of robbery has been re- 
duced does not help the matter. It is rob- 
bery all the same according to the Argus’s 
definition of protection. The truth is the is- 
sue in the Presidential contest is between 
two systems—the tariff for revenue only sys- 
tem and the tariff for protection system. The 
Republicans have taken their stand firmly 
in favor of the latter and are sticking to it; 
the Democrats in their platform apparently 
took a firm stand for the former, but they 
have begun wobbling since and are wobbling 
more and more every day. One day they 
brace up and declare that protection is rob- 
bery ; the next they weaken and declare that 
the Mills bill means nothing more than a re- 
duction in the amount of protection which is 
tantamount to saying that all they mean by 
a reform of the tariff is a reduction of the 
amount of robbery. 
The White Pasha of the Bahr Cazelle, 
The best informed travellers in Europe dif- 

fer in opinion as to whether the mysterious 
White Pasha who has appeared in the Bahr 
Gazelle is Stanley or another. Zebehr Pasha, the great slave trader who is now kept in 
confinement in Gibraltar for conspiracy with 
the Mahdi, is of the opinion that the stranger 
is not Stanley but Emin Bey. Other author- 
ities nearly as well informed and of greater 
reputation for honesty are confident that 
Stanley is the White Pasha. Without form- 
ing any opinion on a subject on which the 
best informed authorities disagree, it is in- 
teresting to recall at this time some words 
spoken by Stanley in 1883 in relation to the 
Bahr Gazelle, one of the most mysterious and 
interesting portions of the Dark Continent. 

It lies in the very heart of Africa, just north 
of the Equator and west of the far Upper 
Nile. Soudan lies north of it and south of it is 
the region where Emin Bey holds out. When 
Stauley had ascended the Congo to the junc- 
ture with the Aruwhimi and left his steam- 
ers for the land march, the wayjwas open to 
him, should he choose to travel northeast 
instead of east, to go to the Bahr Gazelle in- 
stead of to Emin Bey. But the question nat- 
urally arises, Why should Stauley wish to go 
to tlie Bahr Gazelle instead of to Emin Bey? 
An address delivered by Mr. Stanley three 
years ago before the British and Foreign 
Anti-Slavery Society may throw some light 
on this question. It was just at the time 
when the rise of the Malidi had overturned 

l law and order in Soudan and cut off the 
equatorial provinces to the south. Of the 
Bahr Gazelle, Mr. Stanley says:

This describes what I 
nave seen myseif. In these beauteous and pro- fuse lauds, wherein nature never plays the nig- gard, dwe t a few years ago happy peoples, igno- rant of everything but the prodigal abundance by which they were blessed. The stranger, white or 
black, was welcome when lie came, they made him Joyous with llielr simple beers aud'meads, 

‘o'1 8 seat U1*der the frondent shade, and regaled his ears witli native minstrelsy aud feasted him with the saccharine juices of the 
sugarcane. But, alas! These strangers came to 
spy out the land, and were repaid by the dlscov- 
ery of its weakness. They came a second time wall numbers of armed men; they dotted the lovely land with zaribas or fortified stations, garrisoned by fierce bandits from Dongola and 
Berber, and the process of desolation throughout the blooming tropic paradise began. Then Egvnt annexed these lands, and despatched Gordon and 
other captains to govern and subdue them into 
f"1”* semblance of civilization. The slave war of 1878-U followed, wherein, in Biblical phrase, Gordon ••smote the Ainalekltes hip and thigh.” Zebehr 1‘asha was called to Cairo, aud Suleiman, his son was shot, aud then the country breathed 
again in peace. 

When the sinister form of the Mahdi 
loomed up the Bahr Gazelle was cut off, and 
fell again into the hands of its despoilers. This event made a profound impression on 
Stanley, and speaking just after the death 
of Gordon, he said to the Anti-Slavery Socie- 
ty, “Does it not strike you now that you, 
who urged Gordon to his death in that al- 
most liopeless contest, single handed 
as he was, against the united savage 
hosts of North-Central Africa, should 
take up the work lie yearned to his 
death-day to accomplish—that is, do 
what you can wisely and prudent- 
ly to rescue the tribes of tho Southern 
Bahr Gazelle from the doom that surely 
awaits them if the help such as you can give 
is withheld? There are two routes to the 
district under consideration; one by the 
Suez Cana), Suakin, Berber, and up the Nile 
to the Bahr Gazelle, which, though shorter, 
is thoroughly blocked and impassable; the 
second is direct from England to the Congo, 
and up that river.” These words, spoken 
by Mr. Stanley, show a motive forgoing to 
the Bahr Gazelle. There is a work there to- 
day, perhaps more urgent than the rescue of 
Emin Bey, who seems to be doing very well 
in bis adjoining province, and not so much in 

-need of help as was at first represented. 

IN FOREICN LANDS. 

The Palaces at Charlottenburg and 
Potsdam-—The Affection of the Cer 
man People for the Emperor Fred 
erick.- Interesting Relics of Ancient 
Regimes. 

_ 

[Special Correspondence of the Press.] 
After making some inquiries we started in 

pursuit of the Emperor at Charlottenburg. 
It was the wfeek before the marriage of 
Prince Henry with Princess Irene and the 
palace was the centre of unusual attraction 
and in a stats of very quiet, though as we 
could see from without, of very diligent 
preparation for the nuptials. We took the 
open tramway from Friedrich Strasse past 
the Braudenburgher Shor, through the 
Tliiergarten, which is in fact a paradise of 
beauty. Just outside the Brandenburg gate, 
a little way along off Frieden Allio is 
Kolng's-PIatz where the most interesting 
thing to me in Berlin may be found—The 
“Sieges Venkmal" the monument of Victory 
made from the cannon captured from the 
Danes, the Austrians and French. The can- 
nons are set in grey sandstone, on a massive 
pedestal covered with reliefs in bronze, on 
one side of a lower pedestal is written “Ein 
dankbarre Vaterland dem siefreiches Heere” 
'— -- xuvuvainuu tu ita uuuquering 
armies). The reliefs commemorate the vie- 
tories of 1870 and 1871 and earlier victories. 
Ob the east side is the Danish war, on the 
north the battle of Koniggratz, on the west 
the battle of Sedan and on the south the 
return of the troops in 1871 and the restora- 
tion of the German Empire, while below 
are the names of the battles and their gen- 
erals. The summit consists of a capital 
formed- of eagles and a Borusia. 

South of the Konigs-Platz is the broad 
Lieges Alle which leads through the Garten 
and is one of the most fashionable resorts 
lor the Berliners. There are also various 
other roads skirting the Thiergarten which 
are favorite drives. I cannot see how the 
people of Berlin ever get tired of life there 
is so much to amuse in and about the city and still there is not that repetition that one 
feels so much in Paris, and I am sure I never 
have seen a more satisfied and contented 
people than they seem. 

But we started for Charlottenhurg to see the Emperor and at that time nothing inter- 
ested anybody more than to watch his move- 
ments. After half an hour of pleasant 
sights, the car stopped within a square of 
the palace. It is a very sober looking place for royalty. The private grounds are on the 
opposlde side and inaccessible when the Emperor is residing there. The palace con- sists of a lengthy extension of buildings with 
?,nT“d left wing, one after the other of the buildings having been added from cen- 
tury to century in a somewhat picturesque fashion dating from the 17th century. The left wing, containing the theatre, was added 
in 1788. The side only presented to the pub- lic at present, contains a large square, with- 
out ornamentation or shrubbery, while 
farther on is the commencement of the large garden or park which extends round to the 
other side where are the private grounds of 
the family. This is a very pkasant garden with trees and walks and flowers. A con- 
siderable crowd of people were waiting out- 
side, as this was the hour just after four 
o clock when any unusual development might be expected. There was a subdued 
silence which seemed like a sacred sympathy with the sick sovereign. Communication 
was extensively carried on by pantomime and the look on every face was almost sor- 
rowful. The Emperor was just recovering from one of his dangerous relapses and was 
now able to drive in the garden in Ills pony carriage. To-day he was being wheeled by his attendants and we could see him going back aud forth fanned all the wh'le as is 
necessary here in fighting the mosquitoes. All hailed his appearance with suppressed 
excitement and interest. Soon after this there was a break in the crowd who were motioned back by an official and several of 
the royal carriages came along. In one was 
the PriDcess Victoria who rode serenely by, looking no worse on account of Cupid’s war 
which had just been so fiercely waged on her 
account. They were driving in those ele- 
gant open carriages so much affected by the 
nobility and swells abroad as well as at 
borne. She sat in front by the side of her 
youngest sister Margaret, holding the reins, wiiile at some distance on a seat at the back 
was the footman. In the carriage following 
was the I rincess Sophia, also driving, with 
Count Sequenden by her side, while the 
footman sat far behind. These were the three Princesses we had pieviously seen at 
San Itemo. They were at the end of their drive and nassed rnnnd intn 

frounds out of sight. Soon after we saw the 
rincess Victoria sitting in the window of 

her boudoir aud we also saw her pass and 
repass several times across a court connect- 
ing her apartments with the rest of the 
palace. The whole time which we spent 
near the palace, about an hour and a half, 
was very solemn and interesting. We got a 

glimpse of the devotion which the German 
people felt for their sovereign. In that 
crowd we could see the reflection of the pop- 
ular feeling toward him. Not the least 
movement about the place was lacking in 
interest to them and the people around us 
were so eager to tell us what they knew of 
the private life of the family, their hours of 
coming aud going, etc., their methods of liv- 
ing, and about all their acts, both public and 

,.Tlley tol<1 us Bismarck, who had 
just left Berlin for his summer castle, was 

aWmevd, come out soon after four 
o clock, which fact we had noticed in the 
papers and had timed our movements, so if possible, to see. perhaps the greatest man of 

cc'n,t,y.ry1’ccitaiuly the most power- ful. One lady told us she had often seen h m coming away after his daily visits, bhe said that he was very proud and haughty in his bearing, and very severe and determined m his looks The people smiled when we mentioned Bismarck, perhaps on account of the highly diplomatic love affair 
in which he had so recently held so arbitrary 

a hand; for the hearts of the people are 
always With disappointed lovers, whether 
royal or plebeian. They also told ns that be- tween half past one and two, the Crown 
1 rlnee with Ins three little boys, sometimes 
accompanied by the Crown Princess, was in 
t^^b'tof visiting the Emperor. At six 
o clock they said the three Princesses 
walked alone distributing alms to the poor little children in a street near by, before the 
castle. There was something very touching and quite pathetic about the whole scene 
before the palace at Charlottenburg. It 
lacked every element of coarseness and gave 
one an impression of the great refinement of 
a mixed German crowd which could so deco- 
rously and so delicately deport Itself on the 
confines of their sovereigns’ private domain. 
Had he lain there dead as he now lies at 
rrederlckskron, Instead of going back and 
forth before our eyes in the coolness of a 
late afternoon, the hush could not have been 
greater or more solemn. But the people have ever felt that his feet were on the 
threshold of eternity and that any morning 
might announce that he had "softly fallen 
asleep” as the journals of to-dav bring the 
sad news to a sorrowing people.' With him 
they have almost seen inside the “pearly gates” while his tired body lias lingered, inspired by a soul pure and unfettered, to 
pacify and moderate the councils of an 
Empire, hot blooded and rash, on whose 
dictates the world waits for peace or war. 
His patient soul in his almost worn-out body has still held in check the turbulent spirits, who would throw nation after nation into a 
whirlpool of strife, and his hand has still 
been mighty to put down oppression, intoler- 
ance and injustice. Well is lie named Fred- 
erick the noble! Reluctantly we left what 
seemed real hallowed ground and took again the way back to the city. Tl.a navi _ ..... _ 4 — 

and early for a day among the palaces at Potsdam. The town is delightfully situ- ated on an island In the “Havel.” The river at this point becomes a series of beautiful lakes and is surrounded by charming forests and wooded hills. It is of ancient origin, but was a place of no importance until the Great Elector, Frederick the Great’s grand- father, founded a palace and park here; but its more recent magnificence is due to Fred- enck the Great himself. Indeed, there is 
nothing about Potsdam in which he did not have a hand. He built Sans Souci and the

called. 1 his name was given to it by the late Emperor in honor of Frederick the 
Great, who li ved in both, but Sans Souci was his home. I his last|palace. Sans Souci, is a building of one story, but its grounds are laid out with so much taste, and the whole is 
so picturesquely planned that after seeing it one begins to have a taste for this style of architecture. Mauy flights of steps lead up to it, Intersected by numerous terraces. Frederick the Great’s greyhounds and char- 
gers are buried at the end of the highest ter- 
race. This was the favorite resort of the 
King, who expressed a wish to be buried here at the foot of the statue of Flora. Chianti je serai la je serai sans souci." tVVhen 1 am there I shall be free from care.) 
thJnSSP'w.ilf* 8tWr “l1110*1. as be left them, though William IV. lived here for a long time with his wife Elizabeth in some of them. One room is said never to have been disturbed in one hundred and forty years. ■nai.ci a iuveiy want mrougu tho garden of Sans Souci, winch is a very extensive park, but cool even in the hottest day of summer 
we came suddenly upon the "New Palace,” irederickskron, to which Emperor Freder- ick went by steamer the other day through the Haveh ianding at the Potsdam station, and driving through the park of Sans Souci. Here he was born, in the chamber which Hr. Mackenzie has just occupied, the door of winch we passed before sliding througli th® elegant suite of apartments, over floors which reflected our grotesque image, in felt shoes, large enough to be Diogenes’ house- 
tub, or big vase, which it is now thought to have been. We began with the "Grotto or Jasper Chamber,” where Emperor Freder- ick III. has just lain in state. This is amost wonderful room and suggests the descrip- tion in the Bible of what a future Heaven 
may be, as seen by St. John, in a vision. The streets paved with gold, and the "gates so 
many pearls, amethysts and diamonds.” It 
is indeed a grotto of wonderful stones. 1 had only dreamed of such a place; the walls 
are inlaid throughout with shells of pearls, the friezes of costly minerals, amethysts and 
sapphires, and the room is really aglow with their light and reflection. For the first time 
my childish aversion to living in such a hea- 
ven almost vanished, a little impracticable to be sure, to always find oneself in arctic shoes and for an eternity to glide, but with the music of the spheres,” and with congenial associations, the time, perhaps might pass with the comparative swiftness with which it flew that day among the palaces of Pots- dam. I he marble saloon which we saw 
next seemed colder, and not so desirable, but 
very stately and magnificent, and the Spiegel chamber, a room wainscotted with mirrors 
was very wonderful. These apartments are 
said to be just as Frederick, the Great, left 
them; the living rooms at present being mostly above and farther along towards the 
other side of the palace. JJoth this and 
Sans Souci are very habitable places, and 
real.y the only palaces 1 ever saw which 
seemed desirable to live in. The beauty of 
their surroundings, the practicability of 
their construction, their ease of access, and 
still their seclusion, make them very desira- 
ole places for the abode of sovereigns. Op- posite is the temple of Friendship, erected 
to the memory of his sister, Margravine of 
Baireutli, by Frederick, the Great, which is 
also connected by some beautiful architec- 
ture with the antique mausoleum. The tout 
ensemble of this whole edifice, with its fine 
carvings and sculptured figures, strikes one 
in its exterior as more elegant even than the 
palace itself. 

But the palacesiat Potsdam are too numer- 
ous even to mention. There is Baltsburg, Emperor William’s summer palace, some- 
what nearer Berlin, and which ex-Empress Augusta has ordered to be left as he had it. There is also the palace at the Potsdam sta- 
tion with many reminiscences and appurte- 
nances of Frederick the Great. There is the 
room here in which he used to dine alone 
with his friends, without servants, so con- 
structed that the table could be let dowD through a trap door, between the courses. 
On the way from Sans Souci to the New Pal- 
ace is Charlottenhef, scarcely more than a 
large country house or villa. Then further 
away near the Heiligen Sea is the Marble 
Palace, where the Crown Prince, now Em- 
peror, with his family at present live, on the balcony of which, the Crown Princess stood with the three little boys, the young Prin- 
wfa‘»KeSi)d in Hussar uniform and sa- luted the Royal Fleet as the imperial party passed on their way to Frederickskron. To- day a more mournfu! procession bears him to his final resting place in Fredenkirche at the entrance|of the Garden of Sans Souci. At Gleinicke there is also the Palace of Prince I rederick Charles with a garden and large park. There is near by a hunting lodge of the Great Elector, who formerly lived here, and it was fitted up more recent- ly for Prince Frederick Charles. After having spent one of the hottest days I ever knew, we left ail the grandeur here behind with all the mosquitoes and went back to Berlin. It seems an excellent homily on the levelling which nature makes in the distri- bution of itslills, alike to Prince and peas- ant, that wherever we found signs of royal- tv \VG found ahunrianAA of rririfinni^nno 

PftStB which render life so insupportable that suffering under their infliction, one would rather be the peasant, which Alfred the Great personated, as the servant of the old woman who boxed his ears for burning her cakes, and free from them, than the no- 
blest descendant of a royal line under their 
torments. Such Is our humanity and cring- 
ing from physical suffering. 

Hut we hardly thought, as looking back through the luxuriant foliage, we gave a last glance at the “New Palace,’’ so silent and 
alone that in so short a space of time it would become the scene of so mncli domestic love 
and finally mourning and desolation. And when we read so soon, how broken up the late royal family lias already become, which 
was-so recently the centre of all the thoughts of the empire, and that Krederickskron will 
no longer be their home, but that the late 
empress has decided to retire to some remote 
castle (perhaps Willielmshohe where Napo- leon III was for a while a prisoner) the fick- 
leness of fortune, the brevity of even the 
greatest and most enduring pomp and ,'glory, ilasli.anew upon us. And the verses which we 
have just read from the “London Punth” 
suggest appropriately the many changes through which the “German people” have 
been called to pass in the last three months.

THE EASTERN YACHT SQUADRON 

Arrival In This Harbor Yesterday Af- 
ternoon. 

The Beautiful Yacht Volunteer In the 

Lead. 

Yesterday afternoon the dwellers in the 
island cottages, and on the Cape shore, were 

treated to a sight, rare in this harbor, a lice1 
of seventeen, or more, of the large yachts of 
the Eastern Yacht Club under full sail. The 
view of these “white-wings of the sea” as 

they skimmed along under the favoring 
southwest wind was most exhilarating. First 
and foremost, a sort of advance picket for 
the wholo squadron, came the beautiful Vol- 
unteer, Gen. Paine’s famous yacht, that has 
upheld the American flag so nobly in her 
contest with Britain, and at whose wheel 
stood Captain Hank Haff, the veteran skip- 
per. At 3 p. m. the Volunteer dropped her 
anchor for the first time in Portland lower 
harbor and was followed in rapid succession 
by the other boats in the fleet. The splendid 
steam yacht Eleetrn, Commodore Gerry, of 
the New York Yacht Club, was here to wel- 
come them, as was Gen. Butler’s famous 
yacht, the America, the earlier champion for 
this country in English waters. Many enjoyed 
the opportunity to take boats and sail about 
the Volunteer and America, in order to study 
the different styles of naval architecture of 
these two historic vessels. The beautiful 
steam yacht Hamniel sent forth her salutes, 
with the other craft, and, if it had not been 
Sunday, the harbor would probably have 
rung with the salvos of artillery. 

The fleet left Marblehead at 8.30 a. m. Sat- 
urday, for the Isle of Shoals. The Volunteer 
slipped quickly out of the harbor and was off 
in a trice. The bigger boats had a slower 
start, drifting for some distance, and several 
had to be towed out. It was a terribly light 
wind, and the Pappoose and Baboon got a 
pretty good start over their big sisters. 
When Half Way Kock was reached, at 
10.10 a. m. the wind increased to a good 
capfull and the yachts spun along in great 
style. Off Barker Island the Iroquois saluted 
and fell in the squadron. At 11:20 the fleet 
passed East Point in this order: Volunteer, 
Adrienne, Baboon, Pappoose, Vixen, Gitana, 
Sylvia, Iroquois and Norna. Before 2 o’clock 
White Island was reaclieo. The Volunteer 
set her spinaker and rapidly drew ahead and 
at 2:30 was four miles ahead of the Gitana 
and Adrienne which where abreast. The 
Gitana passed White Island at 3:12 p. m., 
Baboon, 3:15, Adrienne, 3:18; Iroquois, 
3:18,30; Baboon, 3:19. Shortly after 2:20 the 
fleet east itnehnr mwlor fito* 

Yesterday morning at about 8:30 o’clock, 
under order from the Commodore and upon 
the signal from the Gitana, the fleet got 
under way for Portland. It was a superb 
day and a good breeze. As on the day pre- 
vious the Volunteer had it all her own way 
and arrived in the lower harbor at 3 p. m. 
The Gitana was seven minutes behind the 
Adrienne but as the latter yatch is forty 
feet longer than the former. Commodore 
Weld considered the day’s run a victory for 
the flag ship over the Adrienne. The yaents 
had all cast soon after 4 p. m. This is the 
list:

To the Editor of the Press: 

A fellow, professing to be from Sheffield, 
Eng., and to be stopping at the Falmouth, 
Portland, is selling goods in Saco and else- 
where, saying that they have been on exhi- 
bition in New Orleans, Boston, etc. To in- 
duce persons to buy he shows stubs in his 
book, marked $75 paid, and even $300 paid;
