Trained
librarians work under the direction of Mrs. Heywood (who is secretary of the New
England School Librarians, Congratulations!). For the first time we take advantage of
the American Association for the Advancement of Science Lending Library. The
AAAS loans the library 50 books every two months. Our library of 4,000 titles,
2500 of them reference and non-fiction, 25 current periodicals and 3 daily news-

papers, loans more than 35 to students daily.

The projection staff is playing an ever-increasing part in the school curriculum
as their audio-visual aids are used more and more by the faculty members. These
efficient boys, through Mr. Howard's scheduling, operate the movie projector, rec-
ord player, slide projector, and tape-recorder for any teacher at any time during
the school day.
