STILL HAMMERING AT THE TARIFF. 

Premier Mills Thinks a Minute Time 

Enough for a Speech. 

Republicans Won’t be Bulldozed and 
Refuse to Vote. 

Mr. Frye in Favor of Settling the Case 
of the Treaty at Once. 

Washington, July 18. 
In the Senate today, the resolution in- 

structing the committee on inter-State com- 
merce to inquire into the propriety of ex- 

tending the inter-State commerce law to tele- 
graph, express and railroad companies not 
now subject to it, to sit during the recess of 
Congress, and to appoint a clerk and steno- 
grapher. was offered by Senator Cullorn, and 
referred to the committee on contingent ex- 
penses. 

Senator Teller’s fisheries speech again 
went over on account of his indisposition. 
,Hr. Hoar gave notice, at the request of Mr. riye, who has the fishery treaty in 

in the absence of Senator Sherman 
that Mr. I rye would, next Friday, ask the 
Senate to proceed with the considerarion of 
the treaty, and would urge the Senate to 
continue the discussion until it is ended,then that a vote be taken without further delay. The Senate then took up the Senate bill 
for the formation and admissiou into the 
Union of the State of Washington, to be 
composed of the present Territory of Wash- 
ington and a Part of Idaho Territnrv 

Mr. Cullom offered a substitute, confining the area of the new State to that of the 
present Territory of Washington. 

Mr. Stewart advocated the bill. 
McCullom spoke in favor of the substitute. 
1 he senate, without action, proceeded to 

executive business and adjourned. The house went into committee of the 
whole on the tariff bill. The first para- 
graph, that placing cotton ties or hoops on 
the free list, was considered. All iron and 
iron and steel hoops not thinner than No. 
20 wire gauge, were placed on the free list. 
The existing rates of duty were restored on 
cement, whiting and Paris white. The 
duty on Paris green was fixed at 12J per 
cent ad valorem. The pottery schedule was 
was taken up and the duty on China, porce- 
lain, earthen, stone or crockery ware was 
increased from 45 to 50 per cent ad valorem. 
The duty on green and colored glass bottles 
was made one cent instead of three quarters 
of a cent, the same rate as fixed by the Re- 
publicans in the act of 1883. 

Mr. Breckenridge offered the committee 
amendments striking out the flint and lime 
bottle paragraph, raising the duties on cylin- 
der and crown glass, polished, not above 24 
by 60 inches, from 15 to 20 cents per square foot, and abovo that size from 25 to 30 cents; 
on polished cylinder and common window 
glass not exceeding 10 by 15 inches, from one 
cent to one and three-eighths cents per 
pound; on sizes not exceeding 16 by 24 
inches, from one and one-quarter cents to 
one and five-eighths cents; on sizes not ex- 
ceeding 24 by 30 inches, from one and one- 
half to two cents; sizes above that from one 
and three-quarters to two and one-half 
cents. 

Mr. Reed asked for an explanation of the 
changes proposed. 

Mr. Breckenridge replied that the gentle- 
man did not represent the consumer. 

Mr. Reed said it was part and parcel of 
the fallacy which governed the whole bill, 
that one side of the chamber represented the 
consumer. He denied this emphatically,and maintained all the producers were also nec- 
essarily consumers. He charged that the 
other side, instead of being animated by any 
real desire to reduce taxation, were animated 
by political motives, and the gentleman 
from Arkansas should have manhood enough 
to acknowledge it. 

Mr. Breckenridge’s amendment was 

agreed to. 
Mr. Mills moved to strike out the clause 

fixing the rate of duty on tobacco at 35 cents 
a pound, thus restoring the present duty. 

Mr. LaFollette of Wisconsin, spoke five 
minutes upon the motion and desired a fur- 
ther five minutes. 

Mr. Mills declined to yield. Upon his mo- 
tion the committee rose for the purpose of 
limiting the debate. 

Mr. Mills moved that all debate on the 
pending paragraph be limited to one minute. 
The Republicans being again refused five 
minutes, declined to vote, thus leaving the 
House without a quorum.

Sad End of a Man from One of 

Chelsea’s Best Families. 

New York, July 18.—From papers in the 
pocket of a man who was found dead in a 

room at the Union Hotel on the Bowery last 

night, it is certain that the man was J. 
Bowman Cummings, a civil engineer, from a 

respectable family of Chelsea, Mass. When 
38 year* old, Cummings married Miss Louise 
Weisse, of Chelsea, aged 22. Among the pa- 
pers wee newspaper clippings wherein it 
was stated Cummings, in 1882, was arrested 
for abducting the sister-in-law of Alice 
Weisse. The arrest occurred in Cincinnati, 
where he had taken the young lady. He was 
sent to prison for three years, and Icompelled 

to pay a fine of #200. After his releases lie 
took to drink, and varied his occupations 
from that of civil engineering to peddler. He 
had ; several letters in his pocket from his 
daughter, couched in tender expressions of 
love. The letters were dated from No. 93 
Chestnut street, Chelsea, Mass. He received 
a letter from a person signing the initials 
S. M. R., from Portland, Maine, dated April 
11th, 1887, stating that there was enclosed a 
post office order for #40. Other letters indi- 
cated that Cummings owned considerable 
real estate in Chelsea. 

THE ANARCHISTS. 

Poisoned Daggers as Well as Dyna- 
mite Their Weapons. 

Chicago, July 18.—The Daily News says 
today that it has been ascertained that 20 
pounds of dynamite were distributed on 
June 30 among many of the old Anarchists. 
It is said that much of it can be traced to 
members of the Central Labor Union. 

Detectives are firm in the belief that the 
present plot will implicate the entire brood 
of Anarchists in the city. Some of the early 
plans of the friends of the dead Anarchists 
have been in possession of the police for 
some time and yesterday’s developments are

the plans of the plotters. Some of the pro- 
posed victims were Edmund Furthmau. 
Captain Shaack, Frank W. Walker, M. E. 
Stone, Witness Seliger and the jurors who 
convicted the Anarchists. 

The Chicago Times states that according 
to police reports the armed ranks of the 
Anarchists have increased full too per cent 
since the Haymarket massacre. At that 
time,it was known that the armed section 
numbered 2500 men,; fully armed and well 
drilled. The execution of the leaders served 
to increase their hatred and also taught them that greater secrecy would have to be 
observed. It is believed that there are more 
than 5000 members of armed groups, all pro- vided with Winchester rides, bombs and 
dynamite. 

The course to be pursued in prosecuting the would be assassins of Grinnell, Gary and 
Uonheld was decided upon this morning. It 
was senu-ofticially announced that the Anar- 
chist trio would be taken about noon before 
a justice and the cases continued for 10 days. I hat would give an opportunity of present- 
lnK the murderous conspiracy with the least 
possible delay to the grand jury which as- 
sembles next Monday. A speedy indictment and trial is hoped for. Ihe object is to make the lesson of jus- tice so strikingly quick as to make its inffu- 
ence doubly effective. 

Chief of Police Hubbard of Chicago makes this statement in regard to the discovery of 
the latest Anarchist plot : 

“This conspiracy, which Bonfield has un- 
earthed, threatened the lives of many be- sides J udges Gary and Grinnell, and the in- 
inspector. You will remember at the time 
of the Anarchist troubles it was freely as- 
serted that the friends of the men who were 
hanged or sent to prison for participation in 
the Haymarket tragedy, would revenge themselves upon the officials who were in- 
strumental in securing the conviction of I arsons, Spies and the others. Dynamite 
was to be used for this purpose, and it was 
after these threats had been made that the residences of Judge Gary, State Attorney Urmnell and one or two others were guarded day and night, by policemen, for ten days. I he suspected parties have been watched 
and tracked day and night, and about i 
o clock yesterday morning Kronek, the lead- 
er of the conspirators, was arrested at his 
house. Later, Nos. 2 and 3, Chapek and 
Chilibowa respectively, were secured. We 
have evidence enough to hang this trio, and 
to put some of their accomplices out of the 
way where Fieldeu and Schwab are. Of 
course we cannot give the details. On the 
preliminary examination we shall present 
only enough evidence to warrant the justice 
in committing the accused.” 
“Did you liml a dagger in Kronek’slwuse?” 

was asked.

“Was the point of the weapon poisoned?” 
“l'es.” 
“Did you discover this fact by experi- 

ment?” 
“We had Intimation that the three men in 

tlie group had daggers with poisoned points, but paid little attention to this feature. 
When the dagger was found under Kronek’s 
bed, Bonfield, suspecting the presence of 
poison, cautioned his men against touching it. A dog from the pound was brought in 
and pierced with the weapon. The animal 
lived only about 20 minutes after receiving tlm wound.” 

The arrested Anarchists were taken into 
court this afternoon, and were bound over in 
$5,000 each. Bail was furnished. 

ILL-FATED FISHERMEN. 

Terrible Scenes Witnessed by the 
Passengers of the Fulda. 

New York, July 18.—The steamship 
Fulda, which arrived in New Y'ork yester- 
day from Bremen, ran down an unknown 
fishing schooner on the Banks of Newfound- 
land last Sunday morning daring a dense 
fog. 

The air was filled with frantic shouts 
which caused all the passengers of the Ful- 
da to leave the breakfast table and rush to 
the deck. The scene that followed beggars 
description. 

The hardy fishermen loudly shouted the 
“Ave Maria” while some of them endeav- 
ored to climb up the ship’s side, but slipped 
back into the water before assistance could 
be given. 

While the steamer swept through the 
schooner 20 or 30 of the fishermen could be 
seen rushing from the cabin to the deck of 
the sinking vessel. They spranglinto the 
rigging vainlylendeavoring to escape. 

Before the eyes of the Fulda’s passengers, 
and amid the plaintive cadences of the poor 
fishermen’s “Ave Maria,” the little schoon- 
er, now cut in two, with its heroic crew 
clinging to the rigging suddenly disap- 
peared. The mist cast an impenetrable cov- 
ering over the wreck of the unfortunate 
fisherman, and it cannot be said whether 
the whole band of fishermen perished or 
not. 

As soon as the Fulda could be brought to 
a standstill Captain Kivgk turned around 
and for over one hour searched for the 
wreck and its victims. The fog refused to 
disclose them and the Fulda resumed her 
voyage. 

The wrecked fishing smack was a large two-masted schooner of the regulation style 
of bank fishermen. So far as could be ob- 
served she carried 17 dories which were on 
deck when she was struck. The sails were 
furled and only the lookout and a few other 
men were on deck. 

The men may have been rescued by some 
fishing schooner, for Capt. Kivgk says, 
judging from the peals of fog horns which 
he heard when searching, he concluded ho 
was in the midst of on immense fleet of fish- 
ing smacks. The officers of the Fulda say 
they are not responsible as every precaution 
was observed.

Tiie 
passengers on the steamer grew excited and 
threw life preservers overboard, but this the 
agent says was unnecessary. The cause of 
tiie accident, the captain says, was the ne- 
glect of the fisherman to sound bells during 
the fog.

THE MILLS BILL AND ITS EFFECT. 

Probable Standing of the House on 

the Vote. 

The Class Industry and the Blow 
Dealt It by the Bill. 

Scott Knocked Out and Corham 
Much Dissatisfied. 

Washington, July 18.—There are said to 
be seventy Democrats absent from the city. 
They are of course all paired, but the man- 

agers of the Mills tariff bill intend to take no 

risks as to slips in the pairs. For that rea- 

son the notice has been given that the vote 
will not be taken until Saturday at 12.30. In 
the closing hour, after the previous question 
shall have been called, Mr. Mills will review 
the debate and restate in summary the argu- 
ments in favor of the bill. A Democratic 
member, who has heretofore been counted 
among the opponents of the bill, furnishes 
the following figures: There will be about 
101 votes in favor of the bill, made up from 
158 Democrats and 3 Republicans—Anderson 
of Iowa, Smith of Wisconsin, and 
Fitch of New York. Lloyd Bruce 
of New York. Mayor Hewitt's son-in- 
law, is marked doubtful on both slates. 
Hence he is not counted in this estimate. 
Knute Nelson of Minnesota is counted with 
the Republicans, as he appeals to have been 
whipped into line by his party friends. The 
opponents of the bill count upon 155 votes, 
149Republicans and six Democrats, viz: 
Randall and Sowden of Pennsylvania, Mer- 
riman and Greenman of New York and 
Wilkins ana Foran of Ohio. According to 
this calculation the free traders are certain 
of six and of possibly seven majority on the 
final passage of the bill. Mills has claimed 
eight to twelve, but he allowed only three 
Democrats against it. 

ine nepuuncans win prouamy not move a 
substitute in the House for the Mills bill, 
but will leave to the Republicans of the 
Senate the responsibility of framing a sub- 
stitute. The Republicans of the Senate will 
be ready for the issue. 

Scott of Pennsylvania is said to have de- 
termined not run again for Congress. It is 
known that he could not be elected. 

Gorman’s friends say that he makes no se- 
cret of the fact that he takes no responsibili- 
ty for the present campaign, and he prefers 
to let the free-traders have their own way in 
the canvass as they did in the convention. 
The story is that the Senator is satisfied with 
having knocked Scott out for the chairman- 
ship of the full committee and keeping Bar- 
num in bis old place. This assures the su- 
premacy of Gorman in the national commit- 
tee until the 1892 convention, when he and 
his protectionist friends in the Democracy 
propose to make a fight for control. 

Disastrous Effect of the Mills Bill. 
New York, July 18.—About fifty repre- 

sentatives of the window glass manufactur- 
ers of the country met today and re-elected 
the old officers. They discussed the relation 
of the Mills bill to the industry. The gen- 
eral impression was that its passage would 
work mischief. The product for the past 
year has been 3,755,000 boxes, a falling off 
of 35,000 boxes; and the imports show an 
increase of 35,000 boxes. 

After the lneeBm* i^nttieni Bodlne told 
a reimrtei mat the passage of the Mills bi 11 
would shut off every blast in the country. 
He said “at the present tariff as fixed about 
four years ago, manufacturers are forced to 
ask a reduction of wages. Starting new

THE DENTISTS. 

A Dental Registration Bill-Dr. Fllle- 
brown’s Address. 

The members of the Maine Dental Society 
met at 9 o’clock yesterday morning In the 

History hall. 
The first on tne progiAmtw.. was a clinic by 

Dr. Blaisdel), of Portsmouth, on “Combina- 
tion filling, amalgam and gold.” 

The committee on dental legislation re- 
ported the draft of a bill to be presented to 
the next legislature. The bill would provide 
for a board of registration, with the provi- 
sion that all the dentists in practice at the 
time of the passage of the bill should be al- 
lowed to register. Any entering the practice 
after that would under this bilMiave to have 
a certificate from the board of registration 
that sufficient proof of ability to practice 
denlstry had been furnished. The board of 
registration would be composed of five mem- 
bers appointed by the Governor, one to hold 
office for five years, and the others shorter 
periods. The other sections provide for fees 
for registration which would be Ught,and for 
a moderate recompense for members of the 
board, who must be paid from the fees, and 
in no case from the treasury of the State. 

A committee consisting of Dr. G. W. Fel- 
lows, of Portland, Dr. E. J. Roberts, of Au- 
gusta, Dr. C. P. Sawyer, of Skowhegan, Dr. 
Elbridge Bacon and Dr. Thomas Fillebrown, 
of Portland, were appointed as an executive 
body to take the bill in charge and present it 
to the legislature. They have authority to 
increase this committee by appointing addi- 
tional members from each county. 

The members of the society endorsed a 
resolution requesting the National Associa- 
tion of Dental Faculties to take action to in- 
crease the length of terms of all the dental 
schools to at least seven months, and require 
of graduates three full years of study, two 
of which shall have been in attendance on 
lectures at the school. 

Dr. Fillebrown then delivered a paper on 
the I’hilosophy of Vocalism, of which the 
following is an abstract: 

DE. FILLEBROWN’S ADDRESS. 
The relations of the dentist to the vocal 

organs are such as to make it imperative for 
him to know all that can be known about their uses and capabilities. Vocalism has 
been treated as a subject pertaining to den- 
tistry, in our text books for a half century. My own attention has been directed to It et- 
pecially in connection with supplying obtur- 
ators for cleft palates. My study has cen- 
tered more especially in vocalization as ap- Ph#d to speaking; but to compass this I was 
obliged to study as well the science of musi- 
cal vocalism. 

Indeed, the difference between singing and speaking is one of degree and not of kind. 
biDging is a formed continuous tone, un- 

broken between the words. 
Speaking is broken between the words. 

Singing is confined to some particular pitch, and changes from one pitch to another by 
regular musical intervals. Speaking is un- 
restrained by such limits, but varies without 
relation to pitch or interval. 

Yet the accomplished SDeaker for the most 
part confines himself to a definite Ditch and 
musical tone. 

In either case, singing or speaking, the 
same organs produce the tone in the same 
way in precisely the same focus—with the 
same resonance and the same articulation. 
The human voice like the human face seems 
almost divine. It is capable of such wonder- 
ful possibilities by culture and training. The 
organs which produce the human voice con- 
stitute a musical Instrument of great power, 
gauge and variety. Every musical instru- 
ment worthy of the name has in it three el- 
ements, a power, a vibratory organ and a 
resonating apparatus. The piano has the 
hammer which exerts its power upon the 
string which vibrates and the sounding board 
which reproduces the vibrations and pro- duces a fine penetrating tune. 

The French horn has the lungs of the play- 
er for the power, the lips for a vibrating or- 
gan, and the gradually enlarging tube termi- 
nating in the daring bell shape, all produce the quality and resonance. 

In all of these the quality and power of the 
•one produced depends upon the presence of 
these three parts, and their perfection of 

construction and use, and upon their proper 
relation of size and position as regards each 
other. 

The human vocal organs have these three 
elements, and to them are added a modifying 
power to give a nicety of quality knowD in 
no other instrument and an organ for articu- 
lation. The power is the lungs; the vocal 
cords the vibrator; the nasal and bead cen- 
tres the resonator, and the mouth and lips 
the articulator. The centres of the head con- 
sist principally of the autra, the uares, the 
ethmoid cells and the frontal semises. The 
walls of these, with the turbinated bones of 
the nose, give a surface of nearly fifty square 
inches, for a sounding board, and containing 
a large quantity of air which is set in motion 
by the primary sound of the vocal cords. 

The action and power of a resenator is 
well shown by a tuning fork and violin. A 
tuning fork set in vibration and held in the 
hand can be heard only in close proximity to 
the ear and then only faintly. If the end be 
rested upon the edge of the bridge of a vio- 
lin a set of vibrations are set up in that 
which can be clearly heard throueh n larva 
hall. 

In this case it is not the tuning fork which 
is heard but the violin which is set in mo- 
tion by the weaker vibrations of the fork. 
So with the human voice the vibrations of 
the vocal cords are not the principal sound 
that is heard, but the vibrations of the reson- 
ating head cavities, which are excited by the 
vocal cords, consequently the best tune for 
singing and speaking is made in the head. 

The objection that this will produce a na- 
sal tone does not hold. The nasal twang is 
due, according to Sarjours, to the partial or 
complete absence of nasal resonance,fas the 
case may be. 

The simple contraction of the area of the 
nose will give the nasal sound while the ex- 
pansion of the nose will give entire freedom 
from such twang. 

With the exception of Lenox Brown all 
the writers I have been able to examine 
ignore the office of the resonant centers 
of the head in vocalization; many even con- 
demn it and all, eveu Brown, consider the 
mouth and throat the prime factors instead 
of the nose and head. 

Teachers of music are and have been for a 
long time tenoning far better than what is 
written and it is analysis of good singing 
that has led me to the conclusions here pre- 
sented in regard to speaking. 

The essential qualities of a good tone are 

softness and resonance, power and vol- 
nmo are the product of resonance and 
largeness. 

The center of the vibration is the middle 
of the nose, and the speaker or singer should 
seem to himself to speak and sing from the 
head. The center of articulation is from the 
neck or the upper part of the throat through 
the upper lip. The higher the pronuncia- 
tion seems to be the easier and clearer it will 
be. From this it follows that there is but 
one register of the noise, or more properly there is no such thing as a register. All the 
tunes, high or low, are formed the same, fo- 
cused the same, and delivered the same by 
all voices. Another important fact to note 
is that the speakers’ and singers’ sore throats 
are due in almost every case to faulty vocali- 
zation and faultv breathing. A person 
ought to be the more healthy the more they 
speak or sing, and good vocalists can hold 
out to sing or speak according to their 
strength until eighty, Instead of falling in 
middle life. Fatigue of the throat ought not 
and need not be known. The speaker may 
feel tired but not his throat. 

The relation of the teeth and palate to the 
subject and the Illustrations of obturaters 
were shown by charts and could not be un- 
derstood without reference to them.

uere is no woman in the U nited Slates 
who can command more ready cash than 
Miss Garrett. Her knowledge of the road 
and its management gives her a position in 
the councils of that corporation not pos- sessed by any other individual. When her 
father was living Miss Garrett was his pri- vate secretary, his best adviser and his 
most trusted friend, even above any of the 
old gentleman’s sons. It was in this ca- 
pacity that she obtained her knowledge of 
the road and her insight into its financial 
affairs. After the death of her father, Miss 
Garrett’s influence over her brother, Robert 
Garrett, was so marked that it became a mat- 
ter of current talk in Baltimore. But there 
were certain theories held by her brother 
which even the influence which she held 
over him could not successfully combat. 
When the schemes which led to the invoca- 
tion of the aid of the Drexel syndicate cul- 
minated, Robert Garrett saw the wisdom of 
his sister’s counsels, which he had failed to 
follow, and practically surrendered to her 
the management of his interest in the road. 
When he started on his tour around the 
world his sister followed and overtook him 
at San Francisco, where he was induced to 
give to her the control of all of his interest 
in the Baltimore & Ohio Railroad Company. 

Recently, when the syndicate which had 
helped the Baltimore <ft Ohio out of the diffi- 
culties in which it had unwittingly been 
plunged began to haggle about the commis- 
sions and threatened to place the road in an 
embarrassing position, Miss Garrett quietly brushed them aside, put up the needed cash, 
and saved the credit of the company. Since 
the recent death of her brother, T. Harrison 
Garrett, her control of the Garrett estate has 
become practically unlimited during Robert 
Garrett’s absence. 

Miss Garrett is a most unassuming lady, and would never be taken lor a great finan- 
cier, as she is, at first sight. She is not fond 
of notoriety, and in manners and habits is a 
most domestic and home loving woman. She 
worshipped her father, and her most ardent 
hope is to see the great road which he built 
ami brought to such great importance kept 
up to the position where he left it, and per- 
petuated as one of the great institutions of 
the country.

CITY GOVERNMENT. 

Special Meeting of the City Council 
Held Last Evening. 

The Lease of the Ogdensburg to the 

Maine Central Considered. 

Statements by Judges Symonds and 
Webb and Mr. Drummond. 

There was a special meeting ol the City 
Council last night, to consider the matter of 
the lease of the Portland * Ogdensburg rail- 
road to the Maine Central. 

In Board of Mayor and Aldermen. 
Mayor Chapman presided, and the full 

board was in attendance. The Mayor stated 
the purpose of the calling of the meeting, 
and read the following communication from 
President bewail of the Maine Central rail- 
road: 
Hon. Charley J. Chapman, Mayor erf the l ituo/ 

Cortland: 
bear Sir: I beg to enclose herewith a copy ot 

draft for lease of the Portland & Ogdensburg 
Kaliway; also copy of vote passed by directors at 
their meeting yesterday, approving the same and 
authorizing its execution on behalf of their com-

tion on your part, I am.

The communication was received. 
The report of the Recorder of the Munici- 

pal Court was received and ordered on file. 
An order was passed authorizing the com- 

mittee on building to rent a room of the 
building at No. 43 Free street for a ward 
room for Ward 4. 

Petitions referred to the committee on new 
wooden buildings, for permission for tbe 
erection of buildings, were considered by 
that committee which recommended the 
granting the same. 

Papers from the lower board were laid on 
the table in non-coneurrence. 

The petition of A. H. Smith for $8.14 for 
damages was referred. 

Alderman Smith presented petitions of a 
number of citizens who protested against the 
erection of a board fence for a bill hoard 
around the site of the lot at present accupied 
by old City Hall. The petitions were laid on 
the table and will be taken up at the next 
meeting of the city council. 

Tbe petition of W. G. Davis and others for 
the widening of a part of Franklin street 
was referred. 

An order directing the electric light com- 
pany to remove the stump of afpole in the 
sidewalk near the Custom House was passed. 

A message from the lower board request- 
ing a joint convention for the purpose of con- 
sidering the lease was received and the two 
boards went into joint convention. 

In Joint Convention. 
The Mayor called the convention to order, 

and City Clerk Burgess read the lease. Alter 
the reading of the lease it was voted to listen 
to a statement of City Solicitor Symonds con- 

cerning it. He said: 
JUDGE bYMONOS's BKMABKS. 

I am a little at a loss to know what is de- 
sired of me, but 1 suppose the Intention Is 
for me to call the attention of the eity coun- 
cil to matters in tbe lease which seem to me 
to be objectionable. 1 might say in tbe first 
Blace as to the authority for giving this lease 

sat 1 understand that so far as the legisla- tion in Maine is concerned, the Maine Cen- 
tral has authority and the Portland <fc Og- densburg has authority to give It. So far as 
the location of the road Is concerned, 1 am 
not aware, and the counsel for the road have 
not called my attention to any special legls- tlon authorizing such lease, but the general law of New Hampshire authorizes, in my 
judgment a lease like this, provided it is rat- 
ified by a two-thirds majority of the stock- 
ders of the contracting companies. Of course 
the question arises at the outset whether the 
city In this matter desires to give a lease 
for so long a period, as it is practically a 
pepetual lease of the property. 

‘U »UV > Viy mok biausc U4 (>Iie lcit.it) is contained the following: “And all its 
right, title and interest In and to all other 
property of whatsoever nature, and where- 
soever situated." It seems to me that is too 
broad. The P. * O. is not going to give 
up its corporate organization, but is going to continue to exist, and its records, and 
everything belonging to It incidental to the 
maintenance of the corporation Is leased by this clause. For instance, its corporate rec- 
ords and any other property Incidental to 
the maintenance of its organization. 1 
thought that clause ought to have been lim- 
ited to "all other property in any way con- 
nected with the use and operation of tne 
railroad." 

Then, in the first condition, (on page 3.) 
there have been made, to my mind, some- 
what radical changes from the lease as first 
drawn. It reads well, but I think the ex- 
pression is somewhat obscure. Take for in- 
stance the last part of the sentence “that it 
will use all reasonable efforts to give to the 
city of Portland as favorable terms for such 
business as are given to other Atlantic cit- 
ies.” I suppese the construction of that 
would be as are given by the Maine Central 
railroad. It is speaking of its own business, 
and then It provides that it will use all rea- 
sonable efforts to give to the city as favora 
ble terms for such business as are given to 
other Atlantic cities. I do not suppose it 
means as are given by other roads: the con- 
text does not seem to imply that. Now there 
were provisions that no discrimination 
should ever be made against the city of Port- 
land, that no combination, consolidation or 
contract should ever be made to deprive the 
city of Portland of the benefit of competit- 
ive rates, and other provisions which have 
been eliminated from the lease as it Is here 
presented, and I think an obscure expression 
has been substituted. 1 am awaie that in 
regard to all clauses of that sort in railroad 
leases a great deal must depend upon the 
spirit in which parties carry them out, and 
tne corporation with which you are dealing, 
than the letter of the contract, but still I 
think that ought not to be obscure. Now, 
at the close of the third section it provides 
that “the said lessee may from time to time, 
with the consent of the lessors, board of di- 
rectors, sell and dispose of the property uot 
required for Ihi oi oration ami use of said 
railroad as herein provided and apply the 
proceeds for the improvement of the de- 
mised property; and the president of the 
lessee for the time being is made the attor- 
ney of the lessor to execute jointly with the 
lessee in the name of the lessor, all convey 
ances of property hereby authorized to be 
conveyed when such cenveyance shall be 
ordered by vote of the board of directors of 
said lessee.” I think that should also pro- vide that it should be with the consent of 
the lessor. 

Passing to the proviso at the end of clause 
8, the agreement or condition is, to my mind, 
seriously objectionable. So far as it depends 
upon my advice as a lawyer, and as counsel 
for the city, I should advise against accept- 
ing the lease with that proviso in it. The 
clause guards against the assignment of this 
lease by the lessee without the consent of 
the lessor. The idea of it being that if the 
city was disposed to entrust its property to 
the Maine Central Railroad it might not 
want to put It into other bands without its 
consent. The first part of the eighth sec- 
tion provides for that; and then, to my mind, 
the proviso takes away all the force of the 
prohibition previously given, because it pro- 
vides “that in the event of the lessee leasing 
thili p uviafnm t A r\m unnanlulntin.i ...tat. ...... 

corporation operating a connecting railroad, 
or system of railroads, the lessee’s interest in 
the demised premises shall pass by such 
lease or contract of consolidation.” In the 
new consolidation of roads the Maine Cen- 
tral's interest under the lease at on e p.nses 
to the new lessee without any action of the 
lessor or any consent on the part of the city. The result seems to me to be that this road 
may go into the hands and possession of any 
corporation, whether it is one which the city 
would consent to have charge of the prop- 
erty or not. Now if an entirely new and dif- 
ferent combination is to be made hereafter I 
think it ought to be made only with the con- 
sent of the lessor. To my mind there is an- 
other objection to that. The Maine Central 
Railroad Company make a good many coven- 
ants and agreements in this lease, and, by 
the provision of that clause, if they lease 
their system to other parties their interest in 
the lease passes to the new lessees. The 
question is whether the Maine Central is still 
nolden on its covenants in the lease. Does 
it not become the duty of the new lessee to 
perform those covenants, and not the duty of 
the Maine Central Railroad? 1 aui not clear 
in rav mind but that, if the Maine Central 
should make a consolidation or lease, It 
would be claimed under that proviso that 
the obligations of the Maine Central Rail- 
road under the lease were at an end. and. so 

far as I am called upon for anv legal advice, 
I should advise against accepting a lease 
with that proviso in it. _.. 

Now the ninth section specifies the condi- 
tions under which the lessor may enter and 
assume the possession of the property for 
breach of condition. Originally, any default 
on the part of the lessees in the performance 
of their contract gave the lessors a right to 
enter and resume possession. The council 
will observe that now the right of the lessors 
in antnruDon the premises is limited to four 
instances, stated at the beginning of the 
ninth clause. One is, a failure to pay the 
rent, another a failure to pay the #800,000 of 
bonds now on the road, another a failure to 
pav the receiver’s certificates, and the last a 
failuie to perform any award that may be 
made under the 16th section. Those are the 
only instances in which the P. & O. Railway 
Company can resume possession of this 
property for breach of condition. For the 
failure of the lessee to perform any oth- 
er covenant in the lease it does not become a 

ground of forfeiture of the lease. Now 1 

think that clause is too limited. For in- stance, if the corporation should fall to i»v the taxes or any levy or execution on knv judgment, as well as any award. It is not# ground of forfeiture, therefore I think this ninth section should be extended in the In- stances in which the lessors may take dos- sioo. 
Now, in regard to the thirteenth clause 

there is a single matter there 
that might perhaps be explained. You will 
perceive that there are assigned to the Maine 
Central Railroad Company any mortgage bonds of the Portland 4k Ogdensburg Rail- 
foa<*r££mp*,,y< Pledged as collateral securi- 
ty. There are bomds of the issue of 1871 

with principal and Interest, to 
*198,180, which are pledged as collateral se- 
curity.U I remember rightly, to secure some- 
thing like *30,000. As this lease was first 
drawn, and as I thought it ought to be, these 
bonds were not to be considered as assets of 
the P. & O. Kailway, Inasmuch as they were 
its own bonds, or rather bonds of Its prede- 
cessor, and I thought that stock ought to be 
cancelled, and thereby the stock in the new 
corporation diminished to that exteut. So 
long as the lease Is in force. It will make no 
difference to the city whether It Is cancelled 
or not; but if, for any reason, the lease 
should be forfeited. It will diminish the 
amount to be paid by the Maine Central R. K. 

Without detaining you longer i will refer 
to the 14th section which seems to me the 
most objectionable of any section in the 
lease, I understand that under the 14th sec- 

f «<* 
*®*8ees “ay first put a new mortgage 

now the road Is about 90 miles long, and that 
means a mortgage of one million and eight hundred thousand dollars. They may. In 
addition to that, put on a mortgage of $30,- 
000 j°F every mlle the road is extended be- 
yond Its present terminus, and whenever 
they call upon tne P. A O. for bonds to that 
amount they must have the bonds of the les- 
sor company. Thexe is no provision by 
whieb the lessor has any control of the pro- 
ceeds or application of the bonds, but they 
go into the hands of the Maine Central 
Railroad Company to be disposed of In the 
market as they see fit. They agree that they 
will apply the proceeds In certain wavs, but 
there are no stipulations by which the 
lessors shall have any control what- 
ever of the application of these 
bonds. Iu addition to that. the 
P. A O. road is obliged to Join in the mort- 
gage securing these oonds so that the mort- 
gage becomes a prior encumbrance upon this 
property, and, if such a mortgage should be 
foreclosed, the title to the P. A O. road is 
I [one, and the city’s right to rent under the 
ease is gone, and an absolutely superior title 

takes precedence. Now I have already stated 
what Is provided for in regard to the applica- tion of the proceeds of the bonds, bat I had 
reference more particularly to the first, sec- 
ond and third provisions. They are first to 
pay the receiver's certificates and debts in- 
curred by him: second, to pay the $*00,000 
bonds; and third, to pay the $300,000 for 
needed Improvements upon the property. 
That makes about $1,400,000. Beyond that it 
it is provided, if it is used for permanent im- 
provements, they shall be sucb as are 
approved by the directors of the les- 
sor, or if they do not approve, by the decision of the Railroad Commissioners. 
Now I do not think there Is any very specific 
provision in the clause that the Maine Cen- 
tral railroad shall ever pay these bonds. It 
does say that they shall bear the guaranty of 
the Maine Central railroad, bat how are the/ 
to be paid? It provides expressly that 
whenever the P. A O. is called upon to issue 
new bonds to retire them, it shall issue them; 
and I do not know why they could not be 
continued on the property to the close of the 
term of the lease. The only specific agree- 
ment there at the close, the Council will ob- 
serve, Is, "But said lessee shall pay the In- 
terest on said bonds so Issued during said 
term, as it becomes due." Now that clause 
originally read, “but said lessee shall pay the 
interest on said bonds as it becomes due, and 
shaHultlmately pay ail bonds so issned dur- 
ing saNktorm, and at tha expiration thereof 
surrenderitie property so demised to the les- 
see, free frwu any encumbrances of any 
such mortgage. "-^Now I have called atten- 
tion to the fact TtagL to my mind, the 
lessors should have souUNsuitrol of the ap- 
propriation of the proceeds uf Wig jwnda, and 
not have it rest on the agreement 
see to so apply them. I have called atteu- 
tlon to the fact that the lessee Is to pay the 
interest, and that there Is a provision by 
which the P. A O. Is required to Issue new 
bonds to the extent of the principal, and 
then to the proviso that if this lease shall be 
determined by entry of.the lessor for breach 
of condition, both the principal and Interest 
of said bonds shall be assumed and paid by the lessor. That is to say. If the Maine Cen- 
irai Kauroaa company does not perform its 
own lease so that the P. * O. has to take 
possession to preserve its rights, It assumes 
the whole debt. Now, to my mind, that Is 
not a (air provision as between the contract- 
ing parties, and, so far as any legal advice as 
counsel for the city Is required of me, I 
should advise the non-acceptance of a lease 
which contained such a clause as that Is. 1 
have stated In a general way my objections 
to this lease, endeavoring to confine myself 
simply to the legal aspects of It. I do not 
discuss the business question here at all, be- 
cause 1 understand perfectly well that noth- 
ing of that sort is required of me. 

Councilman Crockett asked whether, in 
the opinion of the city solicitor it would be 
better far tbe city council to vote to lease the 
road under this lease, or for tbe city to re- 
tain its interest; in which way would the 
city run the most risk. 

Judge Symonds—So far as my judgment 
in regard to the matter is concerned, 
and I cannot disconnect myself altogether 
from the consideration of the legal aspect of 
the case, I should prefer to keep Mie pro- 
perty as it is rather than to atuwpt this lease 
in the precise form in which it stands today. 
I do not understand that the road is in a 
very bad condition. In many respects it is 
in good condition. The city has a controll- 
ing interest it it, and a controlling interest 
in a railroad is worth a good deal. So far as 
I am concerned, I do not consider this lease 
In some of these repsects that I have indi- 
cated a fair lease, and 1 should not be dis- 
posed to accept it In its present from. 

Alderman Smith said that as Mr. Drum- 
mond was present the convention would 
like to hear from him as it wished to hear 
both sides of the question. 

HON. JOS1AH DRUMMOND'S REMARKS. 

Mr. Drummond said: I do not come here 
at the instance of the Maine Central Rail- 
road, but at tbe suggestion of the Mayor. 1 
do not understand^ the provisions of the 
lease precisely as Judge Symonds does, and 
in une or two important particulars, I under- 
stand it entirely different. The provisions 
as to the transfer of property I think would 
receive a practical construction. 1 do not 
apprehend that anybody would question 
their claim to their records, for we have 
agreed iu another place that they shall keep 
up their organization. The Idea was that 
they lease us all their property, and this was 
put in here, as lawyers generally do, to in- 
clude It all, but as for their records, that is a 
matter that nobody would ever think of 
claiming. Then as to business; the Judge 
suggests that the clause "that It will use all 
reasonable efforts to give tc the city of Port- 
land as favorable terms for such business as 
are given to Atlantic cities,” means given by 
the Maine Central. I did not have that Idea 
in my mind when I wrote It, and I think It Is 
a limitation tbat Is not in there. It is well 
known tbat Boston and New York have cer- 
tain rates from the west, and we agree to use 
•II reasonable efforts to give Portland as fa, 
vorahltt tprms an other Atlantic citn*N re- 

calve. X so understand it, and our people so 
understand it. 

Now as to the proviso that the lessee may 
with the consent ol the lessors' board o( di- 
rectors, sell and dispose of property not re- 
quired (or the operation and use o( the rail- 
road and apply the proceeds (or the improve- 
ment of the demised property. 1 think the 
Judge did not notice the last part of the sec- 
tion. It seems to mo that It ssiim! receive 
any such construction as he puts upon It. 
The reason of putting In the privlalon that 
the president is made the attorney ol the les- 
sor was to save the necessity o( the meetings 
of|t!ie board of directors of the corporation 
to authorize |the sale of any little piece of 
land or other property that was not needed 
or required (or the operation and use of the 
railroad. 

Now on page nine, where the judge makes 
an important objection, he takes one which 
I think is net well taken. The Maine Cen- 
tral Kailroad Company is not willing to take 
a lease of the P. A O. road under such cir- 
cumstances that when they shall obtain the 
permission of the legislature, as they have 

Sot to do, to lease or consolidate their sys- 
sm, it can be prevented by the P. * 0. road 

should they see tit to object to it. The 
Maine Central road have no power now to 
lease or consolidate their system of roads, 
and, if the time ever comes when the legisla- 
ture shall deem It (or the interest of the peo- 
ple of Maine to authorize such consolidation, 
and they are looking forward a very long 
time,—now years, substantially a perpetual 
lease—they are not willing to give the P. & 
O. road the power to tie them up and say 
they will not agres to it, and that the whole 
system cannot be leased. Now as to the 
other objection that incase it is leased we 
are relieved from our covenant. ( do not so understand It for throughout this whole 
lease we covenant not only for ourselves but 
onr successors land assigns, that they will 
perforin these covenants. In every in- 
stance we not only say that they will do it, but we guarantee that our successors 
ana assigns shall do it. I cannot see how a

Evidently there is need of more hanging 
in Chicago. The example of last November 
needs repetition, ,, 

were put back on the dutiable list to 
get Democratic votes for the bill and 
to prevent defeat of Democrats in close 
districts at the coming election. Yet 
Mr. Mills says his bill was framed in the 
interests of the people. The Democratic 
people he meant evidently. 

The Democrats are shouting that the Re- 
publicans are in favor of free whiskey, but 
they are booming for renomination for 
Governor of New York Gov. Hill who for 
two years past has stood as the saloon men’s 
bulwark against measures passed by Repub- 
lican legislatures to restrict the liquor traffic 
in New York, and defeated them. The 
Democracy take good care that their shouts 
do not deceive the saloon men as to which 
party is the real enemy of their Interests. 

Our English cousins still continue to 
remorslessly expose the programme of the 
Democratic party. Here is what the Lon- 
don People has to say on the political situa- 
tion in the United States: 

In the contest between Mr. Harrison 
and Mr. Cleveland, however, it is not to Mr. 
Hafrison that this country should wish suc- 
com. For the question at issue Is. broadly speak, 
mfc* question of free trade against protection. 11 Mr. Cleveland »Uould lie reflected the United 
States tariff will be modified very materially In 
the direction of free trade, a result which cannot 
ol course (all to be beneficial to the trade ol other 
countries, and especially of our own. President 
Cleveland in accepting his nomination by his own 
party has abstained, from motives of prudence from repenting his sentiments on the subject of 
the tariff. But should he be re-elected there can 
be no doubt that he will find means to give effect 
to them. 

If our esteemed Democratic contempora- 
ries in this country intend to still continue to 
argue that neither the President’s message, 
nor the Mills bill nor the Democratic plat- 
form squints toward free trade they should 
try and prevail upon the British press to 
keep silent concerning American politics. 

Congressman Whiting showed in his 
speech in the House on Monday that while 
In 1860 the ordinary grades of writing paper 
sold in this country at from 16 to 20 cents a 

pound, now the same grades of paper sell at 
from 94 to 16 cents. In 28 years the price of 
paper has fallen nearly 60 per cent. Mean- 
while the pay of the workingman has con- 

stantly advanced. In 1860 skilled workmen 
received in the paper industry #1.60 to #1.75 
a day, now they get $2.75 to $2.50 a day,—an 
increase of more than sixty per cent. The 
same class of help in England receives from 
$1 .25 to $1.75 a day, not more than one half 
the wages paid here. So conclusive is the 
proof here that the tariff has worked no 
detriment to the consumer that one would 
suppose that the Democrats would have 
hesitated to disturb it in this instance. 
Rut Mills without making any answer 
shouted vote and the subservient Democracy 
voted to reduce the duty. 

The decree of the Pope, reinforced as It 
now i9 by the encyclical letter, will without 
doubt have a paralyzing effect upon the 
plan of campaign. The Irish people have to 
be sure manifested signs of restiveness under 
what they consider an improper interference 
on the part of the Pope with their political 
affairs, and are threatening to refuse obedi- 
dience. But the clergy will obey, and the 
clergy are not only the spiritual leaders of 
the people of Ireland, but to a large extent 
their politioai leaders also. Eventually the 
people will fall in line with the clergy. It 
may well be doubted if the loss of the plan 
of campaign will be so serious a loss to the 
Irish cause as the people appear to think, 
Its effect on English sentiment has not been 
good, and it is to English sentiment that the 
Irish must look to the realization of their 
hopes. It has been doubtless an effective 
weapon against rapacious and heartless land- 
lords, but it is probable that it has retarded 
rather than advanced the Irish cause as a 
whole. 

The Mills Bill. 
The Mills bill has practically passed the 

House, for the vote of Saturday is merely a 
formal affair and the result of it is in no way doubtful. There is a possibility of a few minor 
changes in its present form, but none of im 
portance will be made. Perhaps the most 
striking thing about this piece of legislation 
is the recklessness with which it was con- 
ceived—recklessness that is as to its effect up- 
on the industries of the country, for its politi- 
cal effect was pretty carefully studied by Its 
authors and the disastrous consequence which a general raid on the business and 
manufactures of the country was certain to 
entail upon the party that should be respon- sible for it were guarded against by taking 
care that the industries of Democratic States 
shou d be touched but lightly. But when political considerations did not compel cau- tion the committee of ways and means, or 
the Democratic majority of it, proceeded with exceeding recklessness. The effect of 
their cut down they studied but little, and 
when manufacturers, or farmers, or miners 

whose interests were at stake appealed to 
them for an opportunity to be heard they 
shut the door ok the committee room in their 
faces and curtly told them that they wanted 
none of their advice. Their Republican 
associates on the committee were treated in 

the same way. When and where tills bill 
was concocted tliexdo not know to this day. 
Mr. Mills, a representative from Texas, a 

State which has few industries and can 

always be depended upon for a big Demo- 
cratic majority, apparently engineered the 
whole business. He slashed into industries 
which he knew nothing about, provided they 
were confined entirely or largely to States 
certain to give Republican majorities. But 
though a poor economist, he was a good poli- 
tician and he took good care not to affront 
the solid South by his cut downs. He didn’t 
meddle with rice, and he meddled with sugar 
no more than Mr. Havemeyer of the sugar 
trust and the LouUiana sugar planters told 
him he might. Indeed so deferential was he 
to Mr. Havemeyer who is a worthy Demo- 
crat and is understood to have contributed 
liberally to the Cleveland campaign fund 
four years ago that he put up the sugar duty 
above the point he had originally intended 
to cut it down to to please him and keep him 
in line for Cleveland and reform. The reck 
lessness which characterized the committee 
in the committee room did not desert them 
when the bill got into the House. Mr. Cleve- 
land was with them and with his help they 
managed to impress it upon the protection 
wing of the Democracy that their loyalty to 
this bill would be considered a test of their 
Democracy. With this established they found 
it plain sailing. When a Republican offered 
an amendment to the bill designed to save 
some important industry, Mr. Mills paid 
little attention to the merits of the amend- 
ment ; he shouted vote and the Democracy 
promptly voted it down. The only provisions 
which Mr. Mills allowed to be amended 
were those which might have a bad effect on 
the Democracy in close congresssional dis- 
tricts. Such changes he allowed as promptly 
as he suppressed those that had no better 
basis than that they might prevent the crip- 
pling of an industry that gave employment 
to thousands of working men. He professed 
that be had constructed his bill with a view 
to the reduction of the cost of living to 
the people. But when the fact was called 
to his attention that rice was one of the 
necessaries of life in some parts of the coun- 

try, and that it still bore under his bill a 
hundred per cent, duty, he curtly refused to 
allow the duty reduced. When asked, too, 
to allow the reduction of the duty on sugar 
to half its present amount, he refused. Su- 
gar, to be sure was a necessary of life, but a 

high tariff on it was necessary to the success 
of the Democratic party in Louisiana in the 
next election, and Mr. Mills had no stomach 
for the relief of the dear people, of whom he 
prated so much, at the expense of the success 
of the Democratic party. 

Tet in all this apparent crookedness of 
procedure, this apparent inconsistency, it is 
doubtless tba fact that Mr. Mills and his 
free trade allies have done nothing inconsis- 
tent with the real design of their measure. 
Tbe bill has been proclaimed to the public as 
a bill to reduce the surplus and to reduce the 
taxes of the consumer. Neither of them was 
the main object that It had In view. The 
main object was to break down the protec- 
tive system. And the bill was skillfully 
framed to that end. Had it attacked North- 
ern and Southern industries alike it could 
never have passed. Mr. Mills recognized 
that fart in tbe beginning, and that was the 
secret of the partiality of its provisions. 
Had he been impartial the bill would have 
failed entirely, and protection would not 
have been wounded. By excepting Southern 
interests largely from its provisions he se- 

cured votes enough to pass it, and thus, 
though he failed of destroying the protective 
system all at once he was able to deal it a 

severe blow. From the standpoint of his 
real purpose his management of the bill both 
in its construction, and in its progress 
through the House, has oeen exceedingly 
skillful. Of course be does not. expect to get 
it through the Senate at this session, but if 
he can get an endorsement of it from the 
voters of the country at the coming election 
under the specious plea that it is merely a 
measure to reduce taxation, the next Con- 
gress will probably enact it into a law. 
Then the demolition of the protective sys- 
tem will have fairly begun, and we may be 
sure that It will proceed as fast as circum- 
stances will permit. 

CURRENT COMMENT. 

FABMEBS AND THE TABIFF. 

[Hartford Couraut.] 
Some advocates of free trade try to make 

out that the protective tariff is adverse to 
the farmer’s interests, and that protection is 
maintained at his expense. The farmer is 
not going to be caught by such chaff, how- 
ever, when the evidence to the contrary is 
spread right before his eyes. And a great 
deal of itnas been presented in the recent 
interesting hearing about the East Hart- 
ford bridge, which has been very fully re- 
ported. 

Farmers testified before the commisioners 
that they do not nowadays cart their prod- 
uce to Hartford, as they once did. Indeed, 
years ago much of it was shipped out of the 
State. What do they do with ft? They take 
it to Manchester and Rockville and other 
neighborhood centers of manufacturing ac- 
tivity, and find there a market for more than 
they can raise—and a cash market, close at 
hand, where they know their customers. 

It Is the tariff which has created these 
manufacturing centers. Ask any of the man- 
agers of the works there, and see if they do 
not say so; and so it comes around that 
the interests of the manufacturers and the 
farmers, Instead of clashing, are identical. 
Just suppose the manufacturing towns and 
villages of Connecticut lost their impetus 
and their works closed, what would be the 
effect on Connecticut farming? 

THE WORLD’S FAST WAR SHIPS. 

The Cruisers of England, France, 
Germany, Russia. Spain, Austria, 
Italy, Brazil, Chill, China and Japan 

An interesting and valuable collection of 
statistics has just been laid before Congress, 
comprising the principal war vessels of all 
navies, classified according to speed. In 
these days there is no place in such lists for 
vessels that cannot go 15 knots, while scores 
achieve a speed much greater, 

England has four armored and half a dozen 
unarmored cruisers that make 15 knots. Her 
armored 16-knot vessels include the Imperi- 
euse and Warspite of 8,400 tons each, the Col- 
llngwood of 9,500, the Rodney of [10,300, the 
Camperdown, Benhow, Anson and Howe of 
10,600 each. She has building the Victors 
and Sans Pareil of 10,470 tons each, and the 
Trafalgar and Nile of 11,940. Her six [unar- 
mored cruisers going 17 knots include four of 
me ticuuuci uiuoo, o, iuu iuus eaeut WJJlie IOUr 
more of the Blanche class, 1,580 tons, are 

building. Passing to unamonned vessels of 
17 knots, England has eight of the Ar- 
cher class, 1,770 tons, on which our gunboats 
of the Yorktown class are modelled. She 
has also the Surprise and Alacrity, 1,400 tons 
four vessels of the Mersey class, 4,050, and 
the Polyphemus, 2,640. Of British 18-knot 
vessels, the most remarkable are the armored 
Orlando, Undaunted, Australia, Narcissus, Oalatea, Iramortahte, and Aurora, of 5,000 
tons each, all but the two latter already built 
The same high speed is ascribed to the well- 
known unannored vessels, Iris and Mercuiy, 
3.730 tons, and to four small craft of the 
Grasshopper class, 525 tons. Great Briton’s 
19-knot vessels now building are the un- 
armored cruisers Melpomeno, Maglcienne, 
and Marathon, 2,950 tons, and the Barham 
and Bellona, 1.800. Of 20-knot vessels, she 
has building the Medea and Medusa, 2,800 
tens: the Vulcan.6,620, and the Blake and 
Blenheim, 9,000, besides seven small vessels 
of 735 tons. 

France has no fewer than four armored and 
tnirteen unarmored vessels of 15 knots. She 
has of 10 knots the armored Courbet built 
and the powerful Hoche, Magenta, and Nep- 
tune 10, 581 tons each, now building. The un- 
annored Tourville and Duquesne are also 16- 
knot cruisers. Of 17 knots the most import- 
ant vessel, is the Siax, 4,480 tons, while there 
are four more unarmored cruisers of the 
Faucon class, about 1,272 tons. In the 18- 
knot array we find the two most powerful 
vessels in the French navy, the armored 
Marceau of 10,581 tons and Brennus of 11,000. 
Then there is the swift unarmored Milan of 
1,550 tons, besides eight torpedo boats of the 
Bombe class, 321 tons. France of 19-knot 
unarmored vessels has the Forbln, 1,848 tons 
already built, and five others of thei same 
class building. She has also under construc- 
tion the jean Bart, Alger, and Isly of 4,162 
tons, the Cecille of 5,766 and the Tage of 
7,045. She claims 20 knots for fthe armored 
vessel Dupuy de Lome, 6,297 tons, and also 
for the unarmored Davoust and Suchet, 3,027 
tons, all now building. 

Italy has two big armor clads, the Duillo 
and Dandolo, of 15 knots, and half a dozen 
unannored cruisers. She has three powerful armored vessels, the Andrea Doris, Kug- 
grlero di Lauria, and Francesco Morisini, of 
10,045 tons each, besides two unarmored 
cruisers, all going 16 knots. Of her three 17- 
knot vessels the most important is the un- 
arruored Glovanui Bausan, 3,068 tons. But 
it is in her 18-knot vessels that Italy is in- 
comparable, since these include the powerful 
armor clads Italia, 13,898 tons, and Lepanto, 

13,550, already built aud the Re Umbesto, Sicilia and Sardegna, 14,000 tons, building, besides four small unarmored vessels, ller 
JO knot unarmored cruisers are four of the 
Yesuvio type, 3,530 tons, and five of the 
Dogali, -,-00 tons, three of these nine vessels 
being already built. Finally, of small 20- 
knot torpedo craft she has nine of the Tripoli ty pe, 741 tons aud six of the Folgore, 317 tons 

Germany has one gunboat bunt and half a 
dozen building of 15 knots. She has also the 
unarmored cruisers Prinz Adalbert and Lelp- 
? Ik,,8’"5 t°ns 1 the Alexandrine and Arcona, 
3,3i0tons; the Charlottn, 3,300 tons; the 
Freya, 2,017. Of 16-knot vessels she has the 
unarmored Uohenzollern, 1,700 tons; the 
Pfeil aud Blitz, 1,382 tons; tiic Ziethen, 975. 
She has no vessels of 17 knots, but she has 
under construction the Wncht of 1,240 tons, 
which is expected to go 19 knots, and the 
Grief of 2,000, for which 20 knots are pro- 
mised. She has also three unarmored vessels 
building, the Irene, Princess Wilhelm, and 
one other, of 4,400 tons each, whicn are to 
make 18 knots. 

Spain has an armor-clad, the Pelayo, of 
9,902 tons, which makes 15 knots, besides two 
unarmored cruisers of 3,342 tons each, two 
others of 1,152 tons, two of 1.030, and four of 
1,055. She has none classed as 16 and none 
as 18-knot vessels: but of 17-knot unarmored 
cruisers she has the Arragon of 3,342 tons and 
the Reina Christina, the Ceni Mercedes and 
the Alfonso XII., each of 3,090. Spain lr be- 
coming famous for fast war vessels and has 
under construction no fewer than six ar- 
rflored 19-knot cruisers of 7,000 tons each, a 
little larger than our own Maine ana Texas, 
of which only 17 are expected. She has also 
already built the famous unarmored Reina 
Regente of 5,600 tons, making 20 knots, the 
fastest vessel of her class in the world. This 
cruiser may be practically the model for the 
new 20-knot unarmored vessel of 5,300 tons 
displacement provided for in the pending 
House Naval Appropriation bill. Spain has 
also the Destructor, of 458 tons, a 20-knot 
vessel and both of the Reina Regeuta and of 
the 20-knot torpedo type she is building 
three more vessels each. 

Russia has one armored and three unar- 
mored vessels of 15 knots, aud is building 
three armored vessels, the Tchesma, [Sinope, 
and Catherine II, of 10,181 tons each, to go 16 
knots. She also has five middle-class iron- 
clads, the Dmitri, Donskoi of 17 knots, and 
the Admiral Nacnimoff, Alexander II, Nich- 
olas I, and Pamjatz Azova of 18 knots. She 
has an unarmored cruiser of 119 knots, the 
Admiral Korniloff, and two small craft of 20 
knots.

Almirante Tamandare of 17 knots. Chili has 
the renowned Esmeralda of 18 knots, and a 
larger vessel building of 19. Austria has one 
armored vessel of 16 knots and one of 17, be- 
sides two uuaruiored crui ers of 19 knots and 
one of 18, with three small torpedo boats of 
20. China’s armored vessels include one of 
15, two of 16, and one of 17 knots, while she 
has four unarmored cruisers of 15, four of 16 
and two of 18 knots. Japan has three armor 
clads, the Itsukusima, Matsukusima and 
Hakidati, 4.140 tons each, of 10 knots, and an 
unannored cruiser of the same speed, and 
she has three vessels of the Naniwa type, 
3,650 tons, and 18 knets. 

These statistics show that the House Naval 
Committee, in now calling for one more 17- 
knot armored cruiser, two more 19-knot un- 
armored cruisers, and one 20-knot cruiser are 
only on a level with the times. 

Democracy Means Free Trade. 
[New York Tribune.] 

There is another term in which we speak 
of England as a free-trpde country. They 
adopt the policy of liberalizing their com- 
merce. Others suggest that a free-trade 
country is a country where a tariff is levied 
for revenue only, and where commerce is lib- 
eralized as far asftt can be liberalized consis- 
tently with the collection of the necessary 
revenue for the support of government. If 
that is what the Senator means by free-trade 
then I am a free-trader, and I take it that 
most of the Senators on this side of the 
Chamber are free-traders of that kind; that is 
free-traders in the sense of simply levying 
duties enough to furnish revenues tor the 
support of the government economically ex- 
pended-—(Senator Keagan, Democrat, of 
Texas, Senate debate, July 11. 

Thi9 is definite and satisfactory. While 
Speaker Carlisle, Premier Mills,Mayor Hew- 
itt and Governor Hill have been trying to 
pull the wool over people’s eyes in this 
strong protection State, the Senator calls 
himself and his colleagues free-traders and 
then defines the term with precision. He 
wants a tariff for revenue only, without pro- 
tection of any industry or class. That is his 
idea of free-trade, and in his judgement 
nearly all his colleagues are free-traders in 
that sense. 

But our present tariff laws, the vicious, in- 
equitable, and illogical source of unneces- 
sary taxation, ought to be at once revised 
and amended. These laws, as their primary 
and plain effect, raise the price to consumers 
of all articles imported ana subject to duty, 
by precisely the sum paid for such duties. 
Thus the amount of duty measures the tax 
paid by those who purchase for use these 
imported articles.-(President Cleveland’s 
message. 

These three sentences show that the Presi 
dent is a free-trader, and has no sympathy 
with the protective tariff. “Vicious,” “in- 
equitable,” “illogical” are not words which 
any friend of American industry will apply 
to the tariff. The assertion that the amount 
of duty measures the precise increase of 
price of the article for the consumer is one 
of the wildest examples of free-trade dogma- 
tism.

I. The Annual Encampment of the troops com- 
prising the First Brigade Maine Volunteer Militia, 
will go Into camp at Augusta, Monday a. m., Au- 
gust 13th, and continue through the week until 
Saturday a. in., 18th. The troops will be allowed 
pay for nve days' service only. It. Biicsdier Henry L. Mitchell commanding 
the brigade, is charged with the proper execution 
of this order, and w ill cause to be made and for- 
warded to these headquarters the requisite requis- itions for transportation, subsistence, camp and 
garrison equipage and medical stores, for his 
command, as early as practicable. 

III. Tbe authority of the brigade commander 
will, during tbe encampment of the troops at Au- 
gusta, on the days above mentioned, be extended 
to a distance of one half mile around the camp, 
with the exoeplion of any road or roads within 
said distance, aud all the authority Intended to be 
given by Section 89. Chapter 226, public laws of 
of 1880, is hereby given to the commander of the 
First Bigade. M. V. M„ to be exercise d during tbe time of the encampment. 

IV. Company Commanders will make all nec- 
essary arrangements for the cookiug of rations 
and feeding their commands. 

V. No enlistments or muster-iu of men will be 
permitted for this eucampment after July 28, and 
all enlistment papers must be forwarded to these 
headquarters on or before Aug, 1,1888. 

VI. No change will be made, at present, in 
knots and sword belts of offloers. The law does 
not authorize the furnishing of helmets to com- 
missioned officers. Those naving the cork hel- 
mets, or purchasing new ones, can have the new 
front piece, (coat-of-arms of the State) furnished 
them by applying early to these headquarters.

any money is provided for; if we do not pay 
the rent of the bonds, if we do not pay the 
receiver's certificates, without any proceed- 
ings by anybody, you can step in and take 
possession. But there are other covenants 
here where we do not say you may be your 
own judges, but if you claim that there is 
anything we have agreed to do in this lease 
that we have not done you may have refer- 
ees appointed and they shall make their 
award, and if we do not perform the award 
you can step in and take possession. 

Now comes the mortgage clause. It is said 
that if the mortgage should be given and 
foreclosed, you lose the road. Well, suppose 
the present mortgage should be foreclosed. 
The receiver’s certificates are now an en- 
cumbrance on the road, and there are liens 
upon it. Suppose they are foreclosed. What 
are you going to do ? Now it is certain that 
the Maine Central Kailroad cannot sell 
bonds secured by a leasehold interest. The 
laws of many States prescribe what bonds 
and securities may be taken by trust institu- 
tions, and you will never find anybody that 
will take a bond secured by a leasehold inter- 
est. lf they issue new bonds 1 do not see that 
you will have any greater debt in proportion 
to your property than you now have,and you 
will have in addition the guaranty of the 
Maine Central that they will pay them. On 
page 14 they guarantee to pay the bonds and 
interest when it becomes due. Finally you 
are (not obliged to renew after the term 
expires, and whoever does live at that time 
and represents the Maine Central Kailroad 
Company will have to pay those bonds. 

Now, in regard to the application of the 
proceeds. If we could foresee precisely what 
improvements and what expenses are de- 
manded to put this property in a paying con- 
dition we could specify more particularly 
than we have done. We undertook to do so, 
but found that it was utterly impossible be- 
cause we do not know what will be best to 
do. You have been running the property at 
a loss, while it was in good condition. 
It has been put in such con- 
dition hv the issue of the re- 

ceiver’s certificates, and that there will soon 
have to be another issue unless something is 
done you can Judge as well as I. Now we 
want to have certain improvements, we want 
to extend the road, and we put in here the 
provision that we may mortgage it to the ex- 
tent of $20,000 a mile. Everybody knows 
that no railway can be built up there in that 
country for $31,000 a mile. Somebody has 
got to put in more, and who is to put it in? 
The Maine Central Railroad Company? Sup- 
pose they fall and it goes back into the hands 
of the city, then you get- and that was a 
clause resisted most strenuously by the di- 
rectors of the Maine Central Railroad Com- 
pany-all the benefits of the improvements 
for which the money was spent and much 
more with it, and it is only fair that you 
should take the burdens that represent the 
indebtedness as well as the Improvements. 
If you would agree that there shall be an 
accounting on the one side for the im- 
provements on the property, they would 
be very glad to do it. But the point 
is simply this, our extensions and im- 
provements are going to be more than 
the mortgage, and when you take possess- 
ion and get the benefit of the improvements 
costing much more than the mortgage in- 
debteness it is no more than fair that you 
should take the property just as it is with 
its encumbrances and its improvements and 
take the burdens as well as the benefits. I 
have never known—and we have had many 
mortgages for specific purposes—any money 
to be mis-applied by the officers of the Maiae 
Central railroad. It is true that they are 
made to the extent ef three hundred thou- 
sad dollars the judges of needed improve- 
ments on the demised premises and new con- 
struction. I suppose that means no more 
than this, that you take the benefits for 
which the money was expended and get a 
good deal more with It, for if you build 
railroads up there I apprehend that nobody 
will claim that they can be built for less 
than $30,000 a mile. 

JUDGE WEBB’S BEMABKS. 

Judge Webb being called upon said that he 
knew nothing about the preliminary negotic; tions and had only read the lease since it 
was published in the newspapers, and bad 
not given It that careful consideration which 
It had received from the gentlemen who had 
preceded him. His duties as a trustee, and 
those of his associates, are not touched by this lease. They have gone forward and 
protected, as far as was in their power, the 
interests of the holders of the bonds secured 
by the second mortgage, and the title to that 
property Is today In the trustees subject to 
the rights of the receiver and the parties 
who have taken Its certificates and the 
rights of the bondholders on the road from 
here to Bartlett under the eight hundred 
thousand dollar mortgage, But, as a pri- 
vate citizen of Portland and, to a small ex-‘ 
tent, pecuniarily interested in the corpora- tion, |ne did feel a great interest in the lease. 
He believed it highly expedient that the 
property should be put into some 
hands that can manage it more profita- bly than it can be managed under 
the present condition of things. It is now 
some two years since the foreclosure was 
consummated and nobody has got any inter- 
est or benefit from the property except such 
as incidentally may come to them fiom the 
improvements that have been made upon it 
by the receiver, for the cost of which the 
property Itself has an additional encum- 
brance. If, in any event, it should become 
imperative to spend more money upon the 
property it can only be done by the receiver 
obtaining permission from the court to put a 
further Incumbrance upon it. It therefore 
seems that every interest requires that the 
stockholders in this corporation should 
make a most vigorous effort to put the prop- 
erty into hands where it may be managed so 
as to produce some income. The guestlon Is, 
Is this an offer that we can safely nccenf v 

When you have any commodity for sale, 
or any property to dispose of, after keeping it in the market month after month, and get- 
ting but a single offer, or an offer from but 
one party, and that party not being quite willing to adhere to the original offer, which 
was refused, what good reason is there to 
suppose that by waiting longer you are to 
get a higher price? If there he anybody 
that is prepared to make a better offer, why 
have they kept silent? Have they been 
dealing with us candidly and frankly as cor- 
porations or individuals, who are ready and 
willing to deal fairly with us and give us 
what they believe it to he worth, or have 
they been lying back until we should be in 
desperation and take whatever they might 
eee fit to offer; or are we dealing frankly 
with men who come forward and make us 
their offer only to use it as a lever to induce 
somebody else to do a little better? That 
does not seem to be the way that stockhold- 
ers of a corporation ought to operate. Judge Webb said he had listened to the 
suggestions of the City Solicitor, and it 
struck him that his legal objections were am- 
ply, completely and fully answered by Mr. 
Drummond. Judge Webb then reviewed at 
some length the objections that had been 
raised by the City Solicitor In much the same 
line of argument as that presented by Mr. 
Drummond. 

After Judge Webb had finished speaking 
the convention dissolved. 

In Board of Mayor and Aldermen. 
After the board had been called to order 

Alderman Smith said: “We have had in my 
judgment a full hearing upon this important 
question, and I suppose that every member 
has made up his mind in regard to it. As for 
one I am decidedly in favor of it, and hope 
some action will be taken tonight in regard 
to it.” 

Alderman Hobbs wanted the matter laid 
on the table for one week. 

Alderman Gatley presented the following 
order, and recommended Its passage. Aider- 
man Smith seconded the motion of Mr. Gat- 
ley: 

Voted—That the following draft of a proposed lease of the Portland & Ogdensbarg railway to 
the Maine Central Railroad Company approved by the directors of the Maine Central Railroad
