The Scarborough High basketball team enjoyed this year one of the most successful
seasons in its history.

For the first time in sixteen years the team won the Western division of the Cumber-
land County Conference outright with eight straight wins, edging out runner-up Fal-
mouth, who had a 5-3 record for the Conference.

On December 28, the team boarded a large Boston and Maine bus and journeyed to
Boston to play a fine crew from Spaulding Memorial High School of Townsend, Massa-
chusetts, who beat us by a 40-37 score.

The Press Herald had this to say about the game—""Scarborough,
playing its first game since 1932, gave a great account of itself. Jerry Hallett’s Indians
played heads-up ball all the way and nearly turned in an outstanding upset. Scarborough
made only three errors, the Capers.four.”

The team played remarkably well all season and lost three heart-breaking extra inning
~ames by one run. One of these games was with Falmouth, the league champion, on our
field. Scarborough played a sparkling ball game, going the entire distance without an
error. Going into the ninth inning it looked as if “Bob” Lilley had a no hitter, then Fal-
mouth exploded for two hits and two runs. In the last half of the inning Scarborough’s
rally was cut short with only one run. The final score was in Falmouth’s favor, 2-1.

Our last game of the season was a double header with Windham at Scarborough.
Coach Hallett’s boys again turned in a sterling performance as they played both games
with only one error.
