Recent Publications.

UxpEr THE TREES.—By Samuel Irenseus Prime.
New York; Harper & Brothers. For sale by
Loring, Short & Harmon.

Dr. Prime has given us in this collection of
tugitive pieces some very enterta.ning 1ead-
ing, The letters and pap2rs were written
out of doors, he informs us, and are chats
about things he has seen and thoughl of
from the White Mountains to the Alps. His
tent is first pitched on the banks of the Hud-
son, of which river he discourses wiseiy and
pleasantly. TLen he takes us among the
flowers and birds and iusects of his garden,.
(what pictare of out door life would be com.
plete without a bug!) and then hurries us ofl
to the Adirondacks. The White Mountains
is the next ohjeclive point, and a day is spent
in contemplaticn of the great stone face in the
Franconia Notch. Then the author refresh-
es his soul and ours with memories in Italy
and the Alps. The reader must not take up
the volume with the idea :hat it is a book of
travels, nor even the saunteiings of a
thsughtful tourist. Dr. Prime has made of
the rocks aud trees pegs to hang his reflec-
tions and muosings on—that is all; and be
has written an entertaining book.

MEeEMORIES OF WESTMINSTFE HaLL, By Edward
Foss. Boston: FKEstes & Lanriat. Veoi. 1. For
sale by Dresser, McLellan & Co.

The first part of Mr. Foss’ Look is devoted
to an account as full and suggestive as the
space wouid allow, of the legal history of
Weslminster Hall, and of the trials, corona-
tions and great events which have occurred
there since the reign of William the Second
The remainder of the book is made up ofa
tull collection of the many good stories about
jud_.es and lawyers connected with the courts
ot England and Ireland,which are to be founs
scaltered through the legal history of the two
kingdoms. The work 18 haudsomely illus
trated with engravings of various parts of the
hall, and of many distinguished judges and
chancellors.

Westminster Hall, as 1t is now, was com-
pleted by Richard the Second in 1399, on the
very foundations which sus‘ained the former
edifice, which was built in the reign of Wil-
liam Rufus. It is sixty-eight feet wide and
two hundred and thirty nine feet long, inside
measurement,and ninety feet high. Through-
out this vast extent no pillar or column ob-
structs the sight.  With perhaps one excep
tion, the Hall of Justice at Padua, itis the
largest ball in Europe the roof of which is un-
supported by pillars. Thirteen mighiy ribs
ot timber span the arch and sustain the mas-
sive roof of a structure unattempted by any
but the sturdy English builders.

In 1224 the Courts of the King were estab-
lisoed here, and as late as the t.me of George
11. the Court of Kings Bench occupied the
left and the Chancery the 1ight at the furthex
end of the hall, being separated by a flight
of steps which led tu the enirance of both.
In this Court of Kings Bench John Camp-
bell, bimself alterwards Lord Chief Justice of
Eugland, listened to the elognence of Erskive
at the trial ot Hadfield. In this Chancery Lord
Hardwick rebuked a lawyer who was abusing
the memory of Cromwell by inviting to sit
with him on the bench, a d-scemdant of the
Lord Protector whom he saw in the hall
The Court of Common Pleas which Chiel
Justice Willes presided over was on the side
to the left of the entrance and projected inio
the hall. Tioese courts being enclosed only
to a certain height and not covered, were so
open as to permit the judges to see each oth-
erand the entire hall then filled with shops
and loungers, These things have all passed
away. The Great Hall is now ouly the ves™
tibule of the Courts of Law and the Houses of
Parliament. The courts are all in buildings
on the right side of the hall and separated
from it by a wide corridor. They, are socn
to be removed to the New Temple of Justice
to be erected in Lincoln’s Iun Fields. The
buiidings which they now ocecupy and whienh
obscure hthe all and the western elevation
of the Houses ol Parliament are to be removed
and then will be seen as theslesigner inten-
ed it should be seen as a whole, **The New
Palace of Westminster”” on which Sir Charles
Barry resis his claim to be called a great
architect.

Mr. Foss’ volume touches upon almost al
these matters and many cthers and
is a very pleasant book. But even
it it were not so good as it is, the
subject could not fuil to make it interesting,
The memories of Westminster Hall connect
themselves with the most absorbing scenes
of English history. Under that roof, itself
the wonder of the builder’s art, have tran-

‘spired the great trials and nts which

reigos but the nrogress of English govern-
ment and English civilization. There the
kings have been crowned and there the wen
who ruled aud governed kings have aceount-
ed to the people for the power entrustad to
them. Thence have fared to the seaffold
many great souls of heroes; the great Earle
of Strafford leaving behind him the memory
of a stately eloquenee and manly couragze
which bad extorted admiration from the
sternest foes; the great Sir Walter Raleigh, a
vame historie in two continents, a nawme not
more ennobled by the achievements of bi
life, than by bis caim steadfastr ess through
a shameless trial and a shameless death.
Here Warren Hastines afler ten yeary strug-
gle “with the grealest combination of ene-
mies thal ever sought tle destruction of a
single victim™ listened to the verdict which
assured him that he should sleep in bor-r in
the parish churehyard amung the hiels of
his ancient live. So insepacably conmected
is the memory of the Giedd Hall wiih all
fam .us trials that Lord Macaulay whose
affluence of knowledge seemed to su rpass the
knowledge of all other men thought he re-
membered that Bacon was there convicted
and Somers there sequiited,
SUNSHINE AND SHAvOW.

Taxation of Railroads.

The question of the taxation of railway cor-
porations, under the law of last winter, is ex-
citing considerable atteation in official, lega)
and railroad ciicles, in view of the hostile atti-
Aude of some of the companies, The ground
of objection to the payment of the tax.s is the
provision in the charter of several of our roads
tLat they shall pay to the state some portion
of their profits above a fixed amount, and
shall be exempt from all other laxes, For
instance, in the Androscoggin and Kennebec
charter, which will be practically the charter
for the whole Maine Central system, when
consolidation, shall have been fully consum.
maled, is an express stipulation that when the
net earniugs of the road shall exceed 10 per
centum of the cost the road shall pay to the
state one-half, or such other portion as the
Legislature may order, of such excess; anu
that “no other tax than herein is provided
shall ever be levied or assessed on said corpor-
ation, or any of their privileges or franchises.”
This, of course, is conclusive if the legislature

-bad a right to make any such guarantee and
couecssion. It is held, however, by eminent
counsel that avysuch attempt to circum-
scribe the power of futvre legisla‘ures in the
watter of levying taxes is unconstitutional
and void; and that no legislature is compe-
tent to cede away or limit the sovereignty and
eminent domain of the state. The illustra-
tion is made that if the doctrine of the rail
roads be correct a legislature might repeal a1l
laws affecting the sale of intoxicaling liquors
and then grant franchises to sell such liquors
for some specified consideration, with a pro-
vision that no flarther restriction or taxation
suould ever be impused, which would fore-
close any future legislature from passing any
regulative or prohibitory law which should
fmpair these granted rights.

The decision of the United States
Supreme Court seem very strongly in
favor of the railroad view of the situation.
In the cae of Homphrey vs. Pegnes, 16
Wallace, 240—a South Carolina railioad tax
case, involving substantially the same points
as are presented in this state,—Mr, Justice
Hunt closes an elaborate opinion aga.nst the
legality of the tax as follews:

Anothe: question is raised to wit:—Thata
legislature does not possess the power to
grany Lo a corporation a perpetual immunity
from taxation. It is said that the power ol
taxation is among the highest powers of a
sovereign stale; that its exercise is a political
necessity, without which the state must cease
to exist, and that it is not competeut for one _
legisiature, by binding its successors, to com
pass the death of the state. It is too late to
raise this question in this court. It has been
held tuat the legisiature has the power to
bind the state in relin juishiug its powers to
tax a corporation. (Jefferson Bunk vs, Shelly,
1 Black, 436). It bas been held that such a
provision in the charter of an incorporati m
constilutes a contract which the state mav
not subsequently impair, (Providence Bank
vs Billings, 4 Peters, 514. Dartmouth Col-
lege vs. Woodward. 4 Whea'on, 518. Bing-
bampton Bridge, 3 Wallace, 51.) These doc-
trines have been reiterated and re-affirmed so
reently as the year 1871, in an opinion de-
livered by Mr. Justice Davis, in the case of
the Wil nington Railroad vs. Reid (13 Wal-
lace, 264). They must be considered setiled
in this court.

A recent decision, not yet published, is said
to distivetly re-affirm aud approve this po
gition.

Whether the railroads will carry their ap-
parent disposition to avoid the tax to ils
logical conclusion will be seen shortly. It is
certainly worth their while {o consider if
gracetul submission be not the wiser coarse:
for if the state be defeated in this effort the
roadbeds may be exposed to municipal taxa-
tion by a simple repeal of the general statute
exempting them. This would throw open
more thaa $20,000.000 worth of property to
the imposition of locol taxes, ana would be
much mote burdensome to the roads than the
tax of last winter.

It will be of interest to our citizens to
krow that the railroad commissioners of
Massachusetts recommend the doing away of
the steam whistle on railway trains in the
majority of cases. They say that its use as a
precavtionary warning against a possible
dauger is wholly unnecessary; that its second
use Lo notily employes of the approach of
trains at stations or ecrossings is equally un-
necessary, the bell or the electric signal
answering the purpose quite as well; that the
introduction of the train-brake has obviated
the necessity ol it on passenger trains, except
as a danger signal, though on freight trains
its use i3 still necessary in a limited degree;
that as a daoger signal, when properly used,

important adjunct in the operation of raii-
roads, though its value is greatly impaired by
its promiscuous use, which, in its effect on
invalids and borses, may occasion a greater
loss of human life than would ensue from its
tolal supprsssion. Coming from such a

source these recommendations are entitled to
careful consideration,

ALL the leading New York papers received
Mr. Beecher’s statement with favor. The
Herald thinks that the explanation of his
letters will be accepted when the exuberant
nature of the great preacher is considercd.
The Times is somewhat ata loss to explain
the exageerated style of these letters, and
though generally favoring the truthfulness of
Mr. Beecher's version, thinks he should bast-
en to make a full and detailed statement.
The 1ribune styles it “an explicit and manly
defenee,” but says “it would be a serious mis-
take for tlie committee to act upon the Lhe-
ory which Mr. Beecher seems to have adopt-
ed, that the full explanation need not reach
the public at the earliest possible moment.”

Mz. 8. W. HEALEY, Amerlean, at present
residing in Florence, must be the unhappiest
man in all Italy. Miss Hosmer has taken up
the defense of those sculptors assailed by Mr.
Healey in his letter to the World. It will be
remembered that he in effect accused these
artis's of being imposters, who palm ol the
work of others as their ¢wn. Miss Hosmer
writes very vigorously indeed, and quite de-
molishes Healey’s absurd statement. Not
salisfied with hanging bhis scalp at her belt,
she executes a savage and exultant triumphal

BurFFALo is agitating itself about the ques-
tion whether a mau who chews tobacco in a
street car is a nuisance. It doesn’t really
seem as though there were two sides to the
question; but there is mno acecunting for
opinions, aud deople have been found even
who contend that the woman who chews
gum is not a nuisance.

The Absorbing Topic—A cunningly cen-
trived Couspiracy.

1 havenot seen the public heart so stirred
since the assassination of Livecoln, as it bas
been by Tilton's desperate attack on Beecher.
[t is the universal theme of conversation, alike
in social and in business circles. The commit-
iee having charge of the inguiry, are pursued
Ly eager seekers after new light on the subject
aod so are all persous who are closely identi-
tified with Plymouth Chuarch and its pastor.
he carrent of popular sympathy rans strongly
in one direction. The digposition to accept
nothing as true, which reflects upon the
moral character of the great clergyman unless
it is sobstantiated by the most irrefragible
testimony, prevails so universally, as to dem-
oustrate uow deep has been the faith of the
people in his honor and parity.

The shock prodaced by the “‘statement’” was
very great.  Those nearest to the accused were
unprepared for allegations go specific and
speciously supported. It seemed incredible,
that aoy man shonld bhave deliberately set
ibout to fix an indelib e stain upon the char
aeter of his own wife under any circumstances.
The incredulity was heightened by the fact
that ber impeccability had been vouched for in
the strongest terms by the same authority on
which sbe is now arraigned.

Mrs. Tilton appears upon the scene to-day

The controversy so far from being near its
eud bids fair to last for days, perhaps weaks.
The whole history of the scandal to its mivut-
est detail is to be unfolded. Mr. Beecher's
friends, never wavering in the loyalty to and
faith in him, maintain that be is the object of
a conspiracy, the success of which he bas un-
conscivusly promoted by trustng in false
friends and by imprudent use of expressions iu
letters written in sacred counfidence, which ma-
lignity counld pervert to his harm, and which
hiave been used to destroy his reputation. The
baseness which could prompt such a betrayal
of friendship has had no parallel since the ig-
nominy of Judas. -

The Great Scandal.

TILTON'S EXAMINATION,

Washington News and Gossip.

THE PUBLICATION OF THE WAR RECORDS.

Secretary Belknap is taking much interest in
the duty imposed upon kim by the last Con-
gress of beginning the publication of all the of-
ticial records of the late war, both of the Union
and the Confederate armics. The amounnt ap-
propriated was $15,000, and this will be used in
copying the records, aud probably be so divided
between the Union and Conlederate archives as
Lo give all importaat docaments from each side
bearing upon each event. Enough material
perta ning to the first davs of the war is already
copied to make two large volumes., This work
was done under a resolution passed soon after
the war e¢lesed and subsequently rescinded.
These two volumes will soon be sent to the
printer, unless a matured plan which the Secre-
tary and Adjutant General Townsend are vow
considering makes it nreessary to work this
matter in with the other now in course of prep-
agption. The Sceretory will place the matter
in the-hands of those clerks in the department
most familiar with the records, and none will
be employed upon the work excent those known
to bave especial fitness for it. The publication
contemplated, so far as it relates to the Confed-
erate records, confers no power to purchase auy
additional papers. The Secretary has received
a number of offers from different parts of the
Sounth to furnish official pn{»ri of great impor-
tapce to & fu!l and correct history of the war,
but he has declined them for the reason given.
The Confederate records now in possession of
the department were all arranged by Dr. Fran-
cis Lieber and are now thoroughly ind-xed, and
it is anderstood that the intention of the Secre-
tary is to push matters as rapidly as the care
necessary for such a work will permit.  The
publication will include all official reports, let-
ters, despatches and orders not heretofore offi-
cially published ia permanent form.

THE NATIONAL BANKS.

The total number of applications from the
twenty one western aud southern states to date,
on the organization of the natioval banks ap-
proved by the comptroller of the currency, is
forty-seven, with an aggrvgate circuluticn of
54,183,000, Twenty one informal applicatious
are pending, calling for eirculation amonunting
to $1,475,000. Tae total number of United
Sta'es bonds withdrawn uoder the act of June
20, 1874, is 84,867,000, and the amount of legal
teuders deposited for the purpose of redeeming
the circulation surrenderad is $3,350,000. These
bonds bave been withdrawn by twenty-eigut
national banking associations.

A MODEL INSTITUTLON,

Last evening occarred the formal opening of
the Greely Hospital.  This building was
erected abont twenty-five years ago, and since
that time has been laying comparatively idle,
It was built to prepare a place for those stricken
with the “ship-fever,” a disease which raged
to an alarming extent at that time, From that
time until two years ago it was vacant. At
the time of the small-pox scare it was fitted up
for a pest house, and nsed for that purpose un-
til the new one was finished, The Board of
Overseers of the Poor began a few months since
to put it in shape for a city hospital. The re-
sult of their labors was seen last evening.

The Board invited quite a number of citizens,
including several physicians, to visit the in-
stitation before the invalids were removed to
it. The building, as many are aware, is a large
three-story building. The basement is used for
a kitehen, wash room, ete. In the kitchenisa
larze brick oven, a dumb-waiter, which goes to
the third story, and cother conveniences. The
first story proper is used as a dining room,
steward’s room and the men's ward. This
latter is a large square room with windows on
three sides. Every patient has a good bed, a
chair and table. The ventilation of this room
18 most excellent,

The second story is used exclusively for wo-
men.  There is a large ward provided similar to
the one on the floor beneath; also several separ-
ate rooms for different cases. The third story
is fitted for patients sick with contagions dis-
eas s, The hospital will, as now arranged, ac-
sommodate fifteen women, and about the same
number of mzn,

The city pbysician has his office at the en-
traace on the first floor.

On the second floor is a room provided for the
care of small children, and it isa model of
choerfulness. Cribs and other pecessities are [*
provided for the comfort of the little ones,
There is Sebago in every part of the house,
and oa each floor is an apparatus for subduing
fire,

Mr. John Stevens and his wife will have
charge of the hospital, assisted by two nurses,
The Board took their friends through the
present hospital and then from there into the
new building. The contrast. was very striking.
The old Fkospital was the east wing of the
a'mshouse proper, and iz now to be fitted up
for the reception of the more respectable class
of panpers, The remainder of the house will
be eotirely separate.

After the company had looked over the
building they were invited to a collation which
was spread in 1he hall,

The patients will be moved into the building
to-day.

What Tilton Says.

NEW Yorx, July 24 —Ar an ioterview with
Theodore Tilton to duy he declared the state-
weut furnished the newspapers by Mr. Tracy,
the legal adviser of Beech-r relstive to Tilton’s
cross-cxamination befere the commitiee was in-
correct and one sided. Tilton says that Tracy
committed a blunder by making an enquiry in-
to the standing ot ladies of his acquaintance, as
it gives him (Tilton) the right toiostitute a
counter ingairy into the stauding of ladies of
Beecher’s acquaintance, If this mew aspect
which Tracy has thrown into the ecase 18 to
characterize the remainder of the controversy it
would be better for Traey's chief client that he
had vever been bHorn, Tilton said that the re
port that he admitted at the examination that
he was the author of the Woodhull scandal was
false, The statement also, which is printed,
that in answer to a question by Tracy whether
be (Tilton) bhad any evidence of Beecher's
adultry, except what was told nim by his wife,
that ke replied “‘none whatever” is an absolute
labrication.

Mr. Tilton then makes the following striking
statement:

*“Itold the commilt?e disiinetly that Mr.
Beecher had confessed his adultery to me; that
b had confessed to Mr. Moulton; that he had
confessed to other perons whom I named; aod
furthermore, I gave the numes of several per-
sons who, for the last four years; have been per-
fectly well aware that Mr. Moulton’s entire
conpection with this case, {rom beginning to
end, has been based on the one and oaly corner
stone of Beecher's eriminality, [ asked thatall
these persons be produced before the committee
and degire to cross-examine Beecherand the
other witnesses,”

He soggested to the committee that the case
be dismissed by the commitiee and taken before
a court, where he was willing to Dbe sued for
libel, so thut all conld be put under oath,

Gen. Butler’s Conneciion with the Case.

A special to the Boston Journal says:

The name of Gen. B. I. Bu'ler has heen
spoken in conneciion with Mr. Tilton’s nerusa
tions, The story as told a reporter by one of the
wost interested gentlemen io the ease agains:
Mr. Beecl er, is this: Mr, Butler bas been the
counsel for Mr. Frank Moultou for some time.
When the war ou Mr. Beecher was re-opened
Mr. Moulton weut to Gen. Butler with all of the
letters and documents in his possession and laid
them before bim. Batler's comment was,
“T'heodore Tilton bas a case.”” Ou Monday Mr.
Butler weut to see Gen. Tracy, and told him
that as counsel for Mr. Beecher he conld not
sfford to have the committee meet on Monday
uight. He must arrange to have one or two of
the members away so that there would not be a
quorumw, The ecommittee iusisted upon hearing
Mr Dilton’s charges, and he read them., Their
belief up to Mouday night was that Mr. Tilton
was a slunderer. Then it is said they thou:ht
more gravely of the question, and on Toesday
afternoon tallked with Mr. Tilton of a reconcilia-
tion. Mr. Tilton, oa Tuesday evenin:, dined at
Delmonico’s with Gen, Butler and Frauk Monl-
ton. The former indicated shrewdly to Mr.
Tilton the dipiomacy of the investizating com
mittes at the afternoon session of the com-
mittee. Mr. Tiltn admitted that it seemed so,
and Gen, Batler sdded if the conusel for Mr.
Beecher had been trae to his best interests they
would not have ailowed that statement to have
been read to a committee investigating charges
against him.,

A RBumored Change of Front.

Henry W. Sage, senior member of the
Beecher investigating committee, had a lony
interview with Tilton to-day. He declined to
zive avy information thereto to a reporter, but
it is reported that a complete cnavge of frout
15 Lo be made,

Momnltoen Preparing his Siatement.

Frank Moulton was also closeted with Tilton
some hours. His statewens, 1t is said. is being
made after the fashion of Tilton’s, and it 1=
claimed that tha latter is being consulted at
every point.  Monlton’s statement, however,
will probably contain no letters, all that he
reéceived baving been already published.

Tilton will not again appear before the com
mittes unless his presence is required to sub-
stantiate or contradict new matter.

Gen Builer.

Tt is is again reported that Gen, Butler will
appear as advisory counsel for Tilton, or actual
couusel for Moulton.

Mirs. Woodhull on the Scene,

Mrs. Victoria Woodhnll has arrived here.
She declares that the statement attributed to
Ler in regard to her relations with Theodore
Thlton is absolately without foundation. She
will reserve what she bas to say on the Beech-
er-Tilton matter till both purties bave exhanst-
ed themselves  She declared. to-day, that
Moulton was one of pature’s poblemen and :
#ald sbe was couvinced that be oan sastain all
the allegations in Tilton's statement; or more
too if he desires, She says she bas other facts
ia connection with the scandal, but don’t care
to d =close them yet.

An Improbable Story.

tire loan.

[GENERAL NATURE—NO, 41.]

AN ACT to facilitate the exportation of distilled
H{ﬂrii’.a, and amendatory of the acts o 1elulion
thereto,

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Repre-
sentatives qf the United States of America in Con-
gress assembled, That whenever the onner or own-
ersof dis iiled spirit+ shall desi:e to withdraw the
same from any distillery bonded warehouse far ex-
portation under exi-ting luw, such owner or owners
may at their option, in livu of exeenting an ex, ort
bond as now providad by law, vive a transportati.n
bomd with suieties sa isfactory 1o the collectior of m-
ternul revenue, snd uvoder such rules and reguln
tions as the Secretary ol the Trensury may pre-
scribe, coniditioned o the due delivery thereof on
bourd ship at a po.t of exportation to be named
therein; and in such case, on arrival of the spirits
at the por: of export, the exporter or awner at 1hat
port shall immediately not l“: the collecior of the
port of the faer, getiing foith his intention to export
the same, and the name of the vessel upon w{: «h
the same are “o be lavlen, und the port to which 1 hey
are intended to be exported. o shull, afier ibe
qutity of spirits hus been determned by the
gauger and inspector, file with the eollector - £ the
port an export entry ver tied by his oath or affirma-
tion. He shall also give bond ‘to the United States,
with ac least two sureddes, satisfactory to the eollect -
or of ¢n-toms, conditl ned that the principal named
in suid bond will export the spirvits as speeitled in
said aulrg to the port designated Iiu said eniry, or to
some other port without the jurisdietion of the
United States.
