THE TREATY IN THE SENATE.

“Mr. Teller Makes Some Plain Talk
About the Administration.

WasmiNGrox, July 21— The Senate,
shortly after assembling, proceeded to the
consideration of the fisheries treaty in open
executive session, and Mr. Teller took the
floor. Referring to the assertions that the
attitude of the Republican Senators on the
treaty had been dictated by a caucns, he de-
clared that it had never been discussed in a
Republican caucus. The Republican Senators
were against it from its first publication, and
s0 were many Democratic Senators. If the
treaty had come from a Republican adminis-
tration he did not believe a Republican
Senator would have supported it, and there
was not a Democratic tor who would
have aupronad it if it had not come from a
Democratic administration. gt any Senator
desired proof that the administration was an
active promoter of the treaty he would
furnish it. Proceeding to discuss the treaty
ou its merits, he declared that American
rights to the fisheries were Inherent, and no
more conferred by treaties than were the
boundries of the Republic itself. Speaking

Its Author's Defensive Attitude at
the Last.

How the Vote and the Pairs Stood

PORTLAND BIRG DOGS.

Pedigrees of Some of the Best Ones
in this Vicinity.

A Portland Pointer that is Worth a
Thousand Dollars.
Partridge, Woodcock and Other
Birds Reported to be Numerous.

Few citles, If any, of its size in the United
States can boast of better bird dogs than are
owned in this city, the pointers being re-
markably well bred anlmals and many of
them prize winners. Those who have not
made a study of the bird dog have very little
idea of his qualities or the amount of interest
that is manifested coneerning him by a very
large number of lponlng men,

Every sporting man~has his hobby and
preference in regard to the two great breeds
of bird dogs, the pointer and the setter. In
this city the preference seems to be partial
to the pointer, there being more well bred
animals of this breed than there are of set-
ters. Some breeds of pointers, also, are
preferred to others. Many choose the lem-
on and white, some the liver and white and
others have still a different preference, al-
though the first two named are more gener-
aly chosen. The man who has a well bred,
field broken pointer possesses a valuable an-
imal, that will at any time find a ready
sale,

In tils'State probably no man has spent
s0 much time and money on this breed of
dogs as Mr. Fred F. Harrls, of Deering. He
is also the largest and most extensive breed-
er of pointers in Maine. At present Mr.
Harris has about fifty fine animals, among
them being the well known brood bitches
Zitta, Zuba, Portland Lilly, Ketty Shaw and
Ethel. He also has the get of Champion
Beaufort, Champion Graphie, Bravo, Bang
Bang, Nick of Naso and Naso of Kippen.
Mr. Harris's pointers have won prizes at
Boston, New Haven, Hartford, New York
and Philadelphia, and are known through-
out the country as belonging to the very
best blood. Mr. Frank Stanorth, of Sear-
boro, has in his care twenty-five of Mr. Har-
ris’s dogs. Mr. Harris guns a part of the
time at Hebron and uses a double barrel Par-
ker gun.

Mr. C. F. Jordan of Deering is a well
known pointer owner, baving had some of
the best dogs in the State. At present he
owns Grafton’s Roy, A. K. R., 5617; whelp-
ed May 5, 1887.

It looks as if the extra legislative session
which Goy, Hill recently called for the pur-
pose of helping along his renomination
and putting the Republicans in a *“hole™
would profit him little.

Every day brings its report of the secession
of prominent men from the Democratic
party and their accession to the ranks of the
Republicans on the tariff question, And
every day now the protest of the Demoeracy
that they are not for free trade, and that the
Mills bill is not a free trade measure be-
comes more vehement, Itlooks now as if,
before November, the Democratic perform-
ance of 1880, when the country was treated
to the specacle of a great party, candidate
for the Presidency and all, running away
from its platform, would be repeated.

Why is it that a Democrat when it is
charged that his party is in favor of free
trade immediately gets angry and heatedly
denies the impeachment? Why is it thata
Democrat will denounce protection as rob-
bery, and yet deny that he is for the only
other tariff theory that exists—a tariff for
revenue only? Why is it that a Democrat
when the tariff is under discussion in a Pre-
sidential campaign, never has the courage
of his convietions? Why did he skulk away
from his platform of a tariff fur revenue only
in 1880, and why is he seeking (o do the same
thing in 18889

If the Mlls bill is a step toward {ree trade, as
the PRESS asserts, then any reduction of the
present onerous system of taxatio . s a step jo the
same direction. Are we tosundessisnd that the
Press objects to mklnﬁ that step—ubjeets to any
reduction whatever of the duties o imports?—Ar-
gus.

It by no means follows that because the
Mills bill is a step in the direction of free
trade that any reduction of the tariff on im-
ports Is a step in the same direction. The
removal of the tariff on articles that do not
compete with articles manufactured or pro-
duced in this country is not a step in the di-
rection of free trade. The PrEss is opposed
to the reduction of the tarif on imports
when the clear purpose and intent of that
reduction are, as in case of the Mills bill, to
destroy the protective system,

Mr. Melville W. Fuller is now Chief Justice
of the United States by grace of Grover
Cleveland and a majority of the United
States Senate, The chief objections to his
confirmation appear to have been charges
made against him in connection with some
land transactions in Chicago and his atti-
tude during the war which seems to have
been somewhet Copperheadish, The
charges were not sustained by any trust-
worthy evidence, and fell through, and there
were Republicans eneugh in the Senate
ready to overlook any flaws in his war
record to secure his confirmation with a good
many votes to spare. Mr. Fuller bad the
earnest endorsement of the Illinois Senators,
both Republicans, and they worked vigor-
ously for his confirmation. It is to hiscredit
that those most familiar with his career
were the most earnest in his behalf.

Our esteemed contemporary, the Argus,
says it Is for the Mills bill, because it puts
the present exorbitant tariff on g peace foot-
ing. But a duty of 102 per cent is still left on
rice! Is that a peace footing? Over 6o per
cent is left on sugar, one of the necessarios
of life! Is that a peace footing? Further.
more, counting the reduction of cost to the
manufacturer of woolen goods by reason of
free wool, the supporters of the bill claim
that the woolen manufacturer gets under the
Mills bill, more protection than he had be-
fore. 1Is that a peace footing? The truth
about the Mills bill is, that, viewed asa
measure of tariff reduction, it is an outrageous
fraud. It is partial to industries which flour-
ish in sections of the country in which the
Democratic party is strong, and knifes un®
mercifully industries in the sections of the
country where the Democratic party is wealk,
Furthermore, it has attempted to bribe cer-
tain industries by granting more protection
to assist in, or not to oppose, the removal of
protection from other industries. It s so

full of inconsistencies as to make it obvions
that the real purpose of the originators
of the bill was not to reduce the
tariff in order to relieve the eonsumer. Had
that been their real purpose they would have
abolished the duty on sugar and on rice and
many other articles on which the duty is re-
tained. The real intent of the bill is to be-
gin the destruction of the protective system,
and It answers that purpose much better
than if its provisions had been impartial and
allindustries had been treated alike. For had
all industries been treated alike—had rice
and sugar along with salt and wool been
placed upon the free list the bill eould never
have passed.

MISSING SHIPS.

Portland Vessels that Sailed Away
Never to Return.
(Hon. Willlam Goold.)

The most lasting of sorrows to relatives, is
the uncertainty of the fate of the officers,
passengers and crew of a long missing ship.
Occasional rumors raise new hopes, and sug-
gest possibllities. “Hope deferred makes
the heart sick.” There would be a long and
sad list, if the names of all the missing ves-
séls and those who sailed in thom from Port-
land, could be gathered. 1 have notes of
many of them of this century.

The brig Industry belonging to Capt. Asa
Clapp, sailed for Berbice in 1803. Her cap-
tain was Daniel Bayley, father of John Bay-
ley, the baker, now a venerable inmate of
the aged men’s home. The vessel was never
heard of after sailing. In 1821, the brig
Galen Dbelonging to Capt. James Farmer
and others, and commanded by Capt. Walter
Keanting, discharged an outward cargo at
some European port. The ecaptain died and
the mate sailed in charge of the vessel for
home. *All that was known of her fate was
that a headboard with the brig’s name on it,
came on shore in Holland. She probably
went on to the Goodwin Sands.

The fate of all the following vessels which
sailed from this port, is involved in mystery,
and yet the list is very imperfect.

Brig Quataioups. Capt. pery.

“  Martha Ella, “ Willard.
“ Talmage, “  Vining.
Bark R. F-'}annm, b Fra.uc%n Osgood.

On a Sunday in December, 1830, four brigs.
lumber laden, sailed from Portland for the
West Indies: The Rodney, Capt. Ansel
Lewis: the Hind, Capt. Wm. McLellan; the
Hellen, Capt. Jordan, and the Angelia, Capt,
John Dicks. Three daysout asnowstorm
with a gale came on, in which the Hind was
capsized. The captain cut away his masts
and the vessel righted. Half the high deck-
load of lumber was thrown overboard,
which brought the deck above water. There
Was an open space around the companion-
way, in which the officers and men lived on
one raw ham. On the ninth day a Newbury-
port ship took them off. Capt. McLellan
was the father of the late Mayor MecLellan.
Of all the four vessels which sailed tegether
only oue, the Rodpey, went safe, and she
was the poorest vessel of the number.

“Good ships go down in stormy seas,
While rotten hulks drift on.”

The captains of these vessels found after
the gale that their deckboards were filled
with sand, showing that they had been near

Georges shoul. Alas! the venerable Capt.

Dicks, in the Angelia, never -was heard
from. “By many tempests had his beard

been shook,” but he had weathered them all
l.?1 m?al. his death probably on that unmarked
shoal. ,

ugm privateer brig, Dash, whose uncertain
7 caused so much sorrow, and of which 1
have wriiten in another connection, proba-
bly foundered on this same Gorges shoal,
with no eP’e tuo pity, and no hand to save.
The captain and the two chief officers being
brothers, the respectability of the whole
ship's company, numberlnzlslnr. the recent
marriage of the captaln, with other eireum-
stances, created an intense sorrow when it
became probable that she had foundered.
There was a circamstance which oec-
curred during the gale, in which the Dash
was probably lost, that was thought b
credulous people who bad friends on boarg
to confirm their snsrfnl:lons of their fate.
The eaptain of the h was John Porter,
brother of the owner. At the time of the
sailing of the brig he came to bid adieu to
his young wife (a Miss Cushing) at her
father's house on Federal street, which she
had not left. The vessel was under sail, the
first lientenant was showing her off in front
of the town, with every “rag on her.” The
captain was waiting for the slgnal gun that
his boat was w‘altlng at the !l:l}nr!. The un-
o giifi~taised him t6 rash across to
Franklln street and away. I received this
deseription of the leave taking from the lady
after she was 80 {m old. The next even-
ing in the storm, the captain’s wife and sey-
eral cousins were gathered at her father's
house, which was old fashioned with blue
china tiles around the open fireplace,

“Round the mantel
Glisten Scripture wgﬁ.‘“‘

Soon after dark, while talking of the Das
and fitful gusts ‘were shaking. the houalel:
something was heard to fall and break in the
parlor. All were excited and rushed to see
what had happened. On opening the door
the pieces of one of the tiles lay scattered on
the hearth, lmvll‘zil fallen, One of the ex-
cited cousins held up her hands in lﬁ;ht
and exclaimed: *“The Dash is gone!”  Ney-
er sinee the house was built had one of those
tiles started before. This oceurrence and
the frightened exclamation banished all
hilarity for the evening. 1 have heard the
scene deseribed often by these same cousins,
after their heads grew gray. Only one of
them, a sister of the bride, s now alive, at
the age of naarlty 90. I have one of the
“Seripture tiles” from that fireplace that was
l)lcked out of the ashes in the cellar after

he house was burned in the great fire of

1860,

In the Magnolia, Cotton Mather deseribes
& more strange occurcence at New Haven,
than the fall of the tile, whice was under-
stood like that, to reveal the fate of a missing

ship.
I?r. Mather says, “The fuller story of that
frlevous matter, let the reader accept from
he pen of the reverend person who is now
the pastor at New Haven. I wrote to him
for it and was thus answered. There being
yet living so many credivle gentlemen who
were eye witnesses of this wonderful thing,
I venture to publish it.”

Reverend and Dear Bir. In compliance with
your desires, I now give you the relation of the
appariiion of the ship in"the alr, which I have
received from the mos credible surviving obsery-
ers of it.
