PROPOSAL TO LET DOWN THE BARS

Creeted with High Approbation in
Her Ma)esty’s Provinces,

Very Different Feelings on this Side
of the Line.

Maine Industries that would Suffer
- Severely.

[Special to the Fress. |

AUGUSTA, July 23.—Dr. G. M. Twitchell,
the well-known writer and speaker on agri-
cultural suljjects, returned this morning
from an extended tour through New Bruns-
wick and Nova Scotia, In the course of
which he delivered seventeen lectures under
the auspices of agricultural societies, and
met o large number of the most intelligent
and wide-a-wake farmers of these two prov-
inces, He says that in talking with them he
finds that almost to a man they favor free
trade with the United States and are watch-
ing the progress of the Mills bill through
Congress with deep interest. They say it is
a business matter with them and well it may
be as it means somany additional dollars
in their pockets, Especially are the changes
made by the Mills bill which removes the
tariff from lumber and wool and other agri-
enltural products, of importance to these
provinces, as their population is largely en-
gaged in facwing and these commodities con-
stitute the surplus which is exported. On
the other hand the Maine farmer who also
has these same products to sell will suffer,
as the provineial farmer well knows.

Republican Tariff Legislation.

New Yomg, July 23.—A Washington
special to the Tribune says: 'There is a
difference, opinion among Republicans as to
the wisdom of an attempt by the Senate to
consider and pass a suitable substitute for
the “Dark Lantern” bill at this session. A
good many of them express the opinion that

If the former, Congress
may adjourn by August 20, if the 'l.nl.ter. it is
probable that the session will run pretty
well into September,
Paralyzing Effect of the Milis Blil.

ALBANY, July 22.—It was a striking fact
to those who talked with the members of the
Legi slature while they were here the past
week that the Mills tariff bill and its effect
on industry seemed the main subject of
thought among the Senators and A jsembly-
men. Members from manufacturing dis-
tricts reported that the mere consideration
of the_bill in the House of Representatives
had had a paralyzing effect upon business.
This was especially the case in placas where
are woolen . mills or knit-goods mills. The
Mohawk Valley is studded with these mills
and the reports of disturbance of business in
the Valley were numerous. Assemblyman
Mase, who is a large stockholder in the Mat-
teawan Manufacturing Co., at Matteawan
on the Hodson River, made this interesting
statement on Friday :

“Today a dealer in hoisery called upon
me, a drummer for a New York house, and
he told me that he had vot been able to get
an order in consequence of the uncertaint:
llllolﬂl business men owing to the Mills bill.
Retail dry-goods men are not going to lay in
large stocks of hoslsrzens long as there is a
chanece of the stock reéciating in value
before they can sell it. Peeple want to see
whut Congress is going to do. This drum-
mer said to me that when he proposed to go
out upon the road, his employer said that he
could go, but that he doubted whether he
could get any orders. The tariff agitation
hurts all kinds of business. A business not
touched by the tariff sympathizes with other
trades when they are depressed. Passing a

Opinions in Lewiston.

Lewiston, July 23, —Inquiries have been
made by the Journal among those interested
in the great manufacturing industries of the
city as to the probable effect of the Mills bill
should it become a law.

Mr. C. 5. Barker, president of the Board of
Trade, and one of the leading cotton manu-
facturers in New England, says: *‘It would
have a most depressing effect upon our own
Lewiston inuustries, and if passed ultimate-
ly and made a law, would cutdown the

wages of every operator in the mills of Lew-
iston and Auburn. That is my view of the
bill. Iam cumggtent to know something of
the prices of labor, and in this movement 1
can see nothing but a depression of living
prices of labor in this country if that bill or
one like it be passed. This tariff legislation
in such a bent of affairs is seriously crip-

ling new industries as it is. I am somewhat
nterested in the projection of one or two en-
terprises. One of them is absolutely ata
standstill because of the imminence of this
Mills pill, Who wants to start into cotton
goods manufacture when a bill is on the tapis
that cuts down the duty on fare:gn T)oSa.
and takes away the protection that is the
chiefl inducement to the venture ?"

George W. Bean, Esq.‘ agent of the An-
droscoggin Mill says: *“If the Mills tariff
bill should pass the Congress, and the presi-
dent, and be made a law, it would stop our
bag mill forever, and throw our 400 employes
out of employment. The Mills turiff bill, as
I read it, puts jute bags on the free list.
Jute bags are made at Bombay by the na-
tives at almost absolutely no expense for la-
bor and at very little cost of material. They
can be made, shipped to this country and
put into the hands of the farmers at 10 cents
a piece. hat are we going todo in that
event? The consumers of bags in the West
den't like thuguw blif 50 well as he does the
cotton bag but he will use it if the price is
an object. Well, sir, the stock alone for the
cotton bag costs us nine per cent abag. If

The Halifax Chronicle thinks if M
Cleveland wins the policy of protection “will
be shattered to pieces.” Of course that is a
pleasing prospect tothe Chronicle and its
constituents. Then tbe New Brunswick
farmer and the Nova Scotia fisherman will
have the run of our markets,

The effect of free raw materials has been
demonstrated in the case of one important
industry, and so the subject is not a matter
of speculation. Shipbuilding material bas
been free since 1872, Has shipbuilding re-
vived? It is universally admitted that it has
not. Why? Simply because laboris so
much higher in this country that it is impos-
sible to compete with England. Now with
free wool there will be precisely the same
obstacle to competition with England in the
manufacture of woolen goods for the markets
of the world as in the case of shipbuilding.
At the present wages pald our workingmen
successful competition is impossible.

Our esteemed morning contemporary re-
marks that if the Republican members of the
Senate have the courage of their convictions
and the true interest of the people at beart
the Mills bill will pass that body. There is
no doubt that the Republicans will have the
courage of their convictions and there is just
as little that the bill will be promptly de-
feated. The members of the Senate who do
not have the courage of their convictions are
the Democrats. Witness Senator Morgan’s
defence of the fishery treaty since it became
an administration measure, in the face of his
denunciation only a few years ago of the
idea upon which it is founded.

The Rev. Dr. H. K. Carroll, editor of the
New York Independent, is quite as much
interested in the cause of temperance reform
as the Democratic shouters who interpret
the Republican tariff plank as a declaration
in faver of free whiskey. Speaking of that
plank, Dr, Carroll says:

8o, then, admitting the claims of the protection-
ists that the tariff is & good thing for the men who
work In the mills, we find that tne whole fifty
millions of us are being swindled in order that
00,000 of our fellow citizents may have high
wages. On the face of it this is monstrously un-
Jjust.—Argus.

IT this be true then the logical thing to do
would seem to be to abolish all protective
duties. But Mr. Mills has taken great pains to
point out that his bill makes a reduction in the
amount of protection of only seven per eent.
His bill also makes the desparity between
the number of persons protected and those
not protected greater than before. If his
bill does not squint toward free trade, and is
not to be regarded as a step in that direction
to be followed by other steps will the
Argus informus how it cansupport it? Ifit
eomplains that now 50,000,000 of people are
being swindled for the benefit of 800,000 does
it propose to be content simply with a re-
duetion in the number of persons who get
the benefit of the swindle? Will the Argus
kindly inform us if it is for 4 tariff for reve-
nue only or a tariff for protection ?

The cheapest of many cheap cries raised
by the Democracy is that their party is the
party of the poor man, while the Republicans
represent wealth and monopoly. The chair-
man of the Democratic national committee
is one of the richest men in the country. He
is an iron manufacturer and several times a
millionaire. The Hon. William L. Scott,
another of the present managers of the par-
ty, ia one of the richest men In the country.
He, too, is an iron manufacteturer, Brice,
who heads the executive committee and will
manage the campaign, is a Wall street oper-
ator, whose wealth is estimated all the way
from eight to twenty millions, Then Have-
meyer, to oblige whom Chairman Mills putup
the duty on sugar, is the head of the sugar
trost, and very prominent in Democratie poli,
tics. He is expected to contribute largely to
the election of Cleveland. The Standarq
Oll erowd are all Democrats. Over in New
Hampshire the State boss of the Demoeracy
is Frank Jones, several times a millionaire,
as the result of profitable ale and beer mak-
ing. And here in Maine, the Hon. Arthar
Sewall, President of the Maine Central rail-
road, the biggest and most influential corpo-
ration In the State, is conspicuous in the
counells of the party, while the candidate of
the party for Congress from the First dis-
trict was selected solely for the reason that
he is the proprietor of a large and well filled
barrel,

Timid Reformers.

The Argus continues to make daily as-
saults on protection, characterizing it as rob-
bery and alleging that it is detrimental to
the workingmen of the country and that it
enriches the few at the expense of the many.
Meanwhile the Augusta New Age, another
Democratic organ, continues to assert that
the Mills bill does not even sqguint toward
free trade, and even the author of that bill in
his closing plea for its passage spent the
most of the time allotted to him in an attempt
to prove that it is not a free trade measure.
Protection is robbery, shout Democratie
statesmen and Democratic organs. It is
unjust to the workingmen ; it makes million-
aires and Dbeggars. “Then of course,” re-
marks the listener to these harangues,
“‘what you are seeking to do is to overthrow
this Iniguitous system. Then your Mills bill
is the entering wedge in the process of split-
ting this system to pieces and substituting
in its place a system of tariff for revenue
only.” “Oh, no;” replies the Democratic
reformers. “We don’t mean a tariff for
revenue only, we don’t mean free trade. We
are simply putting the tariff on a peace foot-
ing. Our Mills bill only makes an average
reduction in the amouunt of protection of
seven per cent.” “But,” replies the puzzled
listener, “you say the protective system is
robbery, you are comstautly denouncing it
and yet you confess that you do not intend
to destroy it; your aim is simply to reduce
the amount of robbery a little, there doesn’t
appear to be a very large amouunt of reform
about that.” At this point the reformer
generally changes the subject.

What the Democratie tariff reformer needs
at this juneture is more courage; and itis
for lack of itthat he is constantly putting
himself in a ridiculous and indefensible po-
sition. Considered as astep toward free
trade the Mills billis defensible. Its appar-
ent inconsistencies are then easily explained.
If it is asked, for instance, why rice is left
protected by a duty of over 100 per cent.,
while wool is put on the free list, as long as
the bill is regarded as a measure looking
toward a tariff for revenue only, the answer
is easy. All Mr. Mills or the Democratic or-
gan has to say Is that it was impossible to
overthrow the whole protective system at
once. Had that been attempted defeat
would bave followed. But by attacking a
few industries at a time without alarming

other industries it will be easy ultimately to
destroy the whole system. Every time an
industry is deprived of protection the ranks
of the free traders are strengthened, because
the men concerned in this industry having
been deprived of their protection become in-
different to the protective system. On the
other hand, if the Mills bill is treated simply
as a readjustment of protective duties, it can-
not be defended for an instant. It then be_
comes & most brazen and shameless piece of
robbery. Wool upon the free list, and
weolen manufactures protected by a duty!
Such areadjustment of the tariff as that is
utterly indefensible. Sugar protected to the

on the free list! Nobody can defend such a
readjustment as that. Marble protected, with
granite on the free list! The two paragraphs
are utterly inconsistent. A Democratie
statesman or a Democratic organ does not
exist that can defend the Mills bill for an
instant if it be regarded merely as a modifi-
cation of the present administration of the
protective system. Yet this is what nine-.

MEISSONIER THE GREAT.

Stories of the Most lllustrious Paint-
er of This Age.

[Parls Correspondence of Chicago Tribune.]

One of M. Meissonier's houses isin the
heart of the art quarter of Paris. The other
is in the suburbs, at the ancient town of
Polssy, and this latter is his favorite resi-
dence. It occupies the site of the great
Abbey of Poissy, the most splendid estab-
lishment of the kind in France, which was
destroyed during the Revolution. The house
is partly built on the ¢ld foundations of the
abbey, which were laid away back In the
dark ages. The grounds are extensive, and
afford room also for the mansion of the art-
ist's son, M. Charles Meissonier, himself an
artist of rare ability, but overshadowed and
made obscure by his father’s fame. The
son {4, however, no diseiple of his father in
art. While the elder Meissonier laboriously
bends over his microscopic work the young-

er paints huge canvases with broad and
dashing strokes and a free and daring hand.
But though he does not imitate his father he
worships him, and he follows his example in
the thoronghness and comscientiousness of
his work. He is firmly persuaded that his
father is the greatest painter the world has
ever known, outranking not only Poussin
and Claude, but Angelo and Raphael as
well. The father, too, is fond and proud of
his son. Indeed, I think M, Meissonier is as
accomplished a grandfather asever Vietor
Hugo was. His grandchildren are the only
privileged visitors in his studio, and when
they invade his precincts he Is easily per-
suaded to lay aside his brushes and spend an
hour in romping with them.

I remember seeingat a distance at Poissy a
scene which ought to have been immortalized
on canvas by M. Meissonier himself: but
will not, more’s the pity. The great artist was
on his lawn playing with two of his grand-
children, e was pran cing about on the gfass
on all fours, while one of the little ones sat
astride of his back with a mahlstick for a
lance and the other thought to accelerate
his movements by pelting him with flowers.
There 1s told also astory of how his 6-year-old
granddaughter received a white satin fan for
a birthday present, whereupon M. Meissonier
offered to adorn it with a painting. But this
offer, which an Empress would have accept-
ed gladly, was refused with scorn. “I won't
have you spoil my nice fan with your uely
old paints,”” she said. The same nunappre-ia-
tive young lady was one day found playing
with some rather plebeian children, and was
cautioned to be more careful in her choiee of
company. *I don't see,” she said, “why I
can't play with them. “Their papa is a paint-
er, too, and a great deal better IIFlllnter than
my papa or grandpa, for he paints houses,
and barns, and fences, while they can only
make pictures on pieces of cloth !’

M. Meissonier has nearly finished his auto-
biography, on which be has been engaged for
years., 1t is a yoluminous work, in which he
has set down the story of hislife, with allthe
palnstukinf details that characterize his

ictures. It will doubtless prove to be one of

he most interesting works of the kind pub-
lished for many years. His early life at
Lyons, where he was born, wasa struggle
for bare existence. Hig only inheritance was
verty, and every man’s hand was against
im. There was not one to offer him a help-
ing hand. One meal a day, and a scanty one
at that, was often his only portion. Who his
arents were is unknown, nor is the year of
is birth known to anyone, thongh he him-
self thinks it was 1811 or 1812, At the age of
19, approximately, he walked from Lyons to
Paris and entered his career as an artist at
the capital. At that time he was already an
accomplished artist. Where had he studied ?
who had taught him? No ope can tell. He
does not know himself how he learned to
draw and paint. 1 have seen some of the
pictures produced by him in 1831, soon after
his arrival bere, and when he was about 20
years old. They show the same refined taste
and exqlsite finish of his later masterpieces.
And yet he painted them for almost nothing.
For months he kept himself barely alive by
painting pictures at the price of a dollar
apiece; and they averaged a yard square !
And now he can get 10,000 for a picture a
few Inches square! But he }mrsu\'erud‘ and
finally got an order for some illustrations for

a book. This work paid him'a fair price.
More than that, it brought him into public
notice and secured him his first friend. This
was Tony Johannot. He sald to M.
Meissonnier: “My friend, you are a great
artist; but you have never studied under a
master. Of course, f'ou don’t need to do so,
80 far as your work 1s concerned, for you are
already able to give lessons to any of us.
But to secure a standing and a reputation
you muatllu least go through the form of
studying.” 5o he introduced M. Meissonier
to Leon Cogniet, who was one of the most
popular masters of the duly. though his sole
title to remembrance now is the fact that he
was for a time the master of M. Melssonier.

At this time literature and art in France
were divided into two warring sections, the
Classical and the Romantic. The former
was the established school. 1t controlled the

nstitute and the salon, and contemptuously
shut out all the writers and artists who did
not conform to the classical models. The
Romantic school, however, was a rising and
Frowing force. Vietor Hugo was, of course,

ts leader in literature. Delacroix was its
leader in art. Gros was the great classical

ainter of the day, and he was so bewildered

¥ the growth of the Romantic school that he
killed himself to avoid the rising tide which
was sweeping away his idols, Buat before
doing so he sent for Delaerolx, in whom he
recognized a trinvmphat rival. “My friend,"”
he said, I have sent for you to tell you
what I think of your work. Yourcoloringis
divine; you drawing is dammnable!” M.
Meissonier did not ﬂ.ttemﬁt. to identify him-
self with either school. He became a close
friend of Delacroix, but would not deign to
imitate or follow him. On the other hand,
Delaeroix recognized Meissonler’s great pow-
ers, and said to him one day: “You aloneate
really a great painter,” Indeed, M. Meisso-
nier from the out set formed a school of his
own. His first salon picture was exhibited
In 1833, Every other picture in the salon
was either classical or romantie, and before
every one of them the conflicting critics
waged their wordy war, But when they
came to M. Meissunier's canvas the voices of
faction were bushed. This picture was some-
thing new. It was not a elassie. It was not
a romance, It wasart.

It was not until 1853 that M. Meissonier
made an overw hullnini impression upon the
art world and placed himself indisputably in
the foremost rank of living painters. He
exhibited in that year four pietures, They
were all great works. They were as differ-
ent each from the other in_ style and sub-
ject as pictures could be.  Yet each was ab-
solutely a masterpiece. “*There was not one
of them,” said Gautier, “that any other ar-
tist in the world conld have improved up-
on,” From this time forward M. Meisson~
fer was the favorite of both fame and for-
tune, and when he sold his *1507" to Mr.
AlexanderT. Stewart for $60,000, the highest
price by far that had ever at that time

n
E;;Id for a picture,all Europe was constrained
hail him as the most suecessful

painter of the ﬁe I remember that
when he receiv the 860,000 he re-
marked with a smiie, *Do you know what
lng first Salon picture fetched? Just £20.”
The “1807,” by the way, never was exhibited
here. Mr. Stewart took it to Ameriea as
soon as it was finished, and few here have
ever seen it. M. Meissionier says that he
spent the best part of his time on it for ff-
teen years. Anditisa small picture, too.
Many have called it his best work, and un-
til lately he has so considered it himself.
But now he flves the preference to “La
Rixe,” which is the property of the Queen of
England. It was purchased from the artist
by Napoleon 111, for $35,000, and presented
to the I'rince Consort. Another painting
which the artist prefers to *“1807"" is his
#1814,” which represents Bonaparte and his
army on the disastrous retreat from Moscow.

Well, first I made
this model of the horse himself and painted
him in the picture. Then I spread a sheet
of E,npm‘- on the table in the strong sunlight
and stood the model on it in the exact posi-
tion, with relation to the sun, that the horse
has in the painting. Then I had, of course.
my shadow, and I quickly traced it as itlay
on the paper, and afterward copied it from
the paper upon the canvas.”

Seeinga
horse and wagon belonging to John MeCue,
standing near, and wishing to get to the bur-
glar as fresh as possible, he sprang into the
wagon and told the boy to drive as hard as
he could. By this means he outstripped
Hughes a iittle, and reaching the man at the
corner of India and Newbury streets, jump-
ed from the wagon and rushed at the bur-
glar. When but a few feet distant, the bur-
glar pointed his revolver at Frith’s head and
pulled the trigger.  As he pointed the revol-
ver, Frith struck it aside with one hand and
closed with the chap, throwing him to the
ground and bending the revolver under him,
Hughes came upand the fellow was ironed
and taken to the station. When he snapped
the revolver at Frith’s head the cartridge
failed to explode. It was a close call for
Frith. One of Hughes’s shots had struck
the fellow a glancing blow on the leg, mak-
ing a slight flesh wound and tearing his
trousers. In the meantime the officers had
arrested the man, wio was supposed to be
the burglar’s confederate, and he was taken
to the station also.

At the station both men were thoroughly
searched and questioned. The burglar gave
the name of Moore and said he belonged in
Gorham, N. H., that he had been sujourning
in St. John, N. 8., but went to Eastport last
week and took the State of Maine from that
port tor Portland, arriving here Saturday
morning. When asked what he meant by
firing at the officers he said because he want-
ed to get away.

He denled any knowledge of
Moore and wanted to know why he was ar-
rested. In his bundle were several dairies
and cards. A cutting from & paper gave an
account of how Jacob Freedman became ac-
quainted with Miss Jacobson of Pittsburg, a
lady witk one leg shorter than the other.
Miss Jacobson’s father took a fancy to
Freedman and said when his daughter was
married an amount of gold should be put un-
der the foot of the short leg sufficient to
make the two legs of equal length. Freed-
man was to have married Miss Jacobson but
when the time eame for the ceremony he de-
camped. There was also a cutting from a
paper announcing that Jennie Freedman had
applied for a divoree from Jacob Freedman
in Michigan. Freedman has been boarding
for the past three weeks at Mr. Isaac
Abrams, No. 63 Middle street, and it is said
by the people in the house, has been a quiet
well behaved person,

Great praise is due Officers Hughes and
Frith for their promptfless and daring in ar-
resting these men,

Last evening there were further develop-
ments in the case which show that Moore is
a professional burglar of the most daring
and successful type. Mr. Michael Cook,
who lives at No. 65 Smith street, appeared at
the police station last evening and identified
articles that were taken from his house yes-
terday afternoon. A pocket book con-
taining §7 and a watch were the articles
stolen from his house. Mrs, Randall who
lives up stairs at No. 55 Smith street identi-
fied Jacob Freedman as the man who was
with Moore. A woman by the name of Mrs,
Woodman also identified Moore as a burglar.
The burglar sayshe hasa sister living in
Gorham who is married to a man named
Kemp and that he visited Portland about six
months ago and stopped here some time. A
handsome solid guld watch was found at
Currier’s pawn shop that Moore had sold
there giving his name as Frank Lawrence.
Persons who have had goods stolen should
call at the station and see if the things there
belong to them. i

After the person above mentioned had ap-
peared and identified either the burglar or
some of the stolen articles, the Marshal
went to Mrs. Seeley’s house, at No. 181 Fore
street, which was the address of the tele-
gram found on Moore’s person, and secured
his valise, in which was found a remarkable
outfit of burglars’ tools, There were drills,
bits, wrenches, etc.,, to the number of 28
pieces. Five gold rings, a diamond pin, an
elegant gold watch, a pair of bracelets, and
some razors were also found, Several shirts
whiech had been taken from a laundry at No.
52 and 54 Canterbury street, St. John, New
Brunswick, filled one-half of the valise,
Marshal Hawkes thinks that Moore is the
fellow who has been doing all the breaking
and entering in this vicinity of late, and is
of the opinion that he will prove tobea
person well known to the police of some of
our other cities.
