The Magnetie Cave of California—An Am-
ador County Marvel.

I have notice that some newspap ers, the
Springfield Republican among others, are
talking about the magnetic cave near Pine
Grove, California. It is impossible to exag-
gerate the strangeness of the phenomena of
the cave; but, observing that they are neither
accurately nor fully deseribed in the papers
I send you an account of them as observ
by myself not a month , when, in com-
pany with Mr, Stokes, I visited the cave.
The cave is in Amador county, and has
been long known to the people of the neigh-
borhood as a curiosity. The story in regard
to the discovery is that, in making surveys
near the spot, the magnetic needle was
noticed to act in an unusual way, to dip with
remarkable and at that time, uuamount:l::g
E?-fe‘ﬁ-’.. qnd certain sensltive Pg‘n&t}ﬁ h}.rza s
even brought into requisition by some of the
older people. It is sald—though, of course,
I cannot vouch for the truth of the assertion

wandered about in it for, say a mile and a
half before we reached this laboratory of na-
ture, with its curious magnetic appliances.

There are no stalactites
hanging from the roof, as in the Mammouth
Cave of Kentucky, but the iron ore is more
fused than any I have seen, the oxidation
being undoubtedly accelerated by the mag-
netic currents, as the copper bottoms of ships
are rusted when iron nails are} used as rivels,
the electric currents efiecting the molecular
changes. 'The fragments of ore lying in the
ath, and whick I alterwards tested, are most
ighly magnetic, and, as the assay showed,
very rich in iron. we enterered the
chamber, which is lined with a brownish
black ore, all the parly were more or less al-
fected in a peculiar way, which some de-
seribed as a chill along the spinal column, but
which secemed to me more like the “aura”
one feels when he brings his face into close
proximity Lo an electric machine in vigorous
action. There was—at least so it seemed to
me—a slight odor of ozone in the air, which
considering the current theory of the close
connection of maguetism with electricity,
might have been expected. It may be true
as Mr. Stokes says, that in the middle of the
chamber a hatchet carried by one of the party
was “sriatched from him by a magnetic rock
near which he , and the combined
strength of four of us was insufficient to de-
tach it,” but the curious circumstance has
escaped my memory. *Mr. Stokes’ account is
though,on the whole trustworthy. A circum-
stance to which he fails to allude attracted
my attention. Polarity is an essential to mag-
netism. The austrad attracts and the boreal but
repels the austral. In walkinglalong theslip-
pery floor of the eavern, Istruck with my
fool a small oblong roek in such a way as
completely to overturn it, bringing its south
pole where its north had been in contact with
the north pole of another.

Samuel Foote, one of the
most versatile characters that ever “led the
town,” not ouly said half the good things

rold, and Hood, but supplied the wit ol the
majority of small jokers, who, by the way in
which they appropriate his jeuz de mots, evi-
dently deem them common property.

In 1776, when on a visit to Lord Mexbor-
ough’s he broke his leg while humting.
Shortly afterward, Lord B—, cond eling
with him on his misfortune, the invelerate
Jjoker eonld not forbear his jest at the ex-
pense of the silly nobleman, and replied :
“Pray, my lord, do not allude to my weak
point; I have not alluded to yours;” at the
same time signifizantly pointing to the noble-
man’s head.

Every class in its turn felt the powero his
lash, and each one in his turn had a chance
of laughing at his neighbor's ecaricatured
foibles. Ilis favorite butt was David Gar-
rick, whose thrifty habits, so opposed to his
own outrazeous extravagances, afforded him
s{)erpel ual grind-stone on which to whet h
wit.

On another oceasion he was standing in &
room among strangers, at White's Club,
wailing for a friend. Lord Carmarthen,
seeing that he looked ill at ease, went up to
him for the sake of making a remark, but
could not find anythinz belter to say than,
““Mr. Foote, your handkerchief is hauging
out of your pocket.,” Whereupon the actor,
looking round suspiciously, thrust his hand-
kerchief back into his pocket, and replied,
“Thank you, my lord, thank you. You
know the company better than I do.”
Being at his friena’s, Sir Francis Delaval's
one night, and the glass having circulated
pretty freely, one of the party suddenly tried
to fix a quarrgl upon him for his indulgenee
in personal satire. “Why, what would you
have?’ said Foote, good humoredly, “Of
eoarse I take all my friends off—I take my-
self off!”7  “Gadso!” eried the squabbler, “1

Mrs. Macauley, whose history of England
was thought as much of in those days as is
her namesake’s in our time, had just pub-
lished a brochure, under the title of **Loose
Thoughts,” and somebody objecting to this
designation in Foote’s presence, he remarked
“that he did not see any objection to it, for
the sooner Mrs. Macauley got nid of sucly
thoughts the better,”

*“There is a witty satirical story of Foote,”
gays Johnson. *“Ile had a small bust of Gar-
rick placed upon his bureau. ‘Youn may be
surprised,” sald he, ‘that I allow him to be so
near my Fold; but you will observe he has no

hands.” ’

In 1775 Foote Produced his last y the
“Trip to Calais,”” and having dared to intro-
duce into it a character supposed to repre-
sent the infamous Duchess of Kingsion, the
King's mistress, she not only induced the
Lord Chamberlain to prohibit it, but cooked
up a most abominable charge against its au-
thor. The charge was so odious that he was
compelled to demand an instant public trial,
the result of which was his triumphant ac<
quittal. But the anguish the charge had pro-
duced, and the coolness which it had caused
in old friends was too much for him. After
a few more performanees he retired from the
stage, and shortly afterward was seized with
a sudden paralytic attack. Attacked by an-
other complaint threatening his hfe, he quit=
ted London for the continent, but got no fur-
ther than Dover, where he expired on the
101k of Oectober, 1777,

Impromptu Hanging.

A peculiarly impressiva specimen of ils
class was the *‘moral spectacle’” of the hang-
ing of a boy of eighteen in Missouri for horse-
stealing, of which scene the St. Joseph Her-
ald gives a full and graphic account, The
murdered boy, James Ross, was arrested by
a constable on suspicion of horse stealing.
On the way to jail he was taken
from the officer by a band of armed
men aud dragged into the woods. When the
rope was put about his neck he scemed fully
to realize for the first time his sitnation and
begged in most heartrending strains for
mercy, adding piteously that “he was a mere
boy and wanted time to reform.’”” The stern
Teply was, “You can have five minutes,” and
four stout men took significantly hold of the
rope, The lad was so agitated that he would
have fallen to the ground had he not been
supported, Then he rallied again, and again

- besomght mercy. He might as well have
spoken to the deaf. Then came silence for a
moment, broken only by the tickef the
watch in the spokesman’s hand. There was
no pity in their rigid faces. The shadows of
night were gathering, and on'y 2 minute re-
mained to him, when the boy began to pray,
althoagh in a tone so low that his words
were undistinguishable. Th
—Slatscrader €'s up;” and, after the

single exclamation, O my God!” the body
of the young horse thief was dangling ten
feet from the ground. His hands were thrown
wildly up to catch the rope, but a moment
after they dropped lifeless on each side and
the Loy thief was dead. The executioners
mounted their horses and rode rapidly away,
leaving the corpse there with the night.

Then entered Law,in the person of the cor-
oner, who gravely cut the body down and
held an Equest, in which the bereaved con-
stable was the sole wilness, who swore with
equal gravity and decorum that the boy had
been taken from him by persons unknown.
The jury found that the deceased died “by
violence at the hands of some party or parties
unknown.” And so the whole matter was
comfortably concluded,

There are a great mauny similar affairs
transpiring just now in Missouri, Kentucky,
Tenunessce and elsewhere which must afford
a great degree of satisfaction to those stern
moralisis in our own state who gloatled over
the Presque Isle lynching of last year. The
moral effect of hanging men is, in these cases,
perceptible in the highest degree. It may or
may not check horse stealing or burglary or
highway robbery or whatever other speeific
offence is charged against the victims; but
‘we submit to the advocates of the irregular
halter whether a spirit of violence is not en-
gendered by these lawless performances
which will almost certainly lead to other and
graver trausgressions. Those who deduced
from the Presque 1sle murder the conclusion
that prompt hanging by law must be assured
to prevent repetition of like sunfmary ven-
geance, maust logically insist on attaching the
death penalty, in the states above mentioned,
to all the minor offences of which J adge
Lynch has taken cognizance with such tragic

effect,

Geneva Award.

ADOPTION OF RULES OF PROCEDURE,

The Couartof Commissioners of Alabama
Claims met Friday at the Department of State,
and after consideration and adoption of the
following rules, adjourned to Thursday the first
of October, when it will proceed to hear eases:
I. The Clerk of the Court is directed to file
of record all claims which may he transmitted
to him, and to enter the same on the docket in
the order of time in which they may be receiv-
ed. Claims transmitted hpv mail may be ad-
dressed to “John Davis, BEsq, Clerk of the
Conrt of (‘,mil)miémiouers of Alabama Claims,

aghington, D. C.”

“:L At claims must be verified by the aflida-
vit of the claimant and filed in this court with-
in six months from the 22d day of July, 1874,

IIL. Every claim should be stated in a peti-
tion addressed to the court, and signed by the
claimant or his atterney. The petition shall
set forth: first, the title of the case, with the
full Christian names and surnames of all the
claimants, the places and times of their birth,
and the places of their residence between the
13th day of April, 1861, and the 9th day of
April, 1863, both inclusive. If anyof the
claimants be naturalized aliens, an authenticat-
ed certificate of their naturalization shall be
appended to the wvetition, and the petitioner
sﬂail also state whether the claimants, or any
of them have been naturalized by any other
country than the Uunited States: and if not so
naturalized, whether any and what steps have
been taken toward being so naturalized; sec-
ond, a plain and concise statement of the facts
and circumstances, giving place and date, free
from argument, aud stating all assignments or
transfers whatever, in whole or in part; third,
the prayer in which the claimant shall state
distinetly the amount for which he asks judg-
ment, giving the amount of principal aud in-
terest separately.

The claimant shall also give the post-offiee
address of himself and of attorney, and may
append to hig petition as exhibits, the instru-
ments or documents to which it refers, but
shall not iusert the same in the body of the
petition.

1V, Tt shall not be necessary for the United
States to deny, specially in writing, the validi-
ty of any claim; but a general denial of every
claim shall be entered of record by the clerk, as
of course, and thereby every material allega-
tion shall be considersd as put in issue by the
United States. Objections as tothe law on the
case may be raised by the United States at any
stage of the proceedings by §demurrer stating
the grounds of such objections with reasonable

certainty.
. Commizsioners empowered be?f

cnit or district courts of the Uni States to
take testimony, may. with the leave of this
court first obtained, take testimony in the cir-
cuits or districts for which they are respec-
tively appointed, to be nsed in this court, and
all testimony shall be taken in the manner and
upon the terms and notice preseribed by the
said cirenit and district courts respectively, but
in mo case shall a notice of less than twenty
days be deemed suflicient, unless by special
permission of a ﬁd e of this circait,

VL 1t shall be the duty of the connsel of
the claimant at least ten days before the day of
bearing to file with the clerks of the court
twepty-five copies of a brief, (printed in octavo
form,) of the argument in bebalf of the claim-

ant.

VII. Claims supported by printed testimo-
ny shall ba at first heard in the order in which
they stand on the docket, unless otherwise
specially ordered by the court; and aflterwards
those clamms shall be heard, in support of
which the claimants may desite to introduce
oral testiymony,

The number of
policies issued by the companies doing busi-
ness here during the year 1873 was3773; amount
insured, $5,193,367; premiums, $1,079,491,129;
losses and claims incurred during the year,
§278,234.20; losses and claims paid, $305,966.29;
losses and elaims nnpaid, $122,521; whole num-
ber of policies in force in the state at the end
of 1873, 16,787 ; whole amouunt insared, $29,106,-
257.

The state has paid out for the expenses of
the insurance department $2,738.56, and re
ceived from the companies for licenses $1181
leaving a balance of $1,422.44.

The New Lobster Law.

—

To the Editor of the Press:

A Press correspondent of two days ago dis-
covered that the law prohibiting the taking of
lobsters afterAugust 1st, and up to Oct. 15th, is
a harsh measure procured in the interest of the
packers. This is a silly notion at best, and not
only does injuslice to the packers and all others
who really have thougiat much about saving
and makiog valuable our fisheries, but is di-
rectly hostile to the good offices and efforts of
Mr. Stillwell, our able fish commisgioner, and
his deputies, and to every other student of this
question. Mr. Stillweil helped to draw this very
bill, and urged even & more rigorous penalty.
Professor Baird expressly recommended and
urged a close-time; and indeed, all tho differ-
euces concerning it, in any quarter, have been
a3 to how long this yearly prohibition should
continae. After full and fair comparison of
views, it was agreed that two months and a
half would cover the soft-shell and spawning
season sufficiently to save the crop from de-
struction, and be no especial hardship upon
any class, as the Jocal trade is very small, and
the fish unfit for the table at this period. So
this law was euacted, a measure of vastly
areater pecessily and consequence than any
other counected with oar fish or game laws,
and which even then came too late to answer
the needs of the state. It is a measure sup-
ported by every unselfish friend of our material
interests, amd is mot based upon any petty
schewe of advantage over any class.

The writer referred to, said the packers were
at corn aud berry preserving aboat this time
and did not suffer from the law, but the fish-
ermen do, This is not true except as Lo some
of the packers, for while some of them do this
Iatter business they do it at other places and
with different crews. But even if it were true,
and the lobster packers wouli hang up, any-
way, it must e very plain thut the ﬁsgermen
would have to hang up, also, since they would
have no market for their cateh, So much for
a silly prejudice against this important legisla-

The view from Pleasant Mountain is one of
the finest and in many respects the most sat-
isfactory from any hill top in New England.
[n front’a chaiz of beantiful lakes sparklein
the sunlight, and sinuoas rivers, looking like
silver threads tangled in the wood growth,
wind in and out. Masses of foliage of a vivid
green dot the ground,and the white spires of
charches peep out above the tree tops, Be-
yond this the sea stretches out from Oid Or-
chard to far bayona Seguin, with white-
winged vessels passing up and down. From
Agamenticus in York to Ragzed Moantain in
Camden the conntry spreads oat, a charming

pangrama. At the rear the dome of Mt.

Washington lifts itself far above all the Li:l
tops, the Summit House plainly in view, and

the railway painfully creeping up its side.
About it the lesser mountains obsequionsly

crouch, Away to the left pallid Chocorua up-
rears its spectral peaks, At the foot, directlly
under the eye, lies Round Pond, a Titautic tear
drop let fall from the clouds by some lachry-
mose giant, The great charm of the view is 1ts
distinetness and its preservation of relative
heights and breadths, Objects are not flat-
tened out, reduced to a dead level of mediocri-
ty, as from Mt Washington. Every ham-
let, every litttle sheet of water can be identi-
fied, Even the most conspicuous buildings in
Purtland can be recognized,

After passing two or three hours in sight-
seeing, the party seated thomselves in the
pleasaut and finely appointed dining hall of
the Pleasant Mountain House, tastefully decor-
for the nonce with mottoes and monograms in
evergreen, where a royal supper was served.
This bouse, owned by Hon, C. E. Gibbs and
ran by B. T. Chase, Esq., has acquired an
enviable reputation amopg the monntain
honses. Admirable in all its appointments
anda finely situated, it is conducted in a manner
that puts many houses, more pretentious to
shame. A pleasanter place in which to pass
the summer months eannot be found. Mr.
Chase does the honors' after a fashion which

makes the visitor long to come again. A piece
of its furniture which attracted great attention
was the Buge cook stove, capable of cooking
enough food to satisfy the enormous appetite of
Panurge. One of the party, an infant Panurge
himself hovered about it fondly during all his
stay, and could only be persuaded to leave it at
meal time.

Wednesday morning many of the exeursion-
ists got up early to see the sun rise. Dat the
clouds had closed in, and' the moantain was
wrapped in mist. They were.amply cowpen-

Our “Maid of the Mist” gallied out at “five
o'clock in the morning” to see the sight.

At noon the purty started for home, delighicd
with their trip, and feeling that to the un-
wearied exertions of the commitiee they wero
indebted for a great deal of pleasure, Their
thanks ara due to the enterprising Army and
Navy Union for one of the finest excursions of
the year, and for the opportunity afforded to
see DPleasant Mountain and *“‘ihe slightly
serpentine sweelly sinuous silver circling
Songo.” ;

S AFETY SHoE FOR CARS,—Messrs. Emery &
Doyen of this city, exhibited their patent
safety shoe for railway cars, yesterday after-
noon, at the Rochester depot. The invention
consists primarily in the application to the un-
der surface of the truck of two parallel shoes
or rupners, with the ends turned up at an an-
gle; through the bottom of the shoes the
wheels project to bear upon the rails and each
shoe is made of greater width than the thick-
ness of the wheel, and is formed with a flange
upon each edge, with a space betweeu tha
wheel and flange a little more than the width
of the rail. When the wheels from any cause
slip off, the shoes droo down on the ratis and
support the cars, and are prevented from leav-
ing the rails by the flange, while owing to their
broad bearing surface on the rails, sleepers or
ground, the friction instantly acts as a safe and
powerful brake to retard and stop the motion
of the cars without the application of the train
brakes, Yet there is nddead stop while the
momentum or power is greater than the frie-
tion.

The first test w.s to load the car to which
the patent is attached with railroad iron and
let it run at afzood rate of speed over an open
switch. The ear came to the switch uonder good
headway, and when the wheels left the track
the shoe struck the pext rail and the car stop-
ped.
