ONE TELEGRAPH LINEDR TWO.

Millionaire Mackay Fighting Million-
aire Could in Maine.
The Hearing of the Postal Telegraph
Cable Company’s Petition
And the Rallroad Questions Which
are Involved in It.

[Special to the Press )

AuvGusra, Me., July 24.—The hearing be-
fore the Railroesd Commissioners on the pe-
tition to give the Postal Telegraph Cable
Company the right to erect a telegraph line
of its own along the line of the European
and North American Railroad, was held
today and is one of much Importance as it
is virtually another chapter of the old fight
between Mackay and Gould. The former
controlsithe Postal Telegraph Cable lines and
is moving hand in band with the Canadian
Pacific while Gould owns the Western Union
and is in league with the Great Northwest-
ern Telegraph Company of Canada. The
Commercial Cable Company have two cables
runing to Halifax, and then to New York,
under water, which are Mackay's property.
and he is deslrous of obtaining local com-
munications betw een New York and Hal-
ifax. This he would get via Vaneeboro and
over the line asked for to Mattawkmaeag
and thence by way of Sherwood and Mon-
treal to New York. This, so Manager Hos-
mer says, 1s opposed by the Western Union
and the fight over the connecting link along
the European & North American, is really
made by Gould’s company instead of the
Maine Central.

W. B. Woodard, of Bangor, appeared for
the petitloners and Attorney General Baker
for the Maine Central railroad company.

Mr. Woodard read from the laws of 1885,
through which a telephone or telegraph com-
pany can, if a railroad company refuses to
allow wires to be erected along their line,
apply to the railroad commissioners, who
shall, after hearing all the evidence present-
ed, declde the question.  Papers were pre-
sented to prove the existence of the Postal
Telegraph Company, and acts of Congress
and the Maine Legislature to show the rights
which the company possesses under Nation-
al and State laws, Mr. Wooward further
stated that there was a close connection be-
tween the Postal Cable Telegraph Company
and the Canadian Pacific Railroad. By an
agreament between the Canadian Pacifie
Railrond and the Maine Central Railroad,
the former is practically the owner of one
half the European & North American Rail-
road. Their rights is for a term of 20 years,
subject to renewal indefinitely afterwards as
long as the lease of the Maine Central exists,
The attorney said that while the Maine
Central Railroad Company runs all the
trains over the road, it was necessary for the
Canadian Pacific road to establish their lines
so they might know where their trains were,
when they would arrive and when depart.

Mr. Charles Hosmer, of Montreal, super-
intendent of the Canadian Pacific Railroad
Company, was examined, He testified that
his company had exclusive telegraph con-
nections with the Postal Telegraph Cable
Company. The Iatler have 14,000 miles of

poles in the United States, 43,700 miles of
wire and 2000 offices. Their wires extend to
all the principal points in the United States,
extending west as far as Lincoln, Neb, The
Canadian Pacific Telegraph Company oper-
ate 16,791 miles of wire and of poles,

Brief Items of Washington News for
Maine People.

WasmNGTON, July 25.—A tariff econfer-
ence of Republican Senators was held at
Senator Evarts's residence tonight, at which
the decision was reached that the finance
committee shall prepare a taviff bill as a sub-
stitute for the Mills bill, and it shall then be
reported to the Senate, taken up and passed,
regardless of the length of time required.
Varlous propositions looking to an early ad-
journment and the postponement of the
tariff battle until December were suggested,
but the argument advanced by the advoecates
of the policy of passing the bill and making a
direct issue as early as possible were sostrong
that the assemblage became emphatically
unanimous in favor of the cougse finally
adopted. The reduction effected by the bill
will probably be from $65,000,000 to £80,000,-
000,

Settlement for the Land Claims.

The House today considered the bill to
establish United States land courts and pro-
vide for the judicial investigations and set-
tlement of private land claims in the terri-
toriés of Arizona, New Mexico and the State
of Colorado. The bill establishes an United
State land court to consist of a chiefl justices

and two associate justices appointed by the
President, hwd with the advice and con-
sent of the ate.

On motion of Senator Smith, Arizona was
exempted from the provisionsof the bill on
the ground that it would prove a great hard-
ship to settlers ip that territory.
The bill ;then passed, and without trans-
acting any other business of importance, the
House took a recess until 8 o’clock,

The Naval Bill Passed.

The Senate, today, after some further
amendment and discussion, passed the naval
appropriation bill. During the discussion,
Senator Blair eriticised the remark of Sena-
tor Morgan to the eflect that the South was
independent as to the tariff, fishery treaty
and other legislation. He declared the inde-
pendence arose from the fact that the great
mass of Southern laborers was today sub-
stantially in slavery, and nothing but educa-
tion could liberate them. The Senator from
Alabama proposed to continue that ignorance
by denying education to the illiterate of the
South. It was a shame and an infamous dis-
grace for the Senate to vote millions for ships
of war, as it did yesterdsy, and refuseto
vote even a less amount for the egualization
of the privileges of eduecation,

HE COT HIS HORSE.

Mr. Jewell Overtakes the Man who
Stole a Team.

Tuesday Mr. Jewell, the liveryman, who
had his team stolen, Monday, started in pur-
suit of the thief. He first went to Old Or-
chard, Saco and Biddeford, and being satis-
fied that the man had not gone that way, he
set out for Auburn. Here he learned from
the police that a team similar to his, contain-
ing a man and two women, had been seen
there, and so he started in the direetion of
East Auburn with the hope of overtaking
the fugitives, Mr. Jewell was accompanied
by City Marshat Maxwell of Auburn. The
gentlemen had been in East Auburn about
an hour when word was sent from Auburn
that a telegram had been reesived from Liv-
ermore stating that 2 man and two women,
driving a grey horse, had just arrived at that
place.

There is a renaissance of Indian oratory,
of which a Sloux chief named Gall is the
bright particular star. But he is not nearly
as interesting ns the gall of the Democracy,
who claim to be for proteetion in the North
and for free trade in the South.

The suggestion of Rev. James Freeman
Clarke that a statue of Sir Henry Vane should
be placed in the portal of the new Publie Lib-
rary building in Boston, has led to a discus-
sion of Vane’s character which is making
reundheads and cavaliers of a coterie of Bos-
ton’s historical critics. The beginning of
dog days will undoubtedly add zest to this
debate.

Mr, Edward Blake, the great leader of the
Canadian Liberals, who has been abroad for
some time, 15 to return to Canada soon, and
be met by a demonstration of his political
friends, Since his retirement the Liberal
party have found ne leader able to take his
place.  'Whether his return to Canada means
also a return to publie life is now a question
of great interest in Dominion politics.

It has been
urged before that by waiting we might per-
haps, do better, But it has never been pointed
out with anything appreaching definiteress
whence a better proposition, or indeed any
proposition at all for the lease or purchase of
this road, was to come. Our correspondent
fails just where everybody els: that takes his
view falls. As for the road (alling into the
hands of the Boston & Maine, even if that
should happen, it would be 1o more at the
mercy of that corporation tiun it is now.
The fact is, there are only twu courses open
to us; one is to lease the road to the Maine
Central and get $50,000 a year for it, and the
other is to keep it and run it ourselves and
get nothing for it. The eholes must be made
between these two courses. The City Coun-
cil, without a dissenting vote, last night,
chose the former. Can anybody doubt that
it made a wise cholee?

The Boston Transeript has very frankly
owned that neither in Grover Cleveland nor
In the Democratic party lie any hopes of
permanent reform; and now studies Cleye-
land as an Interesting example of the man
who practices one thing while he preaches
another. *‘President Cleveland,” says the
Transeript, “pays very little attention to
eriticism of his civil service reform failures,
but keeps on reiterating his belief in that re-
form, just as though Maryland, Indiana and
Connecticut furnished no proof that spoils-
men in those States, belonging to his own
party, had compelled him to falsify his
pledges.

The City's Interest in the Ogdens-
burg.

In 1872 the ecity of Portland was author-
ized to loan its credit to the Portland & Og-
densburg Rallroad to an amount not ex-
ceeding $2,500,000. This act was accepted by
the citizens of Portland on the express
pledge of the directors that they would nev-
er call for more than §1,350,000 of the munici-
pal serip. The loan was completed August
5, 1875, the city having at that time issued its
bonds to the amount of $1,350,000, The bonds
had been issued from time to time in batches
of $50,000, and delivered to the officers of the
road, who sold them with the understanding
that their proceeds were to be applied en-
tirely to the construction of the road. The
city received as security from the road a
penal bond in the sumof £2,700,000, and
along with it were deposited with the city as
collateral security 900,000 shares of Ogdens-
burg stock and §1,350,000 of bonds secured
by a secona mortgage on the road. Subse-
quently the efty surrendered to the company
the penal bond and the stock] ittheld as secu-
rity, on the condition that the second mort-
gage bonds, which up to that time it had held
as collateral should become its absolute prop-
erty. Neither the princlpal nor coupons of
these bonds, nor any part of them, was ever
paid by the company to the city. When the
second mortgage was foreclosed the city held
these bonds and coupons, end in the 1eor-
ganization which followed bonds and
coupons overdo became stock. Now the city
claims that it should receive stock for the
principal of the second - mortgage bouds,
which it held at the time of the foreclosure
($1,350,000), and all their coupons, from the
first which matured, May 1, 1872, down to
and including the one which matured No-
vember 1, 1875, amounting to $1,134,000, mak-
ing the city’s stock in the new company
$2,484,000, or 24,840 shares of $100 each. Itis
not disputed that the city should receive
stock for the principal of the bonds it held,
namely, $1,350,000, nor is it disputed that the
city should receive stock for the coupons ac-
eruing after May 1, 1875, down to and includ-
ing the last coupen that matured prior to
the foreclosure, namely that which matured
November 1, 1875, amounting to $851,000.
The only thing in dispute Is the coupons
maturing from May 1, 1872, to May 1, 1875,

both inclusive, amounting to $283,500.
The minority bondholders resist the
issuing of stock to the city on these

coupons, because, as they say, the road paid
coupons of city bonds issued in aild of
the road of corresponding amounts. In other
words they say that the city has received the
value of the coupons maturing from May 1,
1872 to May 1, 1875, both inclusive, by being
relieved by the road from paying the cou-
pons on its own bonds issued practically in
exchange for Ogdensburg bonds between
those dates. The city replies in the first
place that the road did not pay those con-
pons, but as matter of fact they were paid by
the city, That is to say the Ozdensburg
unlawfully diverted the mope; it raised on
eity bonds delivered-ts it on condition

that their proceeds should be used In the
.gmﬁw{oadto the payment of
..-augkhiese coupons, and that consequently as a

matter of law and fact the city paid them,
In the second place the city says that even
if this transaction should be held a payment
by the road still in equity the eity is entitled
to stock based on these coupons. These
bonds were originally beld as collateral se-
curity and afterwards by agreement of the
road became the city’s absolute property.
The road never asked that an amount of
coupons corresponding to an amount paid by
it on the city bonds should be cancelled ; but
waived any such right if any existed. The
city bad paid dollar for dollar for the bonds
it held, and was getting, even with the cou-
pons in dispute, a very small proportion of
its debt. The minority bondholders who
were resisting the claims of the ecity paid
very small sums for their bonds, vet they
were getting stock in exchange for coupons
that matnred before the date of their pur-
chase,

The question is one of a gocd deal of im-
portance to the city of Portland. If the pro-
posed lease to the Maine Central is ratified
and the claim of the eity is sustained by the
law court then the city will get 85,000 a year
more than it will otherwise receive, Or
assuming that the value of the stock if that
lease is ratified will be half of its par value
or §350 a share then, if the city’s claim is sus-
talned, the city’s interest in the rosd will be
worth about $150,000 more than if it is de-
feated. If the road is leased to the Maine
Central it makes no difference to the minor-
ity stockholders whether the city is allowea
the additional stock or not, inasmuch as the
Maine Central agrees to pay so much on every
share. But it will make a good deal of dif-
ference to the city and to the leasing cor-
poration.

An interesting narrative that reads like a
romance is contained in a letter written by
Capt. George Davies of the British bark
Queen’s Island, to J. C. Parker of Wilming-
ton, Del., deseribing a visit to a distant and
lonely itland in the south Pacific Ocean. This
isolated spot in the great waste of waters is
known as Palmerston Island, and is situated
in the latitude 18° 4’ south and longitude
163° 10’ east, being represented on the charts
of the world as an uninhabited coral reef,
quite distant from navigaticn. Upon this
exclusive territory Capt. Davies says that
one William Marston, whu clalms o have
tonnerlg lived near Salem N, J., reigns like
a veritable Monte Cristo, lord and master of
all he surveys.

When the bark was off Palmerston Island
Capt. Davies was greatly surprised to see 2
boat’s crew[put off from the shore and signal
that they wished to be taken on board. |t
was at first thought that the unexpected
guests were wrecked sailors, but when the
small boat pulled under the shadow of the
bark thediscovery was made that the little
craft was loaded to the gunwales with cocoa-
nuts and tropical fruits, The islanders were
out on a trading expedition, and appraised
Capt.Davies of their desire to exchange their
eargo for wearing apparel and other products
of civilization not to be obtained on their
lonely island, The crew of the bark wel-
comed the strangers on board and sat around
them in wonderment while WilliamMarston,
the Kinz of Palmerston Island, spun his
Varn. ile spoke with feeling of his old New
Jersey home, and claimed that his parents
are still living in that State somewhere.
Twenty-five years ago he shipped as a sea-
man on the bark Rifleman, at San Franeisco,
bound to the Tahita, one of the group of the
Society Islands. He deserted the vessel di-
rectly after she had reached her destination,
and remained on the island for three years.
At the end of that time he migrated to Pal-
merston Island, where for twenty-one years
he had been planting and tgmwlng cocoanut
trees and selling copra, or dried cocoanut, to
traders who visit the island about once ayear
in the interest of San Francisco merchants.
The population of Palmerston Island num-
bers El.; thirty-five souls, all of whom, save
himself, are natives of adjacent islands who
have made their homes on Palmerston and
{?u year after year in the cocoanut groves

1at abound there.

Capt. Davies took the boat load of island
treasures, Chief Marston and his crew rowed
away in the direction of their lonely home,
and when last seen they were standing on

the bank waving their farewells to the fast-
receding bark.

obligation to the lessor. How then does it
appear that any transfer of the P, & O., b
the consolidation of the Maine Central wit
another systen,can result to our detriment ? 1t
may fairly be presumed that the Maine Cen-
tral will not consent to the lease of its own
valuable groperty without sufficient induee-
ment, and that some portion of the benefit
msnltlu* to it from such consolidation would
inevitably flow to the Portland & Ogdens-
burg. But, rejesting this theory, and grant-
ing that our interests should be opposed to
Maine Central consolidation, and, by the
terms of the lease, we could not enforce them
directly, do we not still have a resource in
opposing legislative permission for such con-
solidation ; and allowing that we were un-
suceessful im this respect, and in spite of all
efforts, consolidation of the Maine Central
with some other system was accomplished,
the P. & 0. being carried with it, [ submit
whether our interests would be left in a
worse condition than would happen if the
road should be taken back by the ity and be
maintained as a piece of independent rail-
way, surrounded on all sides, as It might be,
with unfriendly connections.

4.—Objection is made that the right to en-
ter and tuke possession for breach of condi-
tions is limited to four instances, and refusal
to pay taxes, ete., is not included in these.

Dees it seem probable that the Maine Cen-
tral while running the P. & 0. road, paying
rental therefor, and maintaining all the oth-
er covenants of the lease, is going to refuse
to pay taxes upon its property so as to ren-
der it incumbent upon us, in order to protect
ourselves against such neglect, to enter and
take possecsion of theroad? It seems to me
that such a contingency isout the range of
probability.

5—We come now to consider what is
termed the most ob{sctiunablu feature of the
lease, viz., the provision relative to mortgag-

nfn regard fo this section I would say that
the lease as originally drawn by Judge Sy-
monds permitted the Maine Central to mort-

But it is said there i8 no safeguard against
misapplieation of the mortgage bonds.  The
first security exists in the honorable charaec-
ter of the Maine Central directors, but be-
yond that, these bonds cannot be issued ex-
cept as they are furnished by the directors of
the P. & 0. yoad, and will the directors of
that rond furnish, or be required to furnish,
them faster than they are needed for the pur-
{mms specified in-the lease? Does not the
ease imply that the Ogdensburg directors
have same diseretion in the matter of fur-
nishing bonds, since provision is made for
referepce 46 the railroad commissioners i
ease ofany disagreement as to their proper
appHeation on new construction or perma-

t improvement? Ifthe Maine Central

0 has unqgualified power to call for
these bonds and use them without let or
hindrance—laying aside the question of
honestp—why was the provision for reference
inserted in the lease? It seems to me that
the power to mortgage is reasonably limited
as to amount and securely guarded as to ap-
plication.

Of course, 1f the P. and 0. should come
back to the stock-holders, it would be held
for the mortgage, but in_what respect
would it be worse than now ? Instead of a
receiver’s lien and other liabilities on the
road, there wounld be a mortgage npon fixed
time aranteed by the Maine Central,
the holders of which wonld be Ilkelé to
collect their interest from the Maine Cen-
tral, if responsible; in which case the P, &
0. could, when su uentlf proceeded
against by the Maine Central, offset any
damage inflicted by a termination of the
lease. Or, in the worst possible contin-
g:fy the bankrup of the Maine Cen-

the P. & O. would have but compara.
tively little more interest to assume than
is paid at present, and the difference would
represent increased benefits to the road,
Thererora,bzhere need be no serious appre-
hension about granting the right to mort-
yfe as Section 14 provides.

n addition to the foregoing ob‘jhectlons
raised by Judge Symonds we hear the gen-
eral objection urged that the lease con-
tains no penaity for forfeiture.

While such a provision wonld be most
extraordinary in a document of this nature,
yet the objection may be answered that
any forfeiture of the lease would carry its
own penalty, There is no power in this
lease which can compel the stockholders of
the P. & O, to take back the road, it is
merely provided that they may take it in.ct.
if they so elect, for breach of condition.

If the Maine Central falls to pay interest
or rental, it is liable to suit and attachment
of its funds and property. At the present
time it is Bpnylnglc per centydividend upon its
stock. uppos us. after the execution of
this lease, it should then, for any reason, de-
fault. The declaration of any dividend to
stockholders could be praveugedtoran in-
definite time, thereby causing a heavy dePre-
clation in the value of the stock as well as
loss of dividends. In this manner alone,
forfeiture of lease for any other reason than
absolute failure would inflict s0 heavy a pen-
alty upon the Maine Central stockholders
that they could ill afford to terminate the
lease, even if they had a disposition so to do.

While listening, the other evening, to the
faithful admonition of Judge Symonds upon
the nature of this important covenant, I was,
—if permitted to indulge in a bit of pleasant-
ry.—reminded of the story of the magistrate
who advised a couple about to enter wedlock
that it was a solemn thing to q%t married,”
whereupon he was answered, **Yes, Squire,
it is o solemn thing to get married, but it is a
solemner not to.”

ing and guidance, notwithstanding all the
possible chances of contract, the city fathers
may well give their consent to its union,
with its only suitor, especially since
such union promises happy and useful
results. In point of fact I think sucha
union is decided by:

1.—Commercial considerations. Although
Portiand is the nearest Atlantic port to Min-
neapohis and the great Northwest, yet we ob-
serve the produets of that territory, destined
for Europe, instead of coming here, passing
down by us on the other side of the moun-
taius to Boston. What s the occasion for
this? Simply that we have neither terminal
facilities here to accommodate such business
nor regular steamers to furnish transporta-
tion abroad. How are we going to secure
them by holding on to the . & O0? Certainly
neither the . & O. railway nor the city s
able to furnish elevators or dock facllities for
foreign cargoes.

The Maine Central is strong enough to pro-
vide such terminals, and we have the assur
ance of its officers, backed by the self-inter-
est of the road, that it will strive to develop
Portland as a point of transhipment. 1 have
already alluded to the extension of the Cana-
dian Pacific through the interior of the State,
and the importance of leasing to the Maine
Central in order to prevent the diversion of
traflic to the North and East ‘of our eity.
Again, there is another consideration. Under
the management of the Maine Central, local
development will proceed with much greater
rapidity along the line of the P, & O., “ail of
which will redound to Portland's benetit,

2.—Finaneial considerations urge the ac-
ceptance of this lease, Much is said about
high taxation, There is complaint of its
burden. Margins of profit in business are
small and daily %rowlu smaller. This lease
affords an opportunity for relief, and the on-
Iy opportunity within our grasp, as muniei-

al expenditures are already restricted with-
Pn the narrowest practicable limit, The P.
& 0. rond has never, directly, yielded any
income to the city, nor haye its securities
been reckoned at any value in the statement
of the city debt. Under this lease the city
will receive after three years approximately
$50,000 per annum, the equivalent to the in-
terest at 4 per cent, upon $1,250,000 princi-
pal. Deduct this sum from the net debt of
the city, and the remainder is less than 5 per
cent, of our valuation.

Tne annual receipt of §50,000 should ver
materially lighten taxation, jwhile our citi-
zens can Judge whether it is desirab le to re-
duce our debt $1,250,000 by taxation, or by
the sale o1 hitherto unavailable assets,

3. Insuranceagain st loss demands approv-
al of the lease. To say nothing of the an-
nual loss of rental by rejection of the lease,
there is the immense risk of accident. And,
as now situated, if sueh an accident should
befall the . & 0. as happened last wiater on
the Boston & Mn}llr. there would be extreme
liability of the city losing its entire equity in
the road. In my judgment, this risk alone
more than offsets the entire risk that is as-
sumed in allowing the Maine Central to
mortgage. 5

But 1 had heard it urged, postpone aetion
for a year, and then consummate the lease to
the Maine Central, if we can do no better in
the meantime. No such alternative is al-
lowed us. 1 bave the very best authority for
saying that if this lease fails of acceptance
by the veople, the Maine Central will not at-
tempt further negotiations nor renew the
present offer.

Suppose you say, “1 am opposed to ng
the g' & 0. to the Maiae Central,” then it
may be asked, “What will you do with the
road?” If the judgment of the full board of
directors of the P. & 0., including its presi-
dent, who has served from its very begin-
ning, is not to be followed in this matter,
what other method of disposal do you sug-
est? And, if not any, should the city’s ac-
tion be determined against the experience
and counsel of gentlemen who have served
as its officers and trustees for years,—and
whose business Interests and Emspects are
involved in the prosperity and growth of
Portland. For myself I must say after hav-
ing made a prolougod study of the whole
question and carefully examined every prob-
able opportunity for disposal—while some-
what I';:ppoln{ed at the amount of annual
rental to be received, and not altogether sat-
isfied with the provisions of the lease, yet I
am foreed to the decision that, being rela-
tively fair to both parties, and the best ob-
tainable under all circumstances, it is wise to
approve it. And if, through deliberate con-
sideiation, I had reached the opposite con-
clusion~knowing, as I do, that the people
are the final arbiters in the matter—I should
not feel at liberty in a matter of such] great
importance, involving as it does the question
of 000 per annum §perpetually, and the
appreciation of securities from a nominal
vaﬁm at present to a recognized worth of
more than a million dollars, 1 say 1 should
not feel at liberty—unless my conclusion
had all the positive force of a conviction
that I was right, to oppose a negative, and
thereby, perhaps, prevent my fellow eitizens
from opportunity of action for themselves.

PORTLAND AND OGDENSBURG,

After the board assembled the president
read the order leasing the Portland & Og-
densburg to the Maine Central on the part
of the city, and said the order was open for
discussion.

Mr. Crockett moved the passage of the
order. lle said the investment was made by
the direct vote of the citizens and they
ought to have a chance to say whether they
will hold it longer or let it go on this lease.
The responsibility should be upon them
rather than upon the few members of the
council. 1f we vote no, we assume to de-
cide the whole matter, giving the great mass
of voters and taxpayers no voiee. If there
was a large and powerful protest made in
this body, or before it by the citizens, we
might assume that the voice of the public
thus expressed, showed their wishes plain
enough to warrant us in stopping it right
here. No such protest has been made,
therefore in justice to the taxpayers, we
should allow the question to go to the peo-
ple, by passing the order presented here.

Mr. Jorden seconded this motion. He
said when he first heard the lease read he
was rather disposed to think the terms were
not sufficiently advantageous.

A DISTINCUISHED MUSICIAN.

Prof. F. Nicholls Crouch, the Com-
poser of Kathleen Mavourneen,

Visits Portland After Many Years’
Absence.

Prof. F. Nicholls Crouch, the distinguished
musielan and composer, formerly a teacher
in this eity, but for many years past a resi-
dent of Baltimore, arrived in Portland yes-
terday and Is visiting our esteemed fellow
citizen, George A, Thomas, Esq. The pro-
fessor is looking hale and hearty and one
can hardly believe that he has attained so
great an age as eighty years. He does not
look over sixty. It seems hardly possible
that this upright, fine looking man is the
same gentleman who left Portland over thir-
ty years ago.

Prof. Crouch is a native of London, Eng-
land, and was born in Warren street, Fitzroy
Square, in the parish of St. Pancras, Maryle-
bone, July 31st, 1808, His father was F. W.
Crouch, the violincellist, and his mother was
Anna Maris, danghter of the eminent barris-
ter, Nicholls, At the age of nine he began
his professional career, at the Royal Coburg
Theatre, at a salary of six dollars a week,
from which his father allowed him twelve
cents weekly for pocket money. The theatre
was five miles distant from his home, and he
walked there twice daily. His next move
was two hundred miles away {rom home, as
a member of a travelling cireuit in Yorkshire.
Thence he went to Scotland and joined Ry-
der's company at the Caledonia Theatre.
This compauy failing, necessity compelled
him to enter the merchant service as a com-
mon seaman, working on coasting smacks
plying between London and Leith, and un-
dergoing great hardship and exposure, but,
possessing a dauntless spirit, he braved the
perils of the sea for two years and then
found himself in the streets of London. Here
he soon engaged himself with Evans, the pro-
prietor of thejeelebrated “*Cider Cellars,” in
Covent Garden. When in Lendon Professor
Crouch’s home was with his mother, with
whom resided William Watts, the secretary
of the great London Philharmonic Society.
Under their able instruction he completed his
musical education, and practically made him-
selt the musician he became In after years.
Through Watts’s influence he entered the
orchestra of Drury Lane, under the leader-
ship of Tom Cooke, as seventh violincello in
the band, which position he retained, work-
ing steadfastly up, year after year, until he
reached the principal desk, to which he was
appointed by Henry R. Bishop. It was dur-
ing his long service at this theatre that he
became acquainted with all the great actors
and actresses, slnﬁeu, painters, authors and
dramatists of the day.

The professor was the solo executant, in
the production of John Howard Payne's
*Clarg, the Maid of Milan,” in which “Home
Sweet Home'’ was sung for the first time
by Miss Stephens, who abandoned the dra-
matic stage to assume the titie role of the
Countess of Essex. Professor Crouch saw
Sheridan Knowles’ Vlrc;iinlus when first

laced u?tm the boards, Charles Young play-

n%tha title role, Miss O'Neil “Virginia,”
and Mr. Ward “Appius Claudius.,” He also
witnessed the great achievments of Ed-
mund Keap, the Kembles and many other
dlst[fulshed actors. As the years crept on
his volee developed, and he became a pugll
of Willilam Hawes, and a chorister in St.
Paul’s, and finally student in the Royal
Academy of Music, a classmate of Sterndale
Bennett, Miss Annie Bishop and others. He
also had the honor of playing nightly in the
presence of royalty.

Professor Crouch eomposed that beautiful
song “‘Kathereen Mavoureen” wkich laid the
foundation of his fame.

In 1849 the professor came to America and

THE BURGLARS IN COURT.

They are Held in Very Heavy Bonds.

Charles Moore, alias Frank Lawrence, and
Jacob Friedman, the alleged burglars, were
brought before the Municipal Court yester-
day morning. Moore was arraigned on three
warrants, for assault with intent to kill, and
burglariously entering the houses of Michael
Cook and Thomas Wood. He pleaded not
gullty.

Matthew Burke identified Moore as the
man who opened the door of Woods's house
and ran therefrom, and to notifying Officer
Hughes. Officer Hughes testified to Burke's
warning and the story of the chase and
shooting already published. He identified
the skeleton keys that dropped from Moore's
pocket when arrested. John Massure testi-
fied to searching the prisoner and finding on
his person the articles already stated. Mrs.
Cook and her husband testified to property
found on Moore as stolen from their house.

Moore refused to testify in his own behalf.
He was held in £5000 for assault with intent
to kill, and $2000 each on the burglary
charges. He was committed.

Friedman's case was continued, without
trial, until Friday next, and he was ordered
to recoguize in 83000,
