Canada’s Explanation.

OTrAWA, July 26.—With regard to the al-
leged diseriminations which the Dominion
government is charged with haviug made
against United States vessels, ports and citi-
zens in the use of Canadian canals, which
subject is now engaging the attention of
Congress, Mr. Bowell, minister of customs,
stated to a correspondent in Ottawa yester-

Lawrence and other ca-
nels in the Dominion to citizens of the
United States on terms of equality with the
inhabitants of the Deminiun,

The corn packing industry is one of the
most extensive enterprise engaged in by
Portland business men., Last year there
were packed by Portland firms the enormous
amount of over 14,000,000 cans of corn, and
this year, if August and September are fa-
vorable corn-growing months, there will be
canned ahoost as much. The present out-
look, notwithstanding the unfavorable
wenther of the early part of the season, is
far from discouraging.

If
It is anxious to still further lluminate its
readers In regard to Cleveland's attitude
toward the soldier, it might publish some of
his sneering veto messages.

Our free trade contemporaries have not
yet found time to explain to the working-
man, how, if their theory is adopted and
American industries are placed in competi-
tlon with English i(ndustries, his wages are
to be kept up to their present standard. [t
is not to be denied that at the present time
wages In this country are higher than in
England, and therefore it would seem to fol-
low that the English manufacturer can pro-
duce goods at lower cost that the American
manufacturer. Now when the goods of the
former are placed in competition on equal
terms in the markets of the United States
with the geods of the latter, how Is the
American manufacturer to keep his head
above water except by cutting down the
price he pays for labor? It isall very fine
to say that with fres raw iaterinls we can
contest with England for the markets of the
world, but it is perfectly clear to anybody
that exawines the question that free raw
materials are not sufficient to enable us to
carry on such a contest. We must have
cheaper labor.

Two years ago when Robert J. Vance was
nominated for Congress in the First Con.
necticut Distriet a platform was adopted
declaring *‘that taxes should not be imposed
on the people for any other purpose than the
support of the government.”” Of this plat-
form one of its framers remarked that It did
away with “that old bugbear of portection;”
and the convention adopted it unanimously.
But so great was the uprising against this
platform in the district that a new conven-
tion was called, at which the paragraph was
reconsidered and rejected. Dut in two short
years the Demoeratic party of the nation has
sent Randall to the rear; and under the
domination of the Southern wing, with Car-
lisle and Watterson and Mills for leaders,
is working heart and soul fora tariff for
revenue only, which means virtual free
trade. It is interesting to await the action
of those Demoerats in the First Distriet of
the manufacturing and politically doubtful
State of Connecticut. Two years ago they
ran away from the free trade issue after
they had made it; they cannot do it success-
fully this year, when behind them is massed
the whole Democratic party of the nation.

In one of his reports on labor Mr. Carroll
D. Wright of Boston presents the results of
a careful Investigation made by agents of the
Massachusetts labor bureau of the wages that
labor receives in England and Massachusettyg
in twenty-four industries.

It will be seen that the average wages of
industries in England is only about half as
much as the average wages inthe United
States. Now the freetraders propose to ad-
mit the products of English Indastries to our
markets free of duty, They propose to en-
able the English manufacturer to sell his
goods, which cost him but half as much as
far as labor is concerned, alongside of the

200ds of the American manufacturer. And
they tell usthat theeffect of this will be
neither to drive the American manufacturer
out of business mor to compel him to reduce
the wages of labor, Our English brethren
however, do not agree with them. Their
journals are even now congratulating Eng-
lish manufacturers over the brilliant outlook
for British goods due to the free trade ten-
dencies of Grover Cleveland and his party.
Says the London Colliery Guardian:

Congressman James E. Campbell, is a
Northern Democrat from the State of Ohio,
He s also a protectionist, but as has been
the fate of other Northern Democrats almost
from the foundation of the government, has
been dragooned by the Southern wing ot his
party into supporting a measvre which his
conscience does not approve.

list.”” Mr. Campbell believed in protection:
the prosperity of his State and district under
the system of protection had taught himn the
wisdom of the policy and the great advan-
tages of its results; down in the depths of
his beart he had no sympathy with the free
trade idens of the slave-holding oligarchy
Which have returned in this generation to
pester the free laborers of the North and re-
tard the industrial emancipation of the mil-
lons of pauper laborers of the South; he no
doubt felt like revoittng when the power of
the administration patronage was turned
loose to erush the Randall wing of his party;
yet he submitted to his Southern masters as
the old Doughfaces did years ago, and voted
against the dictates of his conscience and his
Intelligence: ‘I'he self sacrifice of Northern
Democrats before the power wielded by their
Southern masters Is a spectacle of folly and
madness strongly suggestive of the useless
self-destruction of the devotees of Jugger-
naunt.

We saw
everywhere along the road women and little
1s buag in the fields hoeing, with old
dkerchiefs tied over their heads, their
faces bronzed and hardened by toil until in-
telligence was almost stamped out of their
visages; this with their occupation and attire
made it difficult fo class them in the same
ms with beautiful women of society, re-
&odueatlon and polished by eniture,
and fi for the higher duties o
mingling in scenes of usefulness.

'I‘l:erer:e no farm houses scattered alorf
the road-side as at home but the whole rur
population collects into frequent villages,
;ns cultivates, near bf the little farms,
garden-plots, as we should call them, never
allowing a square inch of ground to be
wasted. After a while we saw Marlastein a
little way ahead on a cliff high above us,
and we th t we had ntrivccl, for by this
time we had found out that it was a Catholic
church with various unders;round chapels,
the windows of one of which we could see
looking so ecurious in the side of a great
mountain crag high above the road over
which we were now driving. We thought
we had arrived but hew were we ever to
reach a place so many feet above us? But
still we kept driving on, and ascending so
kradually that it secmed hardly the ordinary
ascent of a hill; finally we turned sbrupllﬁ
and went back in the same direction, unt
we suddenly stopped in frontof the Post
bureau before the church of Mariastein. On
the whole I think it is the most satisfactory
Catholic chureh which I have ever seen,
tho I believe there is one more in Swit.
zerland still more unique and eurious,

There can be nothing finer in architecture,
more beautiful in design, or more aesthetie
in conception than the Catliolic religion fur-
nishes for Its places of worship. They make
their devotees, by appealing to the senses,
by baautlf{lns for the eye and casting sucl)
a haze of glory about their followers, that, in
their hallucination, they accept all

the old

Declaration so many years ago, on no doubt

formulated creeds as anchors on which to
rest their eternal hopes. ‘I'he outside of the
church is very striking. It is covered with
all sorts of inseriptions and devices, The
inside is filled a mellowed light and
shimmer. 1Its altars are fairly shining with
tapers, crucifixes and the erucifi , with
Virgins, Saints and Angels all in one great
halo of splendor. The frescoings are all
upon the same great theme, the passions of
the Savior, his Annunciation, birth, life,
cruel death and glorions Resurrection.
After admiring the church fora while we
commenced our axﬂ!omtlons. We went
down some stairs, which we had hardly seen,
through an almost dark corridor, at the fur-
er end of which we found the first under-
und chapel, where incense is always
urning before the altar, and the sides are
cov with sacred pictures of the sufferings
of Christ. ‘The walls of the corridors
through which we had passed were covered
with votive offerings to the Virgin Maria-
steln (Maria im stein). This Isone of the
two churches in Switzerland celebrated for
llgrimages for the sick and suffer-
ng, for healing and consolation, and the
memorials are thank offerings for cures ef-
fected through the Intercession by prayer
before the altar of Mariastein farther down
in the chapel below. There were here
hands, legs and arms like those healed, eyes
the image of those restored, crutches which
had been left behind when the maimed and
the halt went leaping and jumping on their
way. There was a picture of a woman who
had taken np her and walked, and of
children who like Jalrus’ Daughter, had
been raised almost from death itself—all ac-
complished by pllsrlmlges to Mariastein,
After this we went down and down into the
heart of the rock, and found the chapel
lighted by the windows which we had seen
when on the road-side eut through the solid
eliff, This is the gem of Mariastein and a
very sacred place. It is much restored and
excepting its walls and ceiling of solid rock
almost too new. There is a modern little
pulrll.. like all the queer pulpits here, and a
gallery with a fine organ, ana way in the
corners separated by an iron net work a
body of Christ madeof wood, It must be
very old asit seems just ready to fall to
ieces from decay but the face is Tull of mor-
agony still. fore this body and at the
altar prayers for recovery are made. There
is a very fine image of the Virgin in marble
on one side of the altar with the infant
Jesus in her right arm and angels around
and above and on the other side an image of
the Virgin all clothed in royal apparel with
a crescent at her feet and a crown on her
head with a little infant_Jesus also in royal
apparel in her arms., This is Mariastein,
who in the fullness of her royal strength
accomplishes the wonderful healing. There
is near by a curious box witha place for
ontributions and above it a notice that who
ver plgta alms therein will receive prayers
blessings. Whether our offering was
Hr.l%tiy given perhaps future years will re-

eal.
Y But all the time in which we had been com-
ing, and coaxing Mariastein, the glorious da
of Independence had been proceediog dar
and lowerly. When we came out of the
t looked dull and there was a search-
?g March wind instead of a sultry July
reezepbut we had the day before no rain or
shine. As we could not take the Post to get
home before 6 o’clock, we started off through
4 mile or two of country for Landstrone, tﬁe
ruined old castle perched high up ona Jura
crag. It had heen like an ephemeral chatoan
én espagne like the “phantom shllp,” all the
morning, first tempting us on by its nearness
then receding fur away, and at times lost to
sight as at present. And inan unex-
moment appearing almost among the
alouds, but alwa{s o charming thing to view.
We had seen it at the very start, seen it when
we took the Post. We had been behind it, be-
fore it and around it, and now where was it ?
We ln:l;uired aud took a narrow path leading
towards it. Always going up, always as-
cending as we had been doing for hours. At

These
castles used to be built like ramparts and
uld defend themselves from approaching
ies, which must approach single file in
e one beaten foot-path. ¥ are usuall
built on jutting boulders and half hollow:
out of the rock itself,. They seem perfectly
immense and still do not contain the room of
adth Avenue brownstone front mansion.
Landstrone has two beautiful lofty round
towers situated at rightangles, and is ve
picturesquely got up. The parts of the walls
which are not rock, are fiftéen ortwenty feet
thick, and the wonder to me is not, that such
ins exist after so many centuries, but that
ey can be destroyed or ever crumble away,
There are several large courts inside
&o castle itself and the whole is
closed inside a _very high circular wall.
Outside of the wall are the ruins of several
atch towers which must have been alarm
ts to signal al)promhan: foes. Anmn old
woman came out from a farm house at the
foot of the castle and gave us the key, so af-
ter entering and passing under the porteulles
e went way around to the very back of the
castle and found the door which finally yield-
ed to the great key and we entered, a former-
1y very beautiful court, long and wide with
rooms budynnd and & section of spacious room
at the side which I believe had been the living
ms. The old stone steps have, for the
08t part, fallen down and Dbeen re-
placed by wooden steps for the benefit
of sightseers. These steps lead up th rough
all the corridors Iu the different stories 1o
the lofty tower above, which affords such a
fine view of the surrounding country and
from which also the appronch of an enewy
from afar could be seen. This castle was
bullt in the 11th or 12th century, and was no
doubt iuhabited at first by some lawless
baron, who had to have his perch high up in
the mountains, as a protection against mar-
auders wishing to avenge themselves for his
numerous depredations. We found a room
upstairs with conveniences for our picnic
ner, and, after eating it we commenced
to explore. One flight of stairs further up
we found a parapet, over which we could see
among the ruins, the dining room and above
it what bad been evidentiy an elegant drayw-
ing room, very fine in shape with arches and
rtures, well en d in ry, which
served as windows but how ﬁlﬂ:d it is
impossible to tell, since in those days there
was nothing like glass in castle or cot. It
many cosy nooks and corners and even
in its tumble down condition was very sug-
F‘uuve. 1t suggested mirth, cheer and gaiety
sugeested visions of beautiful women and
knmﬁtly men whirling in the dance or
listening =~ to music from some old
Klavier, the tones of which were brought
out by the touch of Isir{ fingers, centuries
since mouldering in dust. One could almost
imagine that they heard the voices and saw
the faces and forms moving about in thelr
quaint and rich attire. Back of this parapet
was a dungeon with only a single square, cut
through the solid rock for just a glimmer of
llEht. It wasa ﬁolitug place and looked
like Sir Walter Raleigh’s dungeon in the
tower of London. After this we ascended
to the top of the great tower over numerons
flights of steps, and peered into many old
chambers, filled with many weird spectres of
the past. Thetopof the circular tower is
now overgrown with grass and willow trees
are growing ?uiu large, so curiously out of
the solid wall. It was c}uita a nove{ty to see
oliage and verdure so high above the earth,
As soon as we were inside the castle it had
commenced to rain %xaln. and just as we
had got to the top of this hlfh tower and
were looking at the beautiful prospect far
and wide, the glorious Fourth burst forth in-
to a great rain storm. So, hardly lingering
long enough in our position to see the Jura
Mountains, the Vosges way in the distance
ore us, the Black Forest at our right, and
on the other side woods and vine-clad hills
and fertile valleys covered with wavering
ghnln. we descended. The castle is in Alsace
e boundary line, between Switzerland and
Germany. ¢ had passed where two paths
met just before we ascended to the castle.
When we went back near this place we saw
a cross, before which we stopped and read
that the repetition of five “Ave Marias” and
five “'Vater runsers,” wounld obtain for any
sinner the indulgence vnd remission of sins
for fortg consecutive days. We had no time
forthe “Ave Marias” or “Vater runsers,” but
we speculated on the good or bad fortune of
those who could so long gain immunity from
the uolrsaqlluenqes of unbridled wll&hnass
and sifi. 1t seemed to us, since such a eross
can be found in such a civilized age and
country, that the world needs another refor-
mation and another Luther to stop the gift,
or “Sale of Indulgences.”

SERGT. WEATHERHEAD'S STORY.

Another Chapter in the History of the
Captured Housebreakers.

Interesting Implements Exhibited in
the Marshal's Room.

Sergeant Weatherhead, of the 8t. John, N,

B., police department, arrived last night to
renew his acquaintance with Mr. Raymond,
the gentleman who was arrested on the St.
John boat yesterday morning by Officers
Norton and Williams. Mr. Weatherhead,
who is the second man in command of the
police department of his city, tells an inter-
esting chapter in the career of the captured
housebreakers. Sometime ago, the St. John
officer learned that there was a man In that
city having some peculiar shaped imple-
ments made which might be intended for use
in ways which are dark. Sergeant Weath.
erhead was straightway detailed to wateh the
owner of these 'suspicious tools. Charles
Moore, alias F. W. Lawrence, alias J. W.
Lawrence, alias Frank Allen, is the man
who came 8o near murdering Officer Frith
the other day. He employed an ingenious
machinist to make the tbols for him, out of
hours. He had & room in an unsavory quar-
ter of the town and it was here that Ser-
geant Weatherhead, who was secreted on
the premises, saw him busily at work, in his
shirtsleeves,putting together the implements
the parts of which had just been completed.
Besides the time thus spent, he devoted a
consideraple part of each day te walking
about the streets. Moore had a habit of
looking carefully at various buildings, not-
ing the surroundings and approaches and
having a keen eye for the contents of show
windows. During these expeditions, a St.
John police officer was not far away and
Sergeant Weatherhead, one night, watched
Moore while he ellmbed up to the rear win-
dow of a large hardware store and surveyed
the interlor, after whih he went to the
front of the building and carefully located
the position of the doorway by ming toit
from the nearest coiuet, The night before
preparation for light had been made by the
purchase of a wax candle. Sergeant
Weatherhead had already notified the banks
and large business houses that burglars
were in town and extra watchmen were
provided, Now, thinking that the break
would be made at the hardware store, he
stationed officers inside and was himself
in readiness to follow the burglars to the
scene of operations. But those worthies
had taken the alarm and Moore left town,
returning to this city, from whence he had
come to St. Jobn, originally hailing from
HBoston.

Raymond, while in St. John, was often
in Moore’s company but Is not known to
have had any ownership in the tools, which
were made under Moore's orders. The
machinist who did the work was not aware
of the nature of the implements, as he was
not allowed to put the parts together.

When Raymond took the boat for Port-
land arrangements were made for tracking
him if he left the steamer at' Eastport and
the officers here were notified to be in read-
iness when the boat reached this city, The
Sergeant learned that Moore when in Boston
was known as Frank Allen and spent con-
siderable time in a place known as Ple
Alley.

With Sargeant Weatherhead, there came to
this city Mr. Morgan, of Portland, N. B.,
friom whose house was stolen his wifa's
watch, chain and pin. These articles were

found jn-the property taken at Moore’s
and, also, two rings belonging to
| X155  Annie Hencelpecker, of Portland.

Other Portland people have lost property
and a description will be forwarded to this
eity.

The array of hardware spread on a table in
the Marshal’s office last night was quite im-
posing. The implements taken from Ray-
mond’s vallse, with those furnished by
Moore, make a pretty complete kit. First in
importance is the large drill built in St.
Jobn and which the 8t. John machinist was
told was for Td:rlmu The drill works in
a frame provided with a cluteh just about
the right shape for firmly gripping a safe door
knob. A crank makes the operation of the
machine easy, and the whole may be taken
apart for transportation. This -device was
brought by Raymond. ‘Then there are a
smaller drill, a peculiar implement called a
devil's clutch, the exact use of which is
not apparent, pincers for turning
keys to remove them from locks
skeleton keys, with which the locks might
then be manipulated, and the revolver which
figured in the exciting chase after Moore,
made by Hughes and Frith. Besides these
articles, there is a paper on which are drawn
diagrams of a stope-boring machine, a bed
spring, time lock, trunk lock, ete. The St.
John machinist was tald the articles he made
were for a patent machine. Whether the
patent is on the bed spring or the rock drill
is mot known.

Raymond is & man abuout 45 years old,
stout, and with a black moustache. He
smiles pleasantly when a visitor appears at
his cell door, and talks freely. He said last
night, in response to the statement that his
tools made an Interesting exhibit, that he
wished he had thrown them all overboard.
Sergeant Weatherhead has nothing against
Raymond on which to secure his extradition,
but the Portland authorities are confident of
convieting him here, along with Moore. Ray-
mond admits that he roomed with Moore,and
shirts belonging to him were found in
Moore's baggage.

It will be remembered that some time ago
an attempt was made to break into the safe
at Sawyer’s seed store on Preble street. The
safe was drilled, but not opened. A drill nut
was found on the floor at the time by the po-
lice, and yesterday it was found that it
exactly fitted one of the drills in Raymond’s
valise. 2

Knights of Honor.

Yesterday, the Knights of Honor went on
an excursion to Peaks' Island, and were for-
tunate enough to have a pleasant day for
the excursion. The Grand Lodge of Maine
entertained Supreme Dictator Hon. L. A.
Gratz of Knoxville, Tenn. As is well known
the Knights of Honor is a protective frater-
nity, having been formed fifteen years ago.
