These maps, made from an actual survey 
of the territory, tell a Ule which cannot ι 

be set aside nor disproved by the cry "Pro- ι 

hibition in Maiue is a failure." Here is a ! : 

little territory 88Γ. hy 4s·; yards in extent, ι 

containing 141 liquor saloons " when· I 

whlsk.y reigns." The other section, «ils < 

by 54$ yards contains 3u3 saloons, j 
Neither one of these tracts embraces land ι 

euou|(h to make a respectable Oxford I 

County farm, and yet cacli has enough ι 

saloons to make a fair sized country vil· ji 
lage. No such black spot can be pointed ι 

to in the most thickly populated portious 
of Maine, even where the law Is most 

slackly enforced. 
People who do not travel, but who see 

that an occasional old toper secures his 

potations of poor whiskey, are apt to be 

deceived about the working of prohibition 
in Maine. Because a little liquor comes 

into their section, aud terrible stories are 

told about Portland and Bangor, they think f 
that nothing has been accomplished. We 

trust these little charts may lead some 

such to consider the question more care- 

fully before they vote on our constitution- 
al amendment, next year. 

The multiplicity of these saloons iu li- 

cense States, is not the whole story. They 
are right at hand, open day aud evening- 

nothing seciet about them except the bar- 

tender's secret method of compounding 
some favorite beverage—offering induce- 

mente for young aud old to enter. Any- 
one of these saloons will sell In a year, 

more liquor than comes into any town iu 

Oxford County, wo venture to assert. A 

heavy license is paid to the city; a United 

States license is taken out at a cost of 

rents range from six hundred to 

three thousand dollars per year, for a 

store ; competent bar tenders have to be 

paid; taxes must be met; the owner must 

clear enough to pay for his own living 
and drinks, and he is called upon to fur- 

nish free drinks on all conceivable occa- 

sions. To meet all these expenses, a very 

large sum must be received annually— 

larger, we believe, than is expended for 

liquor in any of our rural towus. It may 

be well to state tor the benefit of those 

unacquainted with New York city, that 

the sections mapped out are way down 

town, near the East Klver—a section 

Inhabited by the poorer clashes of people 
who occupy immeuse tenement houses, 

aud mostly live from hand to mouth. This 

le a section where poverty abounds, as it 

always abouuds where liquor saloons are 

numerous. But this is just the class 

which suffers most from free Ikjuor. 
The laboring man in Maine takes hit 

dollar or dollar and a half per day,and with 

it makes himself comfortable. In a few 

years, by prudent management, he may 

own his home and enjoy many of the com- 

forts of country life. He cannot spend hie 

money for liquor except by an effort. On 

the other hand the laborer, where rum 

* «hops abound, spends a portion of his 

earning· In them, for that which adds 

neither to his comfort nor his happiness, 
and forces him to straggle along In abject 

poverty through life. The difference be- 

tween the laboring men in license States 

and in prohltory Maine, Is most marked. 
f We believe that just here Is the field for 

uvestlgatioo, aud that all those who can- 

lid ly examine the condition of laborers in 

daine wil! admit that prohibition has done 

good work for them. 
Hut liijuor saloons are not conilned to 

:he poorer sections of New York. One 

iunday morning, recently, we took a walk 

lown Fourth Avenu·*, and counted the 

iqaor siloon·». for the purpose of giving 
>ur readers some fact;» regarding the saine, j 
>u Fourth Avenue—a respectable section j 
>f th·.· city, devoted to general trade, reel- 

h uces aud hotels—we found 41 liquor sa- 

oons. In a linear half mile. Beginning at 

Sighth Street, we couutetl the saloons, i 

iearing signs as such, and found as stated, 

orty-one of them by the time Eighteenth 
Jtreet had been reached. But in this ter- 

■itory, one block was occupied by th· Bi- 

ile Honse, one by a coal shed or something 
>f that sort, aud three or four blocks on 

>ue side, by the park—Union Square. So 

hat it was not a very good territory for 

Iquor saloons, after all. These were more 

■espectable places than those shown in our 

naps, and a number of them were conuec- 

,etl with hotels or eating houses. Third 

second aud First Avenues, make a worse 

ihowiug, while iu going west, a better 

state of affairs prevails—as these ceutral 

ivenues are devoted more largely to gen- 
eral business. But aller passing Sixth 

Avenue, the scene again changes, aud the 

extreme west presents nearly the sauie 

condition as exists iu the extreme east. 

Everywhere in the city larger beer and 

whiskey reigu. Γη the wonderful growth 
of New York, nothing is more wonderful 
thau the increase of breweries. Great 

buildings, occupying nearly entire blocks, 
and rising Ave, six and seven stories high, 
are numerous in the upper part of the city. 
Even duriug the depressed times of '7U-5 

these breweries did a great business and 

continned to grow in size aud number. 

New Yorker» thiuk no more of this state 

of affairs, than many ol our people think 

of our different condition. People become 

accustomed to surrouuding influences and 

scarcely give a thought to that which is 

usual. But if a Maine man will visit New 

York, he will note with surprise and alarm 

the condition of the liquor tralllc, and re- 

turn home with a wholesome respect for 

our prohibitory law, which has made such 

a state ofatfiirs Impossible here. 

It is urged by some that this free use of 

liquor does not breed intemperance nor 

drunkenness. We sat at dinner in a hotel 

on Fourth Avenue, with a New York gen- 

tleman one day, and spoke to him of thi 

prevalence of beer shops, two of which 

could be seen from the restaurant window. 

He agreed that the business was too ex 

tensive, but said druukenuess was not verj 

prevalent. In an hour after, while walk· 

lug in Uuiou Square Park, we saw a po 

lice man assisting au Intoxicated man out 

of the Park. In Maine, the party would 
have been arrested and sent to the lock up. 

llere the olllcer of the law simply told the 

iuan to move on, and left him. The fellow 

went a short dlstauce and then desired t< 

enter Into conversation with a pedestrian 
! The olllcer again started him along, and 

after considerable time the fellow reele< 

out of the park. This was about twt 

o'clock when the park was alive with lit 

tie children and their nurses airing them 

selves, and this disgusting drama was en 

acted before their curious gaze. 

Unless one Is unaccnstomed to the sigh 
of drunkenness, he does not charge hi 

mind with the individual cases wnlch fal 

under hie eye. This, we think, Is the rea 

son why New Yorkers believe there Is lit 

tie drunkenness In the city. If a man cai 

travel alone, he Is not considered drunk 

unless he creates a disturbance, and m 

future thought Is given to his condition. 
The hotel referred to above was owne 

by a member of % Baptist church in th 

city. Vet it contained a bar. at which two 

men were busily ami almost constantly en- 

gaged lu preparing and passing out drinks, 

from the early draught before break!**» 

till the "night cap" was imbibed, before re- 

tiring at midnight. Having been in hotels 

iu all the large cities of Maine, wo f«îel 

competent to judge of the difterence be- 

tween them and New \ ork Hotels. In 

thirteen years, we have but once seen any 

ll.juor In a Maine hotel, and that time, 

some "smart" young men opened a l>ottle at 

table. What may be done In the basements 

or back rooms of our hotels, we do not 

now. But It Is a «act that no man has li- 

quor stuck under his nose at every turn,nor 

Is the custom of driuking at the bar nor at 

the table very prevalent. No comparison 
can be instituted between Maine and New 

York In this matter, for New York Is so 

dellclent In temperance sentiment, so full 

of open bars, and so entirely different from 

Maine, that there Is nothing in common 

I on which to ba^e » u υ h comparison. 
but what have we to do with New York 

aud other States? We shall see. In the 

near future, that unless we push our 

Maine Ideas of prohibition Into these 

L States, that they will force license laws 

upon Maiue. The millions invested in 

liquor can inrtueuce legislation In Maine 

at some time when our people are not es- 

pecially alive on this question. If at the next 

election, the constitutional prohibitory 
amendment should be defeated, It would 

be claimed as a triumph for the liquor in- 

terests. Soon would follow—if not im- 

mediately—an attempt to modify, to local 

option or license, our prohibitory law. 

We believe that if this prohibitory amend- 

ment is defeated, the lapse of live Years 

will see the downfall of prohibition in 

Maine. Money will pour into Maine from 

the liquor dealers' association, to Influence 

the election of legislators, and legislation 
will be shaped to its Interests. What has 

been done to make Maine so free from in- 

toxication and the waste resultant there- 

from, can only be maintained by a hearty 
union of all who believe in prohibition.

LAW AND THE DHAM-SHOP. 

The Cincinnati Cvmmercial-HmeUc wants 

the liquor question taken out of politics. 
Nothing Is easier. Don't undertake to 

regulate by statute what men shall eat and 

drink. Take politics out of the domain of 

ethics.—Bangor Commercial. 
There Is no law on the statute books of 

any State regulating what people shall eat 

and drink. We have laws prohibiting the 

sale of diseased meat and veal under four 

weeks old, but we have no laws prohibit- 
ing any one from eating such meat who 

desires to. We have a law prohibiting the 

sale of toy pistols, but no law prohibiting 
any person from buying one and maiming 
his hand thereby. New York has laws, 

(which are rarely ever executed) that pro- 

hit any one from selling llqaor unless hi 

! is licensed by the excise board, and pro- 

hibits even these persons from selling af- 

ter midnight, on the Sabbath or to minora 

and persons supposed to be under the in- 

fluence of liquor; but it has no laws pro- 
' hlbltltlng any person from drinking liquoi 
1 after midnight or on Sunday, or when In- 

toxlcated. Maiue has laws prohibiting 
■ dram-shops not only after midnight and or 

Sundays, but on every day of the week 

but it has no laws which undertake to saj 

t what men shall eat or drink. 
ι In other words, the law leaves each in 

1 dividual to eat, drink and use what h< 

pleases, so long as he injures no one bul 

himself. But while the law leaves eacl 

ι citizen to exercise this freedom, yet tta< 

statutes of every civilized country prohlb 
) it, restrict or regulate any practice οι 

business which the State regards as injur 
i ious or dangerous to the public interests 

e While no State undertakes to regulate b: 

statute the une of intoxicating liquor*. yet 

every civilized community does undertake 

to regulate, restrict or prohibit its »aU 

by ilram shops, on the ground that a dram 

shop Is a source of danger to the public. 
There is no nation on the face of the 

earth that allows liquors to be sold Ilk·· 

flour and corn. Every one recognizee the 

danger of the tralllc. and undertakes to 

hedge It in by some form of restriction or 

prohibition. 
If it be said that the object of a prohib- 

itory law Is by its Indirect influence to re- 

strict the use of liquor as a beverage and 

therefore, that It undertakes to regulate 
by statute what men shall drink, we reply 
that the professed object of a license law, 

or any law interfering wi'h free dram 

shops is the same. No State has any 

right to impose any restrictions on the 

sale of liquor, any more than It has on 

flour, uuless there Is danger to the com- 

munity from the unrestricted sale and use 

of intoxicatiug liquors ; and unless restric- 

tion or prohibition by statute will tend to 

diminish its sale and use. The question 
at issue between the friends of prohibition 
and license is whether the one policy or 

the other exerts the most wholesome in- 

direct influence, inducing men to refrain 

from the use of intoxicatiug liquors as a 

beverage. The friends of license are con- 

stantly claiming that their policy results 

in a less consumption of liquor than is 

found under prohibition. While on the 

other hand the friends of prohibition claim 

that their policy improves the drinking 
habits of the community more than any 

other statutary system yet tried. 

Our friends of the Commercial will flnd 

that their proposal to abrogate all laws 

which tend to Influence meu in their per- 

sonal life, would sweep away all laws in 

any manner interfering with the free sale 

of liquor; and a large mass of legislation 
whose object is to make it easier for every 
citizen to do right and harder to do wrong. 

Thousands of citizens who take little per- 

sonal Interest in ttmperance favor our 

laws prohibiting dram shops because they 
know that open, licensed dram shops, 
propped up and given a standing by law, 

are grave evila In auy community. They 
want nothing of the kind to tempt their 

brothers and sons into forbidden paths. 
Whatever shortcomings there may be 

under prohibition, yet when citizens rec- 

ognize the fact that under license there 

would, for example, be 150 open, licensed 

dram shops, with their temptations expos- 

ed to every passer-by, In Lewistoe, and 5<i 

in Auburn, they say that the condition of 

our two cities under prohibition during 
the past twenty years has been so much 

better than it could have been under » li- 

cense policy, that, like Gen. Chamberlain, 
they do not propose to give up a certain 

measure of good for what under all circum- 
stances has thus far proved to be a depth 
of evil.

—We have before us two New York 

State papers which insist that prohibition 
is an entire failure in Maine, and that there 

is much more liquor sold here than in New 

Vork. As a commentary on such persist- 
ant and reckless attempts to misrepresent 
the situation in Maine, we call attention to 

n statement made in the Auburn Reform 

Club on Sunday p. m. by a New York cler- 

gyman. He said that in Little Falls, New 

Vork. a place of about the size of Auburn, 

Maine—there are about eighty open grog- 

shops, one to every 100 Inhabitants : and 

that the numl»er in that place was not ex- 

ceptional. He added that he had carefully 
looked over Auburn, and had been unable 

to rind any Indications of a single grog- 

shop; and even the enemies of prohibition 
with whom he had conversed admitted 
this, but claimed there were some secret 

places, as of course Is probable, for no law 

extinguishes any secret oflVnce. We sub- 

mit that, such facts as these ought to bring 
a blush of shame ou the men and papers 
who are engaged in misrepresenting the 

condition of Maine with respect to the li- 

quor trallic. The simple fact Is that dram 

shops are almost entirely extirpated from 

the rural portion of Maine. In the citUe 

and villages, where the liquor traffic has 

been driven, dram shops are still found, 
in most of these places pursuing their bus- 

iness in secret places, with a few gallons 
only as a stock in trade, and only in two 

or three cities openly.—Lnriston Journal. 

Growing Defiant.—Evidently the suc- 

cess of the liquor interest In the elections 

of the West, last fall, has ma le them de- 

liant. A delegation of liquor dealers call- 

ed upon the editor of the Wilkesbarre, Pa., 

Record, on Monday and threatened to 

make it hot for him If he did not leave 

t jwu'—because of his advocacy of enforce- 

ment of the law prohibiting Sunday sales 

of liquor. The editor said he should con- 

tinue his course. In Lockport. Ν. \the 

the liquor dealers refuse to stop selling, 
notwithstanding the board chosen at the 

recent electlou decline to issue licensee, 

and have raised money to defend their 

craft in their violations of law. The liquor 
dealers of Ohio, in convention have resolv- 

ed to defy the new State law imposing a 

tax on liquor dealers. In New York city 
the liquor dealers defy the license law. and 

as many persons sell liquor without license 

as with it. The District Attorney says 
their political influence is so great that 

even the narrow restrictions of the license 

law can't be enforced. There is the same 

complaint In the license cities In Massa- 

chusetts, where a law and order league 
has been organized to aid in enforcing the 

the little law there le. 

A Comparison.—Fall Hiver, Mass., a 

manufacturing town like Lewiston, has 

.130 open licensed grog-shops, one to every 

140 inhabitants, besides the usual number 

of secret places. There were last yc.tr 

thirty arrests for intoxication to every 

thousand inhabitants. Lewiston and Au- 

burn, Maine, have no open or licensed 

dram-shops, and no one charges that the 

1 secret places where liquor Is sold surrep- 

titiously are equal to one In Μυ inhabit- 

ants; while the arrests for drunkenness 
; were last year only thr«e to every thousand 
Inhabitants. Yet there are persona who 

etlll insist that Maine is worse otf in this 

respect than her neighbors.—Journrl.

rutin,ug night and day with three shifts of 
workmen. The efficient manager, who had 

no information for the Dcmociut, is said 
to have a salary of ten thousand dollars 

per annum. The workmen like him very 
much, those who know him personally; 
but many others feel that their noses are 

on the grind-stone, and little mercy is 

shown them. One can but respect a man- 

ager who feels bound to make the business 

pay the investors. Several of these Pu- 
eblo men are reported to be worth a mil- 
lion of dollars each.

To the Iditor of the Oxford Democrat : 

Driving iloo| In the vicinity of Mono* 

ment, the landscape often reminded me of 

Oxford Coaity, and atill it was verj dif- 

ferent. The pinion covered hills and the 

dark moonUlna are a Joy forever. Lum- 

ber la ao plenty that the almost universal 
barbed wire fence cannot come here.

would foeter the growth of scores of trees 

unknown here. Yes, with Maine's tnois- 
* ture, this country would be as well- 

[· wooded. The valleys round about Monu- 

ment station grow more or less potatoes, 
according to the season. Last year the 

conditions were favorable, and this local- 

ity bccame the competitor of Greeley in 

I the potato trade. The rain-fall on th« se 

mountain farms was sufficient to make a 

crop, while Greeley always employs irri- 

gation—a thing mostly Impossible at Mou- 

umcnt. Two years ago, potatoes sold 

readily for about two cents a pouud. but 

but this year for only about half that 

I amount. 
I have often heard people laugh and 

joke about Yankee lnquisitiveness. I never 

realized the value to the human family of 

the habit of knowing about everything. 
; until I went South—say to Virginia or 

North Carolina,—where slavery had made 

it for the interest of people not to know 

things or not to ask questions.

Traveler; but, like Mark Twain, I ant un- 

like George Washington, I can lie—but I 
won't. 

My long drive of forty-dve miles from 
Colorado Springs to l'ueblo was a deso- 

late, disheartening one to me. The dirty 
river in its sandy bed, with a light fringe 
of bushes and Cottonwood trees; the In- 
terminable dry rolliug prairie—extending 
awav to right and left; the road dusty and 

lonely, with few farm houses in sight, and 
few cattle, but plenty of the tall I ranching 
cactus that grows abuudantly as we go 
south, and, worst of all, tho abandoned 

ranches, where once good crops were 

raised and sold at high prices—abandoned, 
some say, because the farmers higher up 
the stream have appropriated most of the 

water, and according to others, because 
the railroads have brought the products of 
Kansas here much cheaper than they could 

be raised by irrigation. The tlrst is the 
true reason. 

Once as I rode over this road, a tall, 
handsome raocheman overtook me, and 
we talked as we journeyed for some miles. 
He bought my company he said, because 
he hated to ride alone over that road. He 
referred to the enmity between the cattle 
men and the sheep men. One soil and a 

diversity of iuteresU makes them bate 
each other. Once the sheep man came 

for him to send for a doctor lor his sick 

wife—eighteen miles—he sent, but had 

never seen the neighbor since, and that 
was months ago. Πβ referred to the dry 
summer of 1880, when the grass never 

started, and his herd of 350 cattle starved 
till he had only one-third of that number.
