PayvswoLocy rog Pracitean Use. Eiited by
James Hinton. New York: D, Appleton & Co.
Forsale by Balley and Noyes,

We pretend to teach physiology, in our
public schools, and our ehildren obtain for the
time being some vague ideas as to what the
word physiology means, but as fo its practi.
cal application to the ocenrences of every day
life, they obtain not (ke faintest idea, for the
very simple reason, that neither teachers nor
scholars have any thorough text book on that
salject, This book, which is a collection of
articies from the “leople’s Magazine,” a
Lotdon publication, edited by James Hinton,
one of the greatest living aurists, fills up the
gap in our present ignorance of physiology,
and obtains a high position for itself, at its
first appearance, The range of subjeets dis-
cussed is too extensive to be here named at
full length, but those most forcibly treated, as
it seems to us, are: The Senses of Hearing
and Smell; Taking Cold; Sleep; Ventilation;
Alechol; Gymnasties ; aud one of the closing
articles cn Health and Occupation. In re-
spect to this latter article,what fruitful essays
could not one write, on such themes ss these:
““There is no disease so deadly as no occupa-
tion 3™ “no constitution is so morbid, as that
by which no work is done;” ‘‘coneentration
of thought upon any organ is often the caunse
of dizease tkerein.” These are self-evident
truths, il one will take the least trouble to
thinlk, but thought is rarely given to such im-
portant trutlis. One great practical lesson
to be learned from physiology, is that our
bodily organs perform their work, uncon-
sciously to us, and that when we become
conscious of their existence just then does it
become plain that they are diseased, more or
lesa,

We trost that the very few words which we
find time to say ahout this ‘“‘Physiology for
Practical Use” may induce many to read it,
both young and old, for it really is a work,
that one finds interesting enough to dash
swiftly through, as if it were some entertain-
ing novel, and then afterwards one finds sub-
jeet for earnest sober thought.

New York: Harper & Drothers, For sale by
Loring, Short & Harmon,

The discoverer of Livingstone teils in this
volume of five hundred pages the story of two
British campaigns In Africa, the campaign
against Coomassie and the campaign against
Magdala. These wars, although against
semi-barbarie nations, are the mest brilliant
which have illastrated the British arms since
1815, Even the successes in India, surpris-
ing as they are, are not so creditable to the
English soldiery and to English generalship.

The story is well and fully told. Mr. Stan-
ley has a genius for gathering news and for
putting it into a picturesque garb. Ilis Eng-
lish is what is disparagingly called “‘newspa-
per English,” bat it is very readable and en-
tertaining, A profusion of maps and illus-
trations add to the value of the volume,

TProficiency in
this branel was the road to coilege honors,
Denmaa hiad no taste, perhaps no head, for
mathematics and believed all sueh studies to
be of no use for the future and no {discipline
for the present.  Consequently he com-
menced his career without the prestige of
high college rank. He began the study of
law in the year 1500, and practiced as a
special pleader from 1803 until he was called
to the bar in 1306, He chose the Midland
Circuit and was soon in full tide of successful
business, I'rom that time until his elevation

to the bench he had no lack of elients or fees.
But the lawyer's life when fll of common
business is only a decent obscurity from
which hie has to be lifted, i’ lifted at all, by
connection with some great case, which
teauscends the petly contests between man
and man and lays hold on the rights or sym-
pathies of mankind. Denman emerged into

public notice at the trial of Queen Caroline,

au almost torgotien seandal now, but then
filling a larger space in the public mind than
does the miserable business by which Mr.
Tilton is at present gibbeting himself as his

- only hope of reaching posterity. At the

time when Denman was appointed Solicitor
General to the Queen ha was forty years old,
ol most commanding extericr and presence
and with a volee which in its magnificent
compass could lill the Houseof Lords until the
old roof rung with its powerful tones, If the
limits of this review would permit, it would
be a keen pleasure to reconnt how thorongh-
ly this great lawyer in honorable defense
of his client put behind him  all
hope of prelermem, not spasing the
King on the throne ngr the Royal Duke
ol Clarenee who afterwards became his sov-
ereign. It would be an eqnal pleasure to tell
how William the Fourth forgave the attack
upon the Duke of Clarenge and honored him-
self by appointing Denman Chier Justice of
England. But George 1V. was not go for-
giving, and for eight years relused him the
silk gown a3 a King's Counsel, an honor to
which his rank at the bar had long entitied
him, 1In 1819 Denman became a member of
Parliament, In 1822 he was chogen Common
Serjeant and became a judicial officer of the
city of London, retaining the office until 1831,
when he was made Attorney General. In
1832 he was appointed Chief Justice.

Mr. Arnonld’s first volume ends with Lord
Denman’s appointment to this high office.
We shall look forward with much anticipa.
ted pleasure to the issuing of the second vole
ume. I the subject is as well handled as in
the first, the work will be a very grateful ad-
dition to the biography of great judges.

The MacMahon Monarehy.

Whoever takes an interest in current publie
events must be struck with the anomalous
attitade or rather attitudes of tihe French
pzovernment as indicated by Marshal MacMa-
hon and the Assembly. Ostensibly the gov-
ernment is republican. Practically, it is an
nbsoiute monarchy, with President MacMa-
lion as dictator. The Assemblyis divided
fnto factions, and has come to be noted for
the bitterness of its debates and the uncer-
fainty of its action. Yesterday it essentially
voted forits own dissolution. To-day by a
decisive vote it resolves to maintain its as-
samed authority to legislate for millions of
people. To-morrow it will reverse its action.
One day it votes to enter upon the considera-
tion of the constitutional plans for the per-
manency of the government, but the next it
casts them aside. As a body, it bhas accom-
plished but one thing which is stamped with
permanency. It evokel MacMahon as a tem-
porary expedient, but to its disgust he is both
permanent and prominent. The Assembly
may pass away, The so-called President will
stand for seven years, for he is backed by the
army and has all faith in bayonets but ignores

. ballots. When elected, Marshal MacMahon

declared that he had no policy, and was but
the servant of the Assembly, The Bourbons,
iun order to provide against possible danger of
wmajority in the Assembly against him, made
the Marshal President for seven years. After
this act, b y degrees he began to cease talking
about being the servant of the Assembly and
to act on the presumption that he was its
ynaster. In time be intormed that body that
he was President for seven years, and furth-
er, that for that period he proposed to be the
head of the French people. After trying it,
MacMahon has discovered that he has a relish
if not an aptness for the chief place. Con-
sequently he wants no wmonarchy, for that
would reduce him to a secondary place. He
wants no definitely organized republic, for
that would put constitutional restrictions

wnpon his powers. He evidenly cares little for

Jaw and nothing for the sentiment of the
¥rench people. Now he can muzzle the press,
control the army, aid the Bourbons in over-
throwing the republican government in Spain,
and in every respect exercise all the powers
of an absolute monarch. The adherents of
the cause of Count de Chambord alorié have
Jiberty to do as they please. - Theycan openly
declare that they will take every means to
place that pretender over the French nation
and only accept the republic and hold ofiice
under it asa means toaccomplish it. Such
acts by them are not regarded as treason by

the present dictator; but let that hoy of
eighteen, the son of the lute Emperor, com-
moniy ecalled the Prince Imperial, set his foot
on French soil, and the chances are that he
will be tried by a miiitary court and shot by
a file of soldiers. The republicans in this
curfous reputlic fare little better, for they

are watehed and frequsntly punished for ut-

terances hostile to the present rule.

While, however, the present government is
maintaived in defiance and contempt of the
expressed wishes of the French people, there
is a degree of relief to be fownd in the fact
that for over six years there will be scarcely
any chance for the restoration of either the
Bourbons or Bonapartists. To be sure, the
world will be reminded of the existence of
hoth, sinca some writer of Napoleonic French
will provide the Priace Imperial with procla-
mations a la the Enpire; and so long as he
lives, Count de Chambord will display the
white flag of the Bourbons, and, unmindful
ihat we live in the last quarter of the nine-
teenth century, with paintul seriousness, will
tell the world that by-the-grace-of God he is
king of Frasce by birth. On the other hand,
MeMahon is only dictator for seven years by
@ blunder of an Assembly which can searcely
offer a reason why the building in which its
sessions are held should not be declared an
insane asylum,

. THE Democratic State Committee of Ili-
nois bave embodied in their eall for a state
eonvention a very good platfoim; and, so far
as the fianancial question 1is concerned,
it should hava been adopted by the Republican
instead of its shilly-shally declaration. Wheth-
er or not the party at its convention wil
adopt the resolutions, is another thing. The
worst things about these Democrats who
make good resolutions is, that they forget
them when they get into power, as has been
illustrated in New Hampshire and Con-
necticut,

THE testimony before the Congressional
Committee in Arkansas indicates that Doth
parties did all the cheating they could in
the election of 1872, and that veracity is not an
element essential in political leaders in that
state. In these times activity counts, unless
there is that lack of method m details which
causes the aspirant to send to his beer-vending
friend a circular intended for hLis temperance
adherents and vice versa.

. THE health of New ¥ork cily, as estimated
from the report of vital statisties, for the

among persons above five years of age, But
infants are dying at the usnal wholesale rates
of sammer in that city.

Our New York Letter.

The Scandal-R of HBeecher's De«
lay—Carpenter and his Tauling.

———

New York, Jaly 30, 1874,

Lest the apparent procrastination of the
Beccher committee, shonld be construed prej-
udicially to the cause of the defeunce, I take oc-
cagfion to inform the readers of the Press that
it is attributable solely to the absence of Mr.
Moulton. It has been regarded as desirable to
maintain the sequence of the case, by hearing
all that is'to be said in support of the accusa-
tion, first. TLis course is conformable alike to
legal usage and practical common sense.  Mr.
Moulton was one of the earliest to appear Le-
fore the committee, and he made a somewhat
formal speech on that occasion, in which he
avowed his porpose to tell the “whole truth” if
the investigation was persisted in, intimating
with that pecnliar air of mystery which has
constituted so marked a feature of the entire
proceedings cf the pursuers, that he was pon-
deronsly freighted with information on the sub-
jeet. Hoe professed the most unbounded affec-
tion for Mr. Beecher, but declared that he
would not see Tilton ‘“‘crucified.” As soon as
the time comes for Mr. Moulton to relieve him-
self of the secret burden. of *‘truth” which
“seems necessary for the purpose of the inquiry,

be finds it convenient to be absent from the
city, This brings the invéstigation toa tem-
porary gtand-still. There are two theories on
which Mr. Moulton's departure is accounted
for. The one is that finding that Mr. Tilton
has already uudergone . a moral erucifixion he
i3 decidedly averse to subjecting himself to the
risks of a similar catastrophe, by attempting to
corroborate his allegations. The other is that
he is anxious to hold himself in reserve, until
the testimony for the defence is exbausted, so
that he may have the last word.

But there is cue witness so willing to Le
heard, that he caunot wait to be called, but
rushes, in Lis eager impatience, to the news-
papers aud  the telegraphic wires, This is
Mr. Carpenter. He is Dbursting with anxiety
to unburden himself. He isa complete en-
cyciopedia of hiearsay on this—to him—titillat-
ing theme. He has been by turns interviewer
and interviewed tlereanent, ever since the
precious Woodbull forged Jier thunderbolt.
His fertile mind has addressed itself most
persistently to devices for compromise. He
has constuntly been bolding onut the ides that
the complainant conld pe bought off. And it
is ooly fair to say that he never seems io have
had the smallest perception of the disgracefal
character of such a suggestion. One of his
projects—of which I have yet seen no mention
in print—was that Mr. Beecher's friends should
faruish a sufficient sum of mozey to establish
a daily newspaper, of which be (Beecher) was
to be the editor, and that Mr. Tilton should be
sent _abroad, as its ‘foreign correspondent.

When this view of the case was
presented to him, it did seem for a moment to
dawn upon his mind that it was liable to such
a characterization, and he then had the gracs
to admit that he had not consalted Mr. Beech-
er about it

And now Mr. Carpenter comes to the [ront
with a voluminous budget of tittle-tattle, He
apparently plumes himselt on having been a
peripatetic disseminator of the unwholesoms
Zossip ineidens to this bewildering drama.
He goes to New Haven apd oscillates con-
tinually between New York and Brooklyn,
telling  everybiol, what cverybody clse
said. Heids just the sort of person to impart
an open seeret to, and he revelad in thie air of
privacy with which lie narratefl” fo each new
comer, in a gush of confidence, fho latest thing
somebady else had eommunicated e Iim in le-
lusive trustfoluess,

Aud this was the way in which the scaudal
was husbed. Infact it was current evarywhere
except in the newspapers, and they, to their
credit be it said, repressed theip curiosity, out
of regaxd to public deceney or out of respect to
the great name which was being so sactilegious-
ly assailed. Tt was because of these perpetnal
whisperings and shrugs, that My, Bzecher's
life was made unhappy. Iu his knowledge of
the use to which the story was being perverted
we have the key to those expressions of an-
guish, which Lave been quoted as admissions
of guilt.

—

People ntthe Sea NShore—The Methodist
Camping Ground—A Romnancr in the
Dining Hall.

If “damnable iteration” can indelibly im-
press upon the mind of the visitor the fact
that Old Orchard beach is just ten miles long,
and is the smoothest and hardest in New Eng-
land, he will never forget it, for the announce-
ment stares at him from the face of numerous
posters stuck in every available place and from
the back of numberless cards scattered on
every hotel and restanrant counter. The beach
is a fine one, and the testimony of the cards
and posters can be relied upon. Take it when
the tide is out and it stretches towards the sea
tor many rods.

Old Orchard, in connaon with other summer
resorts, is suffering from the backward season.
The honses were not fairly opened until the
16th of July, and for the first week the attend
ance of visitors was very small. But now the
tide of travel has set in and most of the hotels
are reasonably well filled. At the OIld Orchard
House there are about three bundred guests,
and the long, pleasant piszza, fronting on the
seaand within distinct hearing of the sobbing
waves, presents an animated appearance to-
ward the close of the day.

People manage to amuse themselves without
much exertion. The morning is devoted to
bathing. In the afternoou they play crogquet
or its pretentious adaptation, “clivalrie,”” and
saunter on the beach. Evenings are passed in
sitting on the piazza and watching the long
red wake which the moon throws on the waves,
{0 dancing to the music of the band, in ama-
tear theatricals on the neat little stage which
Mv. Staples has put np at the further end of
the great hall, or in surreptitious flirtations in
the shades of Fern Park.

The houses close on the beach command a
large share of patronage because of their fav-
orable location. Prominent among these is the
Orchard Beach House, a cesy, home-like place,
situated on the very edge of the sand drives,
Its large, pleasant roomns, nice appointments,
fine table and reasonable rates, commend it to
the attention of visitors. Beyond it at Ferry
Beach, is the large, admirably located and fine-
ly furnished Bay View House. Altogether
away from the noise and bustle of the railway
station and the restaurants, commanding an
unsurpassed view of the ocean, its many at-
tractions make it a famons resort.

The majority of visitors at the beach this
year are Canadiaas, there being but little snin-
mer travel in the states. Beveral habifues are
registered at the Old Orchard House, however.
Among them are Hon, Lyman Tremain and
fawmily of New York, Judge Ira Eastman of
New Hampshire, Prof. Church of West Point,
Mr. Charles Sheldon and family of Rutland.
Vt., Rev. E. H. Chapin, Rev. J. M. C. Blaney
of Albany, N. Y., W. W. Hill of Boston, Geo.
T. Stoddard and family of Boston. Among
the Canadians are Sher:ff Thompson and fam-
ily of Ontarie, 8. D, Woodraff and famiiy of
5¢. Catherineg, ana Heary Thomes and family
of Montreal.

The great event of the scason,and one looked
forward to with much interest, is the national
camp meeting which meets Angust 12th. Very
extensive arrangements are being made, and a
larger number of people are expected to gather
ou the grounds during the ten days’ session
than were ever before assembled in Maine,
The grounds have been much beautified and
improved since last year, and the spot is now
one of the preitiest in the whole country,
Twenty-five cottages have been put up this
summer, and there are now about fifty build-
ings on the grounds. These baildings are all
supplied with water from the great tank on
the brow of the hill. New streets have boen
laid out and graded and convenient walks made
to the station and beach.

The camp gronnd is now juite a village. It
has its grocery and furnishing stores, and
Reed’s " large and excellent boarding-honse
farnishes facilities for those who do not care to
do theirown kitchen work. There are now
abont forty famiiies living on the ground, the
majority of them having been there some
weeks. Several new cottages are going up and
will be ready for occupancy by the 12th.

The great tabernacle, capable of hLolding
G000 people, has arrived and will be pitched
next week. Thursday Rev. Dr. M’Donald, ed-
itor of the “Guide to Holiness,”” and Rev. Mr,
Xuskipp of Phiiadelphia, visited the place in
behalf of the National Association, to make
the final arrangements. Some of the most em-
inent divines of the denomination are to be
present, and large and enthusiastic meetings
are anticipated. The speaking platform has
been greatly improved and a bell of good size
and tone placed in its turret.

ANoTHER OUTRAGE IN TExas.—The Dai ly

Sioece its organization the
bureau has cost, irrespective of the sums ex-
pended by the Commissioners of Customs and
the Bureau of Internal Revenue, $1,000,000
The special duty assigned to the corps is the
detection and prosccution of persous engaged
in counterfeiting Treasury notes, bonds, na-
tional bank uotes and other securities of the
United States. The Solicitor, it is understood,
speaks in severe terms of the wanuer in which
the corps has been used forother purposes than
its legitimate calling, and favors some systems

This journal has been _nm\-ucam and sup=
porter of local and National Boards from the
day of its first issue. though we have freely
eriticised blunders and mistakes in their n'an-
agement, and shall cootinne to do so. We
recognize the fact that amoug the companies

outside the National and local boards, are some
which are as conservative, as prudent, as re-
liable, as prompt and as safe in their dealings
with the pablic. as any of those inside of these
orgauizations. We might name several which
possess equal experienceand talent with any of
their loyal neighbors® and some ualso with large
and well invested assets which bave been as
carefolly and prodently mavaged as avy of
those in the boards. In any test which may
be applied, exceptiog the sing'e one of uphold-
ing board rates, they are the peers of the best
and cannot be sneered down, lied down or de-
famed to death. It is an unworthy spirit
which animates such defamation.

We would in no manner be understood as
claiming these merits for all non-board compa-
nies, even as we would not claim all the virtves.
stubility and soundness par excellence or all
board companies. In fact there are some board
compaunies which offer weak points for at-
tuck, quite as devoid of superior merit as their
non-board rivals. We hold up to publie gaze
the bad and indilferent, \vhetgur of the board
or non-board species with equal satisfaction,
and shall not spare the rod in punishing both
alike if they are gnilty of peccadillos in their
business transaetions. ~ 1t is not our province to
defend any company beeause it is in the board,
any more than to assail another company which
is out of the board, We do lhola it, however,
to be exceedingly impudent nnd malicions to
denonnce all nun-huard companies in the sama
breath, beecause it lappens that some steal
away risks below the tariff rates. Two wrongs
never made a right yet, and foul and noisy
agents who talk abiout their neighbors will do
to remember it.—Western Insurance Review.

Srreer PaviNg.—Considerable interest has
been taken by our citizens of late in regard to
street paving. The fine condition of Free
street, which has been macadamized, and of
the parts of streets that have been paved with
wood, cobble-stones, and granite blocks, has
brought out an inquiry in regard to the rclative
costs of eael, The work on Free street cost
about $2.75 per square yard, while cobble-
stones cost but $L75. Granite blocks cost
$2.85, and wooden blocks $2.10. By the cost ig
meant the excavation, sand, labor, &e. In
Boston it costs $4.00 ptr yard to macadawize o
street, and in like proportion for paving.

The wooden pavement that has been laid is
giving good satisfaction, and it will probably
become the pavement in a few years on all the
streets except those where there isa good deal
of heavy teaming, where granite blocks or
cobble-stones are no doubt better.

A Moper EsrApLisEMENT.—The new pork
factory of Thompson & ¥uller, which was
opened this week, is a model establishment of
its kind. The buildings are well adapted to
the purposes for which they are used, and the
new and improved machivery is really a curi-
osity. Five hundred and fifiy hogs can be dis-
posed of and converted into exeellent pork
in a day. The work, except the throat-
cutting, is all done by machinery, and the hog,
from the time he enters the slanghter house to
the time he enters'the packing barrel, has an
excellent chance to test the results of yankee
ingenuity., A detailed account of the operation
would searcely be very entertaining.
