THE FARM AND HOUSEHOLD.

Cheese Factories.

We presume that we share a common so-
ficitude with a large body of the friends of
agriculture, that this new and promising
branch of husbandry should be judiciousiy en-
tered upon. Farmers asa class are some-
what inclined to Jaunch out into agricultural
schemes, nolwithstanding their proverbial
slowness and steadfastness, and whenever
the venture results in failure or only proves
moderately successful, they too often lapse
Into indifference or absolute opposition to ail
improvements, Simply toavoid the discour-
aging and demoralizing effect producxl by
such injudicious and wunsuccessful invest
ments, there should be a congerted delermin-
ation and effort to make this new indus,ey 5
complete success,

One of the first dangers to be appreliended
s that the sanguine and zealous projectors
and promoters of these enterprises having
overcome the doubt and distrust of their as-
sociales, and enlisted them in the wvndertal-
Ing, will tlrerein rest content and siuhside in-
to the belief that the matter so well begun
wlil take carc of itselfl. Wherever aay such
lack of watchfulness prevails, some of the in-

le results will be an uufortanate remiss-
in the seleetion of a building com miftee,
choosing sometimes ignorant, unskiiful, in-
competent men who endanger the result from
the outset—bad judgment in focating the
building either too far from the ceuntre of
travel or from the place of the arrival and de-
partare of freight—-or,it may be,on an unsuit-
able lot, either from its own intriusic defects
or its bad neighborhood. As for the build-
ing itself it may be remembered that it is de-
signed wholly for a ‘summer-house,” and
there need b2 no expenditure of lahor or mon-
€y to guard against the snows and blasts of
wiater, or, in fact, but little regard t) the or-
dinary considerations involved in the eon-
siruction of dwelling-houses, A plain struc-
ture with simple balloor frame, covered by
uaplaned but wititewashed boards and bat-
tens, with inner lining of the same kind af-
fording an airspace belween the double
walls, with a floor of stone or bLrick or ce-
ment, proof against receiving and retaining
all slop and waste. Such a building with
some additional features of the Swiss or rustie
style of architecture and surrounded by a shady
kawn, is much 1o be preferred to a pretentious
shingle palace stuck down in the heat and
dust of a busy thoroughfare, and in fact, it
amply meets all requirements. So far as out-
ward adornment is coucerned, strict econom y
should be the rule, but in all the iiternal ar-
rangements, and in procuring modern and
improved equipments the single inquiry
should be, how muck can be judiciously ex-
pended? A good deal, of course, depends up-
on obtaining the right person for superin-
tendent or overseer, although we imagine
that a good dairy man or woman from the
immediate locality, who has become familiar
with the routine of the factory from a shory
apprenticeship, will do well enough for the
limited business of the first season, and with
that added experience will be entirely com-
petent for all subsequent management. It
hardly seems meeessary to add that within
the walls, there shouid be the niost serupu-
lous neatness and thorough ventilation, and
all unnecessary heat and dust should be ex-
cluded, while without, there should be com-
plete drainage and continual removal of all
accumulations. A disregard of the foregoing
considerations will necessarily produce an un-
favorable effect upon the final result, and yet
they are all of minor importance when com-
pared with the weighty responsibilitles which
rest upon the patrons of a cheese fuctory, A
neglect of duty on the part of the milk-pro-
ducers will result in inevitable failure,

To obtain good milk (and eonsequently
good cheese) it is essential that it should be
taken from healthy cows kept in good condi-
 ion, and free from exposure and abuse, éspec-
fally in relation to their food and drink and
lodging. Hurried drivingto and from pasture,
insufficient shelter from the sun and storm
and nigh', a scanty supply of water, or fur-
nishing that unfit for use, compulsory brows-
ing on weeds and bitter herbage from lack of
natural food, all are procuring causes of milk
with a bad odor, and milk with a bad taste,
and, in the dairy, of cheese that cannot be
eaten or sold. During the past year, more
than one factory manager was unable to ac-
count for the production of bitter cheese
which some one of his milkmen might have
easily explained had he been sufficiently hon-
est. To obtain good milk also, it is absolute-
Iy necessary that so far as relates to the
condition of the cow, the place of milk-
ing, the person of the milker, and the
| vessels wused during the procsss of
milking the strictest cleanliness should
be practiced. Without constant conformity
to this indispensable requisite no cheese ean
be manufactured that is worthy of the name.
Previous errors and failures have been con
fined to the narrow limits of private dairies
and not necessarily mischievous, but under
the associated or factory system the single
fault of a single man may occasion irrepara-
ble damage to the market value of the entire
product of a factory,

In conclusion it may be safely sald that
those individuals and associations who aim
at the highest excellence in this department
will not only escape the errors and mistakes
which we have referred to but, will secure a
positive reward in always finding a ready’
market for their productions,

Pomological Hints from Michigan.

The regular meeting of the State Pomo-
logical Society was held at Adrian last
month. Reports from the different counties
show that there is a prospect of a good fruit
crop, although many peach trees have been
killed. It was estimated that 500,000 bas-
kets of peaches would be raised in the dis-
trict known as the *‘peach Dbelt.” In one
town 580 acres are devoted to this finit. In
a discussion on orcharding it was said that
the R. I. Greening, Baldwin and Wagner are
the best varieties. Good trees should be ob-
tained ; they should be set carefully,no deeper
than in the nursery; the roots should be
straightened and rich mold packed arouud
them. They should he slaked for a fow
years to be kept upright. The shape of the
top depends upon the trimmiug; secure at
least three principal limbs as there is less
.danger of splitting.  Orchards should be
tilled and manured. Hoed crops afford ben-
efit by their cultivation. T'ressing should
be placed around the trees in the fall as
a protection for winter. At the Agri-
caultural Col ege cultivation was not
confined to the space just about the trees
but covered the entire grouud. After Au-
gust, cultivation ceased iu order that the
wood might mature, and the weeds grow ior
a winter protection t2 the trees. Pasturing
sheep in the orchard was not recommended,
on account of the injury they did to the bark
of the trees. Fogs are not usually injurious.
Trees should not be set out in grass ground
as tha roots of the grass extend several feet
into the ground. A communication from
an orchardistjwas received, which recommend-
ed the wrapping in paper of each apple sent
to market -specimens thus preserved were
exhibited. Fruit maiketed in this way,
brought more per barrel, and the practice
was highly commended in a letler from the
merchants who bouglt the fruit,

Reference was made to the succossful in-
troduetion of tree-planting alonz the line of
railroads. The object was to afford shade

and to stimulate others to do likewise, and
thousands of trees had heen planted in

consequence of their example. One rall-
road company lias set out larch and chestout
(rees, 50 feet apurt, for 250 miles along theig
line. When the trees were transplanted be
fore they were two years old, they rarely
died,  After the presentation and diseussion
of a paper on the honey locnst as a hedge
plant, the general opinion was expressed
that it was adapted for that purpose to all
soils,

Two papers from ludies were received with
applause; one on fruit culture iu California,
and the other a poem on strawberries,

Specimens of fruit of all descripuom._ 3
dried and canned were on exhibition, Among
them were six varieties of st wherries and
four seedlings; nauu'es m!l b_'d given to the late
ter at the next meeting “Jt the soclely, Thers
were 1\\';:“!}'«;:1!! ".dt‘iuliﬂs of chen'ies m
one seedling, &' 4 ywelve varieties of apples
and one ot pears, besides sevaral specimens
of 80 1 fruits, The exhibition altogether
“was one most ereditable to the State and to
the Soclely.

LIGHT DRAIIMAS,

There is, perbaps, no variety of fowls mors
generally bred in the United States than
light Brahas, and they are becoming great
levorites,  Two shades of color characterize
this variety ; American birds are almost ex-
actly the color of aew milk when drawn from
the cow, not the bluish color of milk when
skimmed ofl the cream. The cout of
this Is sought for by Euglish fauclers, :ﬂﬁl
pearly or binish white most preferred, it be-
ing less apt to run into the deep straw coloe
it the cocks. so frequently seen in this coun-
try. It may also be observed, as a farther
mark of distinetion, that American birds are
much: longer in the leg and baek, and, there
fore, jess compaet in shape than the English
but to counterbalance this the former are
bred to much larger size. Otber poin:s of dif-
ference wight also be enumerated, such as
long head and legs in the American, while
the Euglish prefer short head and legs. Re-
cent importations of American birds to some
ot the most celebrated breeding yards in lnﬁ
land, will, no doubt, soon cause a change
form, as no doubt a valuable bird lies between
the two. A fine, long-bodied, American hen
of ten or twelve ponuds weight mat=d with a
broad-bazked, short-bodied, and very short
legzed Eoglish coskerel of a good pearly color,
would, no doubt, prodace excellent birds,
mtch improved in shape to those now to be
found with our best fanciers.

In breeding light Biahmas, one of the chief
d‘tllicl.l_llirx to be overcome is to oblain a suffi-
ciznt amoutt ol black wiarking in the hackle,
and yet not too mueh in places where not re-
quired.  Among nearly all poultry there is a
natural teudency to breed lighter and lighter,

e o

" which shoull be counteracted in the

Bralima by choosing cocks with de -
striped hackles and saddles, and mating them
with dark-vecked hens; but the resalt of this
will be pullets with backs and other
spotted or splashed, and cockerels with
spots on the fluff, in the wing, and other une

desivable places. Buat, says Mr. Wright ia
his Book of Poultry, *‘to breed lets, put
a cock with narrow but tolerably distinet

stripes in his hackle, saddle quite clear, and

The eol-
or of the gray under-fluff should als: be care-
fully examined. It will be found that this
varies, in seme birds or a very dark gray,.
and in others of a light pearlir gray. In many
cases the dark gray under-color goes with the
darker surface marking, but this rule is not
by any means universal; and if two birds ba
on the surface, apparently both too dark to be
rjun%-.-d [wllih success, for fear of

dark splashes or specks, yet su ng one-——
say thfa cock---be &e a dark undamoppmlo‘r, while
the other is light, the experiment may often
be made with success.

Having in a previous article desribed the

The head should be white, with a distinct
black stripe down the eentre of each feather.

The tail is also black, except the two
feathers, which ought, if possible, to be
with white on the top edges, but this is not
to be too rigidly insisted on, The shanks,
like the coek’s, should be a bright
color, and the feathers white, very
mixed with gray or black. Except the neck,
tail, and the little blick or y on the
the general appearance ol both sexes s
be a clear white all over, a.n,{ tendency to
yellow being a great defect. The lat er colog
exists naturally in some strains, and Is
tinet from the sunburn which hot weather
will produce even in good white birds.

Some breeders cross the light Brabhma witls
the white Cochin, & cross much to be
cated, the evils of which appear more and
mote in the aftergenerations, say two or
three, than at first. . Reversion to the Cochim
breed may be seen in the single combs, dark
or sandy patclies of color, light hackle, and
deficient breast; but the best test of the cross
is, perhaps, in the ground color, which s
white instead of gray; this latter, with single
combs, is most conclusive evidence of a
Cochin ¢ross, Light Brahmas, to be seen to
porfection, require a good grass run, on
which they wili keep clean, and always look
neat and tidy. They are great fo 3, and
will follow the plow for several fi from
their roosting abode, and in such case requira
little food otlier than they pick up for theme
selves,—Cunada Farmer.

Caucus Reform.

Massachusetts Republicans and journals
are now considering the caucus system with
a view to some measures of reform which
will make the so ecalled primary meetings, a
better exponent of the wishes of the majority
in the selection of candidates. We do not
learn that Gen, Butler or any of his lieuten-
anis are taking amy share in this commenda-
ble work.

The Republican city committee of Salem
after considering the subject have agreed up-
on a plan which seems so satisfactory to them
that they propose to give it a trial. The plan
proposes that meetings for the choice of can-
didates, delegates and committees, shall be
called by the city committee and shall be eon-
ducted as elections of state and munieipal of-
ficers are by law. A warden, clerk and two
indpectors appointed by the ward committee
preside at the ballot box, the check list is to
bensed, and none but Republicans allowed
tovote. All nominations and selections of
delegates and committees are to be made by
ballot, and the persons receiving the largest
number of votes shall be declared elected,

We must confess that there is nothing ot a
startling character in the proposed plan of
Dr. Loring. The changes proposed are so
moderate that it is hardly worthy of being
called eaucus reform. Of course the warden,
clerk and inspectors will be appointed by the
city committee, which in many instances
would result in placing the control of the pri-
maries in the hands of certain managers, the
result of which may be easily learned by re-
calling the action of the Republican commit-
tee of Boston under the leadership of Gen,
Butler’s Mr. Simmons last year.

The Worcester Spy is led by the an-
nouncement of the Salem plau, to discuss the
caucus question at length, It points out the
fact that it generally happens that but few
men are interested in the matter of making
nominations, and these are always present
and control the primary meetings in their
own interest. The prominence of the “pro-
fessional” in making combinations, _devoting
months of lime and employing an amount of
cheek and persistence which the better class
of men have too much self-respect to employ,
has largely brought the caucus system into
bad repute. The Spy thinks that the real
trouble with our caucus system is that it is
voluntary and not recognized by law. In con-
sequence of this, it has fallen into the hands
of cliques, etc., and the bulk of voters will
have nothing to do with it. Consequent-
ly the Spy proposes the novel remedy of hay-
ing the primary elections provided by law and
conducted by public officers, *Let it be pro-
vided,” says the Spy, ‘“thata certain time,
say a month, before each election, polls shall
be opened in each town and ward, that pub-
lic officers shall preside, having a separate
ballot-box and separate check-list for each
party, that the polls shall be opened a fixed
number of hours, two for instance, each day
for a certain number of days—three days
would perhaps be enough, though a week
would he better—and the state of the poll at
the end of each day should be announced be-
fore the time of voting on the following day.”

The editor of the Spy, a gentleman of
large experience and information in political
affairs, thinks that the adoption of this plan
would “give every man his just share of in-
fluence in nominating the candidates of his
party, with so many opportanities of voting
that no man’s engagements of business need
keep him away from the polls.”” At any rate
the question is one which, in view of the re-
suits of the present system, is worthy of the
fullest discussion, and any measure which
will succeed in securing the co-operalion of
the best classes in making nominations, and
in breaking up the dangerous tendencies of
the old caucus system, will be hailed with
satisfaction by all goad men,

In the meantime, and until a better system
is devised and put into operation, the only
wise and safe course is for all good men to go
to caucus and take a part in its action. They
should regard this as a duty they owe to the
public. The caucus, too, should be some-
thing mora than a basty meeting to name
delegates or candidates. It should be a meet-
ing of the individuals of a party to discuss
the qualifications of the respective candi-
dates, and to question their supporters as
to their future action on any important
matter.  Iudeed, the primary meeting
should be considered more important

than the legal election which follows; and
when the great mass of intelligent voters
come to this conclusion and act accordingly,
by the use of a party check list, the abuses
which grow out of the caucus system will he
at ah end.

SENATOR Mortox in his long proclaimed
speech to the Indiana Republicans, which
was delivered Friday night, evidently had in
yicw the sentiment of the people of that sec-
tion, He tells them that the currency act of
Congress is a decided inflation measupre—a
statement which will be news to a large num-
ber of gentlemen who took part in making
it a law and to those who have an oppor-
tunity to study its effects. Mr. Morton, hoy-
ever, is in a less demoralized condition than
the Democracy of that state, since he rejects
with vigorous denunciation the Pendletonian
theory of paying the national debt. He also
omits to mention and applaud Mr, Windom's
transportation scheme, and generally handles
the railroad guestion in a manner to please
the Grangers and not offend the ecmpanies,

The Meost Planusible Explanation of Them
Yet Fresented,

To an Eagle reporter, a relative of Mr. Beech-
er, whose name we withhold, nted the
case in the following light, to-day: Judging
from my personal knowledge of certain persons
involved, and from a careful study of the cross-
examination of Mr, Tilton, I think a correct
understanding of Mr. Beecher’s apolegetic let~
ter may be arrived at,

Let it be remembered that Mrs, Tilton made
a confident of Mrs. Beecher, relating'all her
sorrows and her husband’s infidelity to his max-
riage vows and treatment of her; that from the
representations of his wife, and what he learned
from Mrs. Tilton, Mr. Beecber did advise a
separation unless she thonght she could reform
him; that Mrs. Beecher, who is a very decided
character, took the matter in hand. Through
her instrumentality, and from infermation
coming from her concerning Mr. Tilton, and
the opinions of Mr. Beecher about the matter,
Mr. Tilton was displaced from the Independent
and Brooklyn DsilyLUnion. Mr. Tilton was
highly indignant at his wife, who was called
home from the country. His rage and abuse
caused her sickness and miscarriage. She
wrote from her sick bed a note to Mr. Beecher
by Mr. Moulton, seeking to reconcile matters,
This note appears to have been lost.

Overcome with grief and sorrow at the family
rupture and disaster, Mr Beecher spoke burn-
ing words of sorrow and contrition to Mr.
Moulton. It was then dusk, and Mr. Meulton
took down some of them to give to Mr. Tilton.
In perfect trust and good faith, Mr. Beecher
signed his name, without reading what had
been taken down, some distance away from the
close of the notes taken by Moulton, who took
iffm t? l!ir.

““My Dear Friend Moulton: I ask, thmnpg ;%,ﬁ,
Theodore Tilton’s forgiveness, and I Eumbla
myself belore him as I do before God.

Yet let it be remembered that Mrs,
Tilton was sick unto death, and that his heart
bled for her and her threatened family, and
that Mr. Beccher had set himself to bind up
and heal the wonnds of the broken family,
And now we can understand another mmnr{-
able letter to Moulton, designed to reconcile
and heal the discord which threatened the ruin
of a dearly loved family: “Many friends has

od raised up to me, bat to no one of them has
he ever given the opportunity and wisdom to
serve me as you have. You have also proved
Theodore’s friend and Elizabeth’s, Does God
look down from Heaven on three unha pier
creatures that more need a friend than these?

He
wanted the Portland Sabbath school especially
reported. Itis the best onebe ever knew of.
Every particular of a society’s condition and
need should appear in its report. A resolution
to this effect was moved by him and adopted.
1t was-seconded in some very warm remarks
by Hon. Benj. Kingsbury, Jr. Mr, K. hoped
that the women would hereaft:r be made dele-
gates as well the men. He thought that this
would ensure a larger and more interested at-
tendance. .

The chairman nrged the importance of each
wan’s waking up himself. He said we ought

The Rev, Dr. Hibbard’s discourse was founded
upon Luke xxii, 19-20.
“‘And He took bread and gave thauks and
brake and gave unto them saying,thisis My body
which is given for you; this do in remembrance
of Me. Likewise the cup after supper saying
this is theeup of the New Testament in my
blood which is shed for you.”” These words es-
tablish that holiest sacrament which is the gate
of heaven. There are two gates to eternal life,
Baptism and the Holy Supper. The former
admits to those things which prepare for heaven;
the latter to heaven itself.
Baptism took place at the Jordan; the Holy
Supper at Jerusalem, The Jordan is the low-
est known fresh water level on the face of the
earth. This represents the low, debased con-
dition of the patural mind. A min must go
up a steep, rugged, toilsome way to Jerusalem
by his regeneration. He has by baptism started
for Mount Zion; bas begun to practice the
traths of religion. False notions and wrong
habits are bard to put away aud ovarcome.
But not all the way is of this severe deseri
tion. He is refreshed by some of the truths he
acquires as the shadow of a great rock in that
desolate land from .Jordan to Jernsalem re-
iresbes the natural traveller. The narrow
valieys become clothed with grain and olive
fields appear as oue approaches the Loly city.
So the regenerating man finds abundant, de-
Lightful spiritual enfoyment as be ascends by
duligent walking nccording to the trath, The
water springs and fig and olive yards appear to
his view, and the hills are covered with flocks,
He has now come from Baptism to the Holy
Supper.

We can readily see why the Jews were
allowed to eat the Passover only at Jerusalem.
It was to signify that itis only after struggle
and t2il and amidsy all things epiritually ver-
dant and beautiful that the sacred symbols of
the conjunction with the Lord should or can
truly be received.

The Holy Supper is the sign of the undyicg

love of the Lord towards angels and them. 1t
is essentially & memorial rite. It is to secure
the remembrance of the Lord and His love and
gooduess as manifested all the way from Galli-
lee I:Jaud the Jordea to the Holy City and Gol-
gutha,
He bad said to His disciples that He was to
leave them and to comfort them in their sorrow
at His departure He established this holy cere-
mouijal, enjoining them to observe i1t to keep
alive the memory of His promises and deeds in
their midst, Pater would recall by it how he
was saved when sinking in the sea. The
loathsome leper, how he was cleansed. The
one bora blind, how he wa3 restored to sight.
Another how from being bowed together with
a life-long disease be now could stand upright.
Auother nowbytouching the hem of Hisgarment
she had been bealed. Thus to each and every
one would eome some grateful memory as they
partovk tozether of that sacred feass,

Our older citizens will remember Mr. Dyer as
a prominent politician of thirty years ago, at
which time he had a great influence in his own
vicinity. One peculiarity of his political life
was that he always refused to be a candidate
forany office. He leaves a widow, two sons
and two danghters. The oldest son is now a
prominent and wealthy lumber and oil mer-
chant at Faqundus, Pa., the youngest is still at
school. The oldest danghier is the wife of
Dr. J. E. L. Kimball of Baco, and the other
the wife of C. B. Lord, Esq., of Alfred.

The funeral service will take place at Mr,

Dyer’s late residence, 407 Congress street, at
ten o’clock this morning. The remains will
be taken to Baldwin for interment in the fam-
ily burial lot, where there will be a brief ser-
vice at 2.40 p.m,

Mrs, Tilten’s Testimony.

1.—In his speech lust
pight Senator Morton commenced by a refer-
ence to the diserepaney in the Democratic plat-
fuorms of various States, referring to Maine,
where the party declared for free trade and for
raising the revenue by direct taxation, while
in Pennsylvania it favors a pretective tariff,
and in Indiana it affirms its belief in a revenue
tariff o fiamed as to afford protection to
American iodustry, He also made reference
to the position of the Democratic party on the
temperance question, claiming its tendency was
against temoperonce reform. Of the Republi-
can party he said nearly all that is known of
corru ’Smon in that party has been showu by its
own dilligent self-examination and prompt ex-
posure of every official delinquent whe has been
discovered. Xor years to come the contest will
be between the Republican and Democratic
party. Between them there is no room for the
third party, and every one thatis crganized
will be feeble and ephemeral. He considered
the action of the last Coogress as an explicit
declaration against the policy of contractioa,
and said that the national bank system was the
safest the country could have. He denied that
the President agreed with the Southern Demoe-
Tacy, and that he disagreed with the Northern
Republicans on civil rights, and repelled indig-
nantly the suggestion that the President will
prove false to the principles of the Republican
party. In regard to reciprocity he favored a
treaty with Caaada as a foreigu conntry as
long as it remained soch., He opposed free
lsru?e, favored a direct vote of the people for
President, and the regulation of traftic by rail-
roads, as well as other routes, by the General
Government. He believed it clearly within the
powerof Congress, and to be practicable to
establish Boards of Railroad Commissioners, to
be vested with certain powers, to be governed
by _-Emeral regulations, within which they shall
have power to supervise and regulate the rate
for freight and passengers under inter-State
railvoads, so as to preveat unjust discrimina-
tions between different localities or classes of
persons. Upon the question of the limit of

wer of States to control railroads, he said:

tach SBtate may regulate and control the com-
merce which is purely internal to itself, and all
the railroads transporting such commerce with-
out interference by Congress and doubtless, in
the absence of Congressional legislation, make
regulations for all commerge that passes across
or over any part of its territory, provided such
regulations do not impose burdens upon inter-
State commerce and make no unjust diserimi-
nation; but all snch regulations as effect inter-
State commerce, however meritorious in their
character or intentions, must yield to the legis~
lstiowe-of Congress. He believed that the
problem of cheap transportation was one to be
golved by the Republican party.

The
excitement continued and dealers hastened to
Sturgis’s counting house with receipts of per-
chases to get their checks before three o'clock.
When three o’clock struck the crowd burst the
doorg, a few claiming the time piece had been
tampered with, bat finally the crowd dispersed.

Sharp Battle in Wyoming.

WasHINGTON, Aug. 1.—The War Depart-
ment received u report of the expedition under
Capt. Bates, which left Camp Brown, Wyoming
Territory, July 1st for the purpose of pun-
ishing the lodians who were eommitting
depredations. He reached the Indian jvillage
at Owl Creek Mountains, which consisted of
112 lodges in a deep ravine. The Indians
opened fire on the troops, but without damage,
and the troops drove them through a gully
where they were crowded so closely together
near the lower end that the troops had a splen-
did chance at them, and counted after the fight
17 dead bodies almost in one heap. In about
twenty minates or half an hour at the further-
est there was not an Indian in the village, ex-
cepting the dead and the children who
were left in the lodges. The Indians who
had escaped had rveached the rocks above,
where they opened a very telling fire on the
troops, killing two men and wounding three,
The result of the fight was 23 Indiavs killed,
and with the usual proportion of four wounded
to vne killed, there being 100 wounded. Com-
plaint is made of the bad behavior and cow-
ardice of the Shoshones who were with the
party of allies,
