They are among the most
prominent and influential business men in
Washington connty. They have always
been Democrats, standing high in the coun-
cils of the party im this county. Mr. Horace
Leighton has been twice the Democratic can-
didate for sheriff of Washington county, in
1584 and again in 1886.

As would be expected, the announcement
of their deeision created no little consterna-
tlon among the Demoerats hereabouts, and a
delegation of prominent party leaders went
over to Columbia Falls to interview the
Leightons. They were very courtecusly re-
ceived by Mr. Horace Leighton, and at once
began to put in the missionary work. But
he stopped them with the declaration: *“Yes,
gentlemen, I shall vote for Harrison and
Morton and protection. I cannot stand this
free trade programme of the Democratic par-
ty any longer. It will ruin the business of
this place and of a good many other places
throughout Maine. 1t is'no use for you to
remonstrate. I am going to vote for the pol-
iey that means prosperity ; and what is more,
1 am going to use all my influence to get oth-
ers to vote the same way."”

CENERAL WASHINCTON NEWS.

Chief Justice Fulier at Liberty to
Qualify When He Chooses.

WasmINGTON, July 20.—When asked the
other day as to his plans in regard to qualify-
ing for his duties, the new Chief Justice,Mr.
Fuller, said be had not yet made up his mind.
There appears to be no rule or precedent for
a Chief Justice to follow in this case. Chief
Justice Taney was confirmed in March, 1836,
while the court was in recess. About two
weeks after receiving his eommission, he
went to Baltimore and took the oath before
Judge Glenn, of the United States District
Court. He appeared before the Supreme
Court at the ensuing term, which began on
the 1st of August, and took his seat. Chief
Justice Chase was confirmed in December,
1864, and while the court was in session he
took the oath in open court. Chief Justiee
Waite was confirmed ia Jnnuﬁ, 1874, and
before his commission was issued the court
took its February recess. He appeared be-
fore the court at the ensuing March term,and

fied before the open court. Here Chief
ustice Fuller can consult his own conveni-
ence. There is no particular rule or
dent. He can quallry now or defer it, m
he pleases, Meantime, his salar on, &8
it began at the date of his commission.

In Behalf of Washington Territory.

The House spent Saturday in considera-
tion of the bill providing for the erection of
post office buildings and the general deficien-
ey bill.

Mr. Voorhees of Washington Territory, in
behalf of 200,000 disfranchised citizens of
the Republic, advocated the admission of
Washington Territory into the Union.

Mr. Symes of Colorado heartily agreed
with the gentleman from Washington Terri-
torf in urgirf the admission of that territo-
ry into the Union. A territorial government
was unfit for a free people after they had
reached that state of progress whieh entitled
them to admission in e Union. A terri-
torial government was a territorial vassalage.

The ublican members of the commi

on territories had always favored the admis-
sion of South Dakota, Washington and Mon-
tana, but the commitiee had reported an om-
nibus bill, which could not be taken up this
session, and which included in its provisions
New Mexico, which had not asked for ad-
mission.
If the gentleman from Washington Terri-
torv could influence eight or ten Democrats,
he could get a bill through tomorrow for the
admission of thatterritory.

Money for Kennebec Arsenal.
Senator Allison reported, and the Senate
passed, the House joint resolution continu-
ing the temporary provision for the expenses
of the government.

then taken up, and the following amend-
ments, among others, agreed to: Insertin

A Portrait with a History.

The interesting history of a celebrated oil
portrait of Abraham Lincoln, now hanging
in the room of the naval committee, was ves-
terday recalled by the introduetion by Sena-
tor Voorhees of a bill to purchase the picture
for a sum not to exceed $15,000. The artist,
G. W. T. Travis, of Frankfort-on-the-Main,
was the son of a portrait painter of loeal re-
nown in Germany, who had been a soldier
under Blucher in the Waterloo campaign,
Young Travis receiyed a military education,
and also inherited his father's gemius for
portrait painting. 1In the fall of 1864 he
landed in New York city, and offered his
services to the government, He was enrolled
and sent to Governor's Island, but upon a
medical examination he was rejected on ac-
countof pulmonary affection. Greatly dis-
appointed, he came to Washington, and here
conceived the idea of painting the portrait of

President Lincoln. Those to whom he spoke
on the subject, however, considered him a
sort of a mild erank, and gave him no en-
nouragement. One day he saw Mr, Lincoin
on the street, and, approaching, introduced
himself. He made a strong appeal to the Pres-
ident In support of his request for a sitting.
He told him that he bad tried to fight for the
preservation of the nation, but had been de-
nied that privilege. He wanted to make a
mark of some sort in the period of the great
erisis, and beliey: 1 he could paint a picture
of Mr. Lincoln wiich would forever identi-
fy the artist with the issue of the day. Mr,
Lineolu;was much touched by the man's ear-
nestness, and made an appointment for n
sitting. He sat for an hour, and told the ar-
tist a number of his characteristic droll sto-
ries. Several other sittings were given, and
the picture was finally finished in the artist’s
studio at Frankfort-on-the-Main two months
alter the assassination of Mr. Lincoln.
United States Consul Webster saw the pic-
ture, was astonished at the accuracy of the
likeness, and purchased it. The painting re-
mained {n the consulate until the spring of
1876, when Mr. Webster sent it with other
paintings to the Centennial Exposition,
where It attracted much attention. There
Mrs. Lincoln saw it for the first time, and
coming upon it suddenly, fainted and fell to
the floor. Upon the death of Mr. Webster,
the picture came_into the possession of its
present owner, - Mr. Charles W. Hayes of
this city. ¢

THE SALMON WHEEL.

A Lazy Man’s Device that is Exter-
minating the Salmon.

[Livermore Herald.)

The man who invented the Columbia river
salmon wheel was a genius. The laziest fish-
man who ever baited a hook could ask no
easier way of landing fish. And only the
fact that it can only be used at certain points
on the stream prevents this machine from
exterminating the salmon in one season.
Imagine a common undershot wheel, with
the buckets turned the wrong way about.

This is set in a high, narrow flume near the
bank of the river, where the current is very
swift. From the down-stream end of this
flume, extending outward at an angle of
forty five are two upright fences,
formed by pickets driven closely together
into the bottom of the river and wired to
keep them from washing away. Just above
the wheel, which is some ten feet in diameter,
at the upstream end, s a platform, from
which a box flume runs to the shore. Thisis
the machine. Now let us see how it works.
When the salmon are running, as everybody
knows, they come up the Columbia river by
{nllllom. he strtlwu Is vumluisp. rmdi n
percentage always sue n getting
tmu breeeing grounds in safety. When
salmon are running up a river they are con-
stantly on the lookout for small streams in
which to spawn. Also when the current |s
very swift they are unable to make hemlwaly
in the centre of the stream and consequently
seek the more quiet water near the bank.
0Of these two instinets, the inventor of the
fish wheel took & mean advantage. At the
Cascades, for instance, where the water Is
very swifl.. he sets his wheel. Here come
the fish, hugging the bank by thousands—
reat black ullowl] from two to four teet
Fo . heading resolutely up the
Nothing can turn them backward.
wonderful instinet of nature which Insures
the preservation of species is nowhere better
develo than in a salmon. But in this in-
stance it proves his destruction. Now they
are just below that widespread fence. The
current which is rushing through the flume
and torning the big wheel at a lively pace at-
tracts their attention. The upper fence,
which sets nearly square across the stream,
makes quiet water here, and this flow seems
to come from the bank. ‘This, to the sal-
mon’s mind is evidently the mouth of a shal-
low creek. Here isa slp“rnlug ground to
our liking, and up this little stream we will
go. So they crowd up between the two nar-
rowing fences toward the fatal wheel. The
first fish reaches it, goes in with a rush to
overcome the current, is caught by a bucket,
and up he goes high in the air, while ever
bueket brings up another and another till
there is a procession of ascending fish. At
the top the velocity throws the fish violently
upon the platform, from which he shoots
down the flume to a great tank on the shore.
Here come the fish, crowding each other for-
ward to that busy wheel, None can go un-
der nor to one side. None will go back.
And once a school starts for a wheel the
owner can consider that he has a title deed
to the entire lot. One whee! will run a can-
nery. Day and night, while the run Ilast,
they come flying up the wheel and shooting
down the flume in a continuous stream, For-
tunately there are but few places on the riv-
er where wheels can be worked with this re-
sult. Where the fish can keep in the middle
of the river few can be caught In this way.
But the men who control these poluts are
making fortunes. As it |5, salmon are rapidly
disappearing from the Columbia. Mlnr can-
neries are idle this season and the fisher-
men's price per fish is rising every year.
Surely this engine of destruction is largely
the cause.
