CENERAL NEWS. 

A special from New Westminster, British 
Columbia, to the New York Herald, says 
that the warship Caroline returned from the 
Skeena river Sunday, and reports the rumors 
of an Indian uprising in the interior and the 
murders of wh'te settlers unfounded. The 
superintendent of police, with special con- 
stables, has gone to Ila/.elton. The battery 
is encamped at the mouth of the river await- 
ing further news. No hostilities are ex- 
pected. 

The Rock Nitro-glycerine Company’s fac- 
tory, near Lima,Ohio, was set on lire at noon 
Sunday, and soon after exploded. The 
building was reduced to splinters, and pieces 
of flesh were found some distance away. It 
is supposed that several tramps were killed, 
as a number of them were seen there a few 
minutes before the explosion. 

Frank McKean, of Wales, Mass, a mill 
employer, dropped a heavy spool, covered 
with sharp spikes on the head of David 
Holden. Holden’s life is despaired of, and 
McKean has fled. There had been hard feel- 
ing between them for some time. 

The “Q” fast train, which left Quincy, 
111., at 10.30 a. in. yesterday for Kansas City, 
ran into some freight cars at Round Grove 
station. Some of the passengers were badly 
injured, and the engineer and fireman were 
reported killed. 

The Mormon elders, Franklin Murray and 
Jones Fallon, who were drivcu out of 'Muh- 
lenberg county, Ky., several weeks ago, and 
lied to Rome, Ind., were captured last Friday 
night by the White Caps, a band of regula- 
tors, in the northern portion of the countv.

THE ADJUTANT GENERAL’S REPORT. 

A Review of the Year in State Military 
Circles. 

Some Points on which MaineSoldiers 
are Criticized. 

What Ceneral Beal and Colonel 
Farrington Have to Say. 

[Special to the Press.1 
Augusta. July 30.—Tlie annual re- 

port of the Adjutant General on the volun- 
teer and reserve militia of Maine for the 
year 1887, is nearly ready for distribution, 
and we present the following abstract: At 
the close of the year the Adjutant General 
found the volunteer militia of the State to 
consist of sixteen infantry companies, the 
First Maine Battery, of two platoons, ag- 
gregating 73 commissioned officers and 9G4 
enlisted men. Since the last report two 
companies have been disbanded, Richards 
Light Infantry, of Gardiner, and Jameson 
Guards, of Bangor, falling below the stand- 
ard for efficiency and discipline. The va- 

cancy in the First Regiment was not filled; 
that in the Second was filled by the organi- 
zation of a new company in Bangor through 
the efforts of Colonel Brett, to be known as 
the “Hamlin Guards.” This company, the 
General says, is now in good hands, under a 

good and efficient officer, Capt. Chilcott. 
The present companies of the regiments 

are located as follows: First Regiment- 
Companies A, B and K, in Portland: Com- 
pany C in Auburn; Company D in Norway; 
Company F in Augusta; Company G in Bid- 
ilpfAPtl—7 SJnpmul l^Ptrimont—.Pdinnonv 11 

in Oldtown; Company C in Dexter; Compa- 
ny D in Lewiston; Company E in Skowhe- 
gan; Company F in Dover; Company Gin 
Bangor; Company II in Waterville—8. 

The first Regiment lost two commissioned 
officers by resignation, one by promotion, 
and one by death—Capt. John A. Gallagher, 
of Co. E, Portland, who was a faithful and 
good officer. The Second Regiment lost 
eleven commissioned officers by resignation, 
one on account of disbandment of the com- 

pany, and one failed to qualify. The status 
of the Hersey Light Infantry is reported to 
be much below the standard, and it should 
no doubt be disbanded at an early day, and a 
new company be put in its place. There is 
but one answer as to the cause of these poor 
companies, inefficient officers, or rather com- 
pany commanders. It is recommended 
that officers be appointed by the commander 
in chief. The character of a company de- 
pends upon the character of the commander. 
The men are not to blame altogether for 
inefficient companies, for lack of attendance 
and discipline, etc., because the commanding 
officer is the one who should be held re- 
sponsible. He should himself follow and 
exact of others a strict obedience to all laws 
and orders, a punctual attendance to drills 
and a thorough military discipline. 

The Frontier Guards of Eastport are 
referred to in terms of commendation. Two 
guns of the battery are located in Lewiston 
with thirty-live men and two guns at Bruns- 
wick with as many more men. Both platoons 
are armed with breech loading rides and are 
drilled as infantry. The battery has first- 
class officers and men and can be said to ne 
in good condition. 

The Portland Cadets, Yarmouth Rifles, 
Sheridan Guards of Lewiston and Bath 
Light Infantry, embracing 10 commissioned 
officers and 131 enlisted men, constitute the 
Reserved militia. The first three of these 
companies are kept up to a good state of ef- 
ficiency and drill. 

It is recommended that the enrollment be 
made once in four years instead of every 
two years as at present. Better results 
would be obtained. 

The Adjutant General notes the fact that 
there was no muster in 1887, the trip to Phil- 
adelphia being made instead and the men 
uniformed, which in his opinion was bene- 
ficial to the officers and men who participat- 
ed in it. 

Tlie sum of $9000 was appropriated by the 
last legislature for reuniforming the militia. 
This was about half enough. A sum about 
equal to this amount was used from the ap- 
propriation for “military purposes,” requir- 
ing the suspension of the annual encamp- 
ment. The uniforms were accordingly ob- 
tained, being nearly like those of the United 
States Army. One thousand yards 
of blue cloth for trousers; 
50 yards of white facing cloth for trimmings, 
300 blouses and 100 fatigue caps were drawn 
from the United States government and 
more will be needed to complete the uni- 
iorming 01 an tne companies; also too mat- 
tresses and 400 pillows were drawn. 

It Is thought that lighter guns than the 
present Springfield rifles would answer the 
purpose of the military better. The battery 
received some new sabres and tarpaulins. 

Target practice has been prosecuted with 
gratifying results by many of the companies. 
Otlief companies should be required to take 
part in the work as much as any other duty. 
Some give little or any time to this duty. 
Colonel Farrington has been unable to do as 
much work in the way of instruction as dur- 
ing former years on account of having no en- 
campment. 

All the companies except the Frontier 
Guards were inspected in June. The small 
attendance at the inspections indicates a 
condition of affairs requiring imperative and 
rigid action on the part of the commanding 
officers. There should be no excuse for ab- 
sence from inspection except sickness or 
possibly absence from borne. 

Maine’s annual quota from the appropria- 
tion of the general government is $5,527.95, 
available July 1st. 

Fifty-six commissions have been issueddur 
ing the year. Thirty discharges of officers, 
twenty-one general and forty-one general or- 
ders, three hundred and twenty “certificates 
of service” furnished soldiers of the war. 

The work of copying the muster-out rolls 
of the several Maine regiments in the rebel- 
lion has been continued. 

The total strength of the militia is given as 
follows:

The report of the Inspector General, Brig- 

adier General George L. Beal, is interesting 
reading. All the organizations belonging to 
the volunteer militia were inspected except 
the Frontier Guards. Of the whole number 
of officers and enlisted men on the inspec- 
tion lolls about one-half the entire command 
was absent. This percentage of absentees 
should not be tolerated for a moment and at- 
t.arwlanaa slmnlil ha amtmallail I fnnnri a 

large number of names on the rolls of men 
absent from the State or who had business 
so they could not attend regularly apparent- 
ly for the purpose of keeping up a sufficient 
number to hold the organization. I found 
all the organizations with the exception of 
three in vary fair condition. The knowledge 
of having a new uniform, will, I think, im- 
prove the organization materially. Arms 
and equipments throughout the command 
were found in good condition 
with the exception of a few 
rifles in each company. I found a strong de- 
sire by both officers to do all they could to 
improve the condition of their organization. 
A lack of uniformity in drill and instruction 
manner oflgiving commands, cadence of sten 
and manual of arms was noticed. A school 
of instruction for commissioned officers and 
sergeants is recommended. More frequent 
officers’ and non-commissioned officers’ meet- 
ings are recommended for improvement. 

Col. Albert E. Neill inspected the Frontier 
Guards and found them in excellent condi- 
tion. 

Col. E. C. Farrington, Inspector of Iiifle 
Practice, states in his report that the im- 
provement has not been what was desired. 
There being no encampment interfered 
somewhat. We need a State rifle team. We 
ought to be represented at Creedmoor. 
I want a sum of money to be stated in the 
appropriations of the next legislature to be 
expended in rifle practice. The fact that 
Portland, the largest city in the State does 
not provide a rifle range, was referred to. 
It is important that the companies receive 
special instruction.

THE CANADIAN PACIFIC. 

Laying the :Rails on the Dig Sritish 
Thoroughfare. 

Greenville, July 30.—The work on the 
great Canadian Pacific Kailroad through 
Northern Maine here is now approaching its 
final stages. The first engine crossed the 
bridge over the Piscataquis Kailroad here 
last week, and construction trains are moving 

frequently. A large force of men are em- 

ployed, and track laying east Is progressing 
rapidly. The rails are laid past Greenville 
village and on as far as Wilson stream, where 
the bridge will be completed as soon as pos- 
sible. At Wilson Stream work has just be- 
gun ou the great viaduct which is to be 850 
feet long and 100 feet high, and built of iron. 
Work on the tremendous viaduct at Ship 
Pond, which will be 1350 feet long and 120 
feet high, will begin in about two weeks. 

TROUBLE AMONC THE REDSKINS. 

Warfare Threatened by Bands In the 
San Carlos Reservation. 

Washington, July 30.—The War Depart- 
ment has received the following telegram 
from the commanding officer at San Carlos, 
Arizona: 

At the request of the acting Indian Agent yes- 
terday, I seat Capt. Lee, of the 10th Cavalry, with Ills troop and some scouts up the Sail Carlos 
to arrest three Indians reported to be Intrenched 
in the rocks aud resting. Lee, on arrival, found 
they had Ilea. The command followed several 
trails, upon one of which the Indians were found. 
The scouts exchanged shots with a small party said to belong to Caaadais’s hand The scout's 
think they killed one Indian. About 5 or 6 p. in., 
some scouts and herders, drlylug 2iO agency cat- 
tle to the grazing camp, were attacked By a parly 
of Indiaus 15 miles liom here. The scouts anu 
herders lied, and what became of the cattle is 
unknown. Capt. Lee was at the grazing camp last night. 1 am expecting to hear from him 
hourly, and will do all I can to quiet the Indians; 
but there may be serious trouble. The hands are 
those of Cassadals aud Chilchuana. 

CENERAL NEWS. 

crenerai vv. i. snerman has written that 
he cannot attend the reunion of the veterans 
of the Second and Thirty-third Massachu- 
setts Volunteers, at Brockton, Sept. 2. 

The strike in the Freeman wire mill, East 
St. Louis, inaugurated six weeks ago on ac- 
count of a reduction of wages, was declared 
off Sunday, A compromise was effected, but 
the terms are not given. 

It is stated in official circles in Ottawa that 
in consequence of the protest of the Ameri- 
can authorities against the existing regula- 
tions witli respect to tolls on the Welland 
and St. Lawrence canals, the government 
will remove the present discrimination in 
favor of grain bound for Montreal. 

A despatch from New Bedford says Gen. 
Sheridan continues to pass comfortable 
nights, and no important change in his con- 
dition is noted. 

There will be a session of the inter-State 
commerce commission in Chicago today, to 
consider the complaints of the Detroit Board 
of Trade against the Grand Trunk and New 
York Central railroads, charging discrimin- 
ation in favor of Chicago and other Western 
points. 

A tornado, about 2C3 yards in width and 
going to the northwest, barely missed Fair- 
mount, 111., Sunday noon.

The mills are of the largest 
and oldest in the country.

To the Editor of the Press: 

An event of more importance to the busi- 
ness men, and all citizens of Portland than 
any meeting or election, municipal, State or 
National, that has occurred since the city 
voted to "swap notes" with the P. <fc 0. R. 
R., to the amount of a couple of million, or 
thereabouts, Is its meeting called for next 
Thursday to vote yes or no on the ratifica- 
tion of its lease of the P. & O. R. R. Two 
things should be considered. If we ratify 
this lease we deprive ourselves of the only 
line that competes with the Grand Trunk on 
freight from the West, and we get for it a 
mere beggarly trille that will never be no- 
ticed as far as lightening our taxes is con- 
cerned.

Stanley’s Whereabouts. 
The whereabouts and condition of Mi 

Henry M. Stanley are rapidly becoming th 
question of the hour, owing to the multipli 
cation of rumors concerning the the myste 
rious “white Pasha,” who, it is claimed b; 
many, is really Stanley, coupled with the tc 
tal absence of any definite news regardin 
the explorer and his party. It is now quit 
a year since Mr. Stanley has been heard o 

through means of direct communication giv 
ing evidence of genuineness. The mos 
probable of the theories put forth concerr 
ing him, is the one that Stanley has failed t 

meet Emin, and that both are in pressing 1 need of help. It is not likely that either 
Stanley or Emin would engage in a march oi 
conquest against Khalifa Abdullah, the new 
Mahdi, without being adequately supplied 
with men, arms, ammunition, stores, etc., 
and it is of course known that neither is so 

equipped. This is held to dissipate the as- 
sumption that one of them is the “White 
Pasha.” 

Advices from Zanzibar say that the Ital- 
ian envoy, who lowered his flag some time 
time ago on account of a difference with the 
Zanzibar government returned to Zanzibar 
10 days ago but has not yet rehoisted his 
flag. Professor Jamissin, the naturalist, 
writes from Easongo, on the Congo river, 
that he is making preparations to look with 
Major Bartellot, Tippoo Tip and 100 men to 
search for Stanley. 

Foreign Notes. 
An economic crisis has arisen in Sicily 

owing to the fact that a large number of 
Palermo wine growers have failed. These 
growers have not yet been successful in dis- 
posing of their last year’s wine, and are be- 
coming terribly anxious about this year’s 
crops. 

The almost annual epidemic of fever pre- 
vails in Catania, and the inhabitants of the 
Province of Caltanisetta are being terrorized 
by bandits, who swarm upon all sides. Thu 
occurrence of an earthquake at this juncture 
would give a coup do grace to the already 
frightfully high state of demoralization. 

The London Observer in a leading editorial 
waxes facetious over the treatment with 
which the copyright, tariff and fisheries bills 
are received in Washington.

■ over these matters,” the paper says: “The 
American Congress has been able to give the 
British Parliament points as to the reason 
why members of Congress are paid for their 
services.”

Items for Horsemen. 
Under the heading, “The trotter a profita- 

ble'.horse for the farmer to breed,” A. Gardi- 
ner, in the American Breeder, says: 

“I hope no one will think, from the above 
heading that I am going to advocate the idea 
of a farmer buying a sulky and an outfit of 
toe-weights, trotting-boots, etc., and learn 
the business of training and developing the 
trotter, or even breeding the trotter with the 
one idea of speed alone in view, and with no 
regard for size, substance and other qualifi- 
cations that go to make up a generally useful 
animal. All of these contrivances for de- 
veloping speed are very usefnl is their place, 
but their place is not with the farmer. So. 
too, breeding to some undersized stallion, 
whose whole stock in trade is that he repre- 
sents in his breeding some single noted trot- 
ter or producer of trotter may (?) have its 
place, but that is certainly not with the 
farmer. Each year brings more proof that 
the trotter is fast being developed into a 
more generally useful animal, and better 
adapted to a greater number of purposes than any other breed of horses that has ever 
existed, and as such is fast gaining in popu- 
larity and advancing in price. The trotter 
originated with the necessities of the people, 
requiring a horse that could travel and puli 
some Kind of a vehicle for a long distance at 
a rapid gait, and the trotting gait being bet- 
ter adapted to this purpose than any other 
way of going, aud at the same time furnish- 
ing a means of sport both in trotting races 
and road driving, have together combined to 
develop the trotter to the present stand- 
ard. Never in the history of breeding any 
kind of animals have actual tests of merit so 
completely controlled every step that has 
been taken. Every trotting bred horse that 
is standard has attained the rank either by 
actual performance or by being related 
through both sire and dam to those that have 
performed. The word breeding when ap- 
plied to tne standard bred trotters has more 
practical meaning than when applied to any 
other breed of animals. 

I like the name trotter. It expresses the 
way of going as distinguished from the thor- 
oughbred or running horse, and what I have 
written so far is to set people thinking to see 
if their prejudices have not got the better of 
the facts. 

It costs no more In feed and care to raise 
a trotting bred colt to three years, worth 
from $150 to $500, than it does to raise a 
steer worth from $50 to $G0, to the same age. 
But it must be remembered that not every 
trnttinp bred colt will sell for more than the 
steer. To get more than the price of a com- 
mon work horse a breeder must in some way 
liecome acquainted with what qualities the 
public demand in a trotting bred colt, to 
make it salable without the trouble and ex- 
pense of developing, and then to know what 
lines of breeding produce these qualities 
with the greatest uniformity. 

I believe a great many farmers would find 
it not only a pleasant recreation, but a profit- 
able part of their business to devote a little 
of their spare time to informing themselves 
on tbis subject, and each year to raise one or 
more trottlng-bred colts, where there is a 
standard-bred stallion accessible. 

The fact of a horse being standard and 
registered is not of itself proof sufficient that 
he possesses the qualities demanded by the 
farmer; but it is proof that the breeding is as 
represented, and if that breeding is in good 
lines adds to the value of his produce, and is 
a standing advertisement, circulating all 
over the world, and assists very much in 
making sales. 

Every owner of such a horse should be 
able to furnish enough facts relating to the 
size, substance, speed, color, and general 
characteristics of his near ancestors, so that 
those who patronize him could do so intelli- 
gently. 

In no other branch of breeding has there 
been kept so perfect and complete a history 
of eacli Individual member of the breed as 
with the trotters, and if an intelligent use is 
made of the recorded facts no other branch 
of breeding should produce more certain re- 
sults. 

The Bible says, ‘Give me neither poverty 
nor riches,’ which I take to mean that kind 
of blissful sort of existence that comes from 
raising first class trotting-bred roadsters and 
carriage horses that always sell for a good 
price, and hoping that some day one of them 
will turn out a world-beater, and sell for 
enough to make a fellow rich.” 

J. It. Toothaker of Kangely, still has his 
Norman stallion, weight 1400 pounds, a good 
horse of that breed, and well patronized as 
he deserves to be, both at Kangeley and Phil- 
lips. Mr. T. keeps some twelve or fifteen 
horses, mostly for business on the farm and 
in the woods, but indulges In some driving 
and trotting stock. He has an inbred Ham- 
bletonian brood mare, wagon record of 2.38, 
with colt by her side by Black Star, record 
2.31. He has one by Larkin’s Knox, with 
colt by her side by l’atchunteer. He has 
one from his Knox mare by Lord Nelson, al- 
so two or three other young horses more or 
less “threatened with speed.” 

E. L. Toothaker, in company with S. W. 
Parlin, Esq., of the American Cultivator, 
has the four years old stallion, Patchunteer, 
by Volunteer Boy, dam by Godfrey Patchen. 
This is a finely proportioned, stylish, bay 
horse, nearly or quite 10C3 pounds,13 £ hands, 
bred by Mr. Win. U. Moody, Highland V’iew 
Farm, Claremont, N. 11., combining some of 
the cnoicest trotting strains of both the Ilam- 
bletonian audClay families.Besides his work 
horses, Mr. T. has a brood mare by Lord 
Nelson, dam by Howe’s Bismarck, and one 
by the same horse from a Messenger mare. 
He also has a matched pair by Lord Nelson, 
four years old, dark chestnut, good style ana 
action. 

_ 

L. A. Smith, also of Kangeley, has a six- 
yearsold stallion by Lord Nelson, dam by 
Uolbiei’s Ethan Allen, a very strong and 
still a very neat, clean made horse, with good 
trotting action, standing something better 
than ID hands, weight 1CC3 ponuds. He has 
a brood mare, an extra roader, by the Har- 
low horse, he by Page’s Hambletouian, dam 
a Keutuckv bred mare, with colt by her side, 
byS.W. Karlin's Allectus, a fine looking 
colt. 

A. T. Toothaker has a Knox brood mare, 
weight UDO pounds, a remarkably good road- 
er, and good for about a three-minute gait, 
with a colt by her side by Allectus, large and 
handsome indeed to look at, very nearly per- 
fect in shape, style and action, and Mr. W. 
T. Hoar has a very handsome black horse, 
with two or more white feet, “kind in every 
spot and place,” good for a three-minute 
clip, another very nice horse, sired by Lord 
Nelson. These horses are all owned in 
Kangeley.

Washington, July 30—II Dame Rumoi 
is to be believed, tbe details of a Navy fam- 
ily quarrel which are to be given to the pub 
lie soon will cause no small amount of inter- 
esting gossip. Tbe rumor is that Secretary 
Whitney has under consideration tbe reliei 
of Rear-Admiral S. B. Lace as commandanl 
of the North Atlantic Squadron, owing to i 

little unpleasantness between the Secretary 
and the Admiral growing out of the aban- 
donment af the joint Army and Navy ma- 

noeuvres at Fisher’s Island. Tbe original 
plan was that all of the vessels of the 
North Atlantic Squadron should participate 
in a series of sham battles with the four bat- 
teries of the 5th Artillery from the forts it 
New York harbor aud a battery of the 4th 
Artillery from Fort Trumbull. 

The first work done after the Army troop: 
reached Fisher’s Island was to construcl 
rUle ranges, with twelve targets placed a 
distances ranging from 500 to l.on yards 
The garrison was named Camp S. B. Luce 
and it was intended to increase the force tc 
fourteen batteries. Then the Secretary de- 
tached the flagship Richmond and ordered 
her to be put in condition for foreign squad- 
ron duty. The cruiser Atlanta was next de- 
tached to be fitted for foreign service, and 
the Yantic was ordered to be repaired for a 
West Indies cruise. This left onlv the dale- 
na and the Ussipee, and it was proposed to 
have a drill on a smaller scale. This plan 
has now been abandoned, hence the rumors. 

The Committee on the Trusts. 
The House committee on manufactures to- 

day submitted Its report concerning the 
trusts Investigation, which was ordered 
printed. The report states that in calling 
witnesses and taking testimony, the commit- 
tee proceeded upon the following plan of in- 
vestigation, viz., to Inquire, first, with rela- 
tion to trusts, or combinations, in lines ol 
business which are connected with, or use 
articles in which there exists a competition 
in our markets between the domestic pro- 
duct and the foreign product imported and 
dutiable under our tariff laws. Second, with 
relation to such combinations dealing in arti- 
cles which are not imported into this coun- 
try, or are not subject to import duties. 
Third, with relation to such combinations 
dealing in articles which are subject to taxa- 
tion under the internal revenue laws of the 
United States. 

After speaking of the organization of the 
Standard Oil Trust and the Sugar Trust, by 
which the organization and identity of the 
component corporations is left undisturbed, the trustees being restricted to the receipt of 
the dividends declared by the various corpo- 
rations and the distribution of the aggregate of them to the holders of the trusts, certifi- 
cates, pro rata, and to holding and voting 
upon the stock of the corporations, the com- 
mittee say: “This form of combination was 
obviously devised for the purpose of reliev- 
ing the trusts and trustees from the charge of any breach of the conspiracy laws, of tne 
various States, or of being a combination to 
regulate or control the price of production of 
any commodity; hence thev assert that the 
corporations themselves which control and 
regulate the price of commodities and the 
extent of production, ana have tangible 
property, remain with their organization in- 
tact and distinct and not in combination 
with each other; that the stockholders, who 
owned only the stock of the corporations, 
entered into the agreements and sold their 
stock in the corporations and accepted in 
payment trust certificates, and that the trus- 
tees receive and hold only the stock of cor- 
porations and have no legal title to any of 
the property of corporations, and neither 
buy nor sell anything nor combine with 
any one to fix prices or regulate the produc- tion of any commodity. It is plain that the 
combinations, the testimony concerning which is herewith submitted, have been in- 
tentionally formed so as to avoid, if possible, the charge that the trust, as such, or the 
trustees in that capacity, either fixed the 
Prlce or regulated the production of any ar- 
ticle of merchandise or commerce.” 

Reclaiming the Desert. 
The Senate today adopted an amendment 

to the sundry civil service bill appropriating 
$250,000 for investigation to ascertain how 
much of the arid region of the United States 
might be redeemed by irrigation. The 
amendment provides that land to be redeem- 
ed shall be held by the government until re- 
leased for settlement by subsequent legisla- 
tion. 

The Nation’s Indebtedness. 
The House today considered the deficiency 

appropriation bill in committee of the whole 
Mr. Kerr of Iowa, in offering a formal 
amendment, spoke of the obligation upon 
the general government to care for the ex- 
soldiers, and said that if the President had 
recommended some favorable legislation to 
the attention of the House, judging by the 
effect of his efforts in certain other matters. 
his views would have prevailed, and the 
country might be relieved of the great dan- 
ger of a large surplus In the treasury. 

Mr. Burnes of Missouri maintained that 
the government had cared for the soldiers 
with a generosity unparalleled in the history 
of nations, while the present administration 
had done more for the soldiers and their 
widows and orphans than any other adminis- 
tration. 

The committee rose, leaving the appropri- ation bill pending. 
To Talk Tariff Down South. 

Major McKinley has received through Sen- 
ator Brown a formal and pressing invitation 
from the directors of the Piedmont Chautau- 
qua, near Atlanta, to deliver an address at 
such time as will be convenient for him. In 
addition to the formal invitation, Senator 
Brown added a very cordial one in his own 
behalf. There are, besides, several very 
pleasant letters. The character of the Invi- 
tations was such that Major McKinley did 
not feel at liberty to decline them, and he 
was also glad of the opportunity of appear- 
ing before such an audience as gathers at 
this great Georgia commercial centre. The 
understanding as stated in the correspond- 
ence is that he is invited to present bis vlows 
of the tariff. After a personal interview 
with Senator Brown he has formally accept- 
ed the Invitation and named a day in August 
after the 20th which may suit the conven- 
ience of those who have invited him.

Senator Blair introduced a bill to-day, as 
the request of the federation of labor, mak- 
ing some changes in the phraseology of the 
law prohibiting the importation of foreigners 
under contract. 

Political Notes. 
In a recent interview concerning the 

United Labor party, Mr. W. H. Simmons, 
candidate for Governor of Maine, spoke as 
follows: “TheUnion Labor Party Is an 
outgrowth of western party disaffection, and 
in the western States you will find the move- 
ment a powerful one.

THE MILLS BILL DOING ITS WORK. 

Elqht Hundred Men Thrown Out of 

Employment in New Jersey, 

As the Result or the Uncertainty In 

Business Circles. 

Free Trade Rulings Make Trouble for 
a Lewiston Mill. 

New York, July 30.—The Norfolk and 
New Brunswick Hosiery Company of New 
Brunswick, N. J., on Saturday suspended 
work at their mills for a period of several 
weeks; or, at any rate, until there should be 
a larger demand for their goods than at pres- 
ent. The company run a small mill at Hart- 
ford, Conn, but most of their work Is done 
at New Brunswick, wb»re they own five 
large brick buildings. The company, which 
has been In existence since 1865, is in sound 
financial condition. It has paid as high a 
dividend as 10 per cent, but last year the 
dividend was only 5 per cent. The princi- 
pal part of their business consists in the 
manufacture of fine underwear—shirts, 
drawers and stockings. 

To a reporter, who asked him the reason 
for the temporary closing of the mills, John 

( 
N. Carpenter, president of the company,said f 
that it was entirely owing to "the uncertain- 
ty brought about by tariff legislation"; that 
their customers were waiting before giving 
their orders, to see if the Mills bill would 
Ka nAaaiul n»,i AUaS AL ---- Jf J 
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want to accumulate a large amount of stock 
on an uncertain market. 

?ffect w”ul<i the Passage of the 
Mills bill have upon your Industry?" “We would be obliged to lower wages in 
order to compete with foreign manufactur- 
ers. 1 will tell you why The present tariff 
on raw material is 10 cents a pound, and on the manufactured articles there Is a duty of 33 cents, which is our mainstay of protec- tion. Now, were both these duties wiped 
out, as the Mills bill proposes, we might save a small sum in having free raw wool, but it would not be equivalent to one-half 
what we should lose by the removal of the 
we ght duty on the manufactured article. 
This difference would either cause us to close up our mills or make it up in some other way. We cannot curtail our general 
expenses. We have been giving from fio to 
130 per cent more for labor than is paid in 
Germany and Kngland. Our competition is 
principally foreign.’’ 

F. M. Breeze, the treasurer of the compa- 
ny, took the same ground as Mr. Carpenter, and said: “I have been a life-long Demo- 
crat, but I know where my interests lie, and 
Ipropose to vote this year for Harrison, Morton and Protection/' The SCO employes of the mill,while bemoaninglthe necessity for 
a shut down, are convinced that it will not 
be for long. Many of them are strong in 
their condemnation of the removal of the 
tariff advocated by the pending bill. 

A Blow to Lewiston Industry. 
Lewiston, July 30.-The Journal tonight 

has the following: We understand that 
about half of the looms producing damask 
table cloths in the Bates Mills, are ordered 
to be stopped at the end of this week for an 
indefinite period. Why is this? We learn 
frooi good authority that there has been no 
increase in looms in the country, producing 
these geod*, during the past year. These 
damasks are made !u the United States main- 
ly by the Renfrew and the Bates of Lewis- 
ten. The Renfrew, last month, stopped «►- 

large part of these damask looms, as we 
learn. The demand for these goods has been 
excellent and equal to the production until a 
few months ago. 

We are informed that latterly an inferior 
grade of damasks, selling at just below the 
price of the American goods, have been 
largely imported, either under a false impor- 
tation and undervaluation or because of a 
change in the construction of the 
clause of the tariff law applying to 
these goods, made by the free trade 
Collector of the Port of New York. 
We are also informed that the trade selling these foreign goods, admit they are not so 
good value to the consumer as the home- 
n‘*de article, but they are enabled by virtue 
of the lower cost to them of the foreign pro- duct, and by selling them a little under the 
domestic goods, to make a little larger profit 
on their sales, which of course stimulates 

w umuuu™ uiein ana uiereoy corres- 
pondingly reduce the sales of domestic goods The Bates doubled their capacity in this 
kind of goods two years ago. because of ina- 
bility at that time to meet their orders. No 
accumulation of these goods has occurred 
until within a few months. Now it is clear, 
whatsoever may be the cause of this Increase 
of importations, that the inrush of Inferior 
foreign goods at a lower price, has made it 
necessary to shut down the Renfrew and the 
Bates damask looms, as already stated, and 
thus throw American wage-earners out of 
employment. 

We note great disappointment among the 
employes thus affected, but of course the 
same disappointment exists in the manage- 
ment of the company, as every curtailment 
of production increases the cost ef all other 
goods produced. 

Amusements. 
To the Editor of the frees: 

I noticed In your Issue of the 30th July 
the expression oi opinions by certain of our 

elergymen on the subject of amusements, 
more particularly base ball, and contests of 
speed between horses, both very popular 
amusements. Such contests everywhere and 
always, especially at our fairs, the reverend 
gentlemea would prohibit 

It seems to me that there Is decidedly an- 
other side to this question. From time Im- 
memorial, man has craved and enjoyed the 
sports of the arena. Many of the elergymen 
themselves rather enjoy descriptions of such 
events occurring in the classic writers, and 
sometimes quote passages In which the 
sweat-bathed victor Is mentioned. Indeed 
there is something admirable In exhibitions 
of courage and physical ability, whether in 
a contest between men or horses on the race 
course, provided such contests be amicable 
and harmless to the contestants. 

We confidently assert that the average 
trotting horse is kept in better condition for 
his mile contests than his brother, the work 
horse, for bis dally work. The trotting or 
running horse, la full of life, eager for the 
start, and the very opposite of a Jaded creat- 
ure, as thousands of witnesses at our fairs 
can testify. Very seldom does a casualty 
occur to him. He is in full as much danger 
in the streets of a city as on the track. As a 
rule the trotting horse, with the usual twen- 

teak auu air, is a traveller 
the second heat than the first. After some 
acquaintance with the fine horses of our 
State, and their performances at fairs, l be- 
lieve our clergymen would see no cruelty in 
permitting their entry In these contests. But 
they say betting and gambling attend these 
amusements. I suppose betting occurs eve- 
ry time staid old Bowdoln sends a boat crew 
to the inter-collegiate regatta, or a ball team 
to a tournament. 

I am not sure that bets have not been 
made as to which student would lead his 
class. Students do bet. Opportunities will 
arise for betting from a Presidential election 
to the boiling of a teakettle. 

No, 1 would not have any sports on Sun- 
day, nor any cruel ones at any time. 

I would not have any cruel Intelligent con- 
tests such as occur in many schools and col- 
leges where the Inducements are offered by the faculty, or others, and the results are of- 
ten more than cruel. 

The people still have something of the old 
Roman in them and will go to the games on 
a holiday as the British Parliament does to 
the Derby. I would not hinder them from 
seeing what tine horses are being reared In 
our State by reason of the very encourage- 
ment breeders receive through the fairs. If 
racing was hindered there would simply be 
an end to the fairs. X. Y. Z.

The Democrats appear to be trying to rec- 
oncile the woolen manufacturers to the Mills 
bill by pointing out that under (hat 
measure the net result of the change of 
duties is more protection to them. In one 
breath they denounce protection as robbery, 
in the next they tell the woolen manufactur- 
ers that they ought to support the Mills bill 
because it gives them more protection, that 
is allow them more opportunities for rob- 
bery. 

The agents of the Indian bureau have 
been finding it difficult to make the Sioux In- 
dians see that the proposed treaty is for their 
advantage, though as matter of fact it un- 
doubtedly is. But the Indians have been 
cheated so many times that naturally enough 
they look upon any proposition emanating 
from the white man with suspicion. If the 
Sioux refuse to make the treaty the chances 
are, we regret to say, that they will be com- 
pelled to submit to an arrangement less to 
their advantage. When the white men 
want their lands they generally get them—if 
not by fair means, then by foul, and it has 
been too often the fact that the agents of 
the Indian bureau have connived with them 
to accomplish their purpose. 

Our Democratic contemporaries are still 
silent as to how the manufacturers are going 
to compete for the markets of the world 
with the manufacturers of Great Britain, 
while the latter have free raw materials and 
pay their workmen one half or one third less 
than the former. Free trade they say will 
open to us the markets of the world so that 
the demand for our products will be greatly 
increased, while at the same time the wages 
of our workingmen will not be decreased. 
It appears on its face to be impossiole for 
manufacturers in this country paying say (10 
a week for their labor to compete success- 
fully with manufacturers in England paying 
#5 a week for their labor. But of course It 
can be done or the Democratic sheets would 
not tell us so. They should explain, how- 
ever, how It is to be done. 

It Is not only at Bar Harbor that the un- 
usual backwardness of summer weather is 
discouraging the pleasure and recreation 
seekers as well as the hotel keepers. In Eu- 
rope the weather last week was very dis- 
couraging. In England heavy rains des- 
troyed the crops in the country and discour- 
aged the farmers, who have been looking for 
sun to ripen the fruits. On the Continent, 
from Sweden to Italy, there was an unusual 
succession of rains. This has sent up a dis- 
mal howl from the frequenters of the water- 
ing places, which has already reached this 
continent. The howls of the suffering agri- 
culturists for whose laments there is most 
satisfactory reason, has not yet attracted the 
sympathetic attention that has been given to 
the trials of the pleasure seekers, but will be 
heard from in good time, no doubt. 

Maurice B. Flynn, the New York con- 
toactor who suffered from the displeasure of 
the New York taxpayers at the time Rollin 
M. Squire was driven from the eommission- 
ership of public works, must be just now 
meditating on the peculiarities of mankind. 
Flynn who is now working a scheme to get 
possession of the gas works in Richmond 
Va., found it desirable to get into the good 
graces of the city council. To do that he 
tendered them a banquet. At this attempt 
to wheedle their city council the people of 
Richmond do not seem to have made any 
great stir; but the whole town is indignant 
with Flynn, because at the banquet he al- 
lowed the colored councilmen to sit at the 
same table with their white associates. 
Why the line between right and wrong in 
matters affecting public trusts should not be 
kept as inviolable as the color line and other 
social lines is food for the reflection of the 
social philosophers. Mr. Flynn, too, is un- 

doubtedly bestowing en the question some 

philosophical, though perhaps cynical, reflec- 
tions. 

How Immigrants are Cheated. 
The investigation of the Congressional 

Committee into the condition and surround- 
ings of the Italian Immigrants in New York 

city is shown by its revelations to be most 

timely. There are now in New York city 
about seventy thousand Italians, half of 
whom have arrived since the first of this 

year. Three quarters of them are men, 
poor wretches whom the fear of an Europ- 
ean war or the hardness of their lots, has 
made ready dupes of unscrupulous emigra- 
tion agents. The emigration agents go 
through Italy, giving especial attention to 
the rural districts, and advance passage 
money to those whom they can induce to 
emigrate. The fare from Naples to New 
York is twenty-four dollars, but the agent 
compels the assisted immigrant to pay from 
ten to fifty dollars premium on this sum. 
This must be paid out of the poor fellow's 
first earnings. So the Italian Is worse than 
the pauper immigrant who lands without a 
cent, for the Italian is in debt even. Igno- 
rant and in debt the immigrant falls readily 
under the control of the padroni, the broker 
in Italian labor. These padroni have offices 
in New York city and in other large cities of 
the country. At a few hours’ notice they 
can furnish from a hundred to a thousand 
Italian laborers. The padroni receive also a 
commission per capita for getting work for 
the men, which must be a first claim upon 
their wages. Large numbers of these men 
have been brought into Maine, especially 
since me nngnsii nave ueen pusn- 
iug the Canadian Pacific across the State. 
Bet whatever may have been the condition 
of those Italians who were distributed 
throughout the country under contract—and 
the people In Maine living on the route to 
the Canadian Pacific location have seen 

enough to know that it is not the happiest— 
it is far better than the condition of those 
who remain In New York. There they are 
out of work and forced to live in the great,' 
est wretchedness. Some of the Italians 
testified before the committee that they re- 
ceived at home in Italy but three meals and 
ten cents a day; but yet would be glad to 
return. For immigrants of intelligence and 
energy, who come here to establish homes 
for themselves and become citizens, America 
has now and will have for years to come a 
warm welcome. But for the paupers of 
Europe who are too miserable to get away 
from home without help the fairest country 
In the world is and always will be a place of 
hardship!'" It is the part of humanity as well 
as self preservation for Congress to devise 
such means as it may to put a stop to the 
traffic in Italian immigrants.

A CAMPAIGN SLANDER. 
| Worcester Spy.] 

The Chicago Mail, not a Republican paper 
certainly and not unfriendly to Mr. Cleve- 
land, some time ago told the story that he 
bad resolved to abstain from all intoxicat- 
ing drinks. There was no impropriety in 
telling this story if true. It has no relation 
to politics, perhaps, but it has the kind of 
Interest that all personal anecdotes of dis- 
tinguished men have, and to many of his fel- 
low oountryraen it would be especially grati- 
fying to know that the President had iD this 
particular set so good an example to the 
young men of the United States. But the 
Buffalo Demokrat denies with some heat and 
resentment the Mail’s pleasant story, de- 
nouncing it as a campaign slander, “calcu- 
lated to make an unfavorable impression up- 
on voters who are prepared in the present campaign to support the President.’’ “We 
know from the best sources,” says the Demo- 
krat, “that President Cleveland remains true 
to his habits of life, which are entirely solid 
and free from any inclination toward tem- 
perance nonsense.’ We cannot say whether 
the Chicago Mail or the Buffalo Demokrat is 
the better Informed in this matter. 

COST OF A CAMPAICN. 

Work of a National Committee In the 
Creat Presidential Battle. 

The headquarters of all recent Presiden- 
tial campaigns have been in the city of New 
York, now the acknowledged commercial* 
political, social and brain centre of the 
United States, says the New York Sun. 
The pending campaign will be directed from 
this city. Already the National Democratic 
Committee has fitted up quarters at 1# West 
Twenty-ninth street, and the ReDubltcan 
National Committee will not be far behind 
with new headquarters for the campaign in 
West Twenty-fifth street, near the Hoffman 
House. The Democratic Committee have a 
whole building, and will at once get to work 
with a large force of clerks and assistants to 
do the active work of the campaign. There 
the Executive Committee will have its rooms, the paraphernalia of the campaign will be 
stored, and the sinews of war expended. How much does it cost to run a Presiden- 
tial campaign? We have no annual reports 
to guide us. The committees are close cor- 
porations. They work largely in secret. 
They do not blazon either their receipts or 
expenditures on the housetops. They get contributions from sources that would not on 
any account be made public, and they expend 
money for purposes that may appear to be 
remote from the legitimate campaign work. 
We can therefore hardly expect to arrive at 
more than an approximate estimate of what 
it costs. 

The preparation and circulation of docu- 
ments is a very important part of the work 
of national committees. The literature of 
each campaign is of necessity of a very lively character. It generally consists of reprints of memorable speeches by distinguished 
party men. Often these speeches are the ap- 
parent outcome of Congressional debates, and nominally prepared to bespoken in the 
halls of Congress with reference to some 
pending legislation. They are generally 
crammed with statistics, and no party ever 
failed to be prepared with a voluminous ar- 
ray of figures to show that the other party would bring ruin and desolation upon the 
country, and that all its representatives had 
been wasteful and extravagant, if not cor- 
rupt. Portentfous columns of arithmetical 
calculations are printed by the cartload and 
shipped to all parts of the country to be dis- 
tributed at the local headquarters. The ad- 
vantage of the Congressional speeches is 
that they can be sent free through the mails 
as parts of public documents, thus saving the printing and postage. But a vast quantity of other matter besides 
speeches is sent out to rouse the intellectual 
sense or to fire up the political heart of the 
country. If the party has been so fortunate 
as to conduct an Investigation, the probabili- ties are that the interests of the party have 
not been kept in the background while the 
investigation proceeded, and the foe is shown 
up by an impressive array of official reports ana condemnation of the opposite party. If the enemy has written any letters or 
made any speeches calculated to benefit the 
caase, 1. becomes the duty of the national 
committee to hunt them up and see that 
copies of them are widely circulated, so as to 
bring the enemy to confusion. Of course, the enemy will kick, and declare that the 
speeches or letters are garbled, and then the 
enemy s national committee must send out 
?ii“er.tS*>eec^es’ tetters and circulars: and 
thus there accumulates an enormous pile of 
printed matter, a good deal of which finds its 
wav to the waste-paper basket, but allot 
which costs money. The Tilden campaign was the most re- 
markable in the hlstorv of nnnnfrir #/\r 

documentary work. Done before the nation- al committee got Into working trim Mr. Tll- 
Ji*? ,®W*n,“d what wa8 facetiously termed a ‘•literary bureau.” and it proved a most efficient adjunct. His keen intellect comprehended fully the value of accurate information. He knew all the schemes of the enemy to misrepresent the issue aud befog the voter with sophistries. Hecov- ered every point in the campaign with terse 

vigorous pamphlets, which were sent in 
every direction in liberal quantities, and 
when the national committee got organized his plans were adopted and carried out. The 
result proved the wisdom of his forethought. It was to be expected that his vast fortune 
would be used in his own behalf, and many wild stories were circulated as to the amount 
which was emptied from “Tilden's barrel." I he faet was that in this legitimate work he 
expended about *250,000. The literature of that campaign did much to set the principles and history of the Democratic party clearly before the country. J 

The indications are that the pending cam- 
paign win be a memorable one for its docu- 
ments. The fruitful topic of the tariff will give occasion for momentous piles of speeches, tracts, rhymes, statistics, and facts 
on that inexhaustible topic. 

Generally the national committee of each 

Krty Issues a political text book containing 
platform and various key notes of the 

campaign for the guidance of speakers and 
the enlightenment of the voters. 

A most important and costly work of the 
national commltee is the sending out of 
speakers and the payment of their expenses. 
These speakers must be men of reputation, 
whom the people will flock to see. They 
must be men of strong physique, capable of 
standing the rack of travelling ana speaking 
consecutively for months. Of course, these 
spakers must be paid. Sometimes they get 
as ”lu°h as *100 a night, which is indeed a 
moderate price for a professional man. They

graphing to he done, and to prevent expos- uro to the enemy much of this must be done 

c*p ,.e.^ Secrecy is absolutely necessary for political movements, as it is military movements, and there probably never was a 
National Committee that did not use the ci- 
pher more or less. 

A very delicate and difficult duty of theXa 
tional Committee is to determine where to 
place the forces at their command. It will 
not do to throw away exertion where it is 
not needed. It is the doubtful points that 
become the battle ground. The committee 
makes up its mind to use greater efforts in 
this or that State. This always makes 
trouble. The Committee is often accused of 
failure to appreciate the situation, of a lack 
of correct information as to which is the real 
battle ground, of wasting its energies, or of 
neglecting the essential point of offense or 
defence. The committee is likely to he ac- 
cused of diverting the finances to favor this 
or that local ^candidate at the expense of 
some other more in need of support. But 
every National Committee expects this sort 
of criticism. In case of a victory won, the 
committee has no trouble in proving that ev- 
erything was done for the best. 

Whpro tho Notinnnl 
its funds? It depends upon what kind < f a 
National Committee it is. Time was when 
there was little, If any concealment about 
levying tribute upon officeholders; when the 
collector stood near by on pay day aud took 
his per cent of the money paid to the office- 
holder as regularly as the salary was paid, 
but that sort of thing is now changed, and 
whatever the officeholder gives must be done 
in the form of a voluntary contribution. Of 
course, officeholders contribute. President 
Cleveland has not scrupled to send his #1,000 
check, and other officeholders of less note do 
not permit themselves to forget. It was said 
that the late Edwards Pierrepont gave $20,- 
000 toward the National campaign fund of 
the party that made him Minister to Eng- 
land and a Cabinet Minister. Good author- 
ity reports that Edward Cooper and Mayor 
Hewitt gave $100,000 apiece for the first 
Cleveland campaign, although it does not ap- 
pear that they got any special recognition from the Administration. 

The Committee raises its own plan and re- 
ports to nobody. It must find its own ways 
and means, and seldom fails to find out the 
men who arc willing to pony up quietly, 
either on account of favors received or a 
lively sense of favors yet to come. 

Generally the Executive Committee of a 
National Committee comprises some rich men 
who are expected to at least advance money in anticipation of receipts, and not a few of- 
ficials of National Committeees have done 
this to their sorrow. August Belmont had 
some memorable experiences in this line 
when lie was Chairman of the Democratic 
National Committee during the years when 
the party was struggling against fearful 
odds, with no Custom House, Post Office, or 
navy yard to appeal to. There was a very 
widespread notion that the rich banker could 
afford to contribute liberally, and so had to 
take as contributions of others many prom- ises to pay, which were never kept. He had 
to take a great deal of abuse, and got little 
thanks, and no recognition since the party 
got into power. Somehow the favors often 
aid not go to men who furnished substantial 
aid in time of need. Banker S. V. White, the Treasurer of the last ltepublican State 
Committee, had so much of this that he did 
not care to be re-elected this year. 

A very expensive feature of all Presiden- 
tial campaigns is the cost of great meetings 
and parades. A big parade, which means, 
of course, a torchlight parade, in New York 
costs on the average $500 per election dis- 
trict, or from $12,000 to #20,000. The music, 
the Hags and banners, the torches, the fire- 
works, the uniforms all cost money, to say 
nothing of tha pay of the men who parade. 
It has been alleged that there are boys who 
turn out in ail processions, and figure one 
night as ltepublicans and the next as Demo- 
crats. 

A large public meeting in New York costs 
from $3,000 to $4,000. This goes for rent of 
hall, music, expenses of speakers, decora- 
tions, advertising, printing, and et ceteras. 

Conversing with well-informed men who 
have for years handled the political funds 
used by the great parties in this city, and 
comparing and averaging their state- 
ments, we conclude that it costs about 
#10,000 an Assembly district to run 
a Presidential campaign in New York 
city, or about $250,000. This is ex- 
clusive of the official election expenses, 
which foot up #290,000 for city and United 
States officials. Chamberlain Ivins, in his 
book on the cost of elections In the city, esti- 
mates the total cost of an average year at 
#700,000, exclusive of personal expenses of 
candidates. It is said that Tammany and the 
County Democracy spent together about 
$170,000 to nominate Cleveland the first time. 
It is no secret that Mayor Hewitt gave his 
whole salary as Mayor, amounting to $20,000, 
to the party and $4,000 more, and in the 
Tilden campaign he gave as much as $40,000. 

There are widely varying ideas of the ex- 
penses of National Committees. Col. Bob 
lngersoll, when asked, said he did not know, 
but he supposed it would cost a party from 
#1,000,000 to #2,000,000. Mayor Hewitt said 
that a National Committee, working 
economically, could run a Presidential cam- 
paign for about $500,000. No National 
v/uiiiuuLM-c cvci ijuuiisiicu a uni ui parucu- 
lars. Taking all the expenses of all the 
States, it may be roughly estimated that a 
Presidential campaign costs the country 
about 820,000,000.
